City adopts
'83 budget

The Grosse Pointe City Council
has adopted a $2.8 mIllion
budget for the 1983-84fiscal year,
raIsing typical tax bills for res-
idents about 1.2 percent.

Under the new budget, a home-
owner WIth a state equalIzed val-
uatIOn of $40,000 can expect to pay
about $7.74 more in property
taxes, according to administra-
tors

The budget calls for a tax rate
of 16 72 mIlls for both general op-
erations and debt retirement. (A
mIll equals $1 for every $1,000 of
assessed valuation). That mill
rate will be applied to a 2.8 per-
cent decline In assessments in the
CIty, leaVIng residents with about
1 2 percent increase In tax bills,
admmistrators said.

Spendmg III the CIty is up 3.6
percent and Includes expenditures
of $1.3 mIllIon for public safety,
$732,685 for public works and
$140,305 for the city's parks

During the 1983-84 fiscal year,
the CIty expects to collect $1 9
mILlIon In property taxes or 71
percent of its revenues

Some states are tradition-
ally icebergs of inchfference and
are not going to suddenly become
bulwarks of compassion Black
people m this country would never
have gotten their civil fights had
we depended on Mississippi or
Alabama.

"Yes, we are different from
each other," she said to the large-
ly white audience. "But you re-
move that outer covering, and we
are all alike underneath. Don't tell
me we have to be dIsproportion-
ately afraId of countries abroad.
One of our greatest enemIes lies
right here within the borders of
this country R-A-C-I-S-M," she
spelled out, "depletes our re-
sources.

This huge increase in the lawyers' salaries is,
however, illustrative of the way matters have
been handled in the past in Wayne County and
especially in the road commission. The empha-
sis has been on preserving employe's preroga-
tives and pay at the expense of the taxpayer.
The road commission itself acted in a way con-
sistent with its past practices in currying favor
with its employes. As it was described by
David Olmstead, attorney for the county execu-
tive, "The road commission was buying the po-
litical allegiance of those lawyers by giving
them that money."

IN HIS ORIGINAL decision, Judge Burdick
ruled that both state law and the new county
charter gave Lucas the "power to remove, at.
will, the incumbent road commIssion and to
appoint their successors." That was certainly
the intent of the county charter which was
overwhelmingly approved by county voters Let
us hope that the courts eventually will see it the
same way and not stand in the way of the
long-awaited housecleaning at the road com-
mission.

The nlessage of the recall
The sildden popularity of the recall as a

means of expressing opposition to the recent 36
percent Increase in the state income tax is sur-
prising. According to one account, no fewer
than 12 Democratic senators, including Sen,
John Kelly whose district includes the Grosse
Pointes, have been targeted for possible recall
campaigns along with Gov. James Blanchard.

While the recall is authorized under the Mi.
chigan Constitution, it is essentially a negative
action. It calls for the removal of an official,
usually because of a single issue, as in the cur-
rent cases arising from opposition to the in-
come tax hike, But it offers no remedy except
for the recall/of the official named. Apparently
the theory of those supporting the current re-
call campaigns in Michigan is that they are
sending a message to the legislature and the
governor on the tax issue. But what is that
message?

It turns out that those of us who thought the
end had come for the old road gang-the three
incumbents on the Wayne County Road Commis.
sion - were premature in our celebration of their
official demise. A Circuit Court judge gave the old
commissioners a stay of "execution" after Judge
Irwin Burdick had upheld County Executive Wil-
liam Lucas' right to fire the incumbents and name
his own commissioners instead. So at last word
the old gang was still in office and conducting
business in the same old way while pursuing ~n
appeal from Judge Burdick's order.

One of the old commissioner's first acts after
winning new hfe was to negotIate a new contract
with the eight lawyers employed by the com-
mission. The contract will raise the annual
wages of the attorneys by between 25 percent
and 43 percent. In dollars, that amounts to
about $1,000 for the period retroactive to Feb, 1
with an additional $9,000 to $14,000 a year start-
ing July 1 According to the Detroit News, the
new schedule will bring seven of the lawyers to
$51,871 a year and the eighth to $45,387.

One of the lawyers explained that the in-
crease puts their salaries close to other county
lawyers who were awarded pay hikes earlier
by the Wayne County Board of Commissioners
He conceded, however, that the lawyers didn't
look at salarIes in private industry but only at
other govel'nmental agencies.

It is budget time. The House

and Senate have initially pas-
sed budget bills which will be
written in final version in con-
ference committees.
