The Wayne County Board of
Canvassers last Thursday autho-
rized the first recount in election
history in Grosse Pointe Woods.

Acting on the request of former
councilman William Wilson, who
fell four votes. short of retaining
his council seat, the Board of
Canvassers set Monday, Dec. 5 as
the date to conduct the recount.

In the Nov. 8 tabulation, Wilson
placed fourth in the best of three
race for the council seats. He gar-
nered 1,127 votes to 1,131 for Ted
Bidigare, the third-place finisher.

The recount, one of four ap-
proved by the board of canvas-
sers, is not aimed at getting any-
one on the council, Wilson said. It
was to clear up possible mistakes
made in the tabulation of absentee
ballots, which were of the punch-
card type, used for the first time
this year in-the Woods, he added.

THE MACHINES that record
the absentee ballots can some-
times miscount a ballot if it is not
aligned properly in the machine,
Wilson said. In addition, if the
punch-card tab is not removed
completely from the ballot, the
machine may not record the vote,
he said.

Wilson conceded his campaign-
ing may have had some effect on
the outcome. He noted his low-key
campaign tactics were in sharp
contrast to those of other candi-

The committee formed to recall
school board members who voted
to close Barnes school has dropped
Joan Hanpeter, Vincent LoCicero
and Dorothy Kennel from its hit list
and decided to target just three
trustees — Jon Gandelot, Ernest
Buechler and Catherine Brierly.

Committee chairman David
Easlick, Jr., said his group plans
to begin its campaign against
three board members this week
by filing a petition question with
county election officials. All six of
the trustees voted last week to
close Barnes School and move all
sixth graders into middle school.
Roger Mourad was the lone dis-
senter.

Mrs. Hanpeter, board presi-
dent, was dropped from the list
because she earlier announced
she’ll retire at the end of her third
term this June, Easlick said. Lo-
Cicero and Mrs. Kennel were

_dropped because they're not eligi- -

ble for recall under statute until
Jan. 11, when they will have
served six months in office, Eas-
lick said.

But Gandelot took a different
view of the committee’s selection
of recall targets. He pointed out
that the signature-gathering pro-
cess necessary to put the issue on
the ballot will undoubtedly sur-
pass the Jan. 11 date. And he ac-
cused the committee of trying to
turn the issue into a ‘‘popularity
contest” by dividing the board.

Gandelot said he’s ready to fight
the recall. ‘“‘As I’ve said before, 1
must represent all of the people
who voted me into office,” (gan e-
lot said.““Dave Easlick didn’t elect
me. He’s never voted in a school
board election, or a millage elec-
tion for that matter.”’

When asked about his voting re-
cord, Easlick said he can’t re-
member if he has voted in school
board elections and added, “why
don’t you write that Jon Gandelot
missed three school board meet-
ings because he was at University
of Michigan football games?”

Mrs. Kennel, although not a re-
call target, said she’ll “fight it
every inch of the way.

‘““We have been willing to
compromise on this,”’ she said, in
reference to the fact that the
board earlier rejected proposals
to close four schools after parents
protested.

“I don't understand why they're
picking on just three of us. If
those three did something wrong,
then all six of us are guilty of the
same thing.”

Easlick’s Committee for Neigh-
borhood Elementary Schools —
Recall must first get approval of
its petition 'language from the
Wayne County Election Commis-
sion. Then separate petitions for
each board member to be recalled
must be circulated and signed by
about 6,700 registered voters in a
90-day period. The election com-
mission and local city halls would
then verify signatures, a two-week
process, according to an election
worker. After that, the county
clerk would have 60 days in which
to schedule a special election. A
simply majority is needed to re-
call the trustees.

If they are recalled, the remain-
ing board members will appoint
citizens to fill the vacancies until
the annual election in June. Since
‘the committee is not trying to re-
call a majority of the board, it
will not bhe necessary for the
Governor Lo make interim ap-
pointments if it is successful.

Easlick said his recall com-
mittee is the ‘‘loose alliance of

Panic attack a physical fact, studies show

psychological disorder.

