(beer/wine) llcense automatIcally
upgraded to a Class C (liquor) hc-
ense at the hcensee's request and
without council approval

Accordmg to Walter Keck, di-
rector of executive services for
the Michigan State Liquor Control
CommiSSIOn, Section 17 of the
Liquor Control Act prohibits the
commission from Isswng any on-
premise licenses Without the ap-
proval by the local governing
body.

IT MAYBE THAT Gov. Blanchard now could
make some conciliatory moves to try to close
the widening gap between the Republican and
Democratic parties. But now he is dealing from
weakness, not strength, and such overtures
might be ignored by the gloating GOP. Yet it
would be beneficial to the public interest if he
would make such a gesture - and include some
meaningful suggestions about ways to improve
Democratic cooperation with the Republican
legislators.

One indication of a real desire for conciliation
would be a statement by Blanchard of flat op-
position to any new reapportionment of legisla-
tive districts. The governor has indicated he is
not supporting reapportIonment. which he may
have meant as a SIgnal to the GOP. But a
stronger statement would be welcome and if he
said he would veto any such bill the Republi-
cans then would be likely to believe him. But
unless such a move is forthcoming, or some
other indication is given that the governor
seeks peace with and cooperation from Repub-
licans, the state may increasingly become a
political battleground as it heads into the 1984
election year.

Votes on any controversial measure, such as
the pendmg mandatorY seat belt bill will be
even more difficult to' obtain with legislators
growing increasingl¥ skittish about putting
fherr terms on the lme in the face of deter-
mIned opposition to a single issue.

Another probable effect of the recall will be
to spur the statewide campaign to place an
anti-tax constitutional amendment on next
year's ballot in Michigan. The proposed
amendment would roll back state taxes to 1981
levels unless the voters decide otherwise and
In addition, would require a vote of the people
on all future state fax increases. Such an
amendment would tend to block or delay efforts
by state administrators and the Legislature to
meet future crises.

Still another result of the recall will be to
mcrease bitterness between the Republican and
Democratic parties in Michigan, Republicans
officially remained aloof from the recall
movements in Oakland and other counties but
unofficially many took part and now are chort-
ling over the results. With Democrats in control
of the Legislature, the governor's office and
even the state Supreme Court, however, the
Republicans may be rejoicing prematurely
even though ther now have a chance of recap-
turIng control 0 the Senate.

If the Democrats go ahead with plans to re-
apportion the Legislature in order to gerry-
mander districts for their ~arty's benefit, as
they had threatened to do if the Republicans
pushed the recall campaigns, then relations be-
tween the two parties could get even worse. But
at the moment the Democrats still think they
could put through such a reapportionment plan
and may try to do it to punish the Republicans.

Surplus will reach $200 million

State Representative
The budget surplus left over

from the last fiscal year (1983)
which ended Sept. 30, is at
least $200 million, by our best
estimate.

The base figure from which
our computatIon begins is the
House FIscal Agency figure of
$1~ million surplus. Their fig-
ure assumes that a potential
liability of $50to $60 mi~ion to
financial institutions for a
claimed rebate on Single Busi-
ness Tax will be paid a,nd
charged back to fiscal 1983.

The surplus figure thus ad-
justed would be $150 to $160
million, but we agree with the
Senate Fiscal Agency and
others that the Department of
Management and Budget is
using a falsely low estimate of
accrued income tax revenue.
This underaccrual amounts to
another $50 to $60 million in
revenue properly attributable
to fiscal 1983.

The underaccrual occurs by
refusal of the Department to
admit the degree of under-
withholding in early stages of
the 38 percent tax increase.
Many employers, however,
facing a second change in
withholding tables, by federal
law change, a month after the
state change, simply refused
to reprogram their computers
twice. This money will come in
with 1983 final returns and
should be accured as prom-
ised.

The surplus is, therefore, at
least $200 million and perhaps
as much as $220million .

It is already known that the
Governor is attempting to re-
duce this $200 milfion surplus
figure to a very low level. He
may, in fact, even be planning
to try to eliminate the entire
surplus through ordering vari-
ous accounting changes.

The Governor also may be
undoing a large portion of the

Another mIstake made by the Democrats was
their failure to realize the strength of public
opposition to higher taxes. As a result, they
failed to emphasize that the 38 percent increase
was a temporary one that would begin to de-
cline as of Jan. 1, 1984, would drop again on
Jan. 1, 1985, and eventually could decline to the
pre-Blanchard rate if employment picked up in
the state. They also failed to answer charges
that the Michigan income tax was the highest
in the nation after the increase voted this year.

IT MAYBE THAT Gov. Blanchard now could
make some concihatory moves to try to close
the widening gap between the RepublIcan and
Democratic parties.

Yet it
would be beneficial to the public interest if he
would make such a gesture - and include some
meaningful suggestions about ways to improve
Democratic cooperation with the Republican
legislators.

One indication of a real desire for conciliation
would be a statement by Blanchard of flat op-
position to any new reapportionment of legisla-
tive districts. The governor has indicated he is
not supporting reapportionment, which he may
have meant as a signal to the GOP. But a
stronger statement would be welcome and if he
said he would veto any such bill the Republi-
cans then would be likely to believe him. But
unless such a move is forthcoming, or some
other indication is given that the governor
seeks peace with and cooperation from Repub-
licans, the state may increasingly become a
political battleground as it heads into the 1984
election year.

