- ~Fire destroys Woods art store

About 34 firemen and public
safety officers from the Woods,
Shores, Farms and Harper Woods
used four pumper trucks and
snorkel equipment to battle the
blaze, which snarled morning
rush-hour traffic on southbound
Mack and was still reported
smoldering as late as 4:30 p.m.

Only one fireman was injured.
Farms fireman Mel Fosgard was
taken'to St. John, Hospital suffer-
ing from smoke inhalation. He
was treated and released later the
sayge day, a hospital spokesman
said.

The fire was discovered about
2:30 that morning by employes of
Little Tony's Lounge in the
Woods, who were locking up for

Obscene notes sent
to newspaper letter writers

Obscene letters were delivered
through the mail this week to a half
dozen Grosse Pointers who have re-
cently written letters to the Grosse
Pointe News expressing support for
the Board of Education in its deci-
sion to reorganize the school district
because of declining enroliment.

Another recipient of an obscene
note, Betty Bacon, said the note
made her mad.

““This isa free country. Lhave just
asmucharightto sa¥ what I want to
as the next guy. This note just
makes me sick.”” But, she added,
she’s worried now that the tires on
her car may be slashed.

The Board of Education voted in
November to close Barnes Elemen-
tary School and move all sixth
grades into the middle school as
part of a reorganization plan pro-
posed by Supt. Kenneth Brummel.
The plan is in response to a more
than 40 percent decline in the num-
ber of students attending public
schools in the Pointe, from a peak of
13,500 in 1972 to about 7,500 this

The unsigned letters usually con-
tain a copy of the person’s letter to
the News, an obscene drawing and a
note of personal or, sometimes, rac-
ially-oriented criticism.

The return address on the en-
velope lists the name and address of
a local psychiatrist who was killed
in an automobile accident in 1981.
None of the persons who’ve receiv-
ed the notes has any idea who sent

them. year.

State Transportation Depart-
ment Director James Pitz said in a
letter that about 1,700 cars a day
turn onto Old Eight Mile eastbound
from the exit ramp.

The widening of the bridge will

not significantly affect the traffic

heading eastbound, Pitz said. There
are no bottlenecks heading east that
force drivers to find alternate
routes, he added. = -

Public Safety Director Jack Pat-
terson, along with many of the aud-
jience, disputed the claim. ‘‘What
you’re doing is making the opening
of the funnel bigger, but not chang-
ing the size of the spout,”’ Patterson
said. “There’s no place for east-
bound traffic to go once it passes
Harper, except onto residential
streets.”

The council wil decide whether to
go ahead with the lawsuit against
the state at its first meeting in Jan-
uary. :

With the councii approval, City
Attorney George Catlin said he can
file the lawsuit and a request for a
temporary injunction ‘against the
proposed widening of the bride the
next day. If the city can prevail at a
hearing on the restraining order,
the order would remain in place
until the lawsuit is settled, he add-
ed. Construction on the bridge is
slqged to begin March 1, officials
said.

Councilman Jean Rice described
the possible litigation as a way of
“hitting (the state) over the head
and getting their attention.” The
action could get the transportation
department to look at.other ways of
solving the problem at the bridge,
Councilman John Sabol said.

While the widening of the bridge
might increase traffic into the area,
the completion if 1-696 could double
the use of the Old Eight Mile exit,
Petersen said. The linking of the
Lodge and Ford freeways by the
Reuther would make it the obvious
choice for residents coming from
downtown, he added.

A request was made by the coun-
cil to also seek temporary restrain-
ing order against the completion of
1-696, but was later dropped.

Councilman Paul Beaupre made
the motion to remove the one-way
signs from Brys, saying that with
the possible legal action, the con-
sideration by St. Clair Shores for
removing its signs, and the recom-
mendation of the public safety de-
partment, the signs should come
down. - )

this way,” she said, “‘but it is the onl
way. This time, I'm responding wi
my head.”

Roslyn residents complained that
since the city removed all the one-
ways except Brys’ last September,
their street had become a major
thoroughfare, carrying not only
traffic that normally would cut
down Brys, but also its own share of
cut-through traffic.

