The stage has been set for an
early summer battle to control the
Grosse Pointe Board of Education
and the 15 schools, $34 million an-
nual budget and 7.500 students
under its direction.

On one side is a band of citizens
joined by a single event, the clos-
ing of Barnes Elementary School.
They filed petitions last week for
the recall of Hitee tiusiees and
are promoting two school closing
foes for election on the regular
June ballot.

On the other side are the recall
targets, Jon Gandelot, Catherine
Brierly and Ernest Buechler, who
agree they will fight to retain
their seats, and a group called
CARE (Citizens Against Recall
Effort) which will work with
them. And there’s Joan Hanpeter,
the incumbent school board pres-
ident, who declared Monday that
she will be “a vigorous and en-
thusastic candidate for re-elec-
tion” in June.

Voters will ick two of five
candidates on June 11 for four
year terms on the seven-member
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school board. County election
workers are racing against the
calendar to verify petition signa-
tures in an attempt to put three
recall questions on that batlot, as
well.

Candidates in the regular elec
tion, in addition to Mrs. Hanpeter,
are Roger Mourad, the only board
member who voted against the
plan to clese Barnes Elementary
Schos!; William Brownscombe,
the chairman of the Committee
for Neighborhood Elementary
Schools which worked against the
closing plan; Fred W. Adams, a
retired American Motors and fed-
eral government worker who
could not be reached for com-
ment; and Robert Allen Radnick,
an assistant Wayne County prose-
cutor who also opposes the closing
of Barnes.

Mrs. Hanpeter, of the Park,
launched the campaign for her
fourth term on the board April 9
by saying recent events have

All three were considered promi-
nent educators who came from
other communities after nation-
wide searches to serve in the posi-

the effort to recall three trustees is
successful and both incumbents
running in the June election are
ousted.

Petitions calling for an election
to remove Jon Gandelot, Cath-
erine Brierly and Ernest Buech-
ler were filed April 6 with the
county election commission. Three
separate recall questions will like-
ly be placed on the June ballot if
enough signatures are certified by
the commission.

eAlmost 20 percent of the ad-
ministrative staff—including two
key central office department
heads and three  building
principals—will retire in June. In
addition, 30 teachers will retire
under a special bonus offer includ-
ed in their last contract with the
school board.

+The school system will close its

first building next fall since its
enrollment decline began 10 years
ago. In addition, middle schools
are gearing up curriculum and
staff to handle the influx of some
450 sixth graders, whose transfer to
middle school was also part of
Supt. Brummel’s plan to reorgan-
ize the system. The plan was ap-
proved in November.

High school staffs are gearing
up, also, to implement new, tough-
er graduation requirements and a
seven period day, also proposed by
Brummel. At the elementary level
administrators are studying pro-
posed pre-school programs and all-
day kindergartens.

Valium stops coping
process, study says

A recent government-financed
study concluded in part that 71 per-
cent of long-term users of Valium
were 50 years of age or older, 59
percent tended to suffer high levels
of emotional distress, while 75 per-
cent had chronic physical and
basic health problems.

These findings, conducted at the
Institute for Research in Social Be-
havior in Oakland, Calif., the Uni-
versity of Chicago and the Na-
tional Institute of Mental Health
in Rockville, Md., were published
in the January issue of the Jour-
nal of the American Medical As-
sociation.

They are also similar to the ran-
dom study done a few years ago by
the Michigan Mental Health and
Aging Advisory Group. This group
is now chaired by Jonathon York,
Ph.D., executive director of North-
east Guidance Center.

York says that if nothing clse
couid be done for the elderly. using
drugs would be OK. But since they
can be helped, often the long-term
use of drugs keeps people from
dealing with their problems.

“Drugs are sometimes appro-
Eriate in the short run. But, studies

ave shown when older people do
seek professional help, such as
counseling, they have a good suc-
cess rate,” he adds.

York says ‘‘society in general
discards the elderly when they
should be getting the best treat-
ment available.”” He put the blame
equally on physicians and mental
healith professionals.

.

““Many physicians haven't neces-
sarily studied or learned about the
specific drug prescribing pattern,”
says York. “You have {o use
psychoactive drugs differently

with the elderly. Their physiology
and metabolism ahsorb it differ-
ently.

late for a broader appeal.

Then they had to design a box.
As fate would have it, they ended
up working with another Grosse
Pointer, Bob Wachter, of the
Eastern Box Co.

"R killed us to wait for those
boxes.” laughed Hunter. "But we
had to play il safe since we didn’t

A group of about 30 parents at-
tended a PTO meeting at Richard
School last Thursday evening to
hear a presentation from Farms of-
ficials concerning the possible con-
version of a Richard School play-
ground fronting Kercheval Avenue
into a parking lot to serve the lower
Hill area.

Appearing before the group were
Farms Councilman Nancy Wauga-
man, City Clerk Richard Solak and
Farms Chief of Police Robert K.
Ferber. Also present as observers
were Farms Mayor Pro Tem Joseph
Fromm, Bruce Rockwell, Gail
Kaess and Grosse Pointe Board of
Education President Joan
Hanpeter.

