CIty CounCil on Monday, May 14,
that tree tnmmmg and removal
are necessary to insure rellable
service to the commumty

If tree limbs aren't taken care of
and are allowed to grow, they're
prtme candIdates to bring down
electrIcal wires dunng storms and
high wmds ThiS can result In
power outages and fires

So next month EdIson workers
WIll take to the streets and begIn a
door-to-door campaign checking
trees and then dIscussing tnmmlng
or removal WIth Park residents

"Our pnmary concern IS safety
dno to Keep electncal hnes clear,"
said Mehnda Burger-Jones, gen-
eral foreman of Edison's tree
clearance diVISIon

She saId that the last Park tnm-
mIng program was between Jan-
uary 1980and February 1981and a
check of company records mdlcat-
ed that SInce then the city exper-
Ienced mne major mterruptions of
electrical service

EdIson considers a major mter-
ruption anything that lasts longer
than four hours. In three instances,
loss of serVIce occurred at least
three times In the same location.
There were also records of 11other
mInor Interruptions, "all due to too
many trees located near the

In additIon, the three representatives of the
pro-recall group argued that the decline in school
populatIOn will soon end, that the elementary
schools will begin fl1lmg up soon and that even if
the school population doesn't reach its former
levels, the schools and the children will benefit
from smaller classes. Those arguments, of
course, run counter to demographic estimates
that mdicate the school population will continue
to decline in the Immediate future and that the
smaller school enrollment mitigates against
many of the programs the system tries to offer in
each school.

In support of their position, Gandelot, Ca~
therine Brierly and Ernest Buechler - the trio
targeted for recall - have issued a statement
which will appear on the June 11ballot and which
points out that their goal is "to maintain our
quality school system at the lowest possible cost
to the taxpayers." The statement added, inpart:

"Both votes (on the Barnes closing and the
middle school shift) were by a 6 to 1 majority
after a year of study, seven public hearings and
based on the recommendations of two study com-
mittees We acted because of a decline in enroll~
ment from 13,529 to 7,517 over the past 10 years.
All school systems have limits on their re-
sources. Money spent keeping an unnecessary
school open will take money away from cur-
ricula unless taxes are raised."

With respect to the sixth grader's shift, the
board members added in their statement that
"middle schools WIth grades 6 through 8 will bet-
ter meet the need for more math and science out-
lined 10 'A Nation at Risk: The Imperative for
Education Reform.' Many other quality school
systems have this program with positive results
in all aspects of school life for the children. We
are confident that the children of Grosse Pointe
are just as capable."

THE BOARD, INCLUDING the three targeted
for recall, acted as elected representatives of the
school district and approved a reorganization
plan on the baSIS of their Informed judgment. As
Gandelot said, thIS should not be regarded as "a
recallable offense" Under the circumstances,
the Grosse Pomte News urges a "No" vote on the
proposed recall of Gandelot, Mrs. Brierly and
Buechler and a "Yes" vote for board candidates
Joan Hanpeter and Fred Adams who support the
board majority on the reorganization issue.

studyIng thIS, was an agomzing time. We put in many, many hours
and the subject was always on my mind - reading letters, taking
phone calls, taIk:ing to everybody. I tried to keep emotions out of it
and to make a decision for the best of the entire community.

I view recall as a tool for the public to use when an official has
acted illegally. I don't feel we've done that. If someone is dissatis-
fied with the way I've voted, the tune to act is next year when my
term is up.

Q. Why should. Barnes school be closed?
I feel it's not just numbers. When a school gets in trouble, as

Barnes dld, WIth one sectIon per grade and with odd sized classes -
29 in one, 17 in another - the principals and teachers cannot ar-
range classes with varying levels of students and education begins
to suffer. The total numbers are not what made me vote to close
Barnes. Children at Barnes start school with one class and stay with
that one group all the way through. It's like a cocoon. And then when
they get to middle school, all of a sudden they have to adjust to
meeting so many new people and teachers.

I don't think the kids at Barnes got the same education as kids at
Mason, for instance, where teachers have the flexibility to group
students, team teach, etc and there are better opportunIties for
band, orchestra and athl~tics.
Q. Why should. sixth graders be moved to middle school?

It's a way to strengthen the middle school. Kids come 10 now in
seventh grade, get pretty well adjusted and next year they're ready
to leave Adding a year to their stay will really strenghten the
program.

Sixth graders are ready for this, beheve me. They're gomg to
have the advantage of much more spec1alized teachmg and many
more actiVIties relating to education and personal growth

Q. What should the board do in the future about the enrollment
decline?

I don't see us closmg another elementary school for the next cou.
pIe of years I don't see another elementary school dropping to the
point where there is one class per grade Our census will be completed
in August and I'll be very interested to see what 1t WIll tell us.

It's Important that we don't drop the subject now, but start to
study what's going to happen at the middle and high schools. We
should begin now thinklOg of solutions. We have to start work 109 on
it so we can prepare the community We thought we had prepared
the community for this, but no one came to our study meetmgs for
a full year. We'll just have to do a better job next time and get pe0-
ple thinklOg with their heads, and not hstening to all kinds of mcor-

Q. Why 'hculd Barnes scbool be closed?
Anyoae who has looked at our 1984-85budget can see the benefits

of cloliDg Barnes a1read),. Look at the grouping of students at
Monteith (which will receIve some of the former Barnes students)
Tbere are three classes in each grade, except one. That allows us to
do some team teaching, have better groupmgs of students in each
class and to operate efficiently.

It's unfortunate Barnes was singled out. But, I think if you look at
it from the perspective of the total school system - and the future
- a CODSOlfdatiOnwas absolutely necessary. Even the people in-
strumental in this recall effort and Dr. William Brownscombe ad-
vocated closing Barnes.

Q. Why should sixth graders be transferred to middle school?
I'm surprised and disappointed that has become an issue, because

from an educational viewpoint, that makes sense. In my six years
on the school board we have had more complaints about middle
school than anythIng else Because of that, addressing the "middle
school problem" was a board goal for two years. A committee made
up of principals, teachers and parents recommended a 6-8 grade
structure, as did the citizens advisory committee studymg the
enrollment decline

Moving the sixth graders to middle school boosts the program
there because it simply gives us more students to work with. Sixth
graders will have an opportunity to study areas of science where
they need laboratories There are better opportunities for physical
education, art, music, shop and crafts.

And, the three-year period children will spend in middle school
should increase parent participation there and give teachers longer
time to get to know and understand students

It's the only way to go. Most of the good school systems I've
studied have that grouping, if they can do it.

Q. Where should the school board go from here in dealing with the
enrollment decline?
. I have made a commItment that as long as I'm on the Board of

Education, for the next two years, I will not vote for school con-
solidations. I think we should look at it, and put the community back
together.

There seems to be an increased awareness on the part of many
parents of the educational process. But then I wonder too. When our
consultant asked for parents' mput 10 the selection of a new
supermtendent last week, 15members of the pubhc came. And none
of the people who have accused us of financiallITesponsibility at-
tended the meetings on our bud~et

But if there is increased awareness, this 15 a chance to put it to use
We've set a good course for the school system. Now we need to heal
