Steel was transported to Montana
where hIS tnalls expected to begm
In about two months He Willbe held
on $100,000bond, according to Utah-
based U S Attorney Richard
Lambert

Steel has been the subJect of an
intense manhunt by the FBI and
police m the western states since
the death of!\ir Pongrace on July
14, 1983

It was then that Mr. Pon-
grace's body was spotted by tour-
Ists at the federal park in Montana,
at the base of a 180-foot cliff An
autopsy establIshed that Pongrace
was killed by the fall. Keys to hiS
1968 Volkswagon van, money and
travelers checks were not on hiS
body when It was discovered

Accordmg to reports, Mr. Pon-
grace, who had been recently
honorably discharged from the
Coast Guard, was on his way to the
Pacific Northwest to visit friends,
when he pIcked up Steel and his dog
while they hitchhiked in an area
about 60 miles east of GlaCier
Park

Mr Pongrace and Steel re-
portedly stayed over in a camp-
ground that night Mr. Pongrace's
body was discovered the next day.
HISvan and possessIons were miss-
mg. Police believe Steel took the
vehicle after Mr Pong race died
and slept in It overmght A tow
truck operator in Pablo, Mont told
authontIes he pulled the van out of
the mud along a roadway the next
day, and was paid for the job with
an expensive camera that proved
to belong to Mr Pong race

At that time police belIeved
Steel was drIving the van south to
Califorma where he reportedly had

Members of the Joint Ad-
ministrative Rules Committee are considering
implementing the rules rather than trying to get
the House to pass the Senate-approved inspection
program.

The second regulatory bill is more bizarre.
After voting down a proposal to require man-
datory seat belt usage for three years and to let
the people decide tbeD wbetber they approved, the
state Senate decided to leave the issue of seat belts
up to the voters in November.

In this newspaper's opinion, it makes more
sense to bave a tbree-year test of a mandatory
seat belt law and then have a referendum thtpl it
does to have a vote on wbether to adopt the man-
datory buckling-up requirement. But the fear of
recall still permeates the Legislature and the
senators aren't about to take a stand OIl any con-
troversial piece of legislation if they can avoid it.
And so they simply voted to put the issue on the
ballot.

HOL""SE MEMBERS, WHO FACE electloos this
year, many go along with the Senate rather than
sbowmg independent judgment of their own 011 the
issue. The buckle up requirement is sought as a
safety measure which in European countries and
canadian provinces saves motorists' lives, pre-
vents the injury of thousands more and saves
medical care costs for the mjured.

Both regulatory measures deserve passage by
the Legjsfature. Few people like regulations but
emissioo COIltrol inspectlons can further unprove
the environment while requIring the use of seat.
belts can save lives and private and public costs
resulting from auto accidents. We would prefer
adoption of the bUdde-up test for three years, but
even a referendum on the issue would be better
than no action at aU.

The 6th Ohio
cavalry will demonstrate exper-
cises in horsemanship and eques-
trian troop maneuvers.

A Civil War encampment and
military field hospital will enable
visitors to see the equipment and
daily routine o( the soldiers, and
adventuresome guests may even
be "recruited" <temporarily) into
the ranks, given a medical before
shouldering arms in some funda-
mental field drills.

The Ladies Soldier Aid Society
will be there, knitting mittens and
scarves, sewing havlocks, drying
fruit and churning butter for the
troops. A nearby sutler's tent will
offer tin whistles. clay pipes, hard
tack and other items that were not
government issue (or Civil War sol-
diers.

There'll be shooting matches,
tomahawk throwing and tepee con-
struction in the fur traders' camp.
1bere'll be demonstrations of mus-
ket construction and flintlock rifle
work.

'n1e festival is open to the public
at no charge beyond the regular
village admission of $8 for adults,
$4 for children 6 to 12. Children
under six are admitted free.
