From the reaction stirred by the
first three school closing plans, it is clear that the
community still needs time to "heal the wounds"
of the June election campaign That fact is addi-
tional evidence to support to moratorium on
closings.

private school in Tarrytown

A pattern was set. Geraldme Fer-
raro, firm in the belief that in
America all goals become acces-
sible through hard work, won a
scholarship to prestigious Mary-
mount College and put herself
through Fordham Law school by
teachmg elementary school during
the day,

She arrived in the Capitol, a vir-
tual unknown but quickly won re-
cognition as a hard worker and
clever politiCian She became known
as a person to call to straighten out
complicated Situations that needed
patience and ability to compromise

Right now she is m the running to
win the vice-presidency, If that hap-
pens, one day she could create yet
another historical first by mherltmg
or being chosen to run for the
presidency,

She has much going for her be-
Sides her record as a congress-
woman, She is attractive and ener-
getic. She is smart and has the ap-
pr,oval pf party leaqers

Mondale said: ('I looked for the

She has added a new dimen-
sion to American pohhcs She has
broken new ground on the American
political scene and inspired new
hope in the hearts of those who
thought their time would never
come. Win or lose, American
politics will never be the same
again,

It is qUite an accomplishment for
a second.generation American-
Italian girl who made the traditional
role of wife and mother her first
priority She practiced law part-
time after graduatIOn from law
school when her children were little,
Itwas not until Laura, the youngest
of the three, was in second grade
that she stepped out mto the political
arena to help her cousin, Nick Fer-
raro, campaign for attorney-gener-
