Perhaps It was just a self-fulfilling

r-rophpcy, but the widely predIcted
chaos at thf> Republican distnct and

county conventIOns In Michigan last week
did materialize. even though Vice Presi-
dent Bu<;h apparently emerged as the wm-

Gros<;e POlllters were among those who
got themselves involved m conventIOns
that split Into rival factIOns, resultIng In
some delf>gates beIng locked out and others

The re<,ull supposedly was a victory for
Bu,;h, whose backers, accordmg to at least
one compJlatlOn, elected 57 percent of the
de legates to the state convention, to 22
percent rOt Pat Robertson, the TV evangel-
Ist from VirginIa. and 17 percent for Rep
Jack Kemp of New York, WIth 9S percent
of the returns m.

But \\ith rival claims still to be deCided,
either 111 the courts, by a state credentials
umllnlttee or even by the state conventIOn
It<;elf, nobody knows for certaIn the current
<;1ancllllg<; of the three presidential candi-

dates who are wmpetlllg for Michigan's 77
delegates to the NatIOnal Republican Con-
ventIOn m New Orleans m August

Nor IS there any certamty about what
will happen at the GOP state conventIOn
In Grand Rapids Jan 29 and 30 With all
the claims and counterclaims to be sorted
out, nobody knows whether even the state
convention will be able to make sense out
of the chaos or whether the disputes will
ha ve to be passed along to the natwnal
convent lOn's credentials commIttee

One predIctIOn appears vahd There WIll
be more chaos 111 Grand RapIds and It WIll
be Widely reported because of the expected
attendance of state and natIOnal politIcal
reporters as well as many members of the
MIchigan State Press ASSOCIatIOnwho WIll
be at the GUP conventIOn's Amway Grand
Hotel for then' own annual meptmg U n[ol'-
tunately, the reportE'rs themrelvec; may be
no more certain about what happens m
Grand Rapids than they were about what
happened 111 the district and county cau
cuses last \I;eek

OnE' conclUSIOn also appears obvious. Af
tel the 1988 experience, Michigan Repubh.
cans ought to be ready for an alternative
method of selectmg their delegates to thetr
c;tate and natIOnal conventIOns In presiden-
tial electIOn years HaVing tned the caucus
system thiS year, the GOP ought to be
ready to endorse the return of the presI-
dentIal prImary m which observers can at
lem,t count the \\ mners and rely on the re
"ult...

\Vhntevel the outcome, another conclu
SlOll seems apparent. It IS that Hobertson's
new wave of fundamentahst Republicans,
de<;pltf' thell' strong effort to capture the
hon's e;hare of the ,;tate's delegates, failed
to do better because they concentrated on
the process and procedures rather than on
capturmg the support of mdlvidual Repub-
lican'>, including those both within and
WIthout the establishment

So unless there is a turnabout at Grand
Rapids, the hopes of the Robertson backers
for a spectacular VIctory in MIchIgan that

would launch their national crusade are
expected to go glimmer mg. Kemp, whIle
hurt by his backers' partnership with Rob-
ertson, may have higher hopes nationally
than Robertson does, espeCially if he forges
a llew partnership WIth Bush, as IS now
bemg rumored.

To be sure, the onginal intent of the law
had been to make the state law conform to
a federal tax change that prohibited child
ren from cl81ming themselves as rlepen
dents If they can be claimed as dependents
on theIr parents' return. The old law had
In effect permitted some tax evasIOn by
parents who had placed assetb m the;r
chIldren's names

Grosse Pomte News, the number of slower
learners may be part of the explanation,
but the district still must find a way to
bring those students up to acceptable lev-
els.

