Barber clips his way through 36 years of haircuts

Thirty-six years ago haircuts
cost a dollar, coffee was a dime a
cup and Jim Langford finished
barber school and began working
in Grosse Pointe.

After spending his entire ca-
reer in the same shop, he retired
last Saturday.

“It’'s the best job in town,”
said the tall, 61-year-old father
of two. “Some of the nicest peo-
ple in the world have walked
through my doors.”

Langford began working for
Sam Barker in 1952. He bought
the shop from him in 1957.
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“Sam originally had his shop
on the second floor of what is
now the NBD building on Mack
and Rivard since 1927,” he said.
“He later moved to this loca-
tion.”

His shop, Jim's Haircutting
and Styling Shop, at 359 Fisher,
is directly across from South’s
football field. Langford has sold
the business to Dave Brown,
who's been with him for 21
years.

There are dozens of families in
Grosse Pointe that have, for
three generations, gone to Lang-
ford, and several families that

have had their hair tended to for
four generations.

“Jim was the first barber I
came to 36 years ago,”’ said Dick
Speer of the Farms, as he had
his hair trimmed. T've never
gone to anyone else and I still
have most of my hair.”

Langford is well.known and
well-liked throughout the area.
John Jensen brought in his son,
Mike, 16 months, for his first
haircut, making the Jensens a
three-generation family of cus-
tomers. The baby’s grandparents
were on hand for the event.

Jensen’s mother recalled her

son’s first cut and laughed about
the trauma that ensued. Lang-
ford has envelopes on hand for
collecting the hair of first-timers.

“We're known for our cuckoo
clocks around here,” Langford
said about the wooden clock on
the wall that has become an im-
portant part of the shop. “It
keeps the young ones enter-
tained. We're on owr third one.”

Langford will remain active.
He'll be filling in on vacations
for the three barbers at the shop,
and will be devoting more time
to the Church of Christ in East
Detroit.

“I do a lot of preaching,” he
said. “I'm not a minister, but I
preach in the absence of the
minister.”

Langford and his wife Kath.
ryn have two children, Barbara
and Timothy. He likes boating
(he owns a wooden 18-foot Ly-
man Clinker Built), hunting and
other outdoor activities. He espe-
cially likes to hunt birds and has
owned an English pointer and
Brittany spaniel.

“I go down south and I also
like to hunt up near Lincoln,
Clare and near Mio,” he said.

He related a story about a

prominent Pointer whom he
wouldn’t identify.

“It was a beautiful day and
warm,” Langford said. “He was
in the chair and really relaxed
with his eyes closed. His wife
walked up to the door and put
her finger to her lips for me to
keep quiet. She then leaned over
and kissed him, I jumped back,
because I was the only one in
the shop and I didn’t want to get
punched.”

His recipe for a good, healthy
head of hair?

how to keep our tecnagers
away from the temptations of
alcohol, drugs, sex, cigarettes,
drinking and driving, and
other assorted illegal and ill-
advised pastimes. This is how
to keep them from experi-
menting with so-called grown-
up pleasures and/or dangerous
pursuits.
“This is how to prevent
drunk driving tragedies; add-
ictions to alcohol, cigarettes
and hard drugs; teenage preg-
nancies; wasted opportunities;
dangerous pursuits of any ilk.
This is how to keep them
from ruining their lives!”

For my older daughters —
now in college — I used to
have a speech that I repeated,
ad nauseum, every time I
dropped them off at a school
function or handed them the
car keys. “No drinking; no
drugs; no smoking; no sex; no
pot; no pills.”

They used to roll their eyes
up and sigh. “Aw, Mom. No
fun?”

It was a response tinged
with sarcasm. And truth.

Grosse Pointe teenagers —
indeed, teenagers in communi-
ties all over the country — are
convinced, it seems, that there
is no fun without alcohol. No
fun without risk. Without
danger. Without the forbid-
den. It's part of the teenage
condition.

One parent’s view

When my children were
very yvoung, I stumbled upon a
way to make the forbidden
work for me — and them!
They wouldn’t eat their vege-
tables. So I used to cut up raw
carrots, broccoli, celery, green
peppers, mushrooms, toma-
toes, cauliflower, and such. F'd
arrange these little delectibles
on a plate, place it promi-
nently on the kitchen counter
and say, with a stern look and
the shake of a finger: “These
are for Daddy and me. DON'T
TOUCH.”

It wasn’t long before the lit-
tle stinkers were sneaking up
behind my back and snitching
bits of celery and green pep-
per.

Unfortunately, this ploy
doesn’t work very well beyond
the category of nutritious
snacks or past the age of 8 or
S0.
With each age group, the

forbidden looms larger — just

out of reach — enticing — ex-
citing — with longer-lasting,
farther reaching, perhaps
scarier consequences.

I sometimes suspect, after
hearing teenagers talk about
their experiences at drinking
parties, that they arent so
keen on the actual alcohol it-
self. They're looking for a so-
ciable group of peers, a party,
a reason to get together and
talk. Some kids I've talked to
said the drinking wasn’t as
important as the party and
that very often they refused

the drinks or drank only one
beer.

I wish we parents were not
such collective wimps who re-
fuse to stand up to our kids —
who are smaller, less experl-
enced, younger, and less sta-
ble than we are — who don’t
know yet what's good for
them. Why don’t we just say
“No” to our own kids?

“No. You mnay not drink. I
will not allow alcohol to be
served in my home. You may
not attend parties where there
is alcohol being served. I will
check up on you. And if you
disobey, you'll be grounded.”

And then stick to it.

Kids will test us with every
argument in the book; and
then a few.

“Everybody does it.”

“There’s nothing else to
do.”

“We can drink responsibly.”

“Adults drink.”

“Adults should be glad
we're not doing something
worse, like drugs.”

“Bull. You're grounded.”

Boy, is this hard to do!

Most of the kids who are
pushing this line — are basi-
cally good kids. We love them
very much. We understand
their wish to sample grown-up
activities. We were teenagers
ourselves, for Pete’s sake. We
want to keep communicating
with these kids. They ARE
generally good kids who study
hard, get decent grades, hold
part-time or summertime jobs;

they’re polite; kind to animals
and little kids; fairly responsi-
ble. We don’t want them to
stomp off in a huff and refuse
to speak to us about their
problems. We ARE grateful
they’re not into hard drugs.
We want them to learn to
drink responsibly, because af-
ter all, this is a society in
which alcohol plays a major
role.

They just want to have a
few drinks while they social-
ize with their peers on week-
ends — they say.

For this issue, however,
we’d be doing our kids a favor
by ignoring our tender paren-
tal feelings and taking the
hard line, the difficult stand,
the unpopular position and
saying, “No. You may not
drink, It’s illegal. It’s not good
for you. If you disobey, you're
grounded. And that’s that.”

And sticking to it.

It's hard to do. Parents need
a united front that is just as
strong — or stronger — than
the united front our children
have put up. We need to net-
work. We need to join hands
and hang on. We need more
Safe Homes. We need to get
on the phone and call each
other, check up on our kids,
our kids’ friends, our kids’
friends’ friends. We parents
need to help each other.

Pointing out that some 82 per-
cent of Grosse Pointe students
went on to college last year,
Deeb said, “These kids are intel-
lectually motivated and want to
be on the go, go, go all the time.
They are trying to fulfill this
motivation. During the week,
they aren’t that bad. They study.
They know they have classes the

ties in their homes where there
will be alcohol and drugs. It also
states that all parties will be for-
mally supervised.

