“Nobility lies in actions, not in
words.”

Nineteen-year-old Gordon Mar-
kle says, “'I believe that totally.”

But it is both his actions and
his words that earned him a
state award, after he became the
youngest member of the Interna-
tional Kiwanis Club.

When he enrolled at Wayne
State University this fall, he in-
tended to join Circle K — the
bridge between Key Club and
the Kiwanis Club. But Markle's
mentor, the man who first
sparked his interest in the Key
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Club, had bigger plans.

His sponsor, Richard Beach,
said, “He is certainly a fine
young man. He is the spirit of
Kiwanis.” And Beach is one to
know. A member of Kiwanis for
35 years, Beach recently re-
ceived the Tablet of Honor, the
highest award the International
Kiwanis Club bestows on a
member.

Although Markle worked with
the Kiwanis club on various pro-
jects while a Key Club member,
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becoming a Kiwanian at his age
is an honor, he said.

“It wasn't until I started going
to the meetings that [ realized
what an honor it was for me to
be associated with these men.”

Members encouraged Markle’s
participation. “I think T brought
the average age of the club down
by five or six yewrs,” Markle
joked.

It hasn’t been totally easy for
Markle. “I was very uncomforia-
ble calling people I've known all

Markle said he believes that
many people think of the Ki-
wanis Club as an “older man’s
club,” but it isn’t.

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Absenteeism at North, South reduced significantly

The number of high school stu-
dents who miss school or skip
classes has been dramatically
reduced as the result of an in-
tense iwo-year program designed
to coinbat absenteeism.

Roger McCaig, director of re-
search with the Grosse Pointe
school system, said officials have
achieved nothing short of a mira-
cle with the attendance program
implemented at the two schools.

The program involved the hir-
ing of two paraprofessionals to
talk to the students and parents
and to keep track of absentee re-
cords. Two other staffers were
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hired to imput the information
into the computer.

The new rules implemented at
the two high schools were strict.
If a student had one unexcused
absence, he would have an after-
school detention. A second of-
fense would result in a Saturday
detention. A third offense would
result in a lower course grade
and a conference with school
administration officials and par-
ents.

A fourth offense in a class
could result in an attendance
“F" which would mean failing
the course.

the paraprofessionals are respon-
sible for following up on every
complaint by a student or par-
ent, as well as a variety of other
chores that go along with the
highly complex task of keeping
track of more than 1,000 stu-
dents.

Begun in the 1985-86 school
year, the program was designed
to curb the large number of stu-
dents who were skipping classes
on a regular basis.

The numbers are impressive.

Of 1,200 students at North
during the 1986-87 school year,
only 21 percent attended regu-
larly. During the first semester
this year, the figure was raised
to 64 percent.

“We went from onethird of
the students not cutting (classes)
to two-thirds in just one year,”
McCaig said.

McCaig added that the policies
seem to have affected the casual
class-cutter. About 50 percent at
North were made by about five
percent of the students. Those

five percent, McCaig said, are
likely to cut classes regardless of
the penalties involved.

Studentis at South had a tradi-
tion for cutting classes, he said.
The actual number is still far
greater than at North, but the
percentage of the reductions is
about the same at both schools.

Since South has about 300
more students and a higher in-
cidence of students cutting
classes, the paraprofessionals
have a greater task in keeping
track of the students and clear-
ing up disputes.

And there are plenty of dis-
putes. On any school day, there
may be as many as 250 com-
plaints by students or teachers
that must be followed up. These

may involve a student who was-

late for class, but was marked
absent, a call from a parent ex-
cusing a son or daughter from
class that was not entered into
the computer, or a student who
claims he was in class but his
teacher says he was not.

“It is impossible for the staff
to clear every dispute,” McCaig
said. “Therefore, the student
may end up with a cut that was
challenged, but not finally set-
tled. This may account for the
slightly higher number of cuts at
South.”

One pleasant aspect to all this
tracking is that the number of
students who had perfect attend-
ance was up this first semester.

McCaig's report indicated that
one year ago, it would never
have occurred to anyone to count
the number of students with per-
fect attendance, and therefore,
no one did. This year about 13
percent at North had perfect at-
tendance, and about six percent
didn’t miss a day at South.

Credited, in part, for the dra-
matic improvement at the two
schools are Chris Mannino and
Cecelia Boeneman at North and
Bill Davies and Cheryl Manzella
at South.

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would have been regarded as a
miracle,” McCaig’s report stated.
“Fully 64 percent of the entire
school — including 62 percent of
all seniors — has not cut a single
class.”

McCaig said the number of
absences by students before and
after vacations has been dramat-
ically reduced. He admits, how-
ever, that students like to skip
more in the spring than during
the winter, and these figures
could be different at the end of
the current semester,

City goes full year without major fire

“Knock on wood.”

That was the word from Bruce
Kennedy, Grosse Pointe public
safety director, about the city's
first year in recent memory
when there was no loss due to a
major fire.

Fire losses, $141,000 in 1986,
dropped to zero last year.

“So far this year we have had
no major crimes or major fires,”
Kennedy said. “We hope that'’s a
trend.”

Kennedy said the department
1s remaining vigilant in its ef-
forts on fire prevention.

“We are sending three officers
to the state fire marshal’s fire
inspection school,” Kennedy
said, adding that Officer Paul
Onderbeke will be the first to
take the seven-week course.

The city posted an increase in
the number of traffic accidents,
which jumped to 373 in 1987
from 310 in 1986.

“This continues a trend over
the last five years,” Kennedy
said of the 20 percent jump.
“What is happening is that the
insurance companies are requir-
ing that the claimant file an ac-
cident report, no matter how
small the claim.”

unnoticed until the person gets
home.

“We fill out the reports as a
service to our residents,” he said,
noting there have been no in-
creases in the number of serious
accidents on the city’s streets.

Part I crimes (the most seri-
ous) decreased from 259 inci-
dents in 1986 to 236 last year.

“QOur biggest decrease came in
the area of auto thefts,” Ken-
nedy said. “More concentration
on chop shops and commercial
theft rings could be a reason for
the decline.”

Auto thefts decreased almost
by half. There were 14 in 1987
compared to 24 in 1986.

There was only one armed rob-
bery in the city, which was
solved, and four unarmed robber-
ies, all purse snatches.

There were 19 break-ins and
seven attempted burglaries. The
combined actual and attempted
figure, 26, was identical to the
1986 total.

Total larcenies, in all catego-
ries, declined from 196 in 198
to 191 last year. ‘
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Psychodrama combines two worlds for a new therapy

When Park resident Suzanne
Stebbins wanted to complete her
degree in social work, she heard
aboul psychodrama, a specialty
that combines both her love of
psychotherapy and her passion
for the theater. She knew shce
had found her niche.

“I loved it immediately,” said
Stebbins, M.S.W., C.S.W., who in
addition to her private practice
in Harper Woods, is the program
coordinator of the Psychiatric
Day Treatment Program at
North Detroit General Hospital.

The only problem was al-
though the theories for psychod-
rama have been around since
the Jlate 1920s, there arent
maity people who Know eaough
about it to teach it.

“The training is strictly exper-
iential. You can’t learn it from
books because there are almost
no books on the subject,” she
said.

At the University of Michigan,
Stebbins was one of only a few
people who were hand-picked to
study with Scott Shepherd, a
pupil of psychodrama founder
J.L. Moreno. She said she was
chosen partly for her extensive
background in drama — she has
been performing with dinner the-
atres and other dramatic venues

since she was a child — and for
her experience as a soctal work
volunteer.

“The training is extensive,”
she said. “They have these psy-
chodrama weekends all over the
country where therapists are
trained in it. 1 would travel any-
where to participate in one be-
cause they ave fascinating.”

Psychodrama is not, as its
name suggests, play acting. It is
rather a form of therapy which
involves reliving, recreating and
staging of events, thoughts, peo-
ple and places in patients’ lives,
she said.

It takes many forms — all of
which take pre-drama investiga-
tion, a good number of people
and a very large room, Stebbins

It works like this.

A patient (called the protagon-
ist) is asked, under the direction
of the therapist, to set up specific
times and events in his or her
life using other patients in the
group to portray people from his
or her life, Stebbins said.

Family members, (riends and

co-workers — everyone who has
had an effect on the protagon-
ist’s life — can bhe represented,

including the protagonist himself
as well as other factors that con-
tribute to the patient’s state of
mind. Jobs, alcohol, thoughts,

feelings can be made human so
the patient can talk with it, and
work things out.

“Things are set up very
slowly,” she said. I take them
back physically and emotionally.
I have them set up furniture to
depict a specific place and time.”

When the psychodrama is un-
der way, Stebbins said, the pro-
tagonist is fully at the scene he
or she is acting out. Sometimes
roles are switched and the pa-
tient becomes another person
and talks — as that person — to
another who is acting as the pro-
tagonist, thereby seeing  both
points of view.

“You really get to see where
other people are coming from,
and get a new self-awareness,”
she said.

Sometimes Stebbins will take
the patients into the future to
see what they would do in a new
situation with the knowledge
they have gained through psy-
chodrama. *That is truly amaz-
ing, to see how they react,” she
added.

Not only are the protagonists
helped, but the alter-egos —
those who portray people in the
protagonist's life — are helped
because sometimes they see
themselves as the psychodrama
progresses, she said.

Story flap upsets Park councilwoman

Carroll Evola, Grosse Pointe
Park councilwoman, expressed
disappointment at last week’s
council meeting because a lead
story was removed from the
front page of the latest issue of
the Park Communicator, the
city’s official newsletter.

Evola said a story about City
Manager John Crawford’s recent
honor, a certificate of apprecia-
tion from the Park Business and
Professional Association, was
removed from the front page and
buried on page four at the re-
quest of one or more council
members or the mayor.

“I am appalled and disap-
pointed,” Evola said. She said
the newsletter is not supposed to
be political.

“It’s not The Detroit News or

the Grosse Pointe News,” she
said. “It's a newsletter about
what is going on in Grosse
Pointe Park.

“] spent six years keeping
council people from writing arti-
cles. (The Communicator) loses
credibility when the council can
dictate what does and what does
not go into it.”

Heenan said, “The Communi-
cator is supposed to indicate
what the council wants to have
the public know about. The
council is the government and
the newsletter comes from the
council.

“That, advance copy is not just
for proofreading, for putting in
the commas and crossing the
t’s,” he said. “It's for suggestions
about content. It never should be
a political organ.”

Heenan refused to say who
asked that the story be moved.

Louise Synder, editor of the
Park Communicator, said the
newsletter is in newspaper for-
mat and that it is supposed to be
non-political and non-partisan.

“] was in a Calch-22 situa-

tion,” she said. She refused to
say who asked her to move the
story.

“I’s non-political. But the
council gets the galleys. If they
see a problem, they call me. )
deal with it.”

Synder also sells advertising
for the Park Communicator.

