Facmg a possible ban of grass
clippmgs and leaves from land-
fills and mcinerators, landscape
compames serving the Pomtes
find themselves holding the bag
- hterally.

WIth landfills becoming filled
and new sites lirruted, the state
is consldenng prohibitmg grass,
leaves and other yard wastes
from landfills. Eventually the
state 18 looking at elImmating
burying of all sohd wastes.

Furthennore, operators of the
Grosse Pomtes-Clinton Refuse
Authonty would like very much
to ehminate the problems caused
by trying to burn wet grass

But If grass and leaves can't
be burned or buried, how do you
get rid of them? Landscapers are
wondenng the same thmg.

"I hope they don't do that, or
I'll be in bIg trouble," saId land.
scaper Dave Russell, of D. Rus-
sell Inc , a small company WhICh
conducts 80 percent of its busi-
ness in the Pointes.

On a bigger scale, Greater De-
trOIt Landscape Service Co. is
one of the largest landscape com-
panies serving the Pointes, but
President Bill Whetstone echoes
the same concerns as Russell.

"The city would be a total dIs-
aster" if grass and leaves were
banned from landfills, he said
"What a mess it could be,"

Whetstone saId his company
hauls two to three truck loads of
wastes to a landfill every day.
He said Grosse Pomte is a city of
trees, and a ban on leaves at
landfills would qwckly pIle up
mto a big problem

He saId Grosse Pomte would
end up with either huge man
made mountall1S of leaves or
dead, unsIghtly, leaf choked
lawru.

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School reform
not acceptable
in the Pointes

Anew Michigan Department of Edu-
catiOn report showmg a wldemng
gap between the amounts the rich-

est and poorest public school dlstncts
bpend on their students has prompted a
new demand for school financmg reform III

the state
The demand came from Edgar Harden,

former Michigan State UniverSity presI-
dent, who chaIred a speCial commiSSlOn
that urged major reVlSlOns m the ways
MIchIgan funds publIc educatIOn He told
The DetrOIt News, "We're approaching a
CrISISSItuatIOn where we finally have to do
somethmg tD elIminate the growmg finan-
Cial meqUItles" m the school system

Accordmg W The DetrOIt News, the least
generous dIstrIct m 1986.87, the Kmgsley
dIstnct near Traverse City, spent $2,028
on each of Its 1,338 pupIls, whIle the most
generous, WhItefish TownshIp school in
the Upper Penmsula VIllage of ParadIse,
spent $6,946 on each of Its 61 students
That $4,918 gap between the two dlstrIcts

compared WIth a $4,100 difference a year
earlIer.

Few people wIll quarrel With proposals
W mcrease state ald for ImpoverIshed dIS-
trIcts, but one of the dIsagreements m the
proposed fundmg plan has been over the
questIOn of whether It IS necessary to put a
cap on spendmg by wealthier dIstncts,
such as III Grosse Pomte, m order to m.
crease school aid for poorer dIstncts

In a recent appearance before the Grosse
Pomte school board, Rep WIllIam Bryant
explained he IS opposed to the latest fund-
mg reform proposal "because It doesn't al-
low the contmuatlOn of a commumty's
right to pursue ItS own verSIOn of excel-
lence ami to u::>e lL::> vwn prvpcrt) t[lX to
pursue that level of excellence"

The tax cap, set at 28 mIll::. m the cur-
rent proposal, IS part of the new fundmg
plan that also would hIke the sales tax
from 4 percent to 6 percent to replace the

revenues lost from the property tax, and
prOVIde greater amounts of state aid to the
state's poorer distrIcts.

Bryant told the school people, however,
that a revised version of the funding pro-
posal would allow the state W pay districts
for mills they cannot levy, which would be
the dIfference between the present authori-
zatIOn and the new cap. If that proposal is
accepted, Bryant said he would recommend
that Grosse Pomte levy as many mIlls as
they pOSSIbly can in order w set a high
base and obtam more state aid

OrIgmally, It had been hoped that the
school reform proposal could be put on the
N ov 8 general electIOn ballot but agree-
"lent rnuld not be reached in Lansmg in
tIme to achieve that goal Now the talk IS
that a special election will be held m
March, assuming both houses and Demo-
crats and Republicans can get together on
an acceptable compromIse.

Bryant also said that state aid proposals
to date have not dealt with another prob.
lem in districts like Grosse Pointe in
which the school board also runs the public
libraries. But that means if the district is
limIted w a 28-mill levy for the schools, it
ought w separate library and school money
m order w obtain as much state school aid
as possible.

We have earlier made the point that
lighthouse dIstricts such as Grosse Pointe's
often perform an important function for
public educatIOn as a whole. Because the
schools are well-funded, they can try expel"
Iments and innovative ideas which, when
they work out, can be of benefit to all dis-
trIcts. Putting a cap on the school levy
here, however, would tend W hmlt spend-
ing to the baSICS and elimmate innovative
programs which would require additional
financmg.

