The Incinerator was shut down
because of high levels of cad.
mlUm and lead found in the ash
durmg routme testing. The au-
thonty, which handles garbage
for the five Pointes, Harper
Woods, Mount Clemens and
Clinton Township, has been tak.
Ing Its trash to landfills

The bills call for a separate
mono.fill for mcmerator ash, and
was created by mput from all
the area inCinerators It was ex-
pected to go to a vote In the
house on Tuesday, and be taken
lip by the senate aileI' Its Easter
break

Accordmg to Ed Whedon, gen.
eral manager of the authority,
the bIll Will provide a safe place
to put municipal Incmerator ash

"Button has also exhibited
leadership in scholastic Journal-
ism in Michigan and in the
country," Soffin said "He has
the ability to get students to
achieve excellence."

Button took a one-year sabbat-
ical in 1982-83 to work full time
at the Detroit Free Press He
said he wanted to experience the
practical Side of working on a
large city daily. He has also put
together a workbook-type publi-
cation for the Free Press for stu-
dents of journalism.

Some of his philosophical POSI-
tions about high school Journal-
ism include a willingness to
tackle stories that are current
and important to young people; A

numerous major awards he and
The Tower have won.

Button was recently named
1988 NatIOnal High School Jour-
nalism Teacher of the Year by
the Dow Jones Newspaper Fund.

The Tower has received its
share of awards as well, includ-
109 All Amencan newspaper
every year smce 1957, which
places it in the top 10 percent of
high school newspapers in the
natIOn; the National ScholastIC
Press ASSOCiation's Pacemaker
Award five times, which places
The Tower among the top five
high school papers in the coun-
try; the Regional Pacemaker
award three times; the Columbia
Scholastic Press Association's
Gold Crown Award tWIce, and

troit Free Press and the late
Jean Worth, a reporter, editor
and publisher 10 Michigan's Up-
per Peninsula.

Button Will be inducted Satur-
day, May 13, in Lansing. He will
receive a Hall of Fame plaque.

Stan Soffin, chairman of
MSU's School of Journalism and

AccordIng to Soffin, Button
was selected because of his out-
standing record In scholastic
journahsm and because of the

Bob Button, adviser to South's
weekly newspaper, The Tower,
will be the first high school jour-
nalism teacher to be inducted
into the Michigan Journalism
Hall of Fame.

Button has taught journalism
at Grosse Pointe South High
School for 23 years.
