Judge asked to rule Woods’ pit bull ban unconstitutional

A Wayne County Circuit judge
will decide next week whether to
summarily throw out Grosse
Pointe Woods’ pit bull ban as
unconstitutional or have the
matter hashed out through a
“mini-trial.”

Judge Kaye Tertzag is ex-
pected to make the decision on
the morning of April 21, accord-
ing to Ross B. Meretski, who is
representing a Woods pit buil
owner who is challenging the pit
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butt ordinance adopted Oct. 3.

Originally the constitutional
challenge to the ordinance,
which actually banned all pit
bulls from the city of Grosse
Pointe Woods, was filed Oct. 10
by a Woods resident under the
assumed name Friends of the
Downtrodden. Since the suit was
filed, the pit bull owner, Rose-
mary Mulleavy, has decided to
drop the assumed name, Meret-
ski said.

A second suit challenging the
~dinance had been filed by

Terry and Molly Shook, owners
of the pit bull on Lancaster that
led to neighbors convincing the
council to ban the breed from
the city. The Shooks’ dog,
Buster, died Jan. 2 and the
Shooks have since discontinued
their lawsuit.

Meretski said that based on
previous court cases concerning
pit bull bans, he is asking that
the judge rule the Woods ban
unconstitutional. Tertzag’s rul
ing, if he agrees with Meretski,

would be based on briefs filed by
Meretski and Woods city attor-
ney George Catlin.

If Tertzag decides that the
briefs filed by both sides are not
satisfactory 1o decide the issue,
then a mini-trial will be held
with witnesses and experts testi-
fying before the judge, Catlin
said.

Tertzag is taking the case over
from Circuit Judge Claudia
House Morcom, who disqualified
herself April 7 for “‘conscientious

scruples,” Catlin said.

Since the adoption of the
emergency pit bull ban last Octo-
ber, the council adopted a perma-
nent ordinance change Nov. 21.

The ordinance has heen en-
forced by the Grosse Pointe
Woods Public Safety Depart.
ment. Two residents have been
ticketed for harboring pit bulls.
One of the tickets was issued to
Terry Shook, but the ticket was
voided by the city afier the dog
died. The second ticket was mis-
takenly given to a man in reac

tion to the pit bull owned by
Mulleavy, Meretski said,

On Oct. 17 Circuit Judge Phil-
lip Jourdan denied a request
that the city be restrained by en-
forcing its pit bull ban.

Under the Woods’ animal con-
trol ordinances, it is illegal to
own or keep a pit bull or any
mix of pit bull in the city. Woods
officers also have the power to
impound suspected pit bulls un-

Fourth try for War Memz'al
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Farms gives go-ahead
to Class C liquor license

It took more than 10 years,
plus two hours Monday night,
but the Grosse Pointe War Mem-
orial finally won approval to
seek a Class C liquor license.

The hard-won approval
squeaked by, 4-3, with Farms
councilmen Harry Echlin, Emil
Berg and John Crowley dissent-
ing.

Opponents of the request have
said in the past that they would
appeal any approval of a license
by the city. “It would be ex-
pected that this is not the end of
the contest,” said opponent Paul
Marco Tuesday.

Emotions on the issue ran
high, with opponents and sup-
porters writing letters to the edi-
tor and taking out advertise-
ments. An ad in last week’s
Grosse Pointe News invited the
public to Monday’s meeting,
which it erroneously labeled a
public hearing.

The public came.

Half an hour before the meet-
ing started, all the parking
spaces at Grosse Pointe Farms
city hall were taken. The parti-
san crowd eventually filled most
of the extra chairs set up for the
occasion in the council chamber,
and a few latecomers stood in
the doorway.

Mayor Joseph Fromm allowed
testimony from interested parties
and from supporters and oppo-
nents for about an hour and a
half before the council began its
final debate.

Schools to ask voters for
renewal, increase separately

The Grosse Pointe Board of
Education voted unanimously to
hold a second millage election on
June 12, and to split its request
into two proposals — a renewal
of 25.35 mills and an increase of
2.2 mills. Both proposals are for
three years.

Voters turned down a request
for a three-year 27.55-mill pack-
age (combined renewal and 2.2-
mill increase) April 10 by about
1,000 votes.

“The board fully realizes what
voters said,” said Fred Adams,
school board trustee. “It’s pain-
ful, but it’s there.”

Superintendent John Whritner
said many educators felt the neg-
ative votes weren't against the
school system, but against in-
creased taxes.

“There’s no way we'll be open-
ing schools in September,” he
said.

Projected revenue for the
1989-90 school year s
$13,982,000 without the millage
renewal. The revenue comes
from local sources, state aid, in-
terest, federal and county special
education.

Projected expenditures, which
include fixed costs for items like
heat, light, water, maintenance,

unemployment compensation, in-
surance, interest expenses and
such, come to $8,439,000.

After adding federal grants,
the total amount available for
salaries and benefits for the

1989-90 school year is
$6,507,000, Whritner said.

The 1988-89 budget was
$43 million.

Doris Cook, president of the
Grosse Pointe Education Associa-
tion, said that of the 521 union
members, about 300 will be noti-
fied of their pending layoff before
the end of April.

“They must be pink-slipped at
least 60 days prior to the end of
the fiscal year, which is June
30,” she said.

LayofYfs are determined by sen-
jority, Cook said. “It’s my guess
that anyone with less than 20
years seniority will be pink-
slipped.”

She added that layoffs get
more complicated because some
teachers are qualified to teach
several subjects and at several
levels.

In June 1985, the center tried
to encourage the city to loosen
its hold on one of three liquor li-
censes  available  according  to
population. Several restaurants
also wanted one of the licenses,
but the debate became irretriev-
ably framed as a War Memorial
request.  The council  decided
then not to grant any additional
licenses.

In October 1985, the center
tried and failed to buy the assets
— including a liquor license — of
the bankrupt Bronze Door res-
taurant. The War Memorial was
outbid by a group of investors
called Standby No. 5, which
eventually sold the Bronze Door
license and building to Stanley
Day, who now operates it as the
new ONEZ23 restaurant.

