Stranger who sav

As the Nazi Gestapo smashed
in 2 church door in the middle of
the night during World War 11
to take Emanuel Tanay to his
doath, the young boy hid in the
hellows of the church organ.

It was the first of many close
calls for the boy, now a Grosse
Pointe Park restdent and a noted
psychiatrist, and Stefan Jagod-
zinski, then a stranger, now his
triend.

Jagradzinski, a member of the
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Polish underground, was em-
ployed at a German munitions
plant near the Polish eity of Kra-
kow where he and associates did
what they could to sabotage ma-
chinery, start fires and halt pre-
duction of the German war ma-

chine.
When  fellow  underground
members  were  discovered  and

taken away by the Nazis, Jago-
szinski fled, never looking back.
As a suspected member of the
underground, Jagodzinski was a
marked man. When he agreed to

help the young Tanay, the pair
underwent a series of life-threat-
ening events in which they lived
on false papers and fought to
stay alive.

“Stefan is a hero,” Tanay said.
“His cournge to care saved my
life.”

Tanay, born in Poland to Jew-
ish parents, was marked for ex-
termination by the Nazis “for
the crime of being born,” he
said.

His parents placed him in the
ancient monastery of  Mogila,

near Krakow, to elude the Ge-
stapo. ‘The day after the unsuc-
cessful search, Tanay was taken
by a friend to Jagodzinski who
rented a room in a small cottage.

“Stefan not only helped me,
but provided assistance to my
mother and sister who also lived
on false papers,” Tanay said.
“On a few occasions he entered
the camp where my father was
being held by the Nazis in an ef-
fort to rescue him.”

Tanay translated for Jagodzin-
ki, who doesn’t speak English,

as both told of their reallife
drama that began during the
early occupation of Poland by
the Nazis.

Hitler convinced the German
people that the road to economic
and social recovery was the ehim-
ination of the Jews. The Holo-
caust left six  million  people
dead.

“At the time,” Tanay said,
“many were not aware that the
Nazis were systematically exter-
minating Jewish people. In Po-
land, Jews were forced to wear
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white armbands with a blue Star
of David.

*“Once they were captured and
imprisoned, numbers were tat-
tooed onto the skin. No one
cared about a person’s name.”

As the 14-year-old boy stayed
in the room posing as Jagodzin-
ski's nephew, nearby residents
began to suspect otherwise.

“We  discovered  repeatedly
that many Poles were sympa-
thetic to the Nazis, and helped

Smith maintains the City be-
came an independent entity in
1889. Her reference source is “A

Map and History of Grosse
Pointe” by the Kenneth L.
Moore Co., which was most

likely published around 1940.

Smith refers to a chronological
entry for 1889 that states
“Grosse Pointe Village (later to
become the Farms) was extended
south to Cadicux.”

Smith said the 1889 date
should be used because that is
when the arca now known. as
the City of Gresse Pointe fell
under the jurisdiction of a vil-
lage rather than a township.

The mayor. however. pointed
out that Smith document also
shows a significant entry under
1893 that could justify using
1993 as the centennial vear. The
1893 entry states:

Pit bull ruling delayed

A decision to throw out a
Woaods ban on pit bulls and re-
lated breeds has been delayed by
the judge ruling on its constitu-
tionality,

Judge Kaye Tertzag of the
Wayne County Circuit Court has
sot a date of Oct. 16 to rule on
the merits of the ordinance, ac-
cording to George Catlin, Woods
city attorney. The delay is due to
a hackload of cases, he said,

The ordinance, adopted by the
Woods City Council Oct. 3, 1988,
states that pit bulls and related
breeds are banned within the

city limits,

Specifically. the ordinance
bans bull terriers, pit bull ter-
riers, Staffordshire bull terriers,
American Staffordshire bull ter
riers. American pit bull terriers
or any related breed.

The ordinance also bans any
dogs which have the appearance
Or possess any characteristics of
any of the above breeds.

The o-dinance is being chal-
lenged by Woods resident and
pit bull owner Rosemary Mul-
leavy, Catlin said.

The policy is:

Disorderly parties

A supervisor will respond to
all complaints of disorderly par-
ties.

The homeowner or the person
in charge of the party will be
identified. If any violations are
observed, as many of the guests
as possible will be identified for
possible  prosecution.  Evidence
will be confiscated.

If an adult (17 years or older)
is in charge, a citation may be
issued or a warrant obtained.

If a juvenile is in charge, a ci-
tation may be issued with the
court date marked “to be noti-
fied.” The officer will locate the
parents and a detective may re-
quest a warrant against the par-
ents.

If juveniles are obviously un-
der the influence of intoxicants,
they may be transported to the

station. Their parents will be
contacted and they may be re-
leased to parents or to a respon-
sible person. In severe cases, hos-
pital treatment may be required.
The incident will be assigned
to the Youth Officer/Detective
Bureau for follow up. The officer
will personally contact the party-
giver, his’her parents, and the
people identified at the party. If
aleohol and drugs were present
at the party, and the subjects
were under 21, parents will be
contacted and the case will be
turned over to the city attorney
for warrant recommendations,

Minors in possession
in a public place

Minors who are in possession
of alcohol in a public place will
be issued citations. Evidence will
he confiscated. A follow-up by
the Youth Officer/Detective Bu-
reau will be made to parents in-
forming them of their child’s in-
volvement.

The male resident then went
into the kitchen and asked the
intruder what he was doing
there. The suspect then charged
at the resident, but the 23-year-
old resident was quicker and
knocked the man to the floor.

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$1,000 reward offered for arrest of oil spiller

Several tips have been called
in since a $1,000 reward was of-
fered last week for information
leading to the arrest of those re-
sponsible for dumping the hun-
dreds of gallons of asphalt in the
Milk River sewer system.

Also, an unconfirmed report
from a Grosse Pointe Woods offi-
cial states that the county knows
who dumped the asphalt into a
storm sewer, but the official did
not state who the suspected per-
50N Or COMmpuny was.

Wayne County Public Works
Director James Murray, the sen-
ior county official handling the
investigation of  the oil spill,
could not be reached to confirm
whether the county does in fact
know who the dumper was.

Meanwhile, officials for Citi-
zens Crimie Watceh, the organiza-
tion offering the reward, are wrg-
ing anyone with information to
call its 24-howr hotline at 1-800-
8222.911. All callers  remain
anonymous and the reward will

“Ed Hickey was a man with a
thousand close friends,” said Ar-
thur Cerrve, one of E.J. Hickey
1I's closest fiiends.

