Park EMS goes on line with automatic

Grosse Pointe Park put its first of two re-
cently  purchased automatic  defibrillators
into service July 1 and has already had one
occasion Lo use it.

At 6:23 p.m. July 4, a Park officer saw a
man lying on the front lawn of a home in
the 1400 block of Beaconsfield. The 79-year-
old man had no pulse. An emergency medi-
cal ambulance arrived and immediately con-
nected the automatic external defibrillator,
which uses wires and patches similar to an
EKG unit,

informed the emergency medical technicians
that the patient’s heart had no activity
whatsoever and no electrie shock could then
be administered to the patient.

The man was announced dead on arrival
at Bon Secours Hospital. Police said it was
not known how long the man had been
down before he was spotted by the patrol of-
ficers.

While the automatic defibrillator couldn’t
help the man in this case, the instrument
has the capability of increasing a heart at-
tack victim’s chances of survival some five

The automatic defibrillator, which costs
$5,945, is programmed to American Heart
Association protocols, according to Public
Safety Officer Chris Powell, who has been
coordinating the training of EMTs. The in-
strument evaluates the patient’s condition
and then administers an electric shock if
warranted.

A taped voice in the machine warns the
EMTs when an electric shock is about to be
given and tells the medics to stand clear.
An electric shock is used to get a heart that
is beating irregularly (defibrillating) into a

Sometimes sons of highly suc-
cessful men have a hard time
living up to their fathers, but
that's not the case for Joseph L.
Posch Jr. of Grosse Pointe
Shores.

You might say Posch, 43, fol-
lowed in his father’s footsteps,
but then again, he found his own
way for success as well.

Posch Jr. as president and

chief executive officer of Doctors
Hospital on East Jefferson in

While relying on numbers and
facts for decision-making, Posch
is not aloof and calculating as a
manager of people. He said his
secret to management is to
“have a soul.”

Posch said he took the position
at Doctors Hospital because of
the challenge. Although he's
only been on the job since May
1, he already has a firm grasp
on the hospital's bottom line and

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to be rebuilt in mid-August

Officials from the city of
Grosse Pointe Farms have set a
tentative date of Aug. 14 for con-
struction to begin on the parking
lot behind one block of shops on
the Hill.

The lot, which now has 173
available parking spaces, will be
increased to 197 spaces when the
project is completed, said Farms
City Clerk Richard Solak.

Though the city is still taking
bids and has yet to choose a con-
tractor for the job, general plans
for the project have been agreed
upon by council members and
administration officials.

Besides the 24 additional
parking spaces, current plans
call for a ticket dispenser at the
entrance gate, near St. James
Lutheran Church on the Mec-
Millan side of the lot. Also, an
attended exit booth will be in-
stalled at the north end of the
lot, near the Cottage Hospital
parking structure.

“Our objective is to maximize
the number of parking spaces,”
Solak said. “We also are looking
at the aesthetics of the area and
the safety of pedestrians and
drivers using the lot.

“The lot will be separated en-
tirely from the alley so cars will
not be exiting into the alley. The
only way in or out of the lot will
be through the gates on either
end.

“We originally considered exit-
ing into the alley, but cars exit-
ing may block traffic in the alley
and cause a safety problem.”

As far as the aesthetics, the
city council is considering the
removal of several utility poles
surrounding the lot and install-
ing underground cables to serve
the adjacent businesses. Cost for
the utility reaouting could cost
between $70,000 and $75,000.

Cost for the installation of the
two gates, the attendant booth,
ticket dispenser and landscaping
improvements may cost approxi-
mately $20,000 to $25,000.

Landscaping costs will include
improvements on walkway areas
leading to the lot and the instal-
lation of additional lighting
where needed, he said.

Drivers parking in the lot now
pay about 20 cents per hour, So-
lak said, with meters ranging
from 15 minutes to 10 hours.
The new price for parking has
vet to be determined by the
council, with a decision expected
at the Aug. 14 meeting.

During construction, the lot is
expected to be closed for two to
three weeks. Solak said a meet-
ing will be called between the
city, merchants and property
owners who will be affected by
the construction.

“If we had a contractor, we
would know more about the log-
isticts of the project.”

Solak added that merchants
and property owners would be
informed of the meeting through
mailings and through the Hill
Association’s monthly newslet-
ter.

Former Shores finance officer sentenced

$27,000 restitution
to be paid

The former Grosse Pointe
Shores finance officer who
pleaded guilty to embezzlement
in January was ordered last
week to pay the village $27,000
in restitution and court costs.

Patsy Mislinski, 43, who was
employed by the Shores from
September 1984 to July 1987,
embezzled some $38,000 from
the Shores township and village
and Lake Township, officials
said.

Mislinski must pay the Shores
$6,000 of the $27,000 before the
end of the year, with the remain-
ing $21,000 to be paid off in
equal installments over the next
four years.

On July 11, Detroit Recorder’s
Judge Michael Talbot also put

Mislinski on five years probation
and ordered her to put in 500
hours in community service. She
had no prior criminal history be-
fore facing embezzlement
charges in the Shores.

In January, Mislinski pleaded
guilty to one charge of embezzle-
ment. She was originally
charged with one count of em-
bezzlement from Lake Township
and three counts of embezzle-
ment from the Shores.

After her guilty plea in Janu-
ary, she was ordered to repay
$1,900 to Lake Township.

According to Shores attorney
Ralph Houghton, Mislinski em-

bezzled funds by failing to de-
posit cash payments made by
residents for tax and water bills.
She also took cash paid to the
court for fines, and she failed to
make quarterly payments to the
state for employee withholding
taxes, Houghton said.

The Michigan Exchange Secu
rity Commission has credited the
Shores for $5,900, which Mislin-
ski had to pay back to the
MESC.

The $5.900 credit, $1,900 re
paid to Lake Township, $22,000
restitution to be paid to the
Shores and the $5,000 recovered
court costs brings the Shores to-

tal amount recovered to $34,800.
Even though the amount re-
covered is less than the esti-
mated loss of $38,000, Shores of-
ficials are satisfiled with the
settlement and sentencing
reached by Judge Talbot.

“Under the circumstances, we
are satisfied with the court’s rul-
ing,” said Village Manager Mi-
chael Kenyon. He said Mislinski
was dismissed by the Shores
when it was determined that she

This year, the league plans to
publish 12,000 non-partisan
Voter Guides for June school
and November munipal elections
and to hold candidate and issue
forums for contested -elections
and ballot proposals.

Financial help from the com-
munity makes it possible for the
league to meet these goals, Fi-
nance Chair Fran Higbee said,
stressing that funds collected lo-
cally are used in the community.

Jacobsons
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Schools among 250 that
don’t measure up, state says

The Grosse Pointe School Dis-
trict is one of more than 250 in
the state that don't meet state
board of education recommenda-
tions on minimum graduation
requirements, but at least one
local official isn’t worried.

“We're not  panicking  over
this,” said Roger McCaig, direc-
tor of research and evaluation.
“We’'ll look into it, though.”

The state board recommended
in 1984 that all 524 school dis-
tricts in the state require at
least the following for gradua-
tion:

¢ 3 vears of communications,
which could include English,
writing and speech;

¢ 2 years of science;

¢ 2 years of mathematics;

* 1 year of physical education;

* 1/2 year of computer educa-
tion, and

¢ 3 years of social science,
which includes history.

It is in the final two that the
Grosse Pointe schools do not
meet the recommendations. It
exceeds the communications rec-
ommendation by one year, how-
ever, and also requires 1-1/2
years of fine and practical arts,
for which the state has no rec-
ommendations.

Grosse Pointe does not require
any computer education, and re-
quires 2-1/2 years of social stud-
ies.

More than 82 percent of the
students in Grosse Pointe take
three years of social sciences an-
yway, McCaig said.

“It is true that we don’t re-
quire a cowrse in computers, but
you have to find out what they
mean by computer class. Do they
mean word processing, because

students  get that in  some
classes, or do they mean pro-
gramming classes?”

He suid there were no figures
on how many 1988 graduates
took computer classes. The 1989
numbers are not in yet.

He also said the board’s stra-
tegic plan, to be presented to the
board later this year, will cover
the state recommendations  at
the middle school  level. That
would not cover any new student
entering at the high school level,
but a catch-up class would be
part of the strategic plan.

“The recommendations tend to
sound better than they are,”
McCaig said. “It’s one thing to
require two or three years of one
thing, but it's another to look at
the quality and rigorousness of
what's oftfered. Our reality is
way above the state levels.”

McCaig  says most  Grosse
Pointe students exceed the mini-
mum requirements, and that the
courses they take are more chal-
lenging than they need to be to
meet the state recommendations.

For example, most students
take a semester more than the
four-year local recommendation,
McCaig said.

And the trend is the same in
most other categories.

