In Novembel 1981, Woods voters ap-
pJOved a 1/2 nllil for upglUdmg Its EMS sel-
vice 1'10111 ba,>lc to advanced That means
the owner of a $100,000 home m the Woods
pays $25 a year m taxes Just for the ad-
vanced ,>elVICP,wInch can mean the dIffer-

ence between hfe and death, especially If
you're a heart attack VictIm.

Accordmg to Woods Public Safety Omcer
Steven Buckley, advanced life SUPPOI t IS
hke bnngmg the emergency room to the
patIent's home 01' accident scene Though
the paramedics are hIghly tramed, they are
not doctors, said Buckley, who has been a
paramedic for 12 year!> and IS a certified m-
stl"Uctor for advanced and basic emergency
pel sonnel and also teaches cardlOpulmonary

rebuscltatlOn.
"The paramedic IS the agent of the doc-

tor," Buckley said "The doctor's eyes and
ears"

We'te all famtliar WIth advanced hfe sup-
port and paramedics. The popular televiSIOn
'>CIleS "Emergency!" m the early 1970s was
based on an advanced hfe support system.

To get an understanding of the paramed-
IC'S abilIties, It IS helpful to compare the

hours of training reqUired for all levels of
emergency medical techniCIans, or EMTs.
EMT is a generic term for all trained emer-
gency personnel, though only a person
trained 111 advanced life support can be
called a paramedic.

The paramedIc must complete a mini.
mum of about 700 credit hours of training
and pass a state test, whIch is so tough that

He added that inside measure-
ments were probably made so
that the LeC has a general Idea
of the size of the facility and the
number of rooms

Weber said the War Memorial
IS seekmg a hquor hcense be-
cause "We have 200 to 230
events a year where liquor is
served. The problem IS we can't
get hquor habihty Insurance
without a hcense.

"You don't have any control
over the alcohol when people are
bnnging it in and out of the
buddmg," he said "We can get
a 24-hour liquor license, but we
can only get five per year.

"The hquor liability insurance
costs the groups $1,500 per func-
tion, which IS a shame since
many of the events are fundrais-
en. It would be nice if the
groups could add the $1,500 ~
their particular cause," he
added.

"If the license IS approved, we
WIll be operating on a more
stnct basis than the state re-
qUires. Many m the community
are afraid that we will operate
an open bar, which is not true,"
he said.

"We are not promotmg drink-
mg It really IS not a drinking

As St John CEO Wesselmann
pomted out, hiS hospital's losses
are even greater than the 79
cents on the dollar that Cohen

tals what It costs to provide care
to those treated under the Medi-
caId program

The suit, which was filed by
the Michigan Hospital ASSOCia-
tIOn on behalf of the dozen co-
plaintiff hospitals, also names
the US Department of Health
and Human Services as a co de-
fendant.

Glenn Wesselmann, pre!>ldent
and chief executive officer of St
John Health Corp and St. John
Hm,pltal and Medical Center,
said Monday that the hospital IS
only getting IeJmbursed 70 cents
fl'om the state for each dollar's
worth of MediCaid provided,

He said St John Hospital lost
$35 mIllion last yea)' by serving

dla, and espeCIally the DetrOIt News and
Free Press whlch in covering lllS years m
office have reported hIS mistakes and bad
Judgment in speCIfic cases as well as hIS
accomphshments.

Just before filing for re-electIOn, Young
set the tone for hiS campmgn m an mter-
view WIth the Free PI ess edItorial board.
He complamed that "there has been a con-
SIstent pattern through Free PI'ess articles
and edltol'ials deahng With me over the
years and particularly m the last year -

and It seems to be accelerating as we get
closer to the electIOn - that amounts to a
vendetta, an attack."

What were his specific charges?
• That the Free Press and the News and

some of the electronic media mIshandled
the paternity suit filed against him in sto
ries that "marked a new low in the sensa
tIonal handling of matters concerning me
and a violatiOn of any right I had to pn-
vacy."

• That there is no eVidence that the po
lice depdl-tment's Special Invebtigatlllg
Unit ever investigated the mother of
Young's son, as contended by an employee
of the city water department and as widely
reported in the medIa

• That the city of Detroit's cost overruns
in preparing the site of the Chrysler plant
constituted "a failw'e of oversight" and
that to the degree that he personally was
responsIble, he would take hIS share of the
blame but that to the degree that the Clty
CouncIl was responsible for overSIght,
"They passed It, I didn't,"

• That he has every reason to believe
that the present safeguards installed In the
city's new mcmerator meet the standards

of the federal EnVIronmental Protection
Agency and the state Department of Natu
ral Resources but If they don't, he'll take
anothel' look at the plant and do what has
to be done

As can be seen by the mayor's com-
ments, he is never on the defensive In-
stead, he follows the football axiom that a
good offense is the best defense. So we no
doubt will hear much more from the
mayor about the media's failures before
the November electIOn finally arnves.

