Park woman killed by friend
following. argument in home
Suspect faces second-degree murder charge

An argument. A gun. A 52
year-old Grosse Pointe Park
woman is dead.

Louise Oliver died from a sin-
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gle gunshot wound in the chest
at about 4:10 a.m. May 5 in her
apartment in the 900 block of
Trombley.

The victim’s reported male
friend, Anthony Angorelli, 33, of
Allen Park, has been charged
and arraigned on charges of sec-
ond-degree murder and felony
firearms. Second-degree murder
carries a maximum sentence of
life in prison.

Police said Angorelli called the
police department following the
incident to report a suicide. Po-
lice responded and took Ango-
relli into custody. On the follow-
ing morning, Lt. David Hiller
and Sgt. James Smith, who in-
vestigated the shooting, obtained
warrants from the Wayne
County Prosecutor's office.

Angorelli stood mute at his

arraignment before Park Munici-

pal Judge Kirsten Frank May 6.
Frank set bond at $250,000.
Angorelli is sitting in Wayne
County Jail awaiting a prelimi-
nary exam in Municipal Court
May 15.

Park police said Angorelli was
at the victim’s house when offi-
cers arrived. The gun was found
in the home. The suspect re-
mained in police custody until he
was charged.

Oliver reportedly moved to the
area in December when she was
hired as manager of the Figh-
bone Rhythm Kitchen Cafe. An-
gorelli is also believed to be an
employee of the restaurant in
Greektown.

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‘Q & A’: A disturbing message

An issue-oriented film, “Q &
A” is a rough, tough, raw movie
that zeroes in on prejudice —
ethnic, racial and sexual.

Director Sidney Lumet
adapted the film from a novel by
Edwin Torres who is a justice of
the New York State Supreme
Court.

In treatment and tone it forms
a kind of trilogy along with
“Serpico” and ‘“Prince of the
City.” Both of those books were
based on facts about police de-
partment ethics and the complex
problems of an increasingly plur-
alistic society.

Full of fury and despair, it
presents on one hand the fear
and frustration of those at the
top and the resentment of those
at the bottom whose efforts to
climb the ladder are blocked by
prejudice.

In “Q & A,” a thriller set in a
corrosive New York, Lumet sees
pervasive ethnic enmities eating
away at the core of the Big Ap-
ple.

Before the film begins and be-
fore the credits roll we see a big,
powerful figure lurch out of an
after-hours bar in lower New
York. It is Mick Brennan {Nick
Nolte), a detective with the New
York Police Department. He has
built up a reputation for being
tough, brave and dependable.

Out of the darkness we
vaguely see a slight, dark figure.
Without warning, Brennan
draws his gun and shoots. He
carefully takes a gun from the
victim’s pocket, places it in his
hand and then commands sev-
eral of the bar patrons out to
bear witness that he shot in self-
defense.

The next time we see him, it
is the bright lights of the outer
office of the chief of the homicide
bureau, Kevin Quinn (Patrick
O’Neal), reenacting an arrest he
has made. A humorous account,
it is also a revealing one that
shows that Nolte doesn’t hesitate
to use his big, powerful body to
bring the victim into line and
that he is a crude, person. His
recitation is punctuated with ex-
tremely vulgar language.

For his own reason, O’Neal
buys Nolte's story and calls in a
newly appointed assistant, Al
Reilly (Timothy Hutton), to pre-
pare the report to be presented
to the grand jury. It’s all cut and
dried, he tells Al, an open-and-
shut case of justifiable homicide.

Hutton is the son of a New

¢

York policeman, who idealized
his father and the work that he
did. As he begins his investiga-
tion, he becomes dismayed. Be-
fore he is finished, he will un-
cover an intricate network of
corruption that leaves no one in
the clear.

“Q & A” is a long (134 min.),
many-layered film with a large
cast of characters, the central
one being Nolte, a man lost in
time, struggling to hold on to the
unquestioned power he once
wielded as a member of the de-
partment.

He bitterly resents the infu-
sion of minority groups and
longs for a simpler time when
the Irish were cops, the Italians
controlled crime, the blacks
stayed in Harlem and the Puerto
Ricans were still in Puerto Rico.

He has always been able to in-
timidate anyone who opposed

him by physical force or by
threatening to expose them as
being on the take. He grows in-
creasingly panicky as he realizes
that those he was once able to
control have achieved enocugh
power to fight back.

He becomes reckless and dan-
gerous as he shoots, strangles or
blows up victims who might be
witnesses against him.

The irony is he can’t under-
stand why he is being accused.
He doesn’t think he did any-
thing wrong.

“Q & A” makes it clear that
bigotry breeds social and per-
sonal wreckage in this gripping
drama peopled by characters
who give memorable peform-
ances. Nolte stands out as the
larger-than-life Irish cop who
uses his threatening body and
big voice to scary effect. Hutton,
as the young prosecutor, gives a
sincere and appealing perfor-
mance. They both are supported
by a huge cast.

“Q & A” is not an easy film to
watch, not only because of
Nolte’s offensive vocabulary and
his sadistic behavior, but be-
cause of the disturbing message
it delivers.

“Miami Blues” doesn’t have
much to recommend unless you
are interested in a case study of
a dangerous, demented psycho-
path mad-dog killer who occa-
sionally ‘shows some human
qualities when he is with Susie.

“Miami Blues” is based on a
book by Charles Willeford who
has written a series of crime
novels in the Elmore “Dutch”
Leonard style but with a sharply
evoked seediness of their own.

Audience is the victim in
‘Tales from the Darkside’

“Tales From The Darkside” is,
in one way, cut from the same
cloth as “Creepshow” and “The
Twilight Zone.” Unfortunately,
it’s not nearly as good as either
of those pictures.

Based on the television show
of the same name, “Tales” wraps
one loose plot around three mini-
stories. It’s sort of like a comic
book on film. And that's about
as far as the similarity with the
aforementioned two movies goes.

The bad news here is that this
film lacks the originality and the
playful sense of fun that made
“Creepshow” and “Zone” o in-
teresting. Instead of a campy
and introspective sanse of hu-
mor, we're left with a heavy-
handed dinosaur of a movie that
takes its dear sweet time getting
anywhere.

Consider the first mini-epi-
sode: An intelligent but much
maligned college archaeology
student decides to get revenge on
his enemies by bringing an
Egyptian mummy to life. The
mummy, which is about as scary
as a brick — and about as smart
— stalks around campus, killing
the bad guys with the skill of a
hit man.

“ Speaking of hit men, consider
the second episode: An eccentric
old millionaire hires a profes-
sional killer to get rid of the cat
that’s responsible for the deaths
of his entire family. The hit man
wanders around a dark, old man-
sion, waging war with a little
fur ball that elicits about as
much fear as Pee Wee Herman.

And in the third episode, a
man withesses a murder by a
gargoyle-like creature, and is
then warned by the gargoyle
that if he ever tells anyone what
he’s seen, the gargoyle will come
back and get his revenge. ’

Meanwhile, in the wrap-

around story, a little boy tries to
distract a woman from her din-
ner preparation, since he’s the

main course. The boy, of course,
is looking for a way to get re-
venge.

The revenge theme runs
through the film, which is all
right in itself. The problem is
that the film is also full of talk-

ing heads — people who spend so
much time explaining every-
thing and setting up the action
that there is little time left for
any action.

Mummies, gargoyles, wicked
old women and — gasp — cats,
have plenty of potential for
scares, or, at the very least, for a
laugh or two. But “Tales” is so
self-conscious and methodical
that it loses all its life.

This movie could have been a
lot of fun. Instead, it’s a lot of
wasted opportunities. One is
tempted to suggest that viewers
stay home and watch-the “Dark-
side” television show instead.

It’s cheaper, and, surprisingly
enough, it’s a lot more fun.

Clair Shores, is holding ihe
store’s  largest sale singe it
opened in 1965.

