Money magazine features Park as a tax bargain

“Grosse Pointe is the best kept secret in
the Detroit area,” says Rick Seymour of

Grosse Pointe Park.

But it's not a secret anymore.

The entire nation learned what a tax bar-
gain the Park is through a Money magazine
article this month featuring Rick and Kathy

Seymour.

The bottom line: It’s cheaper, tax-wise, to
live in Grosse Pointe Park than it is to live

in Shelby Township.

In its January issue, Money offers tips on
“How to cut all your rising taxes.” As part
of the series of articles, Money compared the
property taxes paid by the Seymours with
the taxes paid by a couple who own a com-
parable home in Shelby Township, a grow-
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ing, affluent suburb in western Macomb
County.

According to Money, the Seymours’ total
tax bil) on their home comes to a “modest”
$4,011. The Pampalona family in Shelby
Township, on the other hand, pays $5,300 in
property taxes on its equally priced home.

Furthermore, while the Shelby Township
homeowner pays 47 percent more than the
Grosse Pointe Park homeowner, Shelby
doesn’t provide as many services for the
money.

In the Park, garbage pickup and snow
plowing are provided as basic city services.
In Shelby, the Pampalonas have to pay
$240 a year extra for garbage pickup and
$60 a year to their homeowners’ association
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for snow plowing.

Money magazine credits the Park’s ability
to keep taxes down to the fact that it is a
built-up community with a stable tax base.
Some 75 percent of the Park’s 4,200 homes
are worth more than $175,000.

In Shelby Township, the population con-
tinues to rise as new homes are built. But
unlike the Park where roads, water and
sewers are in place, Shelby has to build its
infrastructure, a cost that is spread through-
out the township and drives taxes up, ac-

cording to Money.

The Park City Council has been able to
hold annual tax increases to 3.1 percent

And while Park residents such as the Sey-

mours are satisfied with the services they’re
getting for their tax bucks, the Pampalonas
think they should be getting more for their

“It’s always fun to boost the Pointes,”

said Seymour, a computer consultant who
has lived in the Pointes since 1978. He first
moved to the Woods and then to the Park.
_ “I don’t know why anyone would want to
live anyplace else,” he said.

Park Mayor Palmer Heenan credits more

than a stable tax base for the city’s ability

over the past decade, while Shelby’s yearly
9 percent increases far exceeded the infla-

tion rate.

New Year’s party hoax
nationwide scam

possibly

. A 38-year-old Detroit woman
who wanted to do something
“different” sent in cash for ad-
mission to an advertised erotic
New Year’s Eve party featuring
porno stars and an orgy room.

“It was to be a surprise to my
husband, and I guess the sw-
prise was on us,” she told Farms
police.

The steamy New Year's Eve
party that was supposed to be at
a home in the “Grosse Pointe
Farms area” could have been
part of a nationwide scam.

According to Farms Detective

Daniel Jensen, the party organ-
izers may have advertised New
Year’s Eve parties in major ci-
ties throughout the country, col-
lected cash payment for tickets
to the parties that were never
held and then made off with the
money.

Jensen said there is no way of
knowing how many people were
duped into sending cash, but the
number of vietims may be quite
high. He said police will proba-
bly never know how many were
involved because most victims
will not file complaints.

“It’s kind of embarrassing to
admit to family and friends that
you've been scammed out of $30

or $40,” Jensen said.

Farms police first became
aware of the party plans Dec, 8
and began receiving calls when
people who had sent in cash for
party tickets and location infor-
mation did not get a response.

One of the callers gave police
a telephone number that ap-
peared in an ad in a Detroit en-
tertainment weekly. The number
belonged to a Southfield answer-
ing service and connected the
caller with a taped nessage.

A female with a seductive
voice invited callers to the “sec-
ond annual Erotic New Year’s
Eve Party,” promising a private
room for couples, “heavy breath-
ing,” “Arabian Nights orgy
rooms,” and a dJacuzzi. Swim-
suits were billed as optional.

The party was to take place at
a four-bedroom Colonial in the

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Grosse Pointe Farms area. Jen-
sen said thatif there were such a
party planned in the Farms, po-
lice probably would have known
of its whereabouts through past
incidents.

The cost for the purported
party was $40 for single men,
$30 for couples and $10 for sin-
gle women. Payment was to be
cash only “for your protection
and privacy” and sent to a pri-
vate postal box on Mack in the
Farms.

Sometime after Dec. 28 the
taped message was changed to
state that the party was post-
poned indefinitely due to serious
illness of two of the party organ-
izers. The new message, this
time featuring a man, said they
would make it up at the next
party to those who sent in
money.

Jensen said the party organiz-
ers knew what they were doing.

Pharmacy owner
to make good
on postal debt

The owner of the Hollywood
Pharmacy, who pleaded guilty
Dec. 19 to the misuse of postal
money orders, will make good
his debt to the U.S. Postal Ser-
vice, his attorney said.

Pharmacist William F. Lelick-
ens, 61, of St. Clair Shores faces
up to six months in jail and a
fine of up to $100,000 on a mis-
demeanor charge.. The business
faces up to $500,000 in fines on
a felony charge.

Lelickens is the sole director of
the incorporated pharmacy.

According to the U.S. Postal
Service and the U.S. attorney in
Detroit, Lelickens misused postal
money orders amounting to
about $180,000 from January to
May 1990.

There was a’ contract postal
station at the Hollywood Phar-
macy, and Lelicken used the
money orders to pay suppliers.

After issuing Postal Service
money orders, Lelicken wrote
business checks payable to the
Postal Service and placed them
in the postal funds at the phar-
macy.

Contrary to a statement re.
leased by the U.S. Postal Service
and printed in the Grosse Pointe
News last week, Lelickens’ attor-
ney, William B. Daniel, said his
client did not admit to embez-
zling the $180,000 from the
Postal Service.

Furthermore, he said Lelick-
ens is only guilty of the misde-
meanor charge of paying for
postal money orders by check.
According to law, postal money
orders can be purchased only
with cash.

At no time did Lelickens in-
tend to embezzle money from the
Postal Service, Daniel said. He
said Lelickens plans to pay every
penny owed to the Postal Ser-
vice.

Farms house
suffers $250,000
fire damage

The home of Grosse Pointe
News editorial cartoonist Arkie
Hudkins Jr. on Cloverly in the
Farms suffered $250,000 damage
in a fire Dec. 31.

Both Hudkins and his wife,
Terry Brooks, escaped injury.

Hudkins awoke at about 3:15
a.m. and heard the flames crac-
kling in the basement, he said.
He ran to the basement, saw the
fire was serious and called the
Grosse Farms Public Safety De-
partment.

Firefighters from the Farms,
City, Park. Woods and Harper
Woods responded to the fire,
Hudkins said. The last of the
firefighters did not leave until
about noon.

The fire started in the circuit
breaker box in the basement at
the rear of the home. Hudkins
said a big hole was melted in the
middle of the box between rows
of breaker switches. The cause of
the electrical malfunction is un-
known.

The rear of the home received
extensive structural damage and
the entire house suffered smoke
damage.

Hudkins said all the floor and
wall coverings will have to be
replaced. He said the orginals of
many of his drawings were
saved from the basement.

He praised the response and
work of the firefighters and the
fire damage restoration contrac-
tor, Burton Brothers of South-
field. Hudkins said the contrac-
tor was boarding up the house
even before the firefighters had
left.

He said it will be two to three -

months before the house is ready

for occupancy. .

That came as no surprise to
Goolsbee; she had taken dance
classes since she was very young
to improve her moves on the ice.

She took to ice dancing well,
she said, and always placed high
when competing. But she and
her partner split, and her
coaches accepted better offers as
one went to California and an-
other to Colorado.

“I needed a partner, and there
were a lot of boys in California,
so I went there for six months,”
she said. “It was a great experi-
ence because I was taking les-

Women with chemical addic-
tions and their children will soon
have a new shelter in Detroit.

