If open hquor is found m
your car, you get two pomts on
your drIvmg record

In fatal or mjury aCCIdents,
you ean be found guIlty of a 15.
year felony for kl1hng someone
whlle drIVIng drunk or a five-
year felony If you mcapacitate
someone.

Furthermore, Jf you have a
preVIOUSdrunken driVIng con-
VIctIOn, you can no longer ap-
peal your lIcense revocatIOn to
CircUIt court due to hardship -
that IS, being unable to get to
work

Under the new laws, you can
also be arrested for drunken
drlvmg on private property
that IS "generally acceSSIble to

If you're gUIlty and It's your
first drunken drIvmg offense,
your HcenRP ,<; l'lURJlPnded for
SIX months to two years and
dunng the first 30 days you
lose all driVIng privileges -
you can't even get a restricted
hcense to go to work.

Also, courts can (and POinte
Judges do) Impose additIonal
sentence requIrements, such as
commumty servIce and sub-
stance abuse counsehng, for
even first-tIme drunken drIvers.

Of course, you also have to
pay court fines and fees and le-
gal expenses, which can run up
to thousands of dollars. Also,
your insurance premIUm may
be tnpled due to a drunken
driVIng conVIction.

Overall, the report emphasizes that in.
tervention m the early years could save
funds required by remedial actiVIty in
later years. And it calls for support not
only from parents and educators but from
business, industry and e'len teleVIsion.

It wants employers to give parents two
paid days off every year so they can visit
children in day care centers and meet
with teachers. It urges the TV networks
to offer at least one hour of preschool edu.
cational programming each week. And it
recommends that shopping malls provide
"ready to learn" centers at which child-
ren could learn and play.

Such recommendations deserve careful
consideratIon and several of them - such
as improvement in health care and ex-
pansion of Head Start programs - surely
warrant support evea before the entIre
package IS studied in Washmgton.

The report does not suggest ways to
raise the bilhons that its recommenda-
tions would cost over the next 10 years.
But it does call for leadership which our

only be met by programs that cost money.

In that event, the Supreme Court could
receive the Legislature's proposal in lieu
of or along with the judicial panel's plan.
But that possibility, too, is still in the lap
of the politicians and the Supreme Court.

And so is the question of whether the
five Pointes will be able to remain in a
single legislative district in the 1992 re-
apportionment.

Over Repubhcan Party opposition,
David Duke last week was ruled
eligible to appear on Michigan's

March 17 preSidential primary as a Re-
publican.

Since Pat Buchanan, the former staff
member for two other GOP presidents,
also was deemed eligible, PreSident Bush
is likely to face at least two GOP chal-
lengers in Michigan as well as perhaps as
many as seven Democrats.

Secretary of State RIchard Austin said
that Duke as well as Gov. Mario Cuomo
met the ballot test Jnder the state law
that reqUIres lIsting candIdates "gE'ner-
ally advocated" by the national news me-
dia.

That means that the New York gover-
nor is eligible to JOin the six other Demo-
crats who already have announced their
intentions Other candidates may be nom-
inated by the two party chiefs or by peti-
tion. All have until Jan. 10 to file affida-
Vlts of candidacy with Austin's office.

As for Duke, the GOP is dIsaPPOinted
with Austm's decision but will reluc-
tantly accept It.

days."

Spurr's father learned Indian
culture from hIS grandparents,
but learned the hard lesson
that the ways were not valued
when he was sent to Kansas to

At IndIan school, the stu.
dents were forbIdden to practIce
theIr culture But in the ultI-
mate m cymclsm, at federal
grant tIme, those students who
knew IndIan dances were

Mental illness strikes one in four :1

In a hfetime, mental illness
and serious emotional problems
will affect 25% of the popula-
tion. That means one In four
people. It also means stat;Sti.
cally it's harder to say it's
someone on the next street, or
even down the block. StatLStl-
cally, it means one person out of
a family of four.

Mental Illness 'is a term for a
group of disorders which cause
severe disturbances in thinkIng,
feehng and relating to others
and the world around us.

While the causes of mental
Illness and other emotIOnal pro-
blems contmue to be researched
exhaustIvely, profeSSIOnals are
unsure Just why some people
seems more susceptible to these
problems What we do know,
however, IS that we are able to
help people who have these dIf-
ficultieS to lead active, produc-
tive, fulfilling hves

mg, walking, exploring and
mastermg the world. The par-
ent cheers these efforts, prais-
ing success, encouraging reo
newed attempts when set-backs
occur.

It takes a great deal of work
to help children grow into self-
confident adults who have the
assurance to pursue their own
goals and the courage to take
risks or even defend unpopular
stands. Children need to focus
on their own unique strengths
and learn that not succeeding
immediately does not mean fai-
lure.

And when we
act as If any mentIOn of the loss would ruin the sea.
son's spIrit, they fall Into a deeper depresslOn. A holi.
day can seem more like something to endure than
something to celebrate.

This can be true for:
• Those who are bereaved. When the death was

fresh, they were surrounded by family and friends.
No.v the} fool flllglltten and lonely at d time when
their loved one shared so much WIth them.

• Those recently divorced or in the process of divorce.
The church stood beside them when the marriage cove-
nant was formed. Now, when Christmas emphasizes
faml1ies, they feel very much alone and depressed.

• Those who have had miscarriages and/or abortions.
Often at such times a pastor was not called nor was a
religious servIce conducted. Yet they have a sense of
loss that is keenly felt.

• Those adjusting to new beginnings. They have
moved to a new location and miss family and friends.
Or l,hey have had friends move away and they feel lost
without them.

• Those facing death. They are Increasingly aware
that they will die and are making preparations -
making a will or pre-arranging a funeral. They search
for appropriate ways to complete life and faithfully
embrace inevitable death.

In remembering friends this Christmas, pay atten.
tion to the losses that can make holidays painful. Send
a card with a note saying you are aware the season
might hold difficulty for them. Call or visit, and give
your friend a chance to talk. And if they prefer to talk
about other things, that's OK, too. The best gifts aren't
always under the Christmas tree.
