The week. long departure
ft om the standard curnculum
was an experimental umt on
Interdisciplinary Learnlllg,
which allows the students to
draw mformatlOn from a van-
ety of sources in order to under.
stand real-life problems and IS-
sues and to formulate a
solutIOn

MIddle school head Lynne
Myavec Sald Interdlsclplmary
Learmng IS not a new concept,
and has been used in her school
and m others as a way to make

connectIOns between different
subjects

Last week's proJect, however,
was the first formal umt ever
conducted at ULS, Myavec
saId

The faculty has been orgamz-
mg the project smce September
A poll of the students deter.
mmed environmental Issues
would be the topic of study,

Each grade became a team
that would dIrect their own
area of research The Sixth
grade studIed the history and
preservatIOn of the Great
Lakes. Seventh. graders tackled
the Issue of pollutIOn, and
elghth.graders Wele asslj.,rned

the task of burlding an envIron-
mentally fnendly mcmerator.

"We wanted the students to
see real-life problems that can't
be learned about and tackled m
30.minutes," Myavec saId.
"The students have been ask-
ing 'When are we going to use
(what we've learned)?' Now
they get to use their skIlls and
knowledge In a real-hfe situa-
tion."

Myavec said the proJect. also
taught the chrldren that learn-
mg happens outSide the class-
room and without opening a
textbook

"And we also wanted them

Between 5 percent
and 10 percent of houses in
each area were sold Wlthm the
past two years, accordmg to
Tim O'Donnell, Wayne County
property appraiser.

Due to the reappraIsal of pro-
perties undertaken last sum~
mer by the city and Wayne
County, about 25 percent of the
properties will decrease in state
equalized valuation this year
Based upon antICIpated tax
rates, and barring unusual cIr-
cumstances, about 19 percent of
Farms reSIdents recelvmg a 5
percent to 6 percent mcrease 111
theIr assessments should see
their taxes remam steady or
decline.

About 44 percent of Farms
reSidents should see an actual
decrease m theIr taxes in 1993
and 56 percent should see a
drop m their state equahzed
valuatIon, accordmg to cIty fig-
ures

She gently held his leg,
helping hIm to bend it at the
knee, then straighten it out
agam As she tucked his fraIl
leg under the covers, she
leaned over the man and
hugged him

"We spoil them rotten and
they deserve it," CollIer said
durmg a break from her dutIes.
"We Joke WIth them, laugh
with them and cry with them.

That IS because
no one comes out unscathed, he
said, and the Republicans do
not have the votes

Should LeWIS ever have the
opportumty to gIVe PreSIdent
Clmton his 2 cents' worth, he
said he would suggest to the
preSident that perhaps he over-
slmphed the welfare reform IS.
sue. Two years mIght be too lit
tIe time to move people
effectIvely from welfare to the
Job market.

"I'd tell hIm to won-y mOle
about short-term growth than
long-term defiCIt reductIOn," he
saId. "The only way to grow
out of our tnllIon-dollar defiCit
is to grow out of it slowly."

Among Grosse Pomte's law
makers in Lansing, Chnton's
proposals mdlcate welcome and
long overdue actIOn by a Wash-
ington politIcian, but they are
reservmg theIr final Judgment
untIl they get a sense of whe
ther the defiCIt IS really bemg
cut

"I voted for Bush," saId Re-
pubhcan state Rep. William R.
Bryant Jr. "I think everythmg
he said was fine, but what
really matters IS what cuts are
made, and if they are real cuts
I don't lIke the Idea of conslder-
mg taxmg SocIal Security bene~
fits for those who have a hIgh
mcome as a cut. That's really a
new tax, and really shouldn't
be counted as a cut "

Bryant strongly beheves that
before Clmton and Congress
enact any tax Increases, the
spendIng cuts should be firmly
defined and m place He sup-
ports the spendmg cuts, but
feels that some projects and
programs should not be cut.

"As Chnton IndIcated, It'S
still a dangerous world, WIth
all those hydrogen bombs lo"t
m the former SovIet Union,"
Byrant saId "Chnton also
called for the Umted States to
be a leader in technology If he
wants us to lead, he can't wt
projects lIke the space station I
would also like to see a
manned expeditIOn to Mars In
the future."

While Bryant has some res
ervatlOns about any mcreased
tax on Social Security benefits,
he thmks Clmton's plan ISbaSI
cally faIr Any Increase m em-
ployment would be of great
help to MIchIgan, he saId, and
Bryant IS hopeful that Chnton's
plan WIll work.

He said there is plenty of
work to be done in the Grosse
Pointe Public School System
which could create jobs; re-
placement of windows, modifi-
cations to comply WIth the
Americans with Disabilities
Act, asbestos removal, lead in
paint and m the drmkmg wa.

"We've done a little project-
ing here and if you were to as-
sume benefits would increase at
a rate of 15 percent a year and
salaries increased at a rate of 5
percent a year, we project that
in about 21 years, benefits
would cost as much as sala-
ries."
