In an effort to save money
and increase efficiency, the
Grosse Pomte Park Municipal
Court system has established
its own probatIOn department

Accordmg to Park cIty comp-
troller Peter Dobrzemeckl, the
Park government collected
$19,830 In fees under Its pre-
vious probation program in fis-
cal year 1992-1993 Unfortu-
nately, Its program cost
$25,675.

"The Mumcipal Court judge
IS responsIble for sentencing
and probatIOn," saId Park mu-
mClpal Judge KIrsten Frank.
"Under the Grosse Pomte sys-
tem there was no dIrect ac-
countabilIty The probatIOn de-
partment IS supposed to provide
me with the tools to set the
proper sentence If there IS a
probatIon VIOlatIOn, I want to
hear about It TIght away. I
have that now, I dIdn't have
that before"

Frank complained that she
would not not hear of violatIOns
until two months after they
were commItted Accordmg to
Suzanne O'Shea of Grosse
Pomte probation, the depart.
ment often WIll take tIme to
check a VIOlator's story before
presenting the mformatIOn to a
judge

The problem, Frank saId, IS
that If the department is not
satisfied WIth the reason, It
takes a judge time to find out
about it. Punishment is months
after the fact. She prefers to act
quickly after a VIolatIOn occurs.
With the Park's new system,
she can do that

By the 19th centw'y of the Chnstlan era, UnIversal-
Ism came to mean "umversal salvatIOn" UnIversal
"dl'1atl0n Tl1E'r-n«that each and cn~l) chIld cvmes mto
the \\ arid umque, precIOus and WIthout the need to be
"saved" by some rehgIous conversIOn or nte.

Imagrne how thIS pamt of VIew was accepted m fron-
tier Amenca two centurIes back Wlule many preach-
ers were preachmg hell, Universahsts were preaching
hope While many preachers painted verbal pictures of
a pUnIshmg God who condemned and burned his child-
ren, Umversalists told of a loving God who, rather
than torturing hIS children, would drag the vilest sin-
ner kIcking and screammg into heaven

The message of a large and loving God became incor-
porated as part of the religious belief of many Amen-
cans of vm'lOUS faIths That the Umversalist Church
grew In the 19th century and dwmdled In the 20th
century is trIbute to the effectiveness of Its message.

The behef m a lovmg rather than punishmg God is
mamstream, Main Street belIef today. Hellfire and
brImstone theology has taken a back seat.

But the success of the past IS not good enough for
modern Univelsalists The world today seems shat-
tered mto shards of despaIr. The brokenness lies every-
where Only the most numbed spints are oblivious to
its touch. There IS, for example, a hunger and thirst
for Justice - not merely justice for some, but unIversal
justIce

There IS despair that so many men, women and
chIldren live In poverty. What we need IS a universal
VIew of economICS, one whlch mcludes all the children
of Earth

There are the fractures of racial prejudice Um.versal-
Ism declares that there IS one 1ace. the human race

Sadly. there are those who, whIle professmg and pos-
tw'mg relIgIOUS pIety, condemn those who are m some
way dIfferent You may be OK to them - unless you
are gay, or a femimst, or a liberal, or belIeve III choice
on the matter of abortIOn; or unless you hold a differ-
ent relIgIOUS belIef, or avow no religious beIlef at all.

When thIS dIfference 18 Identified, you are deemed
not OK at all At that point some passage of Scripture
IS used - or mIsused - to VIllIfy you and justIfy the
scorn of the vilhfier.

What a Job we st111have, all of us churched and un-
churched The fractured world begs that we declare
hope, share hope, lIve out hope, bring hope. It IS not
hell but hope the world needs. The best Issues forth
from the WIdest expanse of human VISIOn; the largest
thought of God - the Umversahst viSIOn.
