tention is focused on what WIll
happen next year, some of the
state's poorest districts are m
big trouble this year. Recent
changes in the state's aid for-
mula could easIly put some dis-
tricts in serious arrears as they
start the fIrst year under the
new plan.

Up in Oscoda County, the
Mio schools have found that
cuts passed last month by the
Legislature will result in an
unexpected $350,000 shortfall
- in a budget of only $3.6 mil-
lion. When Mio was adopting
its budget in June, state offi-
CIals suggested that the state
aid formula would remain the
same, or even increase.

The MIOschools have tned to
do things by the book. They've
consulted with the state.
They've complied with the or-
der to improve curriculum for
accredItation. They've kept a
fund equIty balance, rather
than spendIng It down as some
distncts have m these economI-
cally tough times.

The last straw IS that the
state doesn't allow schools to
schedule new millage elections
after September, so the district
is stuck.

school reform. Words aplenty
ltave already been written
about his ideas.
: None about mine, darn it.
, The same wordiness phenom-

enon accompanies the Clinton
health care plan. Pundits are
not only analyzing it (which is
good), but providing detailed
explanations about how it will
affect you - only zt isn't a plan
yet.

Far be it from me to contrib-
ute to the verbal overkill.

His demand for an end to the
closed shop is probably just a
dramatic way to achieve the
smaller goal of some work rule
changes and reduction of unIon
power.

That would be good, tough as
it is for me to say. Many of my
friends are teachers, I used to
teach, and my husband is col-
lecting a teacher's pension this
very mmute. It's certainly ow-
ing to the union that hIS pen-
sIOn is big enough to be worth
collecting.

But the union has also pro-
tected a lot of marginal teach-
ers. It and the state certifica-
tion process have contributed to
a professionalIsm that is some
times more veneer than sub-
stance and has led to a lot of
doctorates about nothing. I still

This year's
race between incumbent Mayor
Lorenzo Browning and councll-
member Myrna Smith focuses
on weIghtier Issues, such as the
possibility of replacmg lost
property taxes If Gov John
Engler's school reform plan is
approved and the future of the
school system's administration
buildmgs at 389 St ClaIr.

Browning beat Smith in 1989
gettmg 57 percent of the vote
As was the case four years ago,
should Brownmg beat Smith
again, she will still retain her
council seat.

If SmIth should defeat
Brownmg, the councll would
appoint someone to serve the
remammg two years of SmIth's
councIl term

Lorenzo Browning
Lorenzo "Red" Browning has

served In the CIty of Grosse
Pointe government for 22
years. In 1971, he was ap-
pointed to fill a vacant counCIl
seat and in 1983 he was ap.
pointed to fill the vacant may-
or's seat. He ran unopposed for
mayor in 1985 and was chal.
lenged by SmIth in 1989.

A City resident since 1960,
Browning is a retired business-
man who was executive vice
president of the T.S. Browning
S.S. Co., president of the Island
of Bob-Lo Co" assistant division
manager of the Lake Division
of Republic Steel Corp., execu.
tive vice president and chief fi.
nancial officer of Datavision
Inc. and an executIve commit.
tee boro-d member of Macabees

Browning said.

He cited the City's expansion
of Neff Park, the updated water
plant and Infrastructure 1m.

Under Gov Engler's plan ill

its present form, the City
stands to lose about $80,000 in
property taxes and revenue
shanng, Browning is agamst
imposing a local income tax or
ralSlng other taxes. And he
does not want to cut any ser-
vices or personnel.

"It all boils down to what
happens in Lansing," he said
''They {the Legislature) tell you I

what to do and you have to pay
for It, but you aren't allowed to
raise your rmllage enough to
pay for it."

Browning and the City coun-
cIl, along with the Farms coun-
CIl, asked the school board to
give the citIes until Feb. 1,
1994, to explore the possibility
of senior housing at 389 St
ClaIr, the administration build-
mgs the schools want to sell.

