and Karen Zokas, principal,
Maire Elementary School.

Under terms of the Grosse

Pointe administrators’ contract,
eight months’ notice must be

given prior to layoff. The lay-
offs were based on seniority.
Superintendent Ed Shine rec-

ommended the layoffs to the
school board at a special meet-
ing Oct. 28. The board unani.
mously approved his recom-
mendation.

“We hope these reductions
will not be necessary,” Shine
said. “But under the terms of
the administrators’ contract, we
had to give eight months’ no-
tice.

It is still too early to tell
which form the final plan will
take. but local governments in
the five Pointes and Harper
Woods could lose between $2
million and $5.1 millien in
combined revenue.

Woods OKs 2 soccer fields at Ghesquiere

Staff Writer
Despite the objections of
some neighbors, the Grosse

Pointe Woods City Council
voted 6-1 Monday night to in-
stall two soccer fields at Ghes-
quiere Park.

The fields will measure 30
vards by 50 yards, and will be
used by children 6 and under.
The Grosse Pointe Soccer Asso-
ciation, which requested that
the Woods make park property
available for the fields, will pay
for most of the construction
costs.

One of the fields will be built
at the site of the park’s aban-
doned tenris courts. The city
will pay for the removal of the
concrete courts at an estimated
cost of $10,000.

Mayor Robert Novitke said
at the .council meeting that he
has felt for the past two years
that the abandoned courts pose
a great liability hazard to the
city, and putting a soccer field
there would remove the bur-

den. '
The other field would be
built at the opposite end of the
park. The council worried that
building the fields would result

in too many of the park’s trees
being removed, but the sites
chosen were picked, in part, be-
cause few trees would have to
be go.

The council chose the two
sites from a total of four poten-
tial sites picked by the city’s
parks and recreation depart-
ment. One of the sites was re-
jected because it would have
meant digging up part of the
ice rink and the other site was
vetoed because of location.

As a condition of using the
field, teams would have to be
composed of at least 50 percent
Woods residents.

Councilman Peter Gilezan
voiced fears that placing one of
the fields near the baseball dia-
monds could result in injury
from a foul ball. The GPSA
agreed to put up netting to pro-
tect players from foul balls.

Representatives from several
Grosse Pointe organizations
spoke in favor the flelds.
Charles Michaels and Steve
Miller of the GPSA, and John
Bruce of the Neighborhood
Club, spoke of the need for the
fields due to the popularity of
sports in Grosse Pointe.

Michigan poised for

health care

-Michigan hospitals are ahead
of the rest of the nation in both
planning for health care reform
and in working together to ad-
vance reform objectives, accord-
ing to a recent Michigan Hospi-
tal Association survey.

" The survey of 72 Michigan
Hospitals showed that nearly 80
percent of them had entered
into new collaborative arrange-
ments (joint ventures, shared
services, mergers, etc.) with
other area health care provi-
ders in the last two years. The
national average is 85 percent.

- The chief objectives of these
collaborative arrangements
were to share technology, de-
velop a range of health delivery
offerings, or a “continuum of
care” in the community, avoid
duplication of services, and
plan for areawide health care
needs.

“Michigan hespitals are ac-
tively working right now to see
that health care reform be-
comes a reality in this state,”
sdid Spencer Johnson, MHA
ptesident.

Brooks Brothers shift seen hel

Brooks Brothers, the world
reknowned chain of clothing
stores, has closed the doors of
its store on the Hill. But don’t
worry, the store will reopen on
Nov. 5, but with a twist — it
will now be a factory outlet
store.

“We made the decision for
two reasons,” said a spokesper-
son from Brooks Brothers’ New
York headquarters. “The first
reason is that we didnt have
the volume of sales that we
wanted. The second reason is
that outlets are doing very well
around the country. We don't
want to lose our presence in
Grosse Pointe, and this seems
to be the best way to stay in
the area.”

The spokesperson was quick
to say that changes in the store
will be minor. There will be a
new awning on the outside and
there will be some slight
changes in the interior of the
store.

“This will not be a ‘pipe
rack’ kind of operation,” said
the spokesperson. “We'll be of-
fering the same clothing as be-
fore, but we won't be offering
on-premise tailoring, and there
won't be as much personal ser-
vice, but that’s about it. It
shouldn’t be too different for
shoppers. We will be maintain-
ing the same amount of floor
space, 4,200 square feet, for
clothing display and sales.”

Robert G. Edgar, co-owner of
the building where Brooks
Brothers is currently located,
believes that the switch from a
retail to an outlet operation
will benefit Grosse Pointers.

“I think that going to an out-
let store will work for them,”
said Edgar. “I think the outlet
will work for Grosse Pointers
as well. They will be able to go
there and make purchases for
less, which is good considering
these economic times.”

Edgar’s partner, Richard S.
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Crawford, believes that the
Brooks Brothers outlet store
will act as an anchor for retail
on the Hill.

“Studies show that cities that
fail to maintain a viable retail
shopping environment have a
very difficult time maintaining
the residential environment,”
Crawford said. “It's extremely
important for the whole com-
munity for Brooks Brothers to
succeed. I think this will be a
shot in the arm for retail stores
on the Hill.”

Crawford believes that
Brooks Brothers has made a
smart move, given the competi-
tion it faces in the retail mar-
ket.

“The alternative to going
outlet is the closing of the
store,” said Crawford. “The
Hill does not need that. [ think
this is the best solution for the
Hill, Brooks Brothers andg
Grosse Pointers.”

Crawford and Edgar aren’t
worried about a shortage of
parking. Edgar said that part
of the Hill, between Fisher
Road and McKinley, has not
had a shortage of parking.

“If the outlet creates parking

« problems, T hope we as a com-

munity can work together to
solve the problem,” said Craw-
ford. “If we lose our retail base,
everybody suffers, whether or
not they shopped there.”

Crawford believes Brooks
Brothers’ move is a natural re-
action to recent changes in the
retail marketplace. Between
the large factory outlet malls
that have begun to spring up
around the country, and the up-
scale shopping malls like So-
merset, it’s becoming increas-
ingly difficult for regular
retailers to find a niche.

Edgar agrees with Crawford
on the need for strong retailing
in Grosse Pointe.

“Towns die economically

when people stop shopping in
the business districts,” Edgar
said. “It’s happened all across

the country when a Wal-Mart
type of store comes to town.

Woods protests unfunded projects
imposed by state, federal agencies

Joining cities across the
country, the Grosse Pointe

Woods City Council passed a
resolution protesting unfunded
mandates imposed by states
and the federal government.
“The number of unfunded
mandates has increased over
the past few years,” said Woods
mayor Robert Novitke. “Fed.
eral laws and rules are costing
the cities a lot of money. I'rm
not saying that they are bad
laws, but they are expensive. If

the federal government is going .

to order cities to comply with
federal rules, they should pro-
vide the funding.”

Part of the problem, Novitke
said, is that the federal deficit
is squeezing federal revenue
sharing so that when Congress

passed the most recent disabil- |

ity act, which set standards of
handicap accessibility for cities
to meet, the federal govern-
ment provided no money. Nov-
itke said the law is a good one;
the problem cities have is pay-
ing for it.

Cities across the country
have been forced to spend mil-
lions of dollars of city money
making sure city facilities meet
federal standards, something
not all cities can do easily, Nov-
itke said.

“Grosse Pointe Woods is a
relatively well-off city,” he
noted. “For bigger cities, with
much tighter budgets, these
mandates can really hurt them.
The Woods has recently spent
almost $30,000 vaccinating city
employees against hepatitis B.
That is because of mandates
imposed on the Woods.”

Novitke also spoke of Envi-
ronmental Protection Agency
mandates concerning clean wa-

+ Additi

ter. Testing procedures meant
to ensure quality water can end
up costing cities thousands of
dollars a weck, he said.

The Woods, along with Har
per Woods, has been forced to
spend over $30 million to build
retention tanks to reduce drain
overflows into Lake St. Clair
through the Milk River in or-
der to meet stricter state and
federal clean water regulations.
While the Woods can afford
this, it’s a huge expense.

