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Local support mixed on drive

Two local vets reflect on those
long-ago days of World War 11

Ralph Vigliotti, of Grosse
Pointe Park, and William Sav-
age, of Grosse Pointe Farms,
are two of the many area resi-
dents who served in World War
1L

Vigliotti was a captain in the
U.S. Army and fought in the
Battle of the Bulge.

Savage, a Canadian native,
flew a Spitfire fighter plane for
the Royal Air Force following
the Battle of Britain.

Many men served the United
States during World War II,
but few were in both the Pa-
cific and European theaters.

Ralph Vigliotti was working
for his father’s real estate com-
pany when he was drafted in
August 1941 to serve in the
U.S. armed forces.

Just one year earlier, Vig-
liotti was preparing to head to
Heisinki, Finland, as a member
of the United States Olympic
rowing team. The Soviet inva-
sion of Finland in 1940 forced

the cancellation of the games
that year as most of Europe
was already involved in World
War IL

Vigliotti was sent to Camp
Roberts in California for basic
infantry training and was
scheduled to be shipped to
Oahu, Hawaii, when the Japa-
nese attacked Pear! Harbor on
Dec. 7. He eventually arrived
in Hawaii in January 1942,
where he received jungle train-
ing and pulled guard duty at
various installations near Pearl
Harbor.

He was a staff sergeant in
the 27th Infantry, but had de-
cided to apply to Officer Candi-
date School.

“I was pulled out of my unit
about two weeks before the
27th Infantry invaded Guadal-
canal,” he remembered.

Vigliotti was shipped back
stateside to Edward Arsenal in
Maryland, where he received
mortar and chemical warfare
training. As a second lieuten-
ant he was sent to Texas,
where he checked the qualifica-

tion and training of various
troops stationed there.

“I got tired of that job,” he
said. “T had a tough old general
who used to chew me out. I
guess I didn’t have enough neg-
ative reports for him. So I re.
quested combat duty.”

Vigliotti joined the 86th
chemical-mortar battalion as an
assistant platoon leader and

eventually was sent to Port
Sunlight, Scotland, in April
1944,

Allied troops were billeted in
homes and factories in Seotland
and England to disguise the
size of the Allied forces. Vigliot-
t's unit trained at Stonehenge
in southern England before
crossing the English Channel
into Normandy.

Vigliotti went into Nor-
mandy shortly after D-Day. He
was assigned to the 8th Infan-
try Division in relief of one of
the companies of the 82nd Aijr
borne shortly before the break-
through at St. Lo, when Allied

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Schools superintendent

unveils survival plan
in case of cash crunch

If a system — such as the
Grosse Pointe public schools —
Is an entity composed of several
parts, some more vital than
others, then that system can be
reduced without losing its oper-
ational capability.

That’s the simplified version
of a complex plan unveiled by
Grosse Pointe schools superin-
tendent Ed Shine at Monday
night’s school board meeting.

The plan is called a systems
thinking model — defined as a
principled approach to improv-
ing the system given changing
levels of financial support.

The model is based on years
of research and development by
district administrators and is
being introduced as a way to
prepare for changes brought on

by Public Act 145 and Gov.
John Engler’s proposed educa-
tion finance and reform pack-
age.

Grosse Pointe schools face
the possiblity of losing as much
as 90 percent of its revenues
since the Legislature elimi-
nated property taxes as a
means of education financing.
No replacement plan has been
implemented.

Shine presented the plan,
outlined in a 16-page report, to
an audience composed primar-
ily of administrators and PTO
presidents and members.

“Ever since Senate Bill 1 and
Public Act 145 passed, mem-
bers of the board and myself
have received questions from
teachers, administrators, par-
ents and members of the com-
munity asking what are we
going to do?” Shine said.

“We have been in the process
of developing a model we could
use if something happened to
our revenues.”

The systems thinking model
provides a blueprint for down-
sizing the district — if such a
measure is necessary — that
Shine hopes every school build-
ing in the district will consider
during the upcoming budgeting
process before recommendations
for cutbacks are made.

The model divides the dis-
trict into five performance

areas surrounding the common
goal of student learning. The
areas are: board, superintend-
ent and administration; curric-
ulum and instructional materi-
als; systemwide programs;
classroom instruction: and in-
frastructure.

Each of the areas is then div-
ided into its various functions
within the schoo! district and
those functions are further clas-
sified as either primary core,
extended core or beyond core.
Primary core is defined as the
most vital function in each
area. So, for curriculum and in-
structional materials, primary
core functions would be teach-
ing of reading, writing and
arithmetic; foreign language
and instrumental music would

be considered beyond core func.
tions.

“It is a breakdown for each
area to discern what is most vi-
tal, what is less vital and what
is least vital to the system,”
Shine said. *“We wanted to see
how the system was function-
ing and having looked at the
system in several different
ways, we are going to be ask-
ing the (school budgeting
teams) not to forget what is of
value in this district.”

Teams from each school
building are scheduled to meet
later this month to review and
discuss the plan. In late Janu-
ary, Shine said he hopes the
teams will be prepared to dis-
cuss and make recommenda-
tions for changes to the build-
ing principals. Those
recommendations will be
passed on to Shine and then to
the school board.

Following the presentation,
board members praised Shine
for his research but expressed

concern that non-educators may .

have a hard time understand-
ing the complexities and Jjargon
of the systems thinking model.

“This is not the way we have
dealt with budgeting in the
past,” Shine said. “We are used
to trimming around the fringes,
having not had the potential
for gigantic losses. But the sys-
tem has to respond to the re.
sources available and maintain
the vitality of the schools.”

troops broke out of the Nor
mandy peninsula and began to
sweep across [Prance.

"l was surprised to see that
the Germans  had much
horse-drawn equipment in Nor-
mandy.” he said.

After the breakthrough, Vig
Hotth was sent to Brest, on the
Brittany peninsula, where the
Germans had submarines sta-
tioned,

“We were told we wouldn't
do much fighting” he said.
"We were told o just parade
and show some strength so the
Germans could observe us.”

Vigliotti remembers this was
the only time he saw the Ger
mans Iy the white {lag.

“We captured about -40.000
Germans.” he said. “The battle
lasted over a month and we
were told it would only be a
one-day aflan.”

Vigliotti's outfit, as well ax
most  Allied units, headed to-
ward Germany. He recalls that
on the way British spitfire
planes came close to hitting his
unit.

Vigliotti was then attached
to the +th Infantry Armored
Division with which he went
into Belgium and then into the
Huertgen Forest in Germany.

Vigliotti fought in the Battle
of the Bulge. holding his posi-
tion even after he was told to
destroy his guns and pull out.
He was later commended for
his efforts.

Vigliotts remembered the
Malmedy Massacre in Decem-
ber 1944, when the Germans
killed more than 70 American
prisoners. After Malmedy, he
said the American troops got
mad. and the tide turned
against the Germans.

“We were pushing for the
Ruhr River crossing,” he re-
members. “We could see the
big temple in Cologne.

“l got hit then with shrap-
nel.,” Vigliotti said. “T ignored
it'at first, but 1. had te ga back
to the field hospital.”

He eventually had to go into
a hospital in Paris to have the
shrapnel remeved from his Jeg.

He caughn up to his unit,
which was just about to reach
the Remagen Bridge over the
Rhine River. The Germans had
tried to blow up the bridge to
prevent Allied troops from fol-
lowing them. By the time it col-
lapsed. enough Allied troops
had crossed to push the attack.

As the war was winding
down, Vigliotti was transferred
to the 2nd Division, 9th Infan-
try.

“When this happened, 1 said,
‘that’s enough for me,”™ he
said. "I had enough points.
They discharge you by the
point system and I had enough
to get out.”

