to be on the ballot at least 70
days before the election III

ballot proposItlOn on Aug 26.
CommISSIOncouncIl Ben Wash
burn admitted that the commIS-
sIOners dId not see the final
proposal until the day they
voted on It

Ible on your tax return (Form
1040) for the year the casualty
occurred Even some thefts and
losses on deposits from a bank-
Iupt finanCial mstltution may
be deductible However, 1f you
receIve msurance or other reim-
bursement, It WIll affect any
deductIOn you could take

If the loss happened m an
area the preSIdent has desig-
nated a disaster area, then you
may be able to file an amended

Opinion
Will \Alomen
imperil GOP
on Nov. 8?

Early public opinion polls and prI-
mary results offer evidence that
women voters are less inclined

than men are to support what they re-
gmd as rlght-wmg GOP policIes.

E\-en Gov John Engler, who supports
conservative policIes but encourages the
belief he is a moderate conservative, is
not getting the backmg from Michigan
\\ omen that he gets from men

A poll in MIchIgan last week showed
tl1-1t Engler is leading Democratic chal-
lenger Howard Wolpe by 23 percentage
pomts among men - but only by 2 per-
centage points among women.

However, the Engler campaign quickly
Il'<lcted to that challenge, as well as to
the recent criticism by Helen MilhkE'n,
Illfe of the former GOP governor, with a
football tactic, "a good offense is the best
defense" and the way to victory Nov. 8

It orgamzed a "Women for Engler" coa-
litIOn and sent women GOP candidat~s
and Engler administration appointees
fanl1lng out around the state to offset the
poll findmgs and any contentions that

Engler is not pro-women.
Perhaps a broader GOP policy division

occurred m Minnesota where the RepublI-
can governor, Arne Carlson, last week
beat back a strong primary assault on hIS
re-electlOn hopes.

Carlson easily defeated a right-wmg
candidate, Allen Quist, a farmer and
former legislator, who had earlIer won
the endorsement of the Minnesota Repub-
lican convention

In Mmnesota's primary, regular Repub-
licans found Quist was too extreme and
re-nommated Carlson Quist is a right-to-
life supporter who, when hIS pregnant
first WIfe died in an auto accident eIght
years ago, had the six-and-a-half-month
old fetus dIsplayed alongside her In an
open casket.

Of special concern to Minnesota women
was Quist's repeated campaign comment
that men have a "genetic predisposition"
to be the heads of their households

On the other hand, Carlson, as a pro-
choice, pro-gay-rights incumbent, has his

critics even among Republicans who
dIdn't support Quist.

Yet the Christian Coahtlon obVIously
oven-eached before the primary in hstmg
Minnesota as one of the 18 states m
which it claimed to be "dommant."

But the religiOUScoalition has won sub-
stantial GOP support in states in the
South, Southwest, Midwest and even the
West.

In Virginia's highly publiCIzed state
GOP conventIOn, controlled by the rIght
wmg, Ollie NOlth was endorsed as Its
candIdate for the U.S. Senate.

He IS the former GOP White House
staffer who was convicted of lying to Con-
gress about the Iran-Contra affair, al-
though the conviction was later over-
turned on appeal.

In fact, the Wall Street Journal earher
had reported that some national GOP
stldtegists all:: concel'nt:d about the divl-
sion in their party over SOCIalissues.

"If social issues, on a litmus-test baSIS,
are made the defining issues in the Re-

publican Party, we are doomed," was the
comment from former GOP National
Chairman RICh Bond quoted by the WSJ.

Nationally, the GOP stIll is seeking the
support of the ChristIan Coalition, WIth
many of Its prospectIve 1996 presidential
candIdates speaking at the orgamzation's
annual "Road to VICtory" convention in
Washmgton last weekend.

A DetroIt Free Press story indICated,
however, that the Coalition's leaders are
trying to move beyond thelr anti-abortion,
anti-gay rIghts positIOns into such main-
st"eam Issues as taxes, crime and health
care.

In additIOn, two GOP leaders, former
Vlce.President Dan Quayle, who is con-
sldermg a presIdential race in 1996, and
WIlham Bennett, former education secre-
tary, who recently decIded not to run,
also counseled the conventIOn not to dwell
heavIly on emotional social Issues such as
homosexuahty. Other speakers, however,
made no effort to soften conservatIve so-
cial pOSItIons.

