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Pointer on health care: ‘It ain’t over till it's over’

Teresa Brooks has more than a
passing interest in health care
reform legislation being de-
bated in Washington.

As a lawyer and director of
National/International Health
Care Practice for the law firm
of Dykema Gossett, Brooks
closely monitors the many bills
introduced by Congress in re-
sponse to President Clinton’s
call for health care reform.

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Hospital, Brooks described
some of the possible effects
health care reform could have
on medical ethics related to pa-
tient treatment and care.

“Cost will become a factor in
medical decisions,” she said.

Brooks described this as a re-
sult of 30 years of government
involvement in health care de.
livery.

“Health care in this country
is really a product of the Great
Society programs begun by
Lyndon Johnson,” she said.
“And the foundation of those
programe during the ’60s was
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health care at any cost.

“During the "70s we began to
look at cost containment. And
in the '80s managed care be-
came a factor, which said that
the physician’s decision is not
always the final one. In the
"90s cost of health care will be
the major issue.”

Brooks said health care and
its delivery systems are a sig-
nificant portion of the Ameri-
can economy.

“Health care is one seventh
of the American econemy,” she
said. “It provides millions of
Jjobs ranging from physicians to
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housekeeping staffs and in-
volves hospitals, universities
and public health departments,

“And 18 percent of payroll
costs go toward health care, so
even if you are not in the
health care business, it is still
ar economic factor. Health care
touches so many facets of the
American economy. Even to-
bacco farmers are affected.”

And while some government
programs such as Medicare
have proven successful, Brooks
claims that it is because they
are not subject to the vagaries
of Congress.

In keeping with recent tradi-
tion, Grosse Pointe Shores last
week selected its village clerk
to fill a council vacancy.

Dr. Ronald P. Laskowski,
who resigned Sept. 20 as clerk
to assume the trustee position,
was unanimously approved by
the remaining Shores trustees
to succeed James T. Wright,
who died of a heart attack June
12.

Wright, who was the village
clerk before Laskowski, was
picked to fill the spot on the
council after then-president
Edmund M. Brady Jr. resigned
in June 1993. Current presi-
dent John Huetteman I suc
ceeded Brady and Wright filled
Huetteman’s spot on the coun-
cil.

Cameron Piggott, an attor-
ney with Dykema Gossett, was
chosen as the new clerk.
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makes improvements within
the district. The loan or bond is
paid off when the city collects
property taxes. The increase in
property tax revenue resulting
from the civic improvements is
used to pay off the improve-
ments. Any extra money is
banked for future civic im-
provements.

The Park, through TIFA and
Downtown Development Au-
thority districts, has completed
a number of civic projects in-
cluding placing brick sidewalks
along Kercheval, purchasing
new street lights and making
home improvement loans avail-
able to residents in the TIFA
district.

A DDA district is similar to
a TIFA district, except that it
makes improvements to busi-
ness, as opposed to residential,

The $208,000 will allow the
city to completely repair the
Wayburn alley, Krajniak told
the council. That means remov-
ing the concrete, repairing the
sewer lines and then replacing
the concrete. This will make
flooding less likely, and make
it easier for residents to park
their cars. Wayburn residents
gain access to their garages
through the alley.

The contract was awarded to
Guardian Enterprises. Krajniak
said the company has done
work for the city in the past
and performed satisfactorily.
The next-lowest bid was from
Arky B. Construction at
$218,000.

The project is expected to be-
gin shortly and Park officials
hope it will be completed by
the end of the year.

Wish becomes reality

Having overcome an identity
crisis and funding obstacles,
the Grosse Pointe Public Li-
brary can finally get back to
the business of being a library.

The success of last week’s
millage election officially estab-
lished a district library system
for the Pointes and a portion of
Harper Woods. Voters cast
3,304 yes votes and 1,226 no
votes to establish a 1.7-mill per-
manent tax levy to support the
new library system.

The millage election was the
final step in a five-part process
of separating the public library
from the governance of the pub-
lic school system.

Both school and library ad-
ministrators are elated with
the election outcome — and sur-
prised by the election-day tur-
nout.

“The community support was
very good and we are grateful
for the efforts that helped turn
out the vote,” said John Bruce,
president of the library board of
trustees.

Bruce said he was pleased
with the turnout. There are
about 40,000 registered voters

within the school district
(which shares the same bound-
aries with the library district).
Of that number, about 10 per-
cent cast ballots. While that
may not seem like much, it
was slightly higher than the
turnout for last June’s school
board election in which 3,300
voters turned out at the polls.

“If you think about the time
of year and that it was a spe-
cial election, it’s a significant
turnout teo support the li-
braries,” Bruce said. “It speaks
well of the value the commun-
ity places on its library.”

With funding firmly in place,
Bruce said the district library
board must now work on estab-
lishing a budget for 199596,
setting the necessary tax levy
to support the budget and set-
ting longterm goals.

Bruce said the board is also
looking inte the possibility of
placing the library tax on the

Evolution
of library

Since 1922, the Grosse
Pointes have had some type
of library system. At first,
small library stations oper-
ated by the Wayne County
Library were scattered
around the neighborhoods.

In 1929, the Grosse Pointe
Board of Education approved
the establishment of a li-
brary to serve the entire
school district. In 1939 the
Park branch moved to Pierce
Middle School from the base-

ment of the municipal build-
ing.

The Woods branch opened
at Parcells Middle School in
1949. Other smaller
branches, including the City
branch, located in what is
now the Neighborhood Club
Thrift Shop, and the Shores
branch, located in the now-
demolished Vernier School,
were closed.

By the mid-1940s, there
was a need for a central
branch. After considering
several sites and collecting
contributions in the amount
of $300,000, and receipt of
large bequest from Dexter
M. Ferry Jr, the school dis-
trict secured the Kercheval
and Fisher site and broke
ground in 1951,

The new Central Library
opened in 1953.

Before school finance re-
form threatened the relation-
ship, Grosse Pointe was one
of 33 school districts in Mich-
igan that operated a public
library. Following the pas-
sage of Proposal A last
March, school districts could
no longer levy a separate tax
to support a public library.

Since then, many school
districts around the state
have sought other methods
of funding for their libraries,

After several months of
research and discussion, the
school board began the pro-
cess early this year of estab-
lishing a district library.

In April, the Harper
Woods Library Board
adopted a resolution support-
ing the district library agree-
ment. In May, the Harper
Woods city council, in a 4-3
vote, adopted a resolution in
favor of the plan.

In June, the school board
approved the plan, followed
by final approval of the docu-
ments by the Library of
Michigan. The final step was
the voters approval of a mil-
lage to support the library.

The district library in Au-
gust adopted a $2.6 million
budget for 1994-95 which in-
cludes a onetime transfer of
$2.4 million from the school
system.

The agreement between
the Pointes and Harper
"Woods was in accordance
. with state law, which re-
quires governing bodies of
all municipalities affected to
. approve the establishment of
* a new library district.
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munity. The first thing the
board will deal with is creating
a vision in terms of our priori-
ties, improving library services
and beginning negotiations
with the librarians’ union.”

Schools superintendent Ed
Shine said he also is pleased
with the election outcore. The
school district had r_¢n discuss-
ing and researching v ¢ issue of
library governance for a num-
ber of years. Proposal A, which
eliminated the public school
district’s ability to levy a sepa-
rate millage to support public
libraries, forced Grosse Pointe
schools to.come up with a new
source of funding, he said.

“We've been working on this
for a long time and it’s nice to
see this,” Shine said. “The
seeds were planted in 1988
when we started talking about
governance. The issue was set
aside to discuss and when the
(bond proposal to build a new
library at Brownell) failed, the
commitment to revisit the gov-
ernance issue was made.”

brary business, Shine said he
and the board of education look
forward to continued coopera-
tion with the library.

“There will still be circula-
tion of materials between the
public library and the school
system library and we hope to
continue to capitalize on tech-
nology opportunities as they
arise in the future,” he said.

As part of the district library
afgreement, the public library
will lease for five years the two
branches at Pierce and Parcells
middle schools. The Central Li-
brary building and property
was transferred to the owner-
ship of the library board of
trustees as part of the district
library agreement. If the i
bhrary board decides to move
out of the building, Shine said
the ownership will revert to the
school system.

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Have some fun — bend a little

I think distortion gets a bad
rap in photography. We usually
try to eliminate it from our
photographs. We want build-
ings straight, horizons level
and faces locking normal.

But there are times when
some distortion can actually
add strength and impact to a
picture. Distortion can be an
attention grabber and can add
an “artful” touch to your shot.

The best way to obtain dis-
tortion is to use a wide-angle
lens. The wider the angle, the
more distortion you'll get. Any
35mm camera, even with a nor-
mal lens, produces minor dis-
tortion when focusing up at a
building. Rather than appear-
ing vertical, the sides of the
building will lean in toward
each other. Use an extremely
wide-angle lens and the sides
will dramatically lean.

I prefer lenses in the 15mm
to 20mm range. Not only can
you get distortion, but ihe
depth-of-field is so great with
these lenses that everything in
the viewfinder from front to
back will be sharp and in focus.

