G. P. schools adopt
policy on 'hazing'

WIth little fanfare or dISCUS-
blon, the Grosse POInte school
board on Monday approved a
regulatlOn prohlbltmg the
practice of "hazmg" to imtlate
students mto clubs and athlet-
ICteams

Board members voted 6.0,
With trustee Cmdy Pangborn
absent, to approve the regula-
tIOn which states, "(H)azmg m
all of ltS vanous forms and
practices is absolutely prohibit-
ed"

Hazing IS defined as "any
actiVIty which endangers the
phYSical safety, produces men-
tal or phYSIcal discomfort,
causes embarrassment, fnght,
humiliatIOn, harassment or
ndlcule, or degrades the stu-
dent regardless of the willmg-
ness on the paTt of the student
or the student's parents or
guardians to participate III any
>.,uchactlvltll'S "

The polIcy was developed as
a result of the administration
re,>pondmg to rec(>nt inCIdents
It had encountered, said super-
mtendent Sm'anne Klem

"We found that we had no
clear guldehnes m our poliCies
and regulatIOns about what
was conSidered appropnate or
mappropnate III terms of fltes
of passage," Klem said.

The pohcy con tams an exten-
sive Itst of prohibited activIties
and practIces, includmg phYSI-
cal mJury, assault and battery,
blmdfoldmg, forced consump-
tIOn of any substance and
applymg substances to the
body

'We want to proVlde dlrec-
tlon for sponsors of clubs and
actiVItIes, as well as to stu-
dents and parents as far as
what kmds of ntes of passage
are appropnate," Klem said

Both have been widely
denounced, yet they manage to hang on,
aIded by VIrtue of the fact that they bring
In a great amount of state and federal rev-
enue

LIke them, doctor-assisted SUICIde may
be here to stay.

In an effort to reduce costs
and stay competltIve in the
rubbish disposal Industry, the
Grosse Pointes-Chnton
DIsposal Authority has begun a
pliot program to convert the
ash from Its mcmerator to
ashcrete, wluch may be used
f()r mdustnal purposes

Accordmg to authonty dU'ec-
tor John FiIdew, If ashcrete IS
found productIve for industnal
uses, the authority would not
have to pay for ash disposal,
which IS handled by City
Management, a DetrOIt-based
dIsposal company

The authonty has a rubbish
dIsposal agreement With the
five Grosse Pomtes, Harper
Woods and Chnton 1bwnshIp.
Currently, the contract WIth
City Management represents
about one-third of the authon-
ty's operating costs

FUdew SaId the program IS In
its prelIminary stages, With
samples bemg tested for use by
an independent engIneenng
fll'IIl

'We have made some sam-
ples that are bemg tested for
structural purposes," FI1dew
said, adding that the ashcrete
IS also bemg tested for haz-
ardous content

The authonty was formed by
several commumtles In the
1960s. An agreement was
reached under which the
authonty would mcmerate all
rubbish brought to Its incmera-
tor, and then dIspose of the
ash. Because the authonty dId
not own a landflll, It negotiated
a contract WIth City
Management to dIspose of its
ash

As of thIS year, the authonty
was charging Its member com-
mumtles over $50 a ton for
rubbish dIsposal- With rough-
ly $17-$19 of that fee goIng to
CIty Management for ash dIs-
posal

RubbIsh removal IS the
third-hIghest budget cost for
Harper Woods, Grosse Pomte
Farms and Grosse POInte City

But, because of the settle-
ment of two separate laWSUits
thiS year m Macomb County,
the authonty was ordered to
reduce Its fee to ItS members to
$35 a ton until 1999 The set-
tlement also mcluded an
escape clause that allows Its
member commumtIes to SOltClt
other disposal compames to
dispose of Its rubbIsh If the
authOrIty cannot offer competI-
tIve bids

To make up the difference for
the cost reductIOn, whIch
began m July, the authorIty
has been drammg Its reserves
to pay for the rubbl'lh mcmera-
tIon and disposal FIldew saId
the authorIty has been negoti-
atIng With CIty Management
slllce the settlement to reduce
ItS costs

City Management, which
was an mtervemng co-defen.
dant III the laWSUIt, has
appealed the settlement agree-
ment

I hasten to add that we, m thiS commumty, are fortunate
to have excellent venues for the care of our sick and elderly
Not all are as fortunate Upon readmg the varIOus reports
throughout the week, I feel compelled to convey the followmg
true tale

A few weeks ago I received a phone call that related a
chaln of events that left me very angry A fnend shared with
me a story that left me both shocked and homfied

She has a fnend, who IS approachmg her 100th birthday
and has been m a nursmg home for the past few years The
woman IS mentally competent, but phYSicallymfirm and m
need of assistance. They VISitoften, and when my fnend saw
her earher m the week they spoke of her frustration With her
quality of life and her deSire to move on to whatever IS In
store for her in her next !lfe

Our fnend listened and acknowledged the fact that mdeed
her days must be very dlflicult and pamful Their conversa-
tions are remlnlscent of several I had with my own grand-
mother, who once told me that there was no way that I could
possibly know the degrees of frustratIOn and discomfort some
of the elderly endure. She admorushed me to never tell some-
one who complained that I understood, because, unless
you've walked in that person's moccasms, you simply cannot
comprehend their anguISh.

