Finally, the report deplores the heavy
reliance in JudIcial elections of large cam-
paign expenditures, with financial sup-
port often sought from interest groups
and lawyers whose agendas and clients'
interests may well come before them if
they're elected.

The State Bar is to be congratulated
for making this reform effort, which, in
our view, deserves public support. That
support should be directed to the
Legislature to make sure that the pro-
posal gets a fair public hearIng.

The result is a
huge dIsservice to young,
prospective teachers who
invest money and years to
become prepared for the class-
room but are instead diverted
into shallow, unproductive and
even irrelevant course work.

The poor performance of
MIChIgan teachers on accredi-
tation exams should come as
no surpnse, based on what the
current system subjects them
to, we could hardly expect 8 dlf.

The moment members of the
search committee saw the 1913
"Sears" bungalow on Rochester Road
10 Royw Oak, Lhey knew that thiS
old house had to be the hwne for
Gilda's Club-Metro DetrOit

Also known as the "old white
house," the 5,300.square-foot, three-
story bwldmg was constructed by
Peter Backer from plans ordered
from the Sears & Roebuck catalog
Accordmg to the Royal Oak
Historical Society, Sears & Roebuck
was a popular source for home con-
struction plans m the early part of
the century.

Gilda's Club-Metro Detroit is a
free, non-profit, non-residential
social and emotIOnal support commu-
ruty for people with cancer and for
their families and friends.

The Idea for a SOCialand emotional
support commuruty was developed by
comedienne Gdda Radner, her hus-
band actor Gene Wilder, and
Radner's therapist, Joanna Bull.
Radner attended Umverslty Liggett
School and spent a portIOn of her
childhood in the Grosse Pointes, so
the new club has special meaning for
east Siders.

When Radner died of ovarian can-
cer m May 1989, Gilda's Club didn't
eXlst. Bull and Wilder carried out
her WIshes to create the facility after
her death.

The Detroit chapter was formed in
1993 and has been operating out of a
temporary faclhty In Farmington
Hills.

The search committee thought the
"old white house" was the perfect
place for the club's headquarters.

After serving as a private home for

many years, the Sears & Roebuck
bungalow was redesigned and con.
verted to office space. Most recently,
it was a photography studio.

The spacious building is accented
WIth dark wood trIm and lOeludes
elaborate door moldings, vaulted ceil-
lOgs, a formal front staircase and
built-In cabmets. It also boasts an
expansive front porch, a sunroom
overlooking soon-to-be-planted gar-
dens, a children's play area, dming,
meetmg and conference rooms, a
lutchen, and space for the offices of
the executive director and volun-
teers.

The house sits unoccupied. But not
for long.

Each of Its rooms, which have now
been deSignated for specific purpos-
es, are "for sale." Donations will pay
for remodehng, expansion, decorat-
ing, mstallation of an elevator, land-

scaping and more.
Randall Book of the City of Grosse

Pomte, president of Gilda's Club-
Metro Detroit's board of directors,
S81d he hopes to have the house com-
pleted and ready for guests by sum-
mer 1997.

In addition to cash donations, the
club also needs anyone who is skilled
with a paint brush, construction
tools or in any other way, to donate
his or her time to the project.

"We looked at over 150 facllities,"
Book said. "We looked at office build-
ings, retail centers, houses - even
vacant land. We ran the whole
gamut to fmd something between
Van Dyke and Northwestern
Highway and close to 1-696. We
wanted something centrally located
which would accommodate both sides
of the city."

"If you
walked in the
door and didn't
know what this
was about,
you'd thmk,
'What a lovely
home,m said
Debbie
Bellovich of
Grosse Pointe
Farms, director
of development,
referring to the
atmosphere of a
Gilda's Club
facility.

Each Gilda's
Club evokes a
warm, home-
like feeling, she
said. As soon as
someone walks
through the
signature "red
door," he or she
escapes the
clinical setting
of hospitals and
doctots' omcee .
and finds
refuse in a
place offering

comfortable rooms With couches, easy
chairs and plenty of people With
whom to laugh, talk and cry.

