Star gets Woods go-ahead to build new church

After 44 years of planning, 
officia!~ from Our Lady Star  of 
the Sea Catholic Church, a t  the 
corner of Fairford and 
Morningside in Grasse Pointe 
U'oods, received the final go- 
ahead that  allows the conatruc- 
tion of the permanent church. 

Church pastor Dennis 
Hemty spoke on behalf of the 
parish at! the' March 24 plan- 
ning commission meeting. He 
gave a brief history of the 
parish, which was founded in 
r n t *  L.. w- n ..A,_. 
r4v-r uj r t .  uiii LULL. 

When a new parish is built, 
explained Herrity. the  Erst 
structure that  goes up is usual- 
iy a n  d1Lpurpose building that  
can used for many functions 
while other parish buiidings. 
including offices. classrooms 
and the church are  built. 

Star  of the Sea, said Hemty, 
has  raised the $3.5 million 
needed to build a parish 
church. A search of the parish 
records turned up  Fr. Bartcn's 
original site plan. which 
always called for the church to 
be a t  the corner ofbFairford and 
Morningside. Currently tha t  
part of the parish's property is 
a n  open field and is used as a 
playground. 

The site of the new church 
puts it closer to parish ofices 
and gives the school its own 
space, said Herrity. Once con- 
struction is complete, the old 
church will be torn down. 

Grosse Pointe public school 

in. She does not want "a mon- 
strosity" built in her neighbor- 
hood, she said. 

Kalajian also complained 
that  on Christmas Day, the 
overfiow from t h e  church 
spilled onto her street and her 
dinner guests couicin't find 
parking.

He also didn't like the location 
af the proposed 24-hour 
Eucharistic chapel, which he 
thought was too close to homes. 

Finally, he said that  there is 
a lack of sewer crrpacity for 
buildings and homes already in 
p!ace and he  blamed the  
church for the  basements that  
flooded Iss t  August during 
severe rainstorms. 

Church officials pointed out 
that  the proposed church 
would have a special under- 
ground retention basin t h a t  
w u d d  contain s torm water 
until it could be safely piped 
into the city sewers. City engi- 
neers reviewed the plans and 
gave their seal of approval. 

"While the church will be 
bigger, the seating remains the 
same," said Frederick. "If dou- 
bling :he slxe of a church auto- 
mat~ealiy doubled the number 
of parishioners, then churches 
would be expanding all the  
tune." 

Several residents exprss~ed  
concerns that  a chapel open 24 
hours a day would attract peo- 
ple "wiio don't belong in the 
neighborhood."

Peters  in downtowr Mount 
Clemens, are  In very high traf- 
fic areas. The other is not. 
There have been no problems 
with vandalism, she said. 

We are  trying to encourage 
private prayer," said DeFour.

The chapel's very use a t  all 
hours will discourage vandal- 
ism: said DeFour. Resides Star 
of the Sea is a t  a dificult to 
find location. She knows people 
with cars and money that can't 
find the church. The odds that  
a chapel will somehow attract 
dope fiends and b n a g e r s  look- 
ing to do terrible things seems 
remote, sne said. 

We've been planning this for 
three years," said Herrity. 
"This has  allowed us  to  
research every concern careful- 
ly, so that  wher. a question is 
asked we have a n  answer 
ready. Churches used to be 
open a t  all times. But that  
means yr;u have to heat and 
light them. Plus, there a re  
security questions. A chapel 
can be heated easily. We want 
this to be a sacred place. If 
there is  vandalism, then we 
will do what i s  required to pro- 
tect ~ t .  Our research shows 
that  there just isn't a secur t  ' 2' problem with places like this. 

The planning commiss~on 
unanimously approved the  
church site plans. Because no 
variance is required, the clty 
council, acting a s  the zoning 
board of appeals, can't over- 
turn the decision.

It was also pointed out that  
there is a 75-foot setback 
between the church and any 
property boundaries. This  
meats all city zoning regula- 
tions for community service 
zoned properties. There were 
also complaints t h a t  the  
chcrch's sloped roof would 
ton'er over the ranch houses in 
the neighborhood. 

Planning commissioner 
Robert Frederick said t h a t  a 
more traditional church would 
be much more intrusive to the  
neighborhood.

During Blitz Build '97, 5413 
people were provided decent, 
affordable housing by more 
than 10,000 volunteers. The 
total cost of the project was 
$5.5 million, with a market 
value of $6.6 million.
