IN THE GUTT 2K

Waiting until spring-to ‘work on your
guiters is an expe ive mistake, so you
need to roll up your sleeves now, Start
by clearing; your gitters of all leaves,
twigs and other debrils, Cutters trap
ruroff that freezes, risking ice bulidup
and severe damage 1o your gutters and
even the roof. For a stubborn gutter
that consw:antly clogs, buy a
downspout guand, ‘This wire basket
prevents leaves and plnccones from
accumulating

A clean gutter cioesn’t mean you
can’t have ‘water lamage. Many home-
owners ignore where thelr gutters
empty. Make sure to keep flowing
water clear of your foundation,
driveways and sifewaiks. Otherwise,
you may have wat :r seepage problems
in your basemen: as well as water
damaged siding a1.d 1rim,

You can avoid water damage by
adding gutter extensions or reshaping
those already there. Just cut the gutter
or downspout to size, then crimp the
edges for easy joining of the sections.

SEIZE THE “MOW"MENT

Preparing your mower and other
lawn equipment for winter is
essential, especially if they spead time
in a chilly garage or shed. Begin by
draining the old oil from the crank
case, and fill it with fresh oil.

GIVE YOUR TREES A TRIM

Although it's casier said than done
pruning is essential for your trees.
Pruning not only removes dead and
diseased branches, but stimulates
growth as well. Unfort matcly, there is
no perfect time to cut unsightly or
unhealthy Eranches. However, it is best
to prune trees when they are dormant
-~ a time that is difficult to gauge
since all plants are different. Keep in
mind that cold weather brings on
dormancy, making fall ihe ideal time to
pruse away. A full view of thie shape of
the branches also helps when it comes
to identifying trouble spots.

Removing  diseased  branches
lengthens a tree’s li%e and heips
healthy parts of the tree flourish, even
during harsh winter months. If you're
not sure what to prune, begin by
looking for dead branches. Also,
broken branches always should be
pruned in order to spurt new growth
and kcep the tree healthy.

When working on trees and plants,
you will need a pair cf shears and a
pruning saw. For plants ard small
branches, hand and Icpping shears

easity will remove botk: exsy- and harc -
to-reach brancliwes.

Prepping the humidifier for winter’s worst

Q. Mr. Hardwure, I think I need
a new humidifier; it was overtlow-
ing water into my furnace last
sanng. It stopped when I shut off
the little supply valve, but is there
something I can replace or is it a
goner? Should I check the float or
aaything else? John B. of S.CS.

A. John, last spring was a iong
tima ago. Are you sure you want
to vush in to this? There are at
least a week or 30 until you need
the furnace. And another month
0 82 until the house dries out and
the wife starts to complain about
the dryness. [ don't even want to
82 your air filter. Those probably
lngt you at least six months, but
ahould be changed monthly.

Fnough abuse from Mr
Hardware, at least you knew you
had a float in the humidifier. If
tiere i3 a float, then there is &
vilve hooked to it that maintains
a certain water level in the base.

When the washer in the valve
wears out (usually in five or more
years), it will stari to flocd the
humidifier. The overflow water
swould drain ot of o drain hele in
the bottom of the unit but if it is
clogzed or plugged the water will
oerflory into the furnace.

First, you will need to get the
pad out of the humidifier. Most lift

up away frori the metor, then
away from tha motor and lifted
out.
