Car figured in fatal crash in Shores
Mute evidence to the speed at which it was traveling, is this wrecked car which

jumped the curb and hurtled into a tree in front of the Edsel and Eleanor Ford
estate on Lakeshore road early last Friday morning. Four passengers escaped with
non-critical injuries. The driver, of the City of Grosse Pointe. died in Cottage Hos-
pital some five hours later. Shores police on patrol duty saw the car approaching,
realized it was going too fast to make the sharp curve, and radioed for an ambu-
lance before the crash actually occurred.

We recently read a newspa-
per artIcle WIth the mterestmg
tItle "When Bad Thmgs
Happen to German People"

The story centered on how
Amencans and Germans take
dIfferent approaches to con-
sumer safety In Germany, It'S
mueh harder to hold corpora-
tIOns or busmesses legally
accountable when theIr reck-

Organ donation is
easier, less painful

Donating an organ or tls"ueb after death IS perhap&
the ultImate act of charIty and compassIOn a person
can perform The selfless act of SIgnIng a donor card
or regIstermg wIth MIchIgan's Organ and Tissue
Donor RegIstry can mean that many, many IIve& wIll
be saved - lIves that are as Irreplaceable as your
own

LIVJJlg VJgdJl UUlldLlOn

IS an even more noble
act You often hear
about people who have
donated kIdneys to
loved ones who may
have been dymg or on
dIalySIS for years As
you can ImagIne, the
outcome for both donor
and reCIpIent can be JOY-
ous But what you may
not hear IS that the
donatIOn process also IS
pamful and necessitates
a lengthy recuperatIOn
nvallng that of the
recIpIent.

UntIl now A new kId-
ney transplant tech-
mque known as laparo-

SCOpICnephrectomy IS now aVaIlable that IS far less
invaSIve for the donor

UnlIke tradItIOnal surgery, whIch reqUIres a
pamful, 12-inch long incIsIOn m the patIent's flank,
laparoscopIC surgery requIres Just three tmy punc-
ture-hke Illclsions and a three-mch blklm-lIne Inci-
SIOn to remove the kidney. As a result, there IS far
less pain for the donor, a shorter hospital stay, and a
much better cosmetIc outcome In addItIOn, the donor
is able to return to work much faster, which can
mean a considerable cost savmgs for his or her
employer.

A team of doctors at St. John HospItal recently per-
formed the first laparoscoplc nephrectomy in south-
eastern MIchIgan on a man from Georgia who Wlshed
to donate a kIdney to hIS 58-year-old father, who had
been on dialysIs for about a year

USIng specIal Instruments and a VIdeo camera
known as a laparoscope that projects pictures from
InSIde the patIent to a VIdeo momtor (somethmg hke
playIng a NIntendo game), we freed the kIdney from
ItS blood vessels and ureter (whIch carrIes unne from
the kidneys to the bladder) m an operatIOn that took
only about three hours

The transplant was completely successful The
reCipient IS now free from dialySIS

But perhaps even mOl e ImpreSSIve IS that the pro-
cedure was done on an outpatIent baSIS and the donor
was able to return to work Just one week after
surgery. Just three days after surgery, he reported
that he had no tenderness, no lapse of energy and no
other SIde effects All he needed was one pam pIll fol-
lowmg surgery, and he was back to eatmg doughnuts
the next mommg In fact, he reported that the
arthroscopic surgery he once had on his knee hurt far
more than the kIdney removal surgery

As you can imagine, thIS outcome IS qUIte a depar-
ture from tradItIonal surgery Donors once could
expect to spend about seven days In the hospItal, and
needed to recuperate at home for about eIght weeks.
That could cause qUIte a hardshIp for the person's
employer, who would be WIthout a valued employee
for a considerable length of tIme The mClsion was
also very paInful, smce It had to be made through
muscle In additIOn, a nb often had to be removed to
faCIlitate removal of the organ

Laparoscoplc surgery typIcally takes a little longer
than traditIOnal surgery because of the surgical skill
and techmcal difficulty involved

But there's no questIOn that thIS type of surgery
represents a wm-win situatIOn for everyone Involved
And the good news IS that probably 98 percent of peo-
ple are candIdates for laparoscopIC nephrectomy
OccasIOnally, someone who has had previous abdomi-
nal surgery or who experIences uncontrollable bleed-
mg dUrIng the procedure may require the tradltiOl al
surgery. But most people - Includmg those who are
obesf' - can undergo the laparoscopic techmque.

