The combined zones WIll be
governed by codes wntten for
the CIty'S prestIgIous R1-AAA
reSIdentIal parcels that run
along Lakeshore

The actIOn stops, at lea"t for
now, a local buIlder's effort to
reconfigure a pnzed reSIdentIal
lot on Lothrop. The council's
refusal a few months ago to let
the Pine Woods property on
Lothrop be subdlVlded IS head-
ed for Wayne County CIrCUIt
Court WIth developer RIchard
Russell of Russell Homes as
plamtIff

The mtenm actIon means
"vanous lot size restnctlOns
hsted WIthIn the Rl-AAA dls-
tnct (WIll) also be Imposed on
the R1-AA distrIct, thereby
makIng lot coverage, lot Slze
and setbacks Identical w1th

The renewable measure

The plan IS npe for reVIew
Last updated in 1972, It served
as a foundation for nearly

John Danaher, mayor of the
Farms, saId the project wIll
"survey all land uses, pnncI-
pally resIdential land use."

"The (land use) plan IS now
outdated," wrote planmng con-
sultant Brandon Rogers m a
prospectus "EconomIc develop-
ment potentials have changed,
new census data are mdlcatmg
changes In populatIon composI-
tIOn and there are new stan-
dards for optimum land use
development"

Rogers' proposal mcludes
five elements he estImated wdl
Involve about eIght months'
work

The plan mcludes:
• Land use study By a

field mspectlOn of the CIty,
Rogers woUld upgrade the
Farms' land use claSSIficatIon

That bucket gave the Spartans a lead
whIch they never relinqUIshed as they
fought their way through Kentucky'S
tough defenses to gam the VICtory.

LIke theIr fnends on the basketball
court, the DetrOIt Free Press headline
wnters were m superb form.

Their front-page head' "Four-ward I" in
second-comIng-of-Chnst type, and an
equally appropnate sports-page topper,
"In LIke Fhnt," a tnbute to the Clty that

But let's not forget the other BIg Ten
team m the Fmal Four OhIO State won Its
way there after 31 years of absence by
nosmg out St John's, 77-74

hurdles encountered 10 Its long quest to
prOVIde an appropriate memorial to Its
formIdable list of dead heroes of World
War II and to the group of more than
3,000 young men and women from this
commumty who camed the chief burden
of the Pomte's war sacnfice.

Much stIli remains to be done to convert
this beautIful property into a gomg and
effective center of the patnotic, cultural
and CIVIClIfe of the community, but the
foundatIOns have been firmly planted and

It 18 doubtful
whether there is a smgle CIty In America
whIch starts Its war memonal enterprise
under such auSpICIOUScircumstances

And at thIS tIme SpecIal apprecIatIOn
should be expressed to Mr. Alger Shelden,
whose patIence, tact, SIngle mindedness
and courage have camed thIS project
through every discouragement to Its pre-
sent fine culminatIOn.

In 1994, frustrated by five
years of failed reforms, the
I1ImOls Legislature granted to
Chicago Mayor RIchard Daley
sweeplllg authOrity over the
ChIcago Pubhc Schools
Accountability - the new
reformers hoped - would come
from the pubhclty generated by
the success or failure of the
CIty'S top offiCIal. In hIS recent
State of the State address, Gov
John Engler called for slmllar
legIslation in MIchigan, WIth

Should the MIchIgan
LegIslature grant power to
mayors to seIze control of poor-
ly performmg schools?

