"I witnessed acts of coopera-
tion between IndonesIan police
and the mlhhas of East TImor, n

said Gattom. "They IntImIdat-
ed the East TImor populatIOn I
talked WIth people who had
housed burned down and WIth
people who were told that If
they voted they would be plac-
mg theIr lives in Jeopardy"

Gattorn said that when he
spoke WIth people, he told
them that the election officers
made promises that the UN
would uphold the mtegnty of
the vote He beheves that the
UN IS obligated to stay In East
TImor.

"When people talked WIth
me, I SaId they should vote
because the UN would be m
the country after the electIOn,"
Gattorn saId "But the
IndoneSIan parlIament doesn't
meet untIl November They
must ratify the vote But m the
meantime the mlhtlas, who
have been armed and trained
by the IndonesIan army, are
destroymg the mfrastructure,
destroymg East TImor's abIlIty
to eXIst. I thmk It'S a matter of
pnde to IndoneSIa They have
lost power and lost face"

Gattorn's contract WIth the
UN expued on Aug 31, the day
after the electIOn He returned
to hIS home In Washmgton,
DC, on Sept 7 He saId he
needs to decompress but IS
back on the job at the Institute
of International EducatIOn. It
IS a non-profit grvup that has
contracts WIth the Umted
States InformatIon Agency and
the Umted States Agency for
InternatIOnal Development

Gattorn saId that he always
had an Interest m hIstory He
got it from hIS attorney father
Gerald He studIed archeology
at the Umverslty of Colorado
Wlnle on a dIg m Egypt, he
learned that he liked modem
hIStory more than anCIent hIS-
tory, so he earned hIs master's
degree In InternatIonal rela-
tIons from Amencan
Umverslty m Washmgton, D C

HIS first Job after school was
WIth Amnesty InternatIOnal
Wlnle working for that group,
he heard the State Department
was lookmg for people WIllIng
to work as electIon momtors m
Bosma, so he sent In hIS
resume and was hIred That
gave the expenence he needed
to go to East TImor

"I truly belIeve we need to
keep the UN in East TImor,
because unless the InternatIon-
al commumty acts, I beheve
there wdl be genocIde,"
Gattorn SaId "I would love It If
AustralIa and other regIOnal
powers worked to take the lead

The news of the VIOlence m
East TImor 111 IndoneSia might
seem far away for most Grosse
Pomters, but not for class of
1986 NOIth HIgh School gradu-
ate John Gattorn He has just
returned from that country,
where he had spent two
months workmg as an election
officer supervIsmg the Urnted
NatIOns-sponsored vote on the
country's mdependence

Gattorn, 29, grew up m
Grosse POinte Shores and
works for the InstItute of
InternatIOnal EducatIOn m
Washington, DC, where he
also lIves He has spent hme
tramIng managers and profes-
sIOnals In Egypt fur the orgarn-
zatlOn. But he also has over the
past several years spent tIme
as an electIOn momtor m sever-
al world hot spots, includIng
Bosma, and now, East TImor

In East TImor, Gattom was a
distnct electIon supervIsor He
was responsible for a number
of VIllages where he helped reg-
Ister voters and also educated
the populace as to how the elec-
tIon would work and what the
Umted Nahons role would be

Gattorn also worked to
mamtam the mtegrity of the
vote He saId that on th~ Aug
30, electIOn about 455,000 peo-
ple voted In the electIOn That's
about 98 percent of the regIs-
tered votmg populatIOn Of
that 98 percent, about 78 per-
cent voted for Independence.
East TImor has a populahon of
about 800,000 and Gattom
saId that he was told that smce
1975, IndoneSIan forces have
killed about 200,000 people m
the country

"East TImor was a colony of
Portugal m an area surround-
ed by MuslIm Indonesia,"
Gattorn saId "In 1975
Portugal pulled out suddenly
Unfortunately, they dId not
create a CIVIlservIce capable of
runnmg the country That's
when the IndoneSIans moved
111 and annexed the country
The only country m the world
to recognIze IndoneSIa as the
nghtful ruler of East TImor
was AustralIa, whIch IS only a
few hundred mIles from the
country"

