Practicing safe snowmobiling
ensures happy trails, says AAA

Mlchlgamans lettmg the
good times roll on more than
5,900 miles of state snowmo-
bile trails should enJoy this
season With safety as their
most Important passenger,
adVises AAA Michigan "Two
hght-snow Winters m a row
may have kept many of
Mlchlgan's snowmobiles
garaged," said Jerry Basch,
AM Michigan Commumty
Safety Services manager
"That, combmed With
increased enforcement and dn-
vers follOWingthe safety rules,
have caused snowmobllmg
deaths m MichIgan to fall two
consecutive seasons"

Last Winter, 32 persons were
lolled In snowmobIle crashes
That compares With 39 killed
dunng the wmter of 1997-98,
and 44 who died dunng the
1996-97 season Alcohol and
darkness were known factors
In 19 of last Winter's fatalities,
and speed or losmg control
were also noted by pohce as
major contnblltors 10 13

Sixty percent of the fatalities
last Winter occurred 10 the
Upper Pemnsula, where snow
depths were higher Sixty-
three percent occurred on road-
ways or shoulders when snow-
mobilers missed a curve,
struck obstructIOns or vehicles,
including fellow snowmobilers
Three oCCllrredwhde crossing
unsafe Ice Seven deaths
reportedly occurred on deSig-
nated tralls

Despite the downward trend,
state law enforcement offiCIals
are concerned that the death
toll could spike thiS Winter If
Michigan receives more nonnal
snowfalls as predicted and nd-
ers fail to follow common sense
safety techmques

"Michigan faces the prospect
of haVIng many snowmobilers
With hmlted expenence at the
controls of theu machmes,~
saId Basch "ExceSSIVespeed
and mexpenence, combmed
With darkness and alcohol,
make a deadly combmatlOn
that keeps repeatmg each sea-
son as major reasons for fatah-
ties "Another factor IS the

hon guns m the United States,
mcludlng more than 86 mllhon
haniigum, according to a 1996
estimate by the Federal
Bureau ofAlcohol, Tobaccoand
F1reanm,

In 1997, there were 32,436
fireann-related deaths m the
U S About 40 oercent Wf'fP

homicides
"Of more statistical ment In

measunng firearms' value,"
according to the NRA, firearms
"are mvolved In only 1 6 per-
cent of deaths natlonwlde In
all but the tlruest fractIOn of
Instances, guns are used safely,
properly, and responsibly"

Although the Michigan
ConstitutIOn gIves "every per-
son the nght to bear anns for
the defense of himself and the
state," guns are regulated

Handgun buyers need a per.
mlt to purchase and carry a
weapon They must also regIs-
ter the gun

Rifles and shotguns have no
such restnctlOns, but can't be
sold to mmors or felons In
additIOn, the state has out-
lawed machine guns

Anyone who commits a
felony in MIchigan while pos-
sessmg a firearm gets a
mandatory two-year pnson
term m additIOn to any other
sentence

It's also agamst state law to
pomt, even Without mahce, any
fireann at another person, or
possess a weapon whlle under
the Influence of hquor or any
"exhl1aratmg or stupefymg
drug"

Statistics are fine, but

They were separated by
tIme, by natlOnahty and by
expenence, but on May 21
Grosse Pomte Farm~ reSIdent
and World War II veteran
Jerry Chnst (pronounled kn"t I
will meet Gerard Beurt, a
Frenchman who Wlshe- to
honor the survIvors of B 17
that crashed m France lfi 1945

Chnst, 77, was a crew mem.
nf'T of R.17 horn hpr "1'hp
Roanoke MagiCian," \\hlch
crash landed III some woods
near a small French Village
called Villafans on Jan 21,
1945 The downed plane
became somethmg of a local
pomt ofmterest for many years
after the war

Beurt was born m 1950 -
five years after the Roanoke
MagJclan crashed - and over
the years developed an mterest
m the plane and who the men
were who flew It on that fateful
day 10 1945

In 1997, 52 years after the
crash, Chnst receIved a letter
from Beurt, who had obtamed
the tall number of the plane
from photographs taken from It
Just after It crashed

He used thIs mformation to
determme where the plane was
stationed 10 England and
which bomber group It
belonged to

ThIs IS how Beurt eventually
found Chnst

Chnst IS a native Detrolter
and graduated from Cathohc
Central High School In 1942
He played m the Goodfellow
Game ill Bnggs Stadium and
after leaVIng mgh school went
to the Umverslty of DetrOlt on
a football scholarsmp But the
school dropped freshman foot-

ball and Chnst ended up at
Michigan State Normal
College (now Eastern Mlcmgan
Umverslty)