“Since 1980 studies have begun
to show there are specific disor-
ders associated with panic attacks
and that it can be inherited mak-
ing children of two-parent panic
suffers expecially vulnerable,”
says Rainey. “It also occurs in
three women to every two men.”

Recent tests using the drugs
Isooproterenol and Sodium Lactate
on both panic and non-panic at-
tack sufferers have produced re-
sults similar to the 1930 study
data.

Schools. Bill and Judy Browns-
combe, who headed that group,
are not officers in the recall
committee, although. Browns-
combe said he will work on the
campaign to remove trustees.

Easlick, in a press release, chal-
lenged the school board to make
the recall contest a referendum on
the issue of school closings. When
asked why the group isn’t collect-
ing signatures to force a referen-
dum on the issue, which is also its
right, Easlick responded that a
referendum would not be binding.
“This is a much cleaner choice
and represents a direct and final
referendum on the issue,’”’ he said.

A citizen group called CARE
(Citizens Against the Recall Ef-
fort) also plans to enter the recall
fray, according to its leader
Henry Clay, of the Farms. Clay,
administrative partner in the law
firm of Dykema, Gossett,
Spencer, Goodnow and Trigg, was
a member of the board of educa-
tion in his former home in south-
eastern Pennsylvania when the
school system decided to close
several schools because of en-
rollment declines similar to
Grosse Pointe’s.

“My former community, which
measures up in every way to
Grosse Pointe, went through the
same process we're facing here.
We lost 50 (Fercent of our students
and ended up closing several
schools. The quality of education
there did not decrease ... and
there were significant savings.”

Clay said his group is planning
a campaign to urge people not to
sign recall petitions if they are
circulated by the Committee for
Neirg{hbo;'lhood Elementary Schools
— Recall.

necessarily agree on the issue of
whether or not we should close
schools,” Clay said. “But we do
feel very strongly that recall will
have a terribly negative effect on
our community.”’

The trustees voted Nov. 14 to
close Barnes Elementary School,
on Morningside Drive in the
Woods, in the fall of 1984 because
of the severe drop in enrollment
“the school system has experienced
in the last decade. The number of
students attending the 15 public
schools has declined from about
13,500 in 1971 to about 7,500 this
year and is projected to decline to
6,287 in 1986. Board members
have argued that educational pro-
grams will be improved if schools
are consolidated and that over-
head costs will also decline.

Parents and others opposing the
closing of Barnes, which has en-
rollment of 191 this year, say it
will depress real estate values in
the area, inconvenience students
with longer walking distances and
destroy the neighborhood elemen-
tary school concept.

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Noted authors come to town

Looking for something to do on

. Levin, former editor at Monthly

article was never published,
something Levin said he was not
sorry about, since it seemed to be
another piece of the DeLorean
mystique.

In 1981, Levin, then senior editor
at Monthly Detroit, published a
piece titled ‘“John DeLorean; The
Other Side of the Myth.”

The article looked at DeLo-
rean’s personal finances and busi-
ness dealings, Levin said. It piec-
ed together a paper trail of busi-
ness failures, law suits and horror
stories from partners and inves-
tors with DeLorean.

It’s about
‘changes, women, whiskey, cheer-
leaders, the whole phenomenon of
adolescence,” he said. ‘‘In the
South, football is looked at as an
act of religiosity. The book is
about so many of the extravagan-
ces of American society.”

It’s also a bit of a going home
story, Morris said. As a native
Southerner himself, Morris point-
ed out that Truman Capote once
said ““All Southerners eventually
go home, even if it’s in.a box.”
The same love of the land is just

the author, a middle-aged white,
and a teenage black, Morris said.

Finally, the book is a chronicle
of Dupree as a metaphor for the
new South whose success on the
field helped draw a racially divid-
ed town together, Morris said.

The book, published by Double-
day, is priced at $15.95.

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Cities share plans for Mack Avenue

Mack merchants from the
Pointes and Detroit spent last
Wednesday evening at the Grosse
Pointe Hunt Club grilling munici-
pal and county officials about
their plans for Mack.