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The recall of Sen. Philip Mastin of Oakland

Perhaps the most far-reachmg result will be
the difficulty of providing adequate financing
for needed state services. The recall promoters
centered their fire on the temporary 38 percent
mcrease in the state income tax and devoted
lIttle. or no attention to the more adequate fi-
nancIng of state serVIces made possible by the
tax hIke

BUT IN THE LONG RUN the effect of Mas-
tIn'S rec.all may be to paralyze the state Leg-
Islature msofar as new legislation is concerned.
Votes on any controversial measure, such as
the pendmg manC1atory seat belt bill, will be
even more difficult to obtain with legislators
growing increasingly skittish about putting
their terms on the hne in the face of deter-
mmed opposition to a single issue.

Another probable effect of the recall will be
to spur the statewide campaign to place an
anti-tax constitutional amendment on next
year's ballot in Michigan. The proposed
amendment would roll back state taxes to 1981
levels unless the voters decide otherwise and,
in addition, would require a vote of the people
on all future state fax increases. Such an
amendment would tend to block or delay efforts
by state administrators and the Legislature to
meet future crises.

Still another result of the recall will be to
increase bitterness between the Republican and
Democratic parties in Michigan. Republicans
officially remained aloof from the recall
movements in Oakland and other counties but
unofficially many took part and now are chort-
ling over the results. With Democrats in control
of the LegIslature, the governor's office and
even the state Supreme Court, however, the
Republicans may be rejoicing prematurely
evt:n though ther now have a chance of recap-
turIng control 0 the Senate

If the Democrats go ahead with plans to re-
apportion the Legislature in order to gerry-
mander districts for their party's benefit, as
they had threatened to do if the Republicans
pushed the recall campaigns, then relations be-
tween the two parties could get even worse. But
at the moment the Democrats still think they
could put through such a reapportionment plan
and may try to do it to punish the Republicans.

The budget surplus left over

from the last fiscal year (1983)
which ended Sept. 30, is at
least $200million, by our best
estimate.

The base figure from which
our computatIon begins is the
House FIscal Agency figure of
$100million surplus. Their fig-
ure assumes that a potential
liability of $50 to $60 mi~ion to
financial institutions for a
claimed rebate on Single Busi-
ness Tax will be paid a,nd
charged back to fiscal 1983.

The surplus figure thus ad-
justed would be $150 to $160
million, but we agree with the
Senate Fiscal Agency and
others that the Department of
Management and Budget is
using a falsely low estimate of
accrued income tax revenue.
This underaccrual amounts to
another $50 to $60 million in
revenue properly attributable
to fiscal 1983.

The under accrual occurs by
refusal of the Department to
admit the degree of under-
withholding in early stages of
the 38 percent tax increase.
Many employers, however,
facing a second change in
withholding tables, by federal
law change, a month after the
state change, simply refused
to reprogram their computers
twice. This money will come in
with 1983 final returns and
should be accured as prom-
ised.

The surplus is, therefore, at
least $200 million and perhaps
as much as $220 million .

It is already known that the
Governor is attempting to re-
duce this $200 million surplus
figure to a very low level. He
may, in fact, even be planning
to try to eliminate the entire
surplus through ordering vari-
ous accounting changes.

The Governor also may be
undoing a large portion of the

Richard Guindon IS a very

funny man
Guindon, for the mformation of

the indifferent, the unmitiated,
those recently escaped from Rus-
sian gulags or almost anyone who
has been living in Melvindale, is a
syndicated cartoon "columnist"
whose "Gumdon's DetrOIt" oc-
cupies a spot in the Detroit Free
Press' The Way W~ Live section

Smce he dniv~ 1ll Detroit early
in 1982, fue very funny Richard
Guindon has also managed to oc-
cupy a spot in the hearts of De-
troiters who like to laugh at them-
selves (and others). . and have
found that Gumdon IS just the
man to help them do It.

It's not exactly known when
Guindon started making people
laugh, but it might have been
shortly after he was born Dec. 2,
Uf35, In 81. Paul, Minn. "I'm
exactly one day younger than
Woody Allen. He never sends me
a card, so why should I send one
to him? ," Guindo!'! says.

He dropped out of school at 17 to
join the Army ("our side," he
says) after considering several
other ways - including joining
the French Foreign Legion ("I
think there are penalties for doing
that and I didn't want to flOd out
what they were") ,- to get out of
his impoverished Minneapolis
neighborhood .

Guidon worked in communica-
tions during his three-year Army
stint and, at 19, was the youngest
sergeant in the U.S. European
forces. "I didn't get into any
war," Guindon says, "but I did
nudge some tough-Iookin~ Ger-
man women in the street.'

JUST BEFORE he left the ser-
vice, he announced to hiS friends
that he was going to become a
cartoonist. "I'd been the class ar-
tist. I'd drawn things on napkins,
but that was about as far as it
went. I do remember my friends
looking at me and saying that It
milUlt be wise if I found another
pr<lession."

But gag writers are ~id to be
funny, not wise, and gag writing is
essentially what cartooning IS ab-
out, according to Guindon. "Art
school is not particularly neces-
sary. Most of the people who want
to be cartoonists come to it from
the gag writing end of it," he
says.

"I actually turned down a job as
a gag writer in Los Angeles. I sold
a treatment for a half-hour situa-
tion comedy about a midwestern
couple with virtually no motor
skills trying to make it in L.A "
Danny Arnold, who produced the
long-running television series
"Barney Miller," optioned Guin-
don's story treatment and said
he'd buy it if Guindon joined the
project. That marked a sort of a
crossroads for Guindon ... and he
made up his mind in about five
minutes as to which direction he
would take.

"The Cahfornia job meant con-
siderably more money .. and
there's a certain anonymity to
gag writing in L.A But you have
to be who you are writing for, and
I decided that I couldn't write for
somebody phYSical, as I would
have had to do "

That was Just before Guindon
came to Detroit and the Free
Press. "I thank God for the
number of good editOrs I've had
My sole reasons for coming to De-
trOIt were David Lawrence (Free
Press executive editor) and the
Free Press. . m that order."