Traffic counts performed in the
area in October showed Roslyn
carrying 3,777 cars a day, according
to public safety department figures.
The total increased from 901, when
Roslyn was a one-way street.

Brys carried 1,912 cars a day in
the 8ctober counts, a decrease of
312 cars from the time it first be-
came a one-way street.

Brys residents disputed the fig-
ures, asking where the large
amount of traffic had come from.
Director Patterson said the signage
on Helen in St. Clair Shores added to
the number of cars heading into the
Woods.

When asked for his recommenda-
tion, Patterson said that without the
help of the other two cities, “the
most equitable” solution was to re-
}urn all the streets to two-way traf-

ic.

Brys residents asked the council
not to remove the signs, saying the
one-ways had improved the street
tremendously. “I hope I won’t find

. that Brys is once again two-way,”

one resident said. “Right now, Brys
is beautiful. I would like to see
movement forward to solve the
problem, but I wouldn't like to see
any back-tracking.”

Brys resident Mark Dettloff, who
circulated petitions on Brys to have
it turned one-way last summer, said
residents ‘‘don’t want the problem
back on Brys. I don’t want it shoved
back on us and I don’t want to shove
it on to anyone else. There has to be
a solution.”

Hollywood resident Richard
Moore, who last September came
before the council to protest the
dramatic increase in traffic on
Hollywood after the institutionr of
one-ways, said part of the problem
might be education.. ,

James Blanchard and members of
the Legislature slowly twisting in the winds
generated by the recall of two state senators,
the state’s legislative efforts have dwindled to
little more than a discussion of what, if any-
thing, to do about the state’s budget surplus.

SOME LEGISLATORS, including Sen. John
Kelly whose district includes the Pointes, favor
legislation to tie the budget surplus to a more
rapid reduction in the state income tax than
will occur under present law. Kelly’s formula,
for example, would cut the income tax by a full
percentage point if the surplus reaches $100
million. Without any new legislation, the tax
will automatically drop by one-quarter of a
percentage point. from 6.35 percent to 6.1 per-
cent, as of Jan. 1, 1984, and to 5.1 percent by
September, 1986. Eventually the rate will re-

vert to the old 4.6 figure if unemployment dips’

to 9 percent or less.

While there have been conflicting reports as
to the governor’s stance on this issue, Blan-
chard’s state teasurer, Robert Bowman, was
quoted last week as saying that the governor
not only would veto any attempt to spend the
state surplus for new programs but also would
oppose action to speed reductions in the income
tax. Bowman didn’t, however, go as far as to
say the governor would veto a bill to reduce the
income tax rates. :

The size of the surplus remains a controver-
sial issue. The state budget director, Robert
Naftaly, contends that while the balance may
go as high as $40 million, the $25 million sur-
plus estimate is “a number that we’re comfort-
able with” as the state, completes the final ac-
counting for the fiscal year that ended Sept. 30.
But some Republicans, including Rep. William
Bryant, Jr., of the Pointes predict the actual
figure will be $200 million or more, and some
other outside analysts have also estimated the
surplus in that same ran%e. ,

atever figure the sfate administration fi-
nally arrives at is unlikely to be accepted at
face value. It is in the Democratic administra-
tion’s own interest to make the surplus appear
as low as possible, as Republicans charge. But,
converselir, it is in the interests of the Repub-
licans to try to make the surplus look as large
as possibte. Both parties find themselves in un-
usual positions because normally a good-sized
surplus indicates a thriving econom{ Now,
however, the bigger the surplus the less the
justification, it is claimed, for last spring’s 38

percent temporary hike in the state income tax,
the action that led to the recall of the two state
senators. v

The speedier reduction in the income tax
proposed by Sen. Kelly and other legislators is
seen as one way to head off additional recall
campaigns. Kelly can claim with some justifi-
cation that his bill antedated the recall mania
but since he himself became a recall campaign
target he has been putting new emphasis on his
proposal to roll back the income tax right
away. So he is not without self interest in the
success of his own proposal.