Mrs. Hanpeter told the group that
the schoo! board hadn’t taken any
action on the matter ‘‘so far.”

“I'm here as a member of the
school board to hear what you have
to say,” said Mrs. Hanpeter. ‘*‘We're
interested in being good neighbors
to the Hill merchants, who are tax-
payers, and we would like to help the
city and upgrade the recreational
facilities for the chiidren.

“However, we would like you to
know we're not pushing this item,”
continued Mrs. Hanpeter. ““If you
don’t like it, so be it.

the board’'s top priorities. I'm
just here to observe.”

Using an architectural sketch,
Richard School Principal Dr. Claire
Basco addressed the parents about
the tentative plans between the
school and the city, explaining that
the school would receive $30,000
from the Farms for improvements
to the school’s Ridge Road
playground and Messner Field in
exchange for a 20 year lease to the
city.

The Kercheval Avenue play-
ground would be converted to a 74
space, single level parking lot that
would serve the library, lower Hill
area and the Punch and Judy
Theater.

“We currently have three play-
grounds at Richard, but because of
our declining enrollment we can’t
utilize and maintain all three,” said
Dr. Basco. She added that the Ker-
cheval Avenue playground wasn’t
used because its hard, broken sur-
face presented a danger to children
playing there.

She did acknowledge that the area
was sometimes used by older stu-
dents for ball é)laying, and that the
hardballs used by the atheletes did
$3,700 in damages to the school’s
slate roof last year.

The $50,000 to be provided by the
city would come from Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG)
funds and would be used to uggrade
the playground directly behind
Richard School and also develope
Messner Field, located next to the
school.

Other improvements would in-
clude the enlargement of the
school’s current parking lot, adding
an additional 15 parking spaces for
staff, visitors and deliveries.

Councilman Waugaman gavea
brief history of the studies initiated
by the city concerning the Hill
business district, telling the parents
that all studies showed a definite
need for more parking in the lower
Hill area.

The studies showed a deficit of 120
parking spaces for the upper Hill
area and the need for more in the
lower Hill area for the library,
Punch and Judy and lower business
district, she said.

“There is a definite need for ad-
ditional parking,”’ said Mrs.
Waugaman. “The parking deck pro-
posed by Cottage will help the upper
Hill, and this lot would help the
lower. This isn’t a last minute idea,”
she continued. ‘“This idea has been
well researched and on the drawing
boards a iong time.”

In a follow up question and answer
period it was learned that the ten-
tative lot would have a single en-
trance and exit from Kercheval and
would consist of 74 spaces around a
landscaped traffic island. Many

rents were surprised to learn that
if the lease agreement is reached,
the landscaping and improvements
to the playgrounds must be finished
by June 30 of this year to qualify for
the CDBG funds.

“That’s according to federal
guidelines,” said Farms City Clerk
Richard Solak, who briefly explain-
ed the intricacies of obtaining
federa)l funds. **The upgrading of the
field has to be done by then, not the
completion of the parking lot,” he
added. ‘“‘We can let the bids out this
month if the school board gives us
the go ahead.”

One tEarem asked why a portion
of South High School athletic field,
situated directly across from the
Kercheval avenue playground,
couldn’t he used for the parking lot?
She was told by Ben Zenn, director
of Support Services for the board,
that South didn’t have enough room
for all its activities now and wasn’t
able to give up any of its space.

“It’s just not feasible,” said Zenn.
“We only have 22 acres at South.
For a school with that enroliment,
they should really have 35 to 50
acres for such activities such as
track, football, soccer and the like.
It’s too crowded there now as it is.
It's just not reasonable.”

Another parent asked why
Richard didn’t try to repair the Ker-
cheval playground and turn it into
something for the children “could
really enjoy.”” Tina Pappas, presi-
dent of the Richard PTO said it had
been researched, but that the cost of
ripping up and replacing the present
broken surface of the playground
was just too expensive.

“A few years ago the PTO had
$4,000 for improvements, but we
found out it was just a drop in the
bucket compared to what was need-
ed to complete the job,” she said.
“So we spent the money on Messner
Field instead.”

“Additional parking alone won’t
solve the problems of the Hill,”
summed up Mrs. Waugaman, “‘we
also need a mixture of good retail
and service businesses to turn
things around. But this parking lot
will help a great deal.”

The playground parking lot issue
will be on the agenda at the school
board’s next meeting scheduled for
8 p.m. Monday, April 16, at Trombly
School.

Woods picks new assessor

Woods comptroller-assessor
Frederick Hornfisher officially
retired April 2 and the city council
appointed John J. Soleski as his
successor as chief financial officer
for the city.

Hornfisher, 66, announced his re-
tirement last November, ending
almost 20 years of service to the
city. He came to the Woods in 1964
as comptroller and became asses-
sor three years later. At the time.

Hornfisher also helped manage the
city’s pension fund.

Since the first of the year, Horn-

Hornfisher said he plans to stay
in the Woods as well as do some
part time work.