Another possible explanation IS the in-
crease in the number of students coming
from outside the district. McCaig says that
newcomers to the district in the current
school year were 70 percent more hkely to
fail the test than those who were here the
previous year

Another reason may well be that many
students are more concerned about or af-
fected by personal problems, such as a lack
of parental superVIsion of homework, fre-
quent school moves dictated by parents' Job
changes and possibly even the enrollment
of some children m latchkey programs

Perhaps, 111 McCaIg's View, part of the
problem may be at the teachmg level,
meaning that different teaching techmques
and more emphasis on the basics are
needed. Some teachers also feel the CurrIC-
ulum is crowded. Others may need to do
more to dIstinguish between essential
skills for mastery and review and other
areas of learning

Even though the great majority of stu-
dents still are doing well, the decline m
the number of students attaming passmg
scores m both Enghsh and reading m all
three grades tested IS disturbmg, as well"
as puzzling, and especially so m Grosse
Pointe with Its long history of excellence In

all aspects of education
At the same time It is encouragIng that

the system IS studying the problem and
has formed a task force to seek answers
that should benefit the students, thE'lr par-
ents and their teachers.

The decline 111 the number of students
in the Grosse Pointe public schools
who passed the 1987 Michigan Edu-

cational Assessment Program tests is puz-
zling not only to parents but to teachers
and administrators as well.

In the 1987 tests, which measure basic
skills in both English and reading, about
12 percent of the Grosse Pomte students in
grades 4, 7 and 10 failed to attain a satis-
factory score, according to a letter from
Superintendent John Whritner to parents.
This repree;ents an increase of 3 percent m
the failulf' rate as compared with the 1986
results

Overall, the Grosse Pointe scores still
were well above those in most school dis-
tncts but, as Whritner emphasized, not as
high as we have come to expect m the
Pointes For at least 10 years, the Grosse
Pomte system has been one of the top five
districts. in the state with its MEAP scores.
In 1986, it dropped to seventh. For last
year the comparisons have not yet been
made although the district's own results
are now available

What may be responsible for the declme?
Nobody really knows for certain, but Dr.

Roger McCaIg, dIrector of research and de-
velopment for the school system who has
been studymg the question for several
months, has come up with some prehmi-
nary mdlcatlOns for the decrease in the
number of passmg scores.

For onf' thing, there apparently IS a
wider rangf' of abilities than usual among
studf'nts m in the fourth- and seventh-
grades There is a greater number of
slower IE'arners as well as a greater num-
bf'r of exceptionally talented students in
those two grades. As McCaIg told the

Inthe haste of revising MichIgan's state
tax law to make it compatible with fed-

Jews in the office fled or were
sent to concentratIon camps. Un-
certainty and fear pervaded
everythmg

"You had to know in those
days what you could do and
what you couldn't do," Sellen-
raad saId "HappIly, all my
guesses turned out to be right.

"SometImes I pictured myself
In a basement or somewhere
where someone would put a re-
volver to my head and - puff!
HaVing reconciled yourself to
that, you aren't afraId any
more."

The family, whIch by now had
four teenaged chlldren, was or.
dered to evacuate theIr house
"But they hadn't figured out
where we should go, so we
stayed"

At a pnce TheIr oldest son
had to hIde In the house so he
wouldn't be seIZed and sent to
Germany to work m war Indus.
trIes He was jOined In hIdmg by
a young friend who feared arrest
for strIke actIVIty and another
who dIdn't want to work In Ger.
many

"I had three boys hanging
around WIth nothing to do," Sel.
lenraad saId. "I bought them a
small second-hand bIlliard They
were glued to the radio to see
whether the invasion had
started, but of course It was
years ahead."

The radio Itself was forbIdden.
Sellenraad had Invenied an elab-
orate subterfuge to make the
Germans believe he didn't have
It any longer. He went to The
Hague, where bombs had demol-
ished whole neIghborhoods,
found a street WIth no houses
left, and reported to the authOrI-
tIes that he had sold the radio to
someone living there He hid It
In a secret compartment above
the ceilIng and kept It as long as
he had electricity

Toward the end of the war,
the family was heating the
house with wood. The electricity
and gas had been cut off. Driv-
ing a car was off limits, so Sel-
lenraad went to work on a bicy-
cle. HIdden in hIS ceiling
compartment was food bought at
the beginning of the occupatIOn.