Deeb said perhaps the hall
parties are the students’ way ot
circumventing their parents’
pledges. “We've got the finest
school system in the state,” Deeb
said. “We must realize that we
are dealing with super-sensitive,
highly motivated students. We
have to give them an outlet for
that energy.”

Lucy Smith, vice president of
SAC? said that the policy of the
organization is that any use of
alcohol by an adolescent is
abuse.

Smith said she was surprised
about the recent reports of hall
parties and not surprised at the
same time.

Deeb said he feels peer pres-
sure is the single most important
element in substance abuse.

“Young people have always
made a great deal of money by
holding keg parties,” Smith said,
adding that the scope of the hall
parties and how much money
some kids were making sur-
prised her,

One of the things that upset
her about the recent reports in
the media about the hall parties
is that some of the kids said the
SafeRides program would get
them home in the event that
they got drunk and  couldn’t
drive.

“These parties are being held
in Detroit and surrounding
areas,” Smith said. “SafeRides
will not go outside Grosse Pointe
to pick someone up.”

Another item that bothered
her was that there was a per-
ceived difference by students be-
drugs and aleshel.

“Alcohol is a drug,” she said.
“Our society has taught young
people to drink through parent
roles and advertising.

“We as a society have not
been able to convince people that
aleohol abuse is a health issue.”

Smith said that people in the
community are taking a stand.

“I am grateful to John Kas-
tran and the Grosse Pointe
Woods police for the work they
are doing in the schools,” Smith
said. “We are also getting a lot
of attention from the judges and
the court system, but what is
sorely missing is the parent
link.”

She said what the polls and
evidence show is that more
young people are drinking today
than in past years, and that kids
are drinking differently.

“You can tell this by the num-
ber of deaths on the highway
and the number of people who
are at treatment facilities,” she
said. “Many of these kids are 14
and 15 years of age.”

Smith noted that adolescents
have a greater disposition to al-
cohol addiction.

“The idea that it is possible
for kids to drink responsibly is
just ludicrous,” Lucy Smith said.

has a daughter who is a senior
and a son who graduated from
North last year.

“I'm not surprised that these
hall parties have started,” she
said. “With the local ordinances
against house parties, it is logi-
cal that they would try and have
parties elsewhere.”

She said it is her perception
that parents have made several
attempts to have places for
young people to gather.

“We've tried the Neighbor-
hood Club, and Cracker Jax was
open to young people one day a
week.”

Smith said the Cracker Jax
idea was a good one, but that of-
ten middle school students would
attend, and the older students
weren’t comfortable with that.

“Kids were allowed to smoke
iside and many of the studenis
complained the building was just
too smoky to have a good time,”
she said.

She said that there have been
recent attempts to address the
substance abuse problem, such
as the Teen Leadership Confer-
ence, for a number of high
schools last November at South
and the Substance Abuse Lead-
ership Training held recently at
North.

She believes there are a lot of
kids who would rather not drink,
but do so because they want to
be accepted.

“Peer pressure is a big prob-
lem in the middle schools,” she
said, “but not so direct in the
high schools. The pressure is
there to drink, but it is mostly
left unsaid. No one says, ‘If you
don’t drink a beer, I am not
going to be friends with you.” ”

Both Debbie Smith and Lucy
Smith agreed that having sub-
stance abuse counselors at the
high schools is a tremendous
help. Both said if they were to
find out that their children were
drinking at a hall party or any-
where, aside from what would
happen at home, they would call
the substance abuse counselor
and have them talk to their
child.

“You can go to them as a re-
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source person and they can ad-
vise you,” Debbie Smith said. “If
there is a substance abuse prob-
lem related to school, the counse-
lors are informed and the stu-
dent must see him."”

Doug Merkle, North substance
abuse counselor, said that he es-
timates between 60 to 80 percent
of high school students are using
alcohol on weekends.

“During the first half of the
school year, I saw over 70 kids
and their parents. At least half
of them were in because of sub-
stance abuse,” Merkle said.

He said by definition, any stu-
dent who has one drink is an
abuser, because what the teen is
doing is illegal. He noted recent
surveys which showed that kids
are drinking five or more drinks
at one sitting and would be con-
sidered legally intoxicated.

#It’s not social drinking — it’s
drinking to get drunk,” he said.

What can parents do?

They have already done a lot

with the various programs they
are sponsoring, but most admit
there is still much to do.

Debbie Smith said parents
must form networks. By calling
one another and verifying where
their children will be on a week-
end night, everyone will feel bet-
ter.

Lucy Smith said that parents
must clearly and firmly state
what is expected of their child-
ren. They must specify the rules
and the consequences for break-
ing those rules.

“The bottom line is that some-
one is going to be raped, beaten
or end up dead,” she said. *“You
Just know it — feel it is going to
happen.”

“It is really tough being a par-
ent today,” Debbie Smith, 39,
said. “When we were raised, our
parents were in charge. It seems
today that the kids are in
charge. Parents have a lot more
power than they think they do.”

Hall parties
a new worry
in the Pointes

letter from North High Principal

John Kastran has aroused new con-

cern in the Pointes about hall par-
ties in Detroit at which hundreds of Grosse
Pointe students congregate to socialize and
drink alcoholic beverages.

The hali parties apparently serve two
purposes: They are money-makers for the
sponsors and they provide participating
students with something to do in their
spare time. Unfortunately, the parties of-
ten turn out to be drinking bouts.

Whatever the reason for the parties, the
fact remains that most of the participants
who drink alcoholic beverages are break-
ing the law. Only those 21 and over can
legally drink in Michigan. That point can-
not be too strongly emphasized.

But the parties can have other serious
consequences. Teen-agers who drink too
much are more likelv to be involved in
auto accidents. Because alcohol is a drug,
youngsters who imbibe regularly can be-
come alcoholics. Excessive use of alcohol
can lead to sex. And sex can lead to preg-
nancies, even though that isn’t often men-
tioned in the Pointes.

Most adults, and especially parents, de-
plore hall parties. So do the police, admin-
istrators and the school board which last
week sternly expressed its opposition to

the use of alcoho! or drugs by students in a
school environment and encouraged par-
ents to oppose such usage by their children
in non-school-related activities.

Among the students, opinions appear to
be divided. Some simply say they do not
take part in hall parties, and, in fact, they
may represent the majority. But others
contend that there’s little else to do in the
Pointes, kids like to drink and so they go
to hall parties with their friends. And
many of the participants drink until they
get drunk.

One student explained to the Grosse
Pointe News that at least half of the
guests come with a designated driver. He
added that the students realize what they
are doing is dangerous, but ‘“‘they’re torn
with trying to he responcible and going out
and having a good time.” Yet even those
who act responsibly by attending a hall
party with a designated driver who pre-
sumably doesn’t drink are breaking the
law when they themselves drink.

An editor of one of the Grosse Pointe stu-
dent newspapers said she thinks the reac-
tion to the hall parties has been overblown
by the media. We agree that the Detroit
newspapers and TV stations often sensa-

tionalize occurrences in the Pointes and
fail to point out such events occur else-
where, too. But must we agree with her
that nothing can stop the hall parties?

In fact, Grosse Pointe law enforcement
officers already are trying to stop the par-
ties by forcing the hall owners to obey the
law or be subjected to arrest. Some hall
owners apparently have not been checking
identity cards and thus have been guilty of
serving liquor to minors. A crackdown on
the owners and renters of the halls surely
appears to be in order. But to formally
charge the hall owners, the police need a
parent to sign a complaint. And some par-
ents are reluctant to do so for fear of hav-
ing their children singled out for attention.