She said the story was a non-
political one, but it conflicted
with various officials in the com-
munity. “They have their differ-
ences,” she said.

Evola said there should be
written guidelines concerning
procedures and content of the
Communicator. Snyder agreed.
“There should be some guide-
lines so this doesn't happen
again,” she said.

Heenan said he’s waiting for
Evola to develop some guide-
lines. “This is much ado about
nothing,” he said.

The issue in question, Winter
1988, was recently delivered to
residents. The next issue of the
Park Communicator will be
available in April.

Flames destroy
attic, roof

Fire caused extensive damage
to the roof, attic and third floor
of the Rowady residence on
Lakeland in the City early Tues-
day morning, March 1, according
to city officials.

The blaze, detected by one of
the residents sleeping below
where the fire started, was re-
ported shortly after 1 a.m.

are extremely personal, and al-
ways emotional. And the tears
are not confined only to the pro-
tagonist. Stebbins said she has
cried often with her patients.

“It is the supreme catharsis. It
gets the feelings unplugged. The
world blocks feelings and spon-
tanicty. What psychodrama does
is give people permission to feel
again.”

Stebbins said she has seen
some major changes in her pa-
tiecnts — all of whom participate
in the home day care program at
North Detroit General Hospital.
Some changes are immediate,
some are more subtle, but all
who experience psychodrama re-
ceive a greater self-knowledge,
she said.

This form of therapy is not for
cveryone, she said It is for peo-
ple who are almost incapacitated
by a psychological problem such
as grief or low self-esteem or one
who is a recovering addict. The
insight one gets is immense, but
it is up to that patient to apply
that knowledge to his or her life.

“With psychodrama you gain
an insight and an awareness.
What they do with it is com-
pletely up to them,” she said.

When patients apply the
knowledge, they are on their
way to a happier life, she added.

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Trading pact
with Canada
wins support

ven though many Grosse Pointers
Eand Detroiters can see Canada by

just looking south across Lake St.
Clair or the Detrocit River, the recently
signed U.S.-Canada trade agreement does
not appear to be getting much attention
from southeastern Michigan residents.

It may be that the terms of the agree-
ment have not yet been widely reported in
the Detroit news media. Or it may be that
few people whose work or business could
be affected by the pact have been alerted
to its possible impact. Or it may be that
area residents are simply waiting to get
more information when the pact comes be-
fore Congress, which must eventually ap-
prove it along with the Canadian Parlia-
ment.

The agreemeni, negotiated last yoar, ic
intended over a period of years to elimi-
nate remaining barriers to trade in goods
and services between the two countries,
which already are the largest trading part-
ners in the world. It also will facilitate con-
ditions of fair competition within the free-
trade area and expand liberalization of
conditions for cross-border investment. Yet
there are some nay-sayers on both sides of

For example, the other day in Washing-
ton at a meeting of the National Governors
Association, Michigan’s Gov. James Blan-
chard voted against the association’s en-
dorsement of the U.S.-Canada agreement.
In fact, the governor was just one of five
opposing the pact as the association ap-
proved it by a 30 to 5 margin.

His opposition was not widely reported
but presumably reflected his state adminis-
tration’s interest in increasing from 50 per-
cent to 60 percent the direct production
costs that must originate in North Amer-
ica before motor vehicles can qualify for
duty-free treatment under the agreement.
The 50 percent figure is in the agreement
as presently written.

The governor also may have yielded to
pressure from the United Auto Workers in
voting against the agreement. The UAW
and the Canadian Auto Workers report-

grounds that it will chiefly benefit small
businesses and service industries which of-
ten are not organized. As a consequence,
they fear the pact could be detrimental to
labor union interests.

Some Democratic members of Michigan’s
congressional delegation who have auto
plants in their districts and thus tend to
have close ties with the UAW are also re-
ported to be opposing the pact. But Rep.
Dennis Hertel, 14th District Democrat
whose district encompasses the Farms, the
Woods and the Shores, is still studying the
issue. A spokesman said he went to Ot-
tawa to get the Canadian viewpoint and
has received documentation from the ad-
ministration in Washington as well as
from the UAW but is still undecided.

Positions of House members are impor-
tant in the ratification process because
members of both houses of Congress vote

is unlike the situation with respect to
treaties on which the U.S. Senate is the
sole ratification authority.

Democratic state Sen. John Kelly of the
1st District, which includes the Pointes,
has Lecome one of the strongest and most
vocal supporters of the trade agreement.
He is the author of a Senate-passed bill
that would establish a joint Michigan-On-
tario Law Revision Commission to review
matters of mutual concern, including
trade, and make recommendations to the
state Legislature and the Ontario Legisla-
tive Assembly about those matters. His
bill is now in committee in the House.

Kelly sees not only a substantial in-
crease in jobs, sales and production for
both countries, once the pact has been ap-
proved, but also the possibility of price re-
ductions in both countries as a conse-
quence of increased competition among
retailers.

A major informational meeting for busi-
nessmen at the Westin Hotel on March 30
is expected to arouse more interest in and
news about the pact. In view of the possi-
bilities in the agreement, southeastern
Michigan businessmen, including those in
the Pointes, ought to inform themselves
about the provisions which in many cases
can benefit their own businesses and their
customers.

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Money wins in trash ruling

the Pointes, the city of Detroit and the

province of Ontario that a federal judge
has dismissed lawsuits seeking stricter air
pollution controls on the $438 million
trash incinerator being built by the city of
Detroit.

It appears to be generally agreed that
the plant will not provide as much protec-
tion against air pollution as the acid scrub-
bers and “baghouse” filter fabrics now re-
quired by the Michigan Environmental
Protection Act for new waste-to-energy
plants. But the city of Detroit and the con-
tractor building the plant contend, and
US. District Judge Barbara Hackett
agreed with them in her decision, that the
city has a valid construction permit and is
in full compliance with its requirements.

While this is the city’s latest victory in
the prolonged controversy over the new
plant, lawyers for both the province of On-
tario and the environmental groups prom-
ised last week to file another appeal to the
6th Circuit Court of Appeals. The environ-
mental groups argue that the case should
be tried in a state court because the state
law gives any citizen the right to sue to
protect the environment and the permit
was issued by the state. The city contends
it is a federal issue and so far the courts
have agreed with that view.

However, we think the environmental-
ists have a strong case in view of the bun-

It is disappointing to many residents of

gling by the state Department of Natural
Resources that led to the granting of the
state permit in the first place. After the
DNR itself raised questions about the pol-
lution controls it already had approved for
the plant, the Michigan Air Pollution Con-
tro! Commission allowed the project to pro-
ceed without requiring additional controls,
chiefly on the grounds the approvals were
in place and it would be too expensive to
change the plans.

The bottom line seems to be the addi-
tional costs the city would have to assume
if new protective devices were added to the
plant.

The rebuttal by the environmentalists is
that human lives are at stake in view of
the fact the new plant, lacking the addi-
tional controls sought, would endanger the
health and lives of thousands of people in
the Detroit and Windsor areas through the
emissions caused by burning trash and
garbage and converting it into energy.

Everyone knows Detroit is in economic
difficulty, but it seems strange that the
environmentalists are having difficulty in
even getting their real case before the
courts. The case seems to us to boil down
to a choice between health and money and
it ought to be given a fair hearing at some
level in the state courts now that the fed-
eral courts once again have rejected the
protests.

Democrats in trouble, too

ichigan Democrats who have been

chorteling over the problems of

state Republicans for months are
beginning to realize that they have some
troubles of their own.

One of the problems is that none of the
state’s leaders is playing a strong role, in
public at least, for any of the leading can-
didates for the Democratic presidential
nomination. That means Michigan isn't
likely to win any special concessions from
the eventual nominee.

Gov. James Blanchard, who had been
wooed by various national candidates for
some months, took himself out of any lead-
ership role when he accepted the position
as chairman of the Democratic National
Committee’s platform committee.

With Blanchard officially neutral, pres-
sure has been put on Mayor Coleman
Young of Detroit to announce his choice.
But the mayor is playing coy, saying only
that Gov. Michael Dukakis of Massachu-
setts is perhaps his favorite Democratic
contender but still avoiding a direct en-
dorsement.

Into this vacuum last week Lt Gov.
Martha Griffiths entered her own choice
who turned out to be a surprise: Lee la-
cocca. She claimed to have talked with the
Chrysler chairman, that he had heen “very
pleased” with her endorsement and that
he had told her he would bhe “hard
pressed” to turn down the nomination if it
were offered to him.

A Chrysler spokesperson told the Free
Press, however, that Iacocca has said be-
fore that he is not a candidate for the of-
fice of president and that under no cire-
cumstances would he consider any
candidacy for the office. But the spokesper-
son conceded that it was not known at
Chrysler what Tacocca had told the lieuten-
ant governor.

The governor, while maintaining his
neutrality in the race for the Democratic
nomination, observed that he expected the
Democratic nominee to come from one of
the current contenders. So while he ob-
viously is not endorsing lacocca, we don’t
know who his favorite is. We tend to agree
with the governor, however, that the nomi-
nee probably will come from the current
ficld, although a good many Democrats
think a hrokered convention is still possi-
ble.

Unlike 1984, the state’s major unions
are also waiting to see how the various
Democratic candidates fare in the early
caticuses and primaries.

But the day of reckoning cannot be post-
poned too much longer. The state Demo-
cratic caucuses are scheduled for March 26
and by that time the party leaders will
have to commit themselves to one or more
of the presidential contenders. So after Su-
per Tuesday’s primaries and caucuses on
March 8, you can expect the state’s Demo-
cratic leaders to position themselves be-
hind the leader or leaders who have
emerged by that time.

The defense department reported

General of the Army Dwight
D. Eisenhower received warm
welcomes in Salonika and Ath-
ens upon his arrival in Greece
from Turkey.

Hawaiians were indignant
over a remark by a Texas Demo-
crat on the Senate floor who
called for pigeonholing the Ha-
waii statehood bill.

A 22.year-old Detroit man,
who was jailed for two weeks by
the Peron government in Buenos
Aires, was released.

School financing

To the Editor:

You are to be commended
for your editorial of Feb. 18
title “An End to State
School Aid?" Your concern
about changes in public
school financing that might
threaten the Grosse Pointe
Schools is well warranted.

There have been many
studies. legislative bills in-
woduced, and ballot propos-
als put forth on public school
finance. The House and Sen-
ate leaders have appointed a
joint ad hoc committee on
education, charged with put-
ting together all of the ele-
ments necessary for a legis-
lative package dealing with
all the current issues. Repre-
sentative Bill Bryant is a
member of this committee.

The members of the
Grosse Pointe Education As-
sociation would like the citi-
sens of this community to
know that the Michigan Ed-
ucation Association is
strongly against any legisla-
tion or proposal that would
cap the mileage effort of a
local school district. The
MEA will also fight against
any legislation that would
require some districts to pay
jocally what is now paid for
by the state, i.e. categorical
aid (special education, etc.),
reimbursement for the em-
ployer’s share of Social Secu-
rity and for contributions to
the district’s pension fund-
ng.