Nobody can yet predict the final outcome
of the negotiations m the Legislature W
work out differences over the the fundmg
reform. Unfortunately, however, Bryant
saId he found "little sympathy for the
Grosse Pomtes of the world."

That ObVIOusly means that Grosse Pointe
school leaders and Bryant face an uphIll
fight to preserve the local district's rIght to
continue to levy the millage needed w
maintain the excellence that has become a
tradition in the Pointes.

Surely If such a limIt could be imposed, It
would lessen the fears of both the objecting
residents and their councilmen.

Whether such a ban could be legally im-
posed or not, we hope the Children's Home
board will contmue to ~eek \\ ,1\" to provide
the service that Pomte youths obviously
need. From letters w the editor receIved by
the Grosse Pointe News, It appears there
IS support m the Woods for the counseling
service whether at the ChIldren's Home or
somewhere else.

In additIon, the proposal had strong sup-
port in the Grosse Pointe school system,
not only from Supermtendent John A.

After-care clinic still needed

Now that the state has put a bond IS-
sue on the November ballot to raise
money W Improve state and local

parks, Wayne County IS makmg an appeal
that It, too, needs funds to restore and Im-
prove Its park system.

Unfortunately, Wayne County Executive
Ed McNamara made It clear last week
that any millage proposal to benefit the
parks would have W '.vait untIl after the
county seeks renewal by voters of a one-
mIll levy that would otherwIse expire In

Auguc.;t 1990
What McNamara and Parks DIrector R

Enc ReIchel have In mmd IS a half-mill
property tax W ralse funds to replace the
park eqUipment lost W vandalIsm, theft
and breakage; and to make repaIrs such as
fixmg rest rooms, resurfacmg tenms courts
and replacmg softball backswps

The appeal for help went out as Mc.
Namara and RClckel unveIled a new plan
outhmng the parks' spPClfic needs Over a
five-year perIod, offiCIals estImate that the
repairs WIll reqUire an investment of $32
mJlhon, but the county currently lacks
th3t kll1d of money Hence, the proposal
for a half mIll proP('Ity levy to raIse the

County parks need aid, too

For many Pomte families, and, in fact,
for people in general, a home repre-
sents a major investment and some-

times even the major investment. That
being so, home owners are naturaUy con-
cerned about any change in the status quo
that might affect the value of that invest.
ment.

That worry, we are WId, IS one of the
reasons the Woods City CounCIl rejected a
proposed ordinance amendment that would
have allowed the establishment of an out-
patient clinic for youth substance abuse
counseling at the Children's Home of De-
troit, located on Cook Avenue in Grosse
Pomte Woods.

What apparently disturbed some resi-
dents, and the counCIl members represent-
ing them, was the possibility that the
home could not legally limIt its proposed
out-patient counseling to Grosse Pointe
youths. They feared trouble and traffic
from young people from outside the
Pomtes who might be treated at the clinic.
And some feared that outsiders mIght cre-
ate incidents that eventually mIght lead W
damage to property values.

At the recent council hearing, fears also
were expressed that the state or federal
government might be able to dIctate what
the home could or could not do with Its af-
ter-care program by attaching strings to
any grants they might make W support
the counseling program

Whether these fears are Justified or not,
they obviously are rea] and must be satis-
fied If the program IS W have any hope of
reVIVal at the Children's Home or some-
where else in the Pointes m the future.
These are among the matters that the
ChIldren s Home Board of Trw"tet:::> Will
address at theIr Oct. 13 meeting.

The problem, of course, IS that the home

To asSist m the tlme-<:onsum
mg, neck achmg ChOlf' of catalog
mg all the pictures and doeu
ments, the commiSSIOn sought
the excellent assistance of archl
Vlst Jean Dodenhoff, curator for
the Grosse Pomte HistorIcal So
(,lpty

Dodenhoff has a strIng of elt

complishments and expenence
She has a master's debYfee In art
history from Wayne State Um
verslty, and she recently ob
tamed her archival certificate
from Wayne State She IS well
known In the community
through her work With the hiS.
torIcal SOCiety

In order to protect the Woods
HistorIcal Comml<:<:lfm'<: ('1)111'('-
llon, Dodenhoff spelled out the
correct archival procedures to
use. Her gUIdehnes include.