In February 1986, the War
Mcemorial tried again, this time
attempting to buy a resort liquor
license from a bar in Hillman,
Mich. The L.CC declined to grant
a resort license waiver in view of
objections from residents and the
city.

The fourth time was the
charm, as the Farms in January
released one of its two unused
lquor licenses. The War Memo-
rial was the only remaining bid-
der after Amigos Restaurant
dropped its application.

Sour Milk River

Cities seek Proposal C funds to
sweeten drainage system conditions

At the urging of a citizens
committee, the citics of Grosse
Pointe  Woods and St. Clair
Shores are seeking state funds to
improve conditions at the se-
wage-laden Milk River.

The Woods City Council
passed a resolution April 3 ask-
ing the Michigan Department of
Resources to earmark some of
the $660 million environmental-
cleanup bonds for improving the
Milk River drainage system. The
Woods resolution is patterned af-
ter a resolution passed by the St.
Clair Shores council March 13.

The resolutions were brought
hefore the councils by the Milk
River Clean Water Committee, a
group of residents from both ci-
ties who live near the open chan-
nel at the Wayne-Macomb bor-
der. The committee wants the
effluents going into the river
cleaned to eliminate odor and
pollution.

To understand the Milk River
problem, according to St. Clair
Shores City Engineer Marlin
Sumner, is to realize that it is no
longer a river. What many think
is the river is merely a ditch be-
ginning at the Milk River pump
station at the county border near
Marter Road and ending at the
flood gates on Jefferson. Above
the pump station, combined
storm-sewer drains have re-
placed what was the Milk River
and its watershed.

Being blocked at both ends,
the existing Milk River channel
does not flow. Its purpose is to
act as an overflow pond for the
sewer systems of parts of Harper
Woods and Grosse Pointe Woods.

During normal conditions, all
fluids in the sewer system flow
to the treatment plant in De-
troit. But because Harper Woods
and Grosse Pointe Woods have a
combined system for storm
drains and sewage, the system is
frequently overwhelmed by

heavy rain water entering the
storm drains. Heavy rains create
more fluids than the sewer sys-
tem was designed to handle. The
excess fluids are held in a catch
basin at the Milk River pump
station.

After a heavy rain, the water
in the catch basin is pumped
into the open channel. The water
containg raw sewage, which is
diluted by the storm runoff.

While in the channels, oxygen-
burning bacteria are supposed to
decompose much of the sewage,
but when the oxygen in the wa-
ter is depleted, non-oxygen burn-
ing bactecia take vver, resulting
in the stench many residents
have complained about coming
from the Milk River.

The water in the Milk River
channel is then pumped directly
into Lake St. Clair at Jefferson,
including the partially decom-
posed sewage.

In December a DNR official
inspected the Milk River pump-
ing station and channel. He rec-
ommended that the sanitary
pumps be replaced and that the
channel be aerated to stimulate
non-odorous decomposition. He
also suggested the sediment in
the Milk River channel be exam-
ined and possibly dredged.

John Veale, co-chairman of the
Milk River Clean Water Com-
mittee, said, “We certainly sup-
port the recommendations of the
DNR, and we hope we can get
some of the Proposal C funds to
implement the recommenda-
tions.”

To properly solve the Milk
River problem would cost mil-

hons of dollars. The right way
would be to install a new sewer
system with separate storm and
sewage drains, which is not eco-
nomically feasible in older com-
munities.

Another solution is te build
large holding tanks for the storm
overflow,  which  would  allow
time for the solids to settle and
chlorine could be added. Sumner
sald this 1s what St. Clair Shores
has done, at a cost of $20 mil-
lion.

Currently, a $38,900 study of
the Mitk River is being con-
ducted by the cngineering firm
of MeNamee Porter Seeley. The
study, which is expected to be
completed by July 7, will include
public hearings and will seek 1o
provide affordable solutions to
the Milk River problem. The In-
ter-County Drain  Commission,
which is the governmental
agency that runs the Milk River
pump station, is paying for the
study.

The Wayne County represent-
ative on the Inter-County Drain
Commission, Jack Durbin, dep-
uty director of the county’s De-
partment of Public Works, could
not be reached for comment.

The Milk River has been a
problem for years, but Veale
hopes the Proposal C bonds will
provide the funds necessary to
finally alleviate the stench, not
to mention the pollution pouring
into Lake St. Clair.

“We want to keep the pressure
on,” he said. “It’s a problem, and
until somebody gets off dead cen-
ter on this thing, it’s not going
to get cleaned up.”

aides.

Board President Jon Gandelot
said he mterpreted the defeat as
a grassrools taxpayer rchellion.

Youth allegedly
threatens student

Two switchblade knives were
allegedly found in a locker of a
13-year-old boy at Parcells Mid-
dle School last week after an-
other student accused the boy of
threatening him with the weap-
ons.

According to Grosse Pointe
Woods police reports, a I4-year-
old student said the boy had ap-
proached him with a switchhlade
knife making slashing motions
at his chest. Later the alleged
knife-wielder approached the 14-
year-old again and told another
student nearby, “Lets kill him,”
a school official reported o po-
lice.

The student feared for  his
safety and told his fourth-hour

teacher. Afler hearing reports of

students commenting that the
knives were in the suspect’s
locker, school offictals searched
the locker and found the knives.
The 13-year-old was detained by
the school officials until police
arrived.

Caok speculated on reasons for
the failure of April 10 proposal.
“The assessmenpl question was
important,” she said. “But it’s
broader. People don’t understand
the relationship of assessments
and SEVs to school millages.
They don't understand Headlee.
They don’t understand how the
lottery is helping education. Vol-
ers have a lack of trust in the
information given to them.”

Although most agreed there

was no organized opposition to
the combined millage package,
several residents who voted no

said they would have approved a
three-year renewal, without the
2.2-mill increase.

Howard and Nancy Trowern,
residents for 15 years, said they
had two children go through the
Grosse Pointe schools.

“We've voted for the millage
for 15 years,” Nancy Trowern
said. I was shocked at the
amount (of the combined pack-
age) on the heels of our recent
assessment increase.”