“He was a good listener — al-
ways there and caring. And he
cared more than just how you
looked in a nice suit.”

Hickey died May 31 at home
of a heart attack. Services were
held June 3 at St. Paul Catholic
Church.

be paid if the caller’s tip leads to
an arrest. The reward is not de-
pendent upon conviction.

“We don't want to know whe
they (the tipsters) are,” said
Sandy Howard, program coordi-
nator for Citizens Crime Watch.
“We don't even want to know
their association with them (the
crime suspects being reported).
We don't even ask. As long as
we can get them (eriminal sus-
peets) ofl the street. That's what
counts.”

Howard said this is the first
oil-spill case in which the organi-
zation has offered a reward. She
said the Southfield-based organi-
zation normally offers rewards
for violent-crime suspeets, such
as for rape, murder, major thefts
and those on the FBI's and De-
troit’s 10 most wanted lists,

As a navigator aboard the
USS President Adams, Hickey
saw battle in Guadalcanal and
New Guinea. The attack troop
transport was among the first in
the fleet to enter Chinese waters
and the cities of Nan King and
Shanghai.

After the war, he returned to
Grosse Pointe and began work-
ing at the E.J. Hickey Co. at
1431 Washington Bivd. in De-
troit. His grandfather founded
the exclusive men’s clothing

storm sewer and the eriminal ac
tion of not reporting it war
ranted the organization to ofler
an award.

On June 1, county oflicials he
gan clean-up operations at the
pump station at Parkview and
Marter in Grosse Pointe Woods.
Officials said up to 1,000 gallons
of a tarlike emulsion used in
asphalting roads  was  dumped
into a storm drain serving the
Milk River dirainage area, which

includes  Grosse Pointe Woods,
Harper Woods and a portion of
southeastern Macomb County.

About 200 gallons of the as-
phalt emulsion escaped over the
pump stations outdoor retention
basin and  into the remaining
Milk River channel that empties
in the Woods' municipal park.
The bottoms of boats in the har-
hor became covered and stained
with il residue.

While county officials are in-
vestigating  the spill; those at
Cltizens Crime Watch hope the
anonymous reward will convince
someone to come forward.

“There are always people who
know something,” Spreen said,
“and I'm sure somebody knows
whao did this.”

Howard explained that all
callers’ identities are protected
by Citizens Crime Watch, which
wix founded in 1987 She said
the organization  doesn’t  even

ask for a name, telephone num-
ber or address of the caller.

Each caller is given a number.
When an arrest is made, the
caller notifies Citizens Crime
Watch and arrangements are
made for paying the $1,000 re-
ward. Howard would not go into
details how the payment transac-
tion is made, but she emphasized
the anonymity is maintained

throughout the process. Even if

the caller volunteers his name, it
is not used or given to police.

As soon as a tip is called in,
Citizens Crime Watch notifies
the appropriate authorities. How-
ard and Spreen said the organi-
zation has an excellent working
relationship with law enforce-
ment officials and agencies
throughout the state.

One reason for the organiza-
tion’s good rappert with law en-
forcement is that Spreen has

2 tax-boost
options called
2 small mice

fter months of attempts to reform
AMichigan's system of financing pub-

lic education, the Legislature ap-
pears to have produced two small mice,
which surely is one way to describe the
two tax-hike options that the solons have
voted to put on the ballot next Nov. 7.

Proposal A would raise the state sales
tax from 4 percent to 4.5 percent, use the
$400 million in new revenue to holster the
school aid fund, slightly raise the per-pupil
expenditures in the state’s poorer school
districts but provide no property tax relief.

Proposal B would raise the sales tax
from 4 percent to 6 percent, increase state
aid to schools about $468 million a year
and cut homeowners property taxes 37 per-
cent on the average and business taxes
about 22 percent.,

In addition, it would impose a statewide
14-mill tax on business property and 9
mills on residential and agricultural prop-
erty with the revenue to be distributed
among the districts. Local districts would
have the option of approving 4 additional
mills in the future.

Neither plan appears to do much to close
the gap in per-pupil spending between the
wealthier and the poorer districts, which
presumably was one of the reasons the
Legislature began considering revisions of
the school financing plan in the first place.

The reason we describe the options as
mice is that neither one appears to have
enough strength to win state passage. We
think it is ridiculous for the legislators to
offer both proposals to the public when
they themselves were unable to agree on
which is the better route to go.

In fact, a third alternative still exists
which might be called the Engler plan.
Sen. John Engler, the Mount Pleasant Re-
publican who is the Senate majority leader
and is expected to challenge Gov. James
Blanchard next year, thinks the Legisla-
ture should use most of an anticipated
$300 million surplus to beef up school fi-
nancing.

Engler is not going to support either of
the legislative options and instead will

urge the defeat of both. He thinks the Leg-
islature passed the buck to the people by
approving both proposals. He obviously
also thinks he has a ready-made issue on
which to challenge Gov. Blanchard who
supports Proposal A.

News reports indicate that the Michigan
State Chamber of Commerce will cam-
paign against both proposals while the
Michigan Manufacturers Association re-
portedly will support the plan calling for a
half-cent increase in the sales tax. The
Michigan Education Association is ex-
pected to support one of the two options
but has not yet decided which it would be.

With the legislators as well as the spe-
cial interests already divided to such an
extent, it is unlikely that either of the bal-
lot options will be enacted. If that turns
out to be an accurate prediction, Engler
will have been right in saying that the
Legislature passed the buck on the school
spending reform issue back to the people.

But if the governor’s leadership on the

controversial issue can be faulied, so, too,
must be Engler’s leadership except, per-
haps, by those, such as the members of the
Chamber of Commerce, who oppose any
increase in any kind of taxes for schools at
this time.

With two options on the ballot in Nov-
ember, voters will be able to cast their bal-
lots for or against one or both proposals. If
both win a majority, which currently ap-
pears to be unlikely, the plan with the
largest number of voters would become
law.