In math, 97 percent of the
graduates took at least one year
of college-bound algebra, when a
basic arithmetic course would
fulfill the recommendation.

In science — Grosse Pointe
calls for ane year each of life and
physical sciences — 75 percent of
the graduates took three years,
37 percent took four years of sci-
ence and 10 percent took five or
more years of science.

Although neither the state nor
local boards have a requirement

on foreign lunguage studies, 82
pereent of all Grosse Pomnte stu
dents had studied a foreign lan
guage for one year, and 31 per-
cent had taken four years by the
time they left school.

Additionally, the state recom-
mendations call for 210 credits
for graduation, but more than 90
percent ol the graduates leave
with 230 credits. and 75 pereent
lcave with 245 credits.

“You have (o keep require-
ments in check,” MceCaig said,
adding that the requirements
made by the local districts must
be broad enough so all students,
including the special education
students, can meet them.

If they toughen up the require-
ments, McCaig said two things
would happen.

First, there would have to be
two sets of requirements; one for
special education students and
one for the other students, which
would also mean differentiated
diplomas would be given, de-
pending on which requirements
the students met.

Secondly, tougher require-
ments  would mean programs
like art, music and vocational

education  would be severely
hurt, because the more required
classes, the less chance for stu-
dents to take electives or study
special interests.

“When the state makes an
announcement like that, we
need to pay attention and to look
at our requirements again,” he
said. “But we're not going to be
too worried. We have a good pro-
gram.”

Superintendent John Whritner
and school board President Jon
Gandelot were out of town and
could not be reached for com-
ment.

City's mayor
challenged on
birthday issue

ith local elections coming up in

fowr of the Pointes in November,

carly interest has been aroused in
a possible contest for mayor of the City of
Grosse Pointe ax a result of the contro-
versy over the date the municipality was
founded.

Even though Councilwoman Myrna
Smith lost her dispute with Mayor Lorenzo
Browning and the majority of the council
over the date of the founding of the City,
she still plans to sponsor an ice cream and
cake anniversary party at Neft Park on
Aug. 26 and to run against Browning for
mayor in November.

The council presumably put an end to
the anniversary controversary last week
when it officially established 1893 as the
founding date for what is known today as
the City of Grosse Pointe. Ms. Smith had
contended that the centennial celebration
ought to be held this year. making the ar-
gument the City really had its beginnings
in 1889.

Whether politics fueled the dispute or
not, there did seem to be evidence to sup-
port each side, but the council action will
give the City of Grosse Pointe four years to
prepare for its centennial celebration.
Since the Farms also recognizes 1893 as its
founding year, a joint celebration would
appear to be in order for the two adjoining
Pointes.

In winning a seat on the council two
vears ago, Ms. Smith proved that she was
a capable campaigner. After claiming she
had been passed over for appointment to a
council vacaney carlier that vear, she filed
and was elected after a spirvited campaign
that led to the defeat of a veteran council-
man.

She based much of her campaign on her
eriticism of the council’s practice of accept-
ing resignations from council members
who wished to retire and then appointing
suceessors who would run as incumbents
when the next election occurred. As a re-
sult of that practice, a majority of the
council had first been appointed to office
before being elected.

If she follows through on her intention to
file for mavor this vear, however, she will
be facing a veteran in “Red” Browning
who just vesterday celebrated his 18th an-
niversary ol service to the City. He began
as a council member on July 19, 1971, and
served until appointed mayor in 1983, so
he has had about 12 years of service on
the council and six as mayor, being re-
elected to his current post three times
without opposition.

Browning's recollection of what hap-
pened in 1987 ix somewhat different from

Ms. Smith's. He said the council had been
interviewing possible candidates for sev-
eral weeks and was about ready to an-
nounce the appointment of Susan Wheeler
when Ms. Smith said she would like to fill
the council vacancy.

In effect, Ms. Smith had made known
her interest in the position too late to be
seriously considered by the council for ap-
pointment to the post, in the mayor’s view.

One Grosse Pointe mayoral contest is al-
ready assured in the Park where Dutch
Hendricks, president and owner of Hen-
dricks & Associates Realtors in the Farms,
has filed to challenge Mayor Palmer T.
Heenan who is seeking his fourth term.
This is expected to be an interesting mat-
chup since both men have been active in
Republican politics at the state and na-
tional levels as well as locally.

But the Park, which traditionally pro-
vides campaign fireworks, is expected to do
s0 again in several other contests. Former
Municipal Judge Beverly C. Grobbel is
seeking to regain her old job from Munici-
pal Judge Kirsten Frank, who was elected
in 1987 to fill the vacancy created when
Ms. Grobbel resigned.

In addition, five challengers and one in-
cumbent, James E. Robson Jr., have filed

for the three council posts to be filled in
November. ‘Two veterans, Carroll F. Evola
and Mark Valente I, are retiring from
the council. Challengers are Dean Peter
Valente, Mark’s younger brother, Art Wil-
liams, Beverly Miller, Nancy Pilorget and
Valerie Moran.

In the Farms, Joseph L. Fromm, mayor
since 1986 and council member since 1973,
is one of six candidates who have filed for
the four council seats to be filled. The
council picks the mayor after the election.

The other incumbents running are John
Crowley, for a second term, and Gail
Kaess, for a third term. Councilman Bruce
Rockwell is not seeking re-election. Chal-
lengers in the Farms are Leroy H. Wulf-
meier 111, John E. Danaher Jr. and John
F. DeHayes Jr.

A contest is also assured for municipal
judge with three candidates challenging
Municipal Judge Matthew R. Rumora.
They are Paul C. Gracey, Gene Casazza
and Richard G. Roosen. With four candi-
dates in the field, a primary will be re-
quired Aug. 8.

The filing period in both the Woods and
the Oty will close later. In the Woods, the
closing date will be Sept. 11 and in the
City it will be Oct. 14. Complete filings for
mayoral and council positions won’'t be
known until then. Terms of municipal
judges in those two communities run until
1991.

Grosse Pointe Shores apparently set the
tone for this year’s local elections in the
Pointes with a spirited May campaign for
the council that even involved a write-in
candidate. As a village, the Shores votes at
a different time than the four Pointe cities
do.
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isrupted by holidays and vacations,

the editorial page has been delin-

quent in failing to pay timely trib-
ute to its colleagues in the news depart-
ment for the successful completion of the
Grosse Pointe News' superb year-long se-
ries on Adolescents and Alechol.

police departments of all the Pointes.

Better late

t long last, the U.S. government has

honored George Kennan, distin-

guished diplomat, historian and
prize-winning author, by giving him the
Presidential Medal of Freedom, the na-
tion's highest civilian award.

It's an honor that is long past due be-
cause more than 25 years have elapsed
since Kennan, one of the nation’s first
modern experts on the Soviet Union, com-
pleted his last government assignment, as
ambassador to Yugolavia from 1961 to
1963.

It would be fascinating to know what
prompted President George Bush to honor
Kennan after so many years of neglect by
Republican administrations. Perhaps it
was Kennan’s own comment in his new
book, “Sketches from a Life,” in which he
expressed appreciation for Soviet leader
Mikhail Gorbachev's personal tribute at a
luncheon in Washington.

After giving Kennan a bear hug. Gor-
bachev said, according to Kennan's ac
count, “We in our country believe that a
man may be the friend of another country
and remain, at the same time, a loyal and
devoted citizen of his own; and that is the
way we view you.”

Kennan described it as an “extraordinar-
ily gracious and tactful statement,” and
then added the remark that may have
alerted Washington to do its long-overdue
duty:

I reflected that if you cannot have this
sort of recognition from your own govern-
ment to ring down your involvement in
such a relationship, it is nice to have it at
least from the one-time adversary.”

Among his many assignments, Kennan
had served as ambassador to the Soviet
Union, but after the USSR expelled him
from the country, Secretary of State John

The purpose of the final feature on June
29 was to re-emphasize the threat that al-
cohol offers to the young people of the
Grosse Pointes. It is, as Doug Merkle, sub-
stance abuse counselor at Grosse Pointe
North, said last October, “the major drug
abused in Grosse Poinfe.”

But the message should be read by
adults as well as young people. As Susan
Pearce, substance abuse counselor at
Grosse Pointe South, told us last fall,
“Qutrageous public drunken behavior is
acceptable in American life,” a fact that
sends the wrong message to our children.

Time and again, people have told us that
the News campaign heightened public and
especially parent awareness of the teenage
drinking problem. We hope that is true but
we believe that even greater sensitivity
will alleviate the threat to our young peo-
ple. That, of course, is the basic reason the
Grosse Pointe News embarked on the pro-
gram last fall.

Foster Dulles removed Kennan from the
American Foreign Service. His return to
an ambassador's role in Yugoslavia came
under President John F. Kennedy and Sec-
retary of State Dean Rusk.