The outpouring of mayoral candidates,
13 after two Withdrawals, Illustl ates the
belIef 111 some quarters that Young may
not be mV1l1ciblethIS tune around. Indeed,
he may be more vulnerable than In any of
hlS four vIctorious campmgns .

In the last two years, Young has proved
to be less than a polItical powerhouse He
supported Mlchael Dukakls for the Demo-
cratlc preSIdential nommatlOn but Detroit's
caucuses gave Jesse Jackson substantIal
majontIes.

He endorsed three Incumbent school
board membm s who WCl e swept out of of
fice Voters rejected hIS proposal for casmo
gamblmg as well as two bond Issues he
sought for the CIty Even before the start of
the polItical campaign, the polls showed
his support flaggmg.

So while the mayor IS favored for re-
election to hIS fifth term, even at age 71, It
promises to be an mtel'est1l1g campaIgn
that could have Important consequences
not only for Detr01ters but for sublll'bamtes
as well.

There may even be a debate among the
mayoral candIdates that could cast new
hght on DetrOIt's problems and, even more
Important, offer workable solutions

He was an unusual chain publisher in
another important respect As editor and
later publisher, he served in Detroit for 11
years, a period that gave hIm an insight
into city and community problems not
shared by more typical short-term pubhsh-
ers.

fought for Its adoption for almost three and
a half years

Unfortunately, the JOA applicatIon is
still pending m the courts It is now pre-
dicted that the Supreme Court will not de-
Cide until next year the constitutionality of
the Faihng Newspaper Act that authorizes
newspapers to engage in joint operations
that otherwlse would be m violation of
anti-trust laws

Under the JOA, the publisher would be-
come the Detroit Newspaper Agency which
would mclude representatives of both pa-
pers Two papers would be published five
days a week WIth jomt advertIsing, circula-
tIOn and production staffs but separate
new'> and editonal departments. A single

A health adVisory has again been de-
clared in areas of Lake St Clair near the
mouth of the Milk River and the Woods
Lakefront Park marina.

Issued by the Wayne County Depart-
ment of EnVironmental Health, the adVI-
sories are related to recent rains, accordmg
to environmental health offiCIals.

In the area of the mouth of the Milk
RIver, raw sewage IS occaSIOnally released
into the lake during or after heavy ramfall
when sewers and holding tanks reach or
exceed capacity.

After heavy storms people should aVOId
direct contact with lake water in the dIS-
charge area.

County officials perform weekly testing

of the area and report that the inlet sur-
rounded by the Ford property In Grosse
Pomte Shores is included in the health ad-
visory.

The advIsOI)' Includes the shoreline area
from Stephens Road (9 1/2 Mile) south to
Vermer.

Officials say that swimming In any of
the areas under the advisory may cause
health complicatIOns such as infections If
the water comes In contact with eyes, ears
or cuts In the skin The sewage-laden wa-
ter IS espeCIally dangerous if swallowed.

Engtneers studyIng the Milk River re-
port that raw sewage IS released into Lake
St ClaIr from the point an average of 46
tImes per year.

based on learned protocols

Buckley said the paramedics
have what are called "standmg
orders" The standmg orders are
procedUles to follow In lIfe-
threatemng sltuatlOns, such as
cardiaC arrests

The paramediCS, however, are
not alone m the field They are
required to be m contact WIth an
emergency phySIcian at a nearby
hospital through what Buckley
calls blOtelemetry Via radIO,
the Woods paramediCS keep m
touch With St John Hospital's
emergency room The emergency
room doctor at St. John adVises
the paramediCS of what actIOns
to take whIle at the scene and
en route

Buckley said that the Woods'
advanced emergency module has
the capablhty of transmittmg
the patient's EKG to St John
for the doctor's evaluation. Fur-
thermore, the paramediC'S EKG
defibnllator unit can also be con-
nected to a telephone for use at
the patient's home, for example

The paramediC can also ad-
minister a hmlted vanety of
drugs The Woods ambulance
module carnes some 20 drugs for
various uses, such as cardiac ar-
rests, drug overdoses, allergIC
reactIOns, diabetes and asthmat-
ics.

The drugs m many cases can
save hves. For example, Buckley
said a simple bee stmg to a per-
son who has a strong allergic reo
action can be fatal The par.
amedlc can administer the drug
to counteract the allergIC reo
SPOnse,

Buckley said an amazing drug
m the paramediC'S arsenal IS one
used to counteract a drug over-
dose. He saId he has gone to a
scene of an unconscious drug
user and after the proper medi-
cation was administered, the
drug overdose victim sat nght
up wondering what happened.
"It's amazing," Buckley said.

Concerning cardiac arrest
cases, one very important thing
the paramedic can do IS provide
oxygen directly to the patient's
lungs through what IS techni-
cally called intubatIOn or ad.
vanced airway maintenance

"This is the foundation of ad.
vanced life support. gettmg the
oxygen to the patient," Buckley
said "That and defibrillatIOn,"