Draper was introduced to the
furniture business by a family
friend and he spent five years
learning to make and sell fine
furniture

“After talking wiith many fur.
niture salesmen who called on
our shop, 1 decided 1 wanted to
become one of them.” he said.

Shortly afterward, Draper
found & jub selling appliances
with General Electric. “My terri-
tary was the east side of Detroit,
where 1 was born and grew up,”
Draper said.

Some five years later, Draper
had the opportunity to join a fur-
niture manufacturer as a sales
representative,

“I was waiting for a chance to
join a high quality furniture
manufacturer,” he said.

Draper honed his skills on the
job, but the market for high-end
furniture salesmen was dwin-
dling in the Detroit area. Draper
said territories were growing
smaller and the salespeople were

Sa in 1965, Draper, and his
wife, Marie, decided to open
their first store, featuring colo-
nial high-priced furniture.

As the store flourished, the
Drapers, now with three young
sons, moved to Grosse Pointe
City.

In 1984, the Drapers pur-
chased Scott Shuptrine, “a store
I had long admired.”

“We tripled the sales in a
short time,” he said. “Soon after,
the Drapers bought another fur-
niture store, Price’s in St. Clair
Shores.

“With three buildings on
Mack Avenue,” Draper said, “we
had a lot going on.”

Draper sold Scott Shuptrine in
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1987 and has concentrated his
efforts on the Mack Avenue
store since.

The store is operated by the
Draper’s oldest son, Gordon, and
their youngest, Glenn, along
with store manager Jim Canes-
traight and accessory buyer June
Keleher.

The Draper’s middle son, Ron,
has his own business, “The
Ship’s Wizard,” wherein Ron re-
pairs anything that floats,
Draper said.

All three are graduates of
Grosse Pointe South High School
and were raised in the Pointes.

The entire family has just re-
turned from High Pointe, N.C.,
where they go twice a year to

“Many of the new items will
be in our showroom in late sum-
mer and early fall,” Draper said.

To make room for the new
stock, the store plans “the great-
est summer sale in our 25-year
anniversary, starting in June,”
he said.

During the last quarter cen-
tury, the customer mailing list
has grown to more than 18,000.
“Most of our business comes
from Grosse Pointe,” Draper
said.

“We have had the good for-
tune to keep our sales and deliv-
ery people for many years,” he
said.

Draper feels that the reason
they stay with the store is that
the family is flexible and does
not aitempt to overwork the
staff. ]

“Unlike many stores in our
field, we are closed Sundays and
are only open three evenings to
attract a higher caliber em-
ployee,” Draper said. “There is a
limit as to how many hours an
employee can work and do a
good job.

“As a consequence, we may
give up some sales, but we feel
our store will do better. My ex-
perience tells me that the cost of
expanded hours has a way of
catching up with you.”

The Drapers enjoy boating and
have been members of the
Grosse Pointe Yacht Club for the
last 15 years.

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Piano playing marathon benefits

Imagine playing the piano for
19 days straight.

That’s just what Judith John-
son did while raising funds for
Grateful Home, a rehabilitation
home for alcoholic women.

Johnson began playing the
piano on April 19 and didn’t stop
until May 7. She took pledges
and swore to play until she could
play no more.

Without even a catnap, John-
son wound through complicated
concertos and maze-like minuets
for three weeks, raising funds for
the 26-year-old institution on
Grand Boulevard in Detroit.

Sara Snyder, director of Grate-
ful Home and a Grosse Pointe
resident, said Johnson “made a
commitment and won't back
down. It has taken a lot of cour-
age and determination. but is
takes just one person to make a
difference. She (Johnson) really
cares about us.

“[ can’t imagine sitting up to

play the piano for that long,”
Snyder said. “It’s been an awful
battle for her and I've gained a
tremendous amount of respect
for her.”

The fundraising effort by
Johnson is just one of the ways
Grateful Home is trying to make
ends meet. The home is owed
some $17,000 by the Department
of Social Services and must rely
on grants and donations to keep
the 10-bed facility for alcohol
and drug dependent women oper-
ational.

“It’s frustrating for agencies
like ours,” Snyder said. “So few
agencies take in indigent people
because of the slow reimburse-
ment. We take them all and the
problems that go with them.

A recent audit by the Arthur
Anderson Co. lent credibility to
Grateful Home when applying
for state and federal grants. As a
result, the home is in its best fi-
nancial shape in nearly five

years.

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Protests seen
mounting over
airport plans

partial success in the suburban bat-

tle against the Detroit incinerator

in our view could spur the opposi-
tion to proposed plans to enlarge the De-
troit City Airport.

Both campaigns are based on the same
principle: that Detroit is not giving suffi-
cient attention to the effects of the city’s

" actions on the East Side suburban area,
which includes the Pointes, Harper Woods
and Warren, and on Canadians in Windsor
and the province of Ontario.

True, environmentalists and many sub-
urban protesters last week lost their battle
to halt the reopening of the incinerator but
did win-at least a partial victory when the
state Air Pollution Control Commission
ordered the city to install new controls to
cut airborne toxins.

However, the incinerator was permitted
to reopen the day after Detroit agreed to
add over the next seven years expensive
pollution-control .technology, including
scrubbers and, if necesssary, equipment
called baghouses, and to operate the
burner at 10 percent below its maximum

capacity.

While the restrictions failed to satisfy
environmentalists, Bella Marshall, chair-
woman of the authority that operates the
incinerator, said the agreement provides
for “the most stringent guidelines in the
country” for garbage burners.

In this case Detroit was forced by state
officials to pay attention to the problems
people have been complaining about. After
the plant was reopened, some environmen-
talists continued their demonstrations,
charging that the trash burner will still be
a health hazard for the entire area even
when the new technology is installed.

As for the proposed airport expansion,
opposition rose another notch at a rally of
more than 300 people at Grosse Pointe
South High School last week.

The meeting, called by the newly organ-
ized City Agrport Opposition Association,
heard speak®rs urge a massive letter-writ-
ing campaign against the expansion that
would more than quadruple the size of the

airport and enable it to handle much
larger planes on more frequent schedules
than are now possible.

The proposal also would require the dem-
olition of 3,600 occupied homes and 52
businesses, according to current estimates.
Grosse Pointers are centering their fire on
the possibility of plane crashes in a heavily
populated residential area, the increase in
noise and air pollution, and the possible
environmental problems from jet fuel
dumped during emergencies.

The committee also has asked the Pointe
councils, all five of which have passed reso-
lutions of opposition, to contribute to a
$25,000 fund to hire a consultant to study
the expansion plan and ways to combat it.

The opponents already have won the
support of Rep. William Bryant Jr. in Lan-
sing and U.S. Rep. Dennis Hertel in Wash-
ington. Both have vigorously opposed the
plan. Bryant called it “wrong-headed and
irresponsible,” and Hertel who said he was
“appalled” contended it sounded ‘like an-
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hatever else can be said of Peggy

Noonan’s “What I Saw at the

Revolution,” it offers an intrigu-
ing review of her life in the White House
as Ronald Reagan’s major speech writer in
his second term.

Like Reagan himself, Noonan was a lib-
eral Democrat before she had a political
“corlllyergivqn” and decided she wanted to
hep.the:
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jonisetvative; présidgit. Shé had

in. helping prepare Dani Rather’s evening
TV news broadcasts for CBS before she
hired on at the White House.

Once there, she found it was months be-
fore she met the president personally. She
also found suspicious people who appar-
ently feared she was a CBS “plant” or a
spy for Rather. Eventually, however, her
ability to match her fine prose-writing tal-
ent to the needs of the great communicator
who was president erased any doubts.

She herself learned she had passed mus-
ter when a draft of an early speech came
back from the president marked “very
good.” Noonan was so pleased she cut out
the two words and taped them to her
blouse, “like a second-grader with a star,”
she wrote.