Sara Snyder, ekécutive direc-

Several years earlier, when
she had trained in Germany for
a month, Goolsbee had met Hen-
dryk Schamberger, a German ice
dancer. The two kept in touch
and in one letter he mentioned
he was without a partner.

She saw her opportunity.
Goolsbee auditioned to be his
partner in July, and in August
moved to Germany permanently.

Mastercard
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Backers face
hard fight for
new library

ith the start of the New Year,

‘;s; backers of the proposed new

Grosse Pointe Public Library have

stepped up their fight to win voter ap-

proval on Feb. 4 {or a $7.6 million bond is-

sue to finance construction of the new
building.

School district residents are being bom-
barded with information and voter mate-
rial from the Grosse Pointe School System,
the Friends of the Grosse Pointe Library
and the newly organized Citizens for a
New Library headed by John Bruce.

City councils in the Shores, the City, the
Park and the Farms have already been
briefed about the project and information
meetings are being held with the district’s
14 different PTOs as well as with the um-
brella organization, the PTC Council.

So while the informatior. about the bond
election is getting around the community,
the question now is: What is the reaction?

In view of the current recession and the
threat of war, the supporters we’ve talked
with have said they expect a hard sell but

remain optimistic that the people will re-
spond when they have heard the message
about the need.

The critical part of the campaign, no
doubt, will be convincing the public of the
need for a new central library that will re-
quire a tax hike of up to a maximum of
nine-tenths of a mill when construction is
completed, according to present calcula-
tions.

An increase of fourtenths of a mill in
the debt-reduction levy will be required to
pay off the $7.6 million bond over a 20-
year period. However, approval of another
four-tenths or five-tenths of a mill will be
sought from the voters to finance the ex-
panded operations after the building is
completed.

The four-tenths of a mill that would be
levied after approval of the bond issue
would cost a homeowner whose house is
worth $200,000 an additional library tax of
$40 a year or $3.33 a month or 77 cents a

week. The additional four-tenths or five-
tenths of a mill for expanded operations
upon completion of the building and ap-
proval by the voters would cost an addi-
tional $40 or $50 a year.

As for the need, the school system’s
newsletter contends that the present li-
brary is “behind the times” because it
lacks sufficient parking, barrier-free access
for handicapped residents, space for the
staff and space for special services for
children, adults and students and even for
more copiers and word processors.

One point that is often missed is that the
ballot language requires that the bond is-
sue will provide funds not only for erect-
ing, furnishing and equipping a new li-
brary building but also for developing and
improving the building site and the adja-
cent athletic field at the Brownell School
site.

That language was added to answer the
fears expressed by some Brownell parents

that the library building would damage
the soccer and baseball diamonds on the
school’s athletic field.

The recent distribution of the 1990 tax
statements showing increased taxes for
property owners in the five Grosse Pointe
municipalities and Harper Woods that
make up the Grosse Pointe School District
does not make the sales pitch for the new

library any easier.

The school budget already is by far the
largest of the items on every homeowner’s
tax statement and the overall tax total as
well as the school taxes once again have
increased appreciably for most taxpayers.

Yet the need for more adequate library
services won’t go away. The issue has been
studied since 1966 and the committees
that have reviewed the facilities since then
have been unanimous in reaching the opin-
ion that expansion is needed.

A single statistic proves the point: Since
1950, the Grosse Pointes’ population has
grown by 23 percent while library card
holders have increased by 234 percent.

Why the big increase?

Librarian Charles Hanson points out
that libraries have become more and more
essential sources of information, especially
in a well-educated community like Grosse
Pointe.

Isn't that the telling point about the
need?
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Somber mood grips the U.S.

eset by the twin threats of war and
Ba serious recession, the people of

Michigan and the United States as a
whole appear to be in a somber mood as
they open the New Year.

The headlines in the nation’s most pres-
tigious newspaper tell the story. The front
page of the Dec. 30 issue of the New York
Times carried this collection of reports on
the nation’s bad news:

‘“80s leave states and cities in need”;
“Umpires give an early call: Yes, indeed,
it’s a recession”; “Homelessness in New
York: Years of plans, no solution”; “For
Cuomo, hard times and choices”; and, fi-
nally, “As Jan. 15 nears, some hope lin-
gers for a Gulf peace.”

Even Gov. John Engler’s call for a con-
servative course in Michigan that in effect
termed state government an enemy of free
enterprise was hardly optimistic to every-
one and certainly not to the many people
who rely heavily on public services.

President Bush, in an interview broad-
cast as the New Year opened, said he sees
“no evidence of a deep recession,” but ad-
mitted we’re in “a slowdown economically”
and “in some areas, we're clearly in a re-
cession.”

Neither Engler nor Bush, however, of-
fered any immediate proposals to bolster
flagging sections of the economy.

Bush claimed that “short-range govern-
ment spending answers have historically
proved counterproductive” and added that
he had no plans “to spend a lot of new fed-
eral dollars” in order to speed economic re-
covery.

Engler pins his hope for Michigan’s eco-
nomic recovery on a property tax cut and
restoration of the “spirit of enterprise.” He

added that “we must allow the inventors
and entrepreneurs of today the same op-
portunities enjoyed by their predecessors
when this century began.”

We assume that Engler does not intend
to turn the clock back by advocating repeal
of state laws, unknown early in this cen-
tury, that now protect the public health
and safety as well as the environment.

To his credit, however, Engler did say
that government has an important role to
play, although he indicated that it was
chiefly in revitalizing the state’s education
system.

With the increased threat of a Middle
East war already affecting thousands of
Michigan families, the president in his
comments expressed the hope that if war
comes, it would be over in a few days even
though he did not predict the outcome one
way or another.

The tone of the comments by the na-
tional and state GOP leaders on the cur-
rent state of the state and the world tends
to reinforce the nation’s grim mood that
we referred to at the outset.

We suggest, however, that in these times
the expression of a bit of compassion for
families hard hit by the Middle East
buildup and the economic recession would
not have been out of place in the remarks
by either the governor or the president.

Yet both men did raise some hopes:
Bush with his prediction that the recession
won’t be deep or last long and that if war
breaks out in the Gulf, it will be over in a
few days; and Engler with his forecast of
the state’s renewal if people follow the
same principles of hard work and sense of
personal responsibility that their forefath-
ers did to overcome their problems.

A new villain in Harwell saga

News and Free Press pointed a finger

at a new villain in the Ernie Harwell
saga, but it also raised several new ques-
tions.

True, the new villain is WJR station
manager Jim Long, a Grosse Pointe resi-
dent who has now accepted, according to
Falls, the blame for firing the popular De-
troit Tiger radio announcer at the end of
the 1991 season.

But the question of why Long and/or Bo
Schembechler, the Tigers’ president who
earlier was regarded as the culprit in the
case, wanted to get rid of Harwell is still
unanswered,

Long’s explanation was, again according
to Falls, that he was unhappy with Har-
well’s on-air performance and, as he told
Mitch Albom in Monday’s Free Press, “I
felt Ernie’s broadcasts were not what they
used to be.” .

So should Bo now be regarded as a hero

for obtaining a final year for Harwell and
Long be given all the blame for the dis-
missal? We don’t see it that way despite
Falls’ fawning story and his suggestion
that everyone who criticized the deal ear-
lier should now apologize to the Tigers’
president.

After all, Long now has told Albom that
the decision was made by both men.

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Right mix: Chemistry, environment

Jim Nicholson was surprised I
wanted to talk to him. People in
the chemical business don’t ex-
pect reporters to come around
unless something bad has hap-
pened, he said.

Nothing had. In fact, I wanted
to talk to him in his role as envi-
ronmentalist.

It sounds like an oxymeoron..
The chemical industry is gener-
ally seen as one of the main ene-
mies by the environmental
movement — but here’s Jim Ni-
cholson in the thick of it, secre-
tary of the Michigan Nature
Conservancy.