"It's in our cIty and we are
trying to prepare ourselves, de.
pending on wluch way it goes,"
Browning saId. "We are look.
Ing at senior housmg because
there seems to be enough pres--
sure from the people to have
it"

The two CIties have hired an
outsIde fIrm to conduct a study
to see which type of senIor
housmg would work best at the
Site. Browning said that If It
becomes a reality, state and
federal funding would not be
accepted so that local control
could be maintamed.

In the past SIX months, the
City has had to replace two
councl1members who moved,
filling the vacancies with ap.

He went to work for Inno-
centi, an ItalIan firm whIch
had a 15.year supply of Lam-
bretta motor scooters SItting on
lots in the Umted States
(30,000 of them, with sales of
2,000 a year). 'If sold 'em all m
60 days," Bncklin saId.

He began dlstnbutmg the
Rabbit, a scooter bUIlt by FUJI

When DeLorean left GM in
1973 as vice-president and
group executive in charge of all
car and truck divisions, he was
COnsidered a favorite to be the
next president of GM. But he
wanted to build his own car,
his own way.

His car was to be a gull-wing
safety/sports car with Lam-
borghini-like stylmg - similar
in concept and looks to the
Bricklin. ItalDesign helped
with styling of the stainless
steel body and Colin Chapman,
of Lotus fame, was called in to
help with engineenng.

With financing from dealers,
celebrities and the British gov-
ernment, DeLorean began pro-
duction in 1980 in a plant in
Northern Ireland. Within 17
months, the plant was closed.
Fewer than 9,000 cars were
built.

DeLorean had been a fast-
rising star at General Motors
from the time he joined Pontiac
in the late '50s to playa major
role in the remolding of Pontiac
mto a high.performance car
maker. He was a key man on
Semon "Bunkie" Knudsen's
team and followed him quickly
up the ranks to general man-
ager of Pontiac diviSIOnand
then of Chevrolet

The DeLorean saga took a
bizarre turn in 1982 when he
was arrested in Los Angeles
and charged with drug dealing.
The government had the deal
on videotape, but DeLorean
was acquitted. Creditors and
federal agents continued to try
to track down millions of dol.
lars they believed to be hidden
in the tangle of DeLorean or.
ganizations.

DeLorean's story may not be
over. And he still, from time to
time, professes dreams of build.

Dunng the MIddle Ages,
monks were the foremost prac-
titIOners of gardens' "The hfe of
monastIc communitIes centered
on the clOIster, where the
monks gathered, medItated,
and studIed To make the space
pleasant, they turned It mto an
ornamental garden by creating
mmor Edens the monks sancti-
fied the space and at the same
tIme prepared themselves for
the heavenly gardens m the
world to come."

In the same era, "by present
day standards, castles and fortI-
fied manor houses were cold,
dark, and comfortless." So,
"from tentative begmnmgs
with trails of leaves and sprays
of flowers, decoratIOn eventu-
ally encompassed trees and en-
tire gardens" Tapestry now
emerged as the pnme decora-
tive art. The growmg skIll of
weavers and needleworkers

As the Tudor era was ush-
ered In, more changes were
made m gardens and decorative
art: "A decoratIve extenSIOns of
the house, gardens were
dressed to match the mood of
the entertamments" whIch re-
galed peers and the upper class
alike.

When I moved mto my home, It
needed some major work, most not.
ably, a new bathroom and a new
kitchen I knew this at the time of
purchase, so I wasn't overly con-
cerned

When I eventually hIred some.
one, I took the lowest bid I thought
I was bemg qUIte the shrewd
cookIe, but It soon became apparent
that I had made a huge mistake
The workmen were sloppy and m-
consistent I found myself at the
end of the day going over what
they'd done to correct their mis-
takes That's saymg a lot smce I'm
not particularly handy!

They also took forever to finally
complete the work I didn't have a
workmg kitchen for over three
months I now realIZe the lowest
bid wasn't necessarily the best
chOIce, as your column pomted out
I can only hope that others Will
benefit from my sorry expenence

A. Let me Just say that I'm sorry
for what happened to you How-
ever, as It was happenmg, you
could have contacted your local con-
sumer protectIOn agency to see
what alternatives you may have
had As it IS, you can stIll regIster
a complaint WIth the Better BUSI-
ness Bureau People should know
about that awful company you had
the misfortune to hire!