Assistant city administrator
Jane Bais-DiSessa said that
these mandates are a problem
for cities across the country.
That’s why the National
League of Cities declared Oct.
27 “National Unfunded Man-
date Day.”

“I think a majority of cities
want to comply with federal
and state mandates,” Bais.Dj.
Sessa said. “But in terms of
money, and in terms of the
amount of time city employees
spend enforcing these man.
dates, it is difficult. There are
times when the money just
isn’t available for a lot of cj.
ties.”

“The mandates are basically

- a tax shift from the federal and

state governments to the local
governments,” said Novitke,

“We would like our representa-
tives in Lansing and Washing-
ton to be aware of this, and
keep it in mind.”

The now-thriving business
employing 20 began 16 years
ago in a 1,000-square-foot build-
ing with no heat, one lightbulb
and a phone. McMillan was 24;
his brother Tim was 26. Be-
tween them thev had enough
money to buy an old van and a

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truck and enough inventory to
get started.

“We went out and sold the
merchandise, came back to the
warehouse, filled the orders
and delivered them ourselves,”
he said. “We were working
straight through one day to the
next, without going to sleep at
night. Six months later we
were able to hire some help. In
that first year of business my
salary was $2,800.”

McMillan said he had de-
cided early in iife that he did
hot want te join a large corpo-
ration.

“ SUMMARY OF
CABLE TELEVISION REGULATORY ORDINANCE
(ORDINANCE NO. 658)

On November 15, 1993 the City Council of the City of Grosse
Pointe Woods will enact a Cable Television Regulatory Ordinance,
City Code Ordinance No. 658 (the “Ordinance”). As authorized by
1991 Public Act No. 182, being section 117.3(k) of the Michigan
Compiled Laws, the following summary of the Ordinance is
submitted in licu of publication of the full text of the Ordinance. True
copies of the full text of the Ordinance are available for inspection or
photacopying at the Office of the City Clerk, City of Grosse Pointe
Woods, 20025 Mack Plaza, Grosse Pointe Woods Michigan 48236,

The construction, instatlation, maintenance and operation of one
or more cable television systems within Grosse Pointe Woods
requires the grant of a franchise by the City to the cable operator(s).
The Ordinance sets forth certain procedural and substantive
requirements that must be satisfied in connection with the grant of
any such franchise. The City Council must approve the specific terms
of any proposed franchise. Once a franchise is granted, the cable
operator must comply with the terms of a written franchise agreement
and the Ordinance, as well as applicable state and federal laws and
regulations.

The Ordinance represents a joint effort on behalf of the Cities of
Grosse Pointe, Grosse Pointe Farms, Grosse Pointe Park, Grosse
Pointe Woods and Harper Woods. (An existing cable television
franchise operates within the combined geographic boundaries of
these five cities.) It is anticipated that each of these five cities will
adopt a “uniform” ordinance. The Ordinance will become effective
on January 1, 1994, or on such later date that three of the five cities
have adopted the uniform ordinance. The existing cable television
ordinance for Grosse Potnte Woods will be repealed upon the
effective date of the new Ordinance.

Any franchise granted under the Ordinance will be nonexclusive,
and multiple franchises may be granted. The duration of each
franchise will be as set forth in the applicable written franchise
agreement. A franchise fee must be paid to the City in an amount set
forth in the applicable franchise agreement. Franchises are subject to
renewal in accordance with applicable federal and state regulations.
Any proposed transfer of a franchise is subject to approval by the
City Council under certain conditions set forth in the Ordinance.

The Ordinance contains specific requirements pertaining to the
design and construction of cable television systems. The written
franchise agreement may contain additional requirements, including
those pertaining to the capacity of the system and periodic upgrades
to the system. The Ordinance requires each cable operalor to comply
with detailed consumer protection and service standards set forth in
the applicable franchise agreement. The Advisory Board established
under the current ordinance to monitor the operations and policies of
the cable system is continued under the new Ordinance.

The Ordinance sets forth certain remedies available to the City,
including the possible revocation of the franchise, in the event of an
operator's violation of its franchise obligations. The Ordinance
includes reporting, insurance, indemmfi_catnon_ apd security
requirements pertinent to the operator’s franchise obligations.

The Ordinance permits the City to regulate cable television rates
and charges as provided under applicable law.

The Ordinance contains certain nondiscrimination requirements
and describes certain rights of individuals that cach cable operator
must recognize.

The Ordinance establishes criminal misdemeanor penalties (a
fine of not more than $500 or not more than 90 days’ imprisonment
or both) for any unauthorized physical connection to any franchised
cable system, any willful damage, destruction, removal, obstruction
or interference with any franchised cable system, or any unauthorized
modification to equipment connected to a cable system so as to
induce receipt on an uncompensated basis of cable service for which
the operator has established compensation rates.

Most
financial institutions use credit
reports from one or more of the
nationwide credit bureaus such
as TRW, Trans Union and
Equifax, when evaluating
credit histories of consumers
requesting loans.

Every credit grantor and
credit reporting agency oper-
ates under the Fair Credit Re-
porting Act (FCRA). This law
helps protect consumers from
inaccurate information ruining
their credit records. It gives
consumers access to their re-
cords and offers methods for
correcting them.

Under FCRA,
have the right to:

1. Correct inaccurate infor-
mation in their credit file;

2. Know which bureau
provided negative information;

3. Receive a free copy of any
credit report on which an unfa-
vorable credit decision was
based if the information is re-
quested within 30 days of the
decision; ‘

4. Dispute any entry;

5. Have the credit bureau
verify entry accuracy except in
the case of minor dispute; and

6. File a brief response for
reasonable negative informa-
tion.

These are useful if you be-

consumers

lieve your credit has been un-
fairly or inaccurately reported
as bad. But what if the reports
are correct? What if you did go
through a period where you
paid your bills late or not at
all? .

There are also tips you can
follow to help rebuild your
credit standing:

1. Obtain a copy of your
credit report from one or more
of the nationwide bureaus (E-
quifax, Trans Union, and
TRW). Although all three carry
overlapping information, none
will look exactly the same. A
clean report from one doesn’t
guarantee a clean report from
the other two.

2. Know that credit reporting
is a tightly regulated business.
Laws state that most negative
information can remain on file
for seven years, bankruptcies
for 10 years.

3. Due to marriage, misspell-
ing, or just plain inaccurate
typing, many may have credit
under several names. This is
another good reason to check
your file.

4. If you shared credit with a
present or former spouse, make
sure it's condensed into a single
file.

5. There’s no law requiring
creditors to report and, in fact,
many companies don’t. A pol-

clear up your credit proble

ite, businesslike request (along
with a credit bureau form)
usually is enough to encourage
creditors to report good credit
experience to a bureau.

6. If your credit history is a
blank slate, consider a secured
loan. Local department stores
and layaway programs also are
good places to seek modest
credit amounts.

7. If rejected for credit, you
have a right to know why. If
the reason is sound, use the in-
formation as a starting point to
correct the problem.

These steps can help a bit,
but if you have a record of
handling money poorly, don’t

ms

be surprised if lenders are re-
luctant to lend you more
money. The only solution is to
handle your money well for
several years. Start with small
charge accounts (such as de-
partment stores or secured
loans) and pay your bills on
time.

Although credit repair claims
can sound like an answer to
your prayers if you're in finan-
cial trouble, you can do every-
thing a credit repair operation
can do, both legally and more
effectively. You can never erase
bad credit, but you can replace
it. That’s the first step on the
road to financial recovery.

We're Fighting For Your Life.
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Schools seen
as pawns in
'94 campaign

ith less than two months now
left in the year, no clear legisla-
tive plan has yet emerged to
solve the problem of funding the state’s
public schools in the 1994-95 school year.

A major hurdle is that the issue al-
ready has become involved in the 1994
state political campaign. Yet recent devel-
opments in both the House and Senate do
raise some hope that a compromise plan
could be worked out in the next few
weeks.

Rep. William R. Bryant Jr. of Grosse
Pointe, cochairman of the House Educa-
tion Committee, had hoped to report sev-
eral committee bills with Democratic sup-
port to the House floor by the end of
October, but Democratic Speaker Curtis
Hertel vetoed the procedure.