A soldier accumulated points
for months in service, service
overseas and decorations. By
May 1945, when he was dis-
charged as a captain, Vigliotti
had served in the Army almost
four years, much of the time
overseas, and had won the
Croix de Guerre and the
Bronze Star.

Vigliotti said he had been re-
luctant to talk about his experi-

“For a long time. 1 didn't
want to talk about the war o
£0 to a war movie,” Vigliott
saud. I had enough of it

Vigliotti went back to work
in real estate and is now semi-
retired. He continued rowing
until two vears ago,

“There is an old Spitfire tied
to the ceiling of the Museum of
Science and Industry in Chi-
cago which flew in the Battle of
Britain,” said William Savage.
“I looked at my old log book
and found out 1 had flown that
plane four times in training
school during the summer of
49

Savage, a native of Guelph,
Ontario, joined the Royal Cana-
dian Air Force in January 1941
and was trained as a single-en-
gine fighter pilot. After his
training, he went overseas to-
ward the end of that vear.

“When I got to England, the
Canadian Air Force did not
have any squadrons formed, so
we were handed over to the
RAF (Royval Air Force),” he
said.

As a flight lieutenant in the
RAF's 74th Squadron, he pil-
oted Spitfires in North Africa,
the Middle East, Italy and back
to England before D-Day. Sav-
age had an opportunity to re-

Jjoin the RCAF, but chose to
remain with the RAF through
the end of his tour.

A tour in the RAF was 200
operational hours. The average
Spitfire flight was about an
hour and a half.

Savage arrived in England
after the Battle of Britain,
which took place between Sep-
tember 1940 and May 1941.

“Most of my flying career
was sparring,” he said. “We
thought we might get into
some heavier fighting at D-
Day. When we were briefed the
day before, we were told there
were about 600 German fight-
ers immediately available. 1
flew four missions on D-Day
and I never saw a German air-
plane. They'd all come out at
night, after we went home.”

During the war, Savage said
the only time the Allies were
outnumbered in air power was
New Year’s Day 1945,

“I was in England at the
time, but the Germans knew

that, on New Year's Day, any-
one who could pick up a glass
of gin was likely to be hung
over,” Savage said. “The Luf-
twaffe were a sea of airplanes
and werve sent over at the erack
of dawn all across Holland. Bel-
gium and northern France.
They went straight for the an-
fields. They destroved hundreds
and hundreds of fighters and
bombers on the ground.”

When he arrived in England,
Savage painted “Mary Mace,”
tfor his wife-to-be, Mary Mec-
Kenzie) on one of his Spitfires.

"When we moved to southern
England, we took over the
planes of another squadron,” he
said. I promptly painted the
name on my new airplane,
‘Mary Mac I1”

“I made a terrible mistake
by bragging about how well the
airplane performed. The CO
(commanding officer) said, ‘I'd
like to fly that one.” That air-

plane yighi now is sitting at
the  bottom  of the English
Channel with the CO still in it.
He was shot down.”

Savage flew only Spitfires
and Hurricane fighter planes
during his tour.

There were 10 different types
of Spitfires, starting with the
1,600 horsepower Spit 1, which
was used during the Battle of
Britain, up to the later model
Spit 10 with 3,500 horsepower.

Though built as fighter
planes, some  Spitfires  could
carry bombs,

“Before D-Day, we had noth-
ing to do.” Savage remembered.
“They strapped bombs on us gl
and had us drop 500-pound .
bombs over France. We had no  off
bomb sights. The only training
we had on how to drop them
was that you wait until the tar-
get was in your gunsight. You
had to be level when you me
dropped it to make sure it for
didn’t slam into your propeller. :
They established all-time vre-
cords for inaccuracy.”

Savage made about
thege bombing runs.

T guess it was a way to keep
us out of the barrooms,” he
joked.

Just before D-Day, convay
patrols kept Savage and the
RAF busy. After the war, he
and another pilot went across
the channel to Abbeville,
France, where the Germans
had a fighter base.

For just a
few minutes, I was a boy
again.”

Savage said that pilots who
flew during the Battle of Brit-
ain are very recognizable.

Three years ago, at the 50th
anniversary of the Battle of
Britain, he met the widow of
Douglas Bader, who was con-
sidered the hero of the battle.
During a tour, a young boy
kept asking his father when he
was going to see a Spitfire.

“Mary told the boy I used to
be a Spitfire pilot, and the
boy’s jaw just dropped,” Savage
said, “He just stared at me, not
saying a word.”

Savage married Mary Mec-
Kenzie after the war and
moved to Grosse Pointe. Now
retired, he worked at Hudson’s
as a manager in the home im-
provement department of the
downtown store.

You thought you were buy-
ing a piece of the rock, but in-
stead you were sandbagged.

Some 360,000 investors who
bought into 650 limited part-
nerships in the 1980s through
Prudential Securities Inc. are
now finding out they will per-
haps receive only cents on the
dollar instead of the allegedly
promised 14 percent to 16 per-
cent annual return.

On Oct. 21 through a Securi-
ties and Exchange Commission
order, Prudential Securities —
“Pru” for short — agreed to pay
at least $340 million in restitu-
tion and $31 million in fines,
but stopped short of admitting
or denying wrongdoing, accord-
ing to a Nov. 8 Business Week
article.

During the 1980s, Prudential
sold $7 billion in limited part-
nerships, including $1.3 billion
in shaky oil and gas partner-
ships sold to 120,000 investors.

Pru Securities and the SEC
have selected an independent
arbitrator to settle investors’
claims. But before signing an
arbitration agreement — which
would make further legal ac-

Rockwell, whose terms expired,
chose not to seek re-election.

Danaher, Kaess and Gande-
lot each will serve four-year
terms. By finishing fourth,
Kneiser earns a two-year term
which ends in 1995.

Rounding out the vote were
Elaine Hartmann with 1,358
votes, Christopher Corden with
793 and Erin Barthel with 744.
John DeHayes withdrew from
the election last month, but it
was too late to have his name
taken off the ballot. He gath-
ered 394 votes.

The Aug. 3 primary reduced
a field of nine candidates to
eight. DeHayes’ withdrawal in
October made it seven.

The Farms elects its mayor
from within the council by a
majority vote following each
election. Berendt, a council-
member since 1987 and mayor
since 1991, was selected by the
council at Monday’s meeting to
remain as mayor and Danaher
was named mayor pro tem, re-
placing Crowley, who chose not
to run for re-election.

I think Lisa
Gandelot and Ron Kneiser will
be good additions to the coun-
cil.”

Gandelot, who finished
fourth in the August primary,
was not surprised with her
third-place finish.

“My goal was io finish
third,” she said. “I am very
pleased with the outcome given
that my campaign came to a
halt iwo weeks ago when I
broke my ankle. I look forward
to serving the residents of
Grosse Pointe Farms and thank
them for supporting me.”

“l would just like to thank
those who have been so suppor-
tive of my campaign,” Kneiser
said.

In the municipal judge race,
incumbent Matthew Rumora

retained his seat, defeating
challenger Eugene Casazza by
a 2,490 to 552 count.

“I'd like to thank the resi-
dents of Grosse Pointe Farms
for supporting me,” Rumora
said. “I will continue to dis-
charge my duties to the best of
my abilities. I would also like
to commend Mr. Casazza for
running a clean campaign.”

Voter turnout in the Farms
was 39 percent, up considerably
from the 23 percent turnout in
the 1991 election, but down
from the 52 percent showing in
1989.

This year’s election also
marked the debut of the Accu-
Vote System in the Farms to
tabulate absentee ballots.
About 25 percent of the 3,236
votes cast on Nov. 2 in the
Farms were absentee ballots
and city officials had the totals
five minutes after the polis
closed. Each Accu-Vote System
cost $5,800. Farms city clerk
Shane Reeside said the Farms
will try to budget funding for
additional systems to help re-
place the 37-year-old mechani-
cal voting machines currently
used.