GOP Gov Engler IS not as far to the
nght as QUISt, although he supports the
right. to-life movement on abortion and I'e-
lated issues. But he also faces critIcism
from MichIgan women about education,
the closing of the Lafayette Chmc and
other social issues

AI:>the Ivhchigan publIc opllllOn poll m-
dicates, SOCIal issues sometimes dIvide
famihes, and they sometimes can and do
seriously diVIde pohtIcal parties, too.

That question, however, was answered
by Mark Weber, preSident of the War
Memorial, who said experience has shown
that fund campaigns for organizations
such as the War Memorial do better the
larger their own endowments are.

For those who who want to figure their
own school homestead taxes, the superm-
tendent suggests multiplying the current
SEV by .0145679 The formula for a sec-
ond home or other non-homestead prop-
erty is to multIply the cun-ent SEV by
.024200.

VIdual taxpayers involved can tell how
much more the sales tax hIke WIll cost
them -- or even how much they will lose
to the federal government from the net
loss m federal deductions resultmg from
the tax ShIft.

They came from far away places and every state m
the country.

Thirty.nine thousand came to Atlanta this summer
for the National Lutheran Youth Convention of the
Evangelical Lutheran Church in America. Twenty
from St. Paul Lutheran were participants in this mass
gathering.

My "clenli.kit" was handed over to this one who ex-
pressed a need. It never made it to the opening wor.
ship service. It was never distributed through a partic.
ular agency. But it got into the hands of one who
needed it and was grateful for receiving it.

Over the next several days, we were challenged and
enlivened to be a caring, just and loving church. We
were challenged by powerful voices, sermons, Bible
studies, and inspiring music to make a difference in
the world, to be a witness, "to be alive in Christ "

The youth were reminded that they are an impor-
tant part of the church today. We, as adults, need to
hear this and to welcome with encouragement their
enthUSIasm, their gifts and their witness. As the letter
to the Ephesians reminds us: "There is one body, one
spirit and many gifts."

In the power and love of Christ we are united. We
are united so that we can make a difference for the
needy and homeless in Detroit and Atlanta, the hun.

Q. I live in a three-bedroom home
and am currently unsuccessful m
restormg my beautiful rugs to theIr
onginal nap. The two problems I
confront are stubborn furniture
mdentatlons and the aftermath of
ammal urme I don't particularly hke
to use furmture leg protectors because
they're unsightly. As for the other
problem, I try to clean UF the aCCident
With a carpet shampoo as fast as
possible Do you have any suggestIOns
I can use to bring back my rugs'
onginal beauty?

A. Let's start WIth the weighted
Impressions that your furmture leaves
on the rugs You would be doing
yourself a big favor by moving your
furniture a little to the left and right of
the onginal pOSItIons every time you
vacuum. Another method 18 to probe
at the crushed nap of the rug with a
shghtly blunt object Simply swirl thiS
object at the pressed-in spot until you
loosen It fairly well Next, carefully
hold your iron about I/2-Inch high
from the rug and engage the steam
button ThIS procedure generally
relaxes even the most hard pressed
indentations

Bemg an animal lover myself, I
guess even the best tramed ammals
WIll have an aCCIdent at one time or
another You are wise to clean the spot
Immediately However, you should
try to blot the area with paper towels
first and then proceed to clean up With
the carpet shampoo or cleaner Allow
to dry thoroughly Then vacuum
again

Generally, white vmegar sprayed
onto the spot or mixed m With the
cleaner Will dispel the odor so that the

pet is not tempted to relieve itself m
that spot agam Also, there are special
commercial pet stam cleaners
available in pet stores. These contaIn
enzymes which break down the
chemical composition of the stam and
also ellmmate the odor

If your home IS heaVily carpeted, it
may be a wIse Idea to Invest In a
steam cleaner They are generally
available now for less than $100. I
have one and I use It two or three
times a year on my rugs The steam
cleaner deep cleans the rugs and also
brings up the nap Best of all, the cost
of the steamer more than pays for
Itself when you factor in what you
might have spent renting a machine
or havmg the chore done by
professionals Smce the day my Wife
brought home that machme, I've had
no regrets (and clean rugs)1

Q. I have a 1971 moblle home
and have a chIp m my smk I need
to know whether It can be repan ed
I've tned to match the pamt. but
can't get the fight color The colm
IS harvest gold and war:, used on a
lot of appliances yeals ago No one
seems to have thiS pamt In stock I
called the company that sold the
applIances but they don't have the
pamt to match either

If I remove the old smk, VoIl! a
new one fit m Its place? It has a
metal rmg around the smk and
measures 17" by 32" Should I use
the metal nng on the newly pur
chased smk?