Wide-angle lenses will distort
foreground objects so that they
will appear exaggerated in size
relative to background subjects.
A grouping of flowers or a pile
of boulders can be used very
effectively in this manner.
Dominant and bold in the fore-
ground, they will serve as an
excellent foundation to a pic-
ture.

Interesting portraits can be
done this way, too. Philippe
Halsman’s famous shot of Louis
Armstrong is made with a
wide-angte lens looking down
into Armstrong’s trumpet. The
horn appears large and impres-
sively distorted in the finished
photo, but after all, that’s what
“Satchmo” was known for.

“Fun” portraits can be simi-
larly obtained by moving in
close to a friend’s face with a

line to curve upward or down-
ward. A surrealistic effect will
be obtained that no other kind
of manipulation will achieve.

wide-angle lens. Noses will ap-
pear large, ears will look funny
and the overall shape of the
head will be distorted.
Distortion can also be applied
to horizons. A wide-angle lens
on your camera tipped up or
down will cause the horizon

So get adventurous with your
camera. Put a little distortion
in your photographs.

Are you working for someone
who doesn’t withhold Social Se-
curity taxes from your salary?
And does that person not with-
hold the taxes because he or
she says you are an indepen-
dent contractor, not an em-
ployee?

Security taxes.

While the employee may like
being paid in cash, he/she
should ask for a pay stub or
voucher from the employer
which shows that Social Secu-
rity taxes have been withheld.

Nonpayment of these taxes
by the employer could deprive
the worker of valuable Social
Security protection.

Because Social Security bene-
fits are based on how long you
work and the amount of wages
reported for you by your em-
ployer, it's important that your
earnings are reported accu-
rately and your Social Security
taxes are paid.

If your wages aren’t reported
and you become disabled, you
and your family could miss out
on monthly Social Security dis-
ability benefits. If you die, your
family could lose monthly sur-
vivors benefits.

There are rules for determin-
ing whether a person shouid be
considered an employee or an
independent contractor.

For example, an employee is
hired, can be fired, receives
employee benefits such as vaca-
tion time and sick leave, takes
instructions from his or her
employer, and is provided with
tools and working materials.

The employer sets your
hours, determines your place of

work and pays you by the hour,
week, or month,

What this means is that the
employer controls or has the
right to control how, when, and
where the work is done.

An independent contractor,
on the other hand, usually op-
erates under the terms of an
agreement or contract and
doesn’t receive employee bene-
fits such as vacation time and
sick leave.

The contractor usually pro-
vides his or her own tools and
work equipment, may set his or
her working hours, has an op-
portunity to realize a profit or
suffer a loss, and cannot be
fired as long as he/she produces
a result that measures up to
contract.

Changes could affect way you pay federal taxes

A change of jobs, or a change
in itemized deductions, may
mean a change in the way you
pay your taxes.

“When you are an employee,
taxes are withheld from your
pay,” said IRS acting district
director Bob Thomas. “If indi-
viduals become self-employed
during the year, they may be
required to make estimated tax
payments to the IRS on their
own.”

“Generally, estimated

tax

payments are made by individ-
uals who receive income not
subject to federal income tax
withholding,” Thomas said.
“Some examples are: self-em-
ployment income, interest, divi-
dends, unemployment compen-
sation, capital gains and
alimony.”

“Here in Michigan, the re-
cent property tax rollback may
also change your federal
taxes,” said Thomas “If you

took your property tax deduc-
tion into consideration when
calculating your withholding or
estimated tax payments, you
will want to review your com-
putations wusing the new
amount.”

Estimated tax payments are
made quarterly. The next pay-
ment was due September 15,
1984, and the final payment for
1994 is due on January 186,
1995. A payment voucher from

the 1040-ES package should ac-
company each payment and
both should be mailed to the
appropriate address listed in
the 1040-ES package.

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Woods approves cable sale; assured there will be no tax liability

Worries expressed by mem-
bers of the Woods city council
about a possible tax liability
against the city resulting from
the sale of Grosse Pointe Cable
turned out to be groundless,
Woods officials said, as they fi-
nally allowed the council to ap-
prove the sale.

The Woods was the only
Grosse Pointe Cable member
city not to approve the sale of
the system to Comcast Cable,
when city officials in the five
member cities were first in-
formed of the offer Sept. 12 and
asked to approve the sale. “We
had some questions that we
wanted answered and did not
feel comfortable passing the or-
dinance the same night it was
presented to us,” said Woods
mayor Robert Novitke.

The $10,000 estimate for
salting Grosse Pointe Woods
main street for the upcoming
winter has some Woods’ coun-
cilmembers seeing red because
Mack is a county road.

“It's like Woods taxpayers
are getting doubled-dipped,”
said councilmember Bill Wil-
son. “They pay the county fees
through state and federal gas
taxes that provide the county
money for maintaining roads,
and they have to pay the
Woods department of public
works an additional $10,000 ta
keep traffic flowing on county
roads during the winter,”

The city is responsible for
clearing and salting the Woods
sidestreets, Wilson explained.
Because Mack is a county road,
the county is responsible for
maintenance, including salting
and snow removal.

Earl Ollila, county engineer
of road maintenance, said that

the county has seven trucks to

balt District 1, which.includes
the Woods. Personnel who
drive the trucks live farther
from the county’s Hoover street
truck depot than Woods drivers
live from the Woods truck sta-
tion.

Ollila noted that District 1,
which includes a number of
municipalities, is a lot larger
than the Woods and it takes
the county more time to com-
plete a circuit.

i The county is also responsi-

ble for maintaining the traffic

islands that divide north and
uthbound traffic on Mack,
ilson said.

“We've been asking the
county to give us the money to
thaintain county roads within
the Woods for years,” said Wil-
son. “Their idea of maintaining
the traffic islands is to cut the
grass twice a year. The Woods
cuts the grass and plants the
flowers on those islands, not
the county.”

Wilson noted that in the
city’s public works request for
road salt, $10,000 of the re-
quested $35,000 is identified as
being for main streets. Mack is
the major street within the
city.

Grosse Pointe Cable presi-
dent John Nicholson, an attor-
ney, told the Woods council on
Sept. 12 that he believed that

Organ donation was not a
subject Marge Drumm thought
about — ever.

The Grosse Pointe Woods
woman admitted that until two
years ago, she never considered
sticking the organ donor’s label
on the back of her driver’s li-
cense.

Then she received a poignant
letter from her brother ,John, a
lifelong diabetic. He asked
Drumm, along with his 11
other siblings, if any of them
would consider donating one of
their kidneys. His was failing
and he needed a transplant.

*] cannot imagine how hard
it must have been for him to
send us those letters asking if

we would agree to be tested to
see if our kidneys would be
compatible,” said Drumm, an
insurance agent at The Peppler
Agency in Harper Woods and a
mother of two grown children.

Drumm agreed to undergo a
series of tests that would deter-
mine if her tissues would be
compatible with those of her
brother. Not every one of her
siblings agreed to the testing,
she said.

“They had their reasons,”
she said. “Something like this
1s so personal. Some people are
deathly afraid of surgery. There
are so many things that go
through your mind. You start
to think: What if I don’t match.
What if I do?”

Test results md1cated

Drumm’s tissues were the clos-
est match to her brother’s.

While Drumm prepared her-
self mentally for the impending
transplant, her brother’'s name
came up on a donor’s list and
he received a pancreas and a
kidney from an organ donor
who had just died, she said.

“Then his body rejected the
kidney,” Drumm said. “I felt so
bad for him. He was so sick
and he was getting ready to go
on dialysis. I did a lot of soul
searching and praying and
agreed to do it.”

On April 4, 1994, Drumm
contacted a renal coordinator at

Henry Ford Hospital in Detroit
and initiated the process. First,
she had to submit to another
round of testing to determine if
she was in proper health to un-
dergo the operation.

By the end of May, she said,
the test results were in and the
transplant was scheduled for
June 8.

“We went in on June 7 for
more blood tests and then we
were admitted,” she said. “I
was surprised at how calm 1
was. ] was at peace with my-
self. My family and my em-
ployer were very supportive.”

Everyone raised a
glass and made a toast to life
and love.

“I don’t like being the center
of attention but it was a touch-
ing moment,” she said. “I work
in the insurance business.
When someone calls to say he
totaled his car, I ask him if he’s
OK. I tell him to be grateful
he’s alive.

Last week representatives
from Grosse Pointe South and
Grosse Pointe Park were able
to reach an agreement that will
allow Souti: cross country run-
ners to continue to use Patter-
son Park for practice.

The approval of funding for the year
starting next July 1 assures the district of
funding and also the community support
required to maintain its independent sta-
tus.

Charles Hanson, director of the public
library, expressed pleasure at the “won-
derful endorsement” and praised the cam-
paign committee for doing “a great job.”

This endorsement, which came from all
the participating communities as well as
absentee voters, Hanson said, will enable
the library to go forward with plans to
improve its services to the community.

In the long run, of course, some highly
criticized policies, even the occupation of
Haiti, may turn out to be successful.

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United Way needs still rising

ith southeastern Michigan'’s
s;s; health and human care needs

continuing to rise, the United
Way Torch Club drive has boosted its
goal by 3.2 percent this year.

The 1994 goal for funds is $58.5 mil-
lion, or $1.8 million more than the 1993
figure. Such funds have been supporting
vital services to meet the needs of the tri-
county area for 45 years.