My pal received a phone call from the nursmg home where
her friend resides, informmg her that the woman had Just
been taken to the hospital after choking during her lunch.
She asked if she was alive when she left the nursing home
and was told that they didn't know. She rushed to the hospi-
tal unsure of what to pray for and simply asking God to
choose the path best for her friend.

Arriving at the hospital, she ran through the corridor to
the emergency desk, inquired about the patient and was
immediately taken to her.

A pitiful little creature lay on the gurney under a sheet
with a large plastic pale green mask over most of her face.
The doctor informed my friend that the woman might have
suffered a stroke and asked if she could get her to recognize
her She took her hand and spoke to her gently, calling her by
n8Jne and assuring her that she was there and would stay as
long as she wanted She gave the attending doctor and nurs-
es a brief prome of her fnend and told them of her supenor
intellect and humor

She was asked if she were m a positIOn to deny extraordi-
nary life-saving procedures if the time came for such deci-
sions. She replied that she was not her legal guardian; how-
ever, she told them of their conversation earher m the week.

They asked 1f the patient's age was correct on the chart
and were told that It was offby one year My friend remarked
that the elasticity and colonng of the patient's skm was
noticeably changed, as she always had beautiful unlined
skm With flond colonng. She also noted aloud that she could
not see an identIfymg facial tumor of long duratIOn and
inquired about it The doctor replied that he had not seen the
abnormality.

My fnend then asked mm to lift the sheet m order that she
might see her legs and thereby confirm what she now knew

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Pointer writes 'been-there, done-that'
book for women about hysterectomy

"There has never been a long-
term, randomized clinical study
on hysterectomy. In the United
States alone, there are 600,000
hysterectomies being performed
every year. What's wrong with
this picture?"

This is Barber's first book.
She'd like to publish a series of
books on women's health issues,
written in the same format, and
is currently seeking sources of
funding and writers for the pro-
ject.

She has lectured on her book at
the Grosse Pointe War Memorial.
Another lecture is planned for
mid-winter. In addition, she will
speak on the subject at a
"'fuming Points" conference
Saturday, Feb.8, at Oakwood
Hospital in Dearborn.

women she interviewed, which
shows that each experIence lead-
ing up to and following hysterec-
tomy is different

Barber points out that she is
not a phYSician. But she hopes
her personal account, woman-to-
woman, as the title suggests, will
be easy to read and be reassur-
ing to other women facing the
decisions she had to make.

"There is not enough informa-
tion out there on (for example)
the different kinds of bleeding
women have," she explamed.
"That's why I decided to be
graphic in the book How does
tms affect your everyday hfe?
How does it affect your sex hfe?
What is the difference between
normal and abnormal bleeding?

ing she found answered her ques-
tions. In fact, her research uncov-
ered contradictory information.

"Some books say hysterectomy
ends your life as you know it and
others say that 90 percent of all
hysterectomies are unnecessary,"
she said.

"One of the real motivating fac-
tors to writing this hook was the
lack of good personal information
for women. Being a writer, I felt I
could do something about that. I
started keeping notes (on my
experience) six to eight weeks
after the surgery. Then the idea
that a book could be written
about my experience emerged."

"Hysterectomy: Woman to
Woman," IS a 228-page paperback
written in the fIrst person. It
spares no details on the experi-
ences leading up to Barher's deci-
sion to have her uterus and
ovaries removed. She talks in
graphic detail about the persis-
tent fibroids that plagued her
reproductive organs and eventu-
ally began to overwhelm her
physically and psychologically.

"I fmally got to the proverbial
last straw," she said, alluding to
the introduction of her book, in
which she graphically depicts
how her medical condition made
it impossible for her to enjoy an
afternoon of cross-country skiing.

Her book IS divided into three
sections: gathering information
and making a decision; the
surgery and first eight weeks of
recovery; and how to get on with
your life following recovery.

The first-person text, accented
WIth personal anecdotes, is sup-
ported WIth glOS5aries and med-
ical facts she gathered through
her research. The book also
includes accounts from 20 other

MeanwhIle, throughout her

busy career and while raismg her
children, Barber said she had to
contend with long and heavy
menstrual perIods that began to
interfere with her day-to-day hv-
ing

"As I got older, It got worse. I
went to my gynecologist and he
determmed I had fibroids (uter-
ine tumors) which I found out
were hereditary," she saId. "But,
despite all my problems, I didn't
want a hysterectomy."