"You can have the best (cancer)
treatment In the world but If vou
don't have the social and emot"lOnal
support, a huge piece IS mlSSmg,"
Bull said. "You will get that In this
house."

Bull came to Detroit from New
York City for the Nov. 20 sneak-pre-
view party for the executive board,
club supporters, members and the
pubhc.

The Importance of a place such as
GlIda's Club, Bellovich said, is that
people who have been diagnosed
with cancer often feel frightened and
isolated and they often retreat to
their homes. A homelike setting In
which people can interact with other
cancer patients, family and friends
allows them to get out and socialize.

"I am thrilled beyond expression,"
Bull said, after she toured the facili-
ty. "I grew up in Detroit and this has
special meaning to me. When I met
Gilda after she was dIagnosed and I
became her therapISt, we reahzed we
had common roots in Detroit.
Hundreds of people will walk
through these doors fnghtened and
not knowing what to do. They'll get
hugs and support and walk out the
door with smiles."

Membership in Gilda's Club is free.
Members have the opportunity to
participate in wellness groups, lec-
tures, workshops and social events.

Support groups are formed on as-
needed basis and once a group is
formed, no new members are added.
Gilda's Club is not a medical facility.
It is designed as an enhancement to
regular cancer treatment.

Funds are raised through private
and corporate donations and through
several annual events, including the
annual 5K Gilda's Club Family Walk
and Block Party and a benefit spon-
sored by the Motor City Women of
Comedy. For more information, call

What is home care?
Home care encompasses

a WIderange of health
and social seI"Vlcesthat
are dehvered at home to
recovering, disabled,
chronically or terminally
III people

Generally, home care is
appropriate whenever a
person prefers to stay at
home but needs ongoing
care that. cannot easily or
effectIvely be provided
solely by family and
fnends. Also available to
persons receiving home
care services are medical
supplies and durable med-
ical equipment such as

Monotonous surroundmg8
and tedIous regular actIvities
wove patterns which produced
fatigue, nervous disorders,
apathy, self-disgust and VlO-

lent reactions. Hardly surpns-
ing, then, that a generation
cushioned from the cold by
central heating, from the heat
by air.conditioning, carted in
aseptic transports from one
identical house or hotel to
another, should feel the need
ofjourneys of mind or body,
for pep pills or tranquilizers,
or for the cathartic journeys of
sex, music and dance. We
spend far too much trme in
shuttered rooms."

Further In the same essay,
Chatwin reveals his apprecia-
tion and understanding of
strange lands and customs:
"Each spring the nomadic
tribes of Asia shrug ofTthe
inertia of winter and return
with the regularity of swal-
lows returning to their sum-
mer pastures. The women put
on fresh flowered calico dress-
es, and lIterally 'wear the
spring.' They sway to the
rhythm oftherr pitclung sad-
dles, and mark trme to the
insistent beat of the camel
bells. They look neither right
nor left. Their eyes are glued
to the way ahead - over the
horizon. The spnng migration
is a ritual. It fulf'ills all their
spiritual requirements, and
the nomads are notonously
irreligious. The way up to the
mountain is the path of their
salvation."

Bruce ChatwIn (1940.1989)

was a wnter who wore many
hats; he was versattle in his
lIterary field and he produced
travel sketches, essays, short
stones, book reviews and nov-
els

During his relatively short
lifetrme, he produced seven or
eight books, which was no
mean accomplIshment consid-
enng he was almost constant-
ly roaming about the world,
from one exotic place to anoth-
er.

"Anatomy of Recklessness"
IS a posthumous book, an
introspective gathering of
many of his occasional pieces
which appeared In a number
of pUblications. Two dedicated
researchers, Jan Borm and
Matthew Graves, deserve our
thanks for their tracking along
with an explanatory mtroduc-
tion and a very complete bibli-
ogmphy of Chatwin's oeuvre.