Although thc laparoscoplc nephrectomy procedure
IS relatIvely new, laparoscoplc surgerIes have been
available for about 10 years

In 1989, we performed the first laparoscoplC gall-
bladder procedure III MIchigan at St John Hospital
and MedIcal Center Back then, everyone laughed at
the Idea of remOVIng an organ that way. But now,
patIents actually ask for the procedure, and more and
more surgerIes are beIng done laparoscoplcally

Other procedures that can be done laparoscoplcally
mclude hIatal hernIa repair, appendectomy, splenecto-
my, adrenal gland removal and colon resectIOns.

BaSically, every organ III the abdomen can be oper-
ated on laparoscoplcally, and dIagnostIc laparoscoplc
techmques are also commonly used III the medIcal
commumty WIth the techmcal Improvements m the
Instrument'l, scopes, cameras and mom tors we now
have avaIlable, the procedure IS lIkely to become the
technIque of chOIce for more surgeons

Most certamly, patIents WIll contmue to ask for
such surgenes With the plethora of medical Informa.
tIOn avaIlable on the Internet and through medIa lIke
cable TV, people are much more savvy about thE'lr
optIOns The prospect of bemg able to take care of a
medIcal condItIOn WIth less pam and a faster recovery
time no doubt WIll contmue to be an appealIng optIOn.

avoid over-exertion and possible
falls.

• You may want to call a profes-
sional roofer to perform these
measures. He is more sensitive to
the possibility of damage and is
better equipped to improve the
situation.

The time to attempt eliminating
this ice-damming problem from
reoccurring is during periods of
warmer weather. Added attic
insulation can help to reduce the
amount of heat-loss from the inte-
rior, and thereby maintaining a
more consistent "cold roof."

Increasing attic ventilation by
improving airflow in the attic
space can also aid in reducing
winter problems. This can be done
by utilizing the recommended sof-
fit and roof ridge venting method
or through use of power ventila-
tors. A waterproofing membrane,
such as an "ice and watershield"
modified bituminous sheeting,
should be installed a minimum of
three feet above the gutterline to
provide a protective barrier under
the shingles to eliminate water
infiltration. This ice-water shield
protection is a must when replac.
ing your old shingle roof.

Residential/commercial roof snow damage tips
The heavy amounts of snow

that have blanketed our area this
month have created havoc for
many homeowners, as well as
some businesses.

Homeowners have experienced
damaged ceilings, walls and more
due to water leaking into their
homes from roof edges jammed
with heavy ice and snow.
Commercial building owners,
with flat roofs, also are concerned
about the heavy weight of the
unusual amounts of snow. Both
scenarios are concerns and can be
dangerous.

"Ice damming" is the primary
worry of residential homeowners.
The problem occurs when heat
escapes from the interior of the
home and melts the underside of
the snow, causing water to flow
toward the gutter. However, when
the water reaches the roof over-
hang, which is colder than the
rest of the roof, it freezes and cre-

All of these situations will melt
channels in the ice dam and let
the trapped water drain out and
off the roof. Then at a later date
you can worry about removing the
rest of the ice dam.

After the disaster is stopped,
put a fan in the attic to help evap-
orate the moisture in the insula-
tion. Many will have to remove it
because of all the water damage.
Then call your insurance agent;
most homeowners' pohcles cover
some of the repair work ahead.

Then either use a roof heat tape,
ice melter crystals or hot water in
a hose from one of your inside
faucets. You don't have to remove
the entire ice dam at first, that
would take too long, especially if
there is water leaking into your
house. Simply make channels in
the ice dam from the gutter
straight up the roof.