Much to Mayor Daley'b cred-
It, he apPOInted a crack man-
agement team that weeded out
tens of millions of dollars of
waste and corruptIOn The
mayor had an excellent reputa-
tion for assemblmg teams of
good managers and hIS
appomtment of budget dIrector
Paul Vallas to lead the ChIcago
educatIOn reforms was no
exceptIOn

Vallas deCIded that the
natIOn's thIrd-largest school
dlstnct ought to concentrate on
educatIOn Issues, and educa-
tion Issues only He and hIS
assIstants ellmmated a $13
million budget defiCit m part
by contractmg WIth private
compames for transportation,
jamtonal and food seTVlces In
three years, the ChIcago Pubhc
Schools saved $20 mllhon sIm-
ply by pnvatlzmg busmg The
saVIngs enabled more money to
be dIrected mto after-school
and summer school programs
for struggling students

So on the finance SIde, the
mayoral takeover m ChIcago
was qUIte helpful The educa-
tIOnal progress, however, has
been modest Test scores final-
ly bottomed out and have
Improved for three years run-

Cutting your risk
of colorectal cancer

There has been a lot of publIcIty lately about how
many lIves could be saved If people over the age of 50
were routInely screened for colorectal cancer ThIs is
Important news, SInce the oldest members of the vast
baby boomer generatIOn are reachIng this magic half
century mark In droves

Many of them are stIll engaged In the headlong
purbull. of Cdreer buccess and the trappIngs ot the
good hfe, and consequently may not be taking as good

care of theIr health as
they should Hopefully,
the new findIngs pub-
lIshed In the Journal of
the NatIOnal Cancer
InstItute will serve as a
wake-up call to both
boomers and other older
adults alIke

AccordIng to the
Centers for DIsease
Control and PreventIon,
cancer of the colon or
rectum, also known as
colorectal cancer, IS the
second leadIng cause of
cancer-related deaths -
just behind lung cancer
- In both men and
women in the Umted

Dr. Walter M. Hassig States. In 1999, an estI-
mated 130,000 people

will be diagnosed with colorectal cancer, and 56,000
will dIe of the dIsease.

Colorectal cancer commonly strikes men and
women aged 50 and older. As many as 93 percent of
cases occur In thIS age group The nsk for colorectal
cancer increases WIth age, and persons WIth a famIly
history of colorectal cancer or colorectal growths
known as polyps also have an increased nsk of devel-
oping the disease. Yet the 1997 Behavioral Risk
Factor Surveillance System study revealed that only
41 percent of men and women 50 and older had had
one of the two most commonly recommended screen-
ing tests WIthin the recommended tIme frame.

That's abysmal, considenng how much has been
done to educate the general pubhc in recent years
about theIr overall cancer nsks.

Other individuals who may be more prone to devel-
OpIng the disease include Mncan-Amencan men and
women, as well as people who are obese, sedentary or
who are active smokers People who consume a low-
fiber, hIgh-fat diet, or who have Inflammatory dis-
eases involving the colon, such as Crohn's disease or
ulcerative colitIs, also may be at an increased risk.

A very simple test known as the fecal occult blood
test is the first weapon In the arsenal to fight colorec-
tal cancer. Your doctor wIll gIve you a home test Jut
that you use to collect mInute stool samples. The
samples are then maIled or delIvered back to your
doctor's office. A chemIcalls applIed to each specimen
to detect evidence of blood. If blood IS found, the like-
lihood of findIng a polyp In the bowel is about 35 per-
cent. Polyps are not necessanly cancerous, and the
smaller the polyp, the less lIkely it IS to be cancerous.
But in time, a bemgn polyp may become cancerous
So after a dIagnOSIS of blood In the stool, you would
be referred to a gastroenterologIst or surgeon for a
procedure known as a colonoscopy

ThIS test is pone on an outpatient basis WIth no
more than a mIld sedatIve to relIeve pOSSIble discom-
fort. A slender and fleXIble lIghted tube IS used to
examine the entIre length of the colon, and if polyps
are found, the doctor can remove them ImmedIately
or biopsy them Fortunately, most polyps are bemgn,
and remOVIng them by colonoscopy SIgnificantly
reduces the nsk of developIng colon cancer later.

Of course your doctor IS the best Judge of how often
you should be tested for colorectal cancer. But some
useful guidelines Include having the fecal occult blood
test annually after the age of 50 as part of your regu-
lar phySIcal check-up New guideimes also suggest
that you have a colonoscopy once every five years.
Earlier screenIng IS In order If you have a family hIS-
tory of colorectal cancer or polyps.