From 1975 to 1999, there
was a great deal of VIolence
agamst the natIVes of East
TImor, Gattorn SaId But thIS
year newly elected preSIdent
HabIble gave the mhabltants
of East Timor the opportunity
to vote on whether they wanted
to remaIn a part of IndonesIa

That's where the Umted
NatIOns came m The election
was scheduled for Aug 30 and
It was UN SUpervISed Gattorn
stayed m Dih, the country's
caPital, for a month He then
spent tIme In the town of
Llqulca, where he lIved m a

He cited one report on the battle for
Guadalcanal that depIcted Japanese
forces "so ravaged by undernourishment
and dysentery that their haIr and nails
stopped growmg "

One reVIewer, MlChael Kazm, the co-
author of "AmerIca DIvIded' the Civil
War of the 1960s," gave Kennedy credIt
for tearIng away whatever romance stIll
clmgs to the 'good war' wIthout questIOn-
mg the sacnfices the AmerIcas made to
defeat fascIsm"

We dIdn't read the book that way.
Instead, we thought Kennedy had done
JustIce to the AmerIcan and Alhed causes,
WIthout makIng much of a pomt of the
occaslOndl fa IIUIes

And some of us stIll recall the horrors
of Pearl Harbor 10 whIch the Japanese
ravaged much of the U.S fleet and kIlled

Test may diagnose
meningitis more quickly

'7 ,enously because memngltIs,
which' IS an infectIOn of the
flUId that surrounds the
bram and spmal cord, can be
qUIte lethal If untreated The
disease can cause bram dam-
age, coma and death, long-
term comphcatlOns for sur-
vIvors may Include heanng
loss, selZurer" mental Impair-
ment and paralySIS That's
why all reports of meningitis
outbreaks are reported to
local health departments,
which act sWiftly to treat

anyone who has had close or prolonged contact With an
Infected person

Fortunately, memngltIs IS relatively rare and can be
treated effectively With antIbIOtIcs If treatment IS started
early, the nsk of dymg IS reduced to less than 15 percent,
according to the Centers for Disease Control

But the challenge for doctors has always been to Identify
which bactena IS responsIble for the wsease qUIckly In
order to start hfe-saVlng treatment as soon as possible

In the past, menIngitis has been wagnosed by uSing a
standard test known as the culture IsolatIOn of bactena
The test IS performed by taking a sample of spmal flUId
from the patient by means of a lumbar punch or spmal tap,
so It can be determined which type of bactena IS causmg
the wsease and which antibiotic IS best for treating It The
trouble always has been that It can take 24 to 48 hours to
obtam test results

At St John Hospital and Mewcal Center, we've been
workmg to develop a more rapId IdentificatIOn techmque
Called the polymerse cham reactIOn (PCR) assay, the test
takes just three hours, whIch IS cruCIal because the sooner
memngItIs IS Identified and treated, the greater the chance
of the patient's complete recovery

Moreover, the test can also be used to Identify wmch
antIbIOtic Will be most effective 10 treatmg the wsease
That's Important because one-tmrd of the most common
menmgItis strams are resIstant to pemcIllln, which used to
be our first-line defense

LIke the standard test, the PCR assay collects bactena
samples us 109 eIther a lumbar puncture or dram age from a
cerebro-spmal flUid shunt SImply stated, the test IS per-
formed by plaCing the collected bactena In a centnfuge,
where they are broken apart to release the double strand
of DNA After addmg an enzyme and a copy of the bacten-
al DNA, the bactena's DNA IS Identified and the appropn-
ate treatment can begin

In a hmlted test, we have achIeved a 100 percent success
rate In ruling out the presence of bactena causmg meningI-
tIs m patIents Our success rate In confirming the presence
of bactena IS 65 percent, which IS a promlsmg start It
should be noted that our research IS stilI in the very early
stages, and we expect to mcrease the accuracy of the test
through further mvestigatlOn and study