In 1943 Chnst became a I-A
draftee

He \\ent mto the US Army
Air Corps and receIVed hIS
bd;,lC trammg m MiamI

. We u~ed to walk down
Collms Avenue and do our
exercIses on a golf course," saId
Chnst "When we got back to
our hotel therE' were thrpE' of
us to a room and we had 15
mmutes to wash up and get
ready"

Chnst was sent to BIlOXI,
MIss, after baSIC tramIng for
aircraft mechamc tralmng He
then went to San DIego to
attend the consohdated aIr.
craft repau school By the time
he was fimshed WIth hIS tram-
Ing and sent to Great Bntam,
It was late 1944

Chnst was attached to the
486th Bomber Group, wmch
was based m Subdry He was a
flIght engineer It was hlsJob to
make mmor repaIrs to the B-17
bomber dunng fhght He also
manned the top turret macmne
gun

Chnst only flew two mis-
sIOns On hIS second mISSIon
hIS plane, the Roanoke
MagiCIan, was shot down after
completmg a bombmg run
agamst a tank factory m
Mannhelm, Germany

An artIcle wntten by Sgt.
Steve Schlossberg at the time
of the crash gave a mstory of
the plane and the misslOn in
wmch It finally crashed

In response to some retaIlers' com-
plamts that there aren't enough retaIl
busmesses on the HIll, the Farms CIty
CouncIl will mtroduce a proposed zonmg

March 6, meetmg

The proposal would mandate that any
new multi-stoned constructIOn on the
Hlli must provide for first-level retaIl.
New constructIOn would mclude razmg
old bmldmgs or bUlldmg a new structure
or addmg a second or third floor to an
eXlstmg bmldmg

Current zomng only allows up to two
floors, but under the proposed ordmance
amendment, a property owner may add a
thud story, but Its floor space must be
limited to 75 percent of that of the second
story

The cavedt IS that If property 0\\ ners
rebUIld or add on, then they must prOVide
street-level retail Currently, landlords
are not rpgtrlctpd a" to offic€' or rptall use

The proposed ordmance change comes
as a result of "new urbamsm" consultant
Bob Gibbs' recently completed retaIl and
parkmg study of the HIll that concluded
that If left to market forces, retaIl would
dIsappear from the Hlll and be replaced
by office/servICe busmesses

While no city planner has come for-
ward to challenge GIbbs' assertIOns, they
have not been subjected to a peer reVIew
eIther

Will the proposed ordmance bnng more
retaIl to the Hill? We doubt It

FIrst, property owners WIll be reluctant
to make a major Investment m their
buildmgs by adding floors or razmg old
SItes If their hands wIll be tied by the pro-
posed restrIctIve ordmance Market
forces dictate what tenants wIll come for-
ward, and If retaIlers are not mterested
m what the HIll has to offer, then land-
lords who have mvested m constructIOn
WIll find they eIther can't fill the space
WIth retaIl or can't earn the necessary

cost per square foot to make the project
worthwhIle

If the status quo and landlords' free-
dom can be mamtamed by not bmldmg,
then the proposed, well-mtended zonmg
amendment may actually have the oppo-
sIte effect It may deter property owners
from mvestmg III the H111

We believe the proposed ordmance
amendment WIll probably not accomphsh
what the councll mtends, but such an
ordmance wIll certamly hmlt a bmldmg
owner's optlOns We urge the city councl1
t" lpf'vP wpll pnoue-h alone and the zon-
mg as is For the -first tIme m memory,
the HIll IS nearly 100 percent occupied
That's remarkable m any commercIal dlS-
tnct, so "If It am't broke, don't fix It "

On a related Issue, we also urge the
Farms council to hft Its moratonum on
constructIOn on the Hlll.

campus, and the school board should have
no qualms WIth mstJtutmg' such a pohcy
at North as soon as practIcable

At South, parents may need further
convmcmg that a closed or partially
closed campus IS warranted.