The Hunt Club was the site of
the annual meeting of the Grosse
Pointe Business and Professional
Association of Mack Avenue.
After electing officers, approving
minutes and talking briefly about
upcoming programs, the mer-
chants settled in for presentations
by representatives from the
Woods, Farms, City, Park, Wayne
County government and the coun-
ty road commission.

- And, although sparks flew be-
tween representatives of the road
commission and County Executive
William Lucas, there were no
great surprises for the evening.

. While deputy executive Frank
Wilkerson reiterated Lucas’ wish
to bring the road commission into
the fold of county government,
traffic and maintenance engineers
John Kinville and Gerald Dressel-
house from the road commission
Fointed out that dreps in revenue
rom state gasoline and weight
taxes had forced the road com-
mission to cut services.

-One of the first things to go
when money got tight was ‘‘aesthe-
tics,” Kinville said. While mowing
once a week would keep lawns in
the medians looking good, the
county would go broke doing it, he
said.

Detroit merchants put Park
councilman Mark Valente on the
spot, asking why the Park and De-
troit didn’t coordinate projects in
the area. Other merchants asked
who they could contact in Detroit
city government to put some heat
on for block grant funding for
their side of Mack.

Valente said the Park had
been planning its work in the
Mack-Somerset area for a long

time and didn’t want to hold off
getting it underway. He directed
merchants to City Manager John
Crawford to get some action on
block grant funding.

Woods mayor George Freeman
outlined briefly the city's master
storefront program and design
guidelines. The city council ear-
lier this month sent conflicting re-
commendations to its committee-
of-the-whole to be sorted out.

The Community Development
Block Grant Advisory commission
in the Woods asked last month the
city promulgate an ordinance to
codify the storefront deseign guide-
lines. In addition, it asked the city
to explore the possibility of tax
breaks, rotating loan funds, low
interest loans or the help of local
banks in giving businesses along
all of Mack in the Woods incen-

tives to comply with the storefront
designs.

The planning commission later
in the month rejected the CDBG
commission’s request for an or-
dinance, instead saying the com-
mission planning considered the
guidelines as strong, serious re-
commendations but not hard and
fast specifications.

City offictals said they will con-
tinue their cities’ beautification
projects, landscaping and parking
developments in the area.

Merchant association officials
said they were very pleased with
the number and diversity of the
merchants who attended the din-
ner. Last year’'s annual meeting
didn’t draw the number of Detroit
merchants this year’s did, they
added.

While
auxiliaries have held fund-raisers,
the hospital itself had never gone
to the public for voluntary funds,
she said, adding St. John was one
of the few hospitals that didn’t re-
gularly go out for public contribu-
fions.

Mrs. Burke, of the Farms, has
been active in voluntary organiza-
tions with the hospital for a num-
ber of years. One of the functions

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Difficult, but necessary

Now that the Board of Education has voted

bF a 6 to 1 margin in favor of closing Barnes
elementary school and moving sixth graders
into the middle schools in 1984, the opponents of
any school reorganization have announced that
they still plan to go ahead with a recall against
three members of the board. Under the state
Constitution, they have a right to do so, of
course, although this newspaper does not agree
with their proposal.
It is disappointing that these foes, after ask-
ing the board for more time for community
input and getting it, now take the position that
there should be no reorganization. It makés one
wonder whether they would ever agree to reor-
ganization, even if enrollment in a specific
school should drop below 100, which would be a
pussibility i the decline continues as forecast.
The Barnes enrollment this fall, incidentally, is
191 compared with 488 at its 1971 peak.

ON THE POSITIVE side, the board last week
distributed to all homes in the district a
quarterly report outlining the final reorganiza-
tion recommendations, providing background in-
formation on the reorganization, and offering
answers to questions raised about the plans
considered. It is disaappointing that the foes ap-
parently did not read or pag much attention to
the report and especially to the repetition of Supt.
Kenneth Brummel’s comment at the Oct. 10
hoard meeting:

“Let us again realize that no plan can satisfy
all parts of the district or these citizens living
in areas which would be affected b{ reorgani-
zation. To change the status quo of any com-
munity’s school is a difficult task no matter
how sensitive we are or how cautiously we pro-
ceed. But we must also realize that if that ad-
justment leads to a better school system as we
know it will, the hours and months of toil will

be a small price to pay for a stronger school
system.” .