OVERALL, HOWEVER, we are not much
taken with proposals for an immediate roll-
back. Despite t?le recall mania sweeping the
state, Michigan’s state government shil needs
revenue not only to finance needed.services but
also to pay off its debts. Even if the surplus
reached $300 million, that would not take ac-
count of major payments on the state debt. And
if proposals to return those funds to the tax-
payers were enacted, as some legislators have
suggested, it would mean less than $25 per cap-
ita in individual rebates. Spending of such
funds on an individual basis, would not contrib-
ute much to economic recovery in Michigan.

It is an article of faith with conservatives
that the way to cut spending is to starve public
services to death. Yet those who have run the
recall campaigns in Michigan seldom have
come up with any new ideas of ways to cut
state spending. Some have made vague allu-
sions to cuts in welfare spending or to the elim-
ination of waste, duplication and unnecessary
services. But neither Republican nor Demo-
cratic administrations, at the federal level or
the state level, have ever made substantial sav-
ings without aiming at specific targets.

THE MICHIGAN economic recovery that is
just getting under way contributed substan-
tially to whatever surplus the state government
now possesses. We think the governor is wise {0
announce he will not permit spending any of
the surplus for new programs but we think the
state ought to pay its debts as soon as possible
and use its excess funds for that purpose. We
also think the recall mania ought to burn itself
out after Jan. 1 when the income tax will start
coming down under terms of current legisia-
tion. Perhaps by that time the state govern-
ment will be able to emerge from the fears and
paralysis induced by the recall mania.

Recall fear kills belt bill

A bill to require use of Seat belts in Michigan
‘How 'has been delayed until next year as a re-
sult of legislative fears generated by the recall
of two state senators. It apparently is only one
of a number of bills which arouse some opposi-
tion and which, therefore, will not be put to a
vote for fear they might become recall-able is-
sues. Legislative sponsors of any controversial
legislation obviously hope the recall fever will
burn out by next year.

SUCH INACTION obviously doesn’t say much
for legislative courage. Even worse, it tends to
encourage other special interest groups and
those concerned about single issues to step up
their propaganda against the measures they
oppose. If they can make enough noise and get
enough publicity for their opposition efforts,
they thus can scare fearful legislators into in-
action.

So even though a coalition of 100 Michigan
organizations representing health and medical
groups, insurance groups, automobile grougs
and traffic safety. groups have backed the
mandatory seat belt legislation, the Legislature
is afraid to handle it and puts off a vote at least
until next year. True enough, there is some
opposition, chiefly from those who feel the gov-
ernment has no right to enforce seat belt use,
but there is little legislation these days that

does not arouse:.some: criticism from: some
source. 7 Yoo e e

The seat-belt legislation could save 300 lives a
year and $200 million in expenses related to
traffic accident injuries, sponsors say. It also
could save the average motorist 20 percent of
his personal-injury coverage. The Automobile
Club of Michigan, the state’s largest insurer,
has pledged sucha cut-in its rate if the pro-
Fosed legislation becomes law. But legislative
ears of recall will postpone if not deteat any
such legislative reform efforts.

1t is possible the federal government may
provide special incentives to states to enact
mandatory seat belt use laws. Michigan Secre-
tary of State Richard Austin, testifying on leg-
islation to require passive occupant crash pro-
tection, has urged financial incentives or mak-
ing the passage of mandatory seat belt legisla-
tion a condition for the payment of certain fed-
eral transportation funds to the states.

MICHIGAN OUGHT not to have to wait for

federal incentives to save the lives and money
of many Michigan motorists. But apparently 1t

will have to do so because of the legislators’
fear of possible recall. As we’ve said, such fear
does not speak well of the legislators. But it
also shows the spreading and debilitating effect
of a recall mania which stems from a vote or a
set of votes on a single controversial issue.

Cut at the top to reduce school taxes

To the Editor:

Unfortunately, I just receiv-
ed my increased tax bill
There must be many creative
ways to be more cost effective.
Let’s not be tempted to sim-
plistically suggest closing a
school building to cut our tax-
es, however. The Board of Ed-
ucation and Supt. Kenneth
Brummel have suggested
$150,000 might be ‘‘saved” by
closing a school building. This
amounts to a half of one per-
cent of our $33 million school
budget. We would not even
realize this as a tax reduction;
the money would go toward
other programs. Closing one
school sets the precedent for
closing others which would
merit serious consideration of
an expensive transportation
system. Grosse Pointe has
maintained its school district
within our own borders largely
because children can walk to
neighborhood elementary
schools. Busing within our dis-
trict opens ur the threat of
busing our children outside our
district.