Soleski, 31, had worked as Sterl-
ing Heights deputy comptrolier.

Hornfisher was given a plaque
honoring his service.

“We certainly appreciate the
service you have given to the cit

Freeman said.

A resolution, which Freeman
read, expressed thanks to Horn-
fisher for his ‘“outstanding job and
conscientious service.”

“During (his) tenure, thecity ...
has continuously received from the
Municipal Finance Officers Associ-
ation of the United States and
Canada a certificate for confor-
mance in financial reporting which
is deemed one of the highest honors
in the field of government accoun-
ting,” the resolution said.

Councilman Robert Novitke, who
chaired the selection committee,
said the group reviewed 26 applica-
tions, interviewed six candidates
and re-interviewed two more be-
fore settling on Soleski.
Committee members Novitke,

Freeman and John Sabol, who was
absent from Monday night's meel-

He will also be expected to
relocate to the Woods as required to
the city charter.

Soleski, who is single, is a
graduate of Cornell University and
at Walsh Business College. He wiil
have three years to compiete the
necessary education for an asses-
sor, Notvitke said. :

“] speculate that most of these
medications prescribed to this
older age group come from family
doctors and general practice in-

terns, not psychiatrists, says
Guyer. “We need to step back
before we prescribe and look at the
broader picture and see what may
be causing the patient to have these
symptoms,” he adds.

He says, often problems are the
manifestation of underlying stress
due to the aging process, the death
of a spouse or retirement. As a
result, physicians have to listen to
the patient and sometimes use
other medications, such as an anti-
depressant.

“Often a patient will say that a
doctor has given them an anti-
depressant when it’s a trangi-
lizer,”” says Guyer.

“While Valium can be beneficial,

Valium users avoid coping, according to study

as with all prescribed drugs it
should be given with caution and a
cex('it:in degree of reluctance,” he
adds.

Theodore Wizenberg, M.D., a
Harper Woods physician, also says
he wouldn’t be surprised at those
findings because older people tend
to be put on more medication and
many have a high level of anxiety
hecause they live alone or are wor-
ried about their health.

“I'm not saying that it’s a good
idea, but it’'s much easier to pre-
scribe a drug for certain symptoms
than to sit down and explain what
those symptoms mean and reas-
sure people,” says Wizenberg.

Abortion stance changes

Statistics that show that more
than half the abortions performed
in the state are now funded
through Medicaid ‘‘shocked the
hell out of me,” William R.
Bryant, R-Grosse Pointe Farms,
said. And, for the first time since
the matter first came before the
Legislature a decade ago, the
seven-term house Minority Leader
Emeritus voted to override Gov.
James Blanchard’s veto of a mea-
sure banning Medicaid funding for
abortions earlier this month.

Although he said there was
nothing magic about the 50 per-
cent mark,” finding out that
Medicaid paid for more than half
the abortions in the state ‘‘really
bothered me,” Bryant said.

“The reason that I had before
for voting against the override
was both Governor Milliken and
Blanchard had valid reasons for
vetoing the bill,”” Bryant said. ‘It
really threw me that ... more
than half the abortions in the state
are now paid for by the state.”

The reasons both Mitliken and
Blanchard gave in the past for
vetoing the Medicaid funding ban
was discrimination against the
poor, Bryant said. The argument
has now been raised that funding
discriminates against the poor by
making it easier to have the abor-
tion, he added:

Mrs. Riley was
appointed to fill the unexpired
term of the late Justice Blair
Moody, Jr. His death in 1982 after
winning re-election to the high
court touched off a partisan flap
that ended with the ouster of Mrs.
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Rep. Bryant says he’ll seek eighth term

Riley and the appointment of Pa-
tricia Boyle, a Democrat, to the
Supreme Court.

This year, seven county offi-
cials have terms expiring. Facing
re-election are county clerk
James Killeen, drain commis-
sioner Charles Youngblood, prose-
cutor John O’Hair, register of
deeds Forest Youngblood, sheriff
Robert Ficano, treasurer Ray-
mond Wojtowicz and First District
commissioner John Hertel. Hertel
said earlier this year he will seek
re-election to the 15-member
board.

Grosse Pointe Shores is the only
municipality electing councilmen
this year. Facing re-election are
president Gerald Schroeder and
trustees Patricia Galvin, Edmund
Brady, Jr. and C. Bradford Lun-
dy, Jr. The village will also elect
a clerk.

Gentleman that he is, Dr. Kenneth Brummel
- says it was not any disappointment with Grosse
Pointe but instead the opportunity to advance his
career that persuaded him to accept an offer to
become superintendent of the Orange Unified
School District of California. But certainly the
controversy that arose over the reorganization of
the Grosse Pointe school system, and especially
the proposals to close one or more school
buildings, must have been among the factors he
considered in making the decision to move.
Sonow in additian ta the ather problems facing
the school district, there will be a search for a new
superintendent. Fortunately, despite the reorgan-
ization controversy, the system has maintained its
fine reputation and so there ought to be a first-rate
field of candidates applying for the job that paid
$54,000 last year, plus such important additional
benefits as a house and utility services.