"My wife prepared a dInner
and I took it to the office," he
saId. "Some of them cried to
have to take it." That wasn't the
only time he took food to hIS
employees.

After he saw a neIghbor's car
confiscated, Sellenraad took hiS
car to Rotterdam and hId It.
"They might not have wanted
my car anyway," he says now.
"It was an American car and It
used too much gas."

He hid it at the dealer's ga.
rage behind a pile of furnIture.
There it stayed until the war
was over, when the dealer got It
out, pohshed It up and put It
back in the showroom. The Ca-
nadians occupIed Holland then
- and seized his car.

"I wanted to watch out to see
what I could do for the company
to keep it gOing," he said SImply.

It wasn't that easy The Ger-
mans Installed a NazI to super-
Vise hIm In the office - but In a
strange way, they were able to
work together.

"He came in and took my au-
thOrIty away," Sellenraad saId,

"but we both wanted to keep the
business gomg He thought the
Germans would win the war; I
thought the Alhes would Win I
had a httle SIgn: 'ThIS organiza.
tIon IS under the protection of
the U.S. government.' But I
never put It up - It would have
been asking for trouble"

It wasn't business as usual,
but business did go on during
the entire Gennan occupation,
through rationing and shortages
and firebombings. Rotterdam
was practically destroyed, but
the wind blew the flames away
from the BUIToughs office. Sel-
lenraad reserved his entire stock
of business machines for com.
pames that had been flattened
but stIll wanted to go on.

To find out if the
seeds you've had left over from
last year are still good, take a
few of them and lay them on a
wet piece of blotting paper on a
plate and cover with another
plate. In a few days check to see
how many have germinated. If
less than 70 percent have done
so It IS best to purchase new
seeds. (Although there have been
recorded instances of seeds re-
covered from anCIent tombs thou-

Light-skmned, blue-eyed peo-
ple With fall' hair, and who don't
tan readl1y are the most affected
by the booths, according to Fer-
rara. Whether or not the deSCrIp-
tIon fits you, it is recommended
that you are adVIsed by a physi-
cian before partakmg m the
booth tannmg.

"Those who can't obtam a tan
very readIly tend to overuse the
tannmg booths," SaId Ferrara.
"We see overuse mover 50 per-
cent of the diagnosed cases Ov-
eruse can prove fatal"

Although Ferrara frowns on
the use of tanmng booths, he
does recognIze the fact that cer-
tain indIviduals need the booths

"Tanmng booths, under the
proper mstructIon from a physi-
Cian, actually benefit a person
who suffers from psoriasis (a
chronic skin disease) or vitIlIgo
(the loss of pigment)," SaId Fer-

A towel, some lotion and a
place to lounge are the ingredi-
ents needed to mIX a day m the
sun with a sparklmg, golden tan
However, without lotIOn and a
towel, getting a tan seems diffi-
cult. Or does it?

With modern techology takmg
over, faIr-weather tanners are
now escapmg the cold winds by
scurrying to tanning booths
across the country.

ViSIting tanning booths, the
latest craze m fighting the lack
of sun and maintaining a year-
round tan, has escalated. Many
people are filling the booths to
get an early start for the sum-
mer, but many of them are not
educated on the possible dangers
the booths can cause.

"Using the tanning booths can
be therapeutic if used under a
phYSICIan's guidance," said Dr.
Richard Ferrara, chIef of derma-
tology at St. John Hospital, "but
it can be dangerous if the use IS
prolonged with it Using the
booths can lead to skin damage"

Ranging from premature ag-
mg, to thm and dry skin, the
damage IS sometimes Irreparable
if the tanning booths are used
mdlscrIminately

"Sunning m tanning booths
causes damage to the skm's su-
perfiCial layers of the skin," SaId
Ferrara "It has a direct effect on
the skm, but It also affects the
blood cells, whIch can cause the
premature aglng. Some people