Yet parents do have a responsibility for
their children. In fact, several families
have been brought into court under the
Farms ordinance that makes the parents
responsible for their children’s illegal ac-
tions. But Grosse Pointe police can do little
about hall parties that take place in De-
troit or some suburban community outside
of Grosse Pointe unless parents cooperate.

Woods Municipal Judge Patricia Schnei-
der agrees that parents could play an im-
portant role in discouraging their children

from attending these parties. She contends
that parents could ground their children,
revoke driving privileges and cut allow-
ances in order to enforce their control
when youngsters fail to obey parents’
warnings.

We tend to agree with the judge. The
parents have the chief responsibility. But
the law enforcement officers also have re-
sponsibilities. And so do the schools which
already have assumed some responsibility
by sending Principal Kastran’s letter to
parents and by the school board’s resolu-
tion endorsing Kastran’s efforts and oppos-
ing any use of alcohol or drugs by stu-
dents.

Many parents are obvicusly concerned.
Some parents already are “networking”
with other parents to check on their child-
ren’s stories and what they are doing. But
more remains to be done.

Certainly the Substance Abuse Leader-
ship Training programs ought to be ex-
panded. More parents ought to cooperate
with school and law enforcement officials
when their children get in trouble. And
the advice of student leaders ought to be
sought to get their input and recommenda-
tions about the kind of acceptable activi-
ties that might result in mwore constructive
use of students’ leisure time,

If parents have the major responsibility,
and we think they do, the hall parties re-
main a problem for the entire Grosse
Pointe community. The least all of us can
do, whether parents or not, is to support
people and programs that are concerned
about the hall party problem and are seek-
ing ways of alleviating its impact on the
young people of Grosse Pointe.
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Critics vow tight on casinos

ayor Coleman Young of Detroit, in
Mappointing his long-delayed casino

gambling commission, pledged an
objective study of the issue, but strong crit-
icism has already arisen from several
sources.

One of the critics was the Detroit Free
Press, which turned down an offer for a
place on the commission and then greeted
the appointment of the 68-member group
with an editorial reiterating its opposition
to casino gambling in the Detroit area.

The second source of criticism was a
coalition of Detroit Protestant pastors who
announced their opposition to casino gam-
bling even though a former leader, the
Rev. Nicholas Hood, who also serves on
Detroit’s city council, said he wants to wait
for the commission’s recommendations be-
fore deciding whether casinos should be al-

lowed in Detroit.

Several Pointers were named to the com-
mission along with representatives of busi-
ness, government, politics, labor and resi-
dents of other suburban communities.
Suburban members were named not only
to represent downtown business interests
but also, in our view, in an effort to lessen
opposition from suburbs fearing that casino
gambling would bring more crime and
gambling into their communities.

This newspaper long has opposed the in-
troduction of casino gambling in Detroit or
anywhere else in the metropolitan area. So
we will need much stronger evidence than
any yet presented to prove that it would
help solve the problems of the Detroit area
rather than increase them. We’ll await the
commission’s recommendations with inter-
est and some skepticism.

An end to state school aid?

rosse Pointe’s school board acted re-
ponsibly and quickly in response to
the warning by Rep. William R.
Bryant Jr. that the district “must assume”

it will get “no state aid whatever” for the
1988-89 year and beyond.

In its action last week, the board passed
a resolution opposing any proposal to
“limit the number of mills that can be sub-
mitted to the voters of the school district”
and also opposing any proposal that
“places the burden of paying the employ-
er'’s portion of the FICA tax upon the
school system.”

Bryant’s alarmist. letter was based on his
reading of Gov. James Blanchard’s pro-
posal for financing his recommended “Edu-
cational Excellence” program, which in-
cludes a proposed pre-school program for 4-
year-olds.

Bryant said he is “fearful” that to fi-
nance the pre-school program the governor
would seek to eliminate three types of aid
now received by the so-called out-of-for-
mula districts, one of which is the Grosse
Pointe system. The three are the remain-
ing categorical aid for such districts, reim-
bursement for the employer’s share of So-
cial Security (FICA) taxes on employees
and contributions to the district’s pension
funding.

Even if those possibilities do not occur,
Bryant warned that one of two other alter-
natives might be included in school legisla-
tion now being considered by the Legisla-
ture: either a comprehensive school aid
revision to stop such aid to “wealthy’ dis-
tricts or a ballot proposal to remove the
ability of Grosse Pointe (and similar dis-
tricts) to fund themselves.

Removal of all state aid could cost tne
Grosse Pointe district as much as $4.1 mil-
lion a year, a loss which Superintendent
John Whritner said would be devastating
to a district such as the local nne that has
a budget of approximately $42 million.

As a result, Whritner has put into effect
a modified job freeze which would leave
open positions unfilled unless they are ab-
solutely required by the school system.
Spending from two capital accounts for
equipment purchases will also be halted at
least temporarily and Business Director
Christian Fenton will make an item-by-
item review of the budget to seek other
savings.

Rep. Bryant and the Grosse Pointe News
have been warning for months that the
proposed school financing reforms being
considered by the Legislature might put a
cap on spending by Grosse Pointe and sim-
ilar districts. We have opposed any such
proposal on the grounds that it would tend
to put a cap on the millage that finances
the excellence that Grosse Pointe voters
always have sought for their school sys-
tem.

From the tone of Bryant’s latest warn-
ing, it appears that our fears might be re-
alized in one way or another if the gover-
nor’'s proposals are approved by the
Legislature.

In his desire to raise the floor of support
for public education, the governor appears
to have adopted the egalitarian view that
all districts should get sufficient state aid
to enable them to spend the same amount
per pupil, regardless of their ability to pay.

If additional funding is required to raise
standards in districts now unable to fi-
nance a better level of education, it should
be supplied by the state with everyone
sharing the tax burden. But surely any
plan to provide one level of funding for all
public schools would end the excellence,
innovation and experimental programs
that now can be financed by districts such
as ours in Grosse Pointe.

It would, in effect, exchange opportuni-
ties for « xcellence in education for an egal-
itariamism which would, in turn, guaran-
tee medinerity in education throughout the
state.

A legacy to older Americans

He was loved by some and
hated by others, but he will be
forever remembered by those
who lived during the years of his
presidency. He is especially re-
vered by those who are now ben-
efitting from one of the most im-
portant programs implemented
during his administration — So-
ctal Security. He was Franklin
Delano Roosevelt, whose birth-
day was celebrated Jan. 30.

No one who lived during that
time will ever forget under what
desperate conditions he took of-
fice. We were in the depths of a
depression, the likes of which we
had never seen and hopefully
will never see again.

Michigan was one of the hard-
est-hit states. Unemployed auto
workers could not pay their rent.
Landlords could not pay taxes.
Banks went under.

There were no benefits avail-
able for the elderly, no unem-
ployment compensation, no food
stamps. Homeless men stuffed
their shivts and trousers with
newspapers to ward off the cold
in their communal bedrooms —
the city parks.

That was the state of our
country when FDR became the
32nd president in 1933, a posi-
tion he held for 12 years, longer
than any president in history.
Before his death in April 1945,
he led the country through two

grave crises — the Great Depres-
ston and World War 1L

With his first words as presi-
dent, he rekindled hope for the
future when he said, “The only
thing we have to fear is fear it-
self.”” The people clung tc his

promise of a “New Deal for
America.”

There was more than the
usual credence placed in the

promises of this president who
had so courageously overcome
obstacles in his own life.