As I have stated to the
Board of Education at recent
meetings, the position of the
Michigan Education Associa-
tion is strongly supportive of
local school districts that
strive for excellence. The
MEA is probably the best
friend that the out-of-formula
districts have in the current
legislative fray! MEA Presi-
dent Larry Chunovich has
stated that our organization
will never support any pro-
posals that would bring
about “legislated mediocrity”
in our schools.

At its January meeting,
the MEA Board of Directors,
of which I am a member,
voted to take $1,250,000
from our reserves to work for
an education finance ballot
proposal that we can support
in the November election.
Briefly, and not in priority
order, the elements of the
ballot proposal that MEA
should support include the
following:

1. To exempt education
from the Headlee Tax limita-
tions at both the local and
state level.

2. To add a one-cent in-
crease in the sales tax, guar-
anteeing new dollars for edu-
cation. The one-cent increase
would raise about $650 mil-
lion with food and drugs ex-
empted, plus the addition of
utilities as exempt.

3. To legislate these educa-
tiona) cxcellence components
into Michigan education:

a. Establish a broad core
curriculum and provide ex-
panded curriculum offerings
in most K-6 schools, in an ef-
fort to diminish the inequity
between  haves and  have
nots. This would also include
a classroom personnel/pupil
ratio of 1:18 in K6, Cost:
$240 million. (All dollar fig-
ures are estimates.

b. Provide public education
for 60,000 atrisk four year
olds. Cost: $80 miilion.

c. Provide funds for pro-
grams for gtudent retention
which would impact the
drop-out problem. Cost: 875
million.

A4 Provide for each school
building staff and adminis-
tration to jointly develop a
building plan for delivery of
the core curriculum, includ-
ing professional development
funds. Cost: $75 million.

. Other new monies to be
used for educational 1m-
provements and excellence
programs.

4. To guarantee a certain
portion of the state’s general
revenue will go to education
each year. (This is to prevent
the new dollars from becom-
ing an offset from general
fund revenue, as happens
with the lottery.)

5. No school districts are
to be limited in what they
tax. MEA would support an
increase of up to one addi-
tional cent sales tax to go for
property tax relief if neces-
sary. MEA will oppose any
effort to legislate that out-of-
formula school districts (like
Grosse Pointe) pay for the
mandated categoricals, the
employer’s portion of FICA
or retirement.

The Grosse Pointe Educa-
tion Association is greatly
concerned and wants quality
education to continue in the
Grosse Pointe Schools. This
is why some of our members

are a part of the teams that
are going to Lansing to
lobby our legislators on
School Finance Day, March
3. We must all work to-
gether to prevent legislation
that would have a tremen-
dous negative impact on the
Grosse Pointe schools, the lo-
cal school millage, and the
district budget.

Reappraisal of property
considered by Park council

The Park council passed a res-
olution last week to authorize a
1988 assessed valuation factor of
one by increasing the assessed
valuation of residential property
by 10 percent and commercial
property by & percent — and to
send notice to property owners
advising them of these increases.

Notices must be sent to prop-
erty owners 10 days before the
last board of review, which will
be March 29, according to Jim
Ellison, city assessor.

He added that this will not
necessarily mean an increase in
taxes, because the millage rate
will be adjusted when the 1988
hudget is considered in April.

The Wayne County Bureau of
Taxation has completed its an-
nual study for Grosse Pointe
Park and had placed a tentative
1988 assessment equalization
factor of 1.1164 for residential
property and 1.0567 for commer-
cial properties.

The other option was to accept
these factors, which would be
multiplied times all property as
sessments to cstablish the SEV
(state equalized valuation) for a
particular property.

Regardless of which option the
council decided to take, most
council members, Ellison and
City Manager John Crawford

agreed that Grosse Pointe Park
should proceed with a complete
reappraisat of all property.

According to Ellison, current
residents’ complaints before the
Michigan Tax Tribunal are
based on petitioners’ beliefs that
homes are assessed with the true
cash value of their property, but
that larger homes are assessed
at lower values. He agreed that
the inequity exists.

“It is a result of a volume of
obsolescence placed on larger
homes in 1972, he said. “At
that time, larger homes were not
selling, except at reduced prices.
These inequities have been com-
pounded several times.

“The assessment roll was fac
tored to have an equalization
factor of one in 1982 when the
muiltiplying factor was 2.568
and again in 1987, when the
multiplying factor was 1.06.

Reappraisal would eliminate
these inequities, he said.

The cost to reappraise 4,100
residential  properties, if con-
tracted through Wayne County
Bureau of Taxation, he said, is
approximately $65,000 to
$75.000 and, if undertaken im-
mediately, could be reflected in
the 1989 assessment rolls.

Crawford added that the reap-
praisal would probably result in
an increased SEV and should
easily cover the costs involved.

Grosse Pointe United
Church, 240 Chalfonte, was
incorporated in June 1940 as
Grosse Pointe Congregational
Church,

Its beginnings, however, go
back to 1939, when a group
of eight Grosse Pointers
wanted to start a Bible class
using congregational princi-
ples. By Nov. 12, 1939, the
class had grown to 56 people
and had begun to meet regu-
larly at Maire Elementary
School.

In 1942, because of war-
time oil restrictions for heat-
ing Maire, the group moved
to Richard School and began
planning for their own build-
ing.

D.M. Ferry Jr. donated
land on the corner of St. Paul
and Neff for the church’s use.
Harriett Slowin, Grosse
Pointe United Church histo-
rian, said the congregation
decided not to use that parcel
of land.

“There was no room for ex-
pansion. There was no room
for parking,” she said. “They
decided to build in a newer
neighborhood. Ferry didn't
want the lot back, so we sold
it for $15,000 and that was
the seed money, so to speak,
for the present property.”

Construction of the new
Congregational Church was
postponed because of World
War II, she said, because
building supplies were diffi-
cult to obtain.

The building was finally
dedicated Jan. 15, 1950.
Slowin said more than 1,500
people attended three dedica-
tion services that day, sitting
on folding chairs, because the

pews had not yet been in-
stalled.

By 1955, an education wing

Membership today is up to
1,240, according to senior pas-
tor Dr. Roy Hutcheon.

Seniors aren’t just getting older, they're getting better

Much has been written about
the needs of senior citizens. Good
housing, proper nutrition, proper
transportation, health mainte-
nance, social contacts have all
been subjects of books, articles
and pamphlets,

In “Life’s Second Half,” -ler-
ome Ellison presents what he
considers an important factor in
successful aging. Ellison, who is
in his 70s and a former editor of
Reader’s Digest, believes it is
possible for older people to im:
prove the guality of their lives
hy joining Iriendship socicties
where men and women meet to
read, discuss and reflect on serl-
ous subjects.

“In a group where people come
together to extend their know-
ledge of themseclves and the
world about them,” he contends,
“older citizens can become more
as they physically become less.”

Based on this theory, Ellison
founded the Phoenix Society.
Experience has demonstrated
that the great killers of later

years are a meaningless exist-
ence and loneliness,” he said.
“By providing regular and con-
genial  companionship on a
meaningful level, the Phoenix
Club meets both of these pri-
mary needs.”

It is not a structured organiza-
tion. Anvone who is interested in
serious discussion can initiate a
group. Whether one is interested
in the socicty or not, Ellison
makes some important points.

“Older people  arve different
from other groups in that they
are a group that we shall all
eventually join.”" Ellison writes.
Therefore. it is expedient, he be-
heves, that we all, no matter
what our age. support activities
that contribute to an old age
blessed with the peace of per-
semal fulfillment.

Ellison contends that growing
old can be a rewarding under-
taking, but it is also a strenuous
one Indulgence in trivial pas
times will not do it. The mind
must remain active.

He quotes the Swedish philoso-

ten.” The pre-kindergarten is

3- and 4-year olds. Other cam-

puses are at the Grosse

I baked two days each week
filling orders from people.
Sometimes I delivered them,
sometimes people picked
them up,” she said. She
turned in $209 when the
plate was passed in October.

Another church member
made pickles; someone else
made Italian spaghetti sauce;
one of the children donated
his grass-cutting earnings;
other families held garage
sales.

pher Jung: “Nature would not
have given mankind the great
extension of years unless it had
a special purpose. We are given
those years to enlarge and ex-
pand our consciousness by in-
creasing our awareness and un-
derstanding of the universe of
which we are a part.”

Although the author is con-
vinced that all men and women
are capable of solving problems
based on self-education, there are
times, particularly during peri-
ods of challenge, when an indi-
vidual needs the support of a
friendly, mtelligent and con-
genial group more than lectures
or instructions.

A problem that might come up
in a group is anger. Ellison rates
anger as the greatest barrier to
peace of mind. He believes that
anger leads to depression. Tem-
porizing with it will not work,
nor will anger be worked off, run
off, bullied or quarreled off.

This can be accomplished in
four stages:

s Acceptance — Accept what

cannot be changed.

s Forgiveness — Forgive our-

selves for being angry.

* Aggression — Only when it
is motivated by a desire to help

yourself or others.

¢ Reprogramming — Anger is
a habit. Identify and acknowl-
edge anger as something to get
something
we're giving up. Sometimes sim-
ply repeating a saying works,
such as, "I cannot get the happi-
ness I really want hy being an-

rid of rather than

Another discussion might be of
death. One of life's greatest fears
is fear of death. If we belong to a
church, we are taught that there
is life after death. Ellison sup-
ports that belief by presenting

findings of variocus writers.

According to Jung, it is desir-
able to think of death as only a
transition — one part of a life
process whose extent and dura-

tions escapes our knowledge.

Elizabeth Ross in her hook,
“On DNeath and Dying,” identi-

fied five stages observed among
dying patients in hospitals —
denial, anger, bargaining, de-
pression and acceptance. Contin-
ued research led to the discovery
of an astonishing ‘‘sixth stage.”
After the acceptance of death
came the discovery of life.

Dying patients consistently ev-
idenced glimpses of a continual
life beyond the physical material
plane. This finding led to an-
other book, “Death, The Final
Stage of Growth,” In this work
Ross concludes “Only the body
dies. The self or spirit or what-
ever you wish to label it is enter-
nal.”

Dr. Raymond Mody in his
hook, “Life After Life,” cites
cases of patients who have died,
been revived and who report on
the continuance of life. Accept-
ance of these facts based on doc-
umentation can ease fear of
death.

With this reassurance of con-
tinuing life can come acceptance
of age and all its implications.
Not to acknowledge it is a stren-

uous activity. One cannot have
peace of mind if one 1s consis
tantly fighting truth,

Another truth that must be
accepted is the power of the
mind over the body. Recognizing
this truth can be particularly
helpful in weight control. If you
want to win the ultimate victory
over age, you have to bring your
body under control of your intel-
ligence.