• Keep items away from sun
shine, fluorescent hghts, mOls-

ture, heat, fumes/all' pollutIOn,
In'>ects and foods and beverages

• Handle Items carefully With
dean, dry hands Never touch
the phowg:r aph Image Itself

• Keep Items protected at all
times either by Mylar or aCid.
fl ee foldel'> Brown paper and
cardboard are not acceptable
WIapplng materials

• Always keep Items on a
dean, flat surface Store item'>
on steel "helvmg, never wood

• Nevel mark photus In any

Dodenhoff also made forms for
the proper documentatIOn of do-
nated items and provmg the
commission'" ownership She
saId fmlure to get proper btle for
Items could lead to a laWSUit
over ownership in the future

She suggested the commiSSIOn
establtsh rules for researchers
who are usmg the files and to
document the researchers' acllVi-
tIeS She also said all requests
for pubhcatlOn of the commls
slOn's materIals should be sub-
Ject to approval by the commiS-
sion

Some of the more mterestmg
Items m the Woods' collectIOn
are several photographs taken of
storefronts along Mack Avenue
In 195657 Dodenhoff said she
wasn't sure why the photographs
were take or by whom

In January 1927 the VIllage of
Lochmoor was Incorporated The
Village's first preSident was Ed.
mund C Vermer In 1939 the
VIllage of Lochmoor became the
Village of Grosse Pomte Woods
Alol<; A GhesqUiere was elected
pre"ldent, and he held that office
until the Woods became a city In

1950

A chronology of Woods history
can be obtamed at City Hall fl ee
of charge The chronolog-v was
wntten In 1987 as a sesquicen
tenmal project The chief wnter
of the chronology was John
Hammel, currf>nt commiSSIOn
secretary

Dodenhoff, however, said the
entlrt:' commiSSIOn desel ves
credit for bnngIng the city's
collectlOll together and putting
m hOUls of volunteer work. She
said commiSSiOn members get ht-
tle recogmtiOn for what they do.

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Woods man deals in wheels

Grosse Pomte Woods reSIdent Ron Mar-
low has a well-rounded hobby: collecting
anything with wheels

He and his WIfe, Shirley, began collect-
mg antique wagons and buggies in 1980,
and they now have an assortment of roll-
ing stock numberIng 22 pIeces set out as
show pieces on the spacious grounds of
theu' Vermer Road home

Why wagons?
"I'm fascinated with wheels," he says

"AnythIng wIth wheels fascmates me."
HIS fascinatIOn wIth good wheels, which

he calls "running gear," has nothing to do
wIth hIS employ mellL db pw chdsing a~~nt
for an electrIcal company. He merely does
It for fun and, he hopes, an investment.

HIS oldest pIece IS an 1887 Studebaker
one-horse buggy. He even has a horse har-
nessed to the buggy While the horse IS
made of wood, it does look real enough for
motorists on Vermer to do a double take.
The wooden horse was once used by a har-
ness manufacturer the same way a dress-
maker uses a form.

Another buggy IS the anginal article ad-
vertised in the 1897 Sears catalog for
$29.95.

Other wagons in his collection include
an International Harvester wagon with old
Vernor's barrels inside; a 1909 fire-hose
cart; a hand-pulled fruit cart; a seed-
broadcastmg wagon; an old AmIsh buggy;
a 1920 three-seat surrey; an oak bobsled
weIghing one ton; a McCormick irrigation
wagon with a single-piston, cast iron en-
gine; and a wmd generator used in remote
areas to keep electric fences charged.

Having raised five children, the Marlows
have one daughter still at home, Gail, who
is sophomore at Grosse Pointe North High
School.

The Marlow family has been very active
m North actlvities for years. At this time
of year, the family's Vernier home is the
after-school home for many North students
as they work on their homecommg float.

Last year, Gail and her classmates built
the freshman float at her home. Her father
said all of his children were involved with
float-building and his youngest daughter is
keeping the tradition.

Mr. and Mrs. Marlow are also active in
antique collecting of all kinds, such as
chIna and sIlverware, and they regularly
attend shows throughout the Midwest.

Many times, however, they can be seen
headmg out in their motor home pulling a
custom-made trailer built for safely trans-
porting antlque wagons. Once again
they're in search of a wheels deal.

This is an actual Amish buggy made of wood. It has slid-
ing doors and a convertible top. Notice the lights that were
added to accommodate modern transportation regulations.

Woods resident Ron Marlow is proud 01 his collection of
wagons and buggies. which includes 22 in all.

Some unknown wagon builder made this miniature milk
wagon for a child's toy.

This McCormick wagon was used in Indiana around the
turn of the century and weighed a ton.

Seeding hay and grains was performed by a mechanism
on the back of a wagon called a broadcaster. Seed was
dumped into the funnel-shaped hoppers and was thrown or
"broadcast" several feet. The entire setup was wheel-
driven.

The horse is made of wood and was used by a harness
maker much the same way a dressmaker uses a form. The
buggy is an 1887Studebaker.

"We' VI already stumbled across amazmg stories, WIth
c.;ome eerie echoes of the present day." Lennon said. "DId
you know that parents back then mobIlIzed a pubhc cam-
paign to reach schoolchIldren, to persuade them not
to drInk. It was the verSlOn of a 'Just Say No' campaign.
The problem IS, how do you find the semor citizens today,
those who remember such campaigns as they happened?