She noted that one of the
reasons given by educators for
the millage increase was because
of increased health care costs.

“Most companies require em-
ployees to contribute to health
benefits these days,” she said.
“In the teachers contract, it says
they get total health, dental and
eyeglass care. If companies can
make concessions, why can't
unions?”

Howard Trowern said he took
issue with the attitude taken by
many educators that, if they can
justify the cost, it must be met.

“This just isn’t the way it
works in industry. If 1T was on
the board I'd say, ‘Let’s talk to
the union about some conces-
sions.” This isn't unusual.

“If costs arc high because of
contractual obligations, they
should go back to the union and
work it out,” he said.

“The speetre of losing teachers
to competition is in the imagina.

¢lse can a teacher go that pays
as well as Grosse Pointe?”

Ingham’s wife, Laura, is a
nurse at Mount Carmel Hospi-
tal. The couple, who have two
children, Jason, 18, and Sherrie,
12, met when they were volun-
teers one summer at an asthma
camp for children.

Of his years with Bon Secours,
Ingham said he is proud that the
hospital has a strong CPR pro-
gram. When he began the respi-
ratory department, it was a one-
man operation. It grew to a staff
of 35 in seven years and then
merged with the cardiology de-
partment to form a cardiopul-
monary resuscitation unit.

Ingham has been working in
ambulatory care and physician
services for the past three years.

Messerschmidt said he would
have voted for a renewal. He
also noted that health care costs
could be shared by employees.
“Teachers in Grosse Pointe have
a handsome income,” he said.

The
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2 new plans
show support
for tax revolt

wo new proposals to limit property

taxes in Michigan indicate that the

tax revolt, far from being a dead is-
sue, is prompting new efforts by politicians
to satisfy public demands for capping or
even trimming property taxes.

One of these plans is a petition cam-
paign being discussed by L. Brooks Patter-
son, former Oakland County presecutor,
and members of the Oakland County Tax-
payers Association to seek to roll back
property tax assessments to 1988, 1987 or
1986 levels and put a cap of about 2 per-
cent on annual increases. A committee is
reviewing various proposals and will draft
language for the petitions.

The other is Gov. James J. Blanchard’s
proposal to enable homeowners to delay
payment of some property tax increases re-
sulting from hikes in property tax assess-
ments. In effect, the plan would delay until
the eventual sale of the property the taxes
resulting from assessment increases in ex-
cess of the inflation rate as measured by
the annual consumers price index.

Both of these proposals represent further

support for the state tax revolt that ap-
pears to be brewing in large part because
of recent increases in property assess-

ments. Assessments rose an estimated 10

percent in Wayne and Oakland counties

and about 11 percent in Macomb.

In the Grosse Pointe School District, the
average assessment was estimated at 12.9
percent, subject to the Headlee amend-
ment. That increase and the Headlee effect
on it were blamed in large part for the de-
feat of the proposed 2.2-mill increase in
last week’s special school election.

As Grosse Pointers learned during the
unsuccessfu} millage campaign, the Head-
lee amendment does not actually limit tax
increases to the rise in the cost of living,
especially in the first year of a voted tax
boost. While the school board had promised
to limit the tax hike to 8 1/2 to 9 percent,
the board would have been authorized to
impose an increase of as much as 17 per-
cent, far above the 4.1 percent cost of liv-
ing increase.

If either of these new plans were added
to the tax picture, public officials and
homeowners would find it almost impossi-
ble to gauge accurately the amount of any
voted tax increase. The Headlee amend-
ment already makes it difficult to make
accurate estimates. Adding another limita-
tion would make things even worse, de-
spite both proposals’ laudable aim of hold-
ing down local property taxes.

As for the governor’s tax deferral plan,
the Detroit Free Press last week recom-
mended that the Legislature approach it
“with a high degree of skepticism.” Most
Republicans also came out against it. Sen-
ate Majority Leader John Engler of Mount
Pleasant, who is expected to be the GOP
challenger to the governor next year, said
the new plan “would not cut one nickel of
taxes.”

Realtors didn’t like it either, saying it
would not do anything for the low-income,
first-time home buyers who need help. And
some educators said it would hurt the ef-

fort to reform school financing because it
appears lo separate the issues of property
tax relief and additional funding for the
schools.

But Patterson’s petition campaign is
even worse, If approved in a referendum, it
would put the state in a fiscal straitjacket.
While Patterson and his cohorts might ap-
prove such a result, it would be a serious
blow to the state institutions and state ser-
vices that require substantial state sup-
port.

As these new proposals were discussed,
two House Republicans, Reps. Glenn Oxan-
der, Sturgis, and Michael Nye, Litchfield,
said they were trying to revive their ear-
lier proposal, voted down by the state Sen-
ate, to boost the sales tax by two cents, cut
property taxes by about one-third and raise
about $400 million more for schools.

But Gov. Blanchard once more said the
voters wouldn’t approve a two-cent in-
crease in the sales tax and opted instead
for a one-half cent hike in any new school
funding legislation. Senate Republicans
and the Michigan Chamber of Commerce
agreed with him.

The political mancuvering means that
there is little likelihood of agreement in
the Legislature on a way to cut property
taxes and find new money for the schools.
Politics is supposed to be the art of compro-
mise, but both sides in this controversy
seem to have forgotten how to achieve it.
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A second chance for millage

owing to their critics, Grosse Pointe
B scheol board members Monday night

unanimously agreed to ask voters to
approve separate proposals for a 2.2-mill
school levy increase and a 25.35-mill re-
newal when the issues come before the vot-
ers for a second time on June 12.

After the defeat of the combined increase
and renewal on April 10, several letter
writers and callers told the Grosse Pointe
News that they believed the voters had re-
jected the board’s requests because the two
issues had been combined into one proposi-
tion. The same message was conveyed to
the board so that by separating the two is-
sues, the board obviously responded to the
message of the unsuccessful first election.