While the impact of the plans on the
Grosse Pointe district is not yet clear, The
Detroit News reported that the current
Grosse Pointe District rate of 31.35 mills
would be reduced to 26.72 mills under Pro-
posal B. If the report is accurate, the dis-
trict later would have the option of voting
up to another four mills in taxes, which
would bring the total to 30.72 mills. How-
ever, neither figure includes the 2.2 mill
increase just voted on June 12,

Just what position the school board will
take on the proposals is not yet known.
Proposal A does not appear to affect the
district much if at all, but Proposal B
would cap the current property millage
levy and might also cost the district some
of the state aid it now receives. Under the
circumstances, it is doubtful the board
would support Proposal B unless it pro-
vides benefits to Grosse Pointe that are not
known at the present time.
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Grosse Pointe honors Arnie

rosse Pointe’s contingent of Arnie’s
G.Army on Father's Day welcomed

Arnold Palmer back to the Country
Club of Detroit where he won his first na-
tional title, the U.S. amateur, 35 years
ago.
True, it had been a great week for sports
in Detroit with the Pistons returning home
with their National Basketball Association
championship and the Detroit Grand Prix
attracting huge crowds. But Pointers and
other Michiganians who long have savored
the role the Country Club played in start-
ing Palmer on his notable career were de-
lighted to see and applaud him again.
The occasion was the dedication of a
plaque near the 18th hole which was mem-
orable for two shots Palmer made in win-
ning the 1954 championship. In the semi-
finals, he saved par by making a
miraculous chip shot that enabled him to
play extra holes to enter the final round.
In the finals against Robert Sweeney, Pal-
mer played a fabulous four-iron 14 feet

from the hole on the same 18th green.

For Palmer, that victory was the key that
made 1954 the turning point in his life, he
told a crowd of 500 well-wishers that in-
cluded old friends, fellow competitors from
the 1954 tournament and golfing addicts
from the Country Club. In 1954, he met
and later eloped with Winnie, now his wife
of almost 35 years, and turned profes-
sional after gaining his fust major title
here.

Now gray, nearing his own 60th birthday
and a father himself who is playing chiefly
on the Senior Tour, Palmer seemed to en-
joy reliving the events of 1954 as much as
his hosts did. And like most golf tourna-
ments and exhibitions, the dedication
served two worthy causes in addition to
memorializing a notable event for golfers.
The event was also a fundraiser for Cot-
tage Hospital’s expanded Physical Therapy
department and the Evans Scholarship
Fund at the Country Ciub.

The wave of the future?

s a result of the success it claims in
Aa test program, Whittle Communi-

cations expeets to offer a daily 12-
minute, advertising-sponsored TV  news
broadcast under the name of Channel One
to public schools throughout the country
starting next year.

The proposal sounds innocuous but seme
educators, rescarchers and school adminis-
trators in various states have raised ques-
tions about the idea of selling news to stu-
dents through advertising just as programs
aimed at the general public do.

In fact, New York state through the
state Board of Regents has just voted
unanimeusly to prohibit  commercially
sponsored television programs in the public
schools. The regents said the Channel One
program would violate the state constitu
tion's provisions against using school prop-
erty for private gain.

In California, another small roadblock to
the Whittle program was erected. The su-
perintendent of cducation declared that if
public schools accept the Whittle broad-
casts, they would lose a small amount of
state aid, the equivalent of two minutes’
worth a day which corresponds to the
length of the commercials in the news pro-
gram.

In Michigan, Dctroits Mumford High
School took part in the test and the recep-
tion appearced to be favorable but some of
the approval seemed to be based on Whit
tle's offer to loan video recorders, television
sets and other equipment to the participat-
ing schools.

Some supporters of the Whittle idea
have said that they see little difference be-
tween the Channel One plan and news-
papers and magazines which offer students
free or cutrate subseriptions to publica-
tions used in the classroom. One critic
said, however, that the Whittle contract
requires that students he shown the com-
mercials while students are not required to

read advertising in the print media.

The Whittle firm, which is partly owned
by Time magazine, stresses the hundreds
of thousands of dollars worth of satellite
and video equipment it would lend to the
schools. There’s no doubt about that appeal
in view of the fiscal difficulties that pre-
vent many schools from acquiring such
equipment on their own.

The more important questions, however,
are whether the commercial sponsorship of
daily TV news broadcasts in the schools
will tend to increase the commercial con-
tent of other school programs, give an un-
fair advantage to advertisers who win
spots on the Whittle program and offer ad-
vertisers a captive youth audience that is
unlikely to be as well-informed or as criti-
cal as adult viewers are.

The jury is still out on those questions
but one answer was provided by a New
York regent, Mimi Levin Licber, who said:
“It’s hard to believe that the media center
of the world cannot find a way to provide
kids with first-class news broadcasts that
are not interrupted with commercial en-
dorsements.”

Whittle contends that students who
watched its Channel One programs scored
better on current affairs tests than stu-
dents who had not watched them but a
Columbia Journalism Review experiment
showed no gains for Channel One viewers
on such tests.

More important, the Review’s resecarcher
also warned, “Rather than whetting teen-
agers’ appetite for news, Channel One may
further blunt their tolerance for complex-
ity.” And, she concluded, “Kids who are
fed a diet of cotton candy are not likely to
develop a taste for whole wheat.”

That's not much of a recommendation for
Channel One even though it is being sold
as part of the wave of the future in educa-
tion.

No one in marketing ever
succeeded by giving the con-
sumer what he does not
want.

Defeat school amendment in fall

Our fears have been realized.
The legislature placed two con-
stitutional amendment questions
on the ballot, one of which has
the potential of destroying our
schools.

1 fought the proposal as many
wavs as | could, trying to amend
it and working, speaking and
voting against it. We were not
even allowed to speak on amend-
ments or get votes on them. The
skids were greased.

This latest and last proposal
would submit to the voters two
mutually exclusive ballot ques-
tions. The first would be a half:
cent for education. pure and sim-
ple. That one is not a problem
for our schools, but it alse pro-
vides no property relief.

The second issue on the ballot
is the problem. It ix a 2 cent
sales tax and property tax revi
sion proposal concocted by Reps.
Oxender and Nve. only the lat-
est version is even worse. The
“old” Oxender-Nye proposal was
awful for Grosse Pointe. It would
have taken away our ability to
raise sufficient local revenue to
fund owr schools at whatever
level we chose, but it at least al
lowed us to vote 4 mills hevond
state mandated mills and to vote
a local income tax for our
schools. But part of our property
tax, a major part. would go to
the state. The new proposal 1s
even worse because it deleted
the income tax option. so we
would have less ability to maimn
tain excellence localiy.

The terrible aspect, however,
of the Oxender-Nye proposil,
Amendment 2 in what the legrs
lature passed. ix the jeopardy
placed us in, that the legislature
could deny us state aid on which
we would be made dependent by
the amendment. or worse. i
comt might order the state to
see to it that no district has any
more resources than any other,
That would be the end of excel
lence and cducational leadership
and the heginning of a terrible
universal mediocrity.

Why so many legislators re-
fuse to understand the need is to

All valet licenses must be re-
newed annually and renewal is
subject to the same rules as the
original application.