With the United States now apparently
heading for a new relationship with the
USSR, it was appropriate for President
Bush to say in presenting the award that
Kennan, now 85, was “truly a visionary”
on US.-USSR relations. In fact, Kennan
accompanied the first U.S. ambassador to
the USSR, William C. Bullitt, to Moscow
when the United States recognized - the
USSR back in 1933.

Even before that, in 1928, Kennan had
accepted a State Department offer of an
appointment as the first foreign service of-
ficer to receive special training for service
in Russia.

Author of more than 15 books on diplo-
matic and foreign policy issues, he also
wrote a celebrated article in Foreign -Af-
fairs magazine back in 1946 under the
pseudonym, Mr. X. In it, Kennan outlined
a U.S. policy of containment of Soviet
Union expansionism by the “adroit and
vigilant application of counterforce at con-
stantly shifting geographical and political
points.” He later contended, however, that
the Truman Doctrine, which embodied the
idea. was “more grandiose and sweeping”
and military in scope than he had envis-
aged.

Yet today Kennan must feel some satis-
faction at the current state of relations be-
tween the United States and the Soviet
Union. Containment did work and the
Cold War is winding down, in part, surely,
because of Kennan's early efforts to im-
prove U.S. understanding of the USSR and
its aims and ambitions.

1 took a
shower to get rid of the smell of
grease that anyone who works in
a restaurant brings home. [ put
on clean clothes. 1 put on some
music. | didn’t want anything to
get in the way of the pure pleas-
ure [ knew this cigarette would
bring me.

She
arrives at this figure by add-
ing the recently approved
school tax increase of 85
percent to the average SEV
increase of 11.8 percent, an
error that many taxpayers
make.

SEVs are never added to
taxes. They are simply part
of a formula used to compute
taxes. For 1989, the average
SEV increase of 11.8 trans.
lates into an 8.5 percent in-
erease in school taxes. That
8.5 percent is the total school

revenue increase for 1989,
not 20.3 percent.
For detailed information

on the school system’'s reve-
nues and expenses, Ms. Par-
ker has only to call the Of
fice of Business Affairs (343
2020} and ask that a copy of
the budget be sent to her.
We are more than happy to
provide taxpayers with as
much detailed financial in-
formation as they wish.

On flag burning

To the Editor:

I believe in the Constitu-
tion and the symbolic mean-
ing of the flag, but as a stu-
den studying law and a
supporter of our Bill -of
Rights, I take this stand:

1 support the Supreme
Court’s ruling on flag burn-
ing as a freedom of expres-
sion of political protest. I
agree with many that flag
burning is wrong, but the
First Amendment does allow
this.

Our founding fathers
wrote the Bill of Rights with
no restrictions and to this
day no amendment has ever
changed our original Bill of
Rights.

This is not the first time
flag burning, or other forms
of mistreatment to our flag,
has appeared before the Su-
preme Cowrt. In the cases of
Street v. New York (1968),
Smith v. Goguen (1974), and
Spence v. Washington (1974)
such mistreatment was de-
clared as legal political pro-
test.

Now after all these years,
many politicians play super-
patriots on emotional people.
Whether we pass a flag
burning amendment or not,

we still have legal other
forms of mistreatment to our
flag, such as throwing plastic
hand-held flags on the
ground or in the garbage.
Plus, what about those who
do disrespect things while
the national anthem is being
played during a sports game,
the existence of the Confed-
erate flag, saying bad things
about a certain branch of
government, or burning
mock Supreme Court jus-
tices' robes? If we ban these
too, are we then not headed
away from democracy and
and what our soldiers fought
and died for’?

Protect our First Amend-
ment for all its good . . . and
bad.

We haven't stopped nude
beaches, KKK marches, and
other “bad” things protected
under the First Amendment.

It would be best for com-
panies to make non-flamma-
ble state and federal flags
and/or restrict where flag
burners can protest, such as
getting a permit (a costly
one).

What's bad about stopping
flag burning?

I've been raised to believe
that if a flag has touched the
ground, been ripped, or aged
and weathered, it's to be
burned, and not thrown in a
trash can. as a sign of re-

spect!

Let me point out that
Chinese students burned
their communist flag,

marched, and died for democ-
racy. They believe in our
Bill of Rights, and now we're
telling the world “You have
First Amendment rights, but
now....” It's all of our free-
doms that other countries
fight for, just as our soldiers
died for our 200-year-old Bill
of Rights. 1 believe we
fought and founded this
country, Constitution, rights,
and freedoms more than our
41-year-old, 50-star flag.

In exercising my First
Amendment rights: “Flag
burners of protest — If you
hate this country and your
freedom that much, move to
Iran, or else stop and keep
paying vour taxes.”

Michigan residents with men-
tal illness who arve served by as-
sertive community treatment
(ACT) teams use state hospitals
more than 90 percent less afler
three years.

This is among results from a
new survey of ACT programs by
the state Department of Mental
Health. ACT is a program of in-
tensive community treatment,
geared specifically to adulls with
mental illness who have had
more than three hospitalizations
for acute psychiatric impair-
ments.

“This is verv pood news for
Michigan,” said state Mental
Health Director Thomas ). Wat-
kins Jr. “Half of all persons ad-
mitted to state psychiatric hospi-
tals have been there before. This
indicates we can make a strong
downward impact on that trend,
given time and adequate re-
sources. Better care in the com-
munity, for less tax dollars, is
good news for all.” he said.

“This extensive survey, cover-
ing hundreds of patients, pro-
vides compelling evidence that
intensive community programs
help persons with long-term
mental illness,” Watkins said.
“We were convinced ACT was
the correct way to go when we
expanded the program earlier
this decade. This report indicates
we were correct In our assess-
ment.”

The report was released June

7 by the department’s Bureau of

Community Mental Health Ser-
vices, directed by William Mec-
Shane.

It said persons in ACT use
fewer psvchiatric hospital days.
showing a reduction of 75 per-
cent after a year in the program,
and 92 percent after three years.
For persons surveyed, the report

“We had to make a decision as
to whether to put the sound with
the pictures or run a soundirack
over it,” Corbett said. "But we
felt the pictures were most im-
portant.”

So three students, Tim Miller,

Chris  Plansker and Jeremy
Schroeder, got together and
wrote the jazz music that is

heard during the entire 50-min-
ute tape.

“It's sort of like a
video,” Corbett said.

The most exciting day during
the making of the tape was grad-
uation night, Corbett said.

Class does cancer research for credit

An innovative Wayne State
University undergraduate labo-
ratory course, now in its 10th
year, has proved itself to be a
success and a worthy role model
for emulation, according to the
program’s originator and super-
visor. Dr. Kenneth V. Honn,
director of the cancer biology di-
vision of the department of ra-
diation oncology at the medical
school and adjunct professor of
chemistry.

“Introduction to Biomedical
Research,” the formal title of the
program, has two main goals,
according to Honn, a Grosse
Pointe Woods resident.

“First, we want to increase
the amount of hands-on labora-
tory instruction available to our
biological science students. And
secondly, we hope to interest
some of these students in
biomedica) research by giving
them experience in a real re-
search environment, as opposed
to a typical lab course.”

The program admits about 15
students each year after a vigor-
ous screening process. Successful
applicants have come from a va.
riety of majors, including biol-
ogy, chemistry, physics and psy-
chology.

“We ask for a heavy committ-
ment from our students,” Honn
said. “The course requires 15
hours a week in the lab over a
full, 52-week year for two credit
hours.”

Each new student is intro-
duced to the Cancer Biology Lab,
located in the Chemistry Build-
ing on the main campus, with a
training program in basic labora-
tory skills.

After this orientation period,
the student is assigned to be a
member of an existing research
team, headed by a professor, a
postdoctoral student, or in some
cases a senior level predoctoral
student. Each research team
may consist of from two to seven
individuals in addition to the
student.

The newcomer is closely super-
vised and briefed by the group
leader about the goals of re-
search being conducted. The re-
search subjects include  areas
such as radiation effects on cells)
overcoming cancer cell resistance
to chemotherapy, and detection

of highly metastatic cells.

Eventually, the new students
are given real research tasks
and responsibilities, and stu-
dents have designed and con
ducted projects of their own

within the larger framework of

the group.

The opportunity for hands-on
research and the minimum one-
year duration of the program are
the significant differences  be-
tween Honn’s program and other
laboratory and directed studies
class.

Jenny Mandelbaum, a student
in the course in 1986, notes that

in other lab courses, “"much of

the time is spent washing test

Many of them
have made significant contribu-
tions and have been placed as co-
authors on papers published by
members of the division. 80 per-
cent of our students gained ad-
mission to medical school, and at
lewst 18 are working on Ph.D.
degrees in biomedical research.”

Interested persons can get this
information in a number of
ways.

The Federal Job Opportunity,
list is available for viewing at
the Michigan Employment Secu-
rity Commission (MESC) offices
in Michigan.