That act reflected her high regard for

the president to the end of her tour of

duty. So did her view that the 1980s
“marked a revolution in thought, a re.
finding of old truths,” and her additional
opinion:

“Ronald Reagan, like FDR, led a domes-
tic realignment. The attitude of peaple to-
ward government (you don’t want it too

~ big) and taxes (you don’t want them too
big, either) has changed. He changed them.

“He was a giant; some of us left him dis-
appointed. But then we wanted so much.
He believed in old style ideas—bow to a
bully and you encourage him; love liberty,
yes, but celebrate license and vou’ll make
society worse, not better.”

As a former Washington correspondent, I
felt that the president delegated too much
authority to his staff, didn’t pay close

It has been no secret that the Detroit
Symphony Orchestra is not high on the
city’s priority list, in part because it has
not hired as many black musicians as
Young and his political cronies in the Leg-
islature wanted.

After having lunched with Maureen Rea-
gan, the president’s daughter, Noonan got
a telephone call in which Maureen recom-
mended that Noonan kill more than two
pages of a draft of a presidential speech.

When Noonan tried to explain what she
had in mind, Maureen hung up on her.
Later a friend told Noonan Maureen had
tried to get her fired but Maureen denied
that charge, Noonan writes.

Noonan helped write Reagan’s farewell
speech to the nation and then gave Bush a
hand with his inaugural speech. There,
however, she found a different kind of
president speaking: “low-key, direct, do-
mestic, no dramatic or portentous state-
ments.”

Then she bowed out. She said she had to
decide whether to be a partisan and pole-
micist or a writer. She chose the latter
course—and wrote this readable memoir of
her White House days.

Could she rejoin a White House speech-
writing team;for George Bush or a future
GOP president? We doubt it because she
does tell somf embarrassing tales out of
school. On the, other hand, the inarticulate
Bush could-uke her.

Does she have a future as a writer? I
think so. Parts of the book seem to be
poorly organized but the writing often
sparkles with imagery and insight.

Earlier it had failed to include money to
operate the Ford Auditorium, which it has
agreed to sell to Comerica Bank for a new
riverfront headquarters. The DSO report-
edly was not even notified even though the
DSO has offices at Ford and has scheduled
50 concerts there during the coming year.

Early reaction of several Detroit City
Council members raised hopes that they
would restore the $250,000 to the budget.

If the $250,000 isn’t restored to the city
budget, perhaps the DSO should be re-
named the Michigan Symphony Orchestra
or even the Suburban Symphony, since
both the state government and the suburbs
through their individual and corporate res-
idents would provide more DSO funds than
would the city for which it has been named.

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other bad plan that costs too much.”

Bryant, the 13th District state represent-
ative whose district comprises the Pointes,
Harper Woods and part of Detroit, wrote
the governor asking him to support the
opposition on the grounds “the safety, as
well as the noise, air and jettisoned fuel
pollution problem” are not worth any state
investment of funds for airport infrastruc-
ture or other costs.

Hertel, the 14th District congressman
whose district includes the Farms, Woods
and Shores, introduced a bill to prohibit
the use of federal funds for the expansion.
He also has issued a new statement charg-
ing that the $400 million cost has been
“vastly underestimated” and predicting
the plan “could easily cost double that fig-
ure.”

Overall, however, the city of Detroit ob-
viously can muster more political clout
than the suburbs can, but even the limita- .
tions imposed on the city incinerator
proved that protest movements can bring
some results.

In the case of the airport, Pointers hope
to halt the expansion and perhaps even
shift the focus of attention to proposals for
civilian use of Selfridge Air National
Guard base in northern Macomb County.

Over the long haul, a policy of opposition
surely is justified by Pointe residents who
seek only to preserve the quality of life

they now enjoy.

They feed you, clothe you,
pamper you, scold you, They
bandage your wounds, calm your
fears and get hysterical because
your m’s a little messy.
They blame you for everything
even when it’s always yom:

They unabashedly create a
scene {0 get you to do the dishes,
then they criticize your cleaning.
’I'hqy don’t hear a word you're
saying when you're standing
face to face, trying to explain
why you got in late the night be-
fore, b.ut Just try to whisper
something to your friend over
the phone — they’ll not only
hear you, they’ll hear the re-
sponse from the person on the
other end of the line.

Despite their radar-like ears
and eyes that can see through
the back of their heads, they
look normal, but every mother’s
child knows they are the most
complicated beings on this
planet. Sometimes you can’t live
with them, but without them,
you wouldn’t be living period.

The umbilical cord, you dis-
cover at some point, was severed
only in the physical sense. And
this Sunday, most of us will give
a little attention to one of the
most important people in our
lives. Say what you want about
the commercialism, but if it wer-
en't for Mother’s Day, many of
us wouldn'’t be forced to stop and
reflect on the influence she had
— and will always have — on us.

I always thought my mother
was exceptionally smart. I could
ask her anything at all and she
knew the answer. It was easier
to ask her what a word meant
than to look it up in the diction-
ary. She always knew.

In her day, women generally
stayed home and took care of the
children. It was a long, physi-

cally demanding day, washing
clothes in a washing machine,
putting them through a wringer
a_nd hanging them to dry, shop-
ping nearly every day at the cor-
ner grocery story, cleaning a
house heated — and dirtied — by
coal or oil.

Ironing was a major task.
Clothes were starched and damp-
ened and a man’s dress shirt
could take a half hour to iron.
There were no microwaves, dish-
washers, frozen foods. And in the
evening, there was always some-
thing, usually socks, to mend.

I always thought that if my
mother had the opportunity, she

would be a noted artist, because
she could draw anything. Her
creativity was channeled into
crocheted matching dresses for
me and my doll and things like
the large S she painted in blue
on our house one time. Her
handiwork was in abundant evi-
dence in our house,

It was from my mother that I
developed a love for the printed
word. Money was scarce, but
books were never considered a
luxury in our house. The book-
case was always filled with a
constantly changing collection
and the magazine rack was
stacked with a large variety of

¢

magazines and newspapers.

I'm sure she knew that some
of the racier best sellers in the
bookcase might not be consid-
ered appropriate reading for a
young gir], but she didn’t seem
to notice when one was missing
for awhile. That latitude enabled
me to distinguish good writing
from the merely titillating fairly
early.

The best gift my mother gave
me, however, was her trust in
me. When I went out at night
with friends or on a date, she
never waited up for me. I'd let
myself in and hear her ask, from
the bedroom, if that was me and
that was the only question I got
that night.

That trust was a far greater
deterrent to questionable behav-
ior than the thought of getting
cross-examined was.

I vowed that when I had chiid-
ren, I would put that same trust
in them and hope they, too,
would feel bound not to destroy
it. T did and they didn’t fail me
either. Not to say there weren't
some sleepless nights, but I was

always in bed, not standing at
the door or sitting in a chair.

My mother recently celebrated
her 75th birthday, although
none of us can believe it. She
has the appearance and attitude
of someone younger, probably
because in her mind, she feels
that way. She never likes any
photographs taken of her, be-
cause what she sees in the mir-
ror and what she sees in the pic-
ture is not the same. I
understand. I'm beginning to
feel the same way.

I'll be visiting my mother Sun-
day, something I don’t do often
enough. She’ll have a bag filled
with things for me to take home
~ a newspaper article pertaining
to some interest of mine, some
homemade cake she picked up at
a bake sale, some coupons, per-
fume samples, a vase that be-
longed to my great-aunt. The
contents are never the same.
The only thing that never
changes is that [ always leave
her house with a goodie bag.

And I know I'm lucky, because
I have a mother I can still visit.

I have read Rob Fulton’s
article titled “No Place to
Go” in the April 26 edition
of the Grosse Pointe News
and I certainly cannot argue
with Mr. Fulton’s cobserva-
tions of the condition of the
Grosse Pointe Community
Rink.