He’s one example of the diver-
sity of the environmental move-
ment, a movement that is some-
times depicted as being at war
with itself because the various

. approaches are so different.

More likely, the approaches
play off each other. There’s a
theory that the aggressive
groups like EarthFirst! or Green-
peace actually pave the way for
more mainstream groups like
the Nature Conservancy or the
‘Audubon Society. It's a theory
that’s been demonstrated in the
civil rights movement, too.

“We're very aware of it at the
Conservancy,” Nicholson said.
“We think it’s true.”

Nicholson, a Farms resident
and president of PVS Chemicals,
is attracted to the Conservancy
because of its businesslike atti-
tude. Instead of demanding that
property owners give up their
rights to use land, the Conser-
vancy buys the properties it
wants to save.

“It’s the American way,” he
said.

Nicholson isn’t convinced that
the Earth is on its last legs, al-
though like most environmental-
ists, he thinks it needs a lot of
help.

“A lot of folks are getting
press predicting that the sky is
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falling,” he said. “It’s an inter-
esting haif-full/half-empty argu-
ment.”

Technology, in his view, isn't
the monster causing Earth’s
problems; it may be the only
thing keeping us going.

“The Earth couldn’t support
this population of six billion
without chemicals,” he said.

The Nature Conservancy isn’t
interested merely in setting
aside a lot of empty land. Its fo-
cus is to maintain biological di-
versity — land supporting a rare
plant or habitat for rare ani-
mals.

It may come as a shock to Mi-
chiganders accustomed to the
open spaces in our state, but
very little of the state remains
natural. Almost all of it has
been touched and drastically al-
tered by human farming, mining
and logging.

As the Conservancy’s Septem-
ber newsletter put it:

“It’s hard to imagine that our
lovely Michigan landscape is as
altered as other more heavily
urbanized or farmed
states . . .Most of the landscape
we see is only a skeleton of the
richly diverse communities that
existed a century and a half
ago.”

Even rural counties often have
less than 1 percent of their land
in its original condition.

“At times in our history we
lost sight of (the environment)
and pillaged the land,” Nichol-
son said. “Wetlands were
swamps not so long ago and
everybody was trying to fill
them in.

*“As there are more of us, it
becomes more precious to have
spots of nature.”

Even the definition of “spots”
has changed, though. The Con-
servancy, particularly in its in-
ternational group, is now focus-
ing on “bio-reserves,” huge
multi-million acre plots.

“You can’t keep plant diver-
sity with 20 acres of prairie. The
issue is that all plants and ani-
mals live in a system — and you
have to have enough of the sys-
tem to provide a closed loop,” he
said.

What Nicholson says he likes
about the Conservancy is its in-
telligent approach in which
trained staff thoroughly studies

areas and issues. It’s an ap-
proach he can sell to businesses
contributing funds. It isn’t emo-
tional. No tree-huggers.

“Emotionalism is getting in
our way,” he said.

In fact, happy as he is to see
so many people professing envi-
ronmentalism, Nicholson thinks
many of us don’t know what
we're emoting about. No offense,
but the general public isn’t well-
informed — owing partly to emo-
tionalism in the press and partly
to our by-now-legendary lack of
scientific information.

“As a nation, we’re very
poorly educated in the sciences
and the scientific approach,” he
said.

Just look at our fears about

- the greenhouse effect. A couple

of years ago, a drought and heat
wave convinced many of us that
it was here with a vengeance. A
mere year later, a cooler sum-
mer convinced many of the same
people that the greenhouse effect
was nothing but a phony scare.
Probably wrong both times.

Nicholson’s view is that indus-
try doesn’t have to dry up and
blow away in order to save the
Earth. But it does have to clean
up its act — as we all do.

“Any product misused can be
a problem,” he said. “It’s impor-
tant for industry to take a re-
sponsible attitude. We have a
franchise from the public to oper-
ate.

“We all have kids and we
want them to have a future.”

A nearby example of the Michi-
gan Nature Conservancy’s work
is a cooperative effort with the
DNR at Algonac State Park,
where fire is being re-introduced
as a management tool in main-
taining a mosaic of prairie and
oak savanna.

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Fisher Road

To the Editor:

I would first like to com-
pliment the Grosse Pointe
Farms City Council for the
job that they have done for
the city as a whole. I believe
that they have served the
cty well and have made
Grosse Pointe Farms a truly
enjoyable place to catl home.

Consequently, I was very
surprised and disappointed
to learn of the proposed plan
to redirect the ever-growing
volume of traffic to and from
the Hill business district
onto Fisher Road and other
residential roads.

While I agree that the vol-
ume of traffic resulting from
the Hill and Grosse Pointe
South High School has
reached unacceptable levels,
and I applaud the efforts of
the City Council to limit
that traffic, I believe that
the plan as presently struc-
tured will impose a severe
and unnecessary hardship
upon residents living on
Fisher Road for the following
reasons;

1. Fisher Road is not a
major road.

The Dec. 3 letter to resi-
dents of McKinley Avenue,
McMillan Road, Muir Road,
Lewiston Road, Fisher Road
and Moran Road, designates
Fisher Road as a “major
road,” which is targeted by
the city to “carry large vol-
umes of traffic.”” The desig-
nation of Fisher and other
roads as “major roads” ap-
pears to be based simply on
random selection, rather
than a complete evaluation
of a particular road’s ability
to accommodate large
amounts of traffic.

Even a freshman student
of civil engineering could
correctly conclude that all of
the streets listed in the let-
ter, Fisher Road is the least
capable of accommodating
even the present volume of
traffic, let alone an increase
in the volume of traffic.

Fisher Road is only 20 feet
wide, and is by far the nar-
rowest of all roads listed
above. In fact, every.other

road referenced in the letter,. -

including the other so-called
minor roads, are at least 20
percent wider than Fisher
Road. All of the other roads
are at least 24 feet in width.

There is pgreat concern
among the ‘residents along
Fisher Road that the in-
creased traffic carries with it
a significant and substantial
increase in the risk that
children playing along or
near the road may be in-
jured. The risk is heightened
by the fact that the City of
Grosse Pointe Farms Police
Department does not consis-
tently enforce the speed limit
along Fisher Road, and driv-
ers rarely observe the speed
limit.

Simply stated, Fisher
Road, like all the roads refer-
enced in the letter, is purely
a residential road — not a
commercial thoroughfare
connecting traffic from the
Hill business district to
Mack Avenue. There are ab-
solutely no-unique character-
istics about Fisher Road
which make it better suited
to accommodate larger vol-
umes of traffic than the
other roads. Indeed, Fisher
Road should be categorized
as a minor road, and tar-
geted as a road on which
traffic volumes should be re-
duced.

2. The purpose of the plan
itself is unfair. Fisher Road
has always had to bear a dis-
proportionately large share
of the commercial traffic (in-
cluding buses and trucks)
from Kercheval Avenue to
Chalfonte Avenue and Mack
Avenue. Fisher Road also
bears the burden of a sub-
stantial portion of the traffic
of Grosse Pointe South High
School.

Further, Fisher Road has
had higher volumes of traffic
than the minor roads refer-
enced in the letter. Notwith-
standing, the proposed plan
suggests that since the vol-
ume of traffic over the past
five years has increased on
all the roads referenced in
the letter, it is appropriate to
reduce the volume on the
minor roads and further in-
crease the volume on Fisher
Road.

This suggestion is offen-
sive to people living along
Fisher Road. It suggests that

simply because we have had
to bear the burden of an un
reasonable volume of traffic
in the past, that we are
somehow better suited to
bear an even greater volume
of traffic.

3. The plan is the begin-
ning of the end for Fisher
Road. Perhaps the most dis-
turbing aspect of the letter is
the suggestion that it is the
solution to the traffic prob-
lem. It may be the solution
for the minor roads, but it is
the beginning of the end for
Fisher Road.