Let me Just say one thmg m de-
fense of contractors No Job can go
Without a hitch There are always
unforeseen problems that WIll crop
up as a Job IS m progress However,
It IS the manner m which the con-
tractor deals With the SituatIOn
that makes all the dIfference
That's where quahty counts'

Q. r own a four.bedroom colomal
style house that IS over 60 years
old The dilemma I am faced With
almost every year IS cracked and
pitted caulking aroand my wmdows
and doors The wood tnm and
frames are In good conditIOn With
no peehng paint Do you have any
helpful suggestIOns?

A. First, the Job of caulkmg and
even weatherstnpplng should not
have to be repeated every year
Also, It IS not recommended to
caulk over an eXlstmg bead or
jomt

There IS a vanety of caulkmg
from which to choose and a huge
difference in pnces Some of the
more basiC types of caulk are the
latex, OIl.based and polyYInyl sorts
These are generally mexpensive,

and may not last a very long time
The oil-based type can be used al
most anywhere, but is very short
on durability and longeVIty The
other two are more commonly used
and Will g1Ve you your dollar's
worth

The top of the line compounds
are butyl rubber and SIlIcone caulk-
ing These two are m a group of
theIr own and WIll gIve you count-
less years of weather-related protec
tlon. This is a clear-cut case of "get
tmg what you pay for," and it's
certainly worth the extra cost

If you choose slhcone caulk, re-
member that pamt fimshes WIll not
adhere well to It, but there are
many colors of thIS matenal from
which to select

A few final pointers to consider
when you caulk agam.

• Be sure that the surface IS
WIre.brushed clean and IS free from
any foreign debns,

• Remove any old caulkmg that
IS dried, cracked, and/or has
shrunk;

• An ordInary popslcle stick or
even your mdex finger wIll make a
perfect bead when caulkmg

Q. Re. AIr conditIOner for 11'xII'
professional office that must be m
stalled through an extenor wall
(cannot be window-mounted)
Would you please adVise the qUle
test air conditIOner for my office? Is
It poSSible to get a 20 electncal
umt that can either operate on aIr
condltlOmng to filter fresh air m, or
recirculate and freshen air m the
WInter from the office?

A. It is poSSible to purchase an
air conditioning umt that WIll meet
all your needs However, I cannot
recommend any partIcular brand In
thiS space My adVice IS to shop
around Cknerally, blg.brand names
are rellable and energy effiCient, so
you really can't go wrong Do be
sure that the umt you purchase IS
suffiCient for the space you're cool
mg The dealer can help you With
thiS

occur when a listmg broker (seller's
agent) has offered "cooperation and
compensation" but not sub-agency
Another real estate licensee may
have a customer interested In that
particular property but the cus-
tomer does not wish to enter mto a
buyer's agency agreement. At that
POint, the real estate licensee
makes full disclosure to all parties
m the transaction that he or she is
acting as a "transaction coordina-
tor."

When entering Into any agency
relatIOnship, the seller or buyer
should ask the real estate hcensee
What type of agency do you offer?

The agency dJ.sclosure law was
part of an overall bill that mcluded
several other changes in the hcense
law for real estate agents Several
other Issues of mterest to home
buyers and sellers contamed m the
law mclude clarificatIOn of issues
when a real estate licensee is not
required to dJ.sclose to potential
buyers,

The real estate license law now
stipulates action cannot be brought
against a real estate broker, an as-
sociate broker or salesperson for
failure to disclose to a purchaser or
lessee of property that a former oc-
cupant has, or is suspected of hav-
ing, a handicap as defined under
the Federal Fair Housing Act; and
for failure to disclose that the prop-
erty was or was suspected to have
been the site of a homicide, suicide
or other occurrence prohibited by
law WhICh had no material effect
on the conditIOn of the property.

Dual Agents: A real estate li-
censee can be the agent of both the
seller and the buyer in a transac-
tion, but only with the knowledge
and informed consent, m writmg, of
both the seller and the buyer. In
such a dual agency situation, the
lIcensee will not be able to disclose
all known mformation to either the
seller or the buyer,