Those Education Committee bills,
which Bryant termed “our bills, not the
governor’s,” call for major changes in fi-

nancing and other features of the educa-
tion reform and financing legislation pro-
posed by Gov. John Engler.

Engler is seeking a 2 percentage point
increase in the sales tax, a 4 percent tax
on property transfers, increases in the
Small Business Tax and the cigarette tax,
and a variety of other tax boosts and sav-
ings to replace the almost $7 billion lost
by the legislative repeal of the schools’
property tax.

But Bryant is part of an informal study
group of both Republicans and Democrats
who are trying to find acceptable compro-
mises to the governor’s plan and other
proposals under study in Lansing.

For example, he and his colleagues are
looking favorably at an income tax pro-
posal that would be enacted to serve as a

backup in the event the sales tax increase
failed to pass in the referendum sched-
uled for next February.

Another ray of hope for compromise
came when Republicans as well as Demo-
crats in the Senate expressed support for
proposals made by Sen. Debbie Stabenow,
a Democratic candidate for governor. She
described her plan as “a reasonable com-
promise,” and Engler’s team said it was
“encouraged” by her proposals.

They included cutting the governor’s
proposed 2-cent increase in the sales tax
to 1 cent; boosting the income tax by 1
percent to 5.65 percent; levying a 2 per-
cent tax on home sales, not the 4 percent
the governor proposed, and imposing a
statewide 21-mill property levy on busi-
nesses and second homes rather than the

16 mills Engler asked. .

Yet time for action in 1993 is growing
short. If legislation doesn’t clear the Leg-
islature before Jan. 1, a two-thirds vote of
both houses will be required in 1994 to
make the legislation effective immedi-
ately.

Delay of legislation until next year -
would also delay the start of raising most
of the revenues required to finance the
state’s public schools for the 1994-95 year.

Bryant’s major concern is that the
Democrats are so fearful of giving Engler
any concessions that might help him win
re-election next year that they may stone-
wall any action on the education financ-
ing and reform bills.

Such an action was hinted when the -
Democratic speaker in effect vetoed the -
Education Committee’s plan to bring -
some of its proposals to the floor for ac-
tion last week,

In fact, if a compromise cannot be
achieved this year, it apparently will be .
because the schools have become a pawn
in the 1994 state election campaign. 3

If that occurs and school financing fails -
to meet 1994 needs, Engler, Stabenow
and the legislators responsible all may be -
at risk next year.

A 50-member committee had drafted
the 15 principles and the school system’s
future action will be based, in part, the
survey form said, “on the public’s re-
sponse to these principles.”

Altogether, the seven respondents ex-
pressed agreement with most of the prin-
ciples, but they also responded with 10
“don’t knows” and eight “disagrees.”

In view of the small number of reac-
tions and the questions raised, perhaps
the committee should start over, re-eval-
uate its statements or reword them to
improve public comprehension.

survey, but too often in this survey sim-
ple English is embroidered by long and
involved words and phrases.

Specifically, we suggest that phrases
such as “knowledgeable, caring teacher-
learner relationship are essential” and
“the learning environment must be per-
sonalized, flexible, dignified and suppor-
tive of learning” ought to be translated or
at least decoded so that the rest of us can
get the message.

It would be easy for the school system
to blame public apathy for the lack of pos-
itive response and reaction, but should we
blame apathy or the difficulty of ascer-
taining the meaning of the principles?

We confess that in many cases we sim-
ply didn't get what the comrmittee was
driving at, either.

New city-suburb cooperation?

elations between the City of De-
Rtroit and its suburbs ought to im-

prove substantially regardless of
who won the election that was still unde-
cided as the Grosse Pointe News went to
press Tuesday night.

Most of the campaign comments by
both Dennis Archer and Sharon McPhail
offered evidence that either one as mayor
would seek more cooperative relationships
with the suburbs than Mayor Coleman
Young ever achieved.

For example, their endorsement of a
regional tax to support cultural facilities
in Detroit indicate that both would seek
close cooperation between the suburbs
and the city to preserve these institutions
for the benefit of all metro area residents.

Yet McPhail's last-minute desperate
campaigning, and her endorsement by
Mayor Young, raised serious doubts about
her judgment and integrity.

For example, one of her TV commer-
cials that continued even after its errors
‘had been reported by the news media
said in part: :

Lighting up for

on tobacco are enacted, they will ap-

parently serve two important but con-
tradictory purposes. o
" If the federal government raises its tax
to 75 cents a pack and the state adds an-
other 50 cents, the effect will be to help
raise government revenues and at the
same time discourage more smokers.

The federal tax hike is being sought to
help fund guaranteed health benefits,
while the state would use the additional
revenues to help finance public education.

If the proposed state and federal taxes

The fact is most suburbanites as well as
the great majority of Detroiters hope that
the new regime will be able to turn De-
troit around, arrest its decline and recon-
vert it into a vigorous community in
which all area residents once more can
take pride.

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Facts of Engler plan mean one thing — more taxes

To the Editor:

Hold onto your wallets —
Gov. Engler is at it again.
This time it’s called a Prop-
erty Tax Relief Bill. Guess
again. If Engler’s bill be-
comes law, look at some of
the facts.

1) Every time you pur-
chase something, you will
pay 2 percent more for that
item, but, as our governor
says, it's “OK because the
tourists will help pay for
this increase.” Michigan
has a great amount of tour-
ism; however, a substantial
amount of that tourism is
by current Michigan resi-
dents. End result: You pay
the increased taxes,

2) Every time you sell
your home you will pay 4
percent to a property trans-
fer tax. We'll wake up, be-
cause with the average
selling price of over
$200,000 in this area this
tax amounts to over
$8,000. The current trans-
fer tax amounts to $300.
This does not even count
the Realtor fees, which
would average you another
$12,000 more. The average
person in this arsa moves
every 5 to 7 years. It
doesn’t take a math wiz to
figure out that over 10 per-
cent of your house value
will be lost under Engler’s
proposal. .

Engler’s answer: “Look
at the amount of property

sion. Only his modesty at-
tempts to veil his immense
achievements during his many
years in the service of God.

“He is the oldest priest in
Michigan. There is no illusion
that these words could begin to
reveal the noble life of Monsi-
gnor Hickey, a man of compre-
hensive thought and universal
philosophy. Simply to know
him is a fond journey into life
beyond its meaning.” -

Hickey's life, like so many
others his age, ran concurrently
with the history of progress in
his lifetime. He had seen dirt
roads become freeways, farm-
lands become cities, annexa-
tions of states and exploration
into space. He kept pace with it
all and perhaps a little ahead

of it.

He liked to tell the story of
the handsome horse-drawn
buggy with “Hudson’s Big
Store” imprinted on its side
that would occasionally pick
him and his father up at their
home. It was an impressive ex-
perience for a young boy to ride
in such an elegant vehicle.

He had many stories to tell
about his sailing activities. He
was proud of winning a cup at
a regatta after successfully
guiding his boat safely to port
in a furious storm on the river,
where he sought refuge behind
the Edison smokestacks.

As a result of early exposure
to art appreciation, Hickey be-
gan collecting. The result was
The Cloister Gallery on Gratiot

and East Grand Bouievard,
where he had on display some
3,000 art objects. Proceeds from
sales there benefited numerous
charities, as well as St. Mary's
of Redford, where he served as
pastor emeritus.

Lovers of art were frequent
visitors at The Cloister. Hickey
was especially proud of an im-
pressive 130-year-old painting
of “George Washington after
Victory of Trenton” done by
John Faed, which measured 8
1/2 by 9 1/2 feet. It was strik-
ingly displayed at the head of a
stairway with the light stream-
ing on it.

He had an intense interest in
history. In 1987, he was named
the official historian of the city
of Detroit. He was regarded as
the foremost authority on the
life of Detroit pioneer Father
Gabriel Richard.

For his many services to the
church, he was offered the
honor of being made bishop,
which he declined.

When asked what he consid-
ered his best contributions to
Detroit, Hickey named, first,
his services in the detention

home of the Wayne County Ju-
venile Court and the Ford Re-
public School for boys, where
he taught while at the same
time teaching at Sacred Heart
Seminary.