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He's the greatest — just ask Guinness

Joe Girard was NOT born to
sell cars.

He was born to fail, he said.

His father told him, over and
over, that he was ne good and
that he would never amount to
anything worthwhile.

Instead, Girard became the
world’s greatest salesman. To
prove it, he points to page 149
of the British Master Edition of
The Guinness Book of World
Records, where it says he holds
the alltime record for retail
automobile sales in units: 1,425
in 1973.

Girard includes this and
other achievements on the back
of his business card: most retail
sales in one day (18); most re-
tail sales in one month (174);
most retail sales during his 15-
year career {13,001); honored by
the American Academy of
Achievements with the Golden
Plate Award; nominated for the
Horatic Alger Award by Dr.
Norman Vincent Peale; spoke
on a platform with Peale, Presi-
dent Gerald Ford and the late
Lowell Thomas; purchased the
original 60 millionth copy of
the Guiness Book of World Re-
cords for $82,059.80 and do-
nated proceeds to Save the
Children of the World and In-
termediate Technology.

Business cards are important
selling tools for Girard.

He’s not one to hide his ac-
complishments. His basement
walls are covered — wall to
wall, floor to ceiling — with
awards, plaques, photos of him-
self with famous people, framed
copies of letters from presidents
and celebrities, copies of arti-
cles about himself written for
national magazines, photos of
himself when he appeared on
TV’s “To Tell the Truth” and
“What's My Line” (he fooled
the panels on both shows), pho-
tographs of himself receiving
awards, making speeches, shak-
ing hands, accepting congratu-
lations, and on and on.

achievements. He’s proudest of
the Guinness Book entry, one
he saydt gives him license to
call himself “The Worid’s
Greatest Salesman.”

“My lifetime total is 13,001,”
he said. “I was in the Guinness
Book for 15 years, unbeaten.”

He’s stil unbeaten, even
though he’s not in the latest
edition. “Ten precent of the list-
ings are removed each year,
even if the records are still
standing,” Girard said. “Other-
wise the book would be huge.”

Another source of pride: he
opens a copy of one of the three
books he wrote about salesman-
ship and notes that Norman
Vincent Peale, author of “The
Power of Positive Thinking,”
wrote the introduction, refer-
ring to Girard as one of his
most ins| 1r1ng friends.

Girard sold Chevrolets for 15
years and made himself into
Detroit’s most-hyped, most suc-
cessful, most unbeatable retail
car salesman, breaking sales
records year after year.

“And I sold them one at a
time,” he said. “Belly to belly,
face to face, no fleet sales.”

He’s been interviewed for
dozens of publications — Motor
Trend, Newsweek, Forbes, The
Detroit News, the Detroit Free
Press, Automotive News
even Penthouse, the Globe and
the National Enquirer.

“I kept my clothes on for the
Penthouse article,” he said,
with a smile.

Girard — in a roundabout
way credits his abusive
father for his successful career.

ghetto,” he said.

His father abused him physi-
cally and verbally. “He beat
the hell out of me,” Girard
said.

“My mother was the driving
force in my life. After my
father had beaten me, she
would come down to the base-
ment and tell me that I was
good, that there is something
out there for everyone, that I
could do it. She told me I
should be successful and show
my father he was wrong.”

Girard began earning money
while he was in grade school.
He delivered newspapers. He
shined shoes.

“When I was 9 years old I
made the rounds of neighbor-
hood bars to shine shoes. I
watched people. 1 learned how
to sell,” he said.

“I would get on my knees. I'd
say ‘I'll shine this shoe free.
‘Sure,’ they’d say. Then I'd
charge 10 cents to shine the
other shoe. I got them obli-
gated.

“I left Eastern High School
in the 11th grade. Yes, I went
to college. I went to Street Uni-
versity. 1 had a jillion different
jobs. I was a stove assembler
for the Detroit Stove Co. for a
while. Then when I was about
20, 1 landed a job as a laborer
for a small construction com-
pany.”

The owner, who had no fam-
ily or children, died and left the
company to Girard.

“But I tried to get too big. I
was over-extended. Made a few
bad moves. I lost it all,” he
said.

He had a wife, two kids, no
house, no job and no money for
groceries. He went to a Chevro-
let dealer and asked for a job.
He was turned down, flat.

“I begged him,” Girard said.
“If you give me a desk and a
phone,’ 1 said, ‘1 won’t take any
cusbomers away frgm your. staff

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Palmer & Red
show clout in
city elections

eteran mayors of Grosse Pointe
s ; Park and the City of Grosse Pointe
showed their clout in the annual

city elections last week.

In one respect, the most impressive
showing was made by Mayor Palmer
Heenan in the Park. He ran unopposed
but endorsed two council candidates who
defeated two of the three incumbents
seeking re-election.

After the election, Heenan played down
his role, saying that the two winners, Ste-
phen J. Safranek, an associate professor
of law at U of D Mercy, and Shirley Ken-
nedy, a local Realtor, were simply excel-
lent candidates.

But during the campaign he had also
criticized the incumbents for supporting
the Park district court proposal which he
helped defeat two years ago and for ap-
pointing Daniel Clark to fill a council va-

TR LR

cancy after he lost a re-election bid.

James E. Robson Jr., a two-term coun-
cilman who was defeated along with Bar-
bara L. Miller, had said earlier that the
mayor had “left” him but he had not
“left” the mayor. But the mayor's two
candidates “left” Robson in their wake.

In the City, Lorenzo “Red” Browning
was returned to office as mayor to con-
tinue his more than 20 years of service as
fmayor and councilmember.

It was the second time that Browning
had defeated Myrna Smith, a senior coun-
cil member who had first run against
Browning in 1989, when she lost by a
larger margin than the 257 votes by
which she went down to defeat last week.

With a record number of candidates at-
tracted by council vacancies in both the
City and the Farms, close races were

fought with most candidates campaigning
door-to-door and using plenty of campaign
literature.

In the City, the veteran Dale Scrace
was re-elected handily while Joseph Jen-
nings Jr. and Patrick Petz won narrow
victories over challenger Bettie Ball, who
trailed Petz by only 15 votes.

Incumbent Larry Dowers, who ran fifth,
apparently was the victim of a campaign
criticism of the practice of filling vacan-
cies by appointments shortly before elec-
tions. .

In the Farms, Gail Kaess and John
Danaher were returned to the council
with Danaher leading the ticket. Eliza-
beth Gandelot and Ronald Kneiser joined
them by filling vacancies on the council.
Elaine Hartmann ran fifth and outdist-
anced the other three challengers.

In a quiet election without opposing
candidates in the Woods, Robert E. Nov-
itke was returned as mayor without oppo-
sition as were Woods' councilmembers
Jean Rice and William W. Wilson.

In easy contests against their challeng-
ers, Municipal Judges Kirsten Frank in
the Park and Matthew Rumora in the
Farms also were returned to office.

Overall, however, incumbents fell to
challengers more often than in most
Grosse Pointe elections, with two council-
members upset in the Park, and one los-
ing in the City.

With 10 women running in the three
Pointe elections, five won and five lost.

A woman incumbent and a woman
challenger won both in the Park and the
Farms,

Overall, the caliber of the candidates
was exceptionally high, and the commun-
ity owes them all, losers as well as win-
ners, a debt of gratitude for helping in-
form the people about the issues.

They also deserve public credit because
neither councilmembers nor mayors are
paid in the Park, City and Shores, while
only token payments are made to those
officials serving the Farms and the
Woods.
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he annual financial report of the

I Grosse Pointe School System that

appeared in Oct. 28 issue of the

Grosse Pointe News deserves the careful
study of all district taxpayers.