A. It IS more than hkely that you
won't be able to match the exact
touch up pamt for your chIpped
smk Consldenng the age of your
mobIle home, I could only guess
that the smk IS also as old BeSIdes
matchmg the con-eet pamt, you
would also have to conSIder repair-
mg the depth of the ChIp first The
repaIr Job doesn't always hold and
WIll eventually hft off the surface
of the smk's base

I would recommend your latter
suggestIOn and go ahead and re
place that old smk Smce you have
already contacted the applIance
manufacturIng company, you
should InqUire about a replacement
smk They wlll be able to accommo-
date whatever style you select, In.
eludmg provldmg a kit WIth parts
Be sure to ask the company you
are calling about all that IS neces
"ary In replacmg yoUl "mk

As part of an effort to control leafy
spurge (EuphorbIa esula L.), an exotJc
and mvaslve plant spreadmg 10
MIchigan's pasture lands and natural
SItes, the MIchIgan Department of
Agnculture (MDA) IS releasmg 2,000
leaf-eating beetles at two SItes III the
northern part of the Lower PerunsuIa,
SB1dGordon Guyer, MDA director

Guyer SBld U.S. Department of
Agnculture (USDA) testmg and
research shows the three species of
European beetles to be used have been
shown to be highly selectlve for feedIng
on leafy spurge rather than other plants

The adult beetles attack the weed
by feedmg on the leaves and shoots,
whIle the larvae cause even more dam.
age by mlnmg the roots, thereby dis-
ruptmg the plant's ablhty to absorb
and use mOIsture and nutnents. These

actions effectively weaken the plants,
allOWIng native plants to compete

Leafy spurge is a perenmal plant
native to Europe and AsIa It was accI-
dentally mtroduced mto the Umted
States In the early 1800s and has
spread over more than 25 million
acres, mostly m the northern great
plains area. In Europe and Asia,
enough natural enemIes have devel-
oped over time to control leafy spurge.

The plant grows In dense clumps
Wlth one or more shoots comIng from a
woody root crown In summer, the
weed reaches 3 feet In height, develop.
mg a cluster of yellow flowers WIth
large. round greemsh yellow bracts.
Because of Imtabng chemicals In the
weed, cattle and horses generally don't
graze on it and even avoid nutritious
forage gJ'Owing nearby. In addition,

thIS aggressIve weed WIth its prolific
root system tends to crowd out native
grasses and forage in roadSIde ditches,
fence rows and pastures It has also
become a threat to some of MIchIgan's
dehcate dune enVIronments

Currently thIS weed IS common m
parts of the Upper Pemnsula and the
northern part of the Lower Pemnsula.
The MDA program program WIll help
reduce the weed's current range and
its spread into other agncultural and
Wild land areas

"ThIS is an attempt to gain natural,
long-term, bIOlOgical control of thiS
exotic nUIsance plant," SBld Guyer.
"The bmlted, short.term effecbveness
of herbicides along WIth enVIronmental
concerns and costs underscores the
need to pursue additional methods of
pest management"

ThIs release IS one of three intro-
ductions by MDA for 1994. Earlier thiS
month, 10 cooperation WIth the USDA,
biolOgical agents were released for con
trol of spotted and diffuse knapweed
In addition, MDA recently partJClpated
WIth the MIchigan Department of
Natural Resources (DNR) In the
release of leaf feeding beetles for con
trol of the wetland weed called purple
Ioosestn fe

The beetles released for leafy
spurge control were reared by the
USDA In Bozeman, Mont Smce 1985
releases have bPen made In approxI'
mately 15 states and several Canadian
provinces. The beetles are VIgorously
screened and tested to avoid negatIve
Impacts on agriculture and native
plants. Approval of theIr release has
been granted by the USDA

accidents occumng can be reduced "

Planning for safety IS especIally
important in homes that !Delude small
chIldren or physically challenged
mdIvlduals, or 10 homes WIth elderly
adults who may be 10s1Og strength,
eyeSight or motor coordInation skl1ls

The National KItchen & Bath
ASsoclalIon (NKBA) has produced a
set of guldehnes for deslgnmg a safe,
funcuonal bathroom The rules cover
all aspects of the deSign. from floor-

As mentioned above, sups and falls
are the most common bathroom aCCI-
dents To help prevent falls, NKBA
recommends that shp-reslstant sur-
faces be speCIfIed both In the
tub/shower and In the area Immedi-
ately outside the fixture.