In Grosse Pointe, for the first time, the
drive is putting a local angle on its ap-
peal by issuing a report emphasizing that
at least 18,661 residents of the Pointes
and Harper Woods were helped by United
Way agencies in 1993.

The second largest number in the
Pointes, 4,106, received youth services
from Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, and YMCA
and YWCA organizations of Detroit and
the metro area.

Details about these and other United
Way services performed in the  Pointes
are reported in the Features section of to-
day’s issue of the Grosse Pointe News.

This kind of information benefits the
United Way Torch Club drive and justi-
fies the appeal to Pointe families to sup-
port the Torch Drive to the maximum ex-
tent possible.

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Edsel & Eleanor Ford House im

It stands to reason — when
an old-world-style structure
needs repair, the custodians
look to the old-world for crafts-
men to do the job, and that's
exactly what’'s happening at
the Edsel & Eleanor Ford
House in Grosse Pointe Shores.

In order to repair and replace
the slate roof of the estate’s
Gate Lodge, estate officials
called on the services of C. Rog-
ers Roofing out of Swindon,
England, in the Cotswold area
of the country.

“This type of roofing goes on
in the west of England all the
time,” said company owner
Colin Rogers. “There are stone
quarries in England that have
this kind of stone. It’s really
the best kind of stone for roofs.
It’s meant to last a couple hun-
dred years.”

The lodge was built at the
same time the house was
erected, between 1926 and
1929. Estate officials noticed
that the stone was beginning to
deteriorate, and decided to re-
place the roof.

“It’s the cold Michigan win-
ters that does it,” said Rogers.
“It gets a lot colder here than
it does in England. The tiles
get wet, the water is absorbed
into them, then it gets cold, the
water freezes and causes the
tiles to break apart. When I
came over and looked at the
tiles, on the roofs, I could tell
that they came from at least
six different quarries in Eng-
land. The quality of the stone
in the tiles is not always the
same.”

In order to solve the problem,
Rogers decided to use stone
from a quarry in France. As a
proud Englishman, he finds
this a little galling.

“You see, when the two
countries were first formed, a
stone seam stretched from Eng-
land to France,’ said Rogers.
“The hardest stone I could find,
the kind that can best survive
in your climate, is on the
French side of the seam.”

Rogers and his crew got the
job on the recommendation of
the quarry contacted by estate
officials. They have worked all
across England and done jobs
for many notable people includ-
ing prince Charles and princess
Dia‘la. .e

“Steve, me son-in-law, has
done two jobs for Princess Di,”
said Rogers. “We also did work
on Prince Charles’ Highgrove
House in Gloucestershire. Let
me say this, It's been my exper-

. ience that it's the people with

: the most wealth who are the

- easiest to deal with. I've met
 many members of the Ford

. family, and found them all to
be down to earth.”

There are only a few com-
panies in England that can do
this kind of work, Rogers said.
The real difficulty is learning
to size the roof. The number
and sizes of the stone tiles used
in any job must be ordered in
advance, he explained.

the wrong size, either the com-
pany or the house owner will
end up paying for them, which
can be very expensive. If too
few tiles are ordered, the job
takes much longer to complete,
also an expensive proposition.

The tiles used in a roofing
job aren’t all the same size.
Tiles begin at 24 inches and
decrease in size until the reach
7 inches. The 24-inch tiles are
placed along the eaves portion
of the roof. The 7-inch tiles are
placed at the roof's ridge, its
highest point.

Building a stone tile roof is
complicated, Rogers said. First
the timber is laid. Then felt is
placed over the roof timbers.
Battons are placed over the
felt, then counter battons are
put into place over the battons
to hold the tiles in place.

These days stone roofers
must undergo an apprentice-
ship, but it wasn't like that
when Rogers got into the busi-
ness.

“When 1 was 18, I did me
national service with me local
regiment,” Rogers said. “We
spent two years in Cyprus,
which in the 1950s, was dan-
gerous duty. When I got out of
the army, I had about a dozen
Jjobs. Didn’t really like any of
them, but a fellow asked if I
wanted to try roofing, and I
thought I'd give it a go. Trav-

eled all over the UK., and met
a man named Baxter, who got
me involved in this. He taught
me for 12 years. He taught me
about stone and how to deter-
mine the size and number of
tiles needed for a roof. Been
doing it ever since.”

While Rogers and his crew
have travelled all over the U.K.
on jobs, the Ford project is the
first time they’ve worked out-
side the country.

“I'd always been afraid that
if I'd worked in the U.S,, I'd get
spoiled,” Rogers said. “You peo-
ple have so much going for you.
The average working man here
has twice what the average
worker in England has.”

Rogers was also, in his
words, “dumbfounded” to sce
the construction at the Ford es-
tate.

“It’s like working as home,”
said Rogers. “Didn’t think you
had construction like this over
here.”

Rogers and his crew are liv-
ing in Gate Lodge, which has
two cottages. He admits that
they had to fix their own roof
first. He is spending only two
weeks in the States, while his
crew will spend more time
here, until cold weather pre-
vents further construction. The
crew will return in the spring
to complete the job.

The sun rose today at 5140
am. It is scheduled to set at
5:30 p.m. And the moon and
Mars are in conjunction with
each other. At least that's what
the 1994 edition of The Old
Farmer’s Almanac says.

Since this column was writ-
ten a few days ago, I don’t ac-
tually know whether the sun
came up exactly at 5140 this
morning, but I will check to
make sure it descends at 5:30
this afternoon.

(More recent forecasts listed
in the daily newspapers say the

U.S. ‘help’ frequently yiel‘ds nada

The night American troops
were expected to invade Ku-
wait, I couldn’t sleep. With my
stomach in knots, I lay in the
darkness and thought of the
bloodshed then widely predicted
on both sides.

It’s hard to believe now that
Kuwait is already two or three
international incidents ago, the
rhetoric and yellow ribbons
long forgotten. The euphoria
evaporated like morning mist
and we have slunk back into
our isolationist cave.

Our history of isolationism is
a long and proud one: In the
1930s, the Secretary of War was
an isolationist who refused to
heed George Marshall’s pleas
for a military buildup. Now we
have a military and cannot de-
cide once and for all how to use
it.

The international verfue du
jour is Haiti. But vitriol, rather
than the flag, is flying; there
are no yellow ribbons for Haiti.
We vilified President Clinton
for conducting foreign policy by
popularity poll; now we reward
him in the polis for defying
public opinion. .

No question about it — mili-
tary means should be the abso-
lute last resort. But even this
pacifist wannabe can see that
sometimes you have to flex
muscle.

A solid argument can be
made that whenever we invade
a country for its own good, we
get bogged down and nothing
changes over the long haul.
Certainly our adventurism in
Central America and the Carib-
bean tends to prove the point.
We have mucked about in Mex-
ico, Nicaragua, Panama, Hon-
duras, the Dominican Republic,
Haiti, Grenada, E] Salvador,
Cuba — and that’s just the ones
I can think of offhand. None of
them can point to any improve-

Vi

ments in their condition as a
result of our “help.”

But even those misbegotten
missions contain a lesson. Just
because we got it wrong the
first 20 times doesn’t mean we
shouldn’t keep trying to get it
right. We’re a nation of opti-
mists, idealists, believers in the
perfectability of humankind’s
situation. That’s a big part of
what defines us as Americans.

Can a nation whose citizens
are the world’s foremost chari-
table volunteers, whose com-
munities idealize their role in
the upbringing of all children,
whose families pitch in to help
disaster victims, refuse to help
its neighbor nations? The isola-
tionist litmus test (“what is
there in this situation that is
worth shedding one drop of
American blood?”) fails the
generosity test.

Besides, there’s a new ele-
ment in foreign policy now. The
Carter era, the Helsinki ac-
cords, legitimized human rights
as a bargaining chip in the dip-
lomatic poker game.

Now, instead of imposing
military solutions for our eco-
nomic benefit (I believe that is
what “American interests”
means), we,use the military as
peacekeepers, to protect the
people. It’s a neat-sounding
idea (especially in the abstract),
and especially when combined
with diplomacy, as Clinten did
more or less successfully last
week.

But the carrot-and-stick thing
doesn’t always work very well

(look at Bosnia) and it’s always
difficult to sort out just who the
people are who need and are
worthy (by what yardstick?) of
our protection.

No wonder we retreat into
isolationism. It’s a lot easier.

But isolationism ignores the
Giant Factor. By virtue of the
United States’ sheer size and
wealth, we dominate the neigh-
borhood. We're the giant at the
picnic. Cubans and Haitians
don’t flee to Mexico or Marti-
nique, though they're close by
and speak the language. We
are involved, like it or not.

Hey, if Marion Barry can be
redeemed, so, perhaps, can the
Haitians, with their habit of of-
ficial violence. And if there’s a
possibility that we can help,
then we have to try.

But it sure is complicated.

Manna from heaven? A wind-
fall? Sounds like the death of a
long-lost uncle, or maybe win-
ning the lottery.

It’s such fun to imagine one-
self the recipient of instant
wealth. Every time the lottery
jackpot builds up, even though
I never buy a ticket, I work out
in my mind what I'll do with
my mitlions. The hardest part
is deciding whether to give
some of it to the kids — too
much wealth too early wouldn’t
be good for them, you know.