Barber said her gynecologist
didn't offer her any other alterna-
tives to having a hysterectomy.
She later switched doctors and

learned there were procedures
that can be performed to possibly
avoid having one of the most rad-
ical operatIOns a woman can
have.

"A hysterectomy is something
that affects most what makes a
woman a woman," she said

As she contemplated surgery,
Barber said she searched
lIbraries and book stores on the
subJect of hysterectomy But noth-

However, "orne rt'ports on fat
ha\e been confusmg - ItS role
10 hreR"t elllH'er rP"l '11'1" "OITl(,
what uncertam, for example
Researchers at the recent
annual conference of the
American InstItute for Cancer
Research (AICR) presented

Alcordmg to Dr Laurence
Kolonel of the Umversltv of
Hawau Cancer Research
Center 10 Honolulu,
researchers suspected fat as
bemg a cancer promoter when
they noticed the great vana-
tIon m colon cancer rates
among mternatlOnal popula-
tIOns

AsIan populatIOns that ate
less fat and a more plant-based
diet had dramatically lower
breast, prostate and colon can-
cer rates than Westerners,
whose dIets were much Iugher
10 fat and ammal-based foods

Chmese and Japanese
mIgrants to the UOlted States
showed a steady increase m
both cancer rates and dIetary
fat as they and theIr children
and grandchIldren adapted to
Western llfestyles.

Now researchers are study-
mg how a hIgh-fat diet over
time may alter genetIc pat-
terns that Increase the possi-
bIlIty of developIng cancer

In additIOn to lookIng at
studIes of what different popu-
latIOns eat, sCIentIsts are find-
mg out how fat mterferes WIth
the health and function of cells

In the case of colon cancer,
Investigators have found that
fat produces bile aCIds In the
mtestmal tract that seem to
promote colon cancer Eatmg
high-fiber foods like fruIts, veg-
etables and grams can reduce
the concentratIOn of those bile
aCIds and help prevent colon
cancer from developmg

At the same time, the
Amencan Institute for Cancer
Research adVIses llmltmg fat
to no more than 30 percent of
daIly calorIes and cuttmg satu-
rated fats from ammal-based
foods hke red meat, butter and
('heese to no more than 10 per-

Noone would question that fire
is a formidable foe. Just look at
the grim statistics. Every 45 sec-
onds a home is burning some-
where in the United States.

And, insur-
ance companies paid out more
than $12 billion in claims to
repair the damage to homes in
1994 (most current year for avail-
able statistics).

The National Association of
Independent Insurers (NAID, a
trade associr.tion representing
more than a third of all insurers
writing fire coverage, recom-
mends that homeowners and
ren ters know the "enemy" and
take the right steps to prevent a
fire, while at the same time have
the knowledge about what to do if
one occurs.

llKnow the three-step plan to
protect yourself and loved ones
from the tragedy of a home fire,"
advises Jack Ramirez, president
and CEO of the NAIl. "The first
step is to eliminate potential fire
hazards. Secondly, install and
maintain working smoke detec-
tors and thirdly, develop and prac-
tice a practical family escape
plan."

Ramirez and the NAIl offer the
following tips under the three-
step plan:

• Eliminate fire hazards:
Always cover trash cans and dis-
pose of trash regularly.

• Always store paints, paint
thinners and other highly flam-
mable material away from fire
sources.

• Discard frayed electrical
extension cords and don't overload
circuits.

• Have electrical wiring in your
home checked periodically by a
competent electrician.

• Use fuses and cirCUItbreakers
that bear the Underwriters
Laboratories (UL) approval or
have approval from another recog-
nized testing laboratory.

• Avoid accumulation of large
amounts of trash either indoors or
outdoors.

• Keep lighters and matches in
safe, high places away from the
reach of small children.

• Never smoke in bed.
• Install smoke detectors in the

right places:
• Install smoke detectors on

every level if your home has more
than one level. One in the base-
ment near the furnace; one on the
main level near the kitchen, one
in the hallway near bedrooms and
one near the access door to the

We almost automatically think
of apples and cider when crisp
early fall days arrive, but how
about pears and perry for a
change? Perry is pear cider, and
very good it is.

Pears have a venerable history
going back 35 or 40 centuries .
Originating in western Asia and
around the Caspian Sea, they
have been known for many cen-
turies in Europe, as far back as
the stone age.

Homer, writing in Greece about
580 B.C., calls this fruit "the gift
of the gods" and lists pears
among the fruits in his garden.
Some centuries later,
Theophrastus, Plato and Pliny
record many varieties of pears,
and give lengthy descriptions of
methods of grafting and pruning
as early as 200 B.C.

Nicholas Hardenpont, a priest
in Mons, Belgium, refers to pears
as ''butterfruit'' in the early 18th
century, and since that time more
than 5,000 varieties have been
listed. Some of them occur world-
wide, some in just one country
and some in just one region. Pear
seeds arrived in America in 1629.