His openmg essay, "IAlways
Wanted to Go to Patagoma,"
reveals Chatwin's psychologi-
cal urge to travel. In explain.
ing the unusual title of his
book, he says, "Gradually the
idea for a book began to take
shape. Itwas to be a wildly
ambitious and intolerant
work, a kind of 'Anatomy of
:&lstlessness' that would
enlarge on Pascal's dictum
about the man sitting quietly
in a room.

--rhe argument, roughly,
was as follows: that in becom-
~ human, man had acquired,
together with his straight legs
and striding walk, a migratory
'drive' or instinct to walk long
distances through the seasons;
that this 'drive' was insepara-
ble from his central nervous
system; and that, when
warped in conditions of settle-
ment, it found outlets in vio-
lence, greed, status-seeking or
a mania for the new."

Not only IShe thought.pro-
voking, Chatwin likes to
spring surprises on his read-
ers. "Gone to Timbuctoo" IS an
amusing travel sketch where
the author's nuscluevous wit
rears its head: "Timbuctoo,
'I\unbuto, Tombouctou,
Tumbyktu, Timbutku or
Tembach? It doesn't matter
how you spell it. The word is a
slogan, a ritual formula, once
heard never forgotten. At 11, I
knew of Timbuctoo as a myste-
rious city in the heart ofAfrica
where they ate mice - and
served them to visitors. A
blurred photograph, in a trav-
eler's account of Timbuctoo, of
a bowl of muddy broth with
bttle pink feet riswg to the
surface excited me greatly.
Naturally, I wrote an unprint-
able limerick about it. The
words 'mice in the stew'
rhymed with Timbuctoo and
for me both are still inextrica-
blyassociated."

-rhe Estate of Maximilian
'lbd" is a chilling tale which, I
believe, no reader will ever
forget. The main character is
an extremely strange person,
very reclusive, yet with glori-
ous ideas of dwelling in soli-
tary grandeur deep In the
heart of a South American
jungle.

Chatwin describes Mr. Tod's
house as "an airy pavilion
built on a knoll about 100
yards from the water. It was
35 feet square, aligned to the
cardinal points, and he had
five sash windows on each face
except for the north The walls
were of battened vertical
planb pamted the color of
pewter.

lift the lever. If water continues to
drip from the valve after you shut
it, you'll have to replace it. It most
likely has reached its effective-
ness and the internal needle valve
is probably worn.

Next, attach a garden hose to
the drain valve at the base of the
heater and extend it outdoors, if
possible. Be sure to examine the
water in a large pail after you ini-
tially discharge it. You'll need to
check if any sediment or lime
deposits have developed at the
bottom of your heater. Lime
deposits mean that you have hard
water and you should have a
water softener installed. With the
tank now empty, replace the T and
P valve and check its condition.
Close the discharge valve at bot-
tom.

Water temperature should be
set at about 130 degrees and
make sure the heater's thermo-
stat is not defective. Refill your
water heater to capacity and if it
does not start, press the reset but-
ton. Once your water heater is
operating, listen for those same
troublesome sounds. If they're
gone, you have succeeded. If there
is no improvement, you'll need to
call a professional.

Q. The hot water heater in my
basement has recently been mak-
ing strange noises and is not
working properly. At times, I'll
hear sizzling and rumbling
sounds as if the tank wants to
explode. The water heater does
not shut off and thus causes boil-
ing noises and overheating.
Additionally, the hot water ~
faucets expel steam and then a
popping noise follows.

The hot water heater is about 7
years old and the warranty has
long been expired.

A. I can't make a 100-percent
accurate diagnosis, but it sounds
as if you'll need to repl~ce your
present hot water heater. The
description that you've made
above tells me that the potential
for an explosion is very real if the
problem isn't addressed very soon.

However, I'd like you to check a
few things fIrst. Begin by holding
a pail beneath the valve in the
middle of the heater and release
the pressure. This is known as the
"T and P" valve or the tempera-
ture and pressure relief valve. Be
extremely cautious because very
hot steam and water will dis-
charge from the valve when you