Do this by running a heat tape
in a tight zigzag pattern every
three or four feet across the roof.
Or take calcium chloride (pre-
ferred), or any ice melter, and
pour one to three cups (approxi-
mately) from the gutter to the top
of the ice dam every three to four
feet. Or take the hose with hot
water and let it run in one area so
it melts a channel in the ice dam.

First and most important, pre-
vent the ice dam from forming.
Heat rising from the living area
below is the cause of many ice
dams. Check the insulation in the
ceiling and make sure there is at
least 6 inches, the preferred
amount is 12 inches. Also make
sure the insulation isn't touching
the roof boards from underneath.
Styrofoam battens slipped
between the rafters are made for
this purpose and hold the insula-
tion one-inch away from the roof.
Keep the roof cold, and the snow
won't melt.

However, this won't cure all ice
dams; on warmer days the sun
can melt the snow during the day
and it refreezes when tempera-
tures drop overnight.

The cure for this, if you don't
have roof heat tapes installed, is
to remove the snow from the last
five feet of your roof. For single-
story homes we were successful in
bending a 10-foot piece of light-
weight tubing and bolting it to
metal bow rakes, plastic snow
shovels and even push brooms.
This way you can stand on the
ground and pull the snow ofTthe
lower area of your roof. Care must
be taken not to get close to the
electrical lines connecting to your
house. Contacting those wires
with a metal pipe could result in
death, so find them and start
there first, but from a safe dis-
tance.

Second-story homes require lad-
ders and much more care for your
personal safety. I don't know of a
pole long enough to do them, we
tried to make some but they were
too weak and failed.

So you haven't done any of
these things and need to get rid of
an ice dam? First remove all the
snow above and on it that you can.

manner, urinary- and fecal inconti-
nence and mental deterioration
are other common neurological
symptoms. In the late stages of
poisoning, the victim will also
have a flush over his or her entire
body.

Poisoning victims are treated
with high doses of oxygen, which
eliminates the toxic gas from the
body in about 80 minutes. But if
the person is in critical condition
or is pregnant, he or she may need
to be treated for up to three hours
in a hyperbaric oxygen unit. If the
level of carbon monoxide in the
body has reached 70 percent or
more, nothing can be done.

Only about two-thirds of the
people who suffer from carbon
monoxide poisoning will recover
completely. Some of the neurologi-
cal problems caused by poisoning,
including memory impairment,
behavior disorders, seizures and
psychosis, may not be reversible.
So it's important to seek treat-
ment as soon as you suspect car-
bon monoxide poisoning.

"Prevention is also critical,"
said Irvin. "If you have an older
car, you might be poisoning your-
self and your family unknowingly,
so have the exhaust system
checked annually to make sure

This season increases carbon monoxide danger
Carbon monoXIde poisoning is

the leading cause of toxin-related
death in the United States,
according to Charlene Irvin, MD,
research director of Emergency
Medicine at St. John Hospital and
Medical Center.

One reason the death toll is so
high is because many appliances
used during the winter, including
gas and kerosene heaters, as well
as water heaters, wood stoves and
fireplaces, often emit dangerous
levels of carbon monoxide. That's
why it's not uncommon for entire
families to be poisoned, although
people exposed to the same
amount of carbon monoxide may
be affected differently.

"We've had people pull up to the
emergency department with
unconscious kids in the back of
the car, while the parents them-
selves weren't affected at all," said
Irvin. "We don't know why this
happens, but we do know that
prolonged exposure to even low
levels of carbon monoxide can
cause neurological problems."

Unfortunately, carbon monox-
ide poisoning has flu-like symp-
toms that are easy to dismiss.
Among the early symptoms are
headache, nausea, dizziness and
fatigue.

Extreme care should be observed
to avoid serious damage to the
roof membrane. As is common
with all roofmembranes, they are
cold and brittle during the winter
months and are very susceptible
to damage. Safety should also be
observed to avoid the possibility of
falls. Roofscoveredwith snow and
ice are extremely slippery and
hazardous.

Commercial building owners,
who have primarily flat roofs, can
perform certain measures to h.elp
improve their chances of avoiding
serious problems during periods
of heavy snow loads.