Colorectal cancer IS a very slow-growing cancer, and
symptoms often don't mamfest themselves untIl the
late stages of the dIsease But If you expenence cer-
tain symptoms that last longer than two weeks, like a
change In bowel habIts, rectal bleedIng or blood 10 the
stool, abdomInal discomfort, sudden and unexplaIned
weIght loss, and constant fatIgue, you should immedI-
ately consult your family doctor, no matter what your
age or when you may have been tested last Most
insurance plans and MedIcare cover the cost of the
screemng procedures

If you're at average nsk of developIng colorectal
cancer SImply by Vlrtue of your age, there are many
thIngs you can do to reduce your nsk. There IS
Increasmg eVIdence that dIets hIgh m vegetables and
fiber may prevent colon cancer You also should hmIt
your consumptIOn of red meat and fat, exercise regu-
larly, and maIntam a healthy weight

FInally, be dIhgent about haVlng routIne screenings
for colorectal cancer These SImple tests truly could
save your life

nel, bridge and casino. Otherwise, it rec-
ommends using a major credit card to
make purchases to ensure a consistent
exchange rate.

"Despite the great value (a V.S. dollar
buys almost twice as many CanadIan dol-
lars), we've never really had people tell
us the money was the main reason they
came," says Bradt.

Prior to legalized casino gambling,
about 2.7 million Americans visited the
area each year. In 1994, the interim caSI-
no opened the floodgates of V.S. traffic
to Windsor and Essex County.

The advent of the permanent Casino
Windsor, Just east of the tunnel exit, may
have increased U.S. traffic even more, but
it is difficult to determine how many
Americans are stopping only at the caSI-
no. Casino patrons don't usually fIll out
surveys, according to the bureau.

"Other attractions are reporting an
increase in U.S. visitors as well," says
Bradt. "We at the bureau spend hme
attending trade shows and make sale~
calls to let tour operators know what
other lands of activities there are here.

Bradt. "Americans know that their dollar
is strong, but most don't keep up with the
rates.

Over 7 million Amencans cross the
border each year to visit Windsor,

Essex County and Pelee Island.
In fact, they comprise about 90 percent

of total visitors to the area - Michigan
alone accounts for about 75 percent.

Why have so many V.S. citizens cho-
sen to come here, spending over $500
million annually (not including $1.2 mil-
lton per day in casino revenues) and cre-
atIng 18,000 related full-time jobs?

There are several reasons, says Sandra
Bradt, assistant general manager for the
Convention and Visitors Bureau of
Windsor, Essex County and Pelee Island.

"Our statistics tell us that the casino is
the number one attraction, but it isn't the
only reason why Americans are coming.
Cultural activities such as museums, art
galleries, and performances are popular.
So are our park and natural activities,
water-based recreation, hunting and fish-
mg, fitness and naturalist activities and
sightseemg, cruIse, and boat tours."

People are reluctant to
give up winter activities, like cross country skiing, hockey, figure skating, tramping
through the snow, or channel surfing on a favourite couch. Yet, the sight of snow drops
and crocus bravely pushing their heads through a crusty layer of frost is enough to
send everyone off in a frenzy to the garden centres and home shows.

YOU can always tell when March has arrived in Wmdsor and Essex County. People
get that hopeful look on their faces as the first rays of sunshine thaw the marrow

in their bones and put spring in their steps and into their souls.
It is a sweet time of year, especially out in the bush and forests, where Canadians are

honouring the timeless tradition of collecting sap from trees to make maple sugar.
But, collecting sap and making maple syrup has to be done according to nature's

schedule. The Ojibwa tribe referred to this time as the maple moon or sugar month.
(Which is a much tastier thought than a moon made of green cheese).