In the meantIme, It'S CruCIal to be mformed about the
transmISSIOn paths and symptoms of bactenal menmgItIs
Although anyone can contract meningItIs, It'S most com-
mon In Infants and young children The bacteria are
spread by direct close contact With H'lfected persons, who
can transmit them by cough 109, sneezmg and kIssmg
Although It'S pOSSible to spread memngItIs by shanng food,
dnnks or CIgarettes, It'S unlikely to be spread through
casual contact, and Vlrtually ImpOSSible to contract by sim-
ply bemg 10 the same room With an mfected person
AdwtIonally, the bactena do not hve outSide the body for
long and therefore It cannot/be picked up from sWImmmg
pools or water supphes

InCIdentally, the bactena that cause menmgIbs are actu-
ally very common They live In the back of the nose, throat
and upper respiratory tract, and many people already have
a naturallmmumty from them But occasIOnally, they com-
promIse the body's Immune system and travel to the fluid
surroundmg the braIn and
spinal cord, where they
multiply qUIckly ThIS
mflames the membrane
covenng the brain and
spinal cord and causes the
claSSIC symptoms of the
dIsease

These symptoms Include
neck stIffness, fever,
lethargy and vomItIng
SeIzures also may occur 10
up to a third of patients
One of the dlflicultles In

dlagnosmg menmgltls has
been that these symptoms
are common to a number
of other 111nesse<;

• Check insulation - Add extra
insulation to attics, basements and
crawl spaces. If too much heat escapes
through the attic, it can cause snow or
ice to me~ on the roof. The water then
refreezes causing more snow and ice to
build up. This can result in a collapsed
root as well as be another cause of ice
damming. Ideally, the attic only should
be 5 to 10 degrees warmer than the
outside air. Well-insulated basements
and crawl spaces also will help protect
pipes from freezing.

• Maintain pipes - Wrap pipes
with heating tape and insulate un~n-
ished rooms, like garages, that fre-
quentJy have exposed pipes. Also,
check for cracks and leaks. Have them
repaired immediately to prevent much
costlier repairs.

• Keep the house warm - The
temperature in the home should be at
least 65 F. The temperature inside the
walls where the pipes are located sub-
stantially is colder than the walls them-
selves.

Tobe assured of quality, look for water-
equipment dealers that have trained
and certiRed service personnel or man-
ufacturers that back their products with
warranties. Some products also carry a
"seal of approval" from organizations
like the Water Quality Association and
Good Housekeeping.

One Size Does Not Fit All
Water Rlters come in many types,

styles and sizes. You'll need to read
product literature carefully and make
sure the Riter removes the contaminants
that you are most concemed about.
Although there are no standard cate-
gories for Rlters, following is a review of
the most common groupings from least
to most expensive .

• Pour-through carafes typically use
carbon Rlters to remove organic sub-
stances and other contaminants like
chlorine, which all contribute to bad-
tasting or bad-smelling water. Chlorine
typically is used as a disinfectant by
water utilities, but it does affect taste.
Other carafes add ion-exchange resin
to remove lead, or membrane Rlters to
trap microorganisms. Tap water is
poured into an upper chamber, perco-
lates through the Riter and is stored in a
lower chamber. The carafes hold a half
ggllon or less.

• Faucet-mounted Rlters usually
employ a carbon-type Riter and can
remove organic substances, chlorine
and lead. They attach directly to a
faucet with a diverter and allow you to
use Rltered water only when needed.
Some have the Riterhousing right at the
end of the tap while others have a sep-
arate unit that sits on the side of the
sink. Larger units may contain a filter to
remove sediment as well.

• Countertop distillers boil water,
killing bacteria and viruses including
cryptosporidium, then vaporize the
water to separate out minerals, lead,
bacteria, nitrates and other contami-
nants.

A water
test from your home will tell you if any
contaminants are entering the water
between the utility and your faucets.
Your testing agent will provide you with
results and some explanation of any
potential problems with your water.
Unfortunately, there's not a single test
for all contaminants, so you'll need to
rely on the advice of your water-treat-
ment dealer or your own knowledge of
water problems.