Why were patients suddenly so anxIOUS to schedule theIr
surgenes as soon as pOSSible? Because most people have
httle or no advance warmng when an aneurysm actually
:uptuns, ":h:ch :s "I,h;, thc dcath !"ate (about 70 to R(\ ""r-
cent) for thIs condItion IS so high C

An aneurysm IS a weakness or a bulge m an abdommal
artery that's usually detected dunng an exammatlOn or x-

ray for another condItIOn
It's almost always caused
by artenosclerosls, which
IS the build-up of plaque
on the mSlde of the artery
that weakens and dam-
ages It As blood pulses
through the artery, the
aneurysm can grow larger
and eventually may rup-
ture The event IS so sud-
den that the patient often
succumbs as a result of
mternal bleeding

Aneurysms usually
grow gradually over an
extended pened of time. It
can take nearly 10.15
years for an aneurysm to
reach a sIze for wluch
surgery IS adVIsable
When the aneurysm
reaches 1 5 times its nor-

mal Size, the risk of rupture mcreases by 20 percent per

My good friend, John Wyman,
helps run a bed-and-breakfast on
England's southern coast.
Keeping his family's three-story
Exmouth home in shape for visi-
tors can be a challenge.

Cover unsightly basement

Laurie Coleman, while having
her basement finished in the mid
1990s, had a pole that just could-
n't be eliminated. Out of frustra-
tion, she looked for a product that
would cover that pole. That's
when she stumbled upon a prod-
uct known in the industry as a
"tambour," i.e., closely set wood
strips held together by a flexible
backing material normally used
in the construction of a roll-top
desk.

Black ice is not black. It is crys-
tal clear formed when air temper-
ature quickly drops below freezing
and airborne water vapor, rather
than becoming liquid first, freezes
immediately and bonds with a
slightly warmer and often da:ker
surface. One molecule at a trme,
the vapor freezes and forms a thin
layer, creating a barely visib~e
coating of ice with no dust or aIr
bubbles to give it that telltale
white icy color.

Black ice is so tightly bonded to
the street or sidewalk's surface,
that unless you are looking care-
fully you can unknowingly walk
or drive right onto it. At that
point, it often is too late to avoid a
dangerous fall or loss of control of
your car.

According to the National
Safety Council, in 1997, 16,000
people died from falls (an 8 per-
cent increase over 1996). Hospital
emergency room statistics for
1996 show that 21 percent of
injury-related treatments were
due to falls. While there is no
direct proof that ice and snow are
involved, winter is the time of
highest incidence of falls of all
kinds.

Recent studies have shown that
falls are on the increase. The
Journal of the American Medical
Association (JAMA) published a
study taken in Finland over a 25-
year period in May 1999, showing
that falls for all reasons among
Finns over 50 nearly quadrupled
from 1970 to 1995.

Get a jump on spring
planting

There's still snow on the
ground, and spring is a goodwhile
away but, believe it or not, it's
time to start planning your spring
gardening. Even if your yard con-
sists of grass and a few shrubs,
you can get the most out of it this
year by planning ahead.

For a healthy yard or garden,
fertilizer can be your best friend.
However, you'll need to know
what type of fertilizer is best for
gardens, shrubs or trees. The U.S.
Department ofAgriculture's coop-
erative extension service provides
free soil analysis to home garden-
ers. Find the local chapter in your
phone book (usually listed in the
government pages). Collect a
small soil sample from each loca-
tion that you'd like to plant in, put
them in separate, well-labeled
plastic bags, and send in the sam-
ples. Doing this in February will
speed up the service's response,
since demand is pretty tight dur-
ing the winter months.

When the results of the analy-
sis come in, take them to a profes-
sional who can help you interpret
them.

• Expatriates who have rented
their homes in the United States
do not qualify for the deferment of
gain on the sale of a personal res-
idence. They may qualify for the
nontaxable exchange of like kind
properties; however, taxpayers
should carefully check to see if the
situation meets the qualifications.

IRS: Home sale profits

The basics on keeping the roof over your head

In 1999, taxpayers overseas
may need to consider current and
past tax. provisions to determine
the tax treatment of home sales.
For sales prior to May 7, 1997 (or,
at the seller's option, prior to
August 6, 1997): People who sell
their homes at a profit may usual-
ly postpone payment of taxes on
the profit if, within two years of
the sale, they buy a new home.

This replacement home must
cost at least as much as the sale
price, minus certain adjustments,
of the old home. However, U.S.
taxpayers moving overseas to
work may be able to extend the
replacement period while they are
out of the United States. Toquali-
fy, taxpayers must move overseas
to work within two years of the
time their home was sold.

The time frame for civilian U.S.
taxpayers to replace their home is
suspended while they are out of
the United States but, overall,
cannot be longer than four years
from the date they sold their old
home. Military personnel over-
seas may have up to eight years to
purchase and move into a new
home in order to defer paying tax
on the gain from the sale of their
old home.

This extension also applies to
those mihtary personnel living in
base housmg at a remote SIteafter
bemg stationed overseas. For
sales after May 6, 1997.