In a press release from the recall cqmmxtgee,
the group said it would target Catherine Brier-
ly, Ernest Buechler and Jon Gandelot for re-
call. It added that it would not seek the recall
of the two members elected last June, Vincent
LoCicero and Dorothy Kennel, because they are
exempt by law from recall until they have
served six months. But that explanation may
not tell the whole story.

The fact is that the recall is unlikely to be
implemented before the six-month period of
service for Ms. Kennel and LoCicero has pass-
ed because of the complexity of getting the
issue on the ballot. The county elections com-
mission first must approve the petition lan-
suage and then the committee will have 90
éays to collect the approximately 6,700 signa-
tures needed on the recall petitions. There then
must be additional time for local community
verification of the signatures before the elec-
tion can even be set.

Thus it is highly doubtful that the election
could be held before the expiration of the six-
month period of service in January. But it ma
well be that the recall supporters prefer to see
the removal of three board members who have
not been in the public eye as much as Ms. Ken-
nel and LoCicero who ran for school board last
June and publicly favored reorganization at the
time.

WHATEVER THE motives of the foes, it is
encouraging that the recall committee now
says it “challenges the school board to make
the recall campaign a referendum on the is-
sues, rather than a personality contest or a
mudslinging event.” That would be a change
from some of the comments expressed in re-
cent school board meetings and in letters to the
editor by reorganization foes.

Lobbying at public expense

It is legal, politically acceptable and even
customary these days for private organizations
to hire lobbyists to seek beneficial legislation in
Lansing and Washington. But is it necessar% or
even appropriate for public agencies to nire
lobbyists to seek legislative help in the state
and national capitals? We doubt it. -

The latest public body to increase its spend-

ing for lobbying services is the Southeastern
Michigan Transportation Authority which last
week authorized the hiring of two men at a cost
of $72,000 a year.to represent its interests in
Lansing and Washington.

Jgesents more than 30 organizations jn Lansing,

will get $48,000 a year and O'Hara $24,000,

IT IS IRONICAL but perhaps typical of the
way such agencies work that the action to hire
the lobbyists comes just a month after SEMTA
had slashed suburban bus and train service to
eliminate a $16.6 million budget deficit. There
does seem to be something to the protest lodged
by a Detroit resident, James Wilkins, that
“more and more lobbyists are getting rich” at
the expense of bus riders.

We are not saying that SEMTA does not need
help. Of course it does because it is running in
the red with its $100 million operating budget
for Detroit and suburban service. And SEMTA
does need additional sources of revenue. And so
it is seeking legislative permission to conduct a

Wrong target?

Four Michigan students must be thinking
these days that they were asked to take aim at
the wrong target when they entered and won
prizes in an essay contest sponsored by Wayne
State University on the topic, ‘A Blueprint for
Revitalizing Michigan’s Economy.”

More and more of the work of lobbyists is
coming out into the open in Michigan as the
lobbying law that finally has gone into effect
makes it necessary for more lobbying opera-
tions and exYenditures to be made public. The
law also will make it easier for the public to
learn which legislators benefit from sgending
by lobbyists, if they received more-than $25
apiece in food or drin' ‘- any month or $150 in
the course-jo p312% . “That is an appropriate
requiremeit because it enables the public to
learn more about the benefits legislators re-
ceive from lobbyists.

SEMTA is not the only public body using lob-
byists. We recall that the Grosse Pointe Board
of Education has even engaged lobbyists to
help protect its interests in Lansing. But the

uestion that continues to haunt us is why our
elected officials cannot adequately represent
the public interest without the aid of lobbyists
paid for by other public agencies.

Once an agency gets into
one of these state or federal permanent revolv-
ing doors it feels it must spend more money
with lobbyists to convince state and federal au-
thorities to continue providing the public funds
for the services being offered. The fact that this
practice is so widespread is ho justification for
its continued use in dealing with problems that
ought to be resolved by our own officials.