Staff and teachers’ salaries
are the largest portion of our
school budget. Recent contract

negotiations are the primary
reason for our tax increase.
We should be more concerned
with the additional cost of the
current administration plan to
change from a six period
school day to a seven period
day. This will add one half
hour of instruction time to the
teacher work day. If we are
spending $15,664,161 on basic
program instruction alone,
how much will this additional
half hour cost?

Let’s be more critical and
educated in demanding fiscal
responsibility and quality ed-
ucation from our administra-
tion and board. Our excellent
reputation for quality educa-
tion and easily accessible
schools is a major factor for
young families to choose this
community. But, there is al-
ways room for improvement
and I suggest we start looking
at the top. Is our administra-
tive staff as lean and efficient
as possible? After the recent
board trip to St. Clair to dis-
cuss consolidation, T wonder if
there is room to cut down on
travel and entertainment ex-
penses? We are renting a
building on Kerby Road to

house the Instructional Media
Center with extensive photo-
copying and collating equip-
ment. Is it necessary to main-
tain separate equipment in the
board office on St. Clair, or
might these two facilities be
more proximate, saving on
equipment, maintenance and
staff?

School finance is a compli-
cated art and we could benefit
from an opportunity to learn
more.

The Grosse Pointe News
could do our community a
great service by offering a
forum for the exchange and
clarification of ideas and in-
formation to improve the ef-
fectiveness of our school dis-
trict. These items are not eas-
ily understood nor clearly
seen, but let’s try starting at
the top rather than be tempted
to tamper with the fabric of
our neighborhoods, our val-
uable assets of schools where
our most valuable assets, our
children, are learning in a pro-
tected environment of nurtur-
ing and caring.

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Recall effort seeks a mediator

To the Editor:

By the time this paper goes
to press, the recall effort
should be one step further
along its way. I want to make
one last, final, public offer to
the schoolboard to resolve the
school closing controversy in a
reasonable manner before the
sides hunker down into their
trenches and the real war be-
gins.

All the community has ever
asked for is a moratorium on
implementation of any closing
or consolidation plan and an
opportunity to come forward
with alternatives which hope-
fully would not result, as the
current plan does, in emptK
unused school buildings wit
no contemplated use or tax
savings and destabilized ele-
mentary schools lacking sixth
graders to staff the safety pa-
trols, sing in choirs and other-
wise provide leadership.

Recall was not our first
choice. We spent weeks col-
lecting signatures on petitions
to express to the board the
sentiment of the community.
While we did not have time to
canvass even a quarter of the
community, we were able to
come up with 6,500 signatures
opposed to school closings,
2,000 more than voted in the
last board election.

We asked the board repeat-
edly to put the question to a
referendum, a vote of the
people. They have continually
refused. The board’s response
to the petitions was that the
maf'ority of people out there
still supported them, despite
the inability of the board to
encourage more than a hand-
ful to show up at any public
forum to support it. Presum-
ably, if we took the less dras-
tic move of an advisory refer-
endum, the board would re-
spond that they represented
the non-voters as well — no,
this is a much cleaner choice
and represents a direct and

final referendum on the issues.

You must realize that there
are primarily only three
groups who vote in millage or
school board elections: the
model] citizen who has the time
and inclination to carefully
study all the local issues and
never misses any election; the
organized opposition to mill-
age increases; and the parents
of students in the school sys-
tem (none of which categor-
izes I fall into, having two
pre-schoolers). The school
board has severely alienated
the third group. The probable
effect of this is almost certain-
ly to be future millage defeats.
Quite frankly, the recall effort
may be the only hope for the
school system due to the divi-
sive actions taken by the
board.

This is not a vendetta; recall
is a legitimate political act.
The recent appellate cases
clearly point out that a public
official may properly be re-
called for a single ‘‘legisla-
tive”’ act. They emphasize that
there need be no stigma of
misfeasance, malfeasance or
nonfeasance in office.