YET AS THE BOARD begins its search, itis in
a rather unusual situation with three members
facing recall and two others up for re-election.
That means there could be as many as five new
faces on the seven-member board by mid-sum-
‘mer. But despite this possibility, the search fora
new superintendent must start immediately
because Dr. Brummel plans to leave July 1.

With the school election scheduled for June 11
‘and the recall vote on the same date (although it
now appears it could be later) and then with
another vote necessary if the recall is successful,
there could be as much uncertainty about the
board membership until mid-summer as there
-will be about the identity of a new superintendent.

It would be difficult to maintain continuity
under such circumstances even in the best of
- times. For the schools, this already is an era of
. change. Almost 20 percent of the administrative
staff and 30 teachers will retire in June either on
the regular schedule or under a special bonus of-
fer that was Xart of the teachers contract with the
- school board. And new, tougher graduation re-

' quirements and the seven-day period also will go
into effect this coming school year.

Most divisive, however, is the closing issue
which has chiefly been aroused by young parents
fearful of any change that would affect their
children’s schools or their investment in their

“Mhe loss of another 5.4 percent of the popula-
tion of the city of Detroit in the two years be-
tween 1980 and 1982 is further indication that
the Midwest and Northeast continue to lose
people to the Sunbelt.

While Detroit’s percentage of loss was great-
est among the largest cities, even Chicago lost
ground to the Sunbelt. Chicago lost only 0.2
percent of its population but that was enough to
- cost it the title of the nation’s second city. Los
- Angeles with a 1.8 percent gain took over as the
runnerup to New York.

Philadelphia, too, lost 1.4 percent of its pop-
ulation and dropped into fifth place behind
Houston which gained another 8.2 percent and
won the highest rank of the newly burgeoning
Sunbelt cities. Texas now has three cities in the
top 10, Dallas ranking right behind Detroit in
seventh place and San Antonio in 10th place.
Two other Sunbelt cities, San Diego and
Phoenix, rank eighth and ninth.

It is no wonder that Mayor Coleman Young
and other Detroit officials are challenging the
new estimates. They will cost Detroit money
unless revised because they are used in decid-
ing how much money cities will get from feder-
al revenue-sharing programs. With Detroit al-
ready in fiscal difficuities, the decline in feder-
al aid will be another blow.

The new figures, if confirmed, mean that De-
troit has lost more than 710,000 of its population
since 1950 when the census gave it 1,849,568. In
less than 35 years, in other words, Detroit has
lost more than 38 percent of its population. Call
it what you will, white flight, brain drain or
whatever, the shift reflects the population de-

homes. The foes of closing proposals seek to widen
the debate to include other issues but certainly
those cited above are basic to their thinking.

Whatever the arguments on the closing matter,
it is going to be a central issue in the school elec-
tions in June. We suggest that it ought not to be
the only issue and that candidates should be
weighed on the basis of their overall qualifica-
tions, their past performance and their proven in-
terest in maintaining the excellence of the Grosse
Pointe system. Unfortunately, it appears likely
both the election and the recall election, if it is
authorized, will be one-issue votes.

That same issue will tend to be influential, too,
in the selection of a new superintendent,
regardless of whether the board is controlled by
those who favor reorganization or those who
prefer no school closings or some other form of
reorganization. That conclusion is based more on
the history of the reorganization controversy than
angadiscussion with candidates and potential can-
didates but still can be justified.

THIS NEWSPAPER IS SORRY to see Dr.
Brummel leave. Overall, we think he has been a
first-rate administrator and he has also worked
hard to inform the public and the press about what
is happening in the schools. His ‘‘Brunches with
Brummel” helped people get better acquainted
with him when he first came, and he tried to ex-
plain his controversial proposals for school clos-
ings as reorganization plans that would maintain
and even improve the excellence of education in

- the Grosse Pointe schools. Unfortunately, critics

often zeroed in on the superintendent personally
as well as on his proposals. In our opinion, such
attacks hastened his departure.

So now there will be a changing of the guard in
the superintendent’s office and perhaps on the
board of education as well. Yet the community
can still look forward to continuation of an ex-
cellent system even with changes in the schools’
top leadership. There are many dedicated
teachers and administrators—the great majority,
in fact—who are still on the job and ready to work
with a new superintendent, even a new board and
concerned parents in what is, after all, a com-
munity enterprise. So there is reason for optimism
about the future of the school system.

We used to be able to say that Detroit metro-
politan area was still growing, but the 1980 cen-
sus showed Detroit’s standard metropolitan
statistical area also lost population, although at
a much smaller rate than the central city. De-
troit still ranked fifth among such areas with
4,353,413 in 1980 but that figure was down from
the 1970 total of 4,435,051.

Older cities, surrounded and hemmed in by
suburbs, have no place in which to grow geo-
graphically while cities such as Houston attract
population and then gulp down more areas and

le through annexation. The key to growth,
gowever, is economic opportunity and in recent
years, and especially during the recession, De-
troit and Michigan have lagged behind much of
the nation.