Just 11 years before, Roosev-
elt, a strong, healthy man with a
promising political future ahead
of him, was struck with polio.
His back, arms and hands were
partially paralyzed, his legs
withered. Refusing to give up, he
fought back. Gradually he re-
gained the use of his hands and
the paralysis left his back. Con-
trary to advice against it, he re-
entered politics and was elected
governor of New York.

He established an excellent
record as governor of New York.
Based on his accomplishments,
the feeling pervaded that he
could do much for a country in
need.

The people’s confidence was
not misplaced. On March 9,
1933, five days after taking of-
fice, Roosevelt called a special
session of Congress and submit-
ted recovery and reform laws for
approval. Thus began what came

to be known as the “Hundred
Days,” when the Agricultural
Adjustment Act (AAA), the Ten-
nessee Valley Authorlty (TVA)
and the National Industrial Re-
covery Act (NRA) laws were en-
acted.

But none of these or other pro-
grams instituted later are as im-
portant to older citizens today as
the birth of Social Security, a
measure that insures some guar-
antee of - ity for the elderly.

For or against FDR, those who
lived through the years of his
presidency have now reached
that point in time when they
must gratefully remember him
for instituting Social Security.
While it doesn’t provide all of
the answers to a worry-free old
age, it does provide a cushion
against the indignity of welfare.

With the confidence and cour-
age of a president who overcame
personal and political obstacles
in his life, older Americans
should battle whatever forces
that seck Lo undermine the leg-
acy of freedom from poverty that
Social Security provides. They
should remain forever on guard
and ready to muster forces
against any and all measures
that would deprive them of those
henefits  they  have  earned
through vears of labor. Their
constant vigilance would be a fit-
ting tribute to FDR.

He was
appointed honorary trustee in
1978 and an honorary trustee of
Henry Ford Health Care Corp.,
the parent company of Ford Hos-
pital, in 1987.

He organized a group to save
the Grosse Pointe Yacht Club af-
ter the Depression, in the early
'40s, and he served as GPYC's
commodore in 1942. He was also
past commodore of the Old Club,
past president of the Detroit
Athletic Club and the Detroit
Club. In addition, he was a
member of the Country Club of
Detroit, the Grosse Pointe Club
and the Royal Palm Yacht and
Country Club in Boca Raton,
Fla.

Survivors include a son, Davi-
son, and a daughter, Nancy
Gard. He was predeceased by his
wife, Elizabeth, in 1984.

For about a month now, the
scene in North High School’s C-
Building after school is con-
trolled pandemonium.

“Unless we decide to intervene
early, we pay for it in crime and
fear and taxpayers’ money. We
need to cut the red tape to the
Jjuvenile system.”

You can’t buy them, so maybe
you take them.

Do something bad enough,
and you could end up in
Maxey — or Jackson, if you're
old enough. Do something mi-
nor, you're on a treadmill at
Juvenile Court, one of the
huge overload on your proba-
tion officer’s calendar.

When he’s done with you,
you go off and get into trouble
again, because you still don't
have a job, an education or a
marketable skill, or any way
of finding one.

Creative approaches are
needed for problems like this.
A pilot program this summer,
the brainchild of Grosse
Pointe attorney Gary Spicer,
will tackle the task.

“We'll pick 15 or 20 young
men, put them through a rig-
orous program,”’ Spicer said.
“We'll identify their skills, get
them back in school, back in
the mainstream. We want to
reverse that 40 percent dro-

pout rate. We'll identify their
skills and match them with
the corporate sector.”

For inspiration: celebrities.

Several Detroit sports and
entertainment figures have of-
fered their help in the project.
Detroit Tiger Darrell Evans
and singer Martha Reeves
joined Spicer in his Renais-
sance Center office three

weeks ago to talk about their
involvement.

“I've been trying to line up
people for this committee —
once Martha and Darrell
joined, lots of people signed
up,” said Spicer with a laugh.

Reeves and Evans have
high hopes for the pilot pro-
ject.

“People helped me along

the way,” Reeves said. “This
is a good way to help some-
body.”

Sometimes teenagers just

don’t know what’s expected of
them, Evans said. “I didn’t
know how to act for a long
time. People helped me. Hav-
ing people interested in you
until you get confidence in

yourself — we've all gone
through that. We can all iden-
tify.”

Successful now, all three of
them grew up in much poorer
circumstances — and that's
what makes them relate so
easily to the kids they expect
to see. “We're all from the
same Kkind of background,”

said Spicer, who grew up in
Delray. “We were all blessed
with some kind of talent” that
gave them the boost out of the
neighbrhood.

“Unless we can reverse the
dropout rate, most of these
kids are in a hopeless situa-
tion,” Spicer continued. “Un-
less you have the ability to
get out and go to college,
there are limited ways to get
out of that environment.”

The work/restitution pro-
gram would “yank” them out
of that environment, he said.
It would serve the multiple
purposes of satisfying the
court, giving the offender
some useful employment and
offering some restitution to
the victim. It is based on a
program now under way in
Kent County and has been
under study here since fall.

Not every kid is going to
qualify for this kind of treat-
ment. But our young shophf-
ter with artistic talent could
now find himself working for
a commercial artist or an ad-

vertising agency or a printer,
instead of poking at paper
with a sharp stick in a com-
munity park. The program of-
fers a future.

“It will also teach them
they have a responsibility to
make up for what they did,”
said Charles Rooney, the staff
director of the advisory com-
mittee, who gave Spicer the
credit for dreaming up the
idea and sweating out many
of the details — as well as re-
cruiting Reeves and Evans.

All three stressed the need
for the teenagers' parents to
become involved in their
children's future — and stay
involved. “They need support
and control,” Evans said.
“They need somebody to stop
them from screwing up.”

The problem is not unique
to Detroit; the same kinds of
delinquency and lack of fam-
ily support can be found any-
where. “We should take this
act on the road,” said Martha
Reeves.

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Cream adds new wrinkle to cosmetic surgery

You spent years out in the sun
tanning yourself a deep, rich
brown, and now they tell you it
can cause damage to your skin.
If it's too late to start doing
something about how you tan,
don’t despair. Retinoic acid — a
chemical substance related to vi-
tamin A — has become the latest
hope in the quest for eternal
youth.

The evidence and the studies
are conclusive, and the cream —
which until now has been used
to treat severe acne — is quickly
becoming the hope for many who
wish to get back the rosy glow of
youth.

Dr. John Harrison of Grosse
Pointe Farms has been studying
the effects of topically applying
retinoic acid, which is also re-

ferred to as vitamin A acid, for
almost a year-and-a-half and has
seen what he calls “dramatic re-
sults” in all of the approximately
25 cases in the study which he is
conducting from his Mount Cle-
mens office in conjunction with a
Wayne State University re-
searcher.

The wrinkle-removing effects
of retinoic acid were discovered
several years ago by chance.
Subsequent studies have demon-
strated conclusively that the ef-
fect of aging can be stopped and
even reversed by applying it to
wrinkled and sun-damaged skin.
Retinoic acid has even been
found to remove brown age spots
and has the potential to prevent
certain types of skin cancer, Har-
rison said.

Woods council to vote
on court/council improvement

In an effort to make the
Woods courtroom and council
chambers more accessible to the
public, the council is expected to
approve a plan Monday that will
change the face of city hall.

A:To get the prize check faster, a winner
of more than $600 can go to any of seven
Lottery offices located in Bridgeport,
Detroit, Grayling, Lansing, Marquette,
Southfield and Wyoming. The claim is
usually processed immediately and a
check 13 given on the spot.

Q: What if I'm a Jackpot winner?