In body conirol, the next in
importance is exercise. It need
not be strenuous or elaborate.
Training without straining is the
key, but it must be done regu.
larly.

Relaxation is also important.
Victory over old age cannot be
won without pause. Ellison re-
minds us that five minutes you
do is better than 20 minutes
that you should do but don't.

These principles — diet, exer-
cise, relaxation are the same as
those for good motoring. Take
proper care of the vehicle you're
using and it will carry you to
the end of the journey.
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Benjamins gets $850,000 grant for more research

A Wayne State University
neuroscientist has received a
seven-year, $850,000 federal
award to continue research into
the nerve insulation that per-
mits such basic functions as
seeing, walking and talking.
Damage to this insulation and
the cells that manufactures it
plays a role in multiple sclerosis.

Dr. Joyce A. Benjamins of
Grosse Pointe Woods received
the Sen. Jacob K. Javits Neuros-
cience Investigator Award from
the National Institute of Neurol-
ogical and Communicative Disor-
ders and Stroke. The award pro-
vides more than $100,000 each
year through 1994,

“The most important thing
about the award is that it in
sures stability for my lab and
provides the opportunity for
more creativity in planning ex-
periments,” Benjamins said. “We
need the time and support to try
new ideas and develop new tech-
niques without being concerned
about pgoing through the very
time-consuming process of apply-
ing for support every three
years.”

Benjamins has spent the past
12 years studying oligodendro-
cytes, the cells in the brain and
spinal cord that manufacture
components of myelin. Myelin
sheaths wrap around nerve fi-
bers (which generate an electric
current) much like a rug would

wrap around a pole.

It is more complex, however,
because up to 40 myelin sheaths
may be produced by a single oli-
godendrocyte, which is “contin-
ually feeding components of it-
self into the sheath,” Benjamins
explained.

In multiple sclerosis, this mye-”

lin sheath breaks down.

She hopes that by her research
into oligodendrocytes, she will
learn more about how these cells
function and how they are af-
fected in MS patients.

“We hope to find agents that
will stimulate the cells to make
more of this myelin membrane,”

The Rev. Timothy Pelc, pastor
at St. Ambrose, said the building
is owned by the Archdiocese of
Detroit and has been used by
Goodwill Industries as an adult
foster care home for the last 14
years.

“We had been thinking about
the trend toward smaller units,”
Pelc said, “and Goodwill decided
not to pick up the lease. We've
had several offers, but finally de-
cided to lease to Wolverine Hu-
man Services, which operates
under the state Department of
Social Services. The parish coun-
cil investigated and found there

is a critical need for this type of
housing.”

A zoning variance was granted
by the city of Detroit in order to
allow the community-based pro-
gram to move in.

Peter Walsh, associate execu-
tive director of Wolverine Hu-
man Services, said the group is a
non-profit Michigan corporation
licensed by the state. “It’s a resi-
dential treatment program for
adolescent boys, designed to
change kids’ hehavior and turn
them around. These are depen-
dent, neglected kids, first-time
offenders.”

Walsh said some renovations
and improvements are being
done in the building, which will
take four to eight weeks. The
boys will probably move in in
April or May. There will be no
more than 19 boys, he said, and
a staff of approximately 20 peo-
ple.

“These are not delinquent
boys,” Pelc said. “This is more a
protective agency. They care for
abused, abandoned and neglected
boys between 12 and 17 years
old. The boys are from battered
families, abandoned and broken
homes. They're under the protec-
tion of the cowrt system.”

Pelc said the agency will also
move its executive offices into
the building. Walsh confirmed
this and said the offices will
probably be ready in March.

“We did a door-to-door canvas
of the neighborhood,” Pelc said.
“It produced no ripples.”

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Moran Road farmhouse hides its

Houses guard their secrets.

Robert Barnett spent more
time restoring his Moran Road
turn-of-the-century farmhouse
than he did researching its his-
tory.

The Grosse Pointe Historical
Society is interested in finding
out more about the house,

Barnett and his wife, Marita
Grobbel, collected and saved bits
and pieces of the house’s history
that they found during the five
years they lived there. During
renovation projects, they discov-
ered boarded-up, plastered-over
doors, 10-inch baseboards (which
they saved), wide-plank yellow
pine and oak floors (which they
restored). Inside the walls, dur-
ing their renovation adventures,
they unearthed divers treasures:
a Royal Baking Powder tin from
the early part of this century, a
small camera, a window shade
roller with a label noting its
1899 patent, an old mineral wa-
ter bottle, an accounting text-
book copyrighted 1923 with a
student’s name written inside
the front cover: “Arthur — 126
Moran” and a note inside the
back cover: “Ma. I'll be home
about 12 p.m. . .. Art,” a toy egg
beater, the box for a Boy Scout
compass, a half-dozen children’s
valentine cards, and more.

The house was probably built
around 1900, Barnett said.

A former owner, Harold Bidi-
gare, said the house may have
been built in the 1830s. He
found an assortment of odd
treasures while he and his wife
were renovating. “Some old clay
gin bottles inside the walls,
other old bottles, half of a poster
showing a horse from the Moran
farm, a 7.foot iron ice-chipping
tool.”

And — a treasure map.

“We were tearing out some
baseboards,” Bidigare said,
“when we found an envelope
with an 1800-something date on
it.” The envelope contained a
paper that described where the
Moran family jewels were buried
and was signed by Fred G.
Moran, according to a Grosse
Pointe News article in March
1970. The instructions for find-
ing the treasure, however, de-

Most of the history of the
farmhouse is undocumented. The
stories, legends and rumors that
have been passed on from one
owner to the next are merely
speculation, and may be based
on fact, on fiction, or on some-
body’s rich imagination. The
house has recently been sold
again,

The abstract for the lot, part
of private claim 231, begins the
history of the 86-foot by 175-foot
plot of land that was once a por-
tion of 639 acres claimed in July
1808, by Alexander Grant, Es-
quire. A documented witness
verified that Grant had occupied
the premises without interrup-
tion since July 1, 1796.

According to the abstract, the
original ribben farm consisted of
a Q-acre stretch along Lake St.
Clair. It ran 71 acres back into
what is now Grosse Pointe
Farms and northeast Detroit.
{Some 19th century ribbon farms
in Grosse Pointe stretched back
as far as Gratiot Avenue.)

When Gebeck told Susie he
would lead her troop, “she
laughed and was genuinely hap-
pv” until she told her friends
and they said a male Brownie
leader would not fit in.

But Tom was persistent, and
with Mary, his wife of nearly 22
years, as a co-leader, they held a
meeting to see if there was inter-
est. And there was. Some 17 par-
ents showed up all pledging
their support and offering their
help to Tom and Mary, which
Gebeck said is still there.

When he showed up for the
training session required for all
Brownie leaders, Gebeck said he
“had a little taste of what it's
like to be the only brown-eyed
person in a blue-eyed society.
Being the only man in a class of
95 women, it took a while until
he felt accepted.

That was last September. In
early October, Troop 2261 Star
of the Sea first met, and the 19
girls in the troop have bheen
going strong ever since.

“When the older kids went
away to college, suddenly it was
like they were gone. I've always
been close to the family.” Ge-
beck said. “But one of the rea-
sons I got into the Brownies is
because a lot of (my career deci-
sions) took me away from it.

“One of the advantages of hav-
ing two families is that I have a
chance to do what I missed ear-
lier,” he said. “It's not that I can
change things 1 did right or
wrong, but it shows me that if
had a chance to do it over again,
this is the way [ would do it.”

With his older children, Ge-
beck said he did father-son activ-
ities (although his wife was a
cub scout leader) and his wife
participated in mother-daughter
activities.

“As a father, it was very natu-
ral to do things with your son,
and let the mother do things
with the girls. But you miss
something,” he said.

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Martin Luther King's visit her

Twenty years ago, on March
14, 1968, 3,300 people jammed
into Grosse Pointe South High
School's  gymnatorium to hear
In. Martin Luther King Jr.

His historic visit will be com-
memorated by students and resi-
dents Wednesday, March 16, in
the high schools auditorium at T:
30 p.an. The event, sponsored by
the Grosse Pointe Inter-Faith
Center for Racial Justice, is free
and the public is invited.

Two women, who heard his

address 20 years ago, will talk
about that volatile evening when
King was both heckled by dem-
onstrators and applauded and
cheered by the majority of those
who attended. Speaking will he
Doris Cook, currently president
of the Grosse Pointe Education
Association, and Jude Huette-
man, former chairman of the
Human Relations Council which
invited King to Grosse Pointe.
The keynote speaker of the
anniversary  will he Robert 1.

When King came to

One the evening of March 14,
1968, Dr. Martin Luther King
Jr. came to Grosse Pointe South
High School to address $,300
people jam-packed into the gym-
nasium.

Police from Harper Woods,
Roseville, St. Clair Shores and
Pointe departments stood ready
to protect audience members,
demonstrators, the high school
and Grosse Pointe’s Central Li-
brary down the street. Members
of the Detroit Police Department
were called in to protect King.
The protection. incuding $1 mil-
lion of insurance, was paid for by
the now defunct Human Rela-
tions Council, the group that
sponsored King's visit.

Earlier in the day, the Detroit
Bomb Squad scrupulously
checked the building. Earlier in
the week school board members
who had voted to permit King's
appearance received threatening
phone calls during the wee hours
of the morning.

Outside the school, on the eve-
ning of March 14, demonstrators
from the ultra-right wing organi-
zation, Breakthrough, marched,
protesting King’s appearance.

The situation was a volatile
one. Seldom had King spoken in
a virtually all-white suburb, in-
doors. His appearance came on
the heels of the 1967 Detroit
civil disturbances, and the Viet-
nam Conflict was going strong —
a conflict King was firmly
against.

On behalf of the Grosse Pointe
Human Relations Council, the
Rev. Harry €. Meserve of Grosse
Pointe Unitarian Church told
the audience that “the purpose
of this meeting 15 to bring iight
and understanding on one of the
most perplexing problems of onr
day — the problem of the rela
tionships that will prevail in
America between white Ameri-
cans and black Americans.

“The meeting,” he continued,
“will be conducted along the -
lines commonly accepted in dem
ocratic communities, We will
have a distinguished speaker
who will bring us his view of
what is needed in America to-
day. You may not agree with
him at every point, but [ urge
you to respect his right to speak.
and your neighbor’s right to
hear.”

King came out to tumultuous
applause and after his general
opening remarks said that he
came to speak about “The Other
America” because “there are lit-
erally two Americas . .. In one
America millions of people have
milk of prosperity and the honey
of equality flowing before them
This America has millions of
people who have food and mate
rial necessities for their bodies;
culture and education for their
minds: freedom and human dig-
nity for their spirits. In this
America children grow up in the
sunlight of opportunity.