Before making its decision Monday
night, the board briefly discussed several
possible alternatives, including one to ask
for a slightly smaller increase of 1.8 mills
along with the 25.35-mill renewal. No
votes were taken on the alternatives and
the board then voted to ask for the same
total of 27.55 mills as it did on April 10,
but with the increase and the renewal as
separate issues.

In fact, the board’s position with respect
to its need for financing remains the same
as it was prior to April 10. It is that the
board needs the authority to levy 2.2 mills
in addition to the 25.35-mill renewal to
maintain the educational quality of the
public school system in the face of rising

costs.

However, the 2.2-mill increase would ac-
tually permit the board to levy as much as
a 17 percent increase in the first year of
the three-year proposal. Yet the board and
the administration have committed them-
selves to seek no more than an 8 1/2 to 9
percent increase when the levy is set next
fall. They have emphasized that the Head-
lee amendment would sharply reduce the
permitted increases in the second and
third years of the voted levy.

Nobody knows, of course, whether com-
bining the questions became even more
important to the defeat than the 12.9 per-
cent increase in district assessments just
weeks before the special election. We felt
the hike in property assessments contrib-
uted substantially te the April 10 loss. But
the comments by critics surely proved that
the lack of a choice on the increase was
also an important factor, and perhaps the
controlling factor, in the millage defeat.

The question is whether the public can
be convinced, in a second vote, that the
board and school administration need the
authority to levy as much as 2.2 mills in
addition to the 25.35-mill renewal at the
annual school meeting on June 12. As we
have said before, maintaining excellence is
costly, but Grosse Pointers over the years
have felt that quality education requires
community-wide support.

Those four matters, he said, were the
completion of the Hill development, merg-
ing of the fire and police departments into
a new public safety unit, efforts to halt the
deterioration of the Mack-Moross area and
new attempts to get Wayne County to re-
surface and improve Lakeshore Road.

In the intervening years, Fromm has
sent brief progress reports to the News.
The first, dated April 22, 1987, said simply
“One down, three to go,” after the county
finally began work on Lakeshore. The sec-
ond, dated Dec. 2, 1987, said, “Two down,
two to go,” when the Farms fire and police
departments were merged into a new pub-
lic safety unit. And the third, which ar-
rived this week and was dated April 12,
1989, said,“With the opening of ONE23
Kercheval and the parking deck, I guess
we can say three down, one to go.”

That’s quite a record of accomplishment
for the mayor and council in just two and
a half years. Better than that, it is also
unusual in that they have fulfilled public
political promises which so often are ig-
nored by other politicians.

But while they are still working on the
fourth goal, to halt the deterioration of the
Mack-Moross area, perhaps it is time for
the Farms officials to seek new worlds to
conquer. Any suggestions from Farms resi-
dents about additional problems that their
elected officials should aim at next?

Photographing children:
Catch the spirit of youth

Did you know that children
arc the most photographed of all
subjects? After all, what other
than a photograph can provide
an enduring record of the growth
and activities of a child?

And because these pictures
will grow more meaningful as
time goes by, you, the photogra-
pher, must utilize the utmost
care and attention in capturing
the precious Limes of childhood.

Most. imporlant is obtaining a
child's spirit on film. Some kids
are natural “hams”™ and will re-
spand delightfully in front of the
camera. Others are shy and will
not react well to posing direc
tions. Stiff, artificial expressions
will tend to replace a natural
look, and it is only after the
camera is put away that the
child’s naturalness returns.

But if a child is enjoying a toy
or an activity of their own choos-
ing, he or she will become una-
ware of the camera and captur-
ing the child’s “spirit” will he
casy.

So begin by concentrating on
candids. The unplanned and the
unexpected provide the opportu-
nity for thai exceptional photo-
graph of your child.

Child
ren live in o world of giant
adults and huge swrroundings.
By getting low, you can obtain
the child’s  perspective  and
greatly improve your pictures.

Try using a telephoto lens. A
focal length of 100-200mm  al-
lows you to keep your distance
and will be far less intimidating.

I outdoors, shoot for an over-
cast day. Overcast skies provide
the best lighting for people pic-
tures. The lighting is soft and
harsh  shadows  wre virtually
climinated. If 1 s sunny, posi-
tion yourself so that the sun is
behind your subject and then use
fill flash to add sparkle to the
face.

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Private muse, not popular acclaim, motlvates

Whe amoeng us hasn't wished
to be a poet ...a philosopher

.an artist, a writer, a musi-
cian? The life of inner expression
exerts a powerfu] call. The Lost
Generation sitting around in
Paris cafes drinking absinthe,
talking about big ideas. Wow.

But in actuality, you're in
business administration, right?
Because the money just isn’t
there in the artistic life — and if
you didn’t see that on your own,
your parents made sure you did.
A dose of Real Life and all that.

The frustrations of the choices
forced by practical decisions that
deny the inner man is one of the
themes of “A Soul Daily Di-
sowned,” a small volume of
verse by James Bonamy.

“The title refers to people
turning away from inner goals
toward worldly success,” said
Bonamy, a former Grosse
Pointer who now lives in Michi-
gan’s Thumb. “I question that
mindset.”

Bonamy has lived some of the
frustrations and has made the
financial compromises that fi-
nally enable him to call himself
a poet. He studied electrical en-
gineering and industrial man-
agement at Michigan Tech,
worked for eight years in the ac-

“It's been made elitist,” he
said. “We’'ve turned it into some-
thing difficult and that disturbs
me. My poems aren’t like that.

and only one is left, according to
the manager.

Bonamy doesn’t seem to worry
that hell find himself sur-
rounded by unsold copies — like
Thoreau, who on getting 700 un-
sold copies of an early work back
from the publisher, wrote in his
journal, “I have over 900 books
in my library, 700 of which I
wrote myself.”

On the contrary,: “Since the
publication of the book, I've writ-
ten three times as much,” Bon-
amy said. “It’s a validation of
what I am — I'm a poet.
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“To me, the enjoyment is in
the writing. Now the readers’ en-
joyment is like icing on the
cake.”

Some of Bonamy’s poems re-
flect a sense of place. Like:

Today she is in demand and must be
booked one year in advance. And she loves
her job.