Any person violating any of
the rules of the ordinance, upon
conviction, may be fined up to
$500 andior 90 days in jail.

Fach day that a violation con-
tinues will be considered a sepa-
rate oflense by city officials.

Soluk said the ordinance is not
mtended to regulate temporary
valet  services in  residential
areas, but instead is aimed at
contralling  permanent
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Pointes, where the lake moder:
ates temperatures and allows for
a greater variety of trees, Abbs
said. He said the lake effect en-
joyed here is similar to what
makes the west side of the state
a good place to grow fruit. While
most of Michigan is in the Zone
4 planting area, the land alony
Lakes St. Clair and Erie and the
west coast of Lake Michigan is
classified Zone 5, which is the
typical of southern Illinois, Indi-
ana and Ohio.

At the spring tree sales, the
Beautification Commission offers
a couple of trees, usually a shade
tree variety and an ornamental
tree. This year, Winter King
hawthorns, which bear a bright
red miniature fruit into the win-
ter months, and zelkovas were
sold.

Abbs, who describes himself as
a “tree nut,” is quite proud of
how zelkova trees have done in
the Pointes. He said that several
years ago he donated a zelkova
tree to Bon Secours Hospital,
which is across the street from
his home on Cadieux. At the
time, everyone said the zelkova
wouldn’t grow in the Pointes,
but Abbs proved them wrong
and the zelkova at Bon Secours
thrived.

Zelkovas were planted as a
street tree for the first time in
the Park in 1988 and thrived de-
spite last summer’s drought.

Theft suspect

Abbs suid another member of
the commission who works to
promote trees in the Park s Al
Mazur. He said Mazur is the elm
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planted in Park this spring

expert who has helped protect
and save the remaining elms
which were such an important
part of Grosse Pointes.

While trees are Abbs and Ma-
au's main interests, Abbs s
quick to point out that the Beau-
ttication Commission 1s not a
two-man show. He said all mem-
bers help out with distributing
wrees during the annual tree sale
and with the Arbor Day Awards.

Abbs sometimes  gets  disap-
puinted to see trees dying in the
Park for lack of care. He said
most cases of dead trees are on
property where the lawns recelve
little attention.

“[1's the care a tree gets that
makes a difterence,” Abbs said.

Grosse Pointe Park resident
Sally Reynolds once dreamed of
a career in radio and on Broad-
way. A trip to New York City
helped her attain her goal of
working in the theater, but on a
different scale.

As a fresh-faced young tal-
ented woman, Reynolds went to
New York to audition for a part
— any part.

While waiting for the inter-
view, she met Raymond Massey
who happened to be walking by.
They talked.

“He told me that talented peo-
ple are a dime a dozen in New
York and that 1 should take my
talents and put them to work at
home,” Reynolds remembers
fondly.

Back in Grosse Pointe where
she grew up, Reynolds took the
talents she had developed at
Michigan State University
where she majored in theater
and education and put them to
work at Liggett School where
she taught for a few years.

She directed some students in
theater productions there and
was bit by the bug. She then got
her master’s degree in children’s
theater, which at the time was a
new science.

Then in 1954 she decided to
use her talent, and with support
from the War Memorial, the
Neighborhoed Club and other
area civic groups, she started
Grosse Pointe Children’s Thea-
tre.

She began with 12 students
and the first show they did was
“The Enchanted Christmas
Tree.”

“It was like one big beautiful
family,” she said. “It still is.”

That was 140 major produc-
tions ago. Her theater is the old-
est children’s theater in the
state, and possibly the country,
she said.

Reynolds figures that not
counting the special shows the
group has done at libraries, sen-
ior citizen homes, churches,
malls and community centers,
she has presided at more than
2,100 performances.

At an average of 300 people
per show, (not including the
smaller shows) more than 63,000
people have seen a Sally Rey-
nolds production. She also esti-
mates that close to 6,000 local
children have trodden the boards
under her direction. She even
took a group of students to Por-
tugal in 1967 to perform.

“It started out with just kids
from Grosse Pointe and now I
have them from Southfield,
Windsor, Detroit, the west side,
everywhere,” she said.

And of those 6,000 children,
she sees Grosse Pointe Child-
ren’s Theater alumni acting on
soap operas, on Broadway and
other professional theater; there
are theater professors, directors,
producers, opera singers and the
list goes on. That doesn’t include
the number of doctors, lawyers,
company executives and others
she has met through her work.

“I love them all,” she said.

In 35 years, what has changed
in the theater is what has
changed in the world.

“Children today know too
much,” she said. “1 really feel
the world is so caught up in it
self, there is no longer any time
to relate to those around them.
They have become little mari-
onettes and robots where the
thinking is done for them.

“Children are precious little
things. There's a lot of hate in
the world and sometimes that
hate comes from the kids not lik-
ing themselves. Children’s thea-
ter is a beautiful vehicle to get
children to love themselves and
each other. And to love God. 1
stress love of God because he's
the one who gave them their tal-
ents. They should use those tal-
ents to bring happiness and joy
to other people.”

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Proud heritage: Buick and its golden-age beginnings

“The Riviera is back,” pro-
claimed the billboards heralding
the 89 Buick Riviera.

It “recaplures the look and
foel of our best Rivieras of the
past, it also takes a step into the
future,” said Buick General
Manager Edward H. Mertz.

“We wanted to give the car a
feeling of muscular grace,” said
William L. Porter, chief de-
signer, Buick Exterior Studio
No. 1.

And, in fact, the 89 Buick
Riviera does harken back to De-
troit’s golden age when each
new model was longer and more
luxurious than the last.

The Riv has had its ups and
downs over the vears and the '89
is one of the ups. Billed as
Buick’s prestige personal luxury
coupe, the '89 is indeed distinc-
tively styled, an important ele-
ment of such an automobile. It
replaced a car that looked like
many other Buicks — and a lot
of other General Motors cars, for
that matter.

But the '89 Riviera is distinc-
tive. Built at Cadillac’s Detroit-
Hamtramck Assembly Plant
{Poletown) on the same line with
its sister cars Oldsmobile Toron-
ado and Cadillac Eldorado, it no
longer looks like them. In fact, a
new automatic welding robogate
was installed just for the Riviera
because it is so different.

The '89 Riviera not only looks
different from the 88, it boasts
improved handling as a result of
refinements to the Buick Dynar-
ide suspension, revised upper
rear strut mounts for improved
road isolation and new engine
mounts that reduce vibration
and torque steer.