A computerized telephone pro-
gram is available 24 hours a
day, seven days a week. The
number is 226-6950. With a
touchtone telephone callers can
obtain information about current
Federal job openings, veteran
preference, the handicapped pro-
gram, transfer, reinstatement,
the Senior Executive Service,
and other subjects.

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Summer school isn’t for truants anymore

Kathleen Herschelmann, prin-
cipal of summer school in Grosse
Pointe, stresses that summer
school isn't just for the kids who
may have failed a class during
the regular year.

There is music for kids from
10 to 95, a young astronaut pro-
gram, preparation for high
school writing, classes which
teach students how to study.
sew, draw with computers and
even a class in cosmetology.

There is a new course aimed
at helping special education stu-
dents develop social skills (which
unfortunately was cancelled due
to lack of enrollment, but may
be back next year) and a sum-
mer theater workshop. (See side
story.)

There are 665 students en-
rolled in classes and only 89 of
those are students making up
required courses they have
failed. Nearly 60 percent of the
elementary and middle school
students are taking classes be-
cause of teacher or counselor rec-
ommendations, and the rest are

taking courses because they
want to. More than 150 high
school students are taking

courses — for credit — so they

regular school year,

But one of the best things
about taking summer school, ac-
cording to Herschelmann, is that
the classes are held in air-condi-
tioned Grosse Pointe North High
School. And just as summer
school is no longer a punishment
for the kids, it is fun for the
teachers, too, Herschelman said,
with the heads of various depart-
ments teaching smaller numbers
of students for longer at one sit-
ting.

“We've got the cream of the
crop when it comes to teachers,”

she said. “They're people who
really cave about kids, and what
they like, 1 think, is that the
summer school set-up gives them
a whole new way to reach kids.
It's more relaxed. It's just kind
of nice.”

There is room for experimenta-
tion in summer school. For ex-
ample a class which may not be
offered during the regular school
vear — such as an elementary-
level keyboarding class, which
allows younger students to learn
the rudiments of typing so they
can more readily use computers,
Herschelmann said. There is also
a class on critical thinking and
other higher-level learning tech-
nques,

There 1s a class on American

literature in which the students
read the book and watch a video-
tape of the movie to compare
and to spark interest.

“Those who panicked when
they are handed a book like this
are reading them on their own
by the end of the class,” she
added.

But Herschelmann seems to
be most proud of the program for
the developmentally disabled.

These students begin their day
with aerobics, then participate in
fundraising efforts. They make
cookies to sell to other students
and faculty members and one
day a week host a car wash. All
proceeds are used to pay for field
trips for the students. Their most
recent one was to Greentield Vil-

lage.

“I strongly believe that these
students can earn a living as
well as lead a good life,” Her-
schelmann said.

She said the board is ex-
tremely supportive of her and
the program and allows her to
experiment with classes, just as
long as she breaks even. Some-
times breaking even means com-
bining two classes under one
teacher, but that provides a bet-
ter opportunity for both the stu-
dents and the teachers.

Also, with teachers of all dif*
ferent levels working in the
same building, there is more of a
chance for interaction and trad-
ing of educational tips. Some-
times teachers sit in on other

The auto-
matic delibrillator increases the patient’s
odds to 25 percent to 30 percent, depending
on how quickly initial treatment is given,

Laskowski has been working with the
Park Public Safety Department for the past
two years in {rying to get an external defi-
brillator for the Park’s emergency medical
service, and he has trained 22 of the Park’s
24 EMTs. The EMTs went through an
eight-hour cardiopulmonary resuscitation re-
fresher course and six hours of instruction
on how to use the external defibrillator.

The Park has six EMTs on duty during
all shifts, and because some of the EMTs
are also on patrol as police officers, a
trained medic can be at the scene almost
immediately to administer CPR. All police
cars have CPR equipment.

Within four minutes, the EMS ambulance
arrives at the scene.

With any medical emergency, time is the
most crucial factor, Powell said. The sooner
initial treatment is given, the greater the
chances of a cardiac patient’s recovery.

Public Safety Director Richard Caretti is
quick to point out that the Park has been
working for years on providing the commun-
ity with a first-rate emergency medical ser-
vice. He said the Park has been working for
two years to obtain automatic defibrillators.

“We'd like to be recognized for the quality
of service we provide,” Caretti said. “We
feel very confident with the quality of ser-

more training for the EMTs in order to give
them the skills to administer IVs uand
breathing tubes.

Laskowski is recommending that the Park
not invest in going to advanced life support.
He said the city is toe small to justify the
advanced EMS, and because of the limited
number of calls in a small community, he
said the highly trained EMTs required by
advanced life support would use their skills
too infrequently to keep them sharp. He
said it would be like an emergency room
staff trying to maintain optimum skills
while serving only two patients a day.

Of the Park’s 547 ambulance runs lust
year, 74 were heart-related complaints and
48 were respiratory related.

Laskowski said the best approach would
be to have an advanced life support unit
able to serve all the Pointes when neces-
sary. He said better communications und
working relationships between all the
Pointes’ emergency services and the hospi-
tals would be required.

The Park has two EMS ambulances and

also provides emergency medical service for
Grosse Pointe Cilty, which means residents
of the City will also benefit from the addi-
tion of the automatic defibrillators.

Grosse Pointe IFarms and Grosse Pointe
Shores are considering a proposal through
which Cottage Hospital would donate the
automatic defibrillators and provide train-

Referring to the July 4 emergency run
when the defibrillator was used for the first
time, Park Public Safety Deputy Director
Phillip Costa, who has been with the Park
for 40 years, said that in the past EMTs
would not have known the condition of the
patient, but the medics were able to get a
quick assessment of the patient by using
the automatic defibrillator.

“The things public safety has done for
this community are fantastic,” Costa said.
“The people should be happy.”

wagon and rushed to the hospital, where
the first medical attention would be given.

‘Do the Right Thing’: Provocative,
controversial and thought-provoking

Mister Senor Love Daddy
(Sam Jackson), the local disk
jockey, is at his mike in a store-
front studio of Station
Wi(e)l{ove)R(adio), urging those
who have not yet roused them-
selves and gone out of the street
to escape the already suffocating
heat, to get up. “The color of the
day is black” he informs his lis-
teners, “to absorb some of those
rays.”

Among those already on the
street are a kindly old man in a
straw hat who calls himself the
“Mayor” {Ossie Davis). He holds
a can of beer concealed in a pap-
erbag and stops to help anyone
who needs his assistance. An-
other is Radio Raheem (Bill
Nunn) with his giant boom box
blaring away.

Sal (Sanny Aiello) and his
sons, Pino (John Turturro) and
Vito (Richard Edson), are open-
ing up their pizzeria. The broth-
ers are arguing over which one
should sweep the walk. Sal, who
wants nothing but peace, threat-
ens to kill someone before the
day is over.

Mockie (Spike Lee), who deliv-
ers pizza for Sal, is not as indus-
trious as Sal would like and he
has not yet arrived.

Following the camera as it
tours the neighborhood, we meet
Mother Sisters (Ruby Dee) who
sits in her window and monitors
all that goes on in the street;
Buggin Out (Roger Guenveur), a
retarded man who roams the
street pestering people to buy
copies of what is apparently the
only photograph of the Rev. Dr.
Martin Luther King and Mal-
colm X together, and Tina (Rosie
Perez), Mookie'’s fiery Puerto Ri-
can girlfriend and the mother of
his son, Hectar.

Other assorted characters in-
clude three old gentlemen who
sit under an umbrella on the
street arguing, commenting on
passersby and conjecturing on
where the Korean grocer across
the street got his money to open
his store.

Then there are the teenagers,
blacks, Orientals, Italians, Lati-
nos and Jews who occasionally
clash in such non-violent encoun-
ters as hurling racial epithets at
each other or engage in a contest
with Radio Raheem to drown out
his boom box with one of theirs.

All in all, everyone has out-
wardly accommodated them-
selves to life on this street and
Lee takes time to accent the
point. There is fun and humor in
many of sequences. There is no
meaness, no drugs, rapes or
muggings.

We see children romping in
the water gushing from an open
hydrant and young adults join-
ing in the fun.

Central to the neighborhood is
Sal’s pizzeria. Everyone, young
and old, comes in at one time or
another for a “slice.”

Sal is proud of his rapport
with his black customers. “T've
seen children grow up on my
pizza.” he tells his sons.

Basically good-natured, he has
a short fuse when challenged.
He doesn’t hesitate to tell Radio
Raheem who comes in with his
blaring boom box to turn it off or
he won't be served. Raheem is
an enormous man with a fixed
stare. At first he refuses, but Sal
stands firm and he finally turns
off the noise.

The only other problem Sal
has is Buggin Out. He badgers
Sal about his pictures of Italian
notables that line the wall and
demands that they be replaced
with famous black men. Sal in-
forms him in no uncertain terms
that the pictures are Italian be-
cause he is Italian and he owns
the place. “You buy your own
place,” he says, “and you can
put up any pictures you want.”