" T would like to point out,
however, that the Grosse
Pointe Hockey Association
(GPHA) and its 450 players,
together with their families
have not, by any stretch of
the imagination, become
complacent with the condi-
ton of the rink facility.

To monitor the conditions
of the rink, the GPHA has
created the position of rink
repairs director. Our present
director, Jerry Kenny, has
been given the duty of com-
municating with the rink
owners and adminstrator rel-
ative to the condition and
repairs to be made to the
rink.

Some people will do anything
to get the Lakeshore Optimist
Club’s Respect for Law Award.

Grosse Pointe Woods resident
Robert Thrie, who is a lawyer
and the Farms prosecuting attor-
ney, ran some 5 miles, jumped
some 50 fences, scrambled over
snow piles and walls, dodged
cars on the freeway, hitched a
ride with a stranger and nearly
suffered frostbite before catching
his man, which in turn led to his
nomination for the local Opti-
mists’ annual award.

After receiving the award at
the eighth annual Lakeshore
Optimist Club of Grosse Pointe
Respect for Law breakfast March
2 at the Lochmoor Club, Ihrie,
38, said he was a reluctant,
humble, unworthy recipient of
the award. He said becoming in-
volved in the chase of a jewel
thief was merely a knee-jerk re-
sponse similar to someone diving
in to save a drowning victim.

Kneejerk reactions, however,
don’t last an howr and cover five
miles. “It became a quest,” Thrie
said.

The incident happened on Sat-
urday, Feb. Z«, whe:i. nri> Clad
in jeans and Daockelgers, went
into Eastland carrying a file
folder with information on one of
his cases. While there, he heard
two cashiers talking about a
man who was about to leave the
store with a $2,300 ring he had
stolen.

Ihrie told the cashiers he
would follow the man to get his
car’s license plate number, but
once outside the mall in blizzard
conditions, Ihrie discovered the
thief wasn’t driving. Undaunted,
he followed the suspect across
Vernier to a restaurant. When
Thrie confronted the man and
said he was going to call police,
the suspect fled and the chase
was on.

Trying to shake Ihrie, the man
ran through yards and scram-
bled over fences. But the prose-
cutor proved relentless, much to
the annoyance of the suspect,
who on several occasions
stopped, turned around and
walked toward the crazy guy
who was chasing him.

“We're really grateful to Bob
(Ihrie),” Ford told the Optimists.

Thrie and the woman were
able to catch up to the other car
and got the driver to pull over.

Zebra Mussel

law introduced

In an effort to combat the es-
calating ecological problems
caused by the zebra mussel in
the Great Lakes, Congressman
Dennis Hertel (D-Mich.) has ini-
tiated a legislative measure to
combat the species.

The mussel, whose numbers
are growing at an alarming rate,
threatens the natural balance of
the Great Lakes ecology as well
as adversely affecting Michigan’s
commercial fishing industry. In
addition, current water supplies
are being strangled by this
quickly reproducing mussel.

Hertel’s amendment, which
recently moved out of the full
Merchant Marine and Fisheries
Committee, allocates $1 million
to the Great Lakes Environmen-
tal Research Laboratory in Ann
Arbor, and $3.5 million to the
National Sea Grant College pro-
gram for basic research in con-
trolling and eradicating the ze-
bra mussels.

The measure, which is in-
cluded in the National Ocean
and Coastal Programs authoriza-
tion bill (H.R. 4115) sponsored by
Hertel, will now be placed on the
legislative calendar to be consid-
ered by Congress within the
next few weeks.

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Assignment: Research playground songs of lo

The songs of the playground,
written and performed by child-
ren, are more than just a bright
cadence to jump a rope to.

At least that’s what Steve
White, a Bowling Green State
University graduate student
from Grosse Pointe Park has dis-
covered.

White’s study began as a class
project for an ethnomusicology
class — study the lyrics of the
jump rope songs sung by inner-
city kids and see if, neighbor-
hood by neighborhood and dec-
ade by decade, the songs describe
the feelings of the times.

To a point, they do, White dis-
covered.

“As a composer, it interested
me that the children themselves

were the composers,” White said.
“Tt was an_interesting journey. I
thought, honestly, that there
would be some research for me
to draw on, but there was hardly
any at all.”

He discovered nursery song-
books at the library and found a
dissertation on the subject, and a
record of some songs made in the
’70s. He recorded some songs at
the St. Ambrose Elementary
playground. Focusing on the east
side of Detroit only, he found
about 15 different songs through
the various sources.

There were a few songs that
remained the same throughout
the years.

Park woman gets 11 years for heroin trafficking

The Grosse Pointe Park
woman convicted of heroin traf-
ficking last year was sentenced
to 11 years in prison by a U.S.
District Court judge last week.

Helen Formanczyk, 61, was
sentenced May 1 after she was
returned to Boston by U.S. Mar-
shals.

She was airested Feb. 14,
1989, in a downtown Boston ho-
tel after she took delivery of her-

oin from an undercover officer
from the Drug Enforcement
Agency. The heroin was inter-
cepted by the DEA from a Le-
banese courier.

Formancyzk, who claimed she
did not know she was receiving
drugs, was found guilty in fed-
eral court of drug trafficking and
was to be sentenced Nov. 28, but
when she failed to appear in
court, an international alert was

posted.

Since she and her husband,
Theodore, had put up their
$200,000 house on Westchester
for bail, the house was taken
and sold by the U.S. Marshals
Service when Formanczyk failed
to appear for sentencing.

Formancyzk remained a fed-
eral fugitive until March 23
when she was found living above
a bar in Detroit. U.S. Marshals

Jearned of her whereabouts
through a tip and susequent sur-
veillance.

During her trial, Formanczyk
said she thought she was help-
ing fellow countrymen smuggle
valuables out of war-torn Leba-
non. The satchel she received ac-
tually contained 1 1/2 kilograms
(about 3 pounds) of 85 percent
pure heroin with a street value
of about $12 million,

Chrysler begins revolutionar

“Safety doesn’t sell cars” has
been conventional automotive
advertising wisdom ever since
Ford Motor Co. tried it in 1956.

Now Chrysler Corp. is adver-
tising (gasp!) safety with a series
of TV commercials which extoll
the air bag, pointing out that
Chrysler is ahead of the Japa-
nese auto firms because most of
them are not making the air bag
standard equipment.

That may be cause for alarm
right there. Japanese auto execu-
tives have consistently demon-
strated that they have a better
feel for what the American
buyer wants in a car than the
American makers have. So if
they eschew the air bag, it is
probably because they feel it is

not a feature with sales appeal
to the American buyer.

Since the air bag was unveiled
to the public in the late '60s by
Eaton Corp., it has been contro-
versial. The automakers didn’t
like it, politicians and govern-
ment regulators did. For 20
years, Detroit fought the efforts
of the government to impose air
bag technology.

The industry resisted it on the
very solid ground that it did not
know if the air bag would work
in head-on collisions. And it did
know that it would not work in
side or rear impact collisions or
in rollovers. Seat belts, the in-
dustry said, do work. Make them
mandatory.

Politicians don’t like to tell
voters they must do something
they don’t want to do, so the
government is mandating pas-
sive restraints — either an air
bag system (which retains the
current three-point belt systems)
or a passive belt system, that is,
a belt system that does not re-
quire the motorist to buckle it.

Whichever way the manufac-
turer chooses to go, it adds hun-
dreds of dollars worth of equip-
ment to every car, equipment
which when offered as options,
most buyers did not order.

Chrysler Corp. may be adver-
tising its air bags in an effort to
achieve a more positive image
for the system because it is the

- only American maker offering
the systems in all the car lines it
builds. Ford Motor Co. and Gen-
eral Motors offer air bags on a
number of their lines, but not
all. Among imports, passive belt
systems are more commonly
used, except among the more ex-
pensive lines.