Not only does the plan di-
vert substantial volumes of
current traffic onto Fisher
Road, but it will continue to
divert all future increases of
traffic resulting from the
Hill business district, Grosse
Pointe South High School,
the potential expansion of
Cottage Hospital, the poten-
tial construction of the li-
brary on Chalfonte Avenue
and all natural increases in
traffic onto Fisher Road. In
short, the current volumes of
traffic on Fisher Road are
the lowest they will ever be,
and the volume of traffic will
only get worse.

Again, it is with disap-
pointment that I find myself
so critical of action taken by
the city of Grosse Pointe
Farins.

Indeed, I applaud the fact
that the City Council has
recognized the problem cre-
ated by the increased traffic
volumes on Fisher Road and
other roads created over the
last five years and is taking
action to remedy that prob-
lem.

I simply disagree with the
proposed solution. Since all
the roads referenced in the
letter are in fact residential
roads, notwithstanding any
major or minor designation
that the city may impose, I
believe that it is patently
unfair to impose such a bur-
den on a road such as Fisher
Road, which is clearly the
least capable road of hand-
ling any further increases in
traffic.

I am confident that the
council members of Grosse

‘Pointe Farms will make the '

right decision and will not
implement the plan as pres-
ently structured.

To the Editor:

I was studying the num-
bers this afternoon on the
proposed new library and
came up with some fairly in-
teresting questions for the
board.

CPA, attorney, and Wayne
State University professor
Bert Spalding tells me that
underwriting costs (on a
bond issue) run 8 percent
usually. Just for the fun of
it, I backed out $608,000 un-
derwriting costs from the
$7,600,000 and found that
cuts the funds left for the
building down to $6,992,000.

Architects’ fees generally
run 10 percent, so let’s back
out another $699,200. That
leaves us with $6,292,800 to
do the job. Let’s see now;
they've already spent
$200,000 plus the cost of two
special elections and we see
that the $7,600,000 is re-
duced to $6,092,800. We
wonder if they can do the job
with $1,507,000, 20 percent
of the funds gone before
breaking ground.

We are being asked to ap-
prove borrowing $7.6 million
and pay back $14,694,720'
over 20 years on the promise
that they're going to vastly
improve our library and
move it forward into the
next century. Many of- us

m
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don’t think they'll be able to
make a real improvement of
more than 1 percent or 2
percent if that,.

The liberal idea is that if
you spend enough (borrowed
or otherwise) money on any-
thing, you're going to make
a big improvement. It just
isn’t so. OK - Question time:

Could the taxpayers have
an accurate breakdown of
how the $7.6 million would
be spent?

What assurance would we
have that the project would
be completed for the $7.6
million?

Why was an Ann Arbor
architect selected when we
have dozens of worldclass
architectural firms in Wayne
County, three or more living
in Grosse Pointe, and most
would appreciate a chance at
this project.

I just hung up the tele-
phone. A concerned taxpayer
was asking me if I knew
that videotape rentals were
going to be a big feature of
the new library, with thou-
sands of titles. Using taxpay-
ers’ (borrowed) dollars to go
into competition with tax-
paying entrepreneurs? Could
we have some information
on the projected plan for the
videotape business?

The postal box and answering
service were hired via faxes and
money orders out of Chicago. On
Dec. 28, the contents of the pri-
vate postal box in the Farms
were forwarded to another pri-
vate postal box in Chicago.

At no time did anyone come
face to face with the party organ-

Jensen said the way the party
was referred to as the “second
annual” in the “Grosse Pointe
Farms area,” gave il some kind
of credibility. Also, the scam or-
ganizers cleverly justified send-
ing cash only by stating it was
for the partygoer’s “protection
and privacy.”

He said it is possible that the
organizers advertised similar
New Year's Eve parties in sev-
eral major cities.

“Everybody’s looking for that
big, big New Year’s Eve party,”
Jensen said.

Because the U.S. mail was
used to collect money for a party
that was never held, Jensen said
federal mail fraud charges could
be brought against the party or-
ganizers if they're ever
caught.

The U.S. Postal Inspection
Service is assisting in the inves-
tigation. Jensen said that be-
cause the perpetrators covered
their tracks so well, postal
inspectors believe such party
scams have been pulled pre-
viously in other cities.

US. Postal Inspector Fred
Van de Putte said the party
scam is a new twist and one he
hadn’t heard of before.

“There’s always someone will-
ing to take money out of your
pecket,” he said.

He said the U.S. Postal Ser-
vice's involvement is limited to
how extensively the party organ-
izers used the U.S. mail. If they
used private mail carriers, like
Federal Express or United Par-
cel, the post office does not have
jurisdiction.

“we can’t get involved.”

Stewart has taken the
hassle out of buying a new car
by eliminating the bargaining
that customers — and many sa-
lespeople — dread.

The 1990 Time Quality Dealer
designed the remodeled 28 year-
old Garden City facility to reach
out to both sales and service cus-
tomers. Sales offices are sepa-
rated by glass partitions, so huy-
ers won't feel trapped.

“A couple of years ago 1 did
some research,” Stewart says., ]
talked with customers and
learned that a fair price is what
they want. Most — especially
women - dislike negotiating
with a salesperson they figure is
much better at it than they are.”

So Stewart decided to stabilize
prices on his new vehicles, mak-
ing them attractive to customers
and profitable to the dealership.
The customer’s trade-in is the
only thing being negotiated. he
said.

The sales numhers indicate he
was right. While colleagues com-
plain about a recession, Stewart
reports impressive year-to-year
volume increases. Volume, he
admits, is crucial when price and
profit don’t fluctuate with each
sale.

A past president of the Detroit
Auto Dealers Association, Stew-
art did considerable homework
for his role as auto show co-
chair. Field trips for him include
jaunts to major U.S. and interna-
tional shows to see how thev are
organized and run.

Tokyo was an eye-opener, he
said. There he discovered several
interesting things about Japa-
nese business and society. The
Tokye show in the past closed at
5 p.m., he said, a far cry from
the late-evening hours of U.S.
shows to accommodate the after-
work crowd. Tokyo eventually
took the plunge and went to a
later closing time — 7 p.m.

“The auto show is like a
shrine to many Japanese,” Stew-
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Robert Thibodeau

art said. “When 1 asked the
manager how he gets people to
leave on time, he seemed sur-
vrised. ‘Closing time is printed
on Lhe Llickets,” he told me. And
when closing comes, show visi-
tors head for the exits!”

The dealer recalls ancther in-
stance of unusual discipline in
Japan. On one trip Stewart
stopped to shop for pearls. There
were only a few customers in the
store at the time, and each of
them was being waited on, he
says. He says he wondered at
the time what would happen if a
tour bus pulled in with dozens of
shoppers. His curiosity was soon
satisfied when a bus arrived and
people began pouring in, seeking
Japanese pearls.

“The Japanese don't like to
wait. They expect to be helped
right away, and they serve cus-
tomers the same way,” Stewart
said. “When the busload
swarmed into the store, sales
clerks began materializing from
nowhere and everyone was
helped immediately.”

Stewart's January agenda in-
cludes spending a couple of
weeks at Cobo Center shepherd-
ing pre-show and main show ac-
tivities. He’ll be on hand to
watch Robin Leach of televi-
sion’s “Lifestyles of the Rich and
Famous” host the show's first
live-broadeast, evening of enter-
tainment with local celebrities
Anita Baker and .J.P. McCarthy.
On-site broadcasting and TV tap-
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ing is a project Stewart says took
nine months of hard work by
members of the '91 show com-
mittee.

The committee landed GM
Chairman Robert Stempel to be
keynote speaker for the annual
auto  show banquet midway
through the public show. It en-
listed John Engler for Trade
Days speaker as soon as he had
won the gubernatorial race in
November. It cooperates with
Crain Communications and the
University of Michigan in stag-
ing the annual Automotive
News World Congress.