Second on his list was his
chairmanship of Frank Mur-

phy’s Unemployment Commis-
sion during the Depression.

Hickey was a man of charm,
a man of accomplishment. He
spanned a century with stal-
wart strides. As the Irish say,
“His like will not be seen
again.”

I own a certain blue and
green umbrella that traveled
twice around the world before
1t was returned.

I know it's the same um-
brella I lost decades ago be-
cause it's black watch plaid,
has two bent ribs and a yellow
mustard stain on the tip, where
I used it to pick up a baloney
sandwich on the playground of
Mason Elementary School dur.

This very same umbrella
came back to me in the fall of
1963, when I was a first-year
tegcher of seventh grade En.

Northern Michigan in the
fall is subdued, quiet. The sum-
mer people are gone, the hunt-
ers not yet arrived in their
thousands. The yellow woods
are deserted, save for secretive

On a sunny day, we throw
ourselves down in the tawny
grass in air redolent with sweet
fern.

But there comes a time when
one has walked every lane, con-
sidered every chore, watched
every TV program (bearable
arid otherwise), read every book
on the shelf. A time when one
comes face-to-face with oneself
and is forced to confront the
question: Do I have the inner
resources to spend time alone
with myself?

After one has pondered whe-
ther government accomplishes
more through voluntary or

schools are proper conduits for

It’s no surprise, of course. For
generations, we have been
reared on the work ethic. Idle
hands are the devil’s workshop,
and all that.

The
prestigious Dossins earned
early fortunes in Pepsi-Cola
bottling, sponsoring the famed
racing boats Miss Pepsi and
bequeathing funds for the ma-
rine museum on Belle Isle.

Wardell’s grandfather was a
CKLW radio founder, builder of
the Wardell Hotel (now Park
Shelten) in the Art (Cultural)

These families’ intermar-
riages were a major slice of
early Detroit and Grosse Pointe
history. Judie Bailey, of the
Park, was among the many lo-
cals attending the somber cere-
mony, relating family details to
FYI via Mrs. Qualey.

Details sketchy in knife attack on
Pointe teen; police investigating

A high school boy is stabbed
in the back and in the leg fol-
lowing a weekend teen drink-
ing party somewhere in Grosse
Pointe. The following Monday,
word of the incident spreads
quickly through the hallways
at Grosse Pointe North and
South high schools.

Details are sketchy. Who had
the knife? How did the fight
start? Why did it end up at
Angel Park in Detroit — just
across the border from Grosse
Pointe Park?

“This is a serious matter,

LeMieux said the incident is
being handled by the police, not
the school district, and until po-
lice come up with something
concrete, the schools will wait
to respond.

Thomas Teetaert, associate
principal at North, said he, too,
is waiting for the outcome of
the police investigation before
deciding how the administra-
tion will respond to student
questions and concerns. He de-

One issue that deeply bothers
LeMieux is that the incident
was the result of a drinking
party.

“We want to emphasize to
the students that the drinking
— especially drinking in excess
— 18 bad enough,” LeMieux
said. “But they don’t under
stand what the fallout of that
can be when emotions become
involved. In essence, things get
out of control.”

LeMieux said the attack re.
minds him of a March 1992 in-
cident in which a Farms boy
was severely beaten with a
baseball bat by another Pointe
teen following an altercation at
an unsupervised drinking
party.

In his 13 years as an admin.
istrator at South, LeMieux said
he cannot recall another time
when there were two such inci-
dents of this nature in a rela-
tively short period.

Pros and cons

To the Editor:

Sometimes an issue
comes before a board of ed-
ucation that contains more
questions than answers.
Such an issue is to be pre-
sented to the Grosse Pointe
board of education in the
next few weeks, when the
superintendent of schools
will recommend that the
Board vote to separate the
public libraries from the
school district.

Our public libraries have
been under the jurisdiction
of the board of education
for 64 years. In 1973, in an
effort to prevent the draw-
ing of educational dollars
away from the students,
the public libraries asked
for, and were granted, a
separately voted millage
for the support of the pub-
lic library system. In other
words, the public libraries
pay their own way.

Now once again, the
specter of the public li-
braries taking educational

to an increase 40 percent
higher than the rate of in-
flation!

Well, here’s my answer to
that question:

1) What other civil ser-
varnt position has received
a pay raise these past three
years that runs 40 percent
higher than inflation?

2) What other group of
civil servants can consis-
tently flout the law and go
on strikes without being
reprimanded?

3) What other civil ser-
vant holds children “hos-
tage” in that if you don’t
obtain the financial bene-
fits you want, you and the
school board increase class
size or cut back on extra-
curricular activities? In-
stead of cutting back on
administration or trying to
cut back on state-mandated
paperwork, some of which
is never looked at.

Further, you claim to be
losing income because you
drive 40 miles round trip to
work. A couple of years
ago, my employer reorgan-
ized its radio room to save
taxpayers’ money. Now, in-
stead of a 15 minute drive
to work, I now have a 45
minute drive to work, and
it’s 76 miles round trip.
And I didnt receive a 21
percent pay increase these
past three years to compen-
sate me for the extra gaso-
line and vehicle mainte-
nance bills I must endure.

The veteran Coast Guard of-
ficer, followed by two young re-
cruits, climbed the new wooden
steps to the top of the sand
dune.

Same goes for the Cavalier Z-
24 convertible pressed into ser-
vice for the 700-mile journey
from Detroit to this popular re-
sort area and national wildlife
refuge. Chevrolet introduced a
saucy, softtep Z-24 version of
its compact Cavalier, with a
peppy 2.8-liter V-6 engine, back
in 1988. It disappeared for a
couple of years — Chevy was
trying to perfect a Beretta con-
vertible, a project that ulti-
mately failed. Then, like the
migrating birds and butterflies
that stop over on Assateague, a
Z-24 reappeared.

The Z-24 mode! is one of two
Cavalier convertibles in the
1994 lineup. The RS version

(RS stands for “more afforda-
ble”) comes with a base 2.2.1i-
ter 120-hp four under the hood.
A 3.1-liter 140-hp V6 is avail-
able. That engine is standard
on the Z-24. Front suspensions
are the same on both cars. A
cross car anti-roll bar is stan-
dard on the Z-24 rear suspen-
sion and optional for the RS.

The Z convertible looks fan-
cier with its ground effects. It
has an upscale Getrag 5-speed
manual transaxle with differ-

that’s standard on the RS. Our
Chincoteague model Z-24 had
automatic transmission, which,
frankly, isn't nearly as much
fun as a manual even though it

had air, special radio-cassette-
CD player and cruise controt.

Base price for a Z-24 convert-
ible now is $19,995. The equip-
ment group tacked on our vehi-
cle added another $1,285.

Basically, we thought, while
it’s tighter and quieter than
the 1988 Z-24 convertible we've
owned and babied for the past
five years, the car hasn’t
changed much.

sor. As in a favorite vacation
spot, minor change is good.

While we aren’t prepared to
encourage too many additional
tourists to sample Chinco-
teague, we also feel somewhat
selfish in not sharing a few of
its delights. Chincoteague and
Assateague lie side-by-side off
the DelMarVa peninsula. They
are across the shoals northeast
of NASA’s Goddard/Wallops
flight complex, which isn’t near
anything.

If the weather disappoints, as
it is bound to some years,
there's a goed day’s intellectual

workout awaiting you at the
Wallops Flight Facility Visitor
Center. Those familiar with the
history of flight, and particu-
larly with recent shuttle efforts,
will revel in the displays and
information available at this
free “‘museum.” The rest of us
will wonder why we haven’t
been reading the science pages
of our papers and magazines
more carefully. And we'll try to
catch up, usually getting a fac-
tual overload by the time we've
reached the late 1960s.