In effect, the financial report card
shows that the great bulk of the district’s
revenues came from local sources, with
state and federal funding and other
sources such as interest making up a mi-
nor portion of the total.

The report emphasizes what really is at
stake in the Pointes as the Legislature
ywrestles with proposed substitutes for the
\repealed school property tax which had
formerly financed the major share of the
schools’ budget.

The current outlook is that the schools
are likely to suffer a substantial loss in
state revenue regardless of which plan
the Legislature adopts, although the dis-
trict apparently will get the privilege of
voting itself a bit more than 7 mills in
additional revenues.

The uncertainty over the future finane-
ing of the district’s schools already has
been translated into layoffs of six admin-
istrators, effective June 30, 1994, al-
though the layoffs can be rescinded if new
revenues permit.

As the report shows, the schools were a
business financed by $60,448,781 in reve-
nues in the year ending last June 30, as
contrasted with revenues of $55,993,082
in the previous year.

By far the largest single share of the
$53,848,922 in expenditures went for
teachers’ salaries, which is not surprising
in a labor-intensive industry.

Nor is it surprising that the dispute
over renewal of the board of education’s
contract with the teachers union, the

The range this past year was from the

like all teachers, would be eligible for ad-
ditional longevity pay after 11 years of
service.

While the sums involved are huge,
Pointers know from experience that the
cost of maintaining a top-grade educa-
tional system is high.

But it also is & cost that Grosse Pointe
taxpayers have been willing to pay for
years not only to provide a quality educa-
tion for their children but to help main-
tain the comrunity’s property values.

The question now is whether the Legis-
lature will produce a statewide solution
that will enable the Pointes to maintain a
system with its present high educational
quality.

Local and state factors are often more
controlling than national issues in such
contests, but the GOP is gleeful and the
Democrats disappointed at six elections
that could also dim Clinton's 1996 re-
election hopes.

_If you don't believe that poli-
tics is now dominated by im-
ages rather than facts, read the
profile of David Gergen, the
cwrent top image maker in
Washington, in the Oect. 31
New York Times magazine.

Gergen, now burnishing
P.resident Clinton’s image in
his role as counselor to the
president, has confessed to hav-
Ing been a Democrat and a Re-
publican before evolving into
what he says he now is, an “in-
dependent voice” that is “mod-
erately right of center.”
 Gergen is one of an increas-
ing band of Washington politi-
cal experts who switch back
and forth between news media

and government posts, a prac-
tice frowned on by professional
newspeople when I served as a
Washington correspondent
years ago.

In his comments to Michael
Kelly, a staff writer for the
Times magazine, Gergen seems
to regret “that the people who
are in the business of govern-
ment and the people in the
punditry business are almost
co-conspirators” who “are feed-
ing off each other.”

The image maker thinks that
what has happened to the pres-
idency and to Washington was
inevitable, but reporter Kelly
has another explanation.

“The empty exercise Gergen
now deplores is not simply the
product of historical forces nor
merely the result of of the irre-
sistible rise of news-media
power,” Kelly writes.

“It is also the conscious de-
sign of a small group of smart,
purposeful men — advertising
men and scriptwriters and
pollsters and strategists — who

worked over a period of two
decades to invent a new type of
presidency, one that would be
primarily defined,” he con-
cluded, by TV.

Image makers also are invad-
ing Michigan and Detroit politi-
cal markets, but, fortunately,
have not yet made their ap-
pearance in the Pointes, so far
as we could judge in the recent
municipal elections.

Kelly says, however, that
Gergen did not invent any of
the big ideas or techniques of
the image-age presidency. But

he was in the Nixon White
House at the beginning of the
change, and “almost inconspi-
cuously grew toward the great
role to which he now aspires —
wise man of the age of image.”

I'm not yet ready to concede
that Gergen has achieved that
goal even though he is an intel-
ligent and hard-working man
with great charm, but I think
Kelly did not put sufficient em-
phasis on another factor that
explains the rise of the image-
makers.

Most informed observers con-

cede that television now has

become the chief informer of

the public on national and in-
ternational affairs, bui that,
like radio, it has great diffi-
culty in covering and explain-
ing ideas.

As a consequence, national
TV has taken a page from
Time magazine’s book to tell
the story of political ideas and
developments in terms of per-
sonalities. In Washington one
personality towers over all the
rest: the president of the
United States.

Thus, the president becomes
the darling of TV and usually
occupies center stage in the
news shows while Congress and
its 535 members get short
shrift indeed.

True, opposition leaders
sometimes play supporting
roles to help create the image

of Capitol conflict, but | seldom _

see my own congressmen on
the tube except in a local show

or lhis own re-election commer-
clal.

In recent years we've learned
about spin merchants who tell
the presidents how to talk to
the people through the news
media, but the Times review
should alerf us to the dangers
of image making to the theory
of democracy.

The success of Gergen and
his cohorts means that people
are responding to the spins that
are being put on the “facts”
distributed for public consump-
tion, “facts ” which often fail to
reflect the reality about the
man in the White House or the
programs he espouses.

Unless more light is cast on
this shady side of the Washing-
ton street, I fear this country
could be in even deeper trouble
than it already faces.

2 star teachers speak out

* Readers call:

 Some readers are unhappy
‘about my anti-teachers’ union
sentiments. Sheesh, I'm not
against the union — if it wer-
en't for salary gains attributa-
ble to unionization, Bob and I
would be selling matches on
the corner.

But I think the union — and
school people in general — are
defensive and refuse to concede
that there could be anything
wrong with American schools.
Now, all this criticism about

. teachers and salaries and poor

performance isn’t made up out
of whole cloth. There’s a basis
for it.

Here’s what one man has to
say about American public
schools:

“Schools and schooling are
increasingly irrelevant to the
great enterprises of the planet.
No one believes any more that
scientists are trained in science
classes or politicians in civics
classes or poets in English
classes. The truth is that
schools don’t really teach any-
thing except how to obey or-
ders.”’

That man was John Taylor
Gatto, Teacher of the Year in
New York City in 1989, 1990,
and 1991, and in New York
State in 1991. His remarks
were published in newspapers
at the time; I found them in
“Teenage Liberation Handbook:
How to quit school and get a
real life and education” (Grace
Llewellyn, 1991).

Or, in a more upbeat vein,
Michigan’s own Teacher of the
Year, Robert Van Camp of the
Utica schools: -

“I want to open (students’)
minds to worlds of opportuni-
ties. . . I like to engage them,
make learning real, interesting
and practical,” Van Camp is
reported as saying. “If there’s
one thing I've learned in my
years teaching, it’s that all
children learn differently. I
used to stand up in front of the
class and lecture the same way
I was taught until I realized 1

was missing so many kids that

way.”
What isn’t being said is how

{

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different Van Camp is from
many other teachers — and
how much kids would benefit if
he were typical.

Last week the U.S. Depart-
ment of Education reported
that the public school system
fails the smartest students —
by dumbing down textbooks
and teaching to the average (or
lowest common denominator).
We know that, we all know it,
yet even in education-conscious
Grosse Pointe, the classes for
gifted kids keep running into
charges of elitism.

Yikes.

My old friend, Doris Cook,
called with a specific complaint.
Cook is the retired head of the
Grosse Pointe teachers’ union
— and she just hates it when
people say, as I did, that unions
protect marginal teachers.

“The union is required by
law to defend union members,”
she said. “Tenure is really only
due process. People used to be
fired for their religion, for
being seen in taverns, even for
getting married. The tenure
law forces the administration to
state clearly why an employee
is being dismissed.”

As for administrators (and
the public) frustrated at being
made to retain mediocre or
marginal teachers, Cook insists
that’s purely because the ad-
ministrators haven’t done their
job.

“We win more cases on pro-
cedure than we ever do on sub-
stance,” she said. “If an admin-
istrator is doing his stuff, he
will have constructed the paper
trail.”