This time it’s our fair cities
which will be instant million-
aires. The cable system sale
will leave every participating
city with at least one or two
unexpected millions.

A couple of weeks ago she
invited me to attend the group’s annual tea in hopes that 1
would be hooked and inspired enough to join.

There was no contest. Within half an hour [ was a goner. I
knew I wanted to become associated with these committed
women. “I’hey” are the members of the Boys & Girls Clubs
of Southeastern Michigan Women’s Association. Every
woman at the tea wore a smile and was devoted to the or-
ganization and its programs. Newcomers were greeted cor-
dially; and our questions were answered with enthusiasm.

This is not just a group of suburban housewives dressed in
their finery, sipping tea and devouring tiny sandwiches.
These women are caring individuals joined in their efforts to
make this part of the world a sunnier place for children who
have seen too much darkness. The brochure provided perti-
nent facts concerning the purpose, basic programs and an
overview of operations, as well as documenting the ongoing
frustrations of organizations attempting to make a difference
in a city that is struggling for survival.

The Boys & Girls Clubs have a devoted staff of employees
and volunteers who are “committed to providing wholesome,
character-building activities for as many children as possi-
ble.” They present talks with teachers, policemen, sports
heroes and those role models whose sucgesses can inspire
these impressionable young people. There are programs in
physical activities, arts and crafts, and educational and ca-
reer developient.

The Detroit area has seven locations throughout the city
and suburbs. The clubs provide boys and girls between the
ages of 7 and 15 an opportunity to have fun, to learn and to
value themselves as well as education. Trained professionals
and volunteers join in bringing together children of all ages,
backgrounds, creeds and colors. Their purpose is “to help
young people grow and develop so they can be all that they
can be.” The clubs are open Tuesday through Friday after
school as well as on Saturdays.

Fortunately, we in Grosse Pointe have many activities for

our children. Just a holler away the situation is very differ-

and requested a reduction
in noise rather than an end
to it.

John F. Breitmeyer III

John F. Breitmeyer III,
former vice president of mar-
keting for Health Alliance Plan
(HAP), died Friday, Sept. 23,
1994, from complications fol-
lowing a second liver trans-
plant. He was 42.

Born in Mount Clemens, Mr.
Breitmeyer a resident of
Grosse Pointe Park.

He joined HAP in 1979 and
was named director of market-
ing and sales in 1986. He im-
plemented a widespread mar-
keting and community
outreach program that added
recognition, value and goodwill
to HAP.

His success helped HAP grow
from 207,000 members in 1986
to more than 460,000 members
in 1994, In 1991, he was
named vice president of mar-
keting for HAP and vice presi-
dent of managed care for the
Henry Ford Health System.

“The entire Henry Ford fam-
ily is saddened by John's
death,” said Gail L. Warden,
chief executive officer of Henry
Ford Health System, the parent
company of HAP. “He was a
friend, colleague, and indomita-
ble spirit. He fought the fight
of his illness with the same
vigor he gave to the organiza-
tion, the community and his
family. His death leaves a
great void.

“In every organization there
are people who leave a signifi-
cant imprint, both on the or-
ganization and its employees.
John was one of these people.
He knew and cared for so many
people. He wanted to make
Henry Ford and society a bet-
ter place to be. I think he did
that.”

“John was our spiritual
leader for volunteerism,” said
Roman Kulich, chief operating
officer of HAP. “He set the tone
for HAP becoming a commun-
ity-focused organization, which
helped HAP attain its leader-
ship role in managed care. His
presence will be felt long after
his departure.”

Mr. Breitmeyer’s resume
lists more than 30 civic, chari-
table and professional organiza-
tions to which he belonged.

“The names were not win-
dow dressing to bolster his re-
sume,” Kulich said. “Mr. Breit-
meyer made the time to get
involved. He selflessly gave of
himself without thought to per-
sonal recognition. Yet recogni-
tion followed him.”

Tn 1991, Mr. Breitmeyer was
named a “40 under 40" leader
in Crain’s Detroit Business and
he received numerous civic ac-
colades throughout his career.

“The community ties he cre-
ated for HAP were the win-win
kind,” said Mary Kramer, asso-
ciate publisher at Crain’s De-
troit Business. “Last year, he
devised a promotion to give free
Tigers tickets to non-profit
groups. He carved out the Com-
munity Corner at Tiger Stad-
ium. It was a great idea, and it
tied to the other themes of sup-
porting family activities like
the HAP Family Fest.”

A colorful, free-spirited soul,
Mr. Breitmeyer liked to recall
how he dropped out of the Uni-
versity of Michigan for a year
to work in a health food store,
as well as his exploits as lead
singer of a local rock band.

In his letter of resignation
announcing his decision to go
on medical leave, he credited
his colleagues for his success: “I
have often joked that I have
the best job in Detroit — if not
the country. The reason 1 say
that with such confidence is be-
cause of the wonderful people
whom 1 have been able to work
with during the past 16 years. 1
felt tremendous pride to be a
part of an organization that
grew so dramatically during
the past 10 years from 35 em-

_ployees to 500 employees.”

A 1977 magna cum laude
graduate of the University of
Michigan and a Cranbrook
Schools alumnus, Mr. Breit-
meyer was an administrator at
Metropolitan Hospital, now
HAP’s subsidiary Metro Medi-

cal Group, before joining HAP
in 1981.

He is survived by his wife,
Leslie; a daughter, Eve; a son,
Alex; his parents, Kathleen and
John Breitmeyer II; and a sis-
ter, Jane Adams,

Even if vou have to hire some-
one else to do it. But don’t take
a French vanilla Mark VIII on
any serious work outings.

It’s not only the Mark VIII's
color that attracts. It's the
whole vehicle. Since its com-
plete re-do a couple of years
ago, the slippery Mark has in-
spired volumes from auto writ-
ers and others who just can’t
seem to heap enough praise on
it. It is a design benchmark:
the driver-oriented instrumen-
tation — redesigned for 1995 —
on its wrap-around panel; the
soft aero exterior lines that say,
“I know I look good”; the verti-
cal grille.

“The grille is one of the
Mark’s most distinctive fea-
tures,” said a colleague. Maybe.
I think it’s the beautiful inte-
gration of all its elements that
makes it work. And I think
this car represents how good
domestic cars can be. It is very
American in its softer approach
to luxury. It doesn’t have the
design and functional severity
of German luxury cars or the
blandness of Japanese luxury
models. It has a sunny person-
ality.

Ray Windecker, a Livonia-

based writer and Studebaker
enthusiast who retired from
Ford Motor Co. a few years
back, said he puts cars in one
of three categories: happy, ac-
ceptable and unhappy. He said
he did a review of Ford of Eu-
rope’s Mondeo (it inspired the
new 1995 Contour/Mystique se-
ries) after taking it for a

lengthy spin in Irel.and and pro-

nounced it “happy.”

“I'm not sure Ford liked my
terminology, but that’s the way
I felt about it,” Windecker said.
He added that he doesn’t care
for the grille on the U.S. ver-
sion. Looks something like a
bluegill’s mouth, he said.

The Mark VIII, complete
with anti-lock brakes and dual
air bags, is powered by a 4.6-1i-
ter four-cam aluminum V-8 en-
gine. It develops 280 hp, and
the car can take off as if turbo-
charged. But those horses are
so ably tamed by a 4-speed au-
tomatic with electronic over-
drive, you never have the feel-
ing you're in a muscle car.
There is a power lag or soft
spot at 30 mph.

According to Lincoln-Mer-
cury, the Mark’s computer-con-
trolled ride and suspension sys-

tem aulvmaiically adjusts
vehicle level and height based
on speed. For 1995 the indepen-
dent rear suspension uses re-
bound springs for improved
handling and ride.

Options for the luxury sports
coupe include a trunk-mounted
compact disc player with 10.CD
capacity and shuffle play; elec-
trochromic automatically dim-
ming inside-outside mirrors,
and electronic traction assist
for greater stability on slippery
surfaces.

Along with avoiding trips to
the garden center in your new
Mark VIII, better stay away
from the drive-thru lanes of
fast food outlets unless you are
alone and not too thirsty. There
is only one cupholder in the
Mark VIII on the center con-
sole and it’s too dainty for
much more than a small cup of
coffee. If yours has the new
cream leather interior, avoid
chocolate ice cream, too.

Prices for the Mark start
around $38,000. For the sake of
comparison, the Cadillac Eldor-
ado begins at $38,000, the least
expensive Mercedes-Benz coupe
is around $61,000, the Lexus
SC 400 is about $47,500 and
the Buick Riviera is $28,000.

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Clinical depression is . ...
Lucy Elle of Clinton Township
searched for words to describe
it.

“It’s a Jack of emotion,” she
said. “It’s a lack of any feeling.
it’s blackness. It’s like sleep-
walking. It’s doing what needs
to be done but not enjoying it.
Not crying. Not laughing.”

Elle, a 51-year-old former
teacher, was diagnosed with
depression. She is currently
being treated — successfully —
for an illness that drained the
enjoyment and pleasure from a
portion of her life.

Elle has been married for 29
years and is the mother of two
grown children. Her first bout
with depression began at age
3

“I was not able to smile. I
had a family history of depres-
sion, so I sought a psychiatrist
and was treated with talk ther-
apy,” she said. She felt better.