The sap begins to flow inside the tree when there is still frost in the ground, starting
in February and finishing at the end of March. The daytime temperature must be above
o degrees C, followed by below freezing temperatures at night. The warmer the day,

the faster the sap flows.
A hole is drilled in the tree to allow sap

to drip into a traditional metal bucket or
through a colourful plastic vacuum tube,
which is connected to many other tubes,
interweaving through the forest, to a main
collector tub. If you thought the true taste
of Canada was in a beer bottle, you are
mistaken. It is in that tub, clear, sweet and
sparkling in the sunshine.

A tapped maple tree loses only approxi-
mately seven percent of its total sap, which
does not harm the tree. Even trees over 100
years old can be good producers. The
sugar water is evaporated into syrup, often
in a wood-fired evaporator housed in a
sugar shack in the forest. Forty gallons of
sap are needed to make one gallon of

ing your American dollar by the rate of exchange as
established on the currency markets.

For example, the Canadian dollar was quoted
Thursday, March 11 as being worth $0.6569 US.
That doesn't mean the American dollar IS worth 35
per cent more.

Far from it.
In fact, the proper conversion rate is established by

dividing $1 by the aforementioned .6569, which
yields a conversion factor of 1.522. Thus, $100 US
would be worth $152.20 Canadian. Remember
though that service charges exist pretty well across
the board when exchanging currency.

And using a credit card offers the added benefit of
a written statement of the exchange once the bill
arrives.

Vnowing that the u.s. dollar is worth more in Canada
&.is one thing, but exchanging those greenbacks for
Canada's more colourful currency is another matter.

In fact, the Convention & Visitors Bureau of
Windsor, Essex County and Pelee Island urges
American shoppers to consider using their credit
cards fIrst, followed by ATM cards, the border cur-
rency exchange sites or a bank, in order to receive
the farrest exchange rates.

Definitely don't rely on retail establishments, says
Elizabeth Hamel of the bureau, because they don't
offer a guaranteed exchange rate. In fact, it is entirely
legal, if short-sighted, for merchants to offer no
exchange at all. Such instances are rare, but Hamel's
advice helps customers to avoid the pOSSIbility.

Once at the border, the customer must
present his building permit to the cus-
toms inspector as proof that the purchase
is for their own personal use, not for
resale.

How bIg of a bargain is purchasing
Canadian lumber and other home

building supplIes in Canada?
AngI1eri Lumber's Jim Stuebing tells

the story of one home builder who has
discovered a gold mine in Windsor.

"We are selling one customer
$119,000 Coo in windows for his 7,600
square foot home in Clarkston, MI. We
have been working with them since last
September to make sure they get exactly
what they want," says the store general
manager.

A combination of advertising and
word-of-mouth has opened the door to
the lucrative U.S. market for Angileri.
"We started advertising in the summer of
1998 [inside a previous version of this
publication called Shop on Over] and
things started to grow from there. We had
always sold to Americans, but it really
took off last year."

Even as he sits for an interview,
Stuebing is called away to take a tele-
phone call from a very big U.S. client for
whom he will be supplying $60,000 Coo
in windows for her new home.

Stuebing estimates that Americans save
approximately 35 percent on the cost of
buying in the U.S. when they come
across the border. Such a deal would be
encouragement enough, but to make it
even more appealIng, the process of
returning the goods to the U.S. is not a
complicated issue.

"Angileri does not have a broker in the
U.S., nor or we licensed or insured to
deliver there. Therefore, we' explain to
our customers that they will need to
arrange for transport. We have an inde-
pendent carner from Michigan that we
sometimes recommend; or other cus-

The mini-graftlmicro-graft technIque is
an Improvement over the standard hair
transplant which creates clumps or rows
of grafts.

Instead, it consists of much smaller
grafts containing three to six hairs, about
the size of a pinhead. Micro-grafts con-
tam only one to two hairs and are used to
create a soft, natural-appearing hairline.

During hair transplantation, narrow
stnps of skin containing permanent hair
are taken from the sides and back of the
scalp.These strips are divided into micro-
grafts and mini-grafts. A combination is
used to fill in the thinning and baldng
areas on the scalp.