3. Once you know which contami-
nants are in your water and to what
degree, you can begin evaluating filter
products to eliminate or reduce them.
Filters can be purchased from a variety
of sources, from water-treatment deal-

Certified chimney sweeps have thor-
ough knowledge of the combustion
process and the construction and main-
tenance of chimneys, fireplaces '(both
masonry and prefabricated), central
furnaces, and hearth products - like
stoves and ~replace inserts. They also
are well-versed in the characteristics of
all fuels available for home heating, like
wood, gas, oil, coal and wood pellets.
This knowledge allows them to expertly
diagnose and solve chimney- and vent-
ing-system problems.

CSIA Certified Chimney Sweeps
carry a badge denoting them as certi-
fied. This badge carries both their pho-
tograph as well as their company infor-
mation . and badge number.
Occasionally, sweeps advertise their
certi~cation. However, to be sure that a
sweep is certi~ed, the best action is to
confirm their status through CSIA. It
also is important to ask for this creden-
tial when the sweep arrives at the
job site.

The ring-necked pheasant is not f~'t>"> < 1,"~ ,::~~<,,*,-Y 7'!' ~ \ ,
native to the United States. It was '
imported from Asia as a game
bird. It is interesting to read the
1912 publication "Michigan Bird
Life" where pheasants are
referred to as being "recently
introduced and as yet doubtfully
established. "

The first Michigan release of
pheasants occurred near Holland
in 1895. Hunting for this bird
began in 1925. According to
records, a 1.4 million bird harvest
was taken in 1944. The number of
pheasants declined after that
time as a result of harsh winter
conditions but recovered during
the 1950s.

Breeding bird surveys, DNR
"crowing" routes and harvest
totals reflected a decline again in
the two decades beginning in the
mid-1960s. Although the harsh
winters of the 1970s were partly
responsible for the diminished
numbers, the major factor for the
steady decline has been the
changes in habitat as well as agri-
culture practices. Fall plowing,
fewer fallow fields, fence-row
removal and the use of chemicals
have affected food sources as well
as the habitat needed for nesting,
shelter and escape from preda-
tors.

Males display by erecting their
crest feathers and facing the
females in a sideways presenta-
tion, crowing with a very loud
"Cock-kack"which is followedby a
beating of wing feathers that is
audible to humans at close range.

Otherwise, you will find big
"mutant tongues" of foam every-
where.

When the foam dries, trim it
flush with a razor. Cover the foam
with the caulking of your choice;
cement color, mortar color, or even
tar (black). Tar is a common
choice because it is probably
already on the slab and the wall.
If the surfaces are clean, you can
use a more expensive caulk. You
will only need a thin layer since
the crack is now filled to the sur-
face with foam. Before foam we
used newspaper or oakum to fill a
crack. Thus we avoided using gal-
lons of caulk or tar.

You need to cover over the foam
for two reasons. Sunlight is foam's
enemy and foam is an ugly yellow
color. The sun rots the foam at
about 1/8 of an inch a month. You
can wait a couple of days to caulk
over foam but it must be covered.

Tip 482: Walk around the house
and check for voids in the perime-
ter. Foam any place air blows in;
those hose bibs, ale lines, and the
electrical service come to mind.
Once the cement chore is filled,
use the left-over foam to tighten
up cracks in the house.

Get a small box to put the spray
foam in so when you move around
it won't be dripping everywhere. If
the foam gets on anything, it
sticks there for good. Yes, it sticks
to everything (that's why I like it).

Using patching cement
is no permanent repair

Q. Mr. Hardware, should I use
"patching cement" for filling the
cracks around my house? I want
to use something that will last a
long time. B Portland of St. Clair
Shores.

A. Mr. Portland, using a mason-
ry product to fill cracks in cement
will not result in a permanent
repair. Frost wiD move concrete
which lacks a footing. This move-
ment will cause a masonry crack
filler to chip, powder and crack
when the slabs move or settle. The
masonry filler in the cracks will
also prevent the slabs from mov-
ing back together. In the spring
the masonry filler powders and
cracks and the slabs move farther
apart.