Where did all the traffic go? Roslyn

To the Editor:

It is to be hoped that the re-
cent action taken by the
Grosse Pointe Woods City
Council in connection with the
northwest Grosse Pointe/Old
Eight Mile Road traffic pro-
blem does not exemplify its
problem solving ability. Faced
with hundreds of cars using
residential streets (primarily
Brys) to reach Mack Avenue
from Harper Avenue while

- avoiding the congested Vernier

intersection, the Grosse Pointe
Woods Council erected a series
of one-way and no-left-turn
signs to prevent through traf-
fic from using this ‘‘shortcut.”

Many local residents and
merchants along Mack Avenue
protested the inconvenience
and circulated petitions to
remove all of the signs until a
better solution could be work-
ed out. The residents along
Brys naturally opposed their
removal. Council solution —
take down all the signs except
leave Brys one-way to prevent
cars entering from Harper
Avenue.

Does a city council often
take action without any con-
sideration of the conse-

quences? Where did they think-

all of the traffic would go?

Predictably, the traffic goes
down the first unobstructed
street — Roslyn Road. Pre-
viously, Roslyn accomodated a
portion of the shortcut traffic
since it also dead-ends into Old
Eight Mile near Harper Av-
enue. (See diagram.) Pre-
sently Roslyn services 1) that
same shortcut traffic as be-
fore, 2) all of the shortcut traf-
fic formerly accomodated by
Brys, and 3) Brys residents
enroute to Mack Avenue (since
Brys is one-way going from
Mack).

This ‘‘solution’’ creates a
steadY flow of traffic, often
travelin
speed limits, down a narrow
residential side street. Area

- residents, many of whom have-

young children, can no longer
enjoy their front yards or
cross the street without fear of
serious injury. In addition, this

Great Lakes confab convenes

A Roman Catholic archbishop,
half-a-dozen mayors, farm lead-
ers, U.S. Congressmen and a uni-
versity president have become
players on the same team. They

-are among the more than 200

leaders from six Great Lakes
states who were scheduled to sit
down, roll up their sleeves and try
to hammer out from their diverse
interests a single set of strategies
at the Congress on the Economic
Future of the Great Lakes States
in Detroit this week.

““These leaders — from both
private and public sectors — met
to address issues and problems
that are common to the six Great
Lakes states and explore the
possibility of united action to im-
prove the conditions of our de-
pressed area,”’ said Walter J.
McCarthy, Jr., chairman of Det-
roit Edison, who originated the
Congress and serves as its general
chairman.

The Congress opened at the
Westin Hotel in downtewn Detroit
with a plenary session Monday
morning, Nov. 21, and concluded
Tuesday afternoon, Nov. 22.

In a recent speech, presented
before the Minneapolis Downtown
Kiwanis Club, McCarthy proposed
that representatives of the six
Great Lakes states meet to de-
velop comprehensive economic
guidelines for the region. The
suggestion prompted a flood of
encouraging responses from a
proad cross-section of leaders in
all six states.

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Farms man heads research team

Farms resident Joseph D.
Shore, Ph.D., has been named
director of Henry Ford Hospital's
Department of Research.

As director, he will oversee the
work of more than 100 scientists
and medical-surgical specialists
currently involved in more than
200 research projects in more than
30 laboratories. Studies include me-
thods of detecting certain heredi-
tary cancers, the role of hormones
on high blood pressure, lasers and
hyperthermia (heat generated by
microwaves) for cancer treat-
ment, and neuroscience research
using the new technique of nuc-
lear magnetic resonance.

Dr. Shore will continue his dut-
ies as head of the HFH Division of
Biochemical Research of the De-

partment of Pathology. Findings
of his own lab could lead the way
to clinical applications for pa-
tients with problems ranging from
insufficient blood clotting follow-
ing surgery to over-abundant clot-
ting, which may lead to heart at-
tack or stroke.

He has been with' the HFH De-
artment of Research since 1966,
aving become head of Biochemi-
cal Research in 197%. He received
his B.S. degree from Cornell Uni-
versity in 1955, his M.S. from the
University of Massachusetts in
1957, and his Ph.D. from Rutgers
University in 1963. From 1964-66,
he was a postdoctoral fellow with
the late Professor Hugo Theorell
at the Nobel Medical Institule in
Stockholm, Sweden.