Due to the fact that the
board is elected to staggered
four-year terms, the closing
plan could be fully implement-
ed before the community could

elect a majority of school
board members opposed to
school closings. Recall is the
only way the community can
stop the plan. We have chal-
lenged the school board to
make this recall campaign a
“referendum’ on the issues,
rather than a personality con-
test or mud-slinging event.

We've done everything we
can to keep this recall effort
on a higher plane. When the
C.A.R.E. people tried to scare
the community with fears of
“outsiders’’ being appointed
by the state if the board were
to be recalled (this is not true
by the way — the governor
would have to appoint Grosse
Pointe residents), we decided
to only seek to recall three
members so that the governor
could not intervene. Our rea-
sonable response to wild
charges is then thrown back at
us as a ‘divide and conquer”
strategy. )

Will Democrats declare war?

There is no way to describe
what is going on in the Capitol
and to write this on Dec. 9 for
Eublication in this issue of the

rosse Pointe News means
everything may have changed
since it was written. In fact,
that is why 1 didn’t even sub-
mit an article last week.

But when what is going on is
of such great importance, I
must try to let you better un-
derstand it.

The Legislature and Gover-
nor’s office have been in utter
chaos since the Senate Demo-
crats passed S.B. 3. That bill
would re-apportion the Leg-
islature to protect House and
Senate Democrats and assure
the fact that the people could
not choose to elect a Repub-
lican House or Senate through
the decade.

Virtually all action on leg-
islation has ceased. House
Democrats would like to get a
number of important bills
passed before they decide
whether or not to declare war
by passing S.B. 3.

We simply cannot be expect-
ed to act in a cooperative spir-
it on anything while Demo-
crats hold a knife to our
throats. .

We are doing everything we
can to keep the lid on, to dis-
courage the Democrats taking
the tragic step of declaring
war, to get the Governor to
say he would veto S.B. 3 and,
failing that to at least adjourn
the session until January.

All-out war would result if
S.B. 3 is passed and not ve-
toed. We cannot let them try to
assure a Democratic Legisla-
ture for the next 10 years. The
Governor Kknows this and
wants to adjourn but is reluc-
tant, so far, to say he would
veto S.B. 3.

Democrats are obviously
scared, especially that they
may lose the two Senate spe-
cial elections and face a Re-
publican majority control of
the Senate.

They are also afraid of fur-
ther recalls.

Some of them feel they
should pass S.B. 3 so they
could get Senate control back
at the next Senate election in
1986. Some Democrats even
feel that without S.B. 3 they
may lose the House in 1984.

Other Democrats feel they
need to threaten passage of
S.B. 3 to keep Republicans out
of recall attempts against
Democrats.

We have pledged from the
beginning, as has the Repub-
lican Party, that we would
stay out of recalls unless the
Democrats pass S.B. 3 and
Blanchard signs it or lets it
become law without his signa-
ture. We are trying to get the
reverse pledge from Blan-
chard, namely, that he will
veto S.B. 3 unless the Repub-
licans are active in trying to
recall Democrats.

Obviously a few, a very few

found it irresistible to stay out
of recalls, but we have: kept
the party virtually out of re-
calls. Even Speaker Gary
Owen acknowledges we can’t
control everyone.

Some of the Democrats feel
they must try to reduce the
tax increase beyond the Jan. 1
reduction which is built into
the act.

We have caucused, met in
leadership, talked to the Gov-
ernor and the Democratic
leadership, constantly, trying
ta keep the lid on the explosive
situation, to avoid all-out war
and to resolve the crisis.

It has been totally up to the
Democrats, essentially to Rep.
Owen, the Democratic House
Speaker, whether or not to de-
clare war and pass S.B. 3.

Now’s the time

This is the time to think about
your 1983 income tax return, be-
cause your last minute maneuvers
before the end of the year can
save you money, according to the
Michigan Association of Certified
Public Accountants.

To help map out your year-end
tax strategy, gather all your fi-
nancial records for the year and
have handy last year's tax return
as a guide. Stari by adding your
income, deductions and exemp-
tions for this year. Then, do an
estimate for 1984.