UNFORTUNATELY, LOSS OF population
also meant loss of political power. In the 1980
census, population declines cost the Midwestern
states of Michigan, Illinois, Indiana, Ohio and
Missouri as well as such big Eastern states as
New York and Pennsyivania a number of seats
in Congress. And most of the gains went to
Florida and California, with Nevada, Utah and
New Mexico also posting population figures
that gave them more representation in Wash-
ington.

Under the circumstances, it is disappointing
to see the political parties in Michigan com-
peting so bitterly for short term gains and the
managers of Michigan’s auto industry and in
labor unions battling over the profits beinF
reaned from the beginning of economic revival.
Such competition is traditional, of course, but
if those powerful groups would use less of their
muscle battling each other and more in seeking
ways to improve the state’s overall economic
prospects, Michigan might once again begin to
attract population rather than losing more of it.

The Farms council meeting of
April 2 was both troubling and
bewildering to me and to the
many concerned neighbors of
the Ford development on
Lakeshore Road at Provencal
who were also present. The
business included approval of
what has become ‘‘Windemere
Place, Phase Two.’’ That means
that this complex has ballooned
into 33 clustered look-alike
houses instead of the originally
proposed 18.

An optimistic, if naive lady
wrote a letter to the Grosse
Pointe News on February 16
saying, “Mr. Ford, we are coun-
ting on you,” having heard that
he was considering preserving
the Weber mansion as part of his

condominium packaging. Of .
course those walls-are to come-
a-tumbling down and the densi--

ty of Phase Two will exceed that
of Phase One and would be
greater still had not the Farms
council obliged Henry Ford and
his partner, William Caldwell, to
delete one proposed unit.

What we shall have instead is
the emerging profile of 33 almost
identical looking buildings, five
of them all in a row narrowly
separated along Lakeshore
Road to which the tract-house
look, however expensive, is &
novelty. Mr. Ford had defended
the appearance of his complex
against what he described as
several ugly houses recently
built on the street—that
aesthetic assessment from the
man who gave us the concrete
herms in front of Ren Cen at the
other end of Jefferson east.

Another matter before the
council was the astonishing and
troubling request to erect a per-
manent 10-and-a-half foot long
sign, lighted, reading ‘‘Winde-
mere Place” along Lakeshore
Road, visible to both traffic
directions. Among other con-
siderations such would certain-
ly constitute a noble precedent
for a residential street. this sign
of proportions suitable to Wood-
ward, or Grand River, possibly
Mack, but not even to Ker-
cheval, much less any residen-
tial street in Grosse Pointe
Farms.

Mr. Ford recently moved
from this street to the private
sector of Provencal and I cannot
believe he would tolerate the
wondrous dimensions and
luminosity of this rude
behemoth near him, nor wouid i
be appreciated by his neighbors
if he attempted to impose
something like that near them.
Nor would a singie council
member welcome such an inap-
propriate calamity near their

roperly, if honesty were

onored.

If granted, why would I not he
equaily entitled to put a lighted
sign in front of my French-styled
house reading “Beau Lieu Sur
L.ac,”” or something equally
pretentious, unnecessary and at
odds with the atmosphere and
traditions of the area.

The council had just unani-
mously denied a Farms citizen
the right to place an air condi-
tioning unit at the front of his
home which is on a 40 foot lot,
although he had no room on the
sides and which would have re-
quired a zoning variance as well.

Councilwoman Waugeman
testified that the man had enor-
mously upgraded the appear-
ance of his home after buying it
and that the landscaping pian
around the unit would render it
invisible from the street.

bad precedent and be contrary
to community tradition; 4-it
would commercialize a residen-
tial street; 5-it might create
potential traffic distraction; 6-no
one attending the meeting spoke
in favor of the idea and many
voiced opposition (one neighbor
said she had prepared a written
statement against such a sign
but abandoned it in favor of
quoting her 12-year-old daughter
who likened the idea to *‘you
mean like a Holiday Inn’’ when
she asked why her mother was
attending the meeting; and
seven members of Grosse
Pointe Shores’ government in-
formed Ms. Ghesquiere upon in-
quiry that they are opposed to
any such signs on Lakeshore
Drive.

She couldn’t get a second from
among those who had just
unanimously denied the man
with the 40 foot lot his proposed
compressor that would be invisi-
ble from the street. Color the
contrast “‘clout!’’ The best coun-
cil could come up with was to
defer the issue pending a poll of
future Windemere occupants.
Perhaps it can slip by in a
nebulous future before a less
wary and informed meeting,

I hope not and write this letter
hoping to bring the possibility to
the attention of the community.

The acting chairman of the
council was gracious enough
after the issue was deferred, to
allow me one final poini, saying
pleasantly that he assumed that
1 would now say something sup-
portive of the development. My
reply was one of astonishment
that Caldwell had just seriously
defended this witness to Winde-
mere's various phases on the
basis that its residents and their
guests should be entitied to be
ahle to find their way to their
homes with the aid of this sign,
which he had originally petition-
ed to be almost 15 feet long,
lighted. and the council con-
sidered this argument as if it
were rational.