A: Should you win a Jackpot prize, con-
tact Lottery headquarters in Lansing to
make arrangements toclaim your prize.
The phone number is (517) 887-6840.
Jackpot winners generally receive their
first payments within a day or so, with
many check presentations made st the
retailer’s store where the winning ticket
was purchased.

Q How long do ! have to claim my
prize?

A: All winners have up to one year to
claim their prizes. After that. the money
reverts back to the Lottery’s state School
Aid Fund contributions, which aid K-12
education.

Q: Are taxes taken out of winnings?
A: There are no state or local taxes on
Michigan Lottery prizes. For prizes over
$5,000, the Internal Revenue Service
requires & 20 percent Federal income
tax withholding.

the business office. The current
arrangements tend to disrupt of-
fice operations when court is in
session, Freeman said.

works on everybody and it is def
initely a new wrinkle (pun in-
tended) in the world of cosmetic
surgery.”

What is known is that the
treatment works in two ways.
Initially, it causes a slight peel-
ing and removal of the outer, or
“horny layer” of the skin. It
then increases and enhances the
production of collagen, and stim-
ulates the growth of blood ves-
sels, which brings a rosy glow to
the skin.

According to Harrison, the
acid is applied in cream form in
small concentrations. The dosage
usually ranges from 0.05 percent
to 0.1 percent. Those using the
cream are instructed on how to
clean the area extremely well
before applying it. The cream is
applied at night, just before
going to bed, because retinoic

acid is destroyed by light. In the
morning, the cream is washed
off and a moisturizer is applied.

This regimen is followed for
eight to 12 months, until the
treatments have literally stopped
the aging process, then the
cream needs only be applied
twice a week. Harrison said pa-
tients start noticing a difference
after four months.

While the cream will work on
all wrinkles, Harrison notes it
works best on wrinkles caused
by too much exposure to the sun.

“There are a few things it
won’t work on,” Harrison said.
“It won’t work on deep furrows,
like on your forehead, and it will
not work on sagging skin, like
bags under your eyes.” Those
under treatment must also be
sure to use a strong sun screen
when out in the sun.

Those interested in trying the
retinoic acid treatments should
do so only under the supervision
of a physician, preferably one
who has worked with and under-
stands the effects of retinoic acid.
“This is not necessarily a substi-
tute for cosmetic surgery, but it
is definitely an important ad-
junct to it,” he said.

Retinoic acid is not a miracle
cure, said Harrison, a plastic sur-
geon, but all the people who use
it are extremely excited about it,
including himself. “I've noticed
some dramatic results on my-
self,” he said. His crows feet,
fine wrinkles and the crepe pa-
per-like skin under his eyes have
disappeared, and with continued
use, will not be seen again, he
hopes.

Vanity is not the only reason

people would want to undergo
this treatment. For some people,
it’s a matter of making a living.
“We've always looked for that
fountain of youth. And with peo-
ple living longer, there's more
competition for jobs, and usually
people are more willing to hire
the younger, better-looking if
you will, person,” he said.

There are some drawbacks to
the treatments, Harrison said.
No one seems to know how long
the effects last, and the minor
peeling and scaling that occurs
early in the treatment can last
for a few months, but for most,
the benefits far outweigh the
negatives.

“If you look better, you feel
better,” Harrison said, summing
up the fervor for retinoic acid.

the Farms council.

Christopher Blake, president,
said by ordinance the land can
be made into 24 lots, but be-
cause he wants Scherbrook Sub-
division to be the finest develop-
ment around, he has increased

off Moran Road with four houses
clustered around each. The vari-
ance granted to the company al-
lows the smaller front footage
necessary to houses on culde-
sacs.

said.

Blake said he will use parts of
the old house in the new struc-
tures, including the hardwood
floars and two marble fireplaces.

for a base price of $550,000 and
up, and Blake said he already
has three deposits. Lots will go
on sale March 1 with Higbie
Mexon Inc. Realtors, Inc. as the
exclusive agent.

We designed (the subdi-
vision) .that way because we're
trying to create a development

He said his parents
moved into the newly com-
pleted home just 10 days be-
fore he was born.

“The house was built to be
moved,” he said. “My mother

Formicola said he didn’t con-
sciously set out to find a career
in broadcasting. “I had a radio
and TV class at South — it was
a speech class with Mrs. Bertov-
ick.

Some girl said
I sounded good. It must have
been 10th- or 11th- grade.”

Formicola got serious about
broadeasting after a conversation
with an old friend who was in
radio. “He told me to go to
broadcast school.”

He did. He went to the Specs
Howard School of Broadcast
Arts, ** It's difficult to break into
radio though,” he said. “Young
kids in small towns can knock
on the door of a radio station
and get in. But Detroit is a big
competitive town. I started by
driving 80 miles to Sandusky
every Sunday morning to do a
show for free.”

Then he got a part-time job at
a Port Huron station, which be-
came full time. He was in Flint
for seven years in management
and as program director. Then
he went to Houston and finally
to Raleigh. He’s also been pro-
ducing freelance documentaries
for public TV in North Carolina
with his wife, Ellen.

Fact: In Michigan four out of
every five businesses are started
by women.

Fact: Michigan ranks in the
top five states for women-owned
businesses (156,000). In 1970
women owned only 4.5 percent of
the state's businesses compared
to 36 percent in 1985. Women
will own 50 percent of all Michi-
gan businesses by 2000, accord-
ing to projections.

Fact: Women-.owned busi-
nesses have an above-average
success rate. Only 21 percent of
women-owned enterprises fail in
their first five years compared to
a 37 percent failure rate by
small businesses in general.

These facts are based on data
from the Bureau of Census, In-
ternal Revenue Service, Bureau
of Labor Statistics and the Mich-
igan Department of Commerce.

There are numerous success
stories of women in Grosse
Pointe who, through their talent
and determination, have guided
their fledgling businesses to
strong, healthy companies. One

decided they would need an of-
fice in a business setting.

In 1984, they moved to the
Globe Building downtown, be-
coming the historic building’s
first tenants.

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Bon Secours ‘delivers’
new maternity service

hen the dust and
dirt of construction
clears this summer,
Bon Secours Hospital
will have completed work on a
unique service with an aspect
health care skeptics may find
difficult to believe: it focuses on
consumer comfort.

Bon Secours’ single-room ma-
ternity service is the first in the
Detroit area and one of only a
handful in the state. Under the
concept, women will labor, de-
liver, recover and receive post-
partum care all in the same
room, instead of being moved
from room to reom.

The first new room will enter
service in March; a total of 12
rooms are scheduled for comple-
tion by this summer. Each of the
private rooms will feature a spe-
cial delivery/recovery bed. Eight
private and eight semi-private
conventional maternity rooms
will remain on the hospital’s
fourth-floor unit.

According to Judy Lafata,
R.N., director of women’s health
nursing at Bon Secours, the new
rooms — nicknamed LDRPs (la-
bor, delivery, recovery, post-par-
tum) — satisfy a growing de-
mand from both consumers and
the nursing staff which cares for
them.

“This new, single-rcom ap-
proach to birthing is becoming
more popular throughout the
United States,” Lafata said. “‘It
makes the experience more en-
joyable and personalized for
mother, baby and the entire fam-
ily. It’s also a more efficient way
for the hospital staff to provide
care.

“You can do anything in these
rooms you can do in a regular
delivery room.”

More than two years ago, Bon -

Secours had a consuitant study
the feasibility of such a service.
The hospital also surveyed com-

munity groups, physicians, hospi-
tal staff and patients. “The re-
sults of those studies and the
fact that this is the trend the
rest of the country is taking, told
us we were on the right track,”
Lafata said.