“But there is another America
that has a bare ugliness about it
that transforms the buoyancy of

Green, Ph.D., former president of
the University of the District of
Columbia and dean of Urban Af-
fairs, Michigan State University.

During the '60s Green was
education director of the South-
ern Christian Leadership confer-
ence in Atlanta. Today, he is an
education consultant, a lecturer
and coordinator for Applied Re-
senrch and Urban Education at
Cuvahoga Community College,
Cleveland.

Grosse Pointe South students

will be an integral part of the
evening's activities. Throughout
the school district they will place
posters from the Center for Ra-
cial Justice's recent Martin Lu-
ther King essay and poster con-
test. The drama will present the
reading, “A Letter from the Bir-
mingham Jail,” wherein King
eloquently responded to a group
of clergymen who had chastised
him as an “outside agitator” and
an “extremist.”

hope into the fatigue of despair.
In this other America thousands
and thousands of people, men in
particular, walk the streets in
search for jobs that do not exist.
o this other Aimerica millions of
people are forced to live in the
vermin-filled drepressing hous-
ing conditions . .. In this other
Amervica thousands of young peo-
ple are denied the opportunity to
get an education . . . Probably
the most critical problem in the
other America is the economic
problem . . ."

At this point an angry ruckus
hroke out in the audience and a
woman shouted that King was a
traitor.

“I'N just wait till our friend
can have her say,” King said
calmly. The audience burst into
applause. With the audience still
in a trenzy, he said, “T'll just
wait till things are restored.”

Numerous times he was to be
interrupted by hecklers. Jude
Huetteman, who was program
chairman for the evening, re-
called the “big, strong Presby-
terian minister Gary Gruber,
who took it upon himself to bod-
ily remove those interrupting
the speech.” Reportedly, others
helped too, and each time they
were given a thunderous round
of applause. While there were
many in the audience who did
not. embrace what King stood
for, the majority, it has been re-
ported, stood up for his right to
speak.

Al one point King stopped and

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said, “TI've been in the struggle a
long time now,” (interrupted by
applause), “and ['ve conditioned
myself to some things that are
much more painful than discour
teous people not allowing you to
speak. So, if they feel they can
discourage ME, they're going to
be here all night because .. ."
He never finished the sentence
because the crowd wznt wild
with applause. When they fi-
nally quieted down a woman
shouted, “We have lots of time,
too!”

At one point King invited a
heckler up on stage. “I'm Joseph
McNulty, communications tech-
nician for the Navy, the United
State Navy. I fought for freedom
(presumably, the Vietnam Con-
flict). I don’t fight for commun-
ism, for traitors, and I don’t fight
to be sold down the drain .. . not
by anybody.”

King thanked him, and went
on with his speech.

Less than three weeks later,
April 4, 1968, Dr. King was as-
sassinated by James Earl Ray,
who reportedly was in Windsor,
Ontario the night King spoke in
Grosse Pointe. On the front page
of the April 11, 1968 edition of
the Grosse Pointe News, the
headline read, ‘Assassination
shocks Pointe,” with a sub-head-
ing of “Joins Nation in Mourn-
ing for Dr. King.” The news ac-
count said that “throughout the
Pointe people mourned the death
of the Apostle of Non-Violence.”

Park residents respond
to street parking survey

Residents of Grosse Pointe
Park’s northwest sector were
given a chance to voice their
opinions recently in a survey
concerning on-street parking
problems.

The 2,500 residents of Way-
burn, Maryland, Lakepointe,
Beaconsfield and Nottingham re-
ceived letters asking if they
wanted to continue alternate
side of the street parking regula-
tions. Of the 419 post cards that
were returned, 246 (59 percent)
said they liked the current sys-
tem. Of the 419, 173 (41 percent)
said they wanted the system dis-
continued.

Many of those in favor of the
current system requested
changes in the hours that park-
ing is allowed.

In the current system, resi-
dents park on one side of the
street. In order for the city to
plow snow, sweep streets and
vacuum leaves on that side, resi-

Mondays. Most signs require the
move to be before 8 a.m. and
back again after 6 p.m. Many
residents have complained about
the inconvenience of having to
get up before & a.m. to move
their cars and of having to re-
park their cars after work.

Wayburn residents were
evenly split, 52 to 52, on whe-
ther to continue the current sys-
tem.

Maryland residents were 44 in
favor of continuing; 47 against.

Lakepointe residents were 29
in favor; 68 against.

Beaconsfield: 37 in favor; 61
against.

Nottingham: 11 in favor; 18
against.

At Monday's council meeting,
Councilman Dan Clark sug-
gested that altering the hours
from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m. would in-
convenience residents less — yet
still allow enough time for the
city to clean, sweep or plow.

Property reassessed in Grosse Pointe

Reassessment notices were
mailed this week to more than
2,300 property owners in the city
of Grosse Pointe. Assessor Den-
nis Foran said the notices show
1987 and 1988 assessed valua-
tion figures and the dollar
amount by which the assessment
has increased or decreased.

The last city reassessment was
in 1978.

A local reassessment changes
relative assessment values on a
house-to-house basis, Foran said.
Since 1978, city assessments
have been increased each year
on the basis of the state equali-
zation factor which was applied
uniformly to all properties.
Applying this factor for several
years compounds the inequities,
Foran said.

Also, over time, he said, some
houses increase or decrease in
market value because of their
changing market appeal and
other factors.

“To eliminate these inequities
and to improve uniformity in as-
sessments throughout the city, it
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is periodically necessary to un-
dertake a local reassessment,”
Foran said. “This can be unpopu-
lar, but is nevertheless a needed
process.”

The city has been directed by
the Wayne County Bureau of
Taxation (acting for the State
Tax Commission) to increase its
total residential assessed valua-
tion for 1988 by approximately
$10,840,000. Wayne County de-
termines this amount on the ba-
sis of sales studies of city proper-
ties for the last two years.

Foran said the assessments
have been calculated on a micro-
computer, using a State Tax
Commission-approved software
program. This gives the city a
basis for future assessment up-
dates and changes.

Foran added that new assess-
ments are based on the 1986
State Assessor’s manual,
whereas previous assessments
were based on a 1955 manual.
Some property in Grosse Pointe
has shown dramatic increases,
he said, when value is deter-
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mined by the 1986 manual and
then combined with escalating
sales prices.

“The assessment process is not
an exact science,” Foran said.
“Nevertheless it is a valid at-
tempt to place an assessed value
on city houses to represent 50
percent of their fair marked
value.”

If a property owner doesn’t
agree with the new assessment,
he can go to the city’s Board of
Review. He must complete a pe-
tition form with the reasons for
requesting an assessment change
and he must also indicate why
the assessment doesn’t represent
50 percent of market value. He
should make an appointment for
a Board of Review hearing when
the petition is filed at city of-
fices.

The Board of Review is sched-
uled to meet Monday and Tues-
day, March 21 and 22.

Property owners who ate not
satisfied with a Board of Review
decision may appeal to the Mich-
igan Tax Tribunal.

Have you priced marble col-
umns lately?

If so, perhaps you'd settle for
some nice run-of-the-mill plaster
columns with veins painted on
them so they look like marble.

Jeff Steinke, of Steinke Paint-
ing Contractors, Inc., can make
poured cement look like marble;
plaster look like fine-grained
mahogany; cinder block look like
aged stone. His unique craft is
actually an old one that has be-
come popular recently on the
¢ast and west coasts, and 1is
making statements in Grosse
Pointe during the last few years.

According to D.J. Kennedy, of
Kennedy & Co., a Grosse Pointe
nterior design  f{irm, Steinke's
craft is called faux, which means
false, finishes.

“Marbleizing became popular
about six years ago,” Steinke
said. “It was first popular in the
'20s and '30s. Recently it came
back intc style in New York and

California, and it's catching on
now here in Michigan.”

Steinke pointed to columns in
the Grosse Pointe Yacht Club's
circular, domed dining room —
tall, pink marble columns topped
with elaborate leafy designs ac-
cented with gold leaf. ‘“Those
aren’t marble.”

He pointed to the huge beams
that stretch across a 28-foot ceil-

ing in the club’s ballroom.
“Those arent wood. They're
plaster.”

While he talked, two men

worked near the ceiling on scaf-
folds — like modern-day Miche-
langelos — painting and grain-
ing the beams to look like oak.

Steinke ownhs the company
that his father, Marvin Steinke,
tounded 39 years ago. The
younger Steinke has been in the
business since 1964,

“My father started by doing
painting in Grosse Pointe exclu-
sively — fine staining and var-
nishing, custom wark. In 1951
my father hired a man from Bel-

gium who knew how to do mar-
bleizing, stippling, antiquing,
wood graining, gold leaf, pin-
striping and such.”

The Belgian craftsman spent
seven years learning these tech-
niques in his native country dur-
ing the °’30s, according to
Steinke. “He taught me.”

The firm now has 14 men who
work on custom projects like
those at the Grosse Pointe Yacht
Club. They've also done dozens
of private homes (mostly in
Grosse Pointe) and more public
buildings, private clubs and res-
taurants in the Detroit area.
They matched some marble on
the sunporch of the War Memo-
rial; they painted some faux
marble in the cafeteria on the
first floor of the Buhl Building
in downtown Detroit; they
worked at the Somerset Inn’s
restaurant and in a shoestore at
Somerset Mall in Troy. They’'ve
done antiquing, wood-graining,
gold leaf and stippling — a tech-
nique that makes a surface look
like fine, old stone.

Steinke said about 85 percent
of their work is in the Grosse
Pointes and much of it is done
through interior designers.

Kennedy said Steinke is prob-

ably the forerunner of the craft
in the Detroit area. “Jeff has a
realistic approach. It doesn’t look
photographed. Each piece looks
different, just like real marble.”

Steinke pointed to a column in
the Grosse Pointe Yacht Club
dining room. “There’s four steps
on that pillar — an undercoat,
finish paint, the art work which
is done with brushes in several
steps, and a final coat of varnish.

“It costs a lot less than a mar-
ble pillar,” he said.

Kennedy said that if anyone
should want a real marble pillar
— and if he could get one — he'd
spend thousands of dollars. In
comparison — a marbleized pil-
lar costs hundreds of dollars.

Steinke said fine craftsmen
who do this type of custom work
are gradually dying or retiring.
“We've got to start training peo-
ple to do these things,” he said.

He trains his people for a cou-
ple of years before they’re ready
for tricky custom-painting as-
signments. “There are classes in
New York that teach marbleiz-
ing the quick way with sponges,
rags and paper,” he said. “The
original, authentic way is to use
fine brushes. All my brushes are
from Brussels. I don’t use

sponges.

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AAUW forum addresses surrogate

t wasn’t quite up to the
standards of say, Phil or
Oprah, but the Feb. 18
American Association of
University Women forum had all
the earmarks of an interesting
after-dinner discussion on a very
hot topic: surrogate parenting.