“I am passing on the oral tradition
which seems to be getting lost,” Gabriel
said. “The children need practice in listen-
ing, and in using their imaginations.”

Gabriel, who grew up in Alaska and
heard stories by Eskimo storytellers, said
children love to be told, not just read, sto-
ries. So Gabriel acts the stories out, using
her entire body, different voices and songs.
The trick in good storytelling, she says, is
to make the audience part of the story.
With younger kids, she does that with
songs they can sing along or phrases they
can repeat with her. With the older kids,
it’s the story that must keep their interest.

“The audience feels very nourished, be-
cause they can use their imagination,
without pictures, the characters can look
like whatever the kids want them to look
like,” Gabriel said. “It’s like co-creating
with the audience, and it’s wonderful.”

After the stories, Gabriel urges the stu-
dents to go home and tell their families and
friends the stories, and become storytellers
in their own right.

But after a while, the students were
communicating in the way kids the world
over communicate.

The play unfolds in scenes,
each one not necessarily depen-
dent on the one before it, but a
thread of a plot binds it together.
That thread deals with the re-

“Don't
Touch Your Privates” and “Only
Good Catholies Stay  Virgins”
are two.

There are also songs about the
effects of the doctrines. “I'm Con-
fused,” sung by one of the stu-
dents tells how some of the
teachings of the Catholic faith
had lost meaning by weighing
believers down with rules and
confusing rhetoric.

The songs are written by
Wickline with music by David
Clayton, and are quite enjoyable.

It's hard not to find yourself

humming them later.

The all-female cast is quite ac-
complished and consists of local
women. Denyse Clayton (Wick-
line's sister, and Clayton’s wife),
Molly Johnson-Dodge, Olivia
Wickline (the author’s wife),
Kim Marlinga, Margaret Ahce
and Judy Gieseking all bring
energy (but sometimes too much)
and understanding (but some-
times not enough) to the roles.
These small criticisms should be
chalked up to opening night jit-
ters, though.

While the play is very funny
and provides some hilarious in-
sights to pre-Vatican 1I Catholic
teachings, there are still some
problems.

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Humor, pathos plentiful in Neil Simon’s ‘Broadway Bound’

In “Broadway Bound,” Neil
Simon brings to an end his semi-
autobiographical trilogy. Once
again, we, the audience, move in
with a family we have come to
know so well through two pre-
vious plays, “Brighton Beach
Memoirs” and “Biloxi Blues.”

“Broadway Bound,” like the
earlier plays, features both hu-
mor and pathos. It is a far more
personal memoir in that we visit
them in a time of crisis.

Eugene and his brother Stan-
ley are struggling to break into
radio and television as comedy
writers. Eugene has become
quite adept at writing comedy.
He has a natural flair for humor
as we discover from his asides
when he comments on family
happenings.

Stanley is the brash one. He
wheedles his way into NBC and
an assignment to write a trial
seript.

Grandpa, a retived Socialist,
has turned his back on his once
destitute daughter Blanche who

has had the good luck to marry
a wealthy and generous man. He
considers her mink coat, Cadillac
and Park Avenue address a per-
sonal affront. He refuses to visit
or talk with his wife because she
has moved in with Blanche.
Kate, the boys’ mother, is at
odds with her life, too. She sus-

pects that her husband Jack is
about to leave her for another
woman. Everyone knows it but
no one will discuss it. Kate goes
on monitoring grandpa, prepar-
ing meals that no one eats and
polishing a cherished table she
inherited from her grandmother.

A sadness hangs over the
household. As Eugene says: No
matter how old you are, you still
have problems with your par-
ents.

In a wrenching scene, Kate
confronts her husband with her
suspicions. Jack tries to dodge

the issue but finally admits that
he has found someone else.

In the meantime, Eugene and
Stanley connect with their script.
When the family gathers around
the radio to listen, what comes
over the air is & humorous fam-
ily parody.

The ability to present the hu-
man comedy in a light and en-
tertaining manner is Neil Si-
mon’s trademark and is fully
realized in “Broadway Bound.”

Secing the play is like return-
ing to a well.known neighbor-
hood to visit with old friends.

The cast assembled at the Bir-
mingham s exceptional. Peter
Birkenhead gives a breezy laid-
back performance as Eugene.
Carol Harris is outstanding as a
mother who has seen her family
through a depression and is now
left alone in a house that is a lit-
tle more shabby and run down
than when she first came to it as
a bride.

“In the six weeks (since the
ribbon-cutting), our bank deposit
totals have reached nearly $6
million,” board President Jeffrey
S, Jones said.

“It could be called a boutique
bank because we only  offer
banking services,” Jones said.
“We're not in the trust business,
we're not in the hrokerage busi-
ness like larger banks.

The main feature of Republic
is the bank’s attention to service.
Studies show that of all the cus-
tomers who leave a bank, 68 per-
cent do so because they were
unhappy with a teller. Republic
bank has no tellers. It has no
teller windows.

“"IU's banking going back to
the basies,” Jones said. “We cus-
tomize the services to our clients,
where at larger banks, tellers
don’t tell their customers how to
maximize their money. They are
working for the bank's interest,
but our personal bankers will

custom-tailor services to meet
(the customers’) needs.”
Because there are no teller

windows, there is no waiting in
line. All banking is done in pri-
vate offices with your personal
banker. If you find yoursel{ too
busy to come to the bank, Jones
said the bank will come to you,
at your home or at your office,
befure or alter hours, cven on
weekends.

Jones said the trend is moving
toward bhoutique  banking, and
that even the larger banks are
getting in on the action.

“This is not a fad, it's here to
stay,” Jones said. “The need is
there, it was created by the im-
personal service offered by the
hig banks. Individuals want and
desire personal attention. They
don’t want to he treated like a
number. They want a relation-
ship with their bankers and
don’t want to be nickled and
dimed to death by the bank’s
charges.”

The plant (which had been a
Buick-Olds-Cadillac  operation
but is now operated by Cadillac
Division) has 77 acres under its
roof. Inside are 21 miles of con-
veyor, 150 electric welders,
40,000 feet of in-floor wires for
directing automatic guided vehi-

cles (AGVs) and 70 robots in the
paint department, including 12
with vision interface which ap-
ply sealer.