Torque steer can be a problem
on front-drive cars with powerful
engines, but there is no trace of
it on the '89 Riviera, even
though its 3800 V-6 engine
moves the car with authority.

The Milk River channel does
not flow. It is blocked at both
ends and acts as an overflow ba-
sin for sewer systems in Grosse
Pointe Woods and parts of Har-
per Woods.

During normal conditions, all
sewage in the system flows to
the treatment plant in Detroit.
But because Grosse Pointe
Woods and Harper Woods have a
combined system for storm
drains and sewage, the system is
frequently flooded by heavy rain-
water.

Both the rainwater and raw
sewage are held in a catch basin
at the Mitk River pumping sta-
tionn. at Marter Road and Park-
way in the Woods.

The water in the Milk River
basin is then pumped directly
into Lake St. Clair, via the
Lakefront Park marina.

Some possible solutions for the
basin include a plan for aeration

One day while Tanay hid in
the room waiting for Jagodzinski
to return, he noticed that the
cottage was surrounded by Pol-
ish police.

Tanay managed 1o jump a
train bound for Krakow (about
eight miles away) and met up
with Jagodzinski there.

Once inside, Jagodzinski gave
Tanay’s father letters and mes-
sages from his family.

“The
war brought out the worst and
the best in people. Many helped
me, even some of the high-rank-
ing German officers.”

Parts of the resolution read:
“The story of Stefan Jagodzinski
and Dr. Tanay is one of courage
and commitment to ideals that
are larger than life itself.

*It is no wonder that Mr. Ja-
godzinski is the recipient of a
gold medal from Yad Vashem in
Jerusalem and a person who In-
spires all of us ... (the resolution
is) a reflection of the esteem we
shall always have for him and
for his courage in the face of ex-
treme adversity.”

The third of five blocks on
Mack in the Park will get a new
streetscape this summer through
the city’s Tax Incentive Finane
ing Authority.

The block scheduled for im
provements this year is between
Beaconsfield and Nottingham.
The new streetscape, which n-
cludes shrubs, trees, flowers in
raised beds and sidewalks, will
cost $129,037.

The TIFA board awarded the
streetscape contract June 13 to
Warren Contractors, the lowest
quahtied bidder, according o
TIFA board President James
Odell Jr.

He said the work should be
started within 30 days and
should take about four or five
weeks to complete. He said there
should be no disruption of traffic
due to the construction, but pe-
destrian traffic may be hindered.
Odell said the contractors will
provide temporary walkways for
the businesses’ customers and
the job will be completed as
quickly as possible.

The Park's streetscape project
on Mack includes five blocks,
beginning at Wayburn near the
city's western border and extend-
ing east to Somerset. Several
years ago, the first block, Not-
tingham to Somerset, was com-
pleted.

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Folklore of fire, water tied to Midsummer Day

Want to see a fern bloom? In-
terested in fumigating some evil
spirits or predicting your future
mate?

You'll have your chance on
Friday and Saturday, June 23-
24, according to information
from the University of Detroit.

These have been magical days
since ancient times, according to
Professor James T. Callow, direc-
tor of the Computerized Folklore
Archive at U of D, they are still
observed by many folk groups
around the world.

From the archive's huge data
bank, amassed by student collec-
tors at the University, Callow
has retrieved a good variety of
occult lore - including superst
tions, rituals, and customs — re-
lating to these two days.

June 24 is not only the Feast
of John the Baptist but also Mid-
summer Day. Everybody knows
that Midsummer (part of the
Summer Solstice) is really the
beginning, not the middle, of
suminer.

But once upon a time there
were only Lwo seasons, summer
and winter, so the word “sum-
mer” included spring as well.
This would make Midsummer
the middle of the spring-summer
season. Whatever they called it,
ancient sun worshippers did a lot
of celebrating that day.

Its eve, June 23, is downright
spooky. Spirits gets loose then,
according to some folklore, and
are thought to wander around
until dawn. So some people have
heen known to stay awake all
night for fear of having their
own spirit escape through their
dreams.

According to folklore, the 23rd
is also the night that the fern
goes into its once-a-year bloom.
But yvou've got to watch closely.
Some people think it's also a
good time to gather herbs or dew
in the dark.

June 24 is fairly drenched
with folklore involving water,
which seems fitling, since John
baptized it. Swimmers should
stay out of the water until June
24, because they run the risk of
drowning or, at least, suffering
from bad luck — this aceording
to folk belief collected from Poles
and other informants contacted
by Dr. Callow’s students.

Lovers can make better use
than swimmers of the day’s wa-
tery folklore. Single girls can
melt some metal, drop it into

water, and observe the results. If

the metal comes out dull, they're
doomed to enter into marriage
with an ugly man. If it comes
out shiny, their marriage will be
happy. their husband handsome.

Or a girl can make a wreath
of flowers and set it afloat in a
stream or pond. The boy who re-
trieves it will be her husband.
Among some groups the future
spouse 18 not identified. If the
wreath floats, the girl will be
married that very year. If it
sinks, she won’t.

Fire, even more than water,
has been associated traditionally
with St. John's Eve. (Frequently
the floating wreaths have a
lighted candle in the middle thus
combining the fire and water
motifs).

Nowadays, according to items
in the Computerized Folklore
Archive, these bonfires are still
built, though the customs asso-
ciated with them have changed
somewhat. Always there seems
to be a festive atmosphere, with
eating, storytelling, singing and
dancing.

Ukrainians sct dolls of hay
afire 1o represent the death of
winter, but the Irish  perform
their ritual arson on a large
scale, with a whole car of hay,
and give it a religious meaning,
claiming it symbolizes the trial
of fuith. The most modern adap-
tation of the fire ceremony comes
from Lithuanian youth groups.
They build a bonfive in the
woods and then, while singing
religious  songs, search for a

lucky “‘diamond” tmade of plas-
tick

Fire-jumping remains essen-
tially the same as in ancient
times. When the bonfire dies
down, people jump over it, cither
one after another or (in the case
of loverst two at a time. Usually
this is done just for fun, but
some informants regard it as a
demonstration of agility or as a
means of driving out evil spirits.

When Jack jumped over the

candlestick, he probably did it as
a form of divination, Callow
theorized. Nobody has reported
such a use for it today, but cu
riously this nursery rhyme iy
ure has the same name as St
John, on the eve of whose birth
day people still go in for fue
jumping.

Archive continues to scarch for
calendar customs, not just from
Detroit, but the world over Re

dropping an egg-white into wa

Fittingly, most of the folk-
lore involving water has come
from wutery places like Pough-
keepsie (New  York)  Sturgeon
Lake (Mnnesotas, Niagara Falls,
and of course, Michigan, the Wa-
ter Wonderland

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‘Ghostbusters Il perfect for summer

Who ya gonna call?