Without knowing it, Sal has
given Buggin Out a cause. He
calls for a boycott of the pizzeria
on the basis that since Sal
makes his money selling to
blacks, their people should hang
in his hall of fame.

It is a futile cry. Sal has so es-
tablished his place in the com-
munity that the idea of boycot-
ting him is ridiculous. Where
else would they go for pizza?

As the scorching day ends
without any relief and Sal is
happily counting the receipts for
his best day ever, a group of la-
tecomers enter. Tired but willing
to oblige, Sal extends his hours
and serves them.

Meanwhile out on the street,
Buggin Out gets Raheem in-
volved in the cause. Together
they go to the pizzeria. Buggin
Out denounces the customers for
spending money in a white es-
tablishment. Raheem turns up
the volume on his boom box.
“Fight the Power” rocks the
walls.

Sal orders them out. They re-
fuse. The box blares on and Sal
loses it. He smashes the boom
box with a baseball bat.

Enraged, Raheem reaches over
the counter and grabs Sal. A me-
lee breaks out as the customers
try to pull him away. The police
arrive. A crown gathers. Before
quiet settles, a man is dead.
Sal’'s pizzeria is trashed and
burned. In one split second, 25
years of goodwill is destroyed.

In “Do the Right Thing,”
viewers understand the frustra-
tions of all. Sal has worked long
and hard in his pizzeria. On the
other hand it was no big deal to
please his customers by display-
ing pictures of their role models.
Lee makes it painfully clear that
everyone had the opportunity to
do the right thing but nobody
did.

Lee, who drew audiences’ at-
tention with his off-beat comedy,
“She’s Gotta Have It’ and
“School Daze,” a look at conflicts
of identity at a black college, is
the author, producer, director
and star of this remarkable film.

Controversial, provocative,
compelling, thought-provoking, it
is not incendiary as some have
claimed. The riot at the end and
the reasons for the resultant
tragedy is fairly laid out. Ques-
tions are raised. No answers are
given.

The film fades out with two
quotes; one from Martin Luther
King, the other from Malcolm X.

Sensitive ears might object to
the frequent use of a four letter
word which has become part of
the street vernacular.

Seven Grosse Pointe gardens
will be dressed in their best and
ready for company next weekend
— all leafed-out, planted,
trimmed, fed and fragrant, wait.
ing for visitors to the Council of

Grosse Pointe Garden Clubs'
16th annual summer garden
tour.

Proceeds from the three-day
event go directly back into beau-
tification programs for all five
Grosse Poinies.

The tour is expected to attract
between 800 and 1,000 people,

and will include — besides a
peek into some of Grosse
Pointe’s best-loved and best-
tended gardens — complimen-

tary refreshments and an oppor-
tunity te shop for handmade
crafts in the Detroit Garden Cen-
ter’s Upstairs Shop.

Tour-goers look forward to op-
portunities for picking up — pla-
giarizing, if you will — garden
tips, tricks, pointers and creative
design ideas for their own gar-
dens.

They won’t be disappointed.

This year’s tour offers a vari-
ety of gardens styles: large for-
mal designs — tiny patio-cen-
tered gardens — landscaped
areas designed for entertaining
— eclectic wildflower plots —
vegetable gardens — low mainte-
nance gardens — family-tended
gardens — gardens that feature
ponds, pools, fountains, fish,
frogs, pots and plants — even a
yard with family antiques incor-
porated into the outdoor setting.

In addition to tours of six pri-
vate gardens, the Grosse Pointe
War Memorial’'s Trial Gardens
will be open for viewing. The 37
year old Trial Gardens include a
historic centerpiece: the French
granite millstone from the early
Windmill Pointe mill. The stone
dates back to the mid-1700s and
has an interesting history of its

own.
This year's Trial Garden
theme is American Patchwork
Quilts. Participating garden

clubs have designed plantings to
recreate the bright colors and
classic patterns of heirloom
quilts.

However, it’s the private back-
yards which remain the best
sources of new gardening ideas
for the green thumb set.

per and lower gardens.

The owner has planted a
charming wildflower garden that
includes a tall yellow heliopsis
that she says blooms from July
until the first frost and provides
a welcome addition to year-round
dried flower arrangements.

She also carefully tends a pair
of cwrrant bushes — one a rare
English golden currant — which
are the sources of fruit for her
homemade currant jelly.

Also included in this very per-
sonal garden are gooseberry
bushes, a French lilac, white
pine, pussy willows, profuse clus-

ters of white and Concord
grapes. and a Canadian hem-
lock.

The Brown Garden, 423
Fisher Road in Grosse Pointe

City, is a true family garden. It's
been designed, landscaped, con-
structed and tended by family
members, and its focal points are
a collection of rustic family an-
tiques which are incorporated
into the overall design. A two-
level fish pond is filled with gold-
fish. (The owner said the little
eritters spend the winter in the
family's bathtub.)

A 100-year old water pump
from the family farm in Ohio is
part of the pond’s design. A huge
old-fashioned dinner bell on a
pole stands beside the garage.
It's used when the grandchildren
visit.

The front yard features masses
of colorful impatiens, a raised
berm and two large elm trees.

Family photos will be dis-
played to depict the transforma-
tion of this garden.

The Allen Garden, 71 Moross
Road. Grosse Pointe Farms, was
designed as a private family re-
treat. The back yard, formerly
used as the children's play area,
was redesigned three years ago
as a small adult oasis by land-
scape designer Marguerite
Decker.

There's no grass to mow in the
back of the house. Instead, a
mixture of evergreens, flowering
shrubs and trees, perennials and
ground cover surrcund and en-

hance the sandstone patio, the
pond and fountain. Flower beds’
arce raised for easier tending and

they double as extra seating for
entertaining.

Apple and mulberry trees pro-
vide coolness and shade for the
pond, which is home to fish,
frogs and pond-loving plants
such as papyrus, cattails, Boston
fern, iris and water lilies.

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Study shows most women
choose jobs close to home

A suburban woman gives up a
challenging desk job downtown
and switches to the assembly-
line tedium of stitching labels on
sweaters in a factory closer to
home.

It's just another example of
how geography restricts the role
of women in the workplace.

Despite the prevalence of such
episodes, geography has been
almost completely ignored in
studies of why women work
where they do and why many
find themselves in occupationally
segregated situations, said Susan
Hanson, director of the School of
Geography at Clark University
in Worcester, Mass.

In a survey of journey-to-work
patterns in the Worcester metro-
politan area, Hanson found that
spatial constraints — geographic
factors — limit job choices for
women much more often than
theyv do for men. ‘

Nearly 55 percent of the
women surveyed, but only 7 per-
cent of the men, mentioned “lo-
cated close to home"” or “conven-
iently located” as a reason for
choosing a particular job.

Closely coupled with the dis-
tance factor were work hours.
More than 43 percent of the
women. but only 6 percent of the
men, cited the importance of
~good working hours” or “hours
that fit my needs.”

Worcester women generally
work much closer to home than
men, both in travel time and dis-
tance: women, about 16 minutes
away; men, at least 21.

Women in female-dominated
occupations, ones in which at
least 70 percent of the employees
are women, work significantly
closer to home than women in
male-dominated or gender-inte-
grated fields. Among female-
dominated occupations are teach-
ing, nursing, secretarial, and
clerical positions.

“Women are more likely to
ask what jobs are available
within a 10- or 15-minute radius
of home, within walking dis-
tance, or on a bus line,” Hanson
said. “The role of geography is
very clear in their decision to go
to work and in what opportuni-
ties they'll consider.”

Forty-six percent of the women
surveyed who held full-time jobs,
and 66 percent of those who
worked part time were employed
in female-dominated occupations,
she found.

“It's the fact that female-dom-
inated jobs are available as shift
work, on a ‘parttime basis, or

close to home — coupled with the .,

time and space constraints that
women face at certain points in
their lives — that leads to the
segregation of women within dis-
advantaged segments of the la-
bor market,” said geographer
Geraldine Pratt of the Univer-
sity of British Columbia, who
collaborated the survey.
Although the two geographers’
findings cannot be projected to

the United States as a whole, .

Epaphroditus and Euodia are mentioned in
Paul’s letter to the Church in Philippi. Most people have
heard of Abraham and Sarah, Mary, Paul, Moses, and
many others, but Epaphroditus and Euodia? Paul calls Epa-
phroditus a brother, a fellow worker and “minister to my
need.” He declares that Euodia is a woman who “labored
side by side with me in the gospel.” Such descriptions
would seem to indicate that they were the kind of people
who would be there when you needed them.

Now I cannot recall ever having heard a sermon about
either Epaphroditues or Euodia, and I know I have never
preached one myself. Maybe I should sometime. They are
unknown, unsung, unheard of. Yet, they were both seem-
ingly persons who were present and important in the life of
Paul.