But safety is risky, history in-
dicates, In 1956, Ford decided to
push its safety features in its
advertising, a move which rival
manufacturers viewed as a mis-
take. “Ford’s selling safety,” the
wisdom of the day went, “Chev-
y's selling cars.”

In fact, the industry was tak-
ing its first tentative steps to-
ward improving safety, based on
studies of what actually killed
and injured people in accidents.
Everyone had improved door
locks in 1956, because the stud-

jies showed that you are safer in-
side the car in an accident than
if you are thrown from the car,
as had been widely believed.

The studies showed that it was
the “second collision” that did
the damage. When the car
stopped suddenly, because it had
hit something, occupants kept
moving and hit interior surfaces.
Drivers were impaled on the
steering column, so deep-dish
steering wheels and collapsible
columns were developed.

Dashboards were padded in an
effort to ease injuries of occu-
pants who hit their heads on
them, but the big safety break-
throughs came with the wide-
spread use of seat belts (to keep
the occupant in place so he or
she would not hit anything) and
layered windshields with plastic
film sandwiched between glass
layers to prevent occupants from
going through the windshield.

It was not the impact into the
windshield that was most
deadly, the accident studies
showed, it was going through
the windshield. More specifically,
it was falling back in through
the broken glass that killed. The
plastic film stretched and was
intended to keep the occupant’s
head from going through. The
head might be bumped, but it
would still be attached to the
bedy.

By the mid-60’s, when the fed-
eral government began writing
safety standards, all the auto-
makers were equipping their
cars with seat belts, collapsible
steering columns and safety
windshields. But they weren’t

boasting much about it in their
ads.

Conventional advertising wis-
dom contended that buyers don’t
want to be reminded that the
bright, beautiful pleasure ma-
chine they are buying can also
kill or maim them. But in those
days, attitudes toward safety
were different. Most of the public
believed that the most dangerous
part of the car was “the loose
nut behind the wheel.” Now
there is a strong tendency to
blame everything that goes
wrong on the product.

Chrysler is advertising a
safety device that frightens
many people and which will be
used only in very serious acci-
dents, which of course we don’t

like to think about. TV commer-
cials show the crash of a Plym-
outh Acclaim into a wall with a
real person behind the wheel —
a wheel that houses an air bag.

The air bag deploys, of course.
and the driver, Roger Richman,
a Los Angeles-based professional
driver, is uninjured, but im-
pressed. So impressed that he
wrote a letter to Chrysler Chair-
man Lee lacocca saying he is
now ‘“an enthusiastic endorser”
of the air bag.

Other commercials feature
people who have been involved
in severe accidents with their air
bag-equipped Chrysler products
on actual highways. Karen Me-
Gowan, of Columbia, Md., tells
how she walked away from a 40

to 45-mph impact that totaled
her Chrysler LeBaron.

“People say I was lucky,” she
says in one commercial. “Luck
had nothmg to do with it. A
Chrysler air bag saved my life.”
McGowan was not paid for her
testimonial.

Two local residents appear in
Chrysler’s campaign, Kim Liv-
ingstone, of Sterling Heights,
and Mrs. Jan Gardner, of St.
Clair, both of whom survived se-
vere head-on impacts in their
air bag equipped Chrysler cars.
Each is followed by lacocca, who
says, “that’s why Chrysler puts
an air bag in every car we build
in the U.S.”

The air bag commercials are
part of a TV and print advertis-
ing campaign with the theme
“Advantage: Chryslel which
pits the company’s products and
features directly against Japa-
nese competitors, another risky
advertising gambit.

The jury will be out for a
while on whether this revolu-
tionary ad campaign will have
positive results for Chrysler —
and for the air bag.

Similarly, the jury is still out
on air bags and will be for some
time. Their widespread use is -
just beginning and some feel
their installation on many 80
models is hurting sales.

Auto safety is a tricky thing.
There are many factors contrib-
uting to accidents, injuries and
deaths to be considered — the
automobile, the road and, the
most difficult to pin down, the
driver.

The annual death toll has
risen over the years, from about
33,400 in 1946 to a peak of close -
to 55,000 in 1970 and has since
dropped to about 49,000 last,
year.

Americans are driving more.
The rate of deaths per vehicle
mile is the lowest in our history
(around 2.5 per 100 million
miles) and lowest in the world.

Perhaps more interesting than
the actual effect on highway
safety of the air bag (which will

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Laser inventor helps open new ce

When Theodore Maiman be-
gan to toy with the idea of chan-
neling cohesive light into a high
powered beam, people accused
him of being a quack whose goal
was to make a lethal ray gun
similar to Buck Roger's futuris-
tic science fiction weapon.

Some 30 years later, Maiman
takes great joy in the fact that
his laser beam invention has not
only saved numerous lives, it
has become a standard medical
treatment in many medical cen-
ters across the United States.

“I don’t know of anyone who
has been killed by a laser,” Mai-
man said, “but I know of many
people who have been healed by
lasers.”

Patients at St. John Hospital
and Medical Center may be
among the next round of pa-
tients to benefit from Maiman’s
invention now that St. John has
established the Southeast Michi-
gan Laser Center at its facility.

The hospital has joined 15
other major medical centers
across the country in offering the
use of lasers in surgery. The cen-
ter offers a new concept that in-
tegrates a multi-medical ap-
proach to providing laser
surgery, including technology,
personnel, training, procedures
and support.

Laser, an acronym for light

amplification by stimulated
emission of radiation, is a beam
of light particles lined up into a
coherent beam with a high
amount of carefully focused en-
ergy.
In the medical field, lasers can
be used as “light-powered scal-
pels” for cutting and coagulat-
ing, as well as specialized instru-
ments to vaporize tumors,
remove gallbladders, perform
mastectomies for cancer, heal
bleeding ulcers, treat infertility
problems, weld detached retinas
and repair hernias.

1950s claimed that passing co-
herent light through a synthetic
ruby crystal to produce a con-
trolled beam was impossible. But
Maiman, a scientist with
Hughes Research at the time,
felt it could be done.

“Jt worked the very first time
1 tried it,” Maiman said.

Since Maiman’s test in 1960,
laser light has been applied to
telephone technology, fiberoptics
and even in home entertainment
items such as laser disc players.

Along with the advantages for
patients, the advantages for phy-
sicians include using state-of-the-
art technology and simplified
surgical procedures, often lead-
ing to fewer complications.

Health costs can be cut be-
cause laser surgery is less inva-
sive than conventional scalpel

surgery. The high cost of a pro-
longed hospital stay, gencral
anesthesia, X-rays and other di-
agnostic tests, operating room
costs, transfusions and aftercare
nursing, can be reduced or elimi-
nated.

Laser surgery is often called
the “bloodless surgery” because
the heal of a laser beam seals
blood vessels. As it cuts, the
Jaser creates a dry surgical field,
making surgery easier and
quicker.

Laser technology is currently
used in ophthalmology, ear, nose
and throat, dermatology, gas-
troenterology, gynecology, neuro-
surgery, urology, orthopedic sur-
gery, cardiovascular, pulmonary/
thoracic and general surgery.

Since the laser revolution in
medicine has just begun, its fu-
ture looks bright. Biomedical
engineers and physicians con-
tinue to seek out new applica-
tions, while simultaneously de-
veloping new lasers to provide
additional capabilities.

Because many laser proce-
dures can be performed on an
outpatient basis, there is no need
for a hospital stay. Many proce-
dures, however do require hospi-
tal care and the decision is made

Maiman’s work is included in
the Smithsonian Institution and
e was inducted into the Na-
tional Inventors Hall of Fame in
1984, along with such luminar-
ies as Thomas Edison, Alexander
Graham Bell and the Wright
Brothers.

Maiman was the recipient of
the Japan Prize for Electro-Op-
tics in 1987 and is listed in sev-
eral who’s who publications, the
Encyclopedia Britannica, Col-
lier's, World Book and the New
York Times Encyclopedia alma-
nac.