Stewart says Detroit's dealer-
run show is becoming unique as
more and more shows rely on
full-time management staffs or
hire  outside promotion com-
panies to handle their auto ex-
hibits.

Sometime after the Detroit
auto show and before February's
National Auto Dealers Associa-
tion meeting and exposition in
Atlanta, Stewart will open his
new Tampa area Chevrolet deal-
ership.

In Atlanta, Stewart is sched-
uled to receive the Northwood
Institute 1991 Education Award.
He has just completed a term as
the Chevrolet dealer on the GM
University of Automotive Man-
agement board, he said.

Stewart started in the dealer-
ship business while a student at
Wayne State in the ’60s. Over
the years he progressed from
salesman to general manager to
dealer. He says he misses being
on the floor greeting sales cus-
tomers. “Selling is fun,” he said.

Where he can, Stewart spends
time in his service departments
to get an idea of how customers
view their cars and trucks. The
revamped service area at his
Garden City dealership stretches
to Ford Road. Its prominence
and accessibility indicate the
importance of service to the deal-
ership, he says. The write-up
area has been enlarged and en-
closed to protect service custom-
ers from the Michigan elements.

Stewart even made his new-
car lot user-friendly and inviting
to casual shoppers.

Young lawyer experiences Japanese law firsthand

Fact: In Japan. with a popula-
tion of 120 mii... v 500 new
lawyers are admitted to the legal
profession each year.

Fact: Michigan alone admitted
more than 1,000 new lawyers to
the bar last year.

The differences between Japa-
nese lawyers and American law-
vers are as great as the differ-
ences in language, culture and
every other aspect of society.

“We know as little about Ja-
pan as we know about the Is-
lamic world,” said Tim Hazlett,
a lawyer who spent two years
there practicing law in a unique
program.

“It's a very small club,” the
Woods resident said, “and they
don’t care for interference from
outside. That's the leading issue
in the trade talks now between
the United States and Japan.”

Hazlett, who réturned to this
country a few months ago, said
the opportunity gave him an un-
equaled learning experience.

“The dominant share of my
practice in Japan was joint ven-
tures, sometimes a distribution
network, or research and devel-
opment effort or an industrial
plant,” he said. “'It was abso-
lutely stimulating and always a
challenge to get each party to
obtain their objective.”

Hazlett was admitted to the
select program when his em-
ployer, Dickinson, Wright, Moon,
Van Dusen & Freeman, offered
him the opportunity. In ex-
change for a Japanese lawyer
who came here to practice and

learn, Hazlett went to Tokvo to
Anderson, Mori & Rabinowitz.
one of a few law firms formed by
Americans with Japanese part-
ners after World War I and al-
lowed to remain in business af-
ter the Japanese government in
the '50s prohibited Americans
from forming new partnerships
there.

The law that closed the door
opened a crack to allow foreign
legal apprentices, like Huzlett. to
be admitted to the country on a
temporary basis. '

“Anderson, Mori & Rabinowitz
became prominent in Japan and
is the most international of the
international law firms,” Hazlett
said.

In 1986, the government
passed a law permitting foreign
lawyers to enter Japan under
certain conditions to give advice
on the law in their area of exper-
tise, Hazlett said. Foreigners are
still not allowed to form partner-
ships with Japanese lawyers.

“I would be called upon to
meld, to combine the business
and legal issues of an interna-
tional transaction between any
two countries in the world, with
one country always being Ja-
pan.” he said. “Japan and the
United Kingdom, Brazil, Spain.
Saudi Arabia, the U.S."

Hazlett said he never wanted
to be a lawyer. “I wanted to be a
businessman. The most fascinat-
ing part was I got to participate
in more commeicial transactions
in one year than many manag-
ers get to do in their careers.

“The learning is intoxicating.
In Tokyo 1 had two years of the

I have to appre-
ctate those differences and not
judge them.”

Americans, Hazlett said, are
terrible at joint ventures. “They
are generally the worst perform-
ers in the most difficult place to
negotiate a deal.”

He believes the problems be-
tween the two countries are a
vesult of federal policy. “We keep
giving away the store,” he said.
~Of course, they're beating the
pants off us. Our government is
giving them the land.”

Hazlett said the American
worker is twice as productive as
the Japanese worker. “The avey-
age American worker produces
in 30 minutes what it takes the
Japanese to do in one hour. We
have a very capital intensive
production policy now and that’s
what's keeping us No. 1.7

The productivity gap will nar-
row, he said, but “we have the
full capacity to compete with the
Japanese if we just do the job.”

The Dutch are the most suc-
cessful in joint ventures with
Japan, Hazlett said. *They are
patient, they are a trading na-
tion from way back and they
have a very strong work ethic.
I've learned a lot from them.”

And he learned a lot from liv-
ing in one of the most expensive
cities in the world. Hazlett said
a compensation package of
$500,000 for American execu-
tives is not unusual and rent av-
erages $10,000 to $15,000 a
month for an apartment.

Since he and his family, which
included an infant son, had to
get by on considerably less, they
learned to live like the Japanese
and made many friends among
them and other foreigners in the
country.

He and his wife Leslie took
one semester of Japanese at the
War Memorial before they left.
He knows enough of the lan-
guage to get by, he said, but his
wife is fluent from going to the
park with the baby and talking
to Japanese mothers.

As a result of his experience,
Hazlett will b= able to bring an-
other perspeciive to Dickinson,
Wright.

“We have clients who do a lot
of international business and
they involve me in anything
that involves the international
element,” he said.

"We have the leading capacity
to provide legal counsel in inter-
national transactions, particu-
larly between the U.S. and Asia.
We are the only firm in Michi-
gan with two fully qualified ben-
goshi (Japanese lawyers) in our
employ. And I'm the only attor-
ney in the Midwest to my know-
ledge who has two years’ practi-
cal experience in Japan. We also
have a partner who is counsel to
the minister of finance in Po-
land.”

The world market is opening
up and there is great potential,
he said. “What [ really would
like to do is add some gumption
to businesspeople in the Midwest
to encourage them to realize that
economic rewards are available
in international business and
you don’t have to be a giant to
be successful.”

Hazlett, who was born in La-
trobe, Pa., grew up on Grosse
He. He studied economics and
general business administration
at Michigan State University,
where he was a drum major in
the marching band for three
years. After earning a bachelor
of arts degree from MSU in
1982, he was awarded a Rotary
Foundation scholarship.

He earned a master of arts
degree in European economic
studies in 1983 at the University
of Exeter in England. While he
was there, he was on the men’s
varsity basketball team which
finished third in the national ti-
tle competition.

He then earned a juris docto-
rate from Georgetown University
Law Center.

Up until the age of 21, Hazlett
had never been out of the coun-
try. Now, at 30, he has traveled
extensively, visiting 25 countries
and living on three continents.

He and his wife, who is a mu-
sician and a music therapist, are
members of Grosse Pointe Mem-
orial Church. They are expecting
their second child in June.

Our reviewers choose last year’s top films

In a year in which there was
an excellent choice of films, it is
no small task to pick the best of
the many good ones.

For viewers hooked on gangs.
ter films, it was a banner year.
There were at least six to choose
from and all were noteworthy,
beginning with Sean Penn’s out-
standing performance in “State
of Grace” and ending with the
long awaited “Godfather Part
L.

In a somewhat eclectic list, I
have made these choices:

1: “Dances With Wolves,”
Kevin Costner’s bow as a direc-
tor is epic in scope, and he also

turns in a grand performance as
its star. Set in the Western fion-
tier in the 1860's, it scores on
every point: adventure, romance,
humor and as an accurate por-
trayal of Sioux culture.

2: “Reversal of Fortune,” the
true story of Claus Van Bulow,
who was tried for attempting to
murder his heiress wife, Sunny.
A potent mixture of truth, mys-
tery and melodrama, it is a
triumph for Jeremy Irons who
plays the ghoulish aristocrat.