The road leaving the NASA
visitor center continues over an
expanse of water and swamp,
undoubtedly rich in shell fish
and dinner for nights to come.
There are passages marked
Mosquito and Cockle Creeks
and the Wire Narrows. Bill-
boards and water birds line the
two-lane highway which ulti-
mately crosses a drawbridge
and dead-ends abruptly on
Chincoteague’s Main Street,
not too far from the Roxy thea-
ter where Monday night is bar-
gain night and “The Firm” was
playing.

watching and saving the planet
and enjoying the ocean. The
Corner Book Shop even rents
binoculars or a telescope for se-
rious bug-and-bird watchers.

A few doors away stands the
Chincoteague Ben Franklin
store, probably looking and
smelling much like it has for
decades. Some of the items for
sale may well have been there
that long, being disturbed
every-other year for a new and
higher price sticker. Neverthe-
less, Ben Franklin probably has
at least one of whatever you
need — and you can buy just
one, instead of a dozen in a
shrink-wrapped, computer-
coded package.

The island of Chincoteague is
saturated with small, white,
tired-looking year-round homes,
dozens of motels, a few bed-and-
breakfast enterprises, restau-
rants and gift shops and places
that rent bicycles. Neighboring
Assateague is only partially ac-
cessible by car and there's a
small charge per motor vehicle.

Walking or biking over is free
and recommended, although
the beach is a good hike away.
It always seems like a good
idea until you begin the walk
back. A sign near the beach
parking lot reminds “No public
nudity.”

Along the Atlantic side of
Assateague, fall visitors fly out-
rageous kites, sunbathe and
read, build sand fortresses,
watch the locals fish in the surf
and walk the beach. Between
the restless water and the ever
changing sky, there's always
something to contemplate.

After nearly 20 years of pol-
ite notices and gentle encour-
agement, Secretary of State
Richard H. Austin is raising
his voice to ask motorists to re-
new their driver licenses and
vehicle registrations by mail.

“In this era of catalog shop-
ping and credit card purchases,
it is ironic that motorists would
choose to renew at a branch of
fice over the convenience of re-
newing by mail,” Austin said.
“Yet that is exactly what is
happening. Only one in four
vehicle registrations are re-
newed by mail. ‘

“Tos many motorists fail to
take advantage of this conven-
ient, cost-efficient service even
though renewing by mail
makes sense for them and the
state.”

Renewing by mail is reliable.
Each year, the Secretary of
State’s office mails preprints
renewal notices to motorists 45
to 60 days before their license
plates expire.

To renew by mail, a motorist
simply returns the notice along
with a personal check or money
order, proof of no-fault insur-

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MAC champion Norsemen give Pilots a scare

The records books will show
that Grosse Pointe North’s soc-
cer team lost to defending state
champion De La Salle in a
Class A district final last week.
end, but in coach Guido Regel-
brugge’s eyes the Norsemen
were winners.

“We accomplished everything
we set out to do,” Regelbrugge
said after De La Salle’s Mike
McCarron scored his first goal
of the season with about two
minutes remaining in the sec-
ond overtime period to give the
Pilots a 1.0 victory over North.

“Before we went into the
overtime, I told my kids that
when the game ended some-
body would be very happy and
somebody else would be very
sad. It all depended on who
would get the break, and it
turned out to be (De La Salle).
But our kids went out with
their heads held high and they
showed a lot of class.”

MeCarron scored the winning
goal on a deflection that North
goalie Chuck Schervish, who
played an outstanding game,
didn’t have a chance to stop.

“Their coach (Terry Mu-
khtar) told me, ‘We Just got
lucky,”” Regelbrugge said.
“They never solved what we
were doing, but you have to be
good and lucky. They were
both. The winning goal was a
harmless shot, but it deflected
off a player in front and our
goalkeeper had already commit-
ted the other way. There was
nothing he could do.”

Regelbrugge reached deep
into his bag of tricks for the
strategy to keep the Norsemen
in the game against the Pilots,
who had outscored their first
two regional opponents 11-1.

“Talent-wise we don't even
come close to teams like De La
Salle and Troy Athens, so we
have to find other ways to
equalize the game,” Regel-

brugge said. “We might not
have the talent, but we feel we
can play with any team in the
state. We have to make tactical
adjustments, play hard and
have a total commitment from
the team. That’s what we got
against both Athens (a 2-0 loss)
and De La Salle. I'm very
proud of my team.”

North’s best scoring chance
came on a 40-foot shot by Sean
Schotthoefer that hit between
the crossbar and the goalpost.

“An inch lower and the ball
goes into tne net because the
goalie didn’t move,” Regel-
brugge said. “He thought it
was going wide, but the wind
brought it back.”

A couple of injuries to key
players also hurt North against
the Pilots. Leading scorer Nick
Vercruysse played but was less
than 100 percent because of
bruised ribs. Ajit Sarnaik
played sparingly because of a
knee injury.

“Those are two of our main
midfielders so it makes what
our team did even more re-
markable,” Regelbrugge said.

Earlier in the tournament,
North posted 3-0 victories over
Roseville and East Detroit to
reach the championship game.

The Norsemen finished the
regular season on a high note
with victories over Romeo (2-0),
Lake Shore (1-0) and Anchor
Bay (2-1) to win the Macomb
Area Conference White Divi.
sion championship.

The victory over the Shorians
avenged one of North’s two
league defeats. Vercruysse
scored the winner late in the
contest.

“It was a game we had to
win,” Regelbrugge said. “Once
we lost those two games (to
South and to Lake Shore} we
had no room for error. There
was tremendous pressure on
the kids and they withstood it.
They did an incredible job in

the second half of the season
and in the playoffs.”

The victory over Lake Shore
assured the Norsemen of a tie
for the league title and the win
against Anchor Bay clinched
an outright crown. Vercruysse
scored the winning goal with
about seven minutes left on a
penalty kick. Jeflf Barlow had
North’s other goal.

Vercruysse’s task was espe-

cially difficult because his first
penalty-shot attempt, which
was also good, was disallowed
because a teammate was out of
position.

“It’s a very difficult situation
for the kid, because he doesn’t
know if he should do the same
thing he did the first time and
it’s tough for the coach, too, be-
cause he doesn’t know if he
should let somebody else take
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the shot,” Regelbrugge said.
Regelbrugge said the turning
point in his team’s season was
the Norsemen’s first game with
Anchor Bay. North had a tie
with Romeo and losses to
Grosse Pointe South and Lake
Shore in its previous two out.
ings. The Norsemen jumped out
to an early 2.0 lead, but the
Tars came back to tie the
game. North then scored late in

the contest to pull out a 3.2
win,

“Everything was in their fa-
vor when they tied the game,
but we came back to win and
that changed our season,” Re-
gelbrugge said. “If we'd lost
that game we'd have probably
had a 500 season. Instead we
finished 13-5.1 and two of the
losses were to the No 2 and
No. 5 teams in the state.”

Crosstown battle is all North

The annual crosstown battle
between the football teams at
Grosse Pointe North and
Grosse Pointe South was all
North this year.

Led by a ground attack that
produced a school-record 437
yards, the Norsemen rolled to a
49-0 victory over the Blue Dev-
ils. It was the fourth straight
victory for North in the back-
vard tussle and was the most
lopsided victory for either team.

Fullback Steve Meathe car-
ried 17 times for 204 yards and
scored on runs of two and three
yards. His running mate in the
backfield, Eric Peters, rushed
for 203 vards and had touch-
downs of 38, 20, eight and nine
yards,

“It was an excellent game
played by the entire squad,”
said North coach Frank Sum-
bera, whose team finished 54
and avoided its first losing sea-
son since he replaced Jim
Krucki as head coach in 1981.

The defeat left South, under
first-year coach Mike MclLeod,
with a 2-7 record. Injuries were
a significant factor in the Blue
Devils dropping their last six
games.

It was the second time this
season that North had broken
its single-game rushing record.
Linemen Zac Hubbell, Donny
Tocco, Tom Fennell, George
Christensen and Fred Lovelace

and tight end Reb Dallaire
were instrumental in the record
performances.