And for people who are still
upset about marginal teachers,
Cook points out that the new
tenure law now requires four
years of teaching before tenure
starts, Not that she personally
thinks that’s an improvement,

_AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING CABLE TELEVISION RATE
“ © REGULATIONS CONSISTENT WITH REGULATIONS
* + ADOPTED BY THE FEDERAL COMMUNICATIONS
COMMISSION PURSUANT TO 47 USC S543(b).

The City of Grosse Pointe ordains:

Sec.1. The City of Grosse Pointe adopts by reference rules of the
Federal Communications Commission set forth in Subpart N (Cable
Rate Regulation) of Part 76 (Cable Television Service) of Chapter I of
Title 47 of the Code of Federal Regulations regarding the regulation
of cable television rates for basic service and associated equipment, as
amended.

Sec.2.  After a cable operator has submitted for review its existing
rates for the basic service tier and associated equipment costs or 2
proposed increase in these rates, the clerk shall publish a public notice
of the rates and costs giving interested parties, including the cable
operator, a reasonable opportunity to file written comments which
shall be available in the office of the Grosse Pointe City Clerk for
public inspection and copying during normal business hours.

Sec.3. The City of Grosse Pointe adopts by reference procedures
set forth in 47 CFR S 0.459 regarding confidential business
information submitted by a cable operator in a rate regulation
proceeding.

Sec.4. A cable operator which willfully or repeatedly fails to
comply with a rate decision or refund order directed specifically at the
cable operator shall be subject to a monetary forfeiture not to exceed
$25,000 for cach violation or each day of a continuing violation not to
exceed $250,000 as determined by the City Council for the City of
Grosse Pointe following the procedures set forth in 47 USC SS
503(2)(D), (3)(A) & (B), (4)(A), (B) & (C) which the City of Grosse
Pointe adopts by reference.

Sec. 5. Acopy of the rules and procedures adopted by reference in
this ordinance are available in the office of the Grosse Pointe City
Clerk for public inspection and copying during normal business
hours.

Sec. 6. In the event of a conflict between this ordinance and a cable
television franchise, the provisions of this ordinance shall prevail.

ORDINANCE NO. 285

On October 4, 1993 and on October 18, 1993 the City Councils of the City of Grosse Pointe Farms and
the City of Grosse Pointe, (the “Cities”) respectively; enacted a uniform Cable Television Regulatory
Ordinance, Ordinance No. 320 and Ordinance No. 285, respectively, (the

“Ordinance”). As authorized by

1991 Public Act No. 182, being Section 117.3(k) of the Michigan Compiled Laws, the following
summary of the Ordinance shall serve as official notice of its enactment and is submitted in lieu of
publication of the full text of the Ordinance. True copies of the full text of the Ordinance are available for
inspection or photocopying at the Offices of the City Clerk, City of Grosse Pointe Farms, 90 Kerby Road,
Grosse Pointe Farms, Michigan 48236 and City of Grosse Pointe, 17145 Maumee Avenue, Grosse Pointe,
Michigan 48230.

The construction, installation, maintenance and operation of one or more cable television systems
within the Cities require the grant of a franchise by the Cities to the cable operator(s). The Ordinance sets
forth certain procedural and substantive requirements that must be satisfied in connection with the grant
of any such franchise. The City Council must approve the specific terms of any proposed franchise. Once
a franchise is granted, the cable operator must comply with the terms of a written franchise agreement and
the Ordinance, as well as applicable state and federal laws and regulations.

The Ordinance represents a joint effort on behalf of the Cities of Grosse Pointe, Grosse Pointe Farms,
Grosse Pointe Park, Grosse Pointe Woods and Harper Woods. (An existing cable television franchise
operates within the combined geographic boundaries of these five cities.) It is anticipated that each of
these five cities will adopt the Ordinance. The Ordinance will become effective on January 1, 1994, or on
such later date that three of the five cities have adopted the Ordinance. The existing cable television
ordinances for Grosse Pointe Farms (Ordinance No. 241, enacted January 21, 1980, as amended) and
Grosse Pointe (Ordinance No. 204, enacted October 8, 1979, as amended), will be repealed upon the
effective date of the new Ordinance.

Any franchise granted under the Ordinance will be nonexclusive, and multiple franchises may be
granted. The duration of each franchise will be as set forth in the applicable written franchise agreement.
A franchise fee must be paid to the Cities in an amount set forth in the applicable franchise agreement.
Franchises are subject to renewal in accordance with applicable federal and state regulations. Any
proposed fransfer of a franchise is subject to approval by the City Council under certain conditions set

forth in the Ordinance.

The Ordinance contains specific requirements pertaining to the design and construction of cable
television systems. The written franchise agreement may contain additional requirements, mcludt_ng those
pertaining to the capacity of the system and periodic upgrades to the system. The Ordinance requires each
cable operator to comply with detailed consumer protection and service standard§ set forth in the
applicable franchise agreement. The Advisory Board established under the current ordinance to monitor
the operations and policics of the cable system is continued under the new Ordinance.

The Ordinance sets forth certain remedies available to the Cities, including the possible revocation of
the franchise, in the event of an operalor’s violation of its franchise obligations. The Ordinance includes
reporting, insurance, indemnification and security requirements pertinent to the operator’s franchise

obligations.

The Ordinance permits the Cities to regulate cable television rates and charges as provided under
applicable law.

The Ordinance contains certain nondiscrimination requirements and describes certain rights of
individuals that each cable operator must recognize.

The Ordinance establishes criminal misdemeanor penalties (a'ﬁne of not more than $500 or not more
than 90 days’ imprisonment or both) for any unauthorized physical connection to any franchised cable
system, any willful damage, destruction, removal, obstruction or interference with any franchised cable
system, or any unauthorized modification to cquipment connected to a cable system so as 1o induce
receipt on an uncompensated basis of cable service for which the operator has established compensation

rates.

He got the job and sold a car
the first day. "I begged this
customer to buy the car,” he
said.

Three years later, Girard was
the No. 1 retait car salesman.

His secrets for success are no
longer secret, since he’s written
three books about salesman-
ship: “How to Sell Anything to
Anybody,” published in 1977;
“How to Sell Yourself” in
1979; and “How to Close Every
Sale,” in 1989.

One of his secrets is in a
frame on his basement wall.

“A good rule: Keep your
troubles to yourself and make
people believe you are having a
wonderful time.”

Girard believes in projecting
an upbeat, friendly, accepting
attitude to all customers, at all
times. It’s like acting, he ad-
mits. But it’s business.

“If you don't like yourself, it
comes through in your face,
your voice, your gestures,” he
said.

Business cards are important
to Girard. He never shakes
hands with anyone, anywhere,
without offering his business
card. The card itself is printed
with more than his name and
phone number. It lists his
awards and achievements. It
includes a photo of himself, pic-
tures of the Guiness Book of
World Records and the three
books he wrote, a list of books,
cassettes and videos he sells,
and one of his faverite quota-
tions: “The elevator to Health,
Happiness & Success is out of
order — you’ll have to use the
stairs — one step at a time.”

The extra printing costs are
worth it, he said, noting that a
good salesman keeps his name
in front of potential customers.

Girard keeps an extensive
card file of customers — former
and potential. Each time he
speaks to someone, he takes
notes for his file — number of
children; hobbies; wife’s name;
what kind of car he drives; his
likes and dislikes; whatever

calls and mailings and is care-

ful to personalize his messages. -

He sends mail to past and
potential customers — birthday
cards, Valentine’s Day cards,
Happy New Year cards — a
card every month.

“In a plain envelope, without
a return address,” he said. “A
different kind of envelope each
month. My mail gets read. It
doesn’t get thrown away.”