Ten years later, the depres-
sion returned.

“1 was perfectly content to lie
in bed all day. I'd get up when

" everyone came home. I put my
best face on for other people,
but I didn’t really want to talk
to or see anyone. I didn’'t want
to worry my mother or my hus-
band or children. I hoped each
day that the next day would be
different,” she said.

But the sadness didn’t go
away. Elle said she went to
seven different clinics and psy-
chiatrists.

“I'd feel a little better, so I'd
quit going. During those years
1 was ill, then well, then ill,
then well. I've been hospital-
ized five or six times during the
last five years,” she said.

She finally found a psychia-
trist whom she describes as
“wonderful.” His diagnosis: bi-
polar II atypical depression.

Elle believes she is finally
being treated appropriately and

. successfully. Every six weeks

' she sees a psychiatrist, who

“Last October was the last
time I was hospitalized. I had
ECT (shock) treatments. ECT
made a big difference.

Elle is realistic. She said she
probably will experience an epi-
sode of depression again. “It’s a
chronic illness. But it’s not my
fault. And it can be taken care
of,” she said.

Depressive illness affects the
lives of 15 million people and
disrupts the lives of their fami-
lies and friends, according to
the National Institute of Men-
tal Health. Depression takes
many forms, but clinical de-
pression refers to periods of
sadness and tired, hopeless,
worthless feelings that last
months, even years. Clinical
depression is not the temporary
blues or the occasional sad
moods that everyone experi-
ences after a loss or a disap-
pointment.

Even though depression is
one of the most easily and suc-
cessfully treatable of all mental
illnesses, only one in four peo-
ple with depression actually
seek treatment.

Eighty percent of the people
with even the most serious
forms of depression can im-
prove and return to daily activ-
ities, usually within weeks, ac-
cording to the NIMH.

National Depression Screen-
ing Day is sponsored by the
American Psychiatric Associa-
tion and other mental health
organizations as part of Na-
tional Mental Illness Aware-
ness Week, Oct, 3-9.

ren and adolescents are not
immune from depression. In
addition, children often don’t
have the classic symptoms of
depression, he said.

“Sixty to 70 percent of the
adolescents who attempt sui-
cide have biological depres-
sion,” he said. “And teenagers
often give up easily. They don't
have as many life experiences
to fall back on or dip inte, to
solve their problems. Parents
need to educate themselves on
how to prevent, recognize and
get help for adolescents who
are depressed.”

Symptoms Of Depression

Anyone who has four or
more of these symptoms
may have a depressive ill-
ness and should consider
getting help from a mental
health professional.

* Persistent sad, anxious or
“empty”’ feelings

¢ Decreased energy

* Loss of pleasure in ordi-
nary activities

¢ Feelings of hopelessness

¢ Eating disturbances

» Sleep disturbances

* Restlessness, irritability
* Difficulty concentrating,
remembering or making
decisions

* Thoughts of death or sui-
cide

* Chronic health problems
that have no specific physi-
cal causes

“We also want to make the
public aware that depression is
an illness, not a weakness, and
that it can be treated very
effectively.”

Bill Foreman of Lincoln Park
is 54, single, a graduate of the
University of Michigan, a
former naval officer.

“I was diagnosed with bipo-

lar depression at age 34, ¥Fore-

man said. ““It was triggered by
back injuries due to two auto
accidents. Depression is usually
triggered by something stress-
ful — mental or physical.”

Foreman said he was misdi-
agnosed, at first. Doctors told
him he was schizophrenic.

“When you say mental ill-
ness, people react like they
used to react to lepers,” he
said. “Only 10 percent of the
population really understands
what mood disorders are or
that they're highly treatable 80
or 90 percent of the time, It
usually takes a combination of
medicine and talk therapy.”

Foreman sees a therapist
every four or five weeks, Every
two rmonths, he sees a psychia-
trist who checks and adjusts his
medication — lithium carbonate
and an antipsychotic drug.

Weiss emphasized the need
for people who think they’re
depressed to seek help.

“Many people are unable or
unwilling to seek help. If they
have a physical illness, they
will seek a physician. People
support them. They’re not told,
‘It’s your own fault, or you're
lazy, or it’s all in your head,”
she said.

People don't realize how eas-
ily and effectively depression
can be treated, she said.

“There’s no need to live your
life depressed,” Elle said.
“There’s lots of help out there.
Now is the best time to become
mentally ill. If one medication
doesn’t work there are others to
be tried. If the first doctor isn't
agreeable, then move on. Don't
settle for the first pill, the first '
doctor.” ‘

Ination with which Grosse Pointe Baptist is affiliated
was originally German Baptist. The denomination be-
gan in the United States in the 1840’s in Philadelphia
when the northern Baptists (who split from the south-
ern Baptists because of the slavery issue) wanted to do
something about the beer-swilling, hell-raising German
immigrants who were coming to work in the textile

They brought a pastor over from Germany, and his
efforts succeeded. The original church, now called
Fleischmann Memorial Baptist after him, still minis-
ters at the corner of Ninth and Luzerne in the Hunt-
ing Park neighborhcoed. The cwvent pastor, Jim Cor-
renti, is a graduate of Julliard and of the Reformed

Other German Baptist churches were planted in
Pennsylvania and New York, and conversion growth
was augmented by the addition of Germans who had
already been Baptists in the old country. Many of
these were Germans from the Ukraine, not a few of
whom migrated to avoid serving in the Russian army.
These draft-dodging Germans settied mainly in the
Dakotas and western Canada.

In the Detroit area, the N.A.B. drew strength from
German craftsmen who immigrated after World War I
and I to work in the automobile industry and building
trades. Today there are 65,000 North American Bap-
tists in 350 churches in the United States and Canada.
That’s about as many southern Baptists as there are in

The N.A.B. Conference supports a Bible college and
seminary in Edmonton, Alberta, and the N.A.B. Semi-
nary in Sioux Falls, S.D. N.A.B. Seminary was
founded in 1848 as the German Department of Roches-
ter Divinity School, and moved to Sioux Falls in 1949.
It is fully accredited and serves a denominationally di-
verse student body. Dr. Marvin Faust, a Grosse Pointe
Woods resident, currently serves as president of the
seminary board of directors. The most famous N.A.B.
Seminary theologian is Walter Rauschenbusch, recog-
nized as the founder of the “Social Gospel” movement

The N.A.B. heritage treasures the old Baptist con-
cept of “soul liberty,” which is the belief in the right of
every believer to interpret for himself or herself what
the Scripture says. At bottom, “soul liberty” is a belief
in the reality of the Holy Spirit, because anarchy
would result in our churches if the Holy Spirit were
not real and did not lead us to similar conclusions. In
the N.AB, creeds and statements of faith are typically
“descriptive” rather than “prescriptive.”

The N.A.B. heritage, thanks to the German influ-
ence, places a high value on scholarship and intellec-
tual endeavor. At our seminary, I was not taught what
to think, but how to think. At least that was the idea.
The heritage is also pietist, emphasizing the impor-
tance of personal holiness. Above everything else, the
N.AB. heritage is evangelical, teaching the necessity
of personally trusting in Christ’s atoning work on the
cross as the sole basis for salvation, and the impor-
tance of preaching, living, and sharing the Gospel mes-
sage so that people might find salvation in Christ.

This is a thumbnail account of who we are at Grosse
Pointe Baptist. I wouldn't say we would shun the reli-
gious right label, but I hope this brief description chal-
lenges some of the prejudicial stereotypes associated

I invite you to come and see for yourself. If we are
dangerous, it's my prayer and hope that it’s because
the Gospel is, after all, dynamite. It is the power of
God unto salvation, a power that changes lives and the
world in unpredictable but wonderful ways.

If the sign of a good movie is
that you find yourself debating
themes, .character motivations

.and the film’s overall meaning

three days after seeing it, then
“Quiz Show” is a great movie.

It is at once both a tense, cat-
and-mouse criminal investiga-
tion and a fascinating character
study of people who make
choices even they don’t under-
stand.

Director Robert Redford says
“Quiz Show” is about Ameri.
ca’s loss of innocence. About
how, after being duped by a tel-
evision show, Americans
started doubting what they
were told, 2 cynicism that fed
on itself from the quiz show
scandal through the Vietnam
War through Watergate and
created a disillusioned populace
which won’t trust anybody.

But the film is more about
ideals — personal, family, and,

after one of

of course, American ideals.

And that point is made from
the opening scene when con-
gressional investigator Richard
Goodwin (Rob Morrow) ogles a
Cadillac, the pinnacle of the
American dream, while a sales-
man humors him by pointing
out the finer details. The sales-
man knows Goodwin will never
be able to afford it, he’ll only
be able to admire it.

The story, for those who
didn’t live through it, and for
those who did, but dont re-
member the details, deals with
“Twenty-One,” the most popu-
lar television quiz show of the
late 50s. Champion Herbie
Stempel (John Turturro) had
plateaued after several weeks
of answering questions nobody
should have been able to an-
swer (“Was Paul Revere’s horse
a mare or a stallion and who
were the people he rode
with?”). America was losing in-

on a beach in Hawaii sun bath-
ing topless and waving at ap-
proaching helicopters, then
later performing a seductive
flamenco dance for visiting sol-
diers. She’s dynamite, more
than the top brass can tolerate,
and Hank is transferred to an
army base in Alabama.