The treatments are usually done in
three to four separate sessions, depending
on the degree of hair loss and density of
hair desired. Sessions can be performed
as often as every four to 12 weeks.

The procedure can be done in the doc-
tor's office with minimal discomfort. A
short recuperation is required. Most
patients reritm to work the next day,
Cole says.

New hair begins to grow eight to 12
weeks after the procedure, and continues
to grow for a lifetime. The finished result

Return transportation should be
arranged because vision may be blurred
for up to 12 hours due to the anesthetic.
Vision becomes stable in most patients
after two to six weeks.

ICON Laser Centers Inc. describes the
LASIK procedure as follows:

• Before beginning the procedure, the
patient's eyes are numbed with anesthetie
drops to prevent feeling pain throughout
the surgery.

• First, a thin flap is created at the top
of the cornea. This flap is lifted away,
although it remains attached at one side.

• Next, an excimer laser, which has
been programmed to correct the degree
of error in the patient's eye, removes a
microscopic layer of cornea. This part of
the procedure takes about one minute.

• Finally, the corneal flap is put back
mto place.

Q. My jeweler told me that my

opal needs moisture so that it
won't become crazed. Whatever
was she talking about? Crazy
about opals.

A Dear Crazy, not to worry.
Your jeweler isn't psychotic and
neither is your opal... at least,
not yet. Opals are microscopically
made up of tiny spheres of silica
surrounded by water. With age,
some opals lose so much water
that tiny, visible cracks appear on
the surface. When an opal looks
like this, the irreversible effect is
called "crazing." No amount of
creams, oils, exercise or even plas-
tic surgery can return the opal to
its original glory,once the damage
has occurred. (No wonder they
call it crazed.) 'lb avoid crazing,
wear your opals; allow them to
come in contact with air and
water, as opposed to closing them
away in an airtight container or
vault. Perhaps even dip or soak
your opal in distilled water now
and then. But never soak an opal
doublet or triplet (man-made lay-
ers of opal and other gems) as this
may cause your opal to lift and
separate in an unsightly fashion.

Q. Mr. Hardware, we have been

unable to keep paint on our older
wooden garage. The last time we
coated it using the best exterior
latex primer and paint we could
buy and in less than six months it
is starting to peel right down to
the bare wood. Did we do some-
thing wrong, is there a cure for
our problem? Disgusted, Grosse
Pointe Woods.

A. There are many factors that
can affect paint adhesion.
Preparation, quality of products
used, speed and effort used to
apply the product and tempera-
ture and wind conditions during
application have lots to do with
durability. So does stability of the
surface to be painted including
shrinking and expansion, and
finally moisture content of the
surface to be painted (this is often
overlooked).

Obviously surface preparation
is important. If the surface is
dirty, oily or too glossy the paint
won't adhere properly. This isn't
your problem because your paint
stuck to the old paint; it is the old
paint that fell off the wood.

Given the fact we don't know
who or how the initial coats of
paint were applied we can't
address the quality of paint, the
conditions during application, or
the quality of the application. We
can look at the paint chips and
notice they are brittle, generally

indicating oil based paint (latex
chips are usually flexible). Then
look for a reason why the paint
peeled, was it pushed off by mois-
ture? This is one of the most com-
mon reasons paint will peel down
to a hare surface (inside and out).
Check for leaks, lack of caulking,
damp interiors or any source of
moisture. Be sure to address these
areas first - a very important tip.