The plan is to fill the cracks
with something that will flex with
the movement caused by frost. A
good filler should allow the slabs
to move around slightly and keep
the rain out of the cracks.

If the ground below the slab
remains dry, the ground won't
swell as much when the frost
enters this winter. Dry soil swells
less than wet soil. So get out there
and seal up the cracks in the drive
and the patio so the ground
underneath is dry this winter. Dry
ground means less cement will
move from frost and the repair job
will last longer. Do it right the
first time.

Sand is an excellent material to
fill any voids left under the slab
by missing soil. There could be a
void below the cement from water
flowing through the cracks. After
filling the crack with sand, sweep
out the top layer so the sand is as
deep as the crack is wide. A one-
inch wide crack should be one
inch deep.

Now spray aerosol foam into the
crack. Remember, if you use the
triple expanding foam, only fill
the crack one third of the way.

potash. These percentages are
calculated from the weight of that
bag. So a 30-4-4 bag of fertilizer
that weighs 20 pounds contains
six pounds of nitrogen. During
the spring and summer the plant
uses more nitrogen than phospho-
rus or potash so a 30-4-4 is better
than a 5-10-10.

Nitrogen is the main ingredient
in most fertilizer and indicated by
the first number. Nitrogen pro-
motes growth and a dark green
colorof the leaf. The second num-
ber in the fertilizer analysis is the
percentage of phosphorus.
Phosphorus promotes root
growth. Most plant or seed
starter fertilizers will have a
higher middle number than other
plant foods. The last number rep-
resents the proportion of phos-
phates in the package.
Phosphates in fertilizer help pro-
mote strength and disease resis-
tance in the plant.

Q. Does it really make a big dif-
ference if you use 30-4-4 or 25-5-
10 during the summer?

A. No, most lawns will do fine
with either. Apply a quality
name-brand lawn fertilizer
because it will contain slow

All fall lawn fertilizers are not created equal
Many homeowners will fertilize

their lawn in the spring and then
forget about lawn care until next
year. The most important time to
fertilize is now in the fall. The
successful gardener knows that
fall is when grass naturally grows
stronger root systems and thick-
ens. Most of the summer's dam-
age can be repaired this fall. Fall
winterizer fertilizer and a little
extra water is going to give you
the best results. The large bare
spots may need a little grass seed
too and now is the best time to
seed also.

Following is my column from
last fall about lawn fertilizer. I
hope this helps to get that tired
looking lawn growing and prepare
your lawn for winter.

Q. What is the difference
between fall lawn fertilizer and
other lawn fertilizer?

A. There are many different
companies making lawn fertilizer.
Each company has its own catch
phrase such as "winterizer or turf
builder." Yet all fertilizers contain
nitrogen, phosphorus and potash.
When you learn what these ele-
ments do for your lawn you can
make a better choice when pur-
chasing your next bag of fertilizer.

The three ratio numbers on the
bag will indicate how much of
each element is in the bag. All fer-
tilizer packages must show a ratio
on the label. A common summer
lawn foodmay show 30-4-4. This
indicates that the package con-
tains 30 percent nitrogen, 4 per-
cent phosphorus and 4 percent

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Detroit Edison drill shows Y2K readiness

It was New Year's Eve for
Detroit EdIson field personnel and
emergency planners as the utility
joined others in North America for
a Y2K event and drill Sept. 8 and
9.

The drill had no impact on the
delivery of electricity to Detroit
Edison customers in southeastern
Michigan, but it did allow the util-
ity to rehearse for the Dec. 31 to
Jan. 1, 2000 rollover. The drill,
which involved about 70 Detroit
Edison employees, simulated the
operation of the electrical system
under Y2K-imposed scenarios.