If you find shaip differences be-
tween this year and next, it may be
to your advantage to shift deduc-
tions and income between years to
get the best tax break. Generally,
you should try to have the most
deductions in the year with the
highest income.

For instance, if you anticipate
an unusually large year-end bonus
this year, perhaps you can also
move a deduction for charitable
contributions into this*year to help
offset the added income. If you're
thinking about buying a car next
year, perhaps you can make the
purchase sooner, so that any de-
duction from the sales tax would
offset that year-end bonus.

Other deductions might also be
easily shifted to your advantage.
Do you subscribe to any invest-
ment or professional publications?
Perhaps you could pay for an
early renewal or a multi-year
subscription and claim the deduc-
tion. What about union or
professional dues? Can you pre-
pay any of these? Organizations
don’t usually mind taking money
in advance. Can you stock up now
on special clothing or business
suS{Jlies for work?

her deductible expenses that

to cut tax bill

are often flexible include state
and local income tax payments,
as well as property taxes. If you
make estimated tax payments,
you can pay the January, 1984 in-
stallment of your state and local
taxes before the year’s end. Simi-
larly, you may be able to pay your
1984 property tax bill in 1983 in
order to claim a deduction this
year.

One of the most important de-
ductions to think about now is the
one for medical expenses. This
year, for the first time, these ex-
penses must exceed five percent
of your adjusted gross income be-
fore they can be written off. It
used to be three percent. Taxpay-
ers have also lost the separate de-
duction for medical insurance
premiums.

If you are already close, try to
increase your expenses to exceed
the five percent floor. For instance,
if your adjusted gross income is
$30,000, only those unreimbursed
medical expenses over the $1,500
are deductible. If you have already
spent $1,200, you may want to have
your routine medical checkup or
buy a new pair of eyeglasses before
Dec. 31. Perhaps you can take that
long-postponed trip to the dentist.
Now is the time to act.

Ideally, tax planning should re-
sult in a permanent tax savings.

sary from both constitutional
and judicial mandates, and al-
ways includes adjustments fav-
orable to the political party in
control.

In order to stop the process
however, Chairperson Spencer
Abraham of the Republican
party, Senate Minority Leader
John Engler and House Minor-
ity Leader Mike Bush met in the
senate majority lounge with
leading Democrats and stated
clearly in an open forum that
they had the power to controi or
even stop recall movements
which have been credited with
eliminating two State Senators
from office.

The Pointes gave me an
incredible outpouring of support
in my re-election and I will do
what T was elected to do regard-
less of the threats. Those who
disagree should vote three
years hence.

‘“Those people are the parents and
PTO members who continually
support the schools.”” The recall
will “‘make them feel they accom-
plished something,” Easlick add-
ed, “so they’ll continue to support
the schools.”

When asked what measures he
thinks the school board should
take to deal with the nearly 50
percent decline in enrollment,
Easlick said his group really
hasn’t had time to think about al-
ternatives. “We’ve been too busy
responding to what the school
board has done to come up with
our own plan,” he said.

‘“We have considered some
ideas, such as creating senior citi-
zen lounges in the elementary
schools, offering hot meals every
day:. That would get seniors into
the schools and give them some-
thing for their taxes. We'd be tak-
ing advantage of the close prox-
imity of all the buildings,” Eas-
lick said.

The schools currently run such
a program, called Food and
Friendship, at Brownell Middle
School, on Chalfonte Road.

The school board voted 6-1 last
month to adopt a reorganization
plan that calls for moving sixth
graders into the middle schools to
create a 6-8 grade organization
and to close Barnes Elementary
Schoo! on Morningside Drive,
which has the lowest enrollment
in the school system at 191 chil-
dren.

The plan was the result of a
wide ranging study that began in
February, 1982, when the school
board appointed a citizens advis-
ory committee-to study and sug-
gest remedies to the enrollment
decline. That group, and its sub-
groups, drew several dozen citi-
zens into the study throughout
1982. Public hearings were a part
of its schedule and in January of
this year, the group presented its
recommendations.