Not a word had been said
abhout the absence of Lakeshore
Road or Provencal street signs
nor house numbers, Won'’t the
only guard house on the street
provide sufficient beacon to any
unfortunate moles who might
purchase these units? At least no
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akeshore

mention was made of manufac-
turing it for braile to cover all
contingencies.

I know that I found my way
home after the meeting without
difficulty and 1 hope that
Caldwell and the council
members were likewise able o
do so, with no more to guide
them than street signs, house
numbers and recollection.

But I would like to give the
chairman a sincere, serious
response to his facetious, but
good-humored question of me.
The first condominium cluster-
ing along the Farms’ lakeshore
is now a fait accompli and we
can only hgge that it will be well-
constructed, beautifully land-
scaped and that all units will sell
quickly, affording Ford his pro-
fit- and his residents happy
homes. .

That would be to the advan-.
tage of all of us. And I would like
to apologise to Mr. Caldwell for
having interruFted him after he
had courteously listened to me
and for having addressed him at
one point when I should have
been facing council.

But one last point seems ger-
mane here. For some time the
government of Grosse Pointe
Shores has been seeking the
elimination of an unlighted two
by three feet sign in front of the
Edsel & Eleanor Ford estate in
the Farms’ sister community
along the lake. Good neighbors
.wouldn't approve the Winde-
mere affair which lacks the civic
and cultural implications of
Mrs. Ford’s noble and generous
gift of her home and grounds to
our area, even if this proposed
sign were crafted of precious
stone by Faberge and lighted by
Mielziner.

Mrs. Ford's taste, sensitivity,
and aesthetic perception were
sufficiently documented that it
seems likely that with respect to
the big, big sign concept down
the street from her beautiful
home, like the undersigned and
Queen Victoria, she would have
said, “We are not amused.”

The Democrats could try to
sell the idea the Republicans are
insisting on a tax rollback of
such magnitude it would be
disastrous. They could then con-
tinue to refuse to negotiate any
middle ground resolution of the
question, killing the bill by
holding it in conference and,
then, try to sell the idea it is the
fault of the Republicans there

would be no tax cut for-anyone

in any amount.

It would be a risky venture for
the Democrats but one they may
well be willing to risk. They are
ofte 2 willing to take sizeable
risks in order to have more
money to spend.

What Senate Republicans are
now considering are two things.
First, is the Governor at all in-
terested in negotiation. Has he
learned, yet, that negotiation is
a possibility?

Second, if the Governor is un-
willing to negotiate or to agree
to a sizeable tax rollback, the
Senate Republicans may try to
adopt a short term cut of twice
the size as the Governor has
been willing to accept, but if all
else fails, at least the cut the
Governor has said he will sign.

Then the Senate Republican
majority would try to send a
new, long term, more major
rollback, including returning to
the normal 4.6 percent rate at
some fixed date 1n 1985 or 1986.

In this way it is hoped that
some cut can be made now or
soon, avoiding Democrats Kkill-
ing a hill in conference and
pressure for return to the nor-
mal rate. Pressure to end the
Blanchard increase of last year
could be maintained.

In my view the Senate bill
was pretty severe, hut more
reasonable than the House ver-
sion. The Senate bill reduced the
rate from 6.1 percent 10 5.35 per-
cent six months earlier than it
will under current law, July 1,
rather than January 1, 1985. The
House version cuts the rate to
5.35 percent Oct. 1.

But the Senate version also cut
the rate, again, from 5.35 per-
cent to 4.6 perent on July 1, 1985.
That second drop would cause
problems with the hudgets for
1985 and 1986 fiscal years, but
can he done without drastic cuts
if there is no recessjon.

And, in that statement reaily
is the difference, a basic dif-
ference, party philosophy.

Republicans believe the peo-
ple have the right to keep their
money, unless and until a need
is proven for government to take
that money for programs deem-
ed essential.

Democrats seem {o believe
that government should have
enough revenue coming in to be
able to carry through difficult
times which may come along
even though there is no proof
they will come along.

Picture Your Possessions

Those pesky W-2 forms may not rank in
popularity with rebins and crocuses as harb-
ingers of spring, but they’re an omnipresent
part of our life at this time of year, anyway.
Having recently completed your tax prepara-
tions for 1983, you're well aware of the pro-
blems you may face in filing for certain deduc-
tions. Especially if those deductions are the
result of casualty losses, as in fire, wind, or
flood damage. It may be too late for this year,
but you can help yourself to an easier time
with the Feds if you include photographic
evidence of such damage when income-tax
time rolls around in 1983.

According to the IRS, pictures that record
the property as it was, that show the extent
of any damage, and that include the condition
of the property after

small items tucked away in corners, drawers,
and on shelves.

Ahh, but there's a way around that pro-
blem, too. Simply assemble all the small
items you can find in each room and arrange
them on a table or some other flat surface to
be photographed as a group. Obviously it’s
best if you use a camera with close-focusing
capability so that you can get a good shot of
the items. Important items may be turned
over and photographed a second time while
lying face down.