The next step was planning
the construction. The renovation
is expected to cost around $1
million, Lafata explains, and in-
cludes a major rebuilding of one
end of the unit into a lounge/
classroom area. “Much of the
rest of the renovation is techni-
cal, behind-the-scenes stuff that
the average person wouldn’t no-
tice,” she adds. “Like the duct
work we had to have done. A de-
livery room is required to have
so many air exchanges per hour,
more than a regular room, so we
had to get that up to code. We
also had to take the carpet out
from around the beds and re-
place it with tile, but leave the
rest of the carpet in those rooms
intact. And we had to find ways
to have all the equipment we
need in each room available, yet
out of sight. .

“So far, we're pretty pleased
with how things are going. But
we've been quite busy getting it
rolling.”

Every room on the unit will
feature new decor, including
fresh wallpaper and a new
lounge chair for the father or
other family members. Tradi-
tional delivery rooms will stay in
service for Cesarean deliveries
and the nursery will still care
for ill babies and for all babies
at times the mothers require
rest.

One of the motivating factors
for the decision to create the new
service was the decreased length
of stay for childbirth as dictated
by health insurance carriers.
‘“We had to do this to remain
cost-effective. With the length of
stay down to two days, we found
ourselves spending most of the

time moving patients and help-
ing them readjust from one
group to another,” Lafata ex-
plained.

In order to prepare both the
nursing staff and the public for
the single-room service, Bon Se-
cours introduced “couplet care”
last October. With couplet care,
a single nurse cares for both
mother and baby. In the past,
post-partum nurses cared for
mothers while the nursery staff
cared for infants.

“When we implemented cou-
plet care, it was a major change
for the nursing staff, much the
same as the LDRPs will be a
major change. This is going to be
a big adjustment, especially for
the older nurses. When you've
dealt with babies all your career
and suddenly you’re caring for
an adult as well, it’'s a chal-
lenge,” Lafata admitted.

Bon Secowrs ob/gyn nurses
participated in an educational
program, were given exams on
the competency of their teaching
in different areas and are cur-
rently working in ‘“‘crossover”
programs with nurses in the dif-
ferent areas (nursery nurses
with post-partum staff, etc.)

“They’ve come through it
beautifully,” Lafata said. “It’s
made them feel better about
themselves and their careers.
They’re more marketable, too,
which they can appreciate. But
most importantly, the continuity
of care is improved with one
nurse taking care of both the
mother and the baby.”

Among the benefits the new
service will bring about is a de-
crease in the number of post-
partum infections suffered by the
patient. “The patient is exposed
to fewer possibilities of infection
because of fewer transfers.”

The costefficiency inherent in -

the new system stretches into

Alcohol and pregnancy — a dangerous mix

Many experts call alcohol a
drug because it hurts the funec-
tions of the brain, nervous sys-
tem and heart. Generally, when
people drink, their behavior
changes, their speech slurs and
their coordination fails. this
means that the alcohol has en-
tered their blood system.

During pregnancy, your baby
receives all its oxygen and nour-
ishment from your blood system.
So, if you drink alcohol, that’s
the same as handing your baby
a cocktail. The alcohol readily
crosses the placenta to the baby,
reaching its bloodstream in the
same concentration as in yours.

If you get drunk, so does your
baby.

Doctors know that pregnant
women who drink heavily risk
miscarriages and stillbirth. They
also know that heavy drinking
can cause harm to unborn babies
who will have “fetal alcohol syn-
drome” (FAS), a series of alcohol
related abnormalities and birth
defects. These babies have small
bodies and heads and never
catch up to normal growth.
Many have some mental retarda-
tion, are jittery and poorly coor-
dinated, and have bchavioral
problems. Many have facial ab-
normalities and heart defects.
Sadly, no amount of care after
birth can correct the damage.

Even if you think you drink

moved a patient you had to call
housekeeping to clean each bed

moderately, you may be more
likely to have a miscarriage or
stillbirth. You may also cause
problems for your baby, such as
low birth weight, hyperactivity,
a lower IQ, learning difficulties,
and emotional problems. And,
your baby will never catch up to
normal.

Scientists have been able to
estimate at what stages alcohol
causes specific damage. During
the first trimester, alcohol can
seriously damage developing or-
gans resulting in birth defects.
During the second trimester, al-
cohol can stunt your baby's
growth and also cause you to
miscarry. During the final three
months, when your baby’s brain
is developing, alcohol can affect

facet of delivery and the room
has to be cleaned for the next
patient only once.”

Bon Secours, which handles
around 1,900 births per year
now, will also be able to increase
volume without increasing staff
and space. “There will not be a
reduction in the nursing staff (of
approximately 70), but we will
be able to use our nurses more
efficiently,” Lafata explained.

A long-time Bon Secours em-
ployee, Lafata is thrilled about
the possibilities the new system
possesses. “It’s great. This is like
a dream come true. It allows you
to be creative ... there isn’t a
nurse in the city who wouldn’t
want to work in a system like
this.

“The doctors have been very
supportive. When we were work-
ing with them to find out what
they’'d need, one told me, ‘All I
need is the mother’,”” Lafata said
with a chuckle.

“So it’s about time, I think,
that a maternity service be de-
signed with the patient and the
nurse-advocate in mind. We
think that this is it.”

She says her life was trans-
formed and her husband commit-
fed himself to Jesus Christ 2 1/2
years later.

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Greenhouses bring bright bits of summer to cold winter days

By Eilen Probert
Special Writer

There is something so fascinat-
g about having summer flow-
ers in the winter and enjoymg,
fruits and vege tables out of sea
son, that, since ancient times,
loreing  plants  and hunldmg
greenhouses has been developed
into a quite sophisticated art,

Various methods of forcing
plants have been tried over the
centuries. Since the beginnings
of gardening, man has been
trying to outwit nature. The
Romans seem to have been the
first. It has been written that
the Emperor Tiberius was able
to have cucumbers on his table
every month in the year. In the
I16th century, cherries were rip-
ened many wecks carly by the
interesting procedure of covering
the ground around the trees
with heated stones and watering
the trees with hot water.

Madame de Maintenon, a cen-
tury Jater, records that early
pras were obtained hy growing
them in boxes which could be set
outside in the daytime and
brought indoors at night.

In 1619, Solomon de Caus de-
vised a portable greenhouse
made of shutters which could be
set up over the fruit orchard at
Michaelmas and removed at
ISaster, thus producing late-sum-

mer firuits in early spring.

The chief object of protection
from winter weather in England
in the 17th century was the trop-
ical orange, the reigning fad
among  gardeners of the time,
and the orvangery which many
gardeners added to their homes
was described by John Evelvn as

“a  wooden  tabernacle  with
stoves.”
Some  orangeries  were  just

high reoms with big windews on
the south side of the house and
with extra heating devices. Insu-
Iation was created with hay or
straw and double glass in the
windows,

Pineapples were also very pop-
ular and the fist examples of
what we  might  consider  the
maodern greenhouse were huilt to
grow this exotic irait.

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their full scholarships on Feb. 10
— the first day any high school
player could sign according to
National Collegiate Athletic As-
sociation rules.

The months of being recruited
by phone calls and letters have
finally ceased and now that the
decisions have been made, they
can begin to concentrate on what
the schools have to offer.

“It’s good that the recruiting
is over, but I feel even better
knowing I made a good deci-
sion,” said Schultz. “It’s relax-
ing, moreso than having all the
phone calls stop.”