The panel of experts included
Dearborn attorney Noel P.
Keane, chief architect of surro-
gate contracts — including the
“Baby M” and Lawrie Yates
court cases; Dr. Ronald Zack,
M.D., a Detroit area physician
involved in medical screening of
surrogate mothers; and State
Senator John F. Kelly, who is a
member of the Senate Health
Policy Committee,

The trio discussed the legal,
medical and legislative aspects of
swrrogate parenting, then an-
swered questions from an audi-
ence of approximately 75 AAUW
members who, admittedly, did
not have a legislative position on
surrogate parenting and were
not there to formulate one.

Keane described how his in-
volvement with surrogate con-
tracts came about 13 years ago
when a couple came into his of-
fice and asked him to help them
have a child through a surro-
gate.

“They said ‘we could adopt,
but we don’t want to. My wife
can’'t have a child but we would
like a child that is genetically
related to us ... could you help
us? I had two sons of my own,
so 1 understood and told them
‘why not?’,” Keane said.

There was no fee involved at
that time, he added. But about
two weeks later, he read a news-
paper account of a successful sur-
rogate contract — with fee —
that had been negotiated on the
west coast.

To help the couple, Keane at-
tempted to place a classified ad
for a surrogate mother in the
Detroit daily newspapers. He
was refused. “So I went to
Wayne State, the University of
Michigan, Eastern Michigan and

placed that ad in their (college)
papers. And then two reporters
showed up from the Free Press
and the News and ran front page
stories, which they fed to the
wire services — this is all in lieu
of a classified ad, remember —
and that was the birth of surro-
gate parenting,” Keane told the
group.

As the demand suddenly grew,
Keane found himself in the mid-
dle of something about which he
knew very little. He's managed
to find out more about it in the
years since that first couple
came to his office and the proof
is in the 203 surrogate births his
office has arranged since then.
There are cwrrently around 48
surrogate pregnancies and 150
couples waiting for the surrogate
process to begin.

“Adoption is no longer a via-
ble process in this country be-
cause of abortion, contraception
and young mothers keeping
their babies,” Keane said. ‘“T've
always suggested it shouldn’t be
an alternative anyway. You
should have the right to have a
biological child.”

Keane mentioned that media
emphasis of the Baby M and

Laurie Yates cases — where the
biological mother changed her
mind and challenged the con-
tract in order to keep the baby —
often overshadow the 200 suc-
cessful surrogate cases his office
has conducted.

“I'd say we're doing a pretty
darned good job when you see
that we’re working without any
legislation, without any guide-
lines and that we started out
doing this because somebody
wanted to have a family.”

The decision in the Baby M
case (where the baby was
awarded to the biological father
and adoptive mother) will apply
only to the state of New Jersey,
Keane said, although legislators
in other states will read it for
any possible effect it may have
on future legislation.

“There are two bills currently
being studied in Michigan’s
House Judiciary committee re-
garding surrogates. One would
outlaw it completely and the
other would allow it with restric-
tions such as prior court ap-
proval, home study, psychologi-
cal testing, etc.,” Keane said.

“That seems to be a rational

way to do it. They have to real-
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ize that they are not going to
satisfy churches and religious
groups. But remember: Infertil-
ity crosses every single barrier.
Surrogate parenting is here and
it’s a solution. Whether we have
a right to step in and tell them
they can’t do it, I don’t know.

“But I'm telling you right
now, if you think you can legis-
late it out, you just can’t do it,”
Keane told the group.

In their talk, both Keane and
Dr. Zack approached the ques-
tion of surrogate parenting with
the idea that the pluses of the
procedure far outweigh the mi-
nuses. Zack described his 10-year
involvement with surrogate par-
enting. His medical skills are
used by both the parents want-
ing a child and by the mother
they chose as a surrogate.

“People have the wrong ideas
of what’s involved in surrogacy.
These are not couples who try to
have a baby for three months,
then suddenly decide to go
through a swrrogate. These are
couples who see it as absolutely
the last resort after having gone
through more surgeries than
they care to remember. This
(surrogate parenting) is their last

chance to have a child that is

genetically related to them,”
Zack explained.
“And the surrogates them-

selves are not victims, as some
have, unfortunately, been por-
trayed. Many are professional
women, most married and with
children of their own. They are
intelligent, giving, conscientious
individuals who know exactly
what they are doing and why.

“And when these two are
brought together through a com-
mon bond — the birth of a
healthy child — you just can't
imagine the smiles, the tears
and the joy that I've seen. That’s
what we’re all about,” Zack
added.

“And if legislators interfere
with this issue in any way as far
as legislating the situation
‘away’, if you think there’s a
problem now, wait until you
have unlicensed doctors deliver-
ing babies and attorneys who
don't know what they're doing
arranging contracts between peo-
ple who are friends or relatives
and you’ll have .absolute, total
chaos.”

Since last March, 70 bills
seeking to ban, regulate or study

surrogacy have been introduced
in 27 states. In Congress, three
bills have been introduced: one
to ban the practice, one to forbia
federal enforcement of the con-
tracts and one barring the use of
federal funds to help veterans
form families through surrogacy.

In Michigan, the Senate has
passed a bill introduced by Con-
nie Binsfeld that would make a
surrogate parenting contract
unenforceable. Another bill, SB
483 by Senators Faxon and
Geake (now in the Committee on
Health Policy), would establish
legality and enforceability of sur-
rogate agreements if certain con-
ditions are met. HB 4753
through 4755, now in the Judici-
ary Committee, would create a
Surrogate Parenting Act to es-
tablish rights and responsibili-
ties of ‘“societal parents” for a
child conceived or born through
surrogate parenting or surrogate
gestation procedures.

Sen. Kelly, who opposed Sen.
Binsfeld’s bill and has dissented
on the Faxon-Geake bill in the
Health Policy commiitee meet-
ings, admitted to the AAUW

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Maple syrup: The sweet history of America

Most of us are familiar with
the 19th century lithographs of
Currier and Ives with their sen-
timental depiction of rural New
England life a century ago. One
of the most frequently seen ones
is titled “Sugaring” and portrays
the snowy woodland camp where
big kettles of maple sap are
being boiled down into maple
syrup.

Sugaring is truly an American
enterprise. Invented by the Indi-
ans hundreds of years ago, it
was quickly adopted by Euro-
pean settlers after they landed
on our shores. With them came
such modern technology as iron
kettles which made it possible to
produce much larger quantities
than was possible in birchbark
containers. For over two centu-
ries maple products were the
cheapest, most available sweets
and maple sugar, not cane, was
more used than the other natu-
ral sweetener, honey.

Even the main tools of tree-
tapping, the brace and bit, go
back to long before the Ameri-
can Revolution. Maple sugar is
so expensive now that it is hard
to believe it was ever less than
half the price of cane sugar but
this was so until 1880 when
Congress repealed a tariff on
imported cane sugar.,

Most people think of New
England or Ohio as maple sugar
centers, but the truth is that
maple trees grow in every state
and even if you have only one
tree — of any variety — you
have a source of maple syrup.
Following the ravages of Dutch

Elm disease, many people have
planted maples and have discov-
ered the bonus of a private
source of a most delectable treat.
Since proper tapping does no
harm to a maple tree, why not
enjoy a further benefit from it in
addition to shade and beauty?
Tapping trees can be a family
activity and very educational.
Children love the entire process

forum that “science and technol-
ogy are evolving too fast for me.

If all the cell
walls and other solids in the
plant were somehow made invis-
ible and only the water could be
seen, the plant’s form would not
change and the plant would ap-
pear as the nearly solid body of
water is actually is.

Now that we are into the
month of March, it isn’t only the
prospect of St. Patrick’s Day ob-
servances that make us think in

terms of green and greenery.
With the lengthening days and
the sounds of birds once more
brightening our lives, summer
gardens are again within the
realm of possibility.

In the Chinese flower calen-
dar, the flower for March and
spring is the tree peony, symbol
of love and affection, while in
the Japanese flower calendar the
cherry blossom is the flower for
March. It is also the symbol of
wealth and prosperity, and is the
national flower of Japan.

The Victorians, in the popular
“language of flowers” of the time
insisted that the peony signified
health, wealth and success, and
the cherry blossom indicated ed-
ucation and intelligence.

Bridging the gap between win-
ter houseplants and summer gar-
dens is a springtime challenge
and one way to do this is to grow
sweet potato plants indoors now
for decoration and then plant
slips from them into the vegeta-
ble garden later. Set five or six
sweet potatoes more or less up-
right in a pretty container and
add enough water to cover the
lower halves of the potatoes. Set
the container in a sunny window
and sooner than you expect deco-
rative sprouts and foliage will
make their appearance.

In late spring, begin planting
slips outside.
sweet potato grower reports to us
that she harvested over four
bushels of sweet potatoes last
fall from her original six-potato
houseplant, and she still has the
houseplant, as well.

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Making sense

Lent has begun. In Lent, Christian persons assess their lives
and their relationships with God and others with a seriousness
and dignity that belong to the season. A chief Lenten refrain that
accompanies this personal and church assessment is “Have mercy
O God, for we have sinned.”

This psalm-inspired refrain elicits two responses in particular.
One response runs something like, *"Sin’ is an outdated term. It
was helpful in its day to rein in savage and backward perople.
The term sin is not helpful today.™

The other response laments the absence of sin in popular think-
ing and communicating. “We need to hear more about sin. People
need to hear about sin to scare them into shape.”

The first response throws sin out the window. It refuses to im-
agine that sin might even infect us modern sophisticates. The sec-
ond response emphasizes sin to the point of reducing people to
confusion at best and chronic trembling at woret Neither one is
helpful nor a commendable teacher.

Sin does exist. Ignoring it or living in fear of sin is not helpful.
Instead, looking honestly at ourselves can help us appreciate our
strengths, our flaws and God's mercy.

The opening pages of the Bible offer perceptive portraits of the
nature of human persons. Their point of view is that God is the
Creator: all others are creatures. While the Bible affirms that ab-
solutely every person is the peak of creation, the Bible affirms
just as forcefully that every person exists in relationship to God —
creatures are dependent on Creator.

Human nature, these stories assert, is elegant, resilient and
shot through with numerous subtleties. In the spirit of the Bible
itself, human nature is divinely complex. The account of the world
preserved in the Book of Genesis and threaded throughout the
whole Bible recognizes the gedlike quality of human persons. In
the biblical phrase, all persons are images and likenesses of the
Creator.

Uniquely fashioned by God, we are reasoning and willing per-
sons. We are able to reach back into our past through memory,
and we are able to reach forward into our future through our abil-
ity to think and to dream. Our task as images and likenesses of
God is to shape our present by our capacity to remember, to rea-
son and to dream.

We can call this task of our making sense with our lives. Sin is
human activity which we choose that prevents us from making
sense with our lives. As images and likenesses of God, we enjoy
freedom to choose to make sense with our lives or not.