In full production, the plant
can have 1,700 cars in the sys-
tem and turn out 60 an hour.
Currently the plant is working
only one shift a day, employing
aobut 3,400 workers and build-
ing 464 to 468 automobiles a
day.

But numbers alone do not tell
the most unusual and impressive
story of this factory. The way the
humans interact is much more
impressive than all the robots,
the AGVs and the robogates.

In earlier days, auto factories
were dirty, loud, often dangerous
places. More often than not the
foreman was chosen because of
his ability to enforce discipline,
with his fists, if necessary. Coop-
eration between management
and hourly workers was grudg-
ing and open confrontation was
not unusual.

The Poletown plant is not like
that at all. The plant environ-

“The church is not just a building,”’ Stein-
miller told the assembly. “The church is in
the hearts of cach of us,” he said, placing
his hand on the head of Khristian Turner, a
7-year-old who had made her first commun-
ion in the church April 9.

“What we do we do for the children like
Khristian,” Steinmiller continued. “The
children of Detroit look for models, not mod-
els of anger and rage that never subsides,
but anger that turns into new commitments
and creativity.”

Brennan told the parishioners that they
could rest assured that they had done their
duty as a parish and could look forward to
new experiences together in a new setting.

“We want to remain close, we want to be
together,” he said. “We want to be the ker-
nel of St. Martin’s when it opens again. And
it will, because of our faith.”

THE BELIEF THAT St. Martin’s will
one day reopen in its old building exists be-
cause the church is the only one of the 30
designated to close that has been given the
status of “mothballed.” The church building
is located in an area of Detroit that is cur-
rently undergoing a revitalization, with the
building of the Chrysler plant three blocks
west and the construction of new homes and
a townhouse development one block west of
the church.

Because of the new home censtruction, a
population surge in the area over the next
decade is possible and since St. Martin of
Tours is the only Catholic church in the
area, it is also possible that the increase
would result in the reopening of the church.

“I'm sure that’s one reason why the trans-
fer was done with so much hope and so lit-
tle rancor,” explained St. Ambrose pastor
the Rev. Timothy Pelc. Pelc has served as
administrator for St. Martin’s for two years,
in addition to his duties at St. Ambrose.

“I think that the notion that the parish
community might someday be resurrected
has helped make this a smoother transi-
tion,” Pelc said.

“But 1 also think that there is a certain
amount of relief within that community.
Their situation is similar to that of a person
facing retirement. You don’t want to go, but

The manner in which the merger order
was accepted and handled was carefully
planned and calculated by St. Martin parish
leaders, council president Brennan ex-
plained.

“And it’s the people
we have to care for. The loss of the building
is sad, but the loss of the people because of
bitterness and hate would have been devas-
tating.”

In the beginning, garden clubs
concentrated on home gardening,
but it was not long before they
began to take on civic responsi
bilities as well, including wild.

There ic a new group in the
gardening world which goes by
the name of BIBS (Belle Isle Bo-
tanical Society. Comprised of
volunteers with a great love of
the island gardens, the group is
developing a docent program for
the Conservatory and other spe-
cial places, which may include
some of the 20 greenhouses and
the lily pond.

Did you know that the horti-
culture program at Belle Isle has
more orchids than any other
city? Or that 200,988 plants of
all kinds are propagated during
the season for flower beds and
fTower shows?

Right now, the flower house is
a glory of tulips, hyacinths, nar-

cissi, azaleas and rhododendrons,
and early in May, they'll be
joined by hydrangeas, snapdra-
gons and geraniums in many
shades. Ed Starter is head of the
flower house program on Belle
Isle.

The Detroit Zoo, while primar-
ily a marvelous place to view an-
imals of all kinds, is also a beau-
tiful public garden. The nature
trail, renamed the Native Michi-
gan Woodland Garden, has been
re-landscaped and amplified, the
three lakes have been dredged
and bordered and much of the
planting around the exhibits has
been expanded and improved.
Most of this has been done
through the generous contribu-
tions and efforts of nine garden
clubs, all of which are members
of the Michigan Division of the
Women's National Farm and
Garden Association.

The 10,000 daffodils planted
last fall along the flower lane of
the Jens Jensen-designed gar-
dens at the Edsel & Eleanor
Ford House in Grosse Pointe
Shores are rapidly approaching
lovely bloem and the arching
trees are already symphonic
with bird songs.

At a second meeting this
month, held earlier this week at
the Grosse Pointe Garden Cen-
ter, the garden clubs which will
help plant and tend the various
plots in the award-winning Trial
Gardens presented their designs
for approval and received their

funds to buy the plants which
will be used.

The gardens, located on the
lake side of the Grosse Pointe
War Memorial, are supported by
the Vincent DePetris Fund at
the Garden Center and are a
Grosse Pointe landmark. This
year's theme is “American
Patchwork Quilt” and planting
days are scheduled for mid-May.
Co-chairmen for the gardens are
Ann Hathaway, Pam Morris and
Dottie Westfall.

Arbor Day is traditionally the
last week of April (Friday, April
28 this year) and is often ob
served by school classes who
plant trees on the school grounds
and by wonderful organizations
like the Grosse Pointe Shade
Tree Council. That group’s ex-
tensive lihrary of tree informa-
tion is part of the reference li-
brary of garden books at the
Grosse Pointe Garden Center.

Anyone who would like to
help with the planting of the
newly landscaped new entrance
to Neff Park in Grosse Pointe
City will be welcome. The lake.
front park has small {lower heds
as well, which need loving hands
with green thumbs. Call Council-
woman Susan Wheeler at 884-
9631 for more information.

We should, thanks to all this
horticultural endeavor, be a
flower show community all sum-
mer, and perhaps will be known
as “Flower City” in the days to
come.

‘Quilts: Object & Inspiration’ on display

The Paint Creek Center for
the Arts (PPCA), 407 Pine, Roch-
ester, presents "“Quilts: Object &
Inspiration” through April 28 in
the main gallery.