If youre Director Ivan Reit-
man, and you're hoping to make
“Ghostbusters 1 as big a hit as
its predecessor, you most surely
are going to call Bill Murray.
You'll call him early and you'll
call him often.

Then, if things go well at the
box oflice, you'll call him to suy
thank you.

It’s that simple. Murray is the
lifeblood behind this film; it de-
pends  almost  entirely on his
comic ability

Not that there aren’t plenty of

others along for the ride, just
like before. But most of them arve
as forgettable uas  yesterday's
lunch. Dan Akroyd, Ernie Hud-
son, Harold Ramis and Sigowr-
ney Weaver are little more than
live props, used by Murray in
whatever way offers the most
laughs.

Not that this is necessarily

bad. Fans of Muwray will leve
the sccond chapter in  the
“Ghostbusters”™ saga as much as
the first. Those who find his

brand of humor childish or soph-
omoric, however, will serve
themselves better by looking for
a different comedy.

“Dead Poet's Society”™ has a
depth and poignancy that mes-
merizes.

perspectives. He introduces
MacBeth by reading the part as
John Wayne or Marlon Brando.
It is such instances as this that
we realize that the quicksilver
wit or the standup comic Wil
liams lies close to the surface in
this fine portrayal of a hip Mr.
Chips.

Williams' carefully modulated
performance, a tonal combina-
tion  of humor and idealism
makes him the most complex
character in the film. He drills
his students mercilessly until
each one begins to perceive that
only by daring to be out of step
will he succeed in finding him-
self. He is totally believeable as
the kind of teacher who changes
students’ lives.

While Williams is central to
the film, he nevertheless serves
as a catalyst as he submerges
himself in an ensemble effort
with his co-stars, seven impres-
sionable boys who find the cour-
age to follow their secret desires.

They are not heroic deeds but
secret hopes they had never
hoped to realize. One overcomes
his shyness enough to call a girl,
another auditions for a play
against his martinet father's
wishes and half the class gathers
in a cave at night to read poetry.

Slight as these pursuits may
seem, they provide much of the
drama and impact of the film.
Although the boys are relatively
inexperienced unknowns, they
carry their parts remarkably
well. The exuberance of youth,
the joy of discovery and the pain
of tragedy are fully expressed.

When Vivian Wanless was
studying fine arts at Wayne
State University and the Center
for Creative Studies, the thought
of owning a restaurant someday
was the last thing on her mind.

She got in the restaurant busi-
ness “by default,” she says. She
was in the middle of a divoree,
she had two children, and while
she was enjoying some success
with her art, she needed a
steady income.

Wanless got a job waiting ta-
bles at Piper’s Alley in Grosse
Pointe. She moved to the Park
Place where she became man-
ager.

New rules for personal plates

The Department of State is
making changes to its personal-
ized license plate program that
will culminate later this year
when vehicle owners will be able
to request a maximum of seven
letters and/or numbers on per-
sonalized license plates.

The changes were authorized
by Public Act 419 of 1988 Whl(h
took effect April 1.

While personalized plates are
still limited to six letters and/or
numbers at this time, the law
eliminates the restriction that
personalized plates carry a mini-
mum of two letters and/or num-
bers.

Persons wanting to apply for
the personalized plate may ob-
tain an application form at any
Secretary of State branch office
or by contacing the Special Reg-
istration Unit in Lansing. After
an application has been submit-
ted and approved, the Depart-
ment of State will bill the
requestor for the appropriate
payment, which varies under the
new system.

Under the new law personal-
ized plate and amateur radio op-
erator (ARO) license plates have
staggered registrations similar to
other passenger vehicle registra-
tions. Personalized and ARO reg-

istrations for all individually-
owned vehicles, except
motorcycles, will expire on the
owner's birthday and, therefore,
will require that month tabs be
displayed on these plates. Pre-
viously all personalized plates
expired and were replaced each
March 31, and the month tabs
were not used.

Petsonalizeéd  regt
motoreycles will continue to ex-
pire on March 31.

Personalized registrations for
company-owned passenger vehi-
cles will expire April 1, while
company-owned pickup and van
registrations will expire each
Feb. 28.

The special registration fee for
those plates will be based on the
number of months the plate will
be valid as opposed to a flat $25
annual fee. The special registra-
tion fee will be $3 for the first
month and $2 for each month
thereafter. in addition to the ve-
hicle registration fee.

Once a request for a personal-
ized plate has been approved by
the Department ol State, a bill
for the payment will be for-
warded to the applicant.

The Department of State 1s-
sues between 15,000 and 17.000
personalized plates annually.

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Central American ministry

Grosse Pointe teacher serves as director of Guatemalan orphanage

One yer ago. Annmarie 1. Monahan — a

life-long Grosse Pointer, graduate of Our
Lady Star of the Sea grade school and high
school, teacher of Bnglish at Grosse Pointe
North High School - set out ona voluntecer
ministry in Central Ameriea with stars in
her eyes, After being Laid oft from her teach-
ing job, she joined an ceumenical volunteer
group to see how she could use her teaching
skills to help peopte,

She was tooking forward to aone-year
ministry which would include learning
Spanish, teaching English, and working
with the repatriazation movement in K1 Sal-
vador.

The best plans, however, often go awry.

Monahan ended up as a volunteer mother
tor 15 boys in Quetzaltenango, Guatemala.
And she was back in her native (irosse
Pointe for a fow weeks carly this summer -—
with a story to tell.

After her six-week intensive Spanish
course and a bit of traveling around Central
America, Monahan retirned to (GGuatemala

to teach English as a foreign language to
first graders and grades seven through 11
in o private school. After school, she served
as o volunteer in a Guatemalan orphanage,
Hogar Los Ninos De Jesus.

“1 lived in the orphanage and served as
mom to 15 boys from ages 10 to 17, Mona.
han said. V1 helped them with their studies
and I taught them English.

“I worked on the orphanage’s farm on
weekends, We grew corn and had a vegeta-
ble garden and we also had four cows, two
pigs and 25 chickens.

“The orphanage was run by a man from
the states.

“They are well-behaved kids. They work

hard. They're like a family. The three older

boys go to school at night and work during
the day. One is an assistant mechanic; an-

other is a stock boy; another does sweeping.

Soccer is a big sport for kids there. They
play in the street because there's no school

teams. On the weekends they play soccer or

work on the farm and go to church.”
After a while, however, Monahan found

out that all was not as serene as it seemed
at the orphanage.