We all know people like that. They write letters, they
make phone calls, they bring food or surprise gifts, they
bolster spirits, they visit and care for the sick, they do all
sorts of things that need doing. Others serve on committees
and work for justice, they vote, they are politically active,
they care for the issues of the day. Like Epaphroditus and
Euodia, they are often unknown, unsung, unheard of — and
yet they make the world more human.

Sometimes when we are discouraged by the fact that peo-
ple do not remember our names, or that they misspell
them, or that they stumble about when they try to intro-
duce us.

Take heart! Our names are not all that important.

But our deeds are — what we do for others to ease their
burdens and to make their lives brighter and better. If we
are faithful in the performance of those opportunities that
are ours and commit our lives to high purposes and to God
— that is what counts in the long run even though some-

We first met when 1 was a fledgling member of the Re-
gency Whist Club in 1960. It was my first experience at high
stake bridge and my performance was a shade shy of cata-
aturally, I should have had better sense and sub-
stantially greater resources, but I tapped Mr. Jacoby's table
and was politely invited to participate. Ozzie cut the famous
Greek General Constantine Platsis and I, unfortunately for
him, drew Sherman Stearns whose reputation was formida-
ble.. The first three hands were a prelude to perdition and
the fourth, a four spade play, was the most flagrant abuse of
one's privilege to be declarer in the Club’s exalted history.
Eleven tricks were in sight and I found nine of them. Fortu-

nately for my new found illustrious playing friends, the din-
ner hour was upon us and that was a credible excuse for
them to beat a hasty retreat. Sherman’s parting words were
“Someday young man, you're going to be a fine member of
this club”. Needless to say, my high stake card playing ca-
reer was mortally scarred. It took years of careful play for
me to restore a modicum of their confidence, but they were
superb gentlemen and eventually they threw fear to the four
winds and embraced my modest game.

Of Ozzie's many bidding contributions, I like his transfers
best. This device has two significant attributes. It allows the
strong hand to remain concealed and the opening lead, often
so crucial, comes to it too.

Just visiting a market at this
time of year will stimulate your
appetite. The greens of fresh let-
tuce and spinach; cantalope, cut
open to expose the orange juici-
ness of its meat; watermelons
round and oblong, plain and
striped with little peephole
wedges cut to show how red and
ready they are; strawbetries;
blueberries; corn and broceoli;
and summer’s favorite the toma-
to are there for your choosing.

If vou only go once, don't miss
the sights and sounds of the
market in July. The memory
will linger on in the dearth of
winter, when by necessity you
turn to canned and frozen foods.
Looking at those pallid offerings
vou will recall with pleasure
how good they were in their
original state and will smile as
vou think, "Ah, I knew you
when...”

Summer passes too soon, but
the benefits will remain if the
daily diet has included the fresh
foods that are so plentiful and
nutritious in this giving season.

Many people pay for improper
eating with poor health. But
changing bad habits can have a
positive effect at any age. For
example, more than one study
has shotwn that some ‘of the ad-
verse effects of smoking are re-

One of the studies conducted
by the NIA was the effects of ov-
erweight. Curiously enough,
their studies indicated that the
mortality rate appears to be
lower in individuals who are cur-
rently classified as obese. There
appeared to be some beneficial
effects of mild and even moder-
ate obesity in older people.

Other findings indicated the
need for protein in older people
was at least as great as in
vounger groups, that sufficient
roughage and water must be in-
cluded in the diet, and that daily
exercise should be part of the
prevention program.

Osteoporosis, a sketetal dis-
ease characterized by decreases
in the amount and strength of
bone tissue, is another concern of
NIA. The reduction and mass of

density of affected bones makes
them weak, porous and more
susceptible to fracture. Recent
surveys indicate that osteopo-
rosis is more widespread than
arthritis and about three times
as common as diabetes. Al-
though osteoporosis is thought to
be a result of a combination of
factors, chief among the causes
1s nutrition.

Studies have shown that
among the most important mea-
sures for preventing osteoporosis
are a sufficient caleium intake, a
diet adequate in protein and
other nutrients and possible
treatment  with  vitamins  and
other nutritional supplements.

In support of this recormmen-
dation, the director of the Na-
tional Institute of Arthritis, Me-
tabolism and Digestive Diseases,
Dr. Donald Wheden, cited re-
search findings comparing osteo-
porosis patients with patients of
the same age who did not have
the disease. These findings sug-
gest that persons with osteopo-
rosis tend to have lower calcium
intake. Studies also showed that
the patients showed improved
storage of calcium as intake was
increased, for instance, by drink-
ing more milk.

It may seem like a big jump
from the joys of July to the ills
brought on by poor nutrition, but
the subjects do relate. One of the
jovs of July is the opportunity of
feasting on good fresh foed burst-
ing with nutrients that will
nourish and revive the body and
keep it running through winter’s
parsimenous offerings until July
comes again with its munific-
ence.

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A wealthy man

Bill Nagel, who has been
called the historian of the Poit
Huron to Mackinac race, is a
rich man.

Last week 1 had the opportu-
nity to meet with Nagel at his
home in the Park. I didn’t
search his checkbook, nor did [
glance at his savings account. |
didn’t need to.

Money, whether this man
prospers from it or not, doesn’t
matter. What he has is much
more valuable than that paper
stuff that makes the world go
round. Nagel is a walking ency-
clopedia.

Nagel declares that all he
ever was, and still is, is a sail-
ing bum. That may be true, but
even in his spare time he
headed the prestigious Cook
Travel Bureau in the Cock Ho-
tel. Now he sits in his blue
leather chair reminiscing about
the good old days. And, at 78
he’s got many things to remem-
ber.

His livelihocod was sailing,
not booking plane trips. He be-
gan sailing at 7 and from that
point on fell in love with the
water. When he sweats, his
pores emit sea salt. When he
talks, he talks with an authori-
tative captain’s voice. He'’s a
man of great wisdom, with
never a boring story to tell.

A captain of the seas during
World War 11, Nagel used his
schooling and skills to skipper
a 169-foot tugboat. A Bayview
Yacht Club member for 53
years, Nagel remains a staunch
supporter of sailing, despite not
sailing in a Mackinac race for
at least 12 years.

“I used to love the competi-
tion of long-distance racing,”
Nagel said. “I never liked
sports that you had to compete
against yourself.”

Nage! knows aging is immi-
nent, but his foremost thought
is not being able to help other
sailors.

“One of the things about the

"laging process I really don't

like,”" said Nagel, “is not being
able to sail. The other stuff 1
can handle. At my age, it's just
difficult to take because I can’t
contribute anything to sailing.”
On the contrary, he offers
knowledge and expertise. With-
out a second thought, he can
tell you how many nautical and
statute miles lie between Mil-
waukee and Detroit. He can
tell you the best way to get to
Charlevotx, too.

“One day a guy asked me
how to get there,” Nagel re-
called, “and I told him to spend
about $40,000 on a boat and
head up Lake Huron until
... That’s the only way I
knew.”

Nagel is like a fish out of
water. However, he rests on the
memories and anecdotes he has
created and lived through. He
thrives on talking about his
heydays when there used to be
only 12 boats in a Mackinac
race. Simply, he enjoys talking.

“If bull pooh (paraphrasing of
course) were music, I'd have
my own band,” he says.

In 1972, Nagel's skippering
days ended with the sail of his
44-footer Last Straw. Sailing
has ended, but the articulate
and well versed Nagel remains
a highly respected sailor. As
one person said, you can take
the man out of sailing, but you
can't take the sailing out of
Nagel.

In two hours, Bill Nagel took
me from his 14-foot dinghy to
his 169-foot tugboat, to his Lasf
Straw and I enjoyed every bit
of it. He's a man of distinction,
who enjoys the quote from Dr.
Samuel Johnson: “A man
who'd go to sea for pleasure,
would go to hell for a pastime.”

I guess Nagel's been to hell
for some time then.

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History, nostalgia fill
Mackinac sailboat race

The Bayview Yacht Club Port
Huron to Mackinac Sailboat
Race will be embarking on its
65th running on July 22. How-
ever, if it wasnt for the first
fleet of 12 boats in 1925, the
Mackinac may have never come
to pass.

Some 65 years later, the Port
Huron to Mackinac race ranks
as one of the most prestigious
sailboat races in North America.
Boaters from  lilinois, Florida,
Canada, California and even
England, make the trip just to
sail in the 259-nautical mile race
that rotates weekends with the
Chicago to Mackinac race. Now,
the Chicago and Port Huron
races are run one week apart.

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THIS YEAR, just like in
years . previous, many “Old
Goats” will be christened. An
Old Goat is a sailor who races in
at least 25 Mackinac races.
Many younger sailors will be in-
troduced to Cove Island (the half-
way point), while others will
stay at home and savor their
memories. Many, however, may
not know how the Port Huron to
Mackinac race evolved.