He was the director of the
Quantum Electronics Section at
Hughes Research Laboratories
from 1956 to 1961.

Maiman is a member of both
the National Academy of Sci-
ences and the National Academy
of Engineers. He is a Fellow of
the American Physical Society,
the Optical Society of America
and the Society of Photo-Optical
Instrumentation Engineers.

_ Mothers are responsible for pass-
ing along more important stuff
than the family jewels and some
half-baked information about birds
and bees.

Mothers are archivists of the fam-
ily’s favorite recipes.

Whether mother was a superb
cook or net — just about everyone
has a favorite dish that reminds
him or her of Mom. Perhaps it’s a
special holiday dish that brings
back memories; perhaps it was a
get-well treat, prepared to tempt a
sick child’s lagging appetite; per-
haps it’s a special dish that spells 1-
o-v-e, because Mom made it spe-
cially for you.

We asked some local cooks — who
are themselves noted for knowing
their way around the kitchen —
what they remember as Mom’s
greatest recipe.

Grosse Pointer Jimmy Schmidt,
chef at the Rattlesnake Club in De-
troit, said that his mother, Ann
Sehmidt, made a terrific strawberry
shortcake.,
~ “There were five kids in the fam-
ily. We picked our own strawberries

in southern Illinois. We weren’t al-
lowed to eat them, but of course we
sneaked some. We'd load a trailer
with strawberries and she would
freeze them and make preserves
and so on. After all that, we’d get
strawberry shortcake for a trgat.”

The following recipe, Schmidt
said, was given to his mother by
her mother in 1942.

Ann’s Shortcake
2 cups sifted all-purpose flour
1/2 teasp. salt
3 teasp. baking powder
1/2 teasp. baking soda
1/4 cup sugar
1/2 cup shortening
1/2 cup plus 1 Thlsp. butter-
milk
1 pint sliced fresh strawber-

ries
1/2 cup heavy cream,
whipped to firm peaks

Preheat oven to 425 degrees.
Sift together the flour, salt, bak-
ing - powder, baking soda and
sugar. Cut in the shortening un-
til the mixture resembles small
peas. Stir in the buttermilk until
Jjust mixed.

Pat the dough into an 8-inch
square pan and bake for 15 to 20
minutes until golden. Split the
shortcake in half while still hot.
Spoon the berries over the bot-
tom half and spread the whipped
cream over the berries. Top with
the other half of the shortcake
and serve.

Pat Pompi, owner of Pat Pompi’s
All Natural Cuisine, and teacher of
cooking classes co-sponsored by
Grosse Pointe Community Educa-
tion since 1983, is also a life man-
agement teacher in Roseville.

Pompi said her grandmother, who
was born in Italy, was a great cook.
“The fondest memory of my grand-
mother’s cooking is her chicken
soup. My two sisters and two cous-
ins also recall this wonderful, rich,

cheesy soup. -
“It was always the first course for

every holiday meal at Grandma's

house. We all remember Grandma
repeatedly asking us to eat second,
third and fourth helpings.

“Grandma didn’t write down or
read recipes.” The following recipe
was developed because Pompi's
mother, Eleanor Pompi, watched
Grandma make the soup, and wrote
down what she observed.

Grandma Robelli’s
Northern Italian Chicken

Soup

1 stewing hen or roasting
chicken (about 5 lbs.), quart-
ered

3 1/2 quarts water

1 large onion

1 rib celery with tops

1 teasp. salt

1/4 teasp. pepper

8 oz. Orzo pasta

1 egg '

1/2 to 1 cup freshly grated

Parmesan cheese

Put chicken into a large pot;
cover with water and bring to
boil over medium-high heat. Re-
duce heat and simmer, uncov-
ered, about 45 minutes, skim-
ming off foam with a slotted
spoon. '

. Add onion, celery, salt and
pepper. Simmer partially covered
1 to 1 1/4 hours longer, until
chicken is tender and falls off
the bones. Reserve one cup broth
in a measuring cup.

Leave chicken in pot until cool
enough to handle. Remove with
vegetables, using a slotted spoon.
Discard bones and skin. Cover
and refrigerate chicken for other
uses.

Bring broth to a boil and add
pasta. Cook, uncovered, for 10
minutes.

Beat the egg in a small bowl.
Add the 1 cup cooled, reserved
broth and whisk together. Slowly
add egg-broth mixture to pot of
broth, whisking as you pour.
Pour into a soup tireen and stir

in the 1/2 cup Parmesan cheese.
Add more cheese if you want a
thicker soup. Serve. Pass extra

3/4 cup all-purpose flour
pinch of salt
1 1/4 cup milk
1 egg yolk
1 egg

1 Tblsp. melted butter or light
oil

Sift the flour into a mixing
bowl. Add a pinch of salt, the
egg yolk, the whole egg and half
of the milk. Stir with a wire
whip until smooth. Add the re-
mainder of the milk and the
melted butter or oil.

Heat 1 Tblsp. oil in crepe pan
until hot. Pour just encugh bat-
ter into pan to cover the bottom.
Turn crepe with spatula when it
starts to bubble on the surface.

Beating the bounds

Rev. Gregory P. Sammons
Christ Church Grosse Pointe

During the Easter season in Western Europe, a tradition
developed called “The Rogation Days.” These were special
days set aside for prayer as the new crop was put into the
ground. Recognizing God’s mighty hand in the gift of sun-
shine and rain, people found it appropriate to beg God (from
Latin, rogare: to ask or beg) for a fruitful harvest.

One of the most picturesque customs from the rogation
celebration was the ceremony called “beating the bounds.”
The people would walk in procession around the village
boundary, with prayer and song, just as ancient people used
to walk through the cornfields, praying for deliverance from
mildew.,

(Sometimes, modern gardeners recommend talking to our
plants. How much greater the value, however, of talking to
God about our plants.)

It is sad the Rogationtide is no longer widely kept, since
there is a gripping relevance to its themes. Earth Day 1990,
observed a few weeks ago, shows that people finally are
alarmed by the shape of our planet. The big question is
whether our concern will lead to any meaningful action.

It is worthy and right for people of faith to pray for the
healing of our environment. But, as Jeremy Taylor, the
great 17th century bishop and author of “Holy Living” and
“Holy Dying,” once wrote: “Whatsoever we beg of God, let
us also work for it.”

We must arise from prayer, willing to become part of
God’s answer. Otherwise, prayer is simply childish wishful
thinking.

Bringing our environment to God in prayer will mean
specific challenges to the way we live. For example, is it es-

sential for our lawns to look like golf courses?

“What is the harm?” you ask.

The harm is that these perfect lawns usually have gallons
of chemicals poured upon them each year. Where do these
chemicals wind up. In our groundwater, our streams and
lakes — that’s where.

It is not simply the big polluters that bear responsibility
for the plight of God’s creation. It is all the little polluters
like you and me. Would we rather have a cleaner Lake St.
Clair tomorrow? Or no dandelions today?

Often, God speaks to us in choices that are this simple,
concrete — and attainable.

God is inviting you and me to “beat the bounds” of our
homes and lifestyles. He’s asking that we learn simple

ways to live as humble, responsible stewards of His Earth.

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other goals.”

Joe Rittenbacker, a Los Ange-
les psychologist, explains this af-
finity for work. “Making one’s
mark in the world can be a stim-
ulant. We all know people who
can't quit. The more successful
they are, the harder they work.
Why? Integrity is linked to am-
bition, but so is power. Once a
person has that power, it isn't
easy to let go.”

Money, then, is not the pri-
mary factor. There are million-
aires who never have enough. It
is the wheeling and dealing that
stimulates. The “high” that
comes from competition is an-
other factor.

As one businessman, now in
his 70’s, puts it: “When I was a
kid 1 was always competing,
trying to beat out the other guy.

What it comes down to then,
the answer to why people go on
working when they could stop is
that they are fulfilling needs,
which may be financial, emo-
tional or personal.