3. “Edward Scissorhands,” an
enchanting adult fairy tale star-
ring Johnny Depp as a strange
and sorrowful teenager created
by a scientist who gave him a
set of scissors where his hands

should have been. A pale, sensi-
tive boy, he dwells in a Gothic
castle overlooking a cardboard
pink suburb and spends his time
creating huge figures out of
shrubbery. The story of his visit
to the real world where he falls
in love with a real girl is unfor-
gettable,

4. “Memphis Belle” is an in-
spirational film that also
achieves epic proportions in its
World War II battle scenes, but
scores highest in its portrayal of
the young B-17 crew members
who endear themselves to us
with their youth, enthusiasm
and bravery.

5. “Men Don't Leave,” the
story of a young widowed mother
(Jessica Lange) and her two sons
who struggle to remain united
without Dad is a touching film
with quiet emotional appeal that
sets it apart.

6. “The Krays,” an English
production, is the strange and
weird story of twin gangster
brothers with a mother fixation
who were brought up to be cold,
cruel and predatory thugs. This
one fascinates even as it shocks.

7. “GoodFellas™: a mob com-
edy about a young Irish-Sicilian
boy who gradually insinuates
himself into the Mafia. The vir-
tue of this piece is its ability to

DSO Report:

- Rampal-serves-up a flute feast;
if you missed it — you blew it

The capacity-audience entering
Orchestra Hall last Friday
should have gloated as it spied
the “sold out” sign. The lucky
ticket holders weye in for a treat
as regular concerts resumed af-
ter the holiday hoopla. This one
featured Jean Pierre Rampal in
a dazzling double demonstration
of virtueso flute on a nicely bal-
anced concert program. Rampal’s
double in the limelight was the
DSO’s own flutist, Irving Mon-
roe.

The distinguished music direc-
tor of the Oregon Symphony,
James DePriest, guest-conducted.
He added his own special inter-
est to the evening.

Appetizer for this first musical
banquet of the new year was
Sinfonia No. 1 by the Swede,
Daniel Bortz. The work was pre-
miered by Sixten Ehrling with
the Gothenburg Symphony in
1974 when Bortz was 31. While
it opens with a firmly based ma-
jor chord, it quickly segues into
music of the spheres with Stra-
vinskyesque pagan rhythms,
deep rumbles from the contra
bassoon and ethereal slides on
the strings. The work explores
outer reaches of orchestral
sound, sometimes rattling your
teeth with discordant brass, then
fading into the verges of cosmic
silence.

Under DePriest’s precise direc-
tion, it was well performed and
while Bortz seems to have origi-
nated musical effects that we
have since grown accustomed to
on scifi film and video sound
tracks, the work deserves more
credit than that. He has organ-
ized his ideas into a genuinely
artistic, modern musical state-
ment.

The mood changed markedly,
then, as the program turned to
composer Domenico
Cimarosa. A contemporary of
Mozart infrequently performed
today, he was a highly accom-
plished musician who enjoyed
great success in his time. His
Concertante in D major for two
flutes and orchestra was part of
the concert's main course and
flutists Rampal and Monroe
served it up elegantly.

The work sometimes seems
more display than content, but
what ‘lovely display. Sometimes
in unison, then in parallel
thirds, the two flutes sang to-
gether like a pair of operatic so-
pranos with the kind of together-
ness that you come to expect
only of duettists who work to-
gether constantly. Monroe’s
deeper tone quality and min-
utely wider vibrato blended
richly with Rampal's sweet
sound while adding interest and
depth to the combination.

It seems miraculous that there
was only one small presto pas-
sage in the rondo where momen-
tarily the togetherness came
apart. But that passed so quickly
as to seem untrue.

Responding to enthusiastic
applause, the two then served a
most delectable confection in the
form of a duo flute transcription
of one of Papageno’s airs from
Mozart’s opera The Magic Flute.
Without orchestra now, Rampal
and Monrce took flight on their
flutes like co-conspirators and
treated the hall to Mozart’s irre-
pressibly joyful spirit at its abso-
lute best. Listening to the two of
them and trying to distinguish
between their tones and styles
was like making a comparative
tasting of two fine wines. Ram-
pal was the Premier and Monroe
the Deuxieme Grand Cru.

The treat continued after in-
termission as Rampal soloed in
Mozart’s Andante in A major
and Rondo in D major for Flute
and Orchestra. His clarity, grace,
precision and powers of expres-
ston brought home to the audi-
ence the profound musical ideas
in Mozart’s deceptively simple
sounding themes and variations.

The concluding work was a
welcome opportunity to come
back to Earth. Displaying a de-
tailed knowledge of the score
and firm concept for his perfor-
mance, DePriest led a rendition
of the Beethoven Sympheny Na.
4 that was more studied than in-
spired. This was most noticeable
in the adagio. In the last two al-
legro movements at (faster
tempo, the orchestra seemed less
repressed by DePriest’s careful
and precisely crafted conducting.

It was still a fascinating

performance. As a part of his ex-
traordinary triumph over physi-
cally handicapped legs, DePreist
conducts from a stoo! on the po-
dium. Unable to put much body
English into his gestures, he
none the less achieves a dance
like grace with highly expressive
hand and shoulder movements
and nods his head. It is a re-
markable creative achievement
in itself and yields a first-rate
performance.

There are two concerts this
week featuring violinist Elmar
Oliveria, the only American vio-
linist to win the Tchaikovsky
competition in Moscow {(1978).
Under Associate Conductor Les-
lie B. Dunner, the DSO will per-
form A Short Overture by Ulys-
ses Kay, Concerto for Violin and
Orchestra in D minor by Joseph
Joachim, and Symphony No. 7 in
D minor by Antonin Dvorak.
The first performance is a 10:45

Research your cruise

You know you want to try a cruise vacation, but aren’t
quite certain about how to find the right one. You hear and
see so much about different types of cruises. The ecruise
firms’ brochures are full of attractive pictures and pages of
prose describing all the wondrous delights of spending
money and vacation time on their liners.

Choosing the right cruise ship and the right itinerary are
important. Consider spending your entire vacation faced
with the prospect of a cabin near the disco, when you are
an “early to bed, early to rise” type. Finding yourself and
your family on a cruise that caters to senior citizens, with
no shipboard entertainment for the kids, can ruin the trip
for everyone. Ending up on a cruise without any “table for
two” seating while on your honeymoon could also be very
disconcerting.

There are a number of important things to consider when
looking for the right cruise. Since you will be confined with
your fellow passengers for the duration of the trip, perhaps
one of the first things to investigate is the passenger demo-
graphics of the cruises you are considering.

American companies have reacted to the growing interest
in cruising by building bigger ships. Each company is
trying to outdo the other. In the past ten years, cruise ship
capacity has doubled. As a result of all this building, the
lines are scrambling for your cruise dollar.

What all this means to you, when looking for just the
right cruise, is that you have more to research and more to
choose from than ever before. Begin by determining exactly

and your travel agent to narrow the field. Consider itiner-
ary details and the layover time in each port, as well as the
age, size, style and personality of each ship. Check the
ship’s passenger profile. Does the ship offer alternative diet
menus, full in-cabin food service and a good wine list? Look
over the cabin details and be certain they fit your needs.
Compare size, closet space and bathroom size. Look at the
cabin’s ventilation system. Ask if there is adjustable air
conditioning and heating. ‘

Be certain to compare everything that is important to you
and read the small print in the brochures.

Auto show proves Detroit still center of the industry

There is no doubt that the
North American International
Auto Show is a world-class event
!'anking with or surpassing in
Importance the Frankfurt, Paris,
Tokyo, Zurich, London and, yes,
Chicago shows. Heavy attend-
ance by the international auto-
motive press, big-time show biz
coverage and support by manu-
facturers in the form of new-
model introductions and concept
cars attest to that,

It has not always been so and,
in fact, was not until leaders of
the Detroit Auto Dealers Asso-
ciation decided that the Detroit
Auto Show should be an interna-
tional show befitting America’s
Motor City.