It took North only three of-
fensive plays to get its rout
started. The Norsemen stopped
the Blue Devils on downs, then
took over on the North 39. Pe-
ters picked up one yard on the
first play of the series, but
Meathe broke away for a 22
vard gain and Peters followed
with a 38-yard dash into the
end zone,

The Norsemen increased
their lead to 12-0 early in the
second quarter when Peters
capped a 40-yard march with a
20-yard burst around right end.
The drive, which started at the
South 40 when linebacker
Brandon Hacias recovered a
fumble, was kept alive by an
11-yard run by Peters and a 16-
yard pass from freshman quart-
erback Steve Champine to Dal-
laire.

It was three downs and punt
on South’s next possession and
North drove 57 yards in eight
plays, with Meathe going in
from the three for his 16th
touchdown of the season. Key
plays in the drive were a 21-
yard run by Meathe and a 33-
yard pass from Nathan Treska
to Tom Pacquin on a halfback
pass off a reverse.

South picked up a couple of
first downs on its next posses-
sion when Bob Kazma ran for
11 yards and junior quarter-

back Todd Drake hit Steve
Booher for 17 yards at the
South 48, but the drive ended
when Nick Chapie intercepted
a pass and gave North a first
down at the South 44 with 2:17
left in the first half,

Four plays later Meathe
went in from the two and Mark
Brewster kicked the first of his
two extra points to give the
Norsemen a 25.0 halftime ad-
vantage.

North gdidn't slow down in
the second half as senior Em-
mett DeGuvera took over at
quarterback for the Norsemen
and directed four more scoring
drives. North tock the second-
half kickoff and marched 66
vards in eight plays with Pe.
ters scoring from the eight.

The Blue Devils moved the
ball on their first series of the
second half. Drake hit Kazma
for 20 yards and found Browe
Merriweather for a 22-yard
gain and a first down at the
North 10. The Norsemen's de-
fense tightened at that point
and on fourth down Drake
found his receivers covered and
took a seven-yard loss when he
was hit by Nate Pierantoni and
Dave Pierno.

A dead-ball penalty on the
play gave North a first down at
its own six, but it took the
Norsemen only five plays to
cover the 94 yards with Peters
scoring on a nineyard run.

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Bayview keeps producin

Bayview Yacht Club has
long been known for its role in
sponsoring the prestigious Port
Huron to Mackinac sailing
race,

Now it’s also gaining a repu-
tation around the country for
producing some of the top jun-
ior sailors in the Midwest.

“We're proud of the program
we offer to junior sailors,” said
Justin Palm, a Grosse Pointe
Farms resident who is director
of the Bayview Junior Sailors.
“Sailing is a culture with many
different aspects and we try to
give these kids the whole broad
spectrum. We provide in-depth
Instruction, we lecture on tech-

_nique and show them how to
repair boats, among other
things.”

Palm has been involved with
Bayview Junior Sailors for five
years. He started as an instrue-
tor, became head instructor for
three years and last year suc-
ceeded Dean Balcirak as direc-
tor of the program.

“The purpose of Bayview is
to race sailboats,” Palm said.
“That’s why you don’t see a
fancy clubhouse, tennis courts,
basketball nets or a swimming
pool. The kids come here to
learn to race sailboats and
that’s what they do from 8 a.m.

4 p.m. every day of the pro-
gram.”

_ This summer Palm’s staff of
instructors included Steve
Young, Sunny Swarthout and
Brad Kimmel, a]} graduates of
the Detroit Regional Yacht-
Racing Association (DRYA) jun-
ior program.

ayview’s junior sailing pro-
gram is divided into two four-
week sessions, with a week off
for the Port Huron to Mackinac
race.

It's almost like a day camp
for young sailors, but Palm

Most of the Bayview junior
sailors compete in the DRYA
events and others go beyond
that. Bayview had several
DRYA individual champions
and took the club champion-
ship. Crescent Sail Yacht Club
was second in the DRYA junior
program and the Grosse Pointe
Yacht Club was third.

Mike Uznis, Mike Bianco
and Christin Feldman each
competed in national sailing
events last summer and did
very well. Uznis will be the
skipper, Peter Feldman the
crew and Mark Penny will
work the foredeck for the Bay-
view boat that will compete rin
the Junior Match Race World
Championships in Auckland,
New Zealand, later this month.

The Bayview boat is one of
only three from the United
States that will compete in the
race.

For years the only boats used |

by junior sailors were the
flying juniors, doublehanded
boats with a combined crew
weight of 270 pounds. Now
there are optimist dinghys and
lasers for the younger sailors.

“The optimist dinghy is a
sevenfoot boat that’s easy for
the kids under 15 to handle,”
Palm said. “It’s difficult to
make it go fast. The laser is a
little more cumbersome and it
takes more athletic prowess to
handle. It demands a stronger,
more agile individual. The
older kids compete in those.”

Palm, who got his Junior in-
struction at the Grosse Pointe
Yacht Club, became the first
local junior in 25 years to qual-
ify for a national event when
he made it to the junior nation-
als in 1985. He also qualified
for the nationals the next two
years and finished third in
1987.

He started a trend that has
continued for Grosse Pointe

cut. He said that sailing is a
major sport in the east.

“There was a lot of coverage
in the major newspapers,” he
said. “People would come up to
me in school and congratulate
me if we won, or ask, “How
could you lose to that team? if
we didn’t do well.

“Sailing is big in the east,
but we have one of the best
venues for sailing right here,”
Palm said, referring to Lake St.
Clair. “It’s fresh water and rel-
atively clean. The only problem
is our sailing season is only
four to six months long. But on
a beautiful July day, Lake St.
Clair is as nice as anywhere in
the country.”

Goodwill Industries of Greater
Detroit is celebrating its 60th year
and its 46th Antiques Show.

The Children of Men

By P.D. James

The Baroness James of Hol-
land Park has written an un-
usual novel of the future, “The
Children of Men,” which is
likely to stir up some contro-
versy and debate.

The book creates shudders in
its unyielding thesis of what
may take place if, suddenly, no
more children are born. For
some inexplicable reason men
become sterile and women are
unable to bear offspring, all of
which, of course, creates an in-
tolevable situation for an Eng-
land facing certain extinction,

Theodore Faron, an Oxford
don, witnesses, with increasing
dismay, the aging of the popu-
lation with no possible consola-
tion of watching children grow-
ing to eventually assume their
positions in a moribund society.
Scientists race against the
clock to find the solution to this
dreadful dilemma — a dying
culture with no reprieve in
sight. As the population
shrinks, towns and cities
wither on the vine. This creep-
ing decimation greatly affects
civil institutions such as
schools, hospitals, factories,
museums, and libraries.

The Warden of England, the
swrpeme head of the state, is
Faron’s cousin, Xan Lyppiatt,
who rules with a loyal cadre of
government ministers, soldiers,
and police. From his well-
guarded perch in London, The
Warden with iron control over-
sees every aspect of the dwin-
dling life in the country, and
his control is such that people
do not dare disobey his harsh
edicts. Lately Faron has dis-
tanced himself from his cousin
because he does not approvée of
his tyranny and the aloofness
he maintains toward his people,
whom he rules absolutely and
without question.

The novel opens with this
horrifying sentence: “Early this
morning, 1 January 2021, three
minutes after midnight, the
last human being to be born on
Earth was killed in a pub
brawl in a suburb of Buenos
Aires, aged twenty-five years,
two months, and twelve days.”

Continuing in this morbid
vein, Faron adds: “All over the
world nation-states are prepar-
ing to store their testimony for
the posterity which we can still
occasionally convince ourselves
may follow us, creatures from
another planet who may land
on this green wilderness and
ask what kind of sentient life
once inhabited it. We are stor-
ing our books and manuscripts,
the great paintings, the musi-
cal scores and instruments, the
artifacts. The world’s greatest
libraries will in forty years’
time at most be darkened and
sealed.”

Further in his journal, Faron
recalls that “I can clearly re-
member the confident words of
one biologist spoken when it
had finally become apparent
that nowhere in the whole
world was there a pregnant
woman: ‘It may take us some
time to discover the cause of
this apparent universal infertil-
ity.” We had twenty-five years
and we no longer even expect
to succeed. Like a lecherous
stud suddenly stricken with
impotence, we are humiliated
at the very heart of our faith in
ourselves. For all our know-
ledge, our intelligence, our
power, we can no longer do
what the animals do without
thought. No wonder we worship
and resent them.”