He developed what he called
the birddog system to get old
customers to recruit new cus-
tomers who would ask for Joe
Girard by name when they
were ready to buy a car.

Each person who purchased a
car from Girard got a stack of
business cards. If a new cus
tomer returned a card with the
birddog’s name written on the
back, and the customer pur-
chased a car from Girard, Gir-
ard sent the birddog a check for
$25.

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Dependability — word coined to descrzbe early Dodges .

When Chrysler Corp. ac-
quired American Motors in
1989, several strands of auto-
motive history that began with
William Durant’s creation of
General Motors in 1908 and
eventually involved all the Big
Three auto makers were
brought together and neatly
tied.

When Durant decided he
could sell Buicks and used
Buick as the base for his em-
pire building, he put a bright
young associate from his car-
riage business, Charles Nash,
in charge of Buick. Later, he
moved Nash to president of
General Motors and hired a
railroad mechanic and mechan-
ical wizard named Walter P.
Chrysler to head Buick.

Durant’s Wall Street adven-
tures, of which Chrysler never
had approved, caused Durant to
be ousted by a group of Eastern
bankers in 1912. With charac-
teristic elan, Durant formed a
car-making firm with Louis
Chevrolet. But he couldn’t
work with Durant and quit the
firm just as the Chevrolet cars
began to sell well. With profits
from Chevrolet, Durant bought
up enough GM stock to regain
control in 1916.

Durant’s first act was to fire

Nash, whom he felt had be-
trayed him by working with

the Eastern bankers. Nash took

over the ailing Jeffrey Motors,
which became Nash, then
Nash-Kelvinator and in 1954
merged with Hudson to form
American Motors.

His second act was to give
Walter P. Chrysler a raise.
Nash, no spendthrift, had paid
Chrysler $50,000 a year to run
Buick. Durant had heard that
Chrysler was making a bid to
take over Packard and he of-
fered him $500,000 a year to
continue at Buick. Chrysler
stayed.

After Chrysler resigned from

GM in 1920, he agreed to man-

age the financially troubled
Willys-Overland. While there,
he put together an engineering

i

team under Fred Zeder, who
had been with Studebaker,
which developed an advanced,
high-compression engine.

As Willys-Overland returned
to financial health, the bankers
who had drafted Chrysler for
the job asked him to do the
same for Maxwell, a Detroit
auto maker which was in seri-
ous difficulty. Chrysler bought
the Willys engine plant and
Zeder’s engine for Maxwell and
began building a new car at
the old Chalmers plant in De-
troit.

Several models of this Max-
well, which had the name
“Chrysler” on it, were shipped
to New York for the 1924 auto
show. But because the car had
never been sold as a production
model, it was not eligible for

This was bad news, because
Chrysler was not only looking
for sales orders, he needed fi-
nancing. He showed the cars in
the lobby of the Hotel Commo-
dore and manned the exhibit
himself, selling a number of
cars and securing from Ed
Tinker, president of Chase Se-
curities, the financing he

- needed.

“It was the only way I could
get away from him,” Tinker
later joked of his wise invest-
ment in the super salesman
and his car.

Later that year, Maxwell-
Chalmers was reorganized into
Chrysler Corp. Detroit had its
Big Three.

“Dependability” is a common
enough word today, but it did
not begin appearing in diction-
aries until the early ’3Cs. It
was a word coined by the men
who sold the cars that John
and Horace Dodge began build-
ing in late 1914.

Letters trom buyers of those
early Dodges praised the car’s
power and rugged construction,
but their most consistent com-
ment was that the car could be
depended upon. It did not take
Dodge marketing people long to
begin talking about the car’s
“dependability.” (The word was
coined by Theodore MacManus,
who also wrote the famous
“penalty of leadership” ad for
Cadillac.)

The Dodge brothers were leg-

endary figures in the early auto

industry. Born in poverty in
Niles, Mich., they amassed
enormous fortunes building
transmissions for the Curved
Dash Olds and engines for Ford
Motor Co.

They were stockholders of

Ford Motor Co. and John was a

vice president of Ford. They
would regularly offer improve-
ments to Ford cars — until the
Model T. The Model T was
Ford's baby and he would
brook no tampering with it.

John and Horace Dodge were
famous for their saloon esca-
pades, drinking and roughhous-
ing. The public announcement
that the Dodges would build
their own motor car was made
at a party in Detroit’s fashiona-
ble Book-Cadillac Hotel, capped
by John Dodge marching up
and down the banquet tables,
darkening the hatl by smash-
ing light bulbs in the chande-
liers with a cane.

But “dependability” de-
scribed the Dodge brothers in
their business dealings as well
as their cars and they were just
as well known for their integ-
rity as for their escapades.

for French 75 and 155 cannons,
which were the backbone of the
Allied artillery effort in World
War 1. Secretary of war New-
ton D. Baker called on John
Dodge. '

Dodge told Joffre and Baker ¢
that if the French provided his
firm with accurate blueprints
and left the project entirely to
Dodge management, the mech-
anism could be produced in any
quantity desired. Joffre and
Baker did not think it was pos-
sible to mass-produce the mech-
anism and so informed Dodge.

“The hell it isn’t,” Dodge
said.

“1 am not accustomed to
being spoken to in that kind of
language,” said Baker.

“The war would be a hell of
a lot better off if you were,”
Dodge shouted back. “Do you
want us to do this job or don’t
you?”

The Dodges did the job and
after the war the French gov-
ernment awarded the Legion of
Honor to John Dodge and his
8,000 workmen.

The Dodge brothers had their
differences and quarrels, but
through most of their lives they
were inseparable and they were
in death also. They died within
a year of each other in 1920.

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Jean Harris looks at prison reform from the inside

Jean Harris came back to Grosse
Pointe last Thursday and observed
that her former home had not
changed much over the years.

Not nearly as much as she had.

“If you want variety in your
life,” she said, “go to jail.”

A sell-out crowd of 400 people
Zathered at the Grosse Pointe War
Memorial to hear the former
Grosse Pointe University School
teacher and onetime Farms resi-

dent speak on a subject she is
uniquely familiar with: prison re-
form.

Convicted of the 1980 murder of
Dr. Herman Tarnower, Harris was
released earlier this year from the
New York state prison system af-
ter serving 12 years of a 25-year
sentence.

New York Gov. Mario Cuomo
granted Harris clemency, citing
her work with other prisoners and
their children, but Harris was cer-
tain that the massive letter-writing

campaign initiated by her friends
was the deciding factor.

“Gov. Cuomo received more let-
ters on my behalf than on any
other issue in New York state,”
she said. “He was happy to see me
go and I was happy to oblige.”

Harris’ work on behalf of her fel-
low inmates didn’t stop when she
was released. She travels the coun-
try, lecturing on the needs of
women in prison, the hopelessness
of their future and the toll it takes
on their children.

Those children became a special
focus for Harris while she was in
prison. She joined forces with a
prison counselor to establish par-
enting classes which not only
taught inmates how to be better
parents, but also worked with the
children to convince them that
they truly were loved and were not
forgotten, even if they could not be
with their mothers.

It was hard to imagine Harris —
in her two-piece sweater set, pearls
and perfectly coiffed hair signing
copies of her books — playing bingo
with inmates from the prison psy-
chiatric unit on Friday evenings,
using toiletries furnished from the
outside by her loyal friends as
prizes,

“These women don’t need
prison,” Harris said. “These are
the women found wandering the
streets, sleeping in doorways.
When they are released they are
given a coat, dress, shoes and $40,
but no options.

“They are usually back within
the week.”

Of equal concern to Harris is the
physical health of prisoners.

“Not only are prisoners preg-
nant, but they also suffer from TB
and congenital syphilis,” she said.
“One in five prisoners today is
‘ HIV positive.