Carly is outraged when she
sees the shabby bungalow that
is to be their new home. She
has a fit, trashes the furniture,
jumps in the car and drives
recklessly through the streets.
When Hank takes off after her,
the girls look at each other and
say, “It’s starting again.”

The situation brightens for
Carly when one of the wives on
the base invites her to take
part in a show they are staging
for the officers.

She makes the most of the
opportunity and the men can’t
take their eyes off her. Hank is
embarrassed but at the same
time he enjoys watching her
and having other men watch
her. However, when she and
Hank’s manipulative superior
Vince Johnson (Powers Booth)
all but seduce each other on
the dance floor, Hank throws
her in a nearby pool.

Soon after Johnson arranges
for Hank to be sent on a disas-
trous mission and the sub-plot
kicks in.

It is the sub-plot that ex-
plains the film’s title. “Blue
Sky” refers to the dangers of
nuclear testing which Hank
opposes. He is overruled by his
superiors.

“Blue Sky” is at once a love

terest in him because he was
Jewish, unattractive and so-
cially inept.

This being television, and
ratings being everything, the
producers set out to find some-
one to unseat Stempel. Some-
one who better fits the mold of
the American ideal.

They find him in Charles
Van Doren (Ralph Fiennes), son
of a Pulitzer Prize-winning poet
and much respected professor.
The younger Van Doren is a
second-rate novelist and a pro-
fessor who seems to have trou-
ble measuring up to what he
thinks his father wants him to
be.

Stempel is told to take a dive
and, for reasons that remain
unclear, he does. When Van
Doren becomes a bigger money
winner and a bigger star — ap-
pearing on the covers of Time
and Life magazines — Stempel

It was several years ago, but
1 remember it vividly: 1 was
newly divoreed, with two young
daughters, and of a certain age.

“all-inclusive” — meaning, you
pay one price for everything —
which  would help with my
budgeting.

We had plenty te tnlk
about and had a dandy time.

Back then, scarcely ten years
ago, there was little choice in
such matters. Club Med was
just about the only place I
knew where singles would be
comfortable and that featured
the all-inclusive concept.

These days it is all the rage.
No, not being single (although
that may seem the case). We
mean all-inclusive resorts. And
they appeal to everyone — sin-
gles, couples and families. But
if you don’t choose the right
one you could be extremely dis-
appointed in your vacation.

To backtrack a bit: The most
attractive aspect of an all-in-
clusive resort is that you pay
up front and everything is in-
cluded. No nickel-and-diming.
No having to decide whether
you are willing to pay the price
every time you want to go

windsurfing or snorkeling. No
tipping. It's good for the wallet
and good for the soul -~ letting
it take a vest from day-to-day
decision-making. (The concept
should not be confused with
American  Plan, Modified-
Amervican Plan  or  Buropean
Plan, which vefer strictly to
meal packages.)

Club Med launched the all-
inclusive concept back in 1950
when it opened its first club on
the island of Majorca. It was
geared to war-weary Ewropeans
looking for low-cost vacations.
The housing was in army sur-
plus tents. the staff was inter-
national and in those days
guests helped cook meals and
wash dishes. Since that humble
beginning, Club Med has
grown to 113 villages in 35

* countries — and it has lots of

competition.

In the late 1970's, several re-
sorts on the island of Jamaica
embraced the all-inclusive con-
cept, but with new angles like
limiting their guests to male/
female couples or including li-
quor in the tab. They were
scattered — Sandals in Mon-
tego Bay, Couples in Ocho Rios
and Hedonism II in Negril —
and attracted many to this po-
litically troubled but popular is-
land by offering a safe, if some-
what fortified, holiday.

All-inclusive resorts re-
mained a smail but distinct
part of the Caribbean holiday
market until cruising began to

boom. People liked being able
to buy an all-inone package,
including aifare, and began
demanding the same of land-
based resorts. The competition
became flerce. Now just about
every company is offering some
kind of all-inclusive product
and that’s why you have to be
very careful in what  you
choose.

For all of their advantages,
all-inclusives aren’t for every-
one. If you like sightseeing, cat-
ing at local vestawrants and
meeting the natives, you might
be better off buying a package
at a regular hotel. Allinclu-
sives have nol been particu-
larly successful in Hawaii for
this very reason: People come
to see and explore the islands
vather than to stay in one
place.

Some considerations:

Is this resort really comniitted
to the all-inclusive concept? The
big players right now in warm-
weather vacations are Club
Med, Sandals, SuperClubs,
Club Maeva and dJack Tar Vii-
lages. They have been in this
business for years, but they are
different. For example, Club
Med is still committed to the
pay-one-price, plain-accommo-
dations-for-everyone concept (al-
though its new club on San Sal-
vador is quite luxuvious), does
not include drinks, is heavily
sports-oriented and has an in-
ternational staff. Conversely,
Sandals and the Pineapple
Beach Clubs offer a wide range
of very nice rooms and suites,
much more luxurious rooms (at
different prices), include all
drinks and the staff is usually
local.

Be careful of resorts that
have just switched to all-inclu-
sive. “Everyone who has a fail-
ing resort tends to buy a few
wind-surfers and a sailboat,
and declare itself all-inclusive,”
warns Edwina Arnold, a

spokeswoman  for Club  Med.
“So check out such things as
does the resort really offer a
full sports program, including
lessons? Does it have motorized
sports (water-skiing and such).”

What type of travelers does
the resort attract? The all-inclu-
sive concept tends to confine
you to a particular property
and the group of guests staying
there. The brutal fact is if you

are a casual-but-clegant type of

person, you may not enjoy din-
g with folks attived in T
shirts and tank tops.

Resorts such as Hedonism 11
still cater Lo the partying sin-
ples with such activities as wet
T-shirt contests and toga par-
ties while the all-suites Frank-
lyn D. Resort in Runaway Bay,
Jamaica, focuses on  children,
asstgning a “Girl Friday” to
cach family to watch the kid-
dies on the beach while Mom
and Dad head off for a swim,

Half Moon Bay in Antigua
caters to a somewhat older
clientele than its sister prop-
Clah Antigna, At the
former, there is a dress code for
dinner, entertainment is “not
excessively  loud” and  ends
promptly at 11:30 p.m. while
honeymooners can boogie into
the wee hours at the latter.

What do you like to do? A
good way to make your selec-
tion is to choose a club which
caters to your special interest.
If you are a scuba diver, then
Club Med offers free diving at
San Salvador in the Bahamas
and some other clubs. {Note:
Sandals offers free diving at
most of its resorts, even if the
dive sites aren’t particularly
good.) If you are a golfer, pick a
resort that includes greens fees,
preferably at a number of
courses. Water sports enthusi-
asts should look for well-devel-
oped beach programs. Tennis
buffs would enjoy the program
at Half Moon Bay in Antigua

vty
SRR

which has a resident pro.
Skiers will enjoy the Club Med
at Copper Mountain, Colo., or
perhaps one in Euwrope.

Many such resorts rely heav-
ily on organized activities to
entertain their guests, making
it a bit like summer camp. If
you like to loll on the beach,
make sure theve is one.

What do you want to pay?
Most all-inclusives, like huge
cruise ships, cater to the mid-
dle-of-the-road  vacationer. But
if you are into luxury, there are
some excellent choices: Jalousie
Plantation on St. Lucia, Jumby
Bay Island and Curtain Bluff
on Antigua, and Ciboney Ocho
Rios in Jamaica are all defi-
nitely upscale, Or be really ex-
otic and head for Bedarra [s
land on the Great Burrier Reef
of Australia with its 16 villas,

Be aware of extras: Are alco
holic  drinks included? Wine
with meals? Is there a s
charge for special entrees or
premium brands of liguor? Air-
fare? Water sports? Scuba div-
ing? Golf? Lessons? Tips? Soac
resorts promise more than they
actually deliver, while others
go so far as to throw in ciga-
rettes.

Are you taking children
along? Allinclusives can be an
excellent choice for families,
because of the controlled pric-
ing and a wide range of activi-
ties. Several clubs run child-
ren's programs, but be sure
they are offered at the time you
will be there. Club Med even
has “Baby Clubs” at some pro-
perties for ages four months to
two years. Teenagers, espe-
cially, like being able to keep
busy with tennis. sailing and
snorkeling. Some clubs cater
only to adults.

What are the dining options?
Some resorts rely heavily on
buffets and communal tables,
while others offer a choice of
restaurants with menus and

In the season’s first regu-
lar concert last Thursday,
DSO music director Neeme
Jarvi presented only two
works in a pregram that
proved well worth the listen-
ing.

The little-known Suite No.
2 by Tchaikovsky opened
and was folilowed by the ali-
time familiar favorite, Piano
Concerto No. 1 by Brahms
with pianist Horacio Gutier-
rez.

Both performances
provided new insights along
with old satisfactions.

The first movement of
Tchaikovsky's suite is a curi-
osity in that its melodic
theme encodes the name of
the composer’s sister and her

family. The result is a mel-
ody of random notes. The
discovery of the performance
is that even a random series
of notes sounds wonderful in
a Tchaikovsky orchestration
when performed by a condue-
tor and orchestra possessing
the genius for giving them
life.