One problem, caused by paint-
ing latex over old oil paint, was
brought to my attention by
Carmen Amabile at Karm's
Painting Service. He said latex
paint could pull off the old oil
paint as it dries. He directed me to
the Paint Quality Institute
(www.paintquality.com) to con-
firm this and I quote:

"Old oil-based primers and
paint, when built up in multiple
coats (say more than four or five)
may come loose if a latex paint is
applied. This is because as it ages,
the old oil paint gradually oxi-
dizes and tends to contract, and
adhesion is reduced; then the
latex paint, as it shrinks as it
dries, can pull at the old paint
until some, or all of it comes loose.
This is not a particularly common
thing, but it certainly can happen,
and we recommend in cases where
there are multiple layers of old
oil-based paint, that to be safe,
apply an oil-based primer and/or
paint when it comes time to redo.
Alternatively, strip the old paint,
sand the wood and apply quality
latex exterior primer and paint.
However, if the old paint is sus-
pected of containing lead, do not
remove, or sand, the old pm.nt. For
guidance, contact the EPA at (800)
424-LEAD." John Stauffer, Paint
Quality Institute.

Your next step is to plan for the

necessary tools and material
needed from your home center.
You must always use PVC pipe
outdoors whenever burying it
underground. In addition, you'll
need a frost-free faucet (if in a
colder climate), vacuum breaker,
gravel, pipe clamps, solvent
cement and PVC adapters.

Next, layout the lengths ofPVC
pipe from the house to the garden
location. Place small blocks of
wood under the pipe for support.
Apply the cement and connect all
pipe and adapters. Layout gravel
under the pipe the entire length.
You should drive a length of steel
support rod into the ground to
hold the riser (pipe). The riser
must be brass and threaded on
both ends. Use the appropriate
45-degree elbows and tighten.
Connect your new faucet and the
vacuum breaker and clamp the
steel support to the pipe. You
should. test the pipe for leaks
before backfilling.

Start with a 3/8-inch bit
and graduate to the proper hole
required. Ask your home center
for help ifyou need a larger, rent-
ed drill.

After the hole is drilled, you will
now begin digging and excavating
the trench, 12 inches deep, all the
way to your garden. The require-
ment for digging is to slope the
trench at least one inch for every

In the standard flood
insurance policy, direct physical
losses by ''flood" are covered. Also
covered are losses resulting from
erosion caused by waves or cur-
rents of water exceeding antici-
pated cyclical levels or erosion
accompanied by a severe storm,
flash flood, abnormal tidal surge,
or the like. Damage caused by
mudslides (i.e., mudflows), as
specifically defined in the policy
are covered.

Losses from water seepage,
sewer backup, or hydrostatic pres-
sure are covered only when they
occur in conjunction Wlth a gener-
al condition of flooding.

In addition to obtaining ade-
quate insurance protection, resi-
dents should take the following
precautIOns in anticipation of
flooding.

• Learn the best route from
your home or place of business to
high, safe ground in case you have
to evacuate in a hurry.

• Prepare and maintain a list of
personal property to substantiate
losses covered by insurance.

• FamilIarize household mem-
bers with turn-off procedures for
gas and electricIty.

Coverage can be
obtained through most licensed
property/casualty insurance
agents. To determine if flood
insurance is available in a com-
munity, call NFIP at (800) 638-
6620.

Under the NFIP, a flood is
defined in part, as "A general and
temporary condition of partial or
complete inundation of normally
dry land areas from overflow of
inland or tidal waters or from the
unusual and rapid accumulation

Atornado watch or severe thun-
derstorm watch simply means
"watch out" severe thunderstorms
and tornadoes are possible.
Residents should gather a first-
aid kit, flashlight and portable
radio. They should also monitor
NOAA Weather Radio and local
radio, television and cable sta-
tions and keep an eye to the sky.

A severe thunderstorm warning
indicates that a severe thunder-
storm has been indicated by
Doppler Weather Radar or weath-
er spotters. Severe thunderstorm
winds can be as strong and dam-
aging as a tornado.

When a severe thunderstorm
warning is issued for your area,
get indoors immediately and do
not use the telephone or electrical
appliances. Keep away from win-
dows.De not take shelter in sheds
or under isolated trees. If you are
out boating and swimming, get to
land and find adequate shelter
immediately.

A tornado warning means that
a tornado has been spotted or is
indicated on Doppler Radar. Go
immediately to the basement or a
small interior room on the lowest