"The drill, plus the fact that this
day is the ninth day of the ninth
month of the ninety-ninth year,
gave us a good indication that we
are as prepared as possible for
any abnormal conditions which
may occur at the rollover," said
Paul A. Childs, Detroit Edison
Y2K program manager. "The
objectives that we set for the drill
and event were met with flying
colors."

Those objectives included
demonstrating the ability to effec-
tively deploy personnel, using
backup voice communication sys-
tems and implementing some con-
tingency plans. Detroit Edison
personnel were at substations and
other locations to manually read

and monitor equipment.
During the drill, Detroit Edison

worked with security coordinators
for the North American Electric
Reliability Council (NERC), as
well as maintained constant con-
tact with members of the
Southeastern Michigan Y2K
Utilities Forum (SMUF).

Other SMUF members are
Ameritech, Consumers Energy,
Detroit Water & Sewerage,
Detroit Public Lighting
Department, MichCon, Michigan
Gas Utilities and Southeast
Michigan Gas Co. In addition,
some of Detroit Edison's major
customers were involved in the
drill.

Detroit Edison has taken a lead
role with SMUF, recognizing that
all utilities are interdependent.
The utilities joined forces to sup-
port each other and share infor-
mation, and conducted regular
conference calls throughout the
drill to keep abreast of any poten-
tial mutual problems and con-
cerns.

Twomonths ago, Detroit Edison
reported to NERC and the
Nuclear Regulatory Commission
that it has all systems critical to
generating and distributing
power ready for the rollover to
2000 after more than three years

of planning and testing.
"Outside of being ready to gen-

erate and deliver safe, reliable
electric service to our more than 2
million customers, we'vejust com-
pleted end-to-end integration test-
ing of our business processes to
ensure that our customers will be
well-served in all aspects of our
business," said Childs.

In addition, Detroit Edison has
completed its contingency plan-
ning and has identified about
2,000 employees who will be avail-
able from Dec. 27 to Jan. 7, 2000,
to respond to isolated emergencies
that may arise from now-

even employees not scheduled to
work will remain ready to report
for emergency work should the
need arise.

Since the inception of the Y2K
program in 1996, Detroit Edison
has committed itself to providing
a safe, reliable flow of electricity
on Jan. 1, 2000 and beyond. As
many as 700 people have worked
on the program, with current
staffing at about 150. The compa-
ny is expected to spend up to $87

The unicorn mark belonged to
Enoch's company, which used a
banner under the mark until
about 1908. The words "Made in
England" were added to the mark
at about the same time. Yourhair
receiver dates from the early
years of this century. Hair
receivers were small jars women
used to save their hair to be made
into rats or falls, adding fullness
to a hairdo. They went out of fash-
ion after World War I.

The small four-legged table or
stand that was used next to the
bed to hold a whale-oil lamp was
first popular in the early 1800s. It
replaced the three-legged candle
stand that had been used in earli-
er years.

The four-legged tables were
safer because they could not be
tipped over as easily. The tables,
made so the top was about the
height of the bed, often had one or
two drawers to hold nighttime
necessities.

Tables of maple or mahogany
with plain legs were made in the
country. More sophisticated
designs had reeded or turned legs.

By the 1840s, the lamp stand
had become more elaborate and
often had decorative knobs of
glass or brass. Some even had
drop leaves to make them a little
larger when more space was need-
ed.

The idea of a night stand by the
bed remains popular today. It is
used now for a lamp, a phone and
perhaps some books.A four-legged
table with drawers is still the pre-
ferred choice.

Q. Can you give me information
on a deck of cards I inherited from
my father's family? The suits on
all but the face cards are formed
from human faces or other body
parts. The deck is marked
"Harlequin Playing Cards, Tiffany
& Co., New York, Paris, London,
Designed by C.E. Carry!."

A. You have a deck of "transfor-
mation cards." The name refers to
the fact that the spades, hearts,
diamonds and clubs are "trans-
formed" into parts of a larger pic-
ture.

The first complete pack of
transformation cards was printed
in England about 1803. Your deck
was published in 1879 for Tiffany
& Co. It is considered the clever-
est and most artistically executed