It said elementary districts
should be redrawn and consolidat-
ed, and recommended a change
to K-to-5, 6-to-8, and 9-to-12 organ-
ization. The study also suggested
the school board censider closing
a middle school in 1986 if enroll-
ment declines persist.

The school board’s first public
hearing on the committee’s re-
port, on March 2, drew only 50
persons. Supt. Kenneth Brummel
made his first proposal the next
month: to close and move elemen-
taiy progiaims from thiee schools
{Kerby, Defer and Mason) into
nearby middle schools and close
Barnes School.

Parents organized to fight the
plan and recommended that the
school board consolidate elemen-
tary schools instead of moving
programs to middle school.

‘The Community LINC

Although the Christmas season
presents LINC (Linking Indivi-
duals to Needs in the Community)
with some of its greatest challen-
ges, while working to ensure
smiles on the faces of children
who might otherwise miss a visit
from Santa, it is also the time
when LINC wants to thank the
community, its people, businesses,
schools and churches for the
generosity that they have shared.

Because of the constant flow of
requests that come into the LINC
office, there is an ongoing need to
ask for items, volunteers and
donations — but there is also a
time for saying thank you.

Many agencies write to LINC to
let the staff know how much an
item has meant to individuals in
their programs. LINC would like
to share some of these letters with
you. It is your willingness to help
which makes LINC’s job of linking
individuals to needs in the com-
munity possible.

IN 1975, MAYOR Coleman
Young began Detroit’s Farm-a-
Lot Program (FLP). Through
FLP, a vacant lot is cultivated by
tractors. Vegetable seeds are
planted, the plants tended and
their crop harvested by clients
and staff of many youth, senior ci-
tizen, handicapped and com-
munity groups. Individuals and
families can also take part in
FLP.

This program has enabled De-
troiters to grow some of their own
food and to put many of the city’s
vacant lots to use. Over the past
years, participation in FLP has
inereased 300 percent, reports
Michigan Consolidated Gas Com-
pany, co-sponsor of the program
with the city. Michigan Consoli-

dated estimates that the average

family can save $150 in food costs
through participation in Farms-
a-Lot.

In connection with this pro-
ram, LINC received a request
or canning jars for the 4H Grow-
ing Roots Urban Gardening Pro-
gram, an auxiliary program
operated by Michigan State
University’s Cooperative Exten-
sion Service. Through donors,
LINC was able to supply the
needed jars, and received the fol-
lowing response from the 4-H
staff: “We wanted to thank you
for all of your assistance in ac-
quiring the canning jars for the
4-H Growing Roots Urban Garden-
ing’ Program. Ce :

“Your efforts in promoting and
collecting these supplies greatly
eased both a financial and energy
burden from the program and
staff. Operation LINC has made a
significant contribution to the ¢H
Growing Roots Program and
those individuals and families we
serve.”

Included with the letter was a
Certificate of Recognition awarded
to LINC for its help. According
to the program’s statistics, the
4H canning efforts affected 1,000
individuals.

ANOTHER RECIPIENT of a
donor’s generosity was the Phoe-
nix Job Development Service,
Inc., which received a 1967 Dodge
station wagon. The car was given
in response to a request made in
1982.

Phoenix provides minimum em-
gloyment income for youth on pro-
ation from the criminal justice
system. It offers sélf-help pro-
grams and attempts to create
minimal jobs until other jobs can
be obtained. It provides services
such as snow removal, cleaning
and lawn service.

Theresa Simmons, executive
director of Phoenix, responded in
this way to LINC: “The staff and
participants _of Phoenix Job De-
velopment Services, Inc., would
like to thank Operation LINC for
making Phoenix the very hapy re-

cipient of a recent donation.

“The much needed and appre-
ciated donation — a 1967 Dodge
station wagon . .. will be used to
transport program participants
engaged in job training to and
from job assignments. The dona-
tion comes at a time of growth in
program development for Phoe-
nix, with a newly organized
luncheon service where lunches
are prepared and delivered to
nearby offices.”

ANOTHER RECENT LINK be-
tween donation and agency was
the addition of two commercial
ice cream machines to the Career
Development Center, a vocational
trade and technical school which
offers training in culinary arts,
clerical and electrical work and
nutrition. It also has an auditor-
ium which has been named after
the director of the center, Mis.
Irma Craft.