This technique shouldn't be limited to
home, either. It's great for businesses, as well.
Small business owners to corporate giants can
insure against loss by photographing their of
fices or plants similarly. Even employees may

To be useful, though, your photographic file
should be inclusive. All buildings-mgain
house as well as outhuildings—should be pic
tured. Take shots from all gides and at dif-
ferent angles.

Then be sure to photograph all intenor
rooms so that the items in each snapshot can
be easily identified. 1t's best to use a 35mm
camera with a wide-angle lens and a fash
with suitable wide coverage, although any
camera can work. For most rooms, stand in
or near the ceater of the room and provide
complete photographic coverage take four
shots in each reom, if necessary -one facing
cach of the four walls. In that way, vou'll cap
ture every piece of furniture and every wall
hanging. The only thing you won’t cateh well
enough for critical documentation are the

purchase or acquisi-
tion, value, and spe-
ctal notes or comments on the back of each
print.

Then, when you get the origimal negatives
and prints back from processing, store them
in a safe, secure place (do not keep them in
a drawer next to your bed; if the nightstand
burns, so does your hope of collecting from the
insurance company and getting tull dedue
tions from the IRS).

H's o good idea to have acsecond set of prints
made while you're at it Turn them over to
your instrance agent or have them locked i
a safe deposit box at a loeal bank.

He has served for 20 years as a
member of the Board of Trustees
of Western Michigan University,
in Kalamazoo, a post he was ap-
pointed to by former Governor
George Romney.

Despite rumors that one of the
targeted board members may re-
sign from his position, all three
trustees this week say they are
resolved to fight.

“The tough part was agonizing
over the decision of what to do,
which school to close, because of
the enrollireat decline,” Mrs.

Dr. Harlan L. Hagman, of Grosse
Pointe Park, Professor Emeritus
of Higher Education at Wayne
State University, will be honored
today by the WSU College of Ed-
ucation Alumni Association.

Professor Hagman will receive
the association's Distinguished
Educator Award at an awards ban-
quet Thursday, April 12, at the
McGregor Memorial Conference
Center. He 1s being recognized for
his many significant contributions
to the teaching profession and the
field of higher education.

Hagman, who left Wayne State in
1982 after reaching the manda-
tory age of 70 for retirement, has
been described by his colleagues
as the “classic example of a uni-
versity professor.”

Also being honored at the event is
Toni Nicholas, of Grosse Pointe, an
academic services officer in the
College of Education. Ms. Nicholas
will receive a Special Service
Award in recognition of her 30
years of service to the college. In
addition to her adminisirtive
duties, Ms. Nichols is a member of
the University council and also
serves on the executive commiltee
of that group.

Joining the university as a pro-
fessor in the College of Education
in 1957, Hagman became dean of
administration in 1960, serving for
11 years before returning to his fav-
orite role of “professing.”

Before joining WSU, Professor
Hagman had served as a professor
and dean of the Coltege of Educa-
tion at Drake University in Des
Moines, fowa. He had also taught
at Northwestern University and
was a public school teacher and ad-
ministrator in Illinois.

During his professional career,

Second priority in the board-
approved {)olicy is for those uses
‘‘beneficial to the community and
not financially detrimental to the
school system.”” Senior citizen cen-
ters or housing, recreation or
athletic facilities, health care,
parking, shopping and district
courts are among the examples.

The school board in November
voted to close Barnes Elementary
school on Morningside Drive be-
cause of the severe decline in en-
rollment the school system has ex-
perienced since 1972.

The policy also sets guidelines
for sharing a school building and
specific requirements of any lease
agreements to be entered into. The
policy forbids leasing a building to
an organization in competition with
the public schooels and calls for the
leasee to be responsible for prep-
aration of the space, any damages
to it and restoration of the building
to its previous condition at the end
of the lease.

Finken calls Sparky’s atmos-
phere ‘“‘unique, cosmopolitan and
eclectic.” He credits Liz with
helping to create that feeling. The
last few years she has diligently
collected furnishing for the anti-
cipated addition.

The association also asked busi-
ness owners on the Hill to urge
their employes to park off of Ker-
chieval Avenue Lo (ree uiore park-
ing spaces for customers.

According to the newsletter
“feeding” the meters or parking
over the limits on the meters can
result in a $15 fine.

When contacted about the mat-
ter, Farms Chief of Police Robert
K. Ferber acknowledged that ‘‘Mr.
Kiska has volunteered to keep an
eye on cars parked too long on the
Hill and will chalk the tires for us.
If the driver overstays the meter,
he could be subjected to a $15 fine."'

The Hill Association letter
pointed out that the majority of
cars parked daily on Kercheval for
the most part belong to the ‘“‘mer-
chants, professionals, real estate
people and those who work. for all
of them”,

It begins with a casting call. (Actually, it begins
before that, with choosing the play, and before that,
with the playwright writing the play, and before that,
with the playwright's sixth grade teacher inspiring
him to become a playwright . .. but for the sake of
practicality, let’s let that first sentence stand.)