Although he couldn’t sign
with the Irish until Feb. 10,
deManigold knew that Notre
Dame was the place for him as
soon as the mail came over a
year ago.

“I had a long term goal to
play for Notre Dame,” he said. |
never thought they would con-
sider me, but I wanted to go
there ever since I got my first
letter from them.”

being able to attend school
where several of his friends will
go helped sway him.

“The people alrcady there and
my friends that will go there
sure helped me make up my
mind,” he said. “Western wasn’t
pushy like some of the other col-
leges and that also made me feel
comfortable. I'm really pleased
that I've got a chance to go to
school with some of my friends.”

During the recruiting wars,
they all heard promises but
claimed they tried to evaluate
them and establish a firm foot-
ing to stand by. DeManigold was
“mesmerized” by Coach Lou
Holtz’s lectures and that reas-
sured the 6-6 defensive end that
Notre Dame would be home for
the next four years.

“When he (Holtz) talks he
backs it up,” said deManigold.
“When he tells you something
you know you can believe it.
He's a very honest and well re-
spected man."”

While Holy Cross and Notre
Dame are out of state, Western
Michigan is in Kalamazoo and
that had an influence on Van
Dale’s decision to play for the
Broncos.

“Western is the place to be,”
he said. “Everybody treats every-
body else the same. It’s a home
away from home. It's very close
to home and that will give my
family many opportunities to see
me play.”

Although there were several
conditions on which the three
Norsemen based their decisions,
each of them was attracted for
different reasons. For Schultz,
Holy Cross is going to give him
a personal touch among the
2,500 people on campus.

“At Purdue (one of two schools
he visited) the football team was
separated from the students,” he
said. “I didn’t like that very
much. At Holy Cross, everyone
is mixed in together. The people
there get along very well.”

Being able to play football and
get a quality education could be
rated as the best of two worlds,
but for deManigold, a third and
fourth criteria helped sway him
to South Bend.

“I chose Notre Dame because 1
wanted to grow spiritually, aca-
demically, athletically and so-
cially,” he said. “Notre Dame is
the only school I know of where
you can grow in all of these
areas.”

Van Dale, who was recruited
as a defensive lineman, likes the
friendly atmosphere that comes
out of Western. He stated that

At Holy Cross, a division [-AA
school, Schultz will play a line-
man's position on the field, and
off the field he will be preparing
for a career in medicine.

“I want to study pre-med be-
cause I've always had an inter-
est in the sciences,” said Schultz,
a 6-4, 235-pounder. “I want to
fulfill all the requirements to get
into medical school, but if I find
something else, then maybe I'll
change.”

For Schultz, whose father is a
detective in the City, following
in similar tracks may be the
way to go.

“I'd like to study criminal jus.
tice or law,” said the 6-5 line-
man. “I've always been inter-
ested in them both, so I'll just
wait and see what happens.”

DeManigold, who runs a 4.7,
40-yard dash, is interested in ex-
ploring what Notre Dame offers,
but his first impression is that
mechanical engineering will be
the proper route to pursue.

“I like engineering,” he said.
“I want to get my feet on the
ground and study mechanical
engineering because it's a great
challenge.” |

It's not often that a local
player goes on to play collegiate
football, and it's also unikely
that three players come from the
same school, but it's simply a re-
flection of the grooming the kids
have gotten on and off the field.

“These kids have worked hard
for years,” said North coach
Frank Sumbera in an interview
at the end of the season. “I'm
sure they'll go on to play foothall
at some greal schools.”

How right he was.

North breaks South’s heart
North uses 7-3 win to sweep South

They didn’t go to the St. Clair
Shores Civic Arena on Feb. 14 to

exchange Valentine cards, but’

for one team a sugar-coated vic-
tory resulted while the other
tried to pick up the pieces of a
broken-heart defeat.

North (12-6-1) peppered South
(10-8) 7-3 to sweep the two-game
series. North beat South in their
first match, 5-1.

Entering the game, North was
riding a three-game winning
streak and South faced a possi-
ble fourth straight loss.

“We played a decent game, but
everything we touch lately turns
to mush.”

In the first matchup on Jan.
12, North’s Link Bessert tucked
a goal away with only 16 sec-
onds off the clock, but this time
it was South’s turn to start the
oil pumping. Rodney Goin laced
an unassisted goal at the 12:20
mark of the first period for the
Blue Devils.

“It was a big lift for the kids,”
said Zimmerman, who had a
tough time motivating his team
for the contest in January. “We
were ready to play. We had no
problems preparing for that at
all, but we just never put them
away.”

At the 11:23 mark, North’s
Tim Young beat South’s Ilya
Snyder-to tie the score. Bessert
and Bob Poulos drew the assists
as the first period ended in a 1-1
stalemate.

The small Sunday crowd saw
fireworks in the middle frame as
five goals were stuffed in the
webbing. North went up 2-1 on
Ed Barbieri’s goal (Frank Lucido
and Wayne Houle), but South’s
Bill Huntington countered, from
Tim Jerome and David Hall, to
tie it at 2-2 just over a minute
later.

Lucido then tried to push
North ahead for good with a goal
from Houle, but once again, the
Blue Devils wouldn’t concede as

Tim Jerome drilled a Rodney
Goin shot past Kris Kubalak.
North kept trying to pull away,
and finally did in the final pe-
riod, but with three minutes left
in the second, Tim Young
snapped the tie to leave the
Norsemen a 4-3 lead at the sec-
ond intermission.

“We knew we were in it still,”
said Zimmerman. “We were
playing well, but the thing that
really hurt us was our special
teams.”

Against the powerplay, the

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Skiing across, not down
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Cross-country skiing is more than an adventure

Many people enjoy the ven-
tures of downhill skiing, but for
those who don’t, cross country
skiing seems to be the answer.

We are led to believe that only
good, healthy things are related
to cross-country skiing, but ac-
cording to Dr. Raymond Chris.
tensen, chief of cardiology at St.
John Hespital, the strains it puts
on the heart can be harmful.

“Cross country skiing is very
strenuous on the cardiovascular
system,” said Christensen. “It is
healthy, but it shouldnt be per-
tormed Ly people with chronic,
or even a relative heart problem
before being checked by a physi-
cian.

In a twofold explanation

about the possible harm ren-
dured to cross-country skiers,
Christensen cited the exertion of
energy as being the most damag-
ing.

“It takes a great amount of
energy to ski,” he said. “People
don’t realize how much energy
the body must build up in order
to perform cross country skiing.
A lot of strain is applied to the
heart, and for people who are
not in shape, it is not advisable
to ski.”

Because skiing is done under
certain winter conditions, the in-
clement weather that brutally
hits Michigan is the number two
reason when considering whe-
ther or not you do ski.

“Doing it (cross country
skiing) in inclement weather

causes vasoconstriction,” he said.
“In other words, it causes the
blood vessels to constrict, there-
fore the blood does not pass
through the body as efficiently.”

Because cross country skiers
must generate their own speed,
many muscles are put to use. An
amateur is not aware of the flex-
ing and motion of the body and
may be stricken with some seri-
ous damage.

“If you haven't cross country
skied and go out and try to do it,
you have to be aware of the mus-
cles it takes to ski,” said Chris-
tensen. “If you are not educated
on the proper technique, you
may cause some serious strains
to the muscles it takes. Keep in
mind, that the heart is a muscle
also.”

For every reason to avoid cross
country skiing, there is a benefi-
cial one as well.

“Cross country skiing is ex-
tremely good exercise for the en-
tire body,” said Christensen. “It
keeps the muscles well toned,
plus you get out and enjoy the
snow and some scenic courses in
the woodlands.”