If we choose, we can blur this image and likeness of God in our
own lives. We can limit our capacity for God by our thinking, our
acting, our wishing. This does not happen overnight. The image of
God does not easily succumb to human recklessness or callous-
ness.

But it does happen. People do blur God’s image in themselves
and others; people do limit their capacity for God by making room
for other things as though they were ultimate. People “blur;” they
“limit” — both activities that resist and deny God, that rebel
against living in relationship with God.

These activities and others like them are what sin is. Sin is

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Youth group offers hope for tuture

What began as a workshop in
racial justice has blossomed into
a growing friendship between
youth groups in Detroit and
Grosse Pointe — and hopefully,
into a harbinger of what citizens
of both communities may some-
day enjoy.

Late in 1987, youth groups
from Grosse Pointe's St. Paul
Lutheran and Christ Church
participated in racial justice
training workshops through the
Grosse Pointe Inter-Faith Center
for Racial Justice. Their efforts
branched out to Faith Lutheran

Church in Detroit, then to stu- .

dents in Detroit's Finney High
School journalism class. When
the entire group met for the first
time for a planning meeting in
December, there were 34 stu-
dents in attendance.

“I was overwhelmed. I had no
idea there would be such inter-
est,” said Vivian B. Buffington,
executive director of the Inter-
Faith Center. The group spent
that meeting brainstorming
ideas for projects and social pro-
grams the kids could do to-
gether.

Before the night was over,
they had set goals for four differ-
ent programs and laid out the
steps necessary to achieve those
goals.

“They'd like to set up an ex-
change program between schools
with the idea that Detroit kids
would visit the Grosse Pointe
schools with a buddy and then
switch. Although they belong to
different churches, most of the
kids involved in the program at-
tend Finney, so the choice of
schools is narrow,” Buffington
explained. “But the kids realize
that they need to work out de-
tails with parents, administra-
tion at the schools and in terms
of transportation, time, etc. But
it’s a step in the right direction.”

The group has also planned a
car wash for April to help raise
funds for the activities and is
working toward arranging trips
to Cedar Point and to a local
wave pool.

“Their goal ts that no matter
what they're doing, they are

working together. And they've
had a marvelous time at it.”
Buffington said.

The Rev. Gregory Sammons of
Christ Church is one of the pro-
gram’s adult advisors.

“My role is to enable the
group to participate in the pro-
cess of opening up cultural hort-
zons the Detreoit area, Our vi-
sion, when we began the process,
was tc move beyond the cultural
and racial stereotypes and meet
one another as people,” Sam-
mons said.

After the vyouth groups at
Christ Church and at St. Paul
Evangelical participated in two
sessions on racial stereotypes,
they told Sammons they were
interested in obtaining news-
papers and yearbooks frum vliiet
schools outside Grosse Pointe.

“l called Finney to inquire
about that possibility and found
that the journalism teacher,
Marilyn Williams, was very in-
terested in our project. We were
invited to the journalism class
and introduced to the Christian
youth group at Finney (called
“Sparkles of Light”). And things
just took off,” Sammons said.

The group’s first formal outing
was a Christmas caroling session
which took place at Christ
Church Dec. 27. “The young peo-
ple strolled around the neighbor-
hood, visited shut-ins and sang
Christmas carols, meeting after-
ward in the church for hot choco-
late. It was a wonderful eve-
ning,” he added.

“What we're trying to do here
is to be people of hope. And of
course, we’re trying to make the
spiritual connection, which is
that God is calling us to take
this kind of action with our fel-
low human beings.”

Although members of the
Sparkles of Light Christian
group and those from St. Paul
and Christ Church comprise the
youth group, Inter-Faith’s Buf-
fington explained that in terms
of activities, the encounter group
is not particularly church-ori-
ented. “We're about brotherhood
and friends breaking down racial
barriers. And to the community,
that means breaking down the

stereotvpes  each has of the
other.

“The kids have already re-
marked on that. There was some
uneasiness in the first half hour
or so, but since then, there sim-
ply have been no barriers,” Buf-
fingion said.

A number of underclassmen
are involved in the youth group,
meaning that there’s hope that
the group will continue as an
ongoing effort. A retreat is
planned for sometime this month
at St. Paul Lutheran, “where we
hope to engage in some realistic

dialogue about race relations
and about where Detroit s
going,” Buffington said.

The Finney journalism class is
planning to write about the
group’s efforts, and in general,
those involved harbor great
hopes for the fledgling organiza-
tion.

“Ive been so gratified with
the way the kids came together
and stayed together,” Buflington
said. “They're a terrific group of
kids and I just wish more adults
in the community could secc¢
them in action.”

For those of you who wanted to see another

North, a finalist in last year's state ice hockey
tournament, kept its hid alive to make a second
consecutive trip as it humiliated Wyandotte Roos-
evelt, 10-0 Monday at Wyandotte’s Yack Arena.

Van Dale, Lewis and Shefferly competed with the state’s top
wrestlers and came home with one victory each in Class A

For two North wrestlers, the
dream of becoming a state wres-
tling champion has vanished,
while one Norseman hopes that
next year he can bring home
some hardware.

Despite not taking the top
prize in their weight class, Dave
Van Dale, John Shefferly and
William Lewis are among the
state's elite wrestling crew. All
three wrestlers won one match
and lost two at Kellogg Arena in
Battle Creek, but all is not shat-
tered.

“These kids had hopes of
being a state champion,” said
North coach Don Maskill.
“When you qualify to go to the
states, you only want to be num-
ber one. These kids didn’t place,
but they are still champions as
far as I'm concerned.”

In order to place at the towrna-
ment a wrestler must finish in
the top six of his weight class.
Although neither Norseman did
that, they still finish as one of

the state’s top eight wrestlers
based on their one victory.

“We're glad that they all par-
ticipated and won a match,” said
Maskill. “They didn’t place in
the top six, but they did place in
the top eight. That says a lot in
itself because it is so difficult to
compete at this level.”

In front of some 4,200 fans,
Van Dale, Shefferly and Lewis
performed. They had to battle a
foreign bed and some unfamiliar
surroundings, not to mention the
presenre.

“It is so intense to compete in
state tournaments,” said Mas-
kill. “The kids have to sleep in
different beds than they're used
to and have a lot of waiting to
do in between rounds and that
takes a lot out of you mentally.”

Lewis was the only Norseman
to win his first match as he
swept Flint Kearsley’s Matt
Brady, 114. Lewis, who finished
the season at 38-5, made it a bit
easier on himself by winning his
first match in the double-elimi-
nation tournament.

“Winning the first match is
very important because youre
not faced with trying to win four
straight to place,” said Maskill.
“Mentally it is very difficult to
bounce back atter a loss at the
state tournament.”

Lewis didnt have to bounce
back right away. but Shefterly
and Van Dale did. Sheilerly
(126) was pinned at the 3:18
mark by Brad Smith, and Van
Dale was stuck by Paul Nowicki
at the $:35 mark. Losing sent
them into the consolation
bracket whtle Lewts remained in
the winners’ bracket.

“John
will be back next season.”

Van Dale lost to Eric Womsley
of Owosso, but fighting a badly
bruised eye and the likes of a

heavyweight contender may
have taken some of his drive
away.

“David didn’t wrestle up to his
capabilities at the state tourna-

ment,” Maskill said about the
heavyweight who won 36
matches against 7 defeats. “It
was his first trip and the compe-
tition is stiff and there is a lot of
hype that could distract you. His
aggressiveness that he’s shown
in the past wasn’t there this
weekend.”

Despite all the distractions,
waiting and pressure, the wres.
tlers seemed calm and sturdy.

“It was good for them to get
there,” said Maskill. “There was
a lot of pressure surrounding the
entire tournament, but I think
the kids dealt with it very well.

“They didn’t bring home the
hardware {medals) like they set
out to do, but they should still be
pleased with what they've ac-
complished.”

Their goal was to polish their
own first-place medal, but now
Shefferly, Van Dale and Lewis
can all sit back and ponder
about a season in which they
combined for 107 wins.

“At the start of the season, we
set approximately 15 goals and
we reached evervone of them ex-
cept one,” said Maskill, “but to
reach 14 of 15 is phenomenal.
They've really done a remarka-
ble job.”

Coaches Don Maskill and David Giard had plenty to cheer
about as all three wrestlers who went to the state meet won one
match.

This
year's theme, “Choose Good
Nutrition — For Today &
Tomorrow'~ has a double
twaning. ot only i€ Na-
tional Nutrition Month the
perfect time to teach people
the benefits of healthy eating
choices for right now, but
those choices may also have a
positive influence on their fu-
ture health and well-being.

Why not create your own
National Nutrition Month at
home? March has 31 days.
Each day can be used to teach
your family that eating right
and making good nutrition
choices can be rewarding both
physically and mentally.

Talk about the basic food
groups and enlist the help of
your children. Sit down as a
family to plan nutritious
meals that everyone will en-

Joy.

Don’t forget to include a fa-
vorite for each family mem-
ber. Children love to be
watchdogs and most adults
could use the added help to
cut down on caffeine or those
rich desserts.

- It's a good time to substi-
tute skim milk for whole
milk, yogurt for sour cream,
and to cut down on your over-
all fat intake. Cholesterol ed-
ucation is big news, and the
recommended intake of fat is
changing.

On Oct. 5, the National
Cholesterot Education Pro-
gram approved a report pro-
viding guidelines for the diag-
nosis and treatment of high
total and low-density-lipopro-
tein cholesterol. Total fat
should be less than 30 percent
of total calories, while carboh-
ydrates should be a whopping
50 to 60 percent of total calo-
ries.

That's great news for you
pasta lovers! Skip the greasy
french fries and bring on the
al dente noodles.

Help your children now to
take care of their healthy
heart. It is recommended that
everyone over the age of 20
have a cholesterol check.

However, I feel that infants
should have a cholesterol
check to rule out the possibil-
ity of their being genetically
predisposed to high choles-
terol. If you find out this in-
formation early in life, then
you can take steps to help cor-
rect the situation. Don't wait
until it’s too late.

Once you do have the cho-
lesterol checked for each fam-
ily member, don’t accept the
statement from the physician
that it is “normal.” Find out
the actual numbers and re-
quest that the test be broken
down and the numbers given
to you for LDL and HDI
(think of the “H” in HDL as
meaning ‘healthy).

Desirable levels of total and
LDL cholesterol were estab-
lished as less than 200 and
130 respectively. Borderline
high blood cholesterol is de-
fined as 200 to 239 and bor
derline high LDL is 130 to
159. High risk levels are de:
fined as greater than 240 and
greater than 160 L.DL. Once
borderline or high-risk levels
have been confirmed through
repeated measurements, die-
tary treatment must begin.