This exhibition features the
work of four fiber artists: Rose-
mary Bathurst of Ann Arbor;
Carole Beach of Grosse Pointe;
Jo Ann Giordano of Royal Qak;
and Marianne McCann of Oak
Park.

All four of these contemporary
artists have been inspired by
some aspect of traditional quilt-
making.

Bathurst’s works are contem-
porary interpretations of the tra-
ditional Flying Geese pattern.

Giordano illustrates the ex
pressive aspect of quilt-making.
Traditional quilts were not
merely decorative but also ex-
pressive of their makers’ hopes
and dreams, Giordano collects
images from Oriental art to mod-

McCann draws on the recy-
cling aspect of traditional quilts,
the saving and sewing together
of scrap materials. She incorpo-
rates houschold trash materials
(shopping bags  bottle caps,
candy wrappers) into her textiles
and makes something beautiful
from something discarded.

It was only fitting that Dawn

Martin signed her binding Na-
tional Letter of Intent to become
a Volunteer during National
Volunteer Week.

Martin, from University Lig-
gett School, signed on to become

the latest addition to Coach

Martin, 17, inked the official pa-
pers on April 13 in the ULS li-
brary.

“Right now 1 feel a lot of
pride,’ said Martin's mother,
Jahn, moments before her

Do they have a class for
this?”

Martin, who is a four-time sin-
gles state champion, became
ULS’ second player to earn a
four-year scholarship to a Divi-
sion I school. John Yancey, now

playing at Kentucky, was the
first in 1988.

“This is a tremendous occa-
sion, not only for Dawn, but for
her mother, too,” said ULS Ath-
letic Director and tennis coach
Bob Wood. “It’'s a reward for
hard work and sacrifices that
Dawn has made over the years
and it couldn’t have happened to
a nicer young lady.”

Martin selected Tennessee
over Clemson, Vanderbilt and
Kentucky.

In her two years at ULS, Mar-
tin touched the hearts of many,
but maybe none more than
Wood’s.

“We will miss Dawn,” Wood,
who’s been at ULS for 24 years,
said. “Dawn and 1 have been
very close since the first day she
arrived on campus. I look at her
as another daughter and [ al
ways will.”

To that, Jahn Martin said,
“You should, she’s over at your
house enough.”

All kidding aside, Martin’s ac-
complishments are many:

¢ A threetime Prince All-
Amerian.

e In her senior year at the
state finals, she never lost a
game in four matches, and also
became the only girl in the state
to ever be crowned a state cham-
pion four times.

¢ Is ranked 33rd in the na-
tion’s 18-and-under classification.

¢ Has helped her team win its
eighth and ninth consecutive
state titles.

“This is a big time in my life,”
Dawn Martin said. “It’s time
now to finish high school and
move on to college.”

Not only did the signing end
the speculation as to where she’d

play college tennis, but it also
put a stop to the bulk mail and
numerous phone calls from hope-
ful colleges — something Dawn
has had to handle since age 9.

“She got her first letter when
she was 9 years old,” said Jahn.
“She received it from Wesleyan
College.”

Since then Martin has filled
numerous ring binders with
more than a couple hundred let-
ters, but now those letters can be
tossed away.

“I started out with a list of 20
schools (that 1 would look at to
play),” she said. “It came down
to ‘do I want to go far away, or a
little way from home?”

The sorting of feelings and the
deliberations with her mom be-
came a tedious job that Martin
was ready to fire herself from.

“It was time for me to make
my decision,” she said. “1 was
very confused at times as to
what | wanted to do, but now it’s
all over.”

And just beginning.

“I've reached one of my goals
and that was to get a tennis
scholarship,” Martin said. “It’s
time to move on in my tennis
career and see how far I can go.”

Martin has entertained
thoughts of joining the profes-
sional circuit, but earning a de-
gree in medicine is first.

“Probably not,” she said when
asked if she’d buck the scholar-
ship and turn pro. “What's
ahead now is my college degree.”

Her mother agrees.

“College is always first for
Dawn,” she said, “and then if
she wants to turn pro and try
her hand at that, then I'll sup-
port her but she's got to have an
education first.”

is tarnished. In an instant, a
nation’s ecstasy turned to an-
guish.

Competitive athletes al-
ways strive to attain the lim-
its of their potential. Re-
cently, in order to obtain a
competitive edge, many young
athletes have begun using
anabolic steroids in hopes of
enhancing their size and
strength.  This problem is
found at the professional, col-
lege and even the high school
level. In a survey of prospec-
tive 1984 United States
Olympic hopefuls, when given
the choice of utilizing an ergo-
genic aid that would provide
an opportunity to obtain a
gold medal knowing that this
would adversely affect their
life span by 10 years, a vast
majority of athletes opted for
these aids.

Widespread use seen

Anabolic steroid use among
athletes first became popular

Anes

Steroids: A contemporary Pandora’s box

in the 1950s following reports
of use by Russian weightlif-
ters at the Helsinki Olympic
games. Their use has now
grown to almost epidemic pro-
portions, with utilization by
weightlifters, body builders,
track athletes and football
players. Recent reports sug-
gest that approximately 50
percent of professional football
players in strength positions
use these steroids. These
agents escape detection with
various dosing programs and
masking agents.

These drugs represent an
effort to develop increased
muscle bulk and strength
Anecdotal evidence suggests
that this may, in fact, happen.
During training, these ath-
letes believe they can achieve
an enhanced level of perfor-
mance. There are emotional
changes toward aggressive
behavior that take place with
the use of these agents. This
feeling of invincibility often

translates into more produc
tive and intensive Lraining
sessions.

Studies to investigate the
true biological effects of mega-
dose steroid use among com-
petitive athletes are intrinsi-
cally limited secondary to
ethical considerations. Im-
provements in athletic perfor-
mance may be secondary to
actual physiologic and meta-
bolic effects of steroids, per-
ceived placebo effects, or moti-
vational changes seen in
athletes given these andro-
gens.