“1 soon realized that the man who runs
the orphanage was sexually molesting the
boys,” she said. “‘He had been doing this for
18 years and he had been fired twice from
other jobs for the same reason.”

Monahan felt she had to help the child-
ren. She brought charges against the direc-
tor of the orphanage, and he is now in jail.

[ have to return to Guatemala and press
charges,” she said. “I've heard he may be
out on bail because some key testimonies
were retracted. 1 have to go back.”

Monahan said that people in the village
have said she was sent by God to help them
— to do something for the boys.

After the director of the home was sent to
jail, the orphanage was broken up. In April,
she moved the hoys to a rented home that
had no stove, no refrigerator, and no furni-
ture except for a few donated bunk beds.

“People in the village are the biggest-
hearted people you can imagine,” she said.
“After they heard about the problems with
the orphanage, they were really concerned

about the children. When we moved, people
donated food, pots and pans, furniture, a
stove, refrigerator, tables and chairs.

“I felt humbled because these people —
even though they were poor — could give
something.”

Monahan wants to share these experi-
ences of generosity with students back home
when she returns. “This is something stu-
dents here need to know — that being poor
is not a sin; that you can be poor and still
be rich inside.

“Most days we didn’t have water from 10
a.m. until 10 p.m. because the sun dries it
up. It’s replenished at night. We stored wa-
ter for drinking, washing dishes and wash-
ing clothes. These kids may be dirty — but
not by choice.

“They know how to make do with the
food they have. We eat a lot of rice and
beans and very little meat.

“Each kid has one pair of shoes — and
these are usually very poor quality. They
wear oul fast. All their clothing, in fact, 1s
poor quality. Zippers don’t work, for in-

stance.”

Monahan would like to return to the or-
phanage with some donated shoes and
jeans.

She said she traveled to Central Ameriea
with few personal belongings: very little
clothing; no make up; no curling iron: only
two pairs of shoes. *I really appreciate these
things while I'm home — a closet full of
clothes, a nice home, a lawn, flowers, trees.

“In Guatemala the natural areas in the
mountains are beautiful. The villages have

American sisters and brothers: 1 perceive we are a very
religious lot. We have erected houses of worship on count-
less conspicuocus corners from sea to shining sea. We have
rigorously shaped our government so that it shall not
hinder the organization of our religions and their peaceful
practice.

We have included references to a personal divine being in
our national hvimns and pledges. We even have a whole cor-
ner reserved for godly comments in our newspapers.

Indeed, we are a remarkably religious lot. Time and
again surveys show that a heavy majority of us in every
age and income bracket believe there is some personal
being which can be called God.

(1 am tempted to digress into the question as to whether
or not we are so religious about our economic senses. Whe-
ther “In God We Trust ualifies our use of that on which it
is stamped, or is a title naming that on which it is stamped,
is a question that begs for its own Pastor’s Corner.)

Yielding not to temptation is not my forte, but just now I
will neither yield or digress.

What seems to flow more directly from our stream of reli-
giosity is the question: “What do you know about God?”

It may be that God is, in fact, a rather benign old lady or
old man who is really pleased and impressed that we take
the time to build churches, sing songs and make sure our
religion can continue peacefully plodding along.

Or, it may be that God is more like God.

Maybe God is someone you deeply want to meet, but
when you get there, God is fiercely unsettling.

Maybe God is full of mercy and love, but without drop-
ping even a tiny speck of a pure and hearty justice.

Maybe God has the power to hold all the universe, but
without losing interest in the smallest detail of our actions.

Maybe God is fully aware of our weaknesses and im-
perfections, but without setting aside the highest of expecta-
tions for justice, kindness and humility in each and all of
us.
Maybe . . . just maybe . .. God is God.

Now, if God is just a “nice ol’ guy” (dare I say, “good ol’
boy?”’) then I guess our being very religious is just right.

Memory is more than a plain-
tive song from “Cats.” Memory
can bless and burn.

Memory is a source of pleasure
in quiet hours when we relive
happy times in our lives.

Memory is a stab of pain that
rips open the protective cover we
draw around sorrows we have
known.

Memory expert Arthur Born-
stein has called heavy stress the
number one enemy of good mem-
ory and he counsels his clients to
unwind, not by drinking or
smoking, but by meditation, ex-
ercise or simply not trying so
hard. Taking a break from the
daily grind can help.

Sometimes what helps most is
to accept oceasional forgetful-
ness. British physician Robert A.
Wood suggests that the medical
profession should reassure older
patients that forgetting an occa-
sional name is not an early indi-
cation of senility. He refers to
this common occurance as “be-
nign forgetfulness.”

Married couples (ages 50-80) needed for research project

On the Troy Athens High
School driver's education range,
research assistant professor,
Tamy S. Chelst and a team from
the Institute of Gerontology,
Wayne State University are ob-
serving the driving performance
of middle aged and older adult
men as they follow predesig-
nated routes and maneuvers
while their wives involve them
in conversation.

Chelst, whose research project
received a $40,000 one-year
grant from the American Asso-
ciation for Retired Persons An-
drus Foundation, is assessing the
potential impact of conversations
hetween drivers and passengers
on driving performance.

To this purpose, the study fo-
cuses on two types of conversa-
tions. One Chelst calls “direc-
tional’’ and the other,
“distractional.”

In the directional task, hus-
bands are asked to drive as
wives guide them through the
various turns and maneuvers.

In the distractional task, hus-
bands drive these routes while
their wives tell them interesting
stories that are unrelated to the
driving task. Couples are urged
to discuss the informational con-
tent of stories in a natural con-
versation manner. After driving,
the husbands are tested on their
recall of the content of the sto-
ries.

Between  routes, the wives
change their sitting positions
from the front right seat to the
rear left seat behind the driver.
Also between routes, windows
are adjusted to remain open or
closed and temperature controis
turned on or off.

In an observation tower at the
south side of the range, John

Gornick, driving evaluator, rates
the husbands™  driving  perfor
mance by judging their ability to
follow directions, signal turns,
brake and stop, steer and mae
neuver. He also rates their suce-
cess  at  correcting  errors that
may occasionully oecur on their
routes.

“It is important to us that the
driving evaluator does not know
what conversational  conditions
the couples are undergoing in
each route,” Dr. Chelst said.

The study 1s directed to partic
ipant couples tn two age groups:
hetween 50 and 65; and between
66 and 80 vears of age.