“Many old time sailors, such
as mysell, know,” said race his-
torian Bill Nagel. “But many
other sailors will become a part
of history when they finish at
Mackinac. This race is the great-
est on the Great Lakes and I'm
sure that the majority of the peo-
ple racing know how prestigious
of an event this really is.”

In 1924, Dr. W.A. Wilson,
Bayview's rear commodore, and
his 50 club members welcomed
Herb Stone, editor and publisher
of Yachting Magazine, to their
little tin shanty in Waterworks
Park. Stone, who according to
Nagel was a staunch supporter
of sailing, started to plant the
bug of sailing in a long-distance
race. Many of the club members,
all of whom sailed, heeded
Stone's advice.

“STONE AND DOC Wilson
began talking and Stone sug-
gested some of the fellas go to
the Bermuda Race,” recalled
Nagel. “Stone said the guys
should charter a boat and race.
So they did and wouldnt you
know it, they won their class.”

The Bermuda Race is run
every other year.

Upon return, Stone began im-
plementing a new concept to the
Bayview sailors, that would later
be coined as the Port Huron to
Mackinac race.

“Stone said, ‘Why don't we
start a long distance race on
Lake Huron,”” said Nagel.
“None of the guys realized it had
been tried before, but took a lik-
ing to the idea.”

According to Nagel, a few sail-
ors — including his father, Harry
Kendall and Alpheus dJennings

— tried a long-distance race on
Lake Huron in 1895 or 1896.

“It had been tried, not done
hefore,” Nagel said. “They (the
sailors) made the mistake of
starting at Russell, which meant
they had to go through Lake St
Clair and the river in order to
get Lake Huron. The problem
wasn't the starting point, how-
ever, it was the swift current.”

In the early 1930s, the Bay-
view and Chicago races shared
the same weekend for their
starts. Chicago wasn’t about to
yield its tradition while Bayview
was beginning one, so alterna-
tive weekends were not feasible.

“CHICAGO REALLY had no
need for our boats,” said Nagel.
“They were the big guy on the
block and they didn’t have to
court Bayview because they
were gelting enough sailboats
out of Milwaukee, and their fleet
was big enough.”

Also, the Inter-Lake Yachting
Association was hosting  its
eight-day regatta in Put-In Bay
one week later, so people from
this area would run the Port
Huron race and then go to the
ILYA race.

“The ILYA always drew more
boats,” said Nagel. “The ILYA
regatta was the oldest and be-
cause it ran a week, people could
get more sailing in. Also, it was
a lot closer than having to get to
Chicago. Back then you would
have had to sail to Mackinac
and down to Chicago for the
start. That was too much.”

Now people transport boats by
land.

“Times are a changin’, my
friend,” Nagel said. *“People
have more money now and bet-
ter resources.”

BECAUSE OF THE ILYA
race, the Port Huron to Macki-
nac fleet didn't increase much
over the next 10 years.

“We went from 12 boats to
maybe 25 by 1935, said Nagel.
“The ILYA regatta was just too
strong.”

While Chicago wouldn't budge
on its stand to not alternate
weekends, most sailors — even
in Chicago — began to see that
the more competitive boats from
Detroit couldn’t compete against
Chicago. However, that didn't
seem to matter so both races
continued without stiff competi-
tion from their Great Lake coun-
terparts.

“There were so many great
boats that raced in both races

“Many people
were expressing an interest to
race in both races so we just
wanted the races to begin on
separate, yet back-to-back week-
ends.”

"We proposed that one year
the Chicago race goes first, fol-
lowed by ours, and the following
year we swap. We asked them to

“They ugreed because the
fleets were getting bigger,” Na-
gel added. “I believe they also
thought that it would have to
happen sooner or later.”

The fleet improved from 55 to
more than 120 by the mid 50s.

“More people could afford a
boat,” said Nagel, who raced in
32 Mackinacs. “Don’t forget also,
that sailing was catching on,
plus more women became inter-

to be factored in when you ask
why did the fleet increase.”

Incentives also helped the in-
crease.

“We used to entice them (boat-
ers) with a few cases of beer if
they raced,” said Nagel. “In the
50s, we never even thought of an
entry fee, so that was our way of
getting some more people inter-
ested in sailing to Mackinac.”

The agreement between clubs
also meant that Port Huron
could become more of a show-
place.

“Many people think the Blue
Water Festival (which runs the
week prior to the race in Port
Huron) started the Mackinac,”
Nagel said. “Well, let me set the
record straight. The festival was
started by the race. I also believe
the race put Port Huron on the

map.”

The festival has run for 51
years.

The Bayview to Mackinac

race, which is not run under the
auspices of anybody, began as an
invitation only race and remains
that way today. The course has
been redirected through the
years, making it more compara-
ble to the Chicago race, but at
one time sailors struggled to find
Cove Island.

“Before we re-introduced Cove
Island,” said Nagel, “the boats
had trouble finding it. Nobody
could see it because it was foggy
and the ‘boats didn’t have navi-
gational instruments so it was
tough to tell if you had rounded
it or not,

“We used to have a course
that was a straight shot up the
lake, but we had to make it
longer,” Nagel said. “We really
had ne other place to go and the
course has been like that for
quite sometime.”

FROM THE LATE 50s and
on, the advent of navigational
equipment occurred. Radio direc-
tion finders, better materials, life
lines, winches, stainless steel
and other materials hyped the
sport and made it easier to sail.

“When you can punch a cou-
ple of buttons and receive your
latitude and longitude, you're in
pretty good shape,” Nagel said.
“The times have a changed, ha-
ven't they?”

The Bayview Yacht Club Port
Huron to Mackinac Race has
graduated from “55-foot boxes”
to 78-foot fiberglass boats. Port
Huron still throws its Blue Wa-
ter Festival and thousands of
people line the Black River to
bid farewell to the competing
boats the morning of the race.
The Mackinac race is bigger
than any of those sailors ever
dreamed.

“It all began as a dream,” said
Nagel, “and now it’s one of the
greatest things on the earth.
Many people have contributed to
this sport, and many more will.

The Port Huwron to Mackinac
race will never die ... it’s just
too big.”

Grosse Pointe Cable will be
airing the race results on
Channel 32 Lakeshore from 5
p.m. Friday, July 21 until the
race is completed.

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The above statement has

been heard countless times in

our office when the diagnosis

of tennis elbow is made.
Actually, in my experience,

Dr. Anthony Femminineo

less than 25 percent of pa-
tients seen with tennis elbow
got this malady from playing
tennis.

Tennis elbow is more for-
mally called lateral epicondy-
litts. Roughly speaking, this
is an inflammation of the ori-
gin of the muscles which pick
up the wrist. This can cer-
tainly be seen in someone
who plays tennis and is fre-
quently seen in a player with
a "stiff’’ backhand.

More commonly, in my ex-
perience, this disorder can be
seen in people who perform
repeated forceful movements
at the wrist such as house-
keeping, painting, or washing
walls or floors, to name a few.
The pain is located on the lat-
eral or thumb side of the el

bow, when severe pain can be
felt in the entire forearm.

However, on closer exami-
nation, one can localize a
point of intense pain, and pal-
pation of this spot can cause a
recreation of the person’s
pain. Rarely, some swelling
can be noted at this point.
The pain can be worse when
the offending activity is per-
formed and can also be worse
at night. There is never any
sensory changes with this
problem.

Treating the elbow

Treatment of this problem
is varied based on severity of
one's symptomatology. Minor
symptoms may be quieted
down simply by rest. Some
people without other problems

may also benefit from two
buffered aspirins, three times
a day with meals. If pain con-
tinues, one can try a “tennis
elbow” band or strap. This
wraps around the forearm
and serves to redistribute the
pressure generated by the
muscle contractions away
from the area of pain.

If symptoms still persist,
physical therapy measures
may be of benefit. These mea-
sures include deep heat to the
area and stretching exercises.
These exercises focus on
lengthening contractions
where the wrist is brought up
and then let down slowly.
Stubborn cases are sometimes
benefited by a local steroid
injection at the point of severe
pain. In the most severe

cases, where there has been
no response to more conserva-
tive measures, surgery can be
of some benefit, Note that this
s a rare occurrence.

Try this

One can perform a home
program to help prevent ten-
nis elbow or lessen its chance
of recurrence. Stretching is
important as are simple activ-
ities, including bending the
wrist and fingers down.
Strengthening exercises can
also be done. A common exer-
cise that can be performed is
the rolling up of a string
which is tied to a two or three
pound weight. One can also
take a one or two pound dum-
bell, pick the wrist up and
then let it down slowly.

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Please note that not all el-
bow pain is tennis elbow. A
pinched nerve in the neck can
cause pain in the area of the
elbow. This will often be asso-
ciated with numbness and
neck pain, but not in every
case.