The first one is financial. ‘'his
is particularly true of older peo-
ple who remember the Depres-
sion. For them financial and per-
sona) security are related.

Another need is for love and
respect. People who succeed at
any age have the respect of their
family, friends and those who
work for them. Entertainers are
an example. Even those who
have passed their prime keep
coming back because they thrive
on the love and adulation of ap-
plause. Sometimes those who
keep going achieve a success in
their later years that surpasses
what they achieved when they
were young.

Jessica Tandy, who won the
Oscar this year for her role in
“Driving Miss Daisy,” is an ex-
ample, as is Geraldine Page who
won in 1986 for her part in “The
Return to Bountiful.”

Burt Lancaster is another. At

68, after 36 years of stardom and -

62 movies, he made a comeback
in 1981 with “Atlantic City.”

One of Lancaster’s colleagues
in earlier days was Ronald Rea-
gan. He switched careers but is
a perfect example of a person
who not only enjoys work and
the admiration of millions but
refuses to give in to age.

Walter Matthau at age 65 is
another example of someone
who, in spite of suffering a mas-
sive heart attack in 1966 and
undergoing open heart surgery
and a quadruple bypass opera-
tion in 1976, still pursues his ca-
reer.

And then there is the indes-
tructible George Burns who says
that he can’t die because he has

too many commitments to fulfill.

Those who need recognition
and enjoy a sense of power are
often attracted to a world of fit-
ness, where the individual may
work to become proficient
enough to compete in a sport, or
may just compete against his or
her own body to whip it into
shape.

At 83, Clarence Ross, a retired
insurance man from Montclair,
N.J, swam his first Masters
meet. Since then he has won all
but one of 123 championships.

_Prom dates, grab your track
spikes, your soccer balls, your
baseball mitts and softballs.

Why?

Because when you're done
with your dancing and eating,
you're going to head to the
state track meet, regional soc-
cer game or a district game on
the diamond.

Grosse Pointe South athletes,
this year, are being put in a
very precarious situation. June
1, the juniors will celebrate
their prom. That’s the night be-
fore all the state tournaments
take place.

Most of us know that those
young adults will not be home
at a “decent” hour. Some will,

but we also know what it’s like
to be 17.

I can’t understand why
South’s class counselor and
class officers couldn’t select a
different date. The date is set —|
usually — one year ahead of
time and shouldn’t clash with
any school events.

Kids will have to rush home,
get a good night’s sleep and
compete against some of the
finest teams in the state within
12 hours of hitting the pillow.

Some teams will have to

Why?

They'll be ab-
sorbed with thoughts of, “Is my
tux ready,” “Did dad remember
to get the car washed,” “Will
my date understand if 'm
late?”

This night should be one of
enjoyment — not pressure.
Granted, kids who choose to be
involved in extracurricular ac-
tivities have to make conces-
sions, but what about the plan-
ning committee?

I don’t
think it’s fair.

I also wouldn't expect a band
member to perform the next
day for a “chair.”

Athletes have worked very
hard all year to reach the state
tournament. This is it. One
game. Lose, go home. Win, the
season continues. Nobody
wants the season to end, but
with a prom set just 12 hours
before a clash with a defending
state champion, it seems that
South’s season could end ear-
lier than planned.

There is probably no great
day to hold the prom, but in
years to come I hope the people
involved can make a better

‘ choice. Some people will never
be happy with the selection of
the date, but a date that
doesn’t conflict with ANY
school activity would be ideal.

Again, student athletes have
made the choice and should
balance all the things he or she
is involved in, but surely all
athletes deserve one night of
the school year without having
to worry about a game, a band
performance or a term paper.

Jennifer Dube has flipped,
sprung, bounced and jumped be-
fore, but after learning Michigan
State University wanted her, she
may never come back down.
Dube, who has been a fanatic

and adept gymnast for 12 years,-

will be taking her skills to the
campus of Michigan State after

,signing a full five-year scholar-

ship last week.

“I still can’t believe it,” said
the three-time national competi-
tor. “I've always worked for this
day and I don’t think I'll ever be
able to describe the feeling I had
when 1 was offered a scholar-
ship.”

Dube, who didn't compete
most of her senior season at
North because of a broken ankle,
feels that her scholarship is a
payback.

“My mom and dad have in-
vested a lot of time and money
in me to make me a better gym-
nast,” she said, “and now I'm
just paying them back.”

The ankle injury, which was
sustained in a meet against
South, never threatened to end
Dube’s brilliant career, but she
was concerned that it would dis-
tract some college recruits.

“As soon as it happened, I
didn’t think I was going to go to
college,” said Dube. “The injury
was just devastating. I had never
been hurt before and I didn’t
know how it would affect my
chances to go to State.”

Despite having very little to
show as a senior, Dube still re-
ceived offers from Boise State
and New Mexico, but State
couldn’t be outdone.

“Jennifer really pursued a col-
lege scholarship on her own,”
said her mother, Mary. “She got
a brochure with all the colleges
that offer gymnastics scholar-
ships and narrowed her choices.
She put together her resume and
a videotape of some meets and
began corresponding with them.”

Dube has always been an in-
dependent, self-taught gymnast.

“A lot of people have been
very influential in my life,” she
said. “But I've always been one
to teach myself — especially over
the last two years. I am confi-
dent in my abilities because I've
been in a lot of situations where
I have been counted on to pull
out a win. It’s been fun and has
taught me a lot.”

State coach Jill Hough offered
Dube the chance to compete at a
Big Ten level, but has decided to
resign from her position.

“She’s a great coach,” Dube
said of Hough, “but she called
and told me she was resigning to
become a full-time mother.,

“When she told me she was
leaving, 1 had to take a long
look and see if it was still for
me. Coach Hougn reassured me
that State was going to get a
strong coach so it shouldn't
make a difference.”

-+=Pube, ‘who is the president of

the Fellowship of Christian Ath-
letes at North, had made a name
for herself long before State
came around, and she did it with
strength, drive and love for God.
“As a junior, I focused a lot of
my attention on gymnastics and

I'm fortunate I did,” she said.
“My records as a junior really
helped me because I didn’t par-
ticipate as much as a senior and
that’'s what the colleges looked
for.”

Dube will study social work.

“I'm ready for college,” she
said. “I've been to a lot of college
meets and I am confident I can
compete right away. I love gym-
nastics to death and without it I
wouldn’t know what I'd do. State
has given me the opportunity to
continue doing something I
really love.”

rapid rhythm (called ‘“‘ventricu-
lar fibrillation” or ‘“ventricular
tachycardia”) arising from the
lower heari chambers. The
heart’s contractions become un-
coordinated and ineffectual (car-
diac “arrest”), causing a collapse
in blood pressure throughout the
body. Under these circum-
stances, only restoration of the
normal heart rhythm by an elec-
tric shock delivered to the chest
area will prevent a rapid pro-
gression to death. When resusci-
tation is prompt, the heart mus-
cle is wusually free of any
evidence of new damage.

In the general adult popula-
tion, the most common underly-
ing condition predisposing to
sudden death is atherosclerotic
narrowings and blockages of the
blood vessels that supply blood
and oxygen to the heart. As a
result of the previous damage to
heart muscle from these diseased
vessels, electrical instability can
develop at the border zones be-
tween normal and scarred re-
gions of the heart. This, in turn,
sets the stage for ventricular fi-
brillation and cardiac arrest.

Sudden death during sports

In middle-aged adults, includ-
ing those who are athletes (such
as former marathon runner
James Fixx), this disease process
accounts for most cases of sud-
den death.

Cardiac arrest from coronary
artery disease is much less fre-
quent in the under-30 age group,
but is still associated with ciga-
rette smoking, a strong family
history of heart disease and ele-
vated blood cholesterol levels.

The most important cause of
sudden death in the young ath-
lete population is an abnormal-
ity in the heart muscle itself
(“cardiomyopathy™).