The show has come a long
way since a bicycle shop proprie-
tor and a hardware store opera-
tor organized the first show in
Detroit in 1899. Detroiter Wil-
liam E. Metzger visited the
world’s first auto show in Lon-
don in 1885, where he got a look
at the world’s first automobile to
be put into preduction, built by
the German automotive pioneer,
Gottlieb Daimler.

Metzger returned home, sold
his bicycle shop and joined the
infant automobile industry. In
1898, he established the first in-
dependent automobile dealership
in the United States. To stimu-
late sales of the new invention,
he joined forces with Seneca G.
Lewis, of the Fletcher Hardware
Co., and they organized the Tri-
State Sportsman’s and Automo-
tile Association te put on an ex-

hibition of sporting goods and
automobiles at the Light Guard
Armory. It was Detroit’s first
auto show.

Since there was no tradition of
an auto show — or of automo-
biles, for that matter — Metzger
rounded up some African game
trophies to display with the cars
and Lewis’ company showed the
latest offerings in fishing and
hunting equipment.

Only four cars were on display
at the first show, two Mobile
steamers and two Waverly Elec-
trics. Metzger later went to work
for Ransom E. Olds, then played
a pivotal role in selling the new
Cadillac. He went on to become
a car builder himself, most nota-
bly the E-M-F.

In 1900, the first National Au-
tomobile Show in New York,
sponsored by the Automobile
Club of America, displayed about
40 nameplates and in 1901, Chi-
cago put on its first auto show.

In 1903, the National Associa-
tion of Automotive Manufactur-
ers co-sponsored the national
show in New York, which by
then was clearly the premier
U.S. exhibition, but the big auto-
motive action was occurring in
Detroit, which was rapidly
emerging as the Motor City.

In 1903 in Detroit, the first
Cadillac went on display, the fa-
bled “one-lunger” runabout.
Ford Motor Co. was incorpo-
rated, with Henry Ford as its
chief engineer and John and
Horace Dodge, James Couzens
and Horace Rackham among the
stockholders. Brothers-in-law

Henry B. Joy and Truman New-
berry moved the Packard Motor
Co. from Warren, Ohio, to De-
troit into the world's first rein-
forced concrete factory building,
designed by Albert Kahn. Buick
Metor Co. was organized and be-
gan building the cars which
would attract the attention of
William Durant and serve as the
foundation for the empire he
built, General Motors.

The Detroit Auto Dealers As-
sociation was formed in 1907
and staged the auto show that
year at Heller's Beer Garden,
with such now-familiar name-
plates as Ford, Oldsmobile,
Buick and Cadillac participating.

In 1908, Durant incorporated
GM and in its first year acquired
Buick, Oldsmobile, Cadillac and
Oakland, which was replaced by
Pontiac in 1931. And Detroiters
flocked to the auto show to see
Henry Ford’s brand new Model
T, the car that would put the

. world on wheels.

Automotive suppliers began
getting involved in the show in
the years leading up to World
War I, and tires, engines, acces-
soreis and aftermarket parts
were displayed, along with gar-
ments designed to protect motor-
ists and passengers {rom the Laz-
ards of open cars.

As the horseless carriage de-
veloped into the automobile, the
show gave the hundreds of man-
ufacturers a way to show their
wares to an increasingly car-
happy population.

The auto industry stumped

during the Depression and most
of those manufacturers folded.
There were 17 years during the
Depression of the "30s and World
War II in the "40s when there
was no Detroit Auto Show. But
with the booming market alter
World War 11, the show was re-
vived.

During the ’50s, America's
love affair with the automohile
really took off and the gaudy col-
ors, extensive chrome trim and
soaring tailfins made for exciting
shows. Detroit’s show was com-
peting with New York and Chi-
cago for importance and prestige.

The Detroit show was held at
the Michigan State Fairgrounds
and at the National Guard Ar-
mory during the '50s.

After a decade of economic de-
pression and the looming threat
of war, the National Automobile
Show, which had been held in
New York since 1900, was dis-
continued. The New York event
was revived for one year in 1956
and dropped again.

But with completion of Cobo
Hall in 1960, the National Auto
Show moved to Detroit. Presi-
dent Dwight Eisenhower visited
the show and focused the world’s
attention on Detroit. The first
munufacturer-sponsoved show
outstde New York, the 1960 De-
troit show attracted 1.5 million
visitors, an international record.
More than 300 vehicles were dis-
played and makers and suppliers
joined to put on an “‘Auto Won-
dertand” exhibit showing how a
car is made. “Wheels of Free-
dom” was the show's theme and
the U.S. Post Office issued a
“Wheels of Freedom” commemo-
rative stamp on the show’s open-
ing day.

After three years, the manu-
fucturers withdrew from the De-
troit show and there were no
more national shows. The De-
troit show became a dealer show
again. The auto companies be-
gan debuting mid-year models at
the Chicago show, where Mc-
Cormick Place provided a suit-
able venue and the timing of the
show was right. Over the years,
Chicago became America’s
world-class show.

But in 1989, the Detroit Auto
Dealers decided to challenge Chi-
cago on the theory that the Mo-
tor City should be the site of the
most important American show
and in January 1990 staged the
first North American Interna-
tional Auto Show at the newly
expanded Cobo Hall. The rest, as
they say, is history.

With strong factory support,
but still a dealer-run show, the
Detroit event almost immedi-
ately gained international recog-
nition, prestige and industry sup-
port. The automotive world now
makes an annual piigrimage to
Detroit, still center of the auto-
motive universe.

HISTORY OF
DETROIT AUTO SHOW

The first Detroit Auto Show took place in 1899 at the Light Guard
Armory’. Co-sponsored by William Metzger and Seneco Lewis, thot
first show relied on hunting trophies imported from Cenada, hunting
ond fishing supplies, and livestock accessories to attract the public.
There were four vehicles (wo steam, two electric) on display.

The Detroit Auto Dealers Association, formed in 1907, sponsored its
first Detroit Auto Show at Hellers Beer Garden. At that time, there
were fewer than 20,000 vehicles in the United States.

Prior fo 1920, manufacturers used the Detroit Avto Show os the place
1o launch all vehicle lines for the year. The vehicles were covered by
canvas untit a starting gun was fired to begin the show.

Innovations such as four-, six-, and eightcylinder engines, electric
headlamps, rubber tires, power steering systems, avlomatic fransmis-
sions and push-bulion starters all were introduced at previous Detroit

President Dwight D. Eisenhower was the keynote speaker at the 1960
Detroit Auto Show, the first show held at Cobo Hall and first of the
modern era. Vice President Lyndon Johnson wos the keynote speaker
at the 1962 Detroit Auto Show.

Isuzu’s Rodeo joins the popular four-door mid-size SUV market. Resembling the Nissan Pathfinder and Toyota 4Runner, the Rodeo is

one of the lawast-priced SUVs in its class. It can be equipped with a 4- or 6-cylinder engine.

Oldsmobile is oﬁep‘ng‘ its first-ever SUV, the four-door Bravada. introduced at the 1990 show as a *91 model. The Bravada is the only
Generat Motors mid-size SUV triplet (GMC's S-15 Jimmy and Chevrolet's S-10 Blazer being its siblings) equipped with full-time four-wheel-

drive. Itis powered by a 4.3-liter, 160-horsepower V6 engine and a four-speed aulomatic transmission.

The full-size SUV market continues to thrive, with Chevy's Blazer and Ford's Bronco leading the charge. Massive engines like GM's
230-horsepower, 7.4-liter V8, found in its Suburban line, are the tndustry’s largest and are usually the powertrains of choice. The Dodge

Tem Stong has been in the
home protection business for 20
years.

As president of Grosse Pointe
Alarm, he has seen houses bro-
ken into that were awash with
floodlights. He has seen iron
bars guarding windows pried
open. He has seen old doors on
old houses in splinters after a
thief broke through.