The dictator of all England,
The Warden, imposes his rule
upon the aging, declining popu-
lation of his country. Through
the Council of England, he
“had decreed that all citizens
should, in addition to their or-
dinary jobs, undertake two
weekly training sessions in
skills which would help them
to survive if and when they be-
come a part of the remnant of
civilization. The choice was vol-
untary.”

The Warden’s harsh rule also

requires, among other things,
the Quietus, a form of euthana-
sia which encourages the mass
suicide of old people no longer
useful to his regime.

Besides his two volunteer
stints, Faron teaches literature
at Oxford University where,
one day, he notices a new stu-
dent attending his class on Vic-
torian Life and Times with the
subtitle of Women in the Vic-
torian Novel. This is the begin-
ning of his strange association
with Julian, the young woman,
and her husband, Rolf.

With two others, this trio be-
gins a vayage of discovery upon
the barren plains of a dying
England. They are pursued re-
lentlessly by The Warden's
henchmen who follow them
over hill and dale, with no
mercy in sight. The reason for
his persecution is Julian’s preg-
nancy, and Faron realizes that
their lives are in jeopardy. By
clever maneuvers, he finally
leads his hunted band to what
they hope will be a safe haven
for the miraculous birth.

This is a modern-day parable
movingly written by James.
Her novelist’s skill manages to
bring some plausibility to this
somewhat unlikely tale. Her
characters are well-rounded
and give credence to this possi-
bly supernatural birth; we can-
not help but think of the birth
of Jesus.

Tarte Tatin

Tarte Tatin is really an up-
side-down single-crust tart. The
fruit is cooked in a bufter and
sugar mixture in a heavy-bot-
tomed cast iron or tin-lined cop-
per skillet, cooled slightly, cov-
ered with pate brisee and baked
until the pastry is browned and
the sugar and fruit juices are
caramelized. After tart has
cooled for 20 minutes, it is re-
versed on a serving platter. Use
Cortlands or Empire or the
tasty Golden Delicious apples.
1/2 recipe Pate Brisee,

chilled (below)

3/4 cup granulated sugar

3 T water

4 T (1/2 stick) unsalted but-
ter, cut into small pieces

8 medium size tart apples

In an 8- or 9-inch cast iron
skillet (or other ovenproof saute
pan) combine the sugar and
water. Bring the mixture to a
boil, lower the flame, and cook
over medium heat until it be-
gins to thicken and turn am-
ber-colored. Remove from the
heat and stir in the butter.

Halve and core the fruit.
Leaving half an apple for the
center of the tart, quarter the
rest of the fruit and decora-
tively arrange the slices around
the edge of the skillet on the
top of the caramelized sugar,
cut side up.. (Remember that
since the tarte tatin is inverted
after it is cooked, the fruit on
the bottom will be visible when
served.) Place the apple half in
the center. Continue layering
in this fashion until the fruit is
level with the top of the pan. If
the fruit does not completely
fill the pan, the tart will col-
lapse when inverted.

The Pastor’s Corner
Pumping up your
drooping balloon

By the Rev. Robert E. Neily
St. Michael's Episcopal Church -t
Recently I was the recipient of a balloon bouquet.

Balloons are an expression of good wishes on a special
occasion. But soon after the occasion passes, the bal-
loons begin sagging and drooping.

Balloons are like us in many ways. Sometimes we
are up with joy, and sometimes we sag and droop.

A recent hospitalization made me much more aware
of the painful problem of drooping spirits. It is surpris-
ing how easy it is for all of us to get down. How
quickly we can droop, even those of us who are nor-
mally sunny.

What can we do when we are discouraged, down, or
in need of help?

Like us, Jesus knew what it was like to be troubled
and sorrowful. At such times, He surrendered all to
God (“Not my will, but Yours be done” - Matthew
26:39), and He claimed the many promises of Scrip-
ture.

While on the cross, desus quoted Psalm 22:1: “My
God, my God, why have you abandoned me?” The ery
is familiar to us all. But most certainly He knew the
verses that immediately follow: **You are enthroned as
the Holy One; our ancestors put their trust in you;
they trusted you and were not disappointed; they cried
out to you and were delivered.”

As Jesus submitted to God’s will and claimed God’s
promises, God filled His drooping balloon and made
Him a powerful spiritual force.

It is God who holds us steadfast and pumps up our
balloons. Surrender to God’s will is the doorway, and
God’s many promises provide the power.

Remember Terry Anderson, the Associated Press re-
porter who was taken hostage in Lebanon and held for
2,455 days? His balloon drooped for sure. He says he
read the Bible his captors gave him nearly 50 times.
He says he learned something new each time. Some-
thing to sustain him.

He blamed God for his situation. A very human reac-
tion. But through his trying time God taught him ac-
ceptance and peace.

After his release, he was asked how he felt toward
his captors. He came back to one of the promises that
sustained him, to Genesis 50:20: “You meant evil
against me; but God meant it for good.”

When your heart is heavy and your balloon is droop-
ing, seek God’s will for your life, and claim the prom-
ises of Scripture. My prayer is that you will discover
your balloon drooping no longer, but God there along-
side you, pumping it up!

They pick or you pick — apples are alwa

Autumn is a special time of
the year to visit apple orchards
and have the fun of picking the
apples of your choice.

Michigan’s harvest has
brought an abundance of high
quality apples because, accord-
ing to horticulturists, Michigan
has near perfect growing condi-
tion for flavorful apples.

According to preliminary es-
timates, Michigan will produce
the second largest apple crop of
any state in the nation. A re-
cord crop of more than 26 mil-
lion bushels of apples in 1993
has been projected by the
United States Department of
Agriculture (USDA). Many va-
rieties call Michigan home, in-
cluding Paula Red, McIntosh,
Empire, dJonathan, Red Deli-
cious, Golden Delicious, Ida
Red, Cortland, Spy and Rome.
Michigan is noted for being the
leading producer of the Jona-
than apple, yielding one-half of
the nation’s crop.

My first contact with antique
apples occurred recently at the
Mount Clemens Farmers’ Mar-
ket. The sign on one stand —
Altz’s Antique Apples — caught
my attention. It was the stand
of Maynard Altz who, on Fri-
days and Saturdays, along with
other farmers, sells with great
pride the fruits and vegetables
he has grown. I received an in-
vitation to visit his special or-
chard, which is not open to the

public. Amid new subdivisions
on 15 Mile in Macomb County
that- were once part of the fami-
ly’s original fruit orchard is
Maynard’s Antique Apple Or-
chard, named for some of the
old species of apples grown
there.

“I have at least three trees
that are over 100 years old and
every one of them produces ap-
ples,” Altz said. Among the an-
tique varieties in the orchard
are the Wolf River (which dates
back to Wisconsin to 1881); the
Pippin (which dates back to
England about 1830); the
Sheepnose (thought to originate
in Connecticut in the late
1700s); and the Spitzenburg, a
known favorite of Thomas Jef-
ferson which dates into the
1700s and was considered a
fancy apple by early Ameri-
cans.

At one time Altz’ orchard
covered 40 acres, but it was
sold acre by acre in small par-
cels.

In 1989 he sold about an acre
and gave up 100 trees but has
kept 50 trees on his remaining
acre.

A tour of his orchard shows
that by grafting new limbs, it
is possible for a tree to bear
almost 20 varieties of apples.

As we went along, he gener-
ously picked apples for me to
taste — perhaps one was Jeffer-
son’s favorite. Nevertheless, |
found that each apple, because

of its unique flavor, became a
favorite for me. His orchard
was beautiful and abundant
with lush apples. The one re-
maining acre of land yields
about 200 to 300 bushels a sea-
son which Altz sells at the
Farmer’s Market.

The Armada Apple Orchard
on North Avenue in Armada is
open to the public and is owned
and operated by Steve and
Laura Nikkel.

This is a family-run orchard
in which even the children are
actively involved. This orchard
not only has some varieties of
antique apples but its more re-
cent plantings are semi- and
full-dwarf trees which let you
pick all your apples standing
firmly on the ground. Even a
small child could have the fun
of picking apples from these
trees.