“But the biggest surprise for me
was the number of inmates who
suffered seizures. I'm convinced
they are caused by all the physical
abuse they endured as children.”

Harris believes that an abusive
childhood is the common thread
that can be identified in prison

A sell-out crowd of 400 people,
mostly women, came to the War
Memorial last Thursday to hear
Jean Harris discuss prison reform.

But not everyone was pleased
that Harris had been invited to
speak.

“We received some calls protest-
ing Mrs. Harris’ talk,” said Barbara
Denler, director of programming fo
the War Memorial. “Some peopfe
were not happy that we had invited
her, but not one of them even left a
name. I didn’t feel it necessary to
respond to anyone who Wwouldn’t
identify himself or herself.”

A number of people who attended
the luncheon before Harris’ address
said they knew her when she lived
in the Farms, while others knew
her from news accounts of her life.

“T've continued to read about her
over the years,” said Marie Bergeon
of Grosse Pointe Park. “It’s such an
emotional story.”

“T agree,” said Ann Dingeman of
the City of Grosse Pointe. “And
while there is a curiosity about her,
I also think she will give a very

{honest report on prison reform.”

populations. This is why she is
such an advocate for parenting
classes for all prisoners, male and
female.

“I believe that prison reform
should begin with adequate prena-
tal care for all children,” Harris
said. “The number of physically
and emotionally abused children
being born is a national disgrace.

“We have too many young child-
ren entering school who are al-
ready primed for failure.”

Harris now lives in northern
New Hampshire, in a remote river-
side cabin that she bought sight
unseen while in prison and fur-
nished with items she bought at a
friend’s house sale.

“I wanted to live in a place
where [ wouldn’t be looking in
someone else’s bathroom window,”
she said. “I wanted a place where I
could walk the dog without a
leash.”

But these days she is more likely
to be on the lecture circuit than at
home in New Hampshire, re-
minding her audiences that what
affects one segment of society af:
fects us all.

“Our laws and our government
are not in sync with the way peo-
ple live today,” she said. “It makes
for such confusion among our child-
ren.

“We have to do a better job of
educating our children, especially
our daughters.”

Harris, however, harbors no
myths that everyone can be helped
or every problem solved.

Nor does she hold any myths
about herself.

A member of the audience ap-
proached Harris to say that she
considered Harris her hero.

“You need to find another hero,”

Harris quietly responded.

but “The Remains’ just isn't

(Warning: The following re-
view may upset people who
have awaited this film for a
year. I know it upset me.)

I wanted to like this film, I
really did. Ever since I read
Kazuo Ishiguro’s moving novel
“The Remains of the Day”
more than a year ago I have
been one of its biggest fans. I
told everyone I know who likes
to read that “Day” is a book of
uncommon power, a story that
will grab you and give you
something to think about long
after you finish it.

I never could understand
why everyone didn’t agree with
me.

Then I saw the movie.

Now I know IPll be in the
minority because “Remains” is
a Merchant Ivory Production —
they’re the guys who brought
us the E.M. Forster series “A
Room with a View,” “Maurice”
and “Howard’s End.” All three
films sent critics to their the-
sauri looking for new adjectives
to describe them. “Room” and
“End” earned, between them,
17 Academy Award nomina-
tions.

“Remains” will most likely
follow in their footsteps. This is
the kind of film critics will
love. This is the kind of film
that attracts nominations like a
magnet.

But it’s also the kind of film

that the average moviegoer will
leave wondering what the crit-
ics saw. Kind of like my
friends’ reaction to the book.

The story begins in 1958
when Mr. Stevens (Anthony
Hopkins), a very proper English
butler, is given leave by his
employer to take a vacation.
He décides to visit a former
housekeeper, Miss
(Emma Thompson), who has re-
cently written a letter he inter-
prets as a plea for her old job
back.

Along the way he thinks
about his relationship with
Miss Kenton, his former em-
ployer who Stevens idolized but
who later came to be reviled by
his countrymen for wartime ac-
tivities. He comes to realize
that his life was based on a
faulty principle, that of duty
and honor.

And it was that duty which
kept Stevens from acknowledg-
ing his feelings of love for Miss
Kenton because it is undigni-
fied for a butler and a house-
keeper to carry on. It was that
duty which kept him blinded to
his employer’s goings on and
how it led to the rise of the Na-
2is and World War I,

The movie is undeniably
beautiful to look at — Darling-
ton Hall is a stunning piece of
architecture, nestled among

green rolling hills in the En-
glish countryside. The rooms
are put together so beautifully
and with such realism (one as-
sumes, never having been in an
English manor) that you almost
feel at home among Lord Dar-
lington and his servants.

But the film shines light on
the novel’s only failing — at
times it's too slow.

When reading, one can skip
over some parts and wallow in
the sentimentality, but at the
theater we have to sit through
everything at director James
Ivory’s pace and it's just too
slow. At two hours and 15 min-
utes the film runs too long.
And it’s treated with a very
English pair of kid gloves, held
at an arms length, as though
it’s saying, “This is classic liter-
ature, it’s good for you, so pay

Of course the acting is Oscar
caliber and will probably get
nominations for Thompson and
Hopkins — who teamed up in
last year's terribly-dull-but-
critically-acclaimed “Howard’s
End.”

In the end, the length of the
film is what works against it.
The final scenes when Stevens
and Miss Kenton (now Mrs.
Benn) finally meet again after
20 years of being apart, are

but with “Oh good, this is al-
most over.”

I haven't checked, but my
suspicion is that you might be
able to read the book in less
time than the movie takes to
tell the story. But you’re sure
to find the book more reward-
ing.

Guest conductor David
Alan Miller, abetted by pian-
ist Alicia Delarrocha,
brushed aside any thoughts
that a concert of all pro-
grammatic music is inevita-
bly light in nature.

Not only did they perform
five highly pictorial works
with depth and interest, ma-
estro Miller demonstrated
with his selections that there
is immense variety in this
broad category.

The program was also fun
from the start as the orches-
tra performed the “Oh Lois”
movement from Ann Arbor-
based composer Michael
Daugherty’s ‘‘Superman
Suite,” a work inspired by
the recent 50th anniversary
of the quintessential Ameri-

can comic strip.

It has the air of contempo-
rary comic book heroics and
science fiction with eerie
whistles and percussion
sounds from gongs, triangles
and the whip. But it cap-
tures, as well, the tongue-in-
cheek spirit. Yet there are
substantial musical values,
themes and developments
that suggest the identities of
the various characters faced
by Superman and his double
identity relationship with
Lois Lane.

The brief selection only
whetted the appetite to hear
the rest of the suite.

The diminutive Delarro-
cha who followed is a titan
at the piano and at her abso-
lute artistic best with the
music of her fellow Span-
iards.

“Nights in the Gardens of
Spain’ by Manuel De Falla
is fanciful both in the scenes
it represents and its musical
style. She gave it an elegant
feeling, weaving a web of
magic in lberian melodies
and harmonies. Her second
solo, “Rhapsodia Sinfonica,”
by Joaquin Turina has more
mystery, which she filled
with moments of suspense
and lyricism.

Guest conductor Miller
was more than ready to
meet the challenges of lead-
ing an unfamiliar orchestra
and accompanying De-
Larrocha. He achieved
smooth ensemble with her
expressive performance
while never relinquishing
his own command of the or-
chestra and always main-
taining the spirit of the mu-

sic throughout the orchestral
segments,

He brought out highly ex-
pressive phrasing and dy-
namics that fulfilled the ten-
sion and excitement of the
romantic score.

Interesting contrasts were
provided in the second half
with Leonard Bernstein’s
suite from the film score for
“On the Waterfront,” and
Aaron Copeland’s suite from
which he created his ballet
“Billy the Kid.” Considering
that this added a film score
and an American ballet to
the comic strip suite and

As we were leaving the port
of Hood River, Ore., it was dis-
covered that one of the crew
members had missed the ship
— literally. There on the wharf
stood one very embarrassed
young lady, shopping bag dan-
gling from her hand.