While the suite as a whole
does not match the emo-
tional and melodic appeal of
Tchaikovsky’s better-known
works, there is much to en-
joy in its diverse moments. A
lively, bombastic burlesque,
a dreamlike waltz reflecting
the innocence of childhood,
and a wild dance with devil-
ish fiddling sequences all
held the listener’s attention

in the -orchestra’s gorgeous
execution of the rich score.
Hearing the well-known
Brahms concerto once again,
it was hard to believe that
its first performance was
criticized for unorthodox bal-
ance between piano and or-
chestra. dJarvi maintained
exquisite control allowing,
Gutierrez’ brilliant perfor-
mance to shine through
while still projecting the full
scope of the total work.
Gutierrez has power to
spare but uses it with su-
preme discrimination, shad-
ing and phrasing the Brahm-
sian themes and harmonies
with high artistry. Taking
the second movement with
tenderness and a truly ada-

gio tempo, he and Jarvi gave
it a loving, hymn-like qual-
ity in a contrast that greatly
enhanced the more dramatic
opening “maestoso” and clos-
ing “rondo.”

If there was a primary cli-
max to the performance, it
was probably the short but
exciting cadenza that occurs
surprisingly late in the last
movement. It punctuated the
concluding passages with a
dramatic moment that the
pianist integrated seamlessly
into the performance.

This week’s concerts, start-
ing tonight. include Bartok’s
Third Piano Concerto per-
formed by pianist Boris Ber-

Patching tile flooring

Most resilient tiles lifi out easily
once you apply some heat to soften the
adhesive underneath them. To do this,
use a heat lamp or an electric iron,
working carefully to make sure that
you don't mar the adjacent tiles. Be
sure you put a piece of cloth between
the iron and the tile.

If you can’t raise a corner, use a
chisel, working out from the center to
the edges. Once the tile is removed,
scrape all the old adhesives off the
floor so the new tile will lie flat.

Different types of tile require differ-
ent adhesives. Just ask the salesper-
son from whom you made the purchase
for the proper adhesive.

To make the new tile look less con-
spicuous, rub off the gloss with fine
steel wool or a solvent such as spot

remover or lighter fluid.

Check to see if the new tile will fit
and lie perfectly flat. If not, mark the
tile and cut it with a sharp knife. Be
sure to use a straight edge. Also note
how the pattern is laid out.

Apply a thin coat of adhesive with a
serrated spreader (available at any

hardware store). Some adhesives
brush on.

Now use an jron or heat the tile in
the oven so the tile is pliable. Place the
tile in the opening and stand on the tile
and its edges. This may cause some of
the adhesive to squeeze up between
the tiles; just clean the excess up. You
should now weight the tile with books,
bricks, or any heavy flat object.

Solving other tile problems

Generally, heat is also the answer
for tiles that have come partially
unglued. Exceptions to this are asphalt
and vinyl asbestos tiles, which you'll
have to remove by chipping from the
center out with a chisel. Work an iron
(protected by a pressing cloth) back
and forth until you can peel up the
curled corner, then remove all the old

adhesive. The more of the adhesive you
can remove the flatter the tile will lay
on the floor. If the tile has cooled, be
sure to heat it again, then apply a thin,
even coat of adhesive to the tile. Stand
on the corners and the center, and
wipe up the excess adhesive.

Often, you can remove stains by
scrubbing them with a mild detergent
solution. However, if that doesn’t
work, try a white appliance wax.

The magazine ad has the window
of your dreams but will the treat-
ment work in your home? You need
answers: What colors does it come
in? How does it operate? Is it easy
to clean? Does it come with a guar-
antee? Where can I buy it? Will it
fit my odd-shaped window?

If you've ever tried to track down
additional product information from
most home furnishings advertisers,
you probably know how frustrating
it can be. Studying the fine print in
the ad, you find the manufacturer’s
phone number. You finally get
through only to discover that the
operator cannot answer your quer-
ies and isn't sure who should speak
to you. After a series of switches,
you wind up in the voice mail of
someone who “may” know the an-
swers, but will be out of the office
for an indeterminate amount of
time.

Fortunately, one manufacturer —
Hunter Douglas Window Fashions
— has addressed this problem by
establishing its own “Customer In-
formation Center.” Unique in the
window coverings industry, this
service was created specifically to
answer questions about all Hunter
Douglas products from consumers
responding to advertised toll-free
numbers. For general information,
they can call 1-800-937-7895.

As a follow-up to the call, the
consumer is sent within 24 hours a
“fulfillment package,” containing
product samples, brochures, and a
copy of the Hunter Douglas lifetime
guarantee, plus the names of au-
thorized local dealers.

My wife and I recently had our
living room picture window re-
placed with a bay window. Having
had no experience with such a win-
dow, we had no idea what to pur-
chase as a window covering.

We shopped around and got some
good ideas from a local Hunter
Douglas dealer. Admittedly, we
didn't go with their product for
budgetary reasons but we did get
some wonderful ideas, which we
implemented.

I will not and cannot recommend
brand names in this space but I
will tell you that services such as
the tollfree number instituted by
Hunter Douglas are invaluable to
the consumer. You can pick the
brains, so to speak, of the experts
for ideas on what you need and you
are under no obligation to buy any-
thing from them. When all is said
and done, you may decide to do so.
If not, you at least come away with
some useful information. Kudos to
Hunter Douglas for providing this
service to the public.

Q. | have a 3-year-old apartment
building with a flat reof. It has

2”x10” ceiling joists with plywood
on top and tar and gravel to form
the roof. The ceiling is made up of
R28 fiberglass insulation between
the joists with vapor barrier and 1/
2” drywall over the surface.

This winter, I had to remove the
drywall ceilings from the two bath-
rooms which are back to back to
the two upstairs, and found that
the plywood underneath the roof
was wet. I also found that it is
spreading into the room next to the
bathroom.

Do you have any suggestions to
prevent this from happening?
Could it be that the vapor barrier
wasn’t installed tightly enough?

A. There are several possible
causes of your problem and we
need to trace the steps of each of
them. Your conclusion of an impro-
perly installed vapor barrier is a
probability but there are other fac-
tors involved that could cause this
problem as well.

One important thing to keep in
mind is that newer houses often
have higher indoor humidity and
moisture the first few years. This is
a result of the usual moisture that
exists in new building materials.
Since you didn’t mention anything
about a ceiling fan or some kind of
exhaust system, let’s consider it. A
lack of adequate ventilation will
surely contribute to a moisture
problem.

Another culprit that is often
overlooked is the possibility of
leaky pipes, if there are any, that
run above the ceiling. If your pipes
are forming condensation, they will
require foam insulation wrapped
around them. This kind of conden-
sation can spread to a room that
adjoins your bathroom.

A final consideration is the possi-
bility of a minor leak from your
flat roof. Although the building is
relatively new, you cannot rule this
out. A good visual examination on
the roof, above the problem area, is
an important step to take. Some-
times the slightest flaw in some-
one’s workmanship can cost you
dearly.

I would strongly advise you to
examine the aforementioned before
you consult a professional. Also, if
possible, keep the ceiling joists ex-
posed until you fully remedy this
problem.

Q. I need to know the ins and
outs of caring for hardwood floors. 1
don’t know what the best method is
1o clean them and maintain them. I
was advised not to use any product
with water, such as Murphy's Oil
Soap. Would it be best to dust mop?
What happens when the floor gets
really dirty?

A. Tt is a common fallacy that

you cannot use anything mixed
with water on a hardwood floor.
While I normally refrain from men-
tioning product names, I will this
time since you mentioned the prod-
uct yourself.

There is nothing wrong with us-
ing Murphy’s Oil Soap to clean
your floor periodically. However, if
the floor is heavily soiled, the best
cleaning product is Mex. You can
purchase this at any hardware
store.

You might want to consider hav-
ing a heavy-duty coat of polyure-
thane applied to your floor. This
coat will protect the wood under-
neath while still allowing the
beauty of it to show through. Addi-
tionally, cleaning will be a snap be-
cause all it will require is the dust
mop you mentioned.

Q. I own a single family home
with an attached one-car garage.
Over the last few years, I noticed
large, deep cracks developing on
the concrete floor. The situation
hasn't gotten any worse but 1 can
now easily pull out a chunk of con-
crete from the floor. I am planning
to replace the existing floor with
several experienced helpers this
summer. Do you have any sugges-
tions before we start this project?

A. Let’s begin by first examining
whether the room next to your ga-
rage has also developed any ob-
vious cracks. Even without having
seen your home I could more than
guess that some foundation settling
has occurred. However, if your ga-
rage space is below grade from the
rest of your house, you only have to
focus your attention on that area

specifically.

Begin by breaking up and remov-
ing the old floor completely. Before
you add extra sand and gravel
bases, rent a vibrating tamper and
compacting machine. This very
handy tool will pack the grade
firmly and efficiently. It can be
found at large equipment rental
centers. You can even rent a ce-

ment mixing machine for this job if
you want to get the job done more
quickly. Be sure the thickness of
your floor is at least three inches.

Those are the basic preparations
to follow. Good luck on your new
floor.