On Dec. 3, a talent show was
presented in the new theater, with
entrants from the Detroit area.
This is the first of many fund
raisers l})Ianned during the coming
year. Upcoming productions in-
clude a *“‘Square Peg Version of
Charlie Brown's Christmas,”” with
a single 1 p.m. performance to-
morrow, Friday, Dec. 16, and per-
formances at 1 and 7 p.m. Satur-
day and Sunday, Dec. 17 and 18.
Admission is $3 — or $2, plus two
cans of food. The Craft Theater is
located at 5961 14th Street.

A production of “The Gift” will
be presented in cooperation with
the Wayne State University

. Afro-American Studio Dec. 20, 21,

22 and 23. It is a story of Kwanza,
the African Christmas; for more
information, contact the center at
894-0610.

The ice cream machines, when
installed, will be used at a conces-
sion stand at the theater, as an
additional fund raiser.

LINC’s appreciation of its con-
tributors is never ending, as are
the requests from agencies.

Lucia Festival
brings its light
from Sweden
to The Pointe

sing-a-long of English and Swed-
ish carols, ending with a folk
dance that brought diners up from
their tables to link hands  and
form a chain which wove around
the room, spiraled into a central
circle, then unwound into its orig-
inal chain formation.

Lucia Festival roots stretch
back to pagan fimes in Sweden,
when Dec. 13 was, according to
the old calendar, the first day
after the longest night of the year.
The end of darkness and return of
light was cause enough for rejoic-
ing among the Norsemen. but
Lucia Day also has a deep relig-
ious meaning.

, Santa Lucia was a beautiful and
holy maiden, born of rich and
noble parents in sunny Sicily in
the third century A.D. The family
was Christian, therefore subject to
persecution, so Lucia and her
mother went at night, in secrecy,
to bring gifts to the poor. Lucia
put a candle on her head to light
the way and free her arms for
carrying the gifts.

She was eventually discovered
by the authorities and sentenced
to be burned, but according to
legend, the wood would not catch
fire . . . so Lucia was killed not
by fire but by a sword thrust — on
Dec. 13, the very day the Swedes
lbelx;ieved light returned to their
and.

Traveling Norsemen brought
tales of her loveliness and saintli-
ness home with them, and the
Legend of Santa Lucia was woven
into Sweden’'s early Christmas
Festivals by having her appear as
“Queen of Light”” on Dec. 13. The
single candle she had worn be-
came a crown of seven. The can-
dles themselves became a literal
representation of the words: “A

Offer safe
skating tips

Freezing tempera-
tures are a welcome at-
traction for winter-
time recreational par-
ticipants, including the
more than 18 million’
Americans who ehjoy
ice skating. The Na-
tional Safety Council,
however, reminds ice
skaters to choose skat-
ing surfaces cautious-
ly, especially if the sur-
faceis a frozen body of
water.

“Other than a super-
vised rink, the best
skating surface is a
shallow pond or a
flooded field,” said Tod
Turriff, manager of the
Council’s public safety
department. ‘‘Ideally,
the water should be no
more than waist-deep

and the ice should be at
least four inches
thick.”

He suggests that
skaters avoid skating
on-ice that is newly
frozen or ice that has
melted and refrozen
until the ice has a few
days to completely so-
lidify.

“It’s also a good idea
to stay away from riv-
ers or other moving
bodies of water and
from springs or inlets
feeding ponds,” Turriff
said. “lL.ook for a site
where the ice has been
officially checked for
safety. This way you'll
minimize the risk of an
accident from occurr-
ing.”

askater falls in, Turriff
recommends the fol-
lowing:

s The skater in the
water should not try to
hoist himself up on the
ice. It will probably
break off and dunk him
again.

s The person should
extend his arms onto
the ice to spread out his
weight. A sharp object
such as a key or a knife
can be used to dig into
the ice to obtain a
handhold. The victim
should then pull him-
self out while kicking
his feet.

¢ Once out of the wa-
ter, the person should
not stand. Instead, he
should roll until he is
well away from open
water.