“Some shows draw a lot of people to auditions,”
says Gwenn Samuel, who is directing ‘‘Whose Life Is
It Anyway?” for the Grosse Pointe Theatre, "‘Some
don’t. The acting parts in this play are good enough
that we got a very fine turnout. 1 think a lot came
because of the reputation it has as an Actor’s Show.”

They sit, trying very hard not te be tense, on folding
chairs at the back of the Rehearsal Hall in the Grosse
Pointe Theatre Building on Fisher Road, waiting to be
called to read for a part. They want this, or they
wouldn’t be here. They know they may not get this. It’s
community theatre, but it's very goed community
theatre; the standards are professional.

Coine back to that Rehearsal Hall a month later,
mid-point in the six-week, two evenings and every
Sunday afternoon a week “Whose Life Is It Anyway?”’
rehearsal schedule, and the atmosphere is very
different.

“Casting is one of the hardest things a director
does,’’ Gwenn says. It’s not enough for someone to be
perfect for a role. The company must gel. Anyone can
try for a part in a GPT production, and everyone is
welcome: prior experience not required. GPT takes
rank amateurs and works with them in its workshop
productions until they’re equipped to face a general
audience, but it won’t put them before a general au-
dience until they are equipped. Community theatre
shouldn’t mean second-rate theatre. In GPT’s case, it
cerlainly doesn’t.

“We have some of the best actors 1've ever seen,”
Gwenn says. “Our sets and costumes are always
great. Our ‘South Pacific’ (the last show of the current
season, scheduled for June) will be as sumptuous as
any ‘South Pacific’ production anywhere.”

Thirty-five hundred season ticket subscribers can’t
be wrong. That's the number signed up for GPT’s cur-
rent four-show season. The shows run nine perform-
ances in the Grosse Pointe War Memorial’s Fries
Theatre, with an extra night or two added for
musicals. Given Fries’ capacity and the number of $25
season ticket holders, they're pretty much sell-outs.
“But (this is GPT speaking in chorus) we can always

fit in a few more; there are always a few tickets left.”

For the past six or seven years, an exira, non-
subscription show has been offered each season.
“Whose Life Is It Anyway,” produced by Kay Hunt, is
this year’'s GPT dividend. They’ll be five (April 17
through 21) performances for the public, one (April
26) benefit performance for the Communty Hospice
Education Committee, and one {(April 28) perform-
ance for the Community Theatre Association of
Michigan's 1984 Spring Convention. Tickets for the
public performances, at $5.50 each, may be obtained
by calling 881-4004 evenings.

Back now to the Rehearsal Hall where, mid-point in
the six-week ‘‘Whose Life Is It Anyway?" rehearsal
schedule, the atmosphere is serious — but relaxed.
The company is comfortable with one another, and
beginning to be comfortable with the medical equip-
ment, most on loan from World Medical Relief, they'll
have to appear to be thoroughly familiar with during
the actual performances.

The stage is blocked out. There’ll be platforms-at the
rear and sides. ‘‘The lighting will be the set,’”” Gwenn
explains. “Lights will go up and dewn in various areas
on various scenes. The only area never completely
dark will be the center, where Kathy’s lying on the
hospital bed.”

There are slips as the rehearsal pregresses (*‘Sorry.
Can I do that again real quick?”), but there’s a
general confidence. Things are gelling. It's looking
good. “’I think,” says Gwenn, *‘the actors are proud of
this show.”

Rehearsals moved into Fries Theatre this week. By
now, the play’s direction has been set, the actors are
secure in their interpretations — and their lines. This
is the period of technical rehearsals. It would never do
for a light to come up at the wrong time, a prop to be
on one side of the stage when it's wanted on another.

It’s also the period of anticipation. Less than a week
to go, and counting. Will they like us or won't they like
us? GPT’s hosting the Community Theatre Associa-
tion of Michigan Convention this spring; we’il be play-
ing before people from all over the state. Before our
peers. We really want to make this one good . ..

They always do want to make this one good, and
they always have a good time trying. And a good part
of the time, they pulil it off. Which is why, for Grosse
Pointe Community Theatre, it never ends.

Tennis previews

With pressure off, ULS netters relax

The pressure is off and Bob
Wood couldn’t be happier about
it.

The veteran University Liggett

The Knights have lost only three
players from the team that began
the 1983 season. Aaron Krickstein,
who started the year at No. 1

singles. later left the squad for
amateur competition in Europe
and is now on the professional cir-
cuit. No 3 singles player John Ekel-
man and No. 1 doubles man John
Polizzi have graduated.

Things are getting back to nor-
mal for the remaining players
from the team which finished in the
top five in the state in 1983.
““There’s no doubt about it. We
even noticed on our Florida trip
that things were different this
year. The kids were saying: ‘now
we can go back to just playing ten-
nis,” ”’ Wood says.

“And we will. We're still going to
play the best competition in the
midwest, just like we always do.”

One thing that hasn’t changed
since last season is the injury pro-
blem to No. 1 singles player Steve
Pack.