Enjoying some of the more sce-
nic routes is nice, but trying to
keep warm and avoid over-
dressing is essential also. It is
recommended that a skier wear
only thin layers of clothing, close
to the body because an excessive
amount is not necessary.

“It’s not a good idea to wear a
lot of layers of clothing because
it’s not necessary,” said Chris-
tensen. “You only need some-

thing that will break the wind.
You only need a thin layer that
will allow the body heat to stay
close to the body.”

Cross country skiing is a popu-
lar winter sport that increases
fitness for skiers as well as gives
them the opportunity to enjoy
the outdoors. It puts a lot of
strain on the cardiovascular sys.
tem, but gradually getting fit to
cross country ski could prevent
any possible injuries or strains.

“Cross country skiing is a fab-
ulous recreational sport,” said
Christensen. “If people are care
ful and take precautions, it can
be healthy. If not, then there are
many things that could happen.
If done correctly, it’s one of the
greatest winter activities.”

)

Lifelines to the heart

how we are treating our own
hearts, and how we can im-
prove that care.

The heart triangle

No, this is not a soap opera
about how Mary loves John
but John loves Martha, and
Martha doesn’t even know
John exists. Rather, it is the
story of how well-balanced the
three major parts of our being
must be balanced in order to
enjoy a healthy heart. All
three influence the quality of
our lives.

The Physical Heart

The heart is a hollow, mus-
cular organ that lies between
the lungs and is about the
size of a fist. The heart con-
sists of two pumps and is sep-
arated into four chambers by
walls known as septums. The
upper two chambers, the right
and left atria, are connected
to the lower right and left
ventricles by narrow openings
controlled by one-way valves
that allow blood to pass from

atrium to ventricle. The
atrias receive blood and the
ventricles pump blood away
from the heart.

According to the American
Medical Association, the aver-
age heart beats 70 to 80 times
per minute, while pumping 2
to 2 1/2 ounces of blood with
each beat. During a typical
day when the heart is not ov-
ertaxed from prolonged work
or severe stress, it pumps
about 2,000 gallons of blood
at six quarts per minute.
When unusual demands are
made, it can dramatically in-
crease its output in a matter
of seconds, pumping as much
as 36 quarts per minute!

With such demands on the
heart and because of the inte-
gral part it plays in the life of
man, keeping it in optimum
condition should have top
priority. We now know, that
what we eat, high blood pres-
sure, smoking and a seden-
tary lifestyle all play a vital
role in the health of our
hearts.

Limiting our saturated fat
consumption and inherent
cholesterol intake, maintain-
ing a healthy weight for our
particular height and bone
structure, not smoking, and
incorporating an exercise pro-
gram into our daily life pat-
terns, will help insure a
healthier heart.

The emotional heart

While many people attrib-
ute major life changes, such

as divorce or death of a loved
one, as taking the greatest
stress toll, a University of
Berkley study suggests other-
wise. Research conducted by
Richard Lazaruz indicates
that it may be the small
everyday stresses, like being
stuck in traffic or breaking a
shoelace, that produce undue
stress and have the greatest
impact on our health. It was
observed that people develop
coping mechanisms to deal
with the major crisis, while
the day-to-day hassles contin-
ually build up and have a di-
rect impact on emotions and
health.

The good news is that un-
like major life changes that
can’t be avoided, action can
be taken to reduce the daily
wear and tear. Situations can
be avoided or outlets found,
such as dealing with angering
events instead of letting them
get out of control. And maybe,
most importantly, taking time
to relax and “center ourselves
back down.”

It is interesting to note that
when we are faced with a ma-
Jor crisis in our lives, we often
have no qualms about seeking
outside help to enable us to
cope. All of us have an abun-
dance of inner strength and
creativity in helping us get
through the minor vexations
as well. By setting aside 15
minutes each day to relax and
daydream, we can momentar-
ily escape from the daily pres-
sures, and then return to bet-
ter cope with those stress
causing situations.

The spiritual heart

The intricate design of the
heart, its constant activity
and the important role it
plays in the life of man are
indicative of its miraculous
nature. Artificial repreduction
of the heart continues to fasci-
nate and challenge science’s
capabilities, attempts to dupli-
cate it have fallen far short of
perfection.

The miracle of the heart is
overwhelming, considering
the abuse and neglect we
heap upon it. It is important
to remember, that along with
improving our physical and
emotional weil-being, we must
also give time and attention
to our spiritual heart as well.
The times we live in can be
difficult, to say the least. We
are bombarded with global
problems, and can often feel
hopeless and despairing. We
need to make time for periods
of solitude and contemplation.

If we experience a constant
nagging in ourselves, it may
be a time'to reflect on what
we can do to change that in
our lives that is destructive or
no longer meaningful.

We are responsible for the
care and keeping of our
hearts — to eat wisely, main-
tain a healthy body weight, to
exercise, and to provide the
heart with a spiritual envi-
ronment that nurtures.

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Great performances by Nicholson, Streep in ‘Ironweed’

dack Nicholson and Meryl
Streep together on film is like
chocolate and caramel together
in a candy bar — a sweet combi-
nation you can’t help but enjoy.
It’'s no wonder then that these
two stars of celestial Hollywood
are pooling their talents for the
second time in three years.

In “Ironweed,” the subject mat-
ter is a little mmore philosophicai,
the themes a little darker. And
while Streep was the anchor of
“Heartburn,” there is no doubt
that Nicholson carries the
weight of “Ironweed.”

Based on William Kennedy’s

Pulitzer Prize-winning best-
seller, “Ironweed” deals with af-
fairs of the head more than af-
fairs of the heart. It probes the
past to answer questions about a
man who has fallen upon hard
times. And all the while, it gives
an identity to the subculture of
the street — those nameless
faces huddled in the poverty of
mediocrity.

At once a social commentary
and a character study, the film
tracks the life of Francis Phelan
(Nicholson) through flashback. It
also documents the banality of
his day-to-day life, including his
friendship with Helen Archer

give the whole picture of a
deeply thoughtful, if not slightly
disturbed, person.

And in such a hostile environ-
ment, you either confront your-
self or you go crazy.

Phelan is somewhere in be-
tween.

He’s running away from the
future and running into his past,
which is filled with memories of
those he's loved, those he's
hated, even those he’s killed.
Phelan is not evil though, just
confused. A lifetime ago, he acci-
dentally killed his 13-day-old son
by dropping him on the floor.

trying to stay warm, there
trying to force down some food,
everywhere trying to find diver-
sion from her sorrows and pains.
At times, the intensity of the
suffering becomes almost un-
bearable. That's fitting, since
that’s what the characters are
feeling too.

Still, “Ironweed” is more than
just the filmic equivalent of a
barbituate. Life may be unkind
to Phelan and his cohorts, but
their dreams and aspirations
never disappear. A particularly
poignant sequence at a nightclub
admirably demonstrates this.

“Ironweed” is a movie for
those who love great perfor-
mances. In addition to the ex-
pectedly brilliant readings from
Streep and Nichulsen, film new-
comer Tom Waits holds his own
with the stars. As a dying friend
of Phelan, Waits provides credi-
ble balance to his scenes — a
balance of humor and of charac-
ter insight.

At first glance, you'd say Ni-
cholson and Streep are about as
far out of character as they can
be, playing a bum and an alco-
holie, respectively. But then you
remember what fine charactor
actors these two are, and that
little work on either of their re-
sumes has been of the glitter
and glamour variety. For the
sake of serious moviegoers every-
where, let’s hope they keep it
that way.