National Nutrition Month
is a good time to do this and
to set some healthy goals for
your family and yourself — or
how about inviting a friend to
celebrate with you. Eating is
a pleasurable pastime. Share
gsome healthy meals with
those you love, You'll proba-
bly feel much better hy April

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Battling cabin fever

Trying to become fit ta

Okay, so you've had enough of
the cake, doughnuts and loung:
ing around. You're tired of
trying to fight the winter and
tired of that increasing waist-
line. So, you've convinced your-
self that the “love handles” need
to be shed and the activity level
has to be increased. Your inten-
tions are good, but are you sure
vou know what you can handle?

Dr. Tony Femminineo, a phy-
siatrist at St. John Hospital,
states that getting in shape after
months of being out of training
is similar 10 walking.

“You've got to start very
slowly,” he said. “You've got to
put one foot in front of the other
and take one step at a time.”

For those who are anxious for
spring to arrive, the urge to ex-
ercise increases with good
weather reports. But, trying to
exert too much energy too soon
is not the proper route to take.

“The biggest problem people
have after sitting around all
winter is trying to get out on the
first day of spring,” said Femmi-
nineo. ‘“People seem to want 1o
rush things. Although going
slowly sounds very basic, a lot of
people suffer an injury if they
start too quickly. If that hap-
pens, then sometimes it sets you
back rather than providing you
with good fitness.”

1t is advisable to stretch before
undertaking any exercise and if
done regularly, stretching can
help prevent some injuries.

“Good flexibility prevents inju-
ries,” said Femmininen “It's
something that is vital in exer-
cising, and you don’t have to be
exercising if you want to stretch.
It’s healthy to keep the muscles
limber.”

Not only is it healthy to keep
the muscles toned and stretched,
but according to Femminineo it
can be a preventative measure
to curtailing back problems.

“Tight abdominal muscles and
loose hamstrings can help pre-
vent lower back injuries,” he
said. “If yon can keep your ab-
dominal muscles tight and your
hamstrings limber, then you
may be able to stay away from
back problems.”

Although many outdoor exer-
cisers don't let the weather
impede their activity, others
stray to indoor facilities. Indoor
facilities may be more conducive
to exercise for some, but Femmi-
nineo cautions getting in over
your head.

“Many places offer low impact
aerobics.” he said, “and that’s
just great because they are so
good for the cardiovascular sys-
tem.

“But, you don’t want to go to
a facility where more of the par-
ticipants aren't beginning with
your speed or ability. The class
or exercise has to fit your
needs.”

The outoor activities are end-

kes a little patience

less, but when one is restricted
to the home, what can one do?

“They are limited, but it all
depends on what someone has in
their home,” said Femminineo.
“If they don’t have any equip-
ment, or don't want to spend a
lot of money they can do sit-ups,
push-ups, walk the steps or even
jump rope. “Neither of these ac-
tivities take a lot of time and
they keep you in good cardiovas-
cular shape,” Femminineo
added. “Jumping rope is inex-
pensive and is so beneficial for a
body.” One other machine that
may be in-house is a stationary
bike. This bike is beneficial for
rehabilitation, but according to
Femminineo, people who use
them are looking for general con-
ditioning.

“If a storm keeps you in one of
the best things you can do is use
a stationary bike,” said Femmi-
nineo. “They are useful in get-
ting ready for jogging in the
spring as well as a general con-
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ditioning tool.”

Getting rid of cabin fever may
be difficult for individuals re-
stricted to the home, but inside
the home there can be a world of
fitness. Whether it’s doing sit-
ups, push-ups, or putting a few
miles on a stationary bike a per-
son can still remain active even
though the weather still threat-
ens to push spring’s arrival
back.

If a long winter has kept you
on the couch or forced you to
shelve your exercise, it’s time to
get back at it, but remember...

“People go out to exercise and
have blinders on,’” said Femmini-
neo. “They try too quickly to get
back into shape after sitting all
winter.

“] stress walking as a means
to get attuned to exercise again,
but remember, go slow at first.
Yowd rather start slow and in-
crease the exercise as opposed to
doing it the other way and possi-
bly encountering an injury.”

Even before there were any
visible signs of pregnancy,
each of us was making our
presence known within our
mother’s body.

This newly formed
life made demands for nour-
ishment from the mother's
system.

If our mothers maintained
a healthy lifestyle before and
during pregnancy, chances of
bearing a healthy child were
at their best. Heredity, envi-
ronment and nutrition are the
major factors in determining
our potential for a healthy
life, but nutrition plays the
most important role of all.

The six nutrients - carbohy-
drates, fats, protein, vitamins,
minerals, and water - must be
present in the foods we eat to
provide the body with mate-
rial for growth and repair,

heat and energy, plus regulat-
ing all of the body’s processes.

Each of these nutrients
must be present in our sys-
tems in order to build a
healthy body. They are depen-
dent upon one another, work-
ing as a team, to ensure good
health, and most importantly
in children, healthy growth.

Children require more calo-
ries per body weight than
adults because of the energy
needed for growth, increased
activity and a faster meta-
bolic rate in the youth. But
these calories must come from
the necessary nutrients in a
balanced diet to be beneficial
to the child. If the majority of
the foods a child consumes is
leaded down with extra fats,
sugars and additives, the bal-
ance between the six nu-
trients is thrown out of
“sync.”

Tt is important to remember
that a child is working to at-

tain a healthy, mature self,
while the adult i working to
maintain that self. Thus, the
three-sided system of caloric
requirements - growth, in-
creased activity, and faster
metabolic rate of youths —
must also be balanced.

Each child has his or her
own time clock for growth.
Some children grow at a
steady pace, a few inches in
height, a few pounds a year.
Other children grow in stops
and then spurts, with adoles-
cence marked as a period of
profound physiological and
emotional changes.

The second side of this calo-
rie triangle is the activity
level of the developing child.
Observe almost any child for
a period of a few minutes.
The adult stands in awe of
their boundless energy! Note
the word “almost.” Again,
children need to balance an
active lifestyle with the calo-
rie intake. The sedentary
child who consumes as many
calories as the active child
may often develop childhood
obesity.

The third side of this calo-
rie triangle is the individual
metabolic rate. There are two
major factors that generally
affect the metabolic rate of
each of us; age and genetics.
The process of metabolism in-
volves the chemical changes

all six nutrients undergo from
absorbtion, until they become
part of the body or are ex-
creted.

A child’s metabolic rate is
faster than that of an adult,
in most instances. Recent
studies have begun to show
strong evidence linking genet-
ics to the rate of metabolism.
Research has shown that
many obese teenagers eat far
less than their normal-weight
peers.

Are children overweight be-
cause they are less active, or
are they less active because
they are overweight?

It is now believed that a
combination of diet and
learned eating habits, trans-
ferred by both parents and
peers, can cause childhood
obesity. And some children
will be much more susceptible
to weight problems because of
inherited tendencies. The best
time to start with a “nutri-
tionally smart” eating pattern
is in the womb. But, starting
today, we can evaluate and
then alter our children’s eat-
ing habits. This is best done
by making it a family affair.
Careful attention should be
given to ensure that each
child receives adequate sup-
plies of all six nutrients.

We, as parents, can learn
for ourselves the nutritional
importance of foods and how

they affect the body, then
pass this knowledge on tc our
children. We can also set the
example for exercise, not just
by attending classes a few
times a week, playing golf or
tennis, but in little, every day
ways that contribute to your
overall fitness.

Picture this scenario. You
arrive at the shopping mall,
with children in tow. Do you
(a) drive up and down the
aisles, searching for the clos-
est space, or (b) pull into an
available space, that is a
longer walk from the mall
doors? Again, a little opportu-
nity to give your children a
message that all of you are
quite able-bodied and capable
of walking a few extra yards.

The silent messages we
send out to our children con-
cerning good nutrition and
living an active life, benefit
not only their bodies, but
their minds and spirits as
well. All of us can be re-
warded with a life that is
filled with both physical and
emotional well-being.

‘Unbearable Lightness of Being’
is coming to terms with life

A mix of philesophy, sexuality
and politics, “The Unbearable
Lightness of Being” is about as
easy to follow as a Russian
novel.

Based on the book of the same
name by Czech writer Milan
Kundera, the Russian-Czecho-
slovakian connection is used ex-
tensively in the picee, especially
in terms of setting. We meet the

)

main characters during the brief

Prague Spring of 1968, just be-
fore the Russian invasion -— a
time in which communism was
being liberalized throughout
Czechoslovakin  and  socialism’s
“dark fuce” was hidden in the
shadows of cultural and arustuce
devetopment.

Tomas (Daniel Day-Lewis), a
prominent young brain surgeon,
is a personification of that free-
dom. A chronic womanizer, he
wields a seductive charm that
captivates all women but pre-
vents him from getting deeply
involved with any of them. Sex
without love is just fine with
Tomas, since life defies predicta-
bility, and identifying “the right
thing™ is about as easy as find-
ing gold at the end of a rainbow.

Frequent interludes of mean-
ingless sex are also fine with
Sabina (Lena Olin), a freewheel-
ing artist who likes the uncom-
plicated advantages of not mak-
ing a commitment to Tomas. At
one point she asks Tomas about
his philandering. Are you only
searching for pleasure, she asks,
or is every woman a new land
whose secret you want to dis-
cover? Clearly, the answer is not
really that important to her.

Against the backdrop of in-
creasing political unrest in
Prague, Tomas becomes involved
with Tereza {Juliette Binoche), a
cafe waitress he met while on a
business trip. The couple live to-
gether, and despite Tomas’ in-

sistence that he loves Tereza, he
continues his involvement with
other women. When Czechosio-
vakia is crushed under the
weight of Soviet occupancy, Ter-
eza finds consolation through the
lens of her camera, documenting
the devastation of the siege.

il

Al three of the characters are
fully developed throughout the
film, as the polities of thew cor
ner of the world continue to
change. Tomas believes the Rus
sians should apologize for the
atrocities they have caused, and,
despite his existential atiitude
or maybe because of 1t he 1=
willing to be demoted from e
spected surgeon to clinical doctor
to window washer rather thun
retract his written statements on
the subject.

Tereza moves from Prague tn
Geneva and back to Prague
from political captivity to free-
dom and back to political captiv-
ity — trying to find a sense of
self-worth. She resents Tomas
insensitivity and wishes she
could be just like him. But given
the chance to act on her wishes,
she can’'t live with the implica-
tions.

The independent Sabina, al-
ways ready for lust but not love,
meets the man of her dreams in
Geneva, then runs away when
he makes a commitment to her.
By the end of the piece, Sabina,
‘like all the others, learns some-
thing about herself.

And like the others, she fights
it every step of the way.

Indeed, “Lightness” is about
understanding yourself and your
own actions. Nudity is used ex-
tensively in the piece, pointing
out the irony of these people’s
lives. As familiar as everyone
seems to be with his or her body,

the overwhelming sense is that
their sexuality is alien to them.
In such an atmosphere, sex with
out love does not defy logic
There is no logic. Everything
happens by chunee PPunches are
to be rolled with, never pulled.