Possible side effects

The side effects of anabolic
steroids are a source of much
debate and uncertainty. It is a
potentially frightening reali-
zation that our current under-
standing of the chronic side
effects of a steroid use are

based on relatively low dose
usage, not the megadose
being utilized by today's ath-
letes.

Evidence shows that these
steroids may cause impaired
liver function and may in-
crease the risks of coronary
heart disease which may be
irreversible with potentially
lethal complications. These
hormones also adversely af-
fect male potency.

In children, these agents
will prematurely end bone
growth. Finally, recent stud-
ies suggest potentially cancer
causing effects as well as
harmful effects to a develop-
mg fetus.

Regardless of the medical
risks involved, and in the in-
terest of fairness, is it ethical
to sell one’s soul to the devil
to enhance athletic perfor-
mance? The blame does not
solely rest with the athletes.
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The large salaries and other
significant influences have
overstressed the importance
of winning. With the rewards
for winning being so great,
many athletes may feel com-
pelled to use anabolic ster-
oids, if only to keep up with
the fetlow competitors.

Education is key

Because efforts to curb ster-
oid use through testing and
disqualification have thus far
met with only limited success,
it is felt that to discourage
their use, the education of
athletes, coaches and the gen-
eral public is paramount. All
that glitters is not gold.
Sooner or later the piper has
to be paid!

When food

becomes poison

In a word, it's addiction. Alco-
holics grab the bottle while peo-
ple with eating disorders grab
food — in an attempt for comfort,
satisfaction, celebration and pun-
ishment.

Food addiction, compulsive ov-
ereating, anorexia and bulimia
— whether they are connected
with celebrities like Karen Car-
penter or your next door neigh-
bor, eating disorders are a wide-
spread problem.

What are eating
disorders?

“Eating disorders are psychol-
ogical problems in which food is
turned to {or away from, as in
the case of anorexia) as a means

of coping with emotions, stress
and anxiety,” says Dr. Judith
Brisman, co-author of the book
“Surviving an Eating Disorder.
New Perspectives and Strategies
for Family and Friends.” “Eat-
ing disorders cause people to
withdraw from the outside world
to an isolating world of food,”
Brisman added.

Just what constitutes an eat-
ing disorder? Dr. Brisman de-
fines the following signs:

1) Eating, dieting or purging
rule your day-to-day life; deci-
sions about where to go, what to
do, and who you go with are in-
fluenced by what you will or wil}
not eat.

2) You are obsessed with look-
ing thinner or maintaining a low
weight.

3) You are driven fo eat even
if you are not physically hungry.

4) You only enjoy some of
what you eat; you feel guilty
about most of the foods you con-
sume.

5) You eat when you are anx-
ious, upset, worried, or even ex-
cited or happy. (You would
rather eat during these times
than talk to a family member or
friend).

6) Food or dieting is interfer-
ing with your life.

The well-known
disorders

“In the last decade, the in-
crease in anorexia nervosa and
bulimia nervosa has been dra-
matic,” reported the January is-
sue of International Journal of
Eating Disorders. Today, anor-
exia is said to occur as often as 1
in 100 in vulnerable populations
such as high schools and col-
leges. The report also found that
bulimia nervosa, the act of bing-
ing/purging, is now the most
common eating disorder; four to
five percent of female college
freshman have a history of it.

According to Dr. Phyllis
Abramson, a certified cating dis-
order counselor and Diet Center
operator, anorexia nervosa is of-
ten signified by a weight loss

which has a person weighing 20
to 25 percent below ideal body
weight, whether by self-starva-
tion or other means of depriva-
tion.

“We do know that about 10
percent of the people with anor-
exia will die of it,” said Abram-
son.

Unlike anorexics, bulimics
employ various methods of binge
eating and therefore, turn to self:
induced vomiting, and laxative
and diuretic abuse to help them-
selves lose weight. “It is not un-
common for somebody who is
bulimic to have other kinds of
cross problems like compulsive
gambling and spending,” said
Abramson.

Just recently, researchers have
found that bulimia appears to be
linked to low levels of the hor-
mone cholecystokinin, which
gives the feeling of fullness after
eating. Dr. Thomas Geracioti, of
the National Institutes of Mental
Health, found levels of the hor-
mone two times lower in pa-
tients who had bulimia than in
those who did not.

The unadmitted
addictions

Anorexia and bulimia have re-
ceived a lot of attention in the
past few years. However, the

majority of people are unfamiliar
with what doctors call a new
form of bulimia — compulsive
overeating-exercising.

This form of eating behavior
has become prevalent today, es-
pecially among athletes.

A study of the top 83 female
runners in the country found 25
percent of them had eating disor-
ders and that uncontrolled eat-
ing was the most frequent one.
The compuisive overeater-exer-
ciser binges, then tries to com-
pensate by over-exercising. He/
she grabs a bicycle instead of
laxatives to fight weight gain.
Compulsive overeating-exercis-
ing can turn into addiction if the
person is not treated — compul-
sion is the first step to addiction.

The Roman philosopher Lucre-
tius said, “What is food to one
man may be fierce poison to
others.” How true this is when
you consider the fact that food
can be a substance addiction just
like alcohol, caffeine, nicotine,
salt and sugar.

“We can turn anything into
an addiction, whether it’s a sub-
stance, process, or person,” say
Diane Fassel and Anne Wilson
Schaef, authers of “The Addic-

tive Organization.” “This is be-
cause the purpose of addiction is
to put a buffer between ourselves
and our awareness. An addict
becomes so preoccupied with
feeding his addiction that he has
no leftover energy for other as-
pects of life.”

Food addiction, if untreated,
can be every bit as destructive to
life as any other addiction. Not
only can it be a contributing fac-
tor to obesity, it can lead to se-
vere respiratory and circulatory
problems as well.

Eating disorders are serious
physical/psychological conditions
with life-threatening potential.
As such, they should not be ig-
nored or self-treated. It is hard to
distinguish between disorder,
addiction or compulsion, and di-
agnosis should be determined
and treated by a professional.

If you feel you or someone in
your family may have a prob-
lem, start with a visit to your
personal physician or your
child’s pediatrician. Your doctor
can then refer you to those who
specialize in eating disorders.