The research project seeks to
determine  whether o driver’s
hearing  abihty can  affect his
conversations and whether hear
ing loss can further inerease the
distractional eftect of conversa-

He goes on to quote B.F. Skin-
ner, a well known behavioral
psychologist and author, now in
his 80s, as saying that a calm
acceptance of occasional memory
lapses can go a long way toward
allowing elusive memories to
surface. “Graceful ways of ex-
plaining your (memory) failure
may help,” he said in an address
before a convention of the Amer-
ican Psychological Association.
Embarassed by forgetting the
name of an acquaintance? “Flat-
ter your listener by saying that
you've noticed that the more im-
portant the person, the easier it
is to forget the name,” he said.
Another strategy proposed by
Skinner is good intellectual man-
agement. For instance, to cap-
ture creative ideas that visit you

in the middle of the night, keep
a note pad or tape recorder by
the bed. “The problem in old age
is not so much how to have ideas
as how to have them when you
can use them. In place of memo-
ries,” said Skinner “— memoran-
dums.

“To avoid losing your train of
thought when speaking,” Skin-
ner said, “keep sentences short
and to the point and beware of
digressions that may take you
far from your original point.
Sometimes forgetfulness is more
frustrating than it is proble-
matic.

“Forgetting may be OK,” said
Joan Mininger, “if it doesn’t in-
terfere with your life or upset
others.”

A good supply of
this fall’s crop continues to come
eating-crisp from controlled at-
mosphere storages.

Exceptionally warm tempera-
tures i California has hastened
the ripening of cantaloupe and
honeydew melons. Meanwhile,
Florida — the nation’s top pro-
ducer of watermelon — has seen
the '89 crop delayed by an early
cold snap and dry weather. As a
result, cantaloupe and honeydew
prices are lower than normal
while watermelon prices are a
bit steep.

Look for meat and poultry
prices to hold at or near current
levels this month. Egg prices are
likely to increase in dJuly so
shoppers with plenty of refrigera-
tor space may want to lay in a
supply when eggs are featured

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Buhl drives, thrives in life’s fast lane

At age 18 Robbie Buhl
cracked his piggy bank to invest
in his future, but the return is
still a few years away.

Buhl, a 25-year-old race car
driver ivom Grosse Pointe, is cur-
rently making a name for him-
self that he eventually would
like mentioned in the same ser.-
tence as Mario Andretti and
other Indy 500 car drivers. He
has 67 second-place points in the
Barber-Saab Pro Series, and is
the only American in the top
five.

The Barber-Saab series races
12 times a year with Saab cars,
Each car is stocked with a turbo
charged 2.0-iter, four-cylinder,
16-valve, twin-cam engine that
was in everyday use in the Saab
900 Turbo and 9000 Turbo.

The cars are known as SPEC
cars, meaning each driver has no
advantage based on engine
performance. BEach driver pays
$6,500 for each race, as well.

Buhl, who admits that his per-
sonality is dictated by the highs
and lows of race car driving, is
an intense individua! who
thrives on challenge.

“] love racing because of
everything that goes into it,” he
said. “The biggest high I get is
going wheel-to-wheel with an-
other driver and trying to come
out of a race on top. The speed is
nice, but the wheel-to-wheel com-
petition is what really gets me
going.”

Buhl, who pocketed $8,500 for
his first Barber-Saab Pro Series
win at Road Atlania in April,
doesn't spend his money care-
lessly.

“Every penny I own or win
goes into racing,” he said. “For
the most part, I'm way over-ex-
tended, but you've got to invest
in a future and I just happen to
be investing my money in my-
self. [ hope someday there's a re-
turn.”

What really got Buhl going
just before his graduation from
Cranbrook in 1882 was his will
to survive in a different world:
race car driving.

A motocross buff, Buhl and his
brothers took to the yards, jock-
eving for position. Little did he
realize, however, that the back-
yard challenges would eventu-
ally lay the groundwork for his
labor of love.

I grew up on motorcycles and
bikes,” explained Buhl, whose
eventual goal is to race in the
CART Series. “We would ride
them around in the backyard,
but I wasn’t very serious at that
time about racing.”

It wasn’t until the summer af-
ter commencement ceremonies
that Buhl took the art of racing
seriously.

“As soon as high school was
over, that’s when I became more
involved in motocross,” he said.

“T wasn't one for school, which I
regret

somewhat. T knew |1

wanted to be in a race car after
graduation, but I didn’t know
how to get there.”

Buh! went on to attend New
England College in New Hamp-
shire and also spent some time
in England. One year later, he
slipped further into his-dream.

“In my sophomore year of col-
lege 1 attended a racing school
{Jim Russell) for my first formal-
ized training in cars,” Buhl said.
“I just happened to win a couple
of races I entered and that got
me going.”

Buhl raced in the Formula
Ford Series, winning at Snetter-
ton and Silverstone, England.

Meanwhile, Buhl's parents,
Lawrence and Fay, understood
their son’s aspirations, but ap-
prehensively backed him.

“I came home at Christmas
time and told my dad that I was
going to race and he kind of
shrugged his shoulders and
laughed,” Buhl said. “1 told him
[ had to raise about $60,000 to
return to England to race.

“At first, my parents were
thinking that my desire to race
was a passing wind,” Buhl
added. 1 think they kept sayving,

‘Let him get it all over with and
then hell buy the blue suit, a
house with a white picket fence
and be  settled into a  job.
They've realized now how seri-
ous I am.”

Buhl didn’t return to England,
but went back to New England
College. In 1985, he attended the
auto show at Cobo Hall and
within hours of touring the cars,
found his “'baby.”

“I was walking around at the
auto show and saw a Sports Re-
nault Pro Series car,” Buhl re-
called. “Immediately, 1 said,
‘That's for me.™

Buhl purchased the car and
that same ycar he began racing
in  Sports Renault regional
cevents. He set one pole position
and finished first, second and
third. He also attended the Skip

Barber driving school in Penn-
svivania to gain more experi-
ence.

“1 was young and 1 knew that
the only way to get better was to
get as much training and experi-
ence as 1 possibly could,” said
Buhl, who now teaches at the
Skip Barber school.

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Parents urged to protect kids
from the sun and skin cancer

Protecting a child’s skin from the
harmful rays of the sun may be onc of
the most important things parents can
do for their children. Young children,
especially those under age 10, can
suffer dangerous cffects from a life-
time of repeated exposure to the sun if
not protected properly.

“And it all starts in childhood,”
stated Sidney Hurwitz, M.D., Clinical
Professor of Pediatrics and Derma-
tology at the Yale University School of
Medicine.