Arthritis can also cause
symptoms in the elbow as can
a fracture. The important
point here is if elbow pain
persists, you should not make
light of it, but should bring it
to the attention of your physi-
cian, even if the name John
McEnroe only makes you
think of disposable razors.

Diet, disease connection

Part 11

The following information is a
continuance in the discussion of
the link between our eating hab-
its and some of the diseases di-
rectly related to those habits.

This information is intended
as a guide, not a prescription.

Heart disease

High blood cholesterol levels
increase the risk of heart dis-
ease. The blood cholesterol level
of many Americans is undesira-
bly high. Eating foods high in
fat, especially saturated fatty ac-
ids and cholesterol, causes ele-
vated levels in many people.

For adults, blood cholesterol is
considered high if it measures
more than 200-24C milligrams of
cholesterol per deciliter of blood,
depending on age. As a result of
their diets, most Americans far
exceed that measurement. In
fact, 40 percent of the calories
consumed comes from fat. More
desirable levels are from 25 to
30 percent; saturated fatty acids
should compose less than 10 per-
cent of that total.

Recently, a 20 year study was
conducted, which shed some
light on the benefits of fish con-
sumption. All fish, including
shellfish, are rich in special po-
lyunsaturated oils that may help
to prevent heart disease. These
oils are called omega-3 fatty ac-
ids, EPA and DHA.

The oils are not found in vege-
table oils, land animals or dairy
products. And, the more oil in
the fish, the more of these fatty
acids they contain. Salmon and
mackerel contain the highest
levels.

Weight loss
should be

realistic

If you're thinking of starting a
diet with visions of losing a lot
of weight for summer, Nordic-
Track, the manufacturer of the
cross country ski exercise ma-
chine, advises you to take a long-
term approach.

“It's much better to change
your eating pattern and start a
program of regular aerobic exer-
cise program than to go on a
drastic diet that promises fast
results,” said Ed Pauls, inventor
and founder of NordicTrack.

“Every summer, there’s a new
crop of diets that promise fast
weight loss. And some of them
do result in rapid loss — much of
it water weight and even some
muscle tissue,” Paul adds.

“The problem with fad diets is
that people don't make changes
in their lives, they don’'t learn
anything new, so when the go off
the diet they go back to their old
eating habits and don’t keeep
the weight off,” said Merilyn
Cummings, registered dietitian
and author of “Diet to Lose &
Win.”

“We've heard from many peo-
ple who have fought the weight
battle all their lives, and finally
won by eating sengibly and exer-
cising regularly,” Paul states.

Severa] studies have shown
that these fatty acids reduce the
possibility of blood platelets clot-
ting in humans, thus decreasing
the likelihood of heart attacks
caused from restricted blood flow
to the heart.

Furthermore, omega-3 acids
tend to reduce blood levels of
cholesterol and fatty triglycer-
ides — both of which lead to
heart disease.

However, blood cholesterol lev-
els are not always determined by
diet. Some people can eat diets
high in fat and still maintain
normal blood cholesterol. Others
have high blood cholesterol even
on low-fat, low-cholesterol diets.
Yet, it is always wise to cut sat-
urated fatty acids and total fat
to a minimum.

Cholesterol is needed to form
hormones, cell membranes and
other body substances. The body
is able to manufacture the cho-
lesterol it needs for these func-
tions; additional amounts are not
needed in the diet. The following
tips will help to ensure a health-
ier heart.

e Trim all excess fat from
meats.

» Use polyunsaturated fats
and oils, such as corn, sunflower
or safflower.

e If you drink alcoholic bever-
ages, do so in moderation.

e Try using herbs and fresh
lemon juice for seasonings, in-
stead of those seasoning that
contain high amounts of sugar
and salt.

¢ Avoid excess amounts of
sugar. Many products that con-
tain a high amount of sugar,
also contain a high amount of
fat.

¢ Be an ingredient reader.

Many products contain coconut
oils and palm oils. These oils
don’t contain cholesterol in and
of themselves, but act as “sticky
glues” in the vascular system
and can cause the build up of
cholesterol in the system.

* Incorporate some form of
daily exercise. Even a 15-20 min-
ute brisk walk done on a daily
basis can help lower your blood
cholesterol level.

* Spend 15-20 minutes a day
practicing relaxation and visuali-
zation techniques. This is espe-
cially appropriate for those who
have inherited a predisposition
to high blood cholesterol. The
mind is a powerful instrument
for our well-being. If you can see
it in your mind’s eye that your
cholesterol count is actually
dropping like the numbers on a
temperature gauge, you can help
it become a reality.

High blood pressure

About one in every four Amer-
icans has elevate blood pressure.
High blood pressure increases
the risk for heart attack, stroke
and kidney disease. Risk factors
include a family history of high
blood pressure, obesity and a
high sodium intake.

While some individuals can
eat high-sodium diets without

Lawrence E. Lamb, M.D,
medical consultant to the Presi-
dent’'s Council on Fitness and
Sports, notes in his book, “The
Weighting Game,” that more
than 90 percent of the people
who lose weight by popular diets
regain what they've lost.

“On very low calorie diets,
your body adjusts to the lower
amount of calories and a conser-
vation/starvation mechanism
kicks in. Your body becomes
more efficient; your metabolism
slows and you burn fewer calo-
ries,” explains Cummings.

However, aerobic exercise
helps your body to adjust to the

lowered calorie level and in-
creases your metabolism, so you
lose weight. Another advantage
of exercise is that you burn fat,
not protein, so you preserve your
muscle tone, adds Cummings.

Exercise is also vital in keep-
ing weight off,

“To maintain a significant
weight loss, people need to get
regular aerobic exercise and to
consume no more than 20 to 30
percent of their total calories in
fat,” said Donald S. Robertson,
M.D., medical director of the
Southwest Bariatric Nutrition
Center in Scotsdale, Ariz.

increased blood pressure, too
much sodium in the diet may
aggravate high blood pressure
once it exits.

The National Research Coun-
cil of the National Academy of
Sciences suggests safe and ade-
quate range of sodium intake
per day is about 1100 to 3200
milligrams for adults. This is far
below the amount that most
American adults consume, con-
sidering that one teaspoon of salt
contains 2300 milligrams of so-
dium.

Many of us have become
aware of the salt in many of the
processed foods, not to mention
the high content of sodium in
fast food products.

Recently, calcium, potassium
and magnesium have been recog-
nized for their possible roles in
maintaining normal blood pres-
sure. While research continues
as to the connection between
these nutrients and high blood
pressure, it is advised to make
sure that your daily diet choices
contain adequate amounts of
these essential nutrients.

For optimum health, it is rec-
ommended that you eat from a
variety of foods, including a high
amount of fresh fruits, vegeta-
bles, whole grain cereals and
breads and leans meats (chicken
and fish). The same guidelines

reappear time and again when
we are dealing with many of
these chronic diseases: improve
your eating habits, get on a
daily exercise routine and give
yourself some time each day for
relaxation and reflection,

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Ease into that active schedule

Many people jump into sum-
mer too vigorously and instead
of getting into shape to safely
participate in activities, injure
themselves, according to The
National Exercise For Life Insti-
tute.

“With summer here, people
start to jog, play tennis, swim,
hike, play softball and tee off at
the golf course. And, hundreds of
these weekend athletes will find
themselves with sore shoulders,
aching backs, hurting knees,
sprains and bruises,” said Diane
DeMarco, executive director of
the Twin-Cities based institute.

“People are coming out of hi-
bernation and are eager to be
active,” said orthopedic surgeon
Dr. James Priest. “This time of
year we see more shoulder im-
pingement syndrome (which is a
sprain of the rotator cuff), elbow
injuries and stress fractures,
which cause leg pain. These
types of injuries can result from
softball, baseball, tennis, golf
and jogging.”

“Some people don’t believe in
moderation and feel they have to
do as much as possible to get the
best results,” said Dr. Richard
Birrer, a professor specializing in
exercise and activity at the State
University of New York.

“To avoid injury, we would
advise people to start exercising
during the latter part of the win-
ter, so they’re more ready to go
outside and participate,” said
Priest. “Don’t rush into it. Start
out slowly and gradually build
endurance, strength and flexibil-

"

ity.
Take time to prepare for your
favorite summer sports by

strengthening the parts of your
body that will be used during
your particular activity,” said
DeMarco.

Some good choices

Experts agree that the best
all-around aerobic exercise is
cross country skiing, which uses
all of the major muscle groups,
including those in the legs,
arms, back, shoulders and abdo-
men. It also gives a thorough
cardiovascular workout and is an
effective way to lose and control
weight.

Many people are getting the
benefits of cross country skiing
year-round with NordicTrack,
the top cross country ski exercise
machine.

Swimming is also good for the
muscles and skeletal structure