Particularly prevalent among
young athletes dying during
competitive sports is a congenital
disorder in which the heart mus-
cle is excessively thickened.
These muscle-bound hearts ac-
tually have above normal pump-
ing ability. However, a greater
muscle mass is more prone to
developing oxygen deprivation
during peak exertion. This tend-
ency, together with certain other
mechanical and electrical abnor-
malities associated with a thick-

ened heart muscle, can precipi-
tate ventricular fibrillation.

Other athletes who become
sudden death victims due to car-
diomyopathy, such as Hank
Gathers, have some mild scar-
ring of their lower heart cham.
bers, instead of thickened mus-
cle. While such scarring need not
interfere with the overall pump-
ing ability of the heart, it may,
nonetheless, give rise to electri-
cal abnormalities that can pre-
dispose to .cardiac arrest. The
source of injury to the heart
muscle in these cases is not
known, but has long been sus-
pected to be a rare complication
of a prior viral infection. ”

Certain congenital abnormali-
ties of the coronary blood vessels
which supply the heart can in-
termittently or chronically limit
biood supply to portions of the
cardiac muscle. Ventricular fi-
brillation may occur during peri-
ods of peak stress when oxygen
is in short supply, or as a result
of electrical instability from ac-
cumutiated scar formation.

The case of former basketball
player Pete Maravich dramati-

SC

cally demonstrates how well car-
diac function may often be pre-
served even under these adverse
conditions. Unfortunately, it was
the associated “background”
electrical abnormalities that pre-
cipitated his unexpected demise.
A minority of young sudden
death victims have completely
normal heart muscle and blood
vessel anatomy. However, they
possess a purely electrical disor-
der in which there is either a
“short circuit” between the up-
per and lower chambers, or a
generalized disturbance in the
way the heart undergoes elec-
tricl recovery after each beat.
Both of these abnormalities can
give rise to episodes of rapid
heart beats that may result in
temporary loss of consciousness
or even ventricular fibrillation.
Fortunately, a complete his-
tory and physical examination,
together with electrocardiogram,
cardiac ultrasound and exercise
treadmill test, suffice in the
overwhelming majority of cases
to identify any anatomic or elec-
trical abnormalities that could
cause sudden death in young in-

dividuals.

A more aggressive diagnostic
workup (including electrophysiol-
ogic testing and cardiac catheter-
ization) should be strongly con-
sidered in any athlete with a
history of passing out, attacks of
rapid heart rhythm or a family
history of sudden death.

Of course, cocaine and other
forms of substance abuse should
be strongly discouraged to pre-
vent tragedies similar to that
which befell Len Bias. Finally,
one should not overlook simple
measures, such as exercising reg-
ularly, maintaining a healthy
diet and not smoking, to help
prevent the development of ath-
erosclerosis.

Dr. William Fry, a Stanford
University psychiatrist who has
studied humor for 30 years,
points out some bodily benefits
to laughter.

Heart and blood circulation
rates soar, imitating the effects
of an aerobic workout. After-
ward, these rates drop below av-
erage, promoting relaxation.
Muscles vibrate, providing an in-
ternal message that breaks up
tension. The brain emits certain
hormones that trigger the re-
lease of endorphines, the body’s
natural pain killers.

For those of us who are concer-
ened with losing weight or main-
taining a healthy body weight,

Increased metabolic rate, expe-
riencing a relaxed and calm at-
mosphere, plus cutting off the
triggering mechanism of the “ap-
pestat” are all important condi-
tions in weight control. Laughter
is truly the best medicine.

From his book, “Love, Medi-
cine, and Miracles,” Dr. Bernie
Siegel states:

“A college professor was lying
helpless on the operating table
just before surgery when one of
the nurses mentioned she was
one of his former students, ‘I
hope I passed you,’ he quipped.
Laughter, which Sir William Os-
ler called “the music of life,”
makes the unbearable bearable,
and a patient with a well-devel-
oped sense of humor has a better
chance of recovery than a stolid
individual who seldom laughs.”

Walking around

Walking is natural. You know
how to walk. You swing your
arms forward and backward, and
step along. What could be sim-
pler? It's like breathing; you
hardly have to think about it —
you just do it.

Yet, there is more to walking
than we might think . .. the way
your legs move with each swing
of the arm. Right arm forward,
left leg back. Heel, toe, right,
left, right, left. With each step,
your arms swing naturally like a
pendulum. What does this arm
swing do for you? It helps main-
tain your balance.

In addition, it sets the timing
and the rhythm of your step.
The faster your arms swing, the
faster your step. With this mo-
tion, more power is added to
your walking stride.

An excellent aerobic exercise,
walking can help you lose
weight (brisk walking burns
about the same number of calo-
ries mile for mile as jogging
without the high impact stress
placed on the joints) and helps to
stregthen your heart and tone
other muscles. It can help you
control stress and help improve
your mental awareness.

It is imperative that children
develop good physical fitness
habits at an early age. If you are
a parent of young children, it is
easy to teach them the joys and
benefits of living actively
through walking.

While thousands of people
among our adult population are
realizing the health, physcial
and psychological benefits of ac-
tive lifestyles, the fact remains
that infants and children are not
as naturally physically active as
is commonly assumed. Help
them establish some positive life-
time habits with a walking pro-
gram. _ o

Some basic walking tips in-
clude:

1) Wear comfortable shoes that

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firmly support your feet.

2) Wear thin, clean, dry socks.

3) Give yourself time for
warming up and cooling down
before starting vigorous exercise.
Slow, easy walking serves as an
excellent warm-up and cool-
down.

4) In starting a walking pro-
gram, take it easy at first. Stop
at the first sign of soreness or
pain.

5) Avoid walking on roads
where traffic could be a hazard.

6) An easy stroll after a light
meal can be beneficial.

7) For high walking perfor-
mance, swing your arms forward
and back at your sides and keep
your body and head straight.
Walk tall!

8) For weight loss, walk for
time — preferably six to seven
days per week. Don’t worry
about speed. For cardiovascular
conditioning, walk more briskly
about three to four days a week.

Proper protective wear is an-
other way to promote safety on
these types of vehicles. Perhaps
the most important piece of gear
you'll ever purchase is a helmet.

A large number of the several
hundred thousand cases of seri-
ous brain injuries in the United
States today have been caused
by falls or vehicle-involved acci-
dents. Wearing a helmet can
greatly reduce your risk of seri-
ous head and brain injury.

Such injuries can require
weeks of hospitalization and
months of rehabilitation. Victims
often lapse into a coma or uncon-
sciousness, and may develop

amnesia, seizures and behavior
problems. A severe closed-head
injury can result in a lifelong
handicap.

Each year more than 700,000
people in the United States suf-
fer head injuries severe enough
to require hospitalization, accord-
ing to Susan Mooney-Smith,
director of the Rehabilitation
Unit at St. John Hospital-Ma-
comb Center in Harrison Town-
ship.

Mooney-Smith said those most
at risk of sustaining a head in-
jury tend to be younger people
because they’re more likely to be
daredevils and take chances. The
most frequent victims are age
18-25. Men are more susceptible
than women because they tend
to take more risks, said Mooney-
Smith.

She also suggests that medical
help be sought when someone
loses consciousness after a head
injury, or if headaches, memory
problems or muscular weakness
occurs later.

The walking wounded

People who have experienced
mild head injuries and don’t
seek medical attention may risk
joining the ranks of the “walk-
ing wounded.”

Through her experience with
rehabilitation patients, Mooney-
Smith said that the signs of a
mild head injury may not at first
be apparent. However, repeated
headaches, rauscular weakness,
speech problems or other symp-
toms may develop later.

Changes in memory patterns
or problem-solving ability, in-
creased irritability or the inabil-
ity to get going could all be
symptoms. She said that these

It
should cover the top of your fore-
head and not move back and
forth with the strap in place.