And with the country edging
toward a recession and the job
outleok bleak, Stong says crime
will be up. He’s getting ready for
a busy season.

“Break-ins are a little more
violent these days,” Stong said.
“And the business is changing,
too. Used to be 80 percent of my
customers were people who were
broken into and wanted protec-
tion. Now it’s about 50 percent
those people and 50 percent peo-
ple who want preventive mainte-
nance.”

While Stong recommends an
alarm system as the best protec-
tion against burglary, he says
even the most advanced systems
need not be expensive.

“There’s a zillion ways to cus-
tomize a home security system,”
he said. “There’s all sorts of sys-
tems, even wireless outfits that
work on radio signals.”

Some systems include 24-hour-
a-day monitoring and panic but.
tons in several locations in the
house to silently activate the
alarm.

Stong says Grosse Pointe
Alarm specializes in designing
systems which protect the resi-
dents first. and the valuables
second.

“It used to be the big problem
was cat burglars,” he said.
“These are people who come into
the house while you're still in it
to steal from you. They died out
for a while and now they’re com-
ing back.”

One item he suggests to all

customers, even those with an
alarm system, is a passive in-
frared system. They are avail-
able at home improvement or
electronics stores and can be in-
stalled easily by the homeowner.
The system activates a floodlight
when someone crosses the in-
frared sensor.

“If a thief jumps over your
back fence and is hit with these
floodlights, he thinks you saw
him and takes off and goes to
the next house,” Stong said.

He urges those taking trips to
get someone to shovel the walks
and collect the mail and the
newspapers, and in general
make the house look lived in.

“If you don’t get a security
system, at least get a house sit-
ter,” he said. Because so many
families have two income-earn-
ers, daytime break-ins are up,
Stong said. There is one thing
you can do, but it’s not a sure-
fire cure.

“If you like pets, get a dog. A

Woodpiles can attract rodents

You can be part of the prob-
lem or part of the solution in
your choice of a spot to pile win-
ter’s supply of firewood.

“Mice and rats will readily
take shelter in a back yard
woodpile,” said Sandra Goed-
deke-Richards, home horticultur-
ist for the Macomb County Coop-
erative Extension Service. “If
the woodpile is located some dis-
tance from the house so the ro-
dents sheltering there would
have to cross a wide expanse of
open lawn to get to the house,
‘they’ll probably either move on
or be killed by predators — dogs,
cats, hawks, owls, foxes, etc. If
the wood is stacked right next to
the house, the rodents can

search for a way into your house
without venturing ocut into the
open.”

It doesn’t take a very big
opening to admit a rodent, Rich-
ards points out. A mouse can
squeeze through a hole as small
as 1/4 inch in diameter, and a
rat needs only a 1/2 inch hole.
Both rats and mice are good at
climbing any surface rough
enough to give them a toehold,
so openings don't need to be at
or near ground level.

The combination of a woodpile
for shelter and a readily accessi-
ble supply of food — garbage, pet
food, a poorly managed compost
pile, wild bird food in flimsy con-
tainers, crop residues in the veg-
etable garden — can lead to seri-
ous rodent infestations.

worst,” Richards said. “Spilled
or leftover dog food and water
from the dog’s dish provide the
rodents with everything they
need in addition to shelter. I
have yet to see a woodpile next
to a dog pen where there wasn’t
a rodent problem.”

must pile it nearby, use cement
blocks and pallets or some other
means to get it at least 18
inches off the ground and keep it
at least an arm’s length away
from the exterior wall. Make the
pile long and narrow — one log
wide rather than several laid
side by side. Multiple-rows make
better rodent quarters, Richards
explains.

loud, barking dog is a great de-
terrent to a thief,” he said. “Of
course, they steal dogs, too.”

One home safety measure
Stong says doesn’t work is leav-
ing a light on in the house while
you're gone.

“Pesple will say I'm crazy, but
as far as I'm concerned you're
only lighting the way for a bur-
glar,” he said.

Other protection might include
installing a new door with a
steel frame to replace an old
wooden vie.

And of course, he says, good
locks — on both doors and win-
dows — are also important,
provided they are uscd.

“People don’t understand they
need to lock their doors,” he
said. “We're not living in the
’30s or '40s.”

Several pamphlets with more
home protection tips are avail-
able at Grosse Pointe Woods po-
lice headquarters and other local
public safety departments.

Some other tips to protect your
house are:

¢ Secure patio doors and slid-
ing windows either with poles or
pegs.

* Engrave all valuable items
with a code or name.

¢ Secure basement windows;
many windows — especially on
older homes are big enough for a
person to fit through.

* Always ask for identification
of solicitors or repairmen.

* After every door and window
on the first floor and the base-
ment.is secured, make sure you
don’t leave ladders outside to al-
low someone access to upper
floors.

* Plugging lights into timers
is encouraged by all experts ex-
cept Stong, who says it really
isn’t a deterrent.

¢ Never hide extra keys out-
side.

* When going on a trip, turn
the telephone bell to low.

* Be aware of strangers or
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cars which don’t belong in your
neighborhood.

And, Stong stressed, if some-
thing strange is happening,
“Don’t play cop. Call the police.
The police in the Grosse Pointes

are great; they always get there
within minutes of the call. Don’t
put yourself in danger.”

A little common sense in home
protection can go a long way, he
added.

Your IRS tax forms have prob-
ably arrived in the mail already.
And you can be sure your W-2s
are on the way, too. Yes, it's
time to start thinking about
wrapping up another tax year.
But if you are like most taxpay-
ers, once you start thinking
about taxes, more questions than
answers come to mind. To help
you get started, the Michigan
Association of Certified Public
Accountants offers answers to
the following common tax ques-
tions.

Q. For the past three years,
I have come just a few hun-
dred dollars short of being
able to itemize my deductions.
Is there anything I can do?

A. Try accelerating some of
next year’s itemized deductions
into the current year or postpon-
ing some of this year's deduc-
tions until next year so that the
total will exceed your standard
deduction in one year or the
other. Then you will be able to
itemize once every two years and
claim the standard deduction in
the other year.

Q. I'm a single parent. I pay
my mother to care for my son
while I work. Can I claim the
dependent-care tax credit?

A. Yes, you can as long as you
do not claim your mother as a
dependent. But be aware that if
your mother comes to your home
to care for your children, you
must pay Social Security and
unemployment taxes based on

her salary. You will need to file
payroll tax returns. On the other
hand, if you take your children
to your mother's home, she is
not considered your household
employee and you will not face
these employer responsibilities.

A. What's the rule for de-
ducting consumer interest
this year? .

A. Borrowing has become
more expensive. On your tax re-
turn for 1990, you may deduct
only 10 percent of the amount
you spend for interest on per-
sonal loans, car loans, student
loans and credit card accounts.
For 1991, no deduction for per-
sonal interest will be allowed.

Q. My child earns about
$2,000 in unearned income.
My business partner tells me
I no longer need to prepare a
separate return to report my
child’s income. 1 thought the
“Kiddie Tax” required me to
do so. Who's right?

A. The Kiddie Tax does re-
quire you to report your child’s
unearned income. But to make
filing easier, the tax provides
that if your child’s gross income
ts between $500 and $5,000, you
can now use Form 8814 to indi-
cate that you plan to include
your child’s gross income on
your own return. But there is
one factor vou should keep in
mind. When you include your
child’s income with your own,
you increase your adjusted gross
income. This may affect your

Q. There’s no way ’m going
to be able to file my return by
April 15. What should 1 do?

A. You can get an extra four
months for filing if you complete
Form 4868 and file it by April
15. Be sure to include a check

pay penalty. This penalty can be
avoided by paying at least 90
percent of your actual tax bill.
Remember, you get an extension
for filing your return, but you do
not get an extension for paying
the amount you owe.

Am 1 entitled to claim a
higher standard deduction?