Their orchards have 15 vari-
eties of modern and antique
apples.

Besides the fine orchards,
there are other attractions such
as two grown llamas and a
baby llama, hayrides, a fire
with roasted hot dogs, cider,
caramel and candied apples,
pumpkins and mums. They will
take scouts or family groups for
tours and hayrides, but call
ahead and reserve at (313) 784-
8448.

The Nikkel family also has a
stand at the Mount Clemens
Farmers’ Market. Each mem-

ber of the family, including the
energetic grandmother, shows
great enthusiasm over their or-
chard and its fine apples.
Known for their versatility,
Michigan apples have a variety
of uses: fresh snacks, salads,
applesauce, baked, fried, dried
or made into caramel apples,

I am convinced that bridge is one of the great equalizers in this
silly slipping society we live in. Not only is success a prodigious
and admired achievement, but getting there in a manner becom-
ing our culture is equaily as artistic. Wow. If we ever give merit
marks for mediocrity — what a shame. It’s a questionable stan-
dard that is smothering us. Right has been exchanged for wrong.
Passing grades are blandly managed and failure flourishes and is
advanced. Grace has been replaced by disgrace and a “square”
relating to honest and fair (as in “square shooter”) today is a
characterization lampooned by the modern jet set. Slang is
becoming our language and slush, murder and mayhem are the
greatest stimulation to viewing. '

" Thank God for our game: It still has remarkably fine standards
for bidding, conduct and play. Most of those participating are
ladies and gentlemen and this is an exceptionally pleasant cir-
cumstance in which to compete.

Now the diamond queen covered by West’s king and she had her
third entry. At trick (4) the spade jack was allowed to ride, won
by West’s queen who got out with his diamond 10 won by dum-
my’s jack. At trick (6) a spade to declarer’s 10, successfully
finessing East’s king. Next, her club deuce to dummy’s 10 and at
trick (8) the successful heart finesse and the slam was home.

As Rover later said, all it took was trumps two/two; spade
bonors divided; and the red king’s right.

Emily got the last word, however. “True, but it also took a
defensive misplay by West. When I led my diamond queen at

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September home sales reach highest level this year

September home resale activity
soared to its highest level this year,
as low mortgage interest rates and
a wide variety of housing choices
turned house shoppers into buyers,
according to the National Associa-
tion of Realtors.

The seasonally adjusted annual
rate of existing single-family home
sales jumped 15.7 percent from a
year ago to 3.91 million units. This
represented a 2.6 percent increase
from the August revised rate of
3.81 million units and was the
highest pace recorded since Decem-
ber of last year.

“A growing number of shoppers
simply could not resist the tempta-
tion to buy last month, and they
signed their names on the dotted

line. Low interest rates and a posi-
tive expectancy about the economy
clearly have set the stage for prime
home buying conditions,” NAR
president William S. Chee said.

“We're seeing increased buying
activity throughout the housing
market, but most impressive is the
turnout in the first-time buyer sec-
tor, and that spells good news for
those who want to trade up to big-
ger, more expensive homes, because
they now have takers for their cur-
rent homes.”

The association reported that the
general home resale trend this year
has been an upward one, with sales
in the first nine months of 1993 ris-
ing 7 percent from the same period
last year.

Low mortgage interest rates are
an attractive selling point in to-
day’s market, Chee said. The Fed-
eral Home Loan Mortgage Corp.
reported that the national average
commitment rate for 30-year, con-
ventional, fixed-rate morigages
dropped to 6.91 percent last month,
the lowest level since the late
1960s. This compares with 7.11 per-
cent in August and 7.92 percent in
September 1992,

NAR economists predict mort-
gage rates will continue a gradual
decline throughout this year and
next. Existing single-family home
sales, in turn, are likely to continue
benefiting from the favorable fi-
nancing conditions, with a total of
3.68 million home resales expected
this year, up nearly 4.5 percent
from last year.

Last month’s national median
existing singlefamily home price
was $107,700, up 4.1 percent from
a year earlier, when the price was
$103,500. The median is the mid-
point in the price range — half the
homes sold cost more, half cost less.

“Today's report is great news for
the entire economy,’ said NAR
chief economist John A. Tuccillo.
“Strong housing markets have al-
ways had a positive impact on the
whole economic picture. In fact,
nearly onefifth of this nation’s eco-

nomic output has its roots in the
real estate sector, which means the
foundation is there for long-term
economic growth.” .

All regions of the country re-
ported increases in September
home resale activity from a year
ago and from the previous month,
with the exception of the North-
east, which reported no change
from August to September. How-
ever, the 13.2 percent improvement
from September-to-September in
that region, to a sales pace of
600,000 units, indicates that the
Northeast is making obvious prog-
ress in its housing market recovery.

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Greenhouses — or, holding winter at bay

Now that the winter heating sea-
son is upon us and greenhouse
owners are fearfully anticipating
the high cost of heating the green-
house all winter, it might be well
to consider some plusses that might
justify the expense.

Some greenhouse owners make
their greenhouses pay off by raising
vegetables, or at least salad mak-
ings, in the winter. One greenhouse
owner is on record as having raised
$400 worth of vegetables for a heat-
ing cost of $170, If your greenhouse
is attached to your house, it can be
very helpful in keeping the humid-
ity level of the house at a healthy
high.

And, of course, there is the thera-
peutic value of horticulture as a re-
laxing activity, and the aesthetic
value of flowers and ferns to
brighten dark winter days.

Insulation in the greenhouse and
weather stripping around the door
are heat-saving things to do, as is
sealing fan vents for the winter.
You could turn down the thermo-
stat in the greenhouse and concen-
trate on plants that thrive in cooler
temperatures, but whatever the
cost, greenhouse owners maintain
that it is worth it because horticul-
ture is a year-round activity.

One person who firmly believed

this was czar Alexander of Russia
who ruled in the 18th century. He
built one of the most spectacular
greenhouses on record. It comprised
three parallel glass buildings each
700 feet long and connected across
the ends by two more of the same
length.

The whole thing was heated dur-
ing the long, dark Russian winter
by furnaces burning mostly birch
wood. Anyone who has ever tried to
keep even a small building at a
constant temperature for any
length of time with a wood-burning
furnace will wonder why the Rus-
sian people did not have a revolu-
tion then and there.

Going farther back in time, the
emperor Tiberius was proud of the
fact that he could have fresh cuc-
umbers (raised in his greenhouse)
on his table every month of the
year.

In 1619, Solomon de Caus de-
vised a portable greenhouse which
could be set up over the fruit or-
chard at Michaelmas and removed
at Easter, thus producing late-sum-
mer fruits in early spring. In the
16th century, cherries were ripened
many weeks early by the interest-
ing procedure of covering the

" ground around the trees with

trees with hot water.

The chief object of protection
from cold weather in England in
the 17th century was the tropical
orange, the reigning fad among
gardeners of the time, and the or-
angery, or greenhouse, which many
gardeners added to their homes,
was described by John Evelyn as
“a wooden tabernacle with stoves.”

Some orangeries were just high
rooms with big windows on the
south side of the house with extra
heating devices. Insulation was cre-
ated with hay or straw and double
glass in the windows.

In America, by the beginning of
the 19th century, many great es-
tates in Boston, Philadelphia,
Charleston and other cities had
greenhouses much like the ones we
have today. By the time the Vic-
torian era was in full swing, house

plants, especially ferns and palms,
had spread from the confines of the
greenhouse to virtually take over
the entire house.

The Victorians loved house
plants.

“wardian case,” a sort of terrarium
for growing ferns.

The craze for house plants in
great profusion was reflected in
many ways in Victorian life. Still-
life paintings of fruits and flowers,
extravagantly flowered wallpaper
and borders, display pieces of flow-
ers made of feathers, wax or shells
exhibited under glass domes, and
flowered carpets, hangings, chintzes
and embroideries all had their
places in the over-furnished rooms.

Even the architecture of the
house was influenced by this enthu-
siasm. Bay windows were thrust
out from many rooms and sun
porches and cupolas were invaria-
bly fitted with plant stands, wide
sills and fancy shelves for plants.