Despite strong winds, Capt.
Travis Stephens nimbly nudged
the bow of the “Spirit of '98"
right up to the dock and sev-
eral of the deckhands hauled
her over the bow.

“Try to do that on a big
cruise ship,” said another crew
member,

This past week I sailed on
the “Spirit of '98,” the new
flagship of Alaska Sightseeing/
Cruise West, and was reminded
of all the reasons that I prefer
this very special way of travel-
ing. The “Spirit of '98” is 192
feet long. Some say “ships” be-
gin at 200 feet, but I think
that’s nitpicking. Stephens calls
her a “boat” rather than a
“ship” because “she can go
where ships can’t.”

This, of course, is one of the
primary reasons for sailing on
a4 small vessel. Qur itinerary
was the Columbia and Snake
rivers. We boarded in Portland
and traveled through sections
of Washington, Oregon and
Idaho. The “Spirit of ’98” is the
largest cruise ship sailing on
these waters, which were first
explored by Lewis and Clark.

Built in 1984 to resemble a
turn-of-the-century steamboat,
the “Spirit of '98” can carry
just 101 passengers in 49 cab-
ins. This particular week we

Small-ship cruising has its rewards

had only 68 people aboard,
which made it easy to meet
everyone before the week was
over. Before it was acquired by
Alaska Sightseeing last spring,
it was the “Victorian Empress”
operated by St. Lawrence
Cruise Lines in Canada.

The smaller the ship, the
fewer the public areas. In this
case, the “Spirit of '98” has
only four: a spacious lounge, an
elegant dining room, a tea
room and an open sun deck
with tables, chairs and chaise
lounges on the bridge deck.
They were more than sufficient.

The Grand Salon was intro-
duced to us this way: “Welcome
to your living room for the
week. Make yourselves at home
and feel free to hang out here
whenever you wish.”

And that is precisely what
we all did. Coffee and tea were
available at all times. There
was a player piano. It would
not be unusual to find, at any
one time, several people cwled
up in armchairs with news-
papers or books (the ship car-
ries a very nice collection on
the Pacific Northwest), others
wrapped up in a bridge game,
while still others were standing
at the wide front windows dis-
cussing the passing scenery.
The ever-cheerful bartender,
Mark Ronk, dispensed mixed
drinks, made espressos, cappu-
chinos or caffe lattes as well as
serving free soft drinks.

The Klondike Dining Room
was quite gracious, decorated
in restful mauves trimmed
with lots of ornate mahogany.
With the exception of an on-
deck barbecue and one brunch,

all meals were served individu-
ally. The quality was excep-
tional. For breakfast it was
either the feature of the day
{pancakes, quiche, waffles and
such) or eggs to order. Lunches
were varied and often eaten
ashore. For dinner, we had a
choice of either a meat or sea-
food entree. Choices included
rack of lamb, prime rib, stuffed
pork chops and flank steak on
the meat side, while the fish
choices included sauteed scal-
lops, poached salmon in saffron
sauce, calimari picatta and hal-
ibut poached in parchment.
They also turned out an assort-
ment of vegeterian plates, sal-
ads and special diet meals.

Soapy’s Parlour was a nifty
little room behind the dining
room that hardly anyone both-
ered to find — a great corner
for quiet reading or jotting
postcards. I holed up there with
my laptop computer to do some
writing. It was designed to be
an intimate bar, but the cruise
line soon observed that it did
not need two bars and now
only uses the room to occasion-
ally serve afternoon tea.

The sun deck, about half of
which is covered, was popular
whenever the weather was
good and was a perfect site for
the barbecue (the salmon was
grilled to perfection). There was
no fitness center and the decks
were not big enough for long
promenades, but the sun deck
offered a stationary bike and a
stair-climber for those who
wanted a little workout.

All staterooms were outside
and fairly small, most around
10-by-10, not including the

Problem: We don’t know what
color or style of hardware to use on
our white kitchen cabinets?

Solution: Here is the “wizdom”
as far as the color is concerned,
keeping in mind that contrast al-
ways draws attention.

“At the end of 1995, the produc-
tion of CFC-based refrigerants
ends, and the availability of CFCs
will be limited and expensive,” ex-
plains Heyward Dortch, chairman
of BOMA Detroit. “We must take
action now to avoid the shortages

Fire safety begins with preven-
tion. Because fires can start easily
and spread quickly, your best de-
fense is to know and practice the
do’s and don’ts of fire safety.

Protecting yourself and your fam-
ily from potential fire hazards can
save your lives. The safety experts
at Underwriters Laboratories Inc.
(UL), the organization that has
evaluated products for risk of fire
and electrical shock hazard for
nearly 100 years, recommends that
you and your family avoid potential
fire hazards by practicing the fol-
lowing fire safety steps.

Conduct a fire safety audit of
your home:

® Keep flammable items away
from hot surfaces such as an oven,
fireplace, space heater or barbecue
grill.

* Always follow the manufactur-
er’s instructions exactly for the safe
use of electrical appliances.

¢ Never overload an electrical
outlet or extension cord or run elec-
trical cords under rugs. An exten-
sion cord should not be covered or
exposed to anything that will raise
its temperature.

Place UL listed fire extinguishers
in visible and accessible places: the
kitchen, the hallway, the garage
and workshops. The UL mark
means that samples of the fire ex-

* Inspect your fire extinguishers
regularly to keep them in proper

¢ Because smoke can put you and

¢ Test, clean and maintain your
smoke detectors as instructed in
the owner's manual.

¢ Develop and practice emer-
gency escape drills with your fam-
ily.

* Establish a meeting place away
from your home where you and
your family can safely gather.

Driver caught
in the act

Unaware that a Grosse
Pointe Woods police officer was
watching on Nov. 6, an intoxi-
cated mototist driving on Mack
slammed into a stopped car and
then attempted to drive away.

As the officer prepared to
stop the driver for driving with
defective equipment, he saw
the driver swerve and crash
into the back of a Dodge Aries
stopped at a red light in the
northbound lane.

The impact caused the Aries
to spin around and wind up fac-
ing south on Mack. The Dodge
driver was not injured. The
Oldsmobile driver, however,
was thrown into the windshield
and knocked over to the pas.
senger side of his car. After a
moment, the driver sat up,
pulled his car away from the
wreckage and continued driv-
ing north on Mack.

With emergency lights flash-
ing, the officer attempted to
stop the driver, who drove a
short distance, pulled to the
curb and then jumped out of
the car. After a brief foot chase,
the officer tackled the driver
and placed him in handcuffs,

When back-up officers ar-
rived at the scene, the driver
told them that the arresting of-
ficer had kicked him in the
mouth. Because the motorist
was bleeding from the mouth,
officers could not administer a
field Breathalvzer test and took
him to St. John Hospital for a
blood alcohol test.

The administrator is also re-
sponsible for seeing that all
city codes and ordinances are
enforced, and to recommend
and administer the city budget,
as well as recommend to the
city council ordinances he
deems necessary.

Themas’ contract is for two
years, with periodic perfor-
mance reviews. His salary is
370,000 for fiscal year 1993
1994, His predecessor Philip
Belcher’s salary for fiscal vear
1992-1993 was $66.000.
Thomas said. But there proba-
bly would have been a raise for
Belcher if he had staved at his
job.

Thomas received a master's
degree in public administration
from Central Michigan Univer-
sity in 1978. In order to earn
the degree, he had to study
everything from management
to statistics to computers.

There is no return clause in
the contract, so if for some rea-
son the council decides to let
him go, Thomas can’t resume
his old job with public safety.