Q. We have a stucco home and
want to paint it as soon as weather
permits. One of the walls has a
problem where climbing ivy and
honeysuckle vines were attached.
In pulling these down to control at
ground level, wherever the vines
clung, there remain pieces embed-
ded in the wall. We have experi-
mented with a wire brush with ab-
solutely no success, as well as
overall deep steam cleaning. Is
there some other method you know
of to remove this vegetation?

A. Despite your failed efforts,
take heart. There are ways to com-
bat your problem. However, you
must use extreme caution so you
don’t disturb or damage your fine
stucco finish.

You will need to purchase a com-
mercial root killer that can be
found at your hardware store or
major department store. This item
is used primarily for killing deep
roots, such as those that remain af-
ter cutting a tree down to its
stump. The method employed re-
quires a large, powerful drill. A
very long drill bit is used to drill
through the top of the stump as far
as possible and the chemical is
then poured in the holes.

In your case, you will drill much
smaller holes and carefully funnel
the root killer into the openings. If
at all possible, drill your holes at a
slight angle (45 degrees) above the
roots. Be careful when handling the
product and always follow the man-
ufacturer’s instructions. You should
have favorable results in a short
time and will be able to paint over
your stucco finish.

Whether your home is new or old, it
should be waterproofed, especially
basement and crawl space walls
where the entry of water and moisture
ultimately leads to deterioration and
damage. With a little know-how and
the right tools, you can easily
waterproof areas where leakage has
started or prevent it in areas where it
may occur. To get started, you'll need
the following tools and products:
hammer, chisel, wooden paddle,
trowel, wire brush, large pail, heavy-
duty masonry paint brush, hydraulic
water-stop cement and waterproofing
masonry coating.

LOCATE THE SOURCE AND
PREPARE THE SURFACE: Inspect
the walls and locate the source of the
leakage. Once you've found it, use
your hammer and chisel it to enlarge
the crack or hole. Cut squarely or
undercut while enlarging the cavity to
a minimum depth and width of 3/4
inch, then remove all loose material
from the cavity and scrub with a wire
brush and water.

PREPARE MIXTURE AND APPLY
TO SURFACE: Prepare a mixture of
one part water and 4 1/2 parts
hydraulic water-stop cement in a pail
and roll the mixed amount in your
hands until you feel it begin to stiffen
and become warm (only mix as much
as you can apply in a three-minute
period). Beginning at the top of the
crack or hole, press the cement into
the cavity with your fingers and
maintain pressure for a few minutes
or until the cement sets. Then smooth

the surface with a trowel. (Work

gloves should be worn when
completing this step.)
APPLY WATERPROOFING

MASONRY COATING: When the
cement has set, the entire area should
be painted with a waterproofing
masonry coating. Remove any paint,
loose mortar or dirt with a wire brush
and water. Next, mix masonry coating
and water according to instructions on
package. Dampen the surface with a
hose just before using a masonry paint
brush to apply the mixture in g
circular scrubbing motion to ensure
penetration of waterproofing
ingredients. First coat should dry for
24 to 48 hours before applying second
coat. Waterproofing masonry coating
will continue to cure and harden for
one month.

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Create a wildlife habitat in your own back yard

What a great way to say that you
care about the environment — by cre-
ating a wildlife habitat in your own
yard.

Since 1973, the National Wildlife
Federation has issued certificates to
thousands of homes, schools and nat-
ural areas in recognition of their
accomplishments in achieving a
wildlife habitat.

In order to become certified, there
are four elements that you need to pro-
vide:

* Food

* Water

¢ Cover

* Places to raise young

Food can be offered in its natural
form by means of trees and shrubs that
provide fruit. Many birds prefer fruit
and berries instead of the traditional
seed offered at feeding stations.

Cedar waxwings can make short
work of the ripe berries on a mountain
ash. Robins spend the winter in this
area feeding on the erab apples, holly
berries and the fruits of the cotoneaster.

Other food sources for birds
include junipers, serviceberry and
viburnums. Supplementing natural
food sources by offering seed in feed-
ers is a way to provide for birds when
natural sources are depleted. It also
brings the birds close for your viewing
enjoyment.

Fresh water is essential for birds,
not only for drinking but for keeping
their feathers in good condition. Water
can be provided in birdbaths.

A mister or dripper would be an
attraction for both you and the birds.
During the winter, add a heater so that
a fresh supply of water is available all
year.

Cover in the form of trees and
shrubs is necessary for courting and
nesting activities. Cover also provides
a place where young birds can rest
while their parents are gathering food.
Many of the trees and shrubs that pro-
vide a food source are also ideal for sat-
isfying cover requirements.

Many species of birds will only use
cavities to nest in. Since there are not
many natural cavities available, nest
boxes can be provided for wrens, chick-
adees and other species as places to
raise their young. Nesting material
can also be provided.

Don’t forget to think of the wildlife
other than birds. In our densely popu-
lated residential area, we are not like-
ly to have reptiles, amphibians and
mammals other than squirrels, rac-
coons and possum.

But all forms of insect life from
aphids to dragonflies play an impor-
tant role in sustaining the bird life
around us. We can install host plants
along with nectar producing flowers in
crder to encourage butterflies and
moths.

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Fall planting tips for beautiful springtime blossoms

Autumn, traditionally considered a
time for raking leaves, carving pump-
kins, hay rides, and football games, is
also the best time for planting flower-
ing bulbs. Planted during fall, in
flower beds, rock gardens, along a
hedge or fence, or in the lawn, bulbs
are a great way to add a splash of color
to any landscape.

Easy to plant and cultivate, bulb
blossoms will thrive next spring if they
are given a hospitable growing envi-
ronment and are properly groomed
this fall for winter dormancy. Bulbs
should also be protected from foraging
animals by soaking them in a repel-
lent, such as Ro-Pel Bulb Protector,
before planting.

Bulb Varieties

The most difficult part of planting
spring-flowering bulbs is choosing
from among the hundreds of species
and hybrids available. Some of the
most sought after varieties include:

Tulips — The most popular of all
spring flowering bulbs, tulips offer gar-
deners a wide range of choices in
height, color, shape and bloom time.

Narcissus — More commonly
referred to as daffodils, this winter-
hardy flower comes in many shapes
and colors. These bulbs develop exten-
sive root systems in fall and provide
better flowering results in colder cli-
mates.

Muscari — Nicknamed the “Grape
Hyacinth,” these tiny, bright purple
flowers muitiply quickly and resemble
bunches of upturned grapes. Flowers
stay in bloom for cne to three weeks
and thrive in sun or shade. They are an
excellent choice for borders.

Chiondoxa — Commonly known
as “Glory-of-the-Snow,” this spring
flower blooms in loose clusters of
white, blue or pink, and can vary from
3 t0 10 inches in height. This bulb type
is an ideal plant for borders and rock
gardens.

Planting Tips

Whether they are planted individu-
ally or in groups, spring-flowering bulbs
will thrive and flourish if you follow
these few simple planting procedures:

Prepare the Soil — Once the
planting bed has been selected, turn
the soil over to a depth of about 10
inches to aerate the site and give bulb
roots ample room to grow. Quick to rot
if left in standing water, spring-flower-
ing bulbs flourish best in light, well-
drained soil. Where necessary, condi-
tion soil with fertilizer as required.

Plant at Proper Depth — Using a
bulb planter or trowel to dig holes, the
general rule of thumb is to plant bulbs
to a depth of three times their overall
height. With the soil removed to the
required depth, lightly press bulbs into
place bottom side down (the flat side is
the bottom), return the soil, and water
thoroughly. -

Remember, if bulbs are planted too
shallow the freezing and thawing of
surrounding soil may interrupt their
dormant phase, permanently damag-
ing root systems and limiting your
chance of bright, healthy blossoms.

Protect Against Pests — Bulbs
are a tasty treat for many hungry
creatures, such as mice, moles, squir-
rels and chipmunks. To keep these
animals from making a restaurant
out of your garden, soak each bulb for

but energy experts say they are useful
in winter, too.

According to Michael Lamb, a
spokesman for the Energy Efficiency
and Renewable Energy Clearinghouse,
ceiling fans can cut winter heating
expenses by 5-10 percent.

“Ceiling fans do & lot of nice things,”
Lamb said. “They prevent air stratifi-
cation, which is layering of warm and
cool air in a room. This is particularly
true in rooms with high ceilings —
warm air rises while cooler air settles
near the floor. A ceiling fan circulates
the warm air more evenly. Considering
that ceiling fans use relatively small
amounts of electricity, they're really a
good energy bargain.”

An estimated 35 million American
households have ceiling fans, but at
least a third don’t use them enough to
enjoy year-round savings.

“Ceiling fans have been around since
the 19th century, but most people still
don’t use them,” said James Barrett of
Hunter Fan Co., the largest manufac-
turer of ceiling fans in the country. “In
winter, ceiling fans can help make a
room feel warmer, so you can turn down
the thermostat and save money. What
other home appliance actually helps

52-inch fan blades for rooms up to 400
square feet; 44-inch fan blades for
rooms of 250 square feet; 42-inch fan
blades for 144 square-foot rooms; and
32-inch fan blades for anything small-
er. A 15-degree blade pitch is recom-
mended for maximum air movement.
