It IS perhaps a parent's worst
nIghtmare findmg out that
your child has been abducted
by a sexual predator WhIle the
number of duldren whose lives
are destroyed by pedoplules IS
relatively small, we all recog-
mze that vlctlmlzmg chl1dren
m thiS way 1;' an especlaUy hor-
rendous cnme, one whIch rums
hves and cnpples entire fami-
lIes and commumtIes That's
why state, local and federal
governments all have recog'
ruzed theIr duty to do as much
as pOSSible to prevent and pun-
Ish thiS hornble cnme

But cnmmals, particularly
Sick, tWIsted mdlVIduals hke
pedophiles, do not Simply
accept the laws. They are
always lookmg for new ways to
get around our laws
Unfortunately, along WIth ItS
many benefits, the Internet
has brought new avenues for
sexual predatIOn We have to

the Internet Industry, and
there's no need for government
to start polItlclzmg quest10ns
that are best left to mnovatlOn

qUick fix, an adequate neu-
ropsychlatnc evaluation IS not
bypassed

Some parents seek SOCIal
Secunty wsablhty status for
diagnosed ADHD pupIls, whIch
bnngs m a SIgnIficant monthly
check and IS based Simply on
diagnOSIS, not necessanly
finanCial need It IS clear that
some kids are diagnosed
ADHD largely on the baSIS of
behaVIOral problems and learn-
mg difficultIes, even though It
IS well known that m most
cases, these behaVIOr and
learmng problems are psycho-
lOgIcal, not neurologICal

The Gro'lse Pomtes may be
blessed WIth the best speCial.
Ists and a high mCldence of the
correct diagnOSIs and treat-
ment, but It IS pOSSible that
there IS over-diagnOSIs and
undue "treatment"

Therefore, I would suggest
that whenever a diagnOSIS of
ADHD IS made, and there IS
any doubt, the family <;hould
get a second opllllOn, espeCially
one outSide the "tnad "

neurolOgIcal SignS, but the
mfants had a hIstory of haVing
been Irntable and hIghly ws-
tractJble, that IS, overly reac-
tive to mInimal stimuli, such
as nOise or movement

mtemewmg an elght-year-old

The power of words
By the Rev. Robert E. Nelly
St. Michael's Episcopal Church

Words, both spoken and written, have tremendous
power. The words we use can both help and hurt,
Illummate and UTltate. Because we are all different
- by heritage, trainmg, traditlOn, ete - we are fre-
quently unaware of how our words may affect anoth.
er person.

On May 4 in The Pastor's Corner, my words on the
subject of "Easter Laughter" deeply offended a clergy
collt:ague, tht: Rev. DemetllOtl Ka,vada:::.of
AssumptlOn Greek Orthodox Church

Last week In thIS space Father Kavadas enumer-
ated his concerns and objections, and I have wntten
to him personally, expressing my regret for any hurt
or distress experienced either by him or his commu-
nity It certainly was not my intent to show any dis-
respect or to be offensive, and to the extent that my
remarks were perceived 10 that manner, I offer my
heartfelt apology.

ObVIously the old adage "StIcks and stones may
break my bones but words Wlll never hurt me," 18

simply not true.
We mortals can put words together 10 such a way

that they form a prayer, SlOg oflove or offer hope.
But we can also use words carelessly, uncharitably
and with cruelty.

So words can and do hurt; they can sting and scar
us. This IS especially true when different cultures,
traditions and religions colhde. We all need to be
more careful than we are in our use of stones, Jar.
gon, buzz words - and humor

Humor IS an important part of my spmtuality, and
I make no apology for that. Humor was one of the
ways the great preacher of London, Charles Haddon
Spurgeon, kept 6,000 people listening to his sermons
for 40 mmutes twice a Sunday.

A lady called him unspiritual for saying so many
funny thmgs in the pulpit. He told her she wouldn't
think so if she knew how many funny things he
thought of in the pulpit and didn't say.

Humor is elusive. It can be grim or jolly, giggly or
grotesque, verbal or visual, friendly or ferocious.
Jesus was a shatteringly senous preacher and was
never a comic or clown. Yet he, the Word of God
mcarnate and perfect man, displayed a strong Bense
of the ndiculous in making his teachmgs stick.

My reading of the Gospels 10dicates he loved to
play with words and images. The preposterous was
held up as a guide for Faith. He said, "It is easier for
a camel to go through the eye of a needle than for
someone who is rich to enter the Kmgdom of God"
(Mark 10:25). He emphasized the folly of the blind
attemptmg to lead the blind (Luke 6:39). He ques-
tioned the Wisdom of a person with a huge log pro-
trudmg from his or her own eye endeavonng to
remove a tmy speck from a neighbor's eye (Luke
641.42)

When 1 hear such thmgs I cannot help grinning -
nor can I help remembering.

There 1Senough sorrow 10 the world and far too
lIttle laughter Laughter IS a preCIous gUt from God.
Surely, God mtended us to use lt - but to use it
Wlth respect. Humor should lighten others' loads,
not make them heavier.

May we who live by words always remember their
tremendous power. Sometimes we can, and that is a
blessmg.

After two coats of compound on

the tape have dried, carefully
"feather" from the center of the
tape to a distance of about 12
inches out onto the ceiling. Use a
wide trowel to apply the com-
pound. Now it will be much more
difficult to see the joint. Vou will
need three coats for a good job.
Three coats of joint compound
around the room and you may not
need to texture!

A better repair is to drywall the
ceiling. Now all the drywall joints
are flat and are much easier to
"mud-in." Plus this method elimi-
nates any chance of cracking in
the future. Believe it or not, some-
times this can be done in less time
than fooling around with all your
cracks.

In either case, a final sanding is
usually required. Apply two coats
of primer before you paint.

Texture paint to hide
unsightly cracks?

Q. A couple of years ago, we had
a bad rainstorm and the roof
leaked. Now the ceiling is cracked
and sagging at the cracks.

I want to refinish the ceiling.
We used Kilz stain blocker and
put on a coat of paint in just a
small area. The problem is the
cracks and sags are extremely
noticeable even when finished
with flat, white paint. We went to
the local hardware store and
bought a paint texture product
that is supposed to make the ceil-
ing look like an acoustical ceiling.
Will texturing help to hide the
cracks and sags or will they be
worsened by the textured effect?
- Adam of southern California.

A. Adam, I have found that a
surface needs to be very smooth
before texturing it. Cracks, bumps
and curved plaster will show
through a thin texture finish. The
truth is that texture will hide only
about 10 percent of the blemishes.
So if you texture to hide cracks,
don't expect too much and you
won't be disappointed.

ITyou are forced to fix the exist.
ing ceiling, use joint tape and joint
compound to first bind all the
cracks together. This will help
prevent cracks from reappearing
at the next change of seasons. Use
thin coats of joint compound.
Don't try to do two coats at a time.
You're no Michelangelo and you
will only waste time while doing a
bad job. Too thick a coat of joint
compound requires a long time to
dry. Plus it usually requires sand-
ing, where thin coats dry faster

A reader sent a letter asking
about the adorable collectible
"Peanuts" character of Charlie
Brown. Unfortunately and apol~
getically, I misplaced that letter,
but given the nature of all the
wonderful things Charlie
Brown/Charles Schulz is made of,
they can never disappoint us -
even by the loss of a letter. So
here's the scoop:

"Peanuts" was a personal effort
for Charles Schulz (Noy. 26, 1922
- Feb. 12, 2000) whose Charlie
Brown character represents his
alter ego - though he named the
character after his lifelong friend
he met in art class. The "real"
Charlie Brown very much resem-
bled the character - round head
and all. The Little Red-Haired girl
was modeled after Schulz's former
love, Donna Wold, whom Schulz
asked to marry him in 1950 but
was refused. Wold stated recently
on ME's "Biography" that she
found Schulz a bit too boring at
the time. Schulz left impressions
of her particular style to the imag-
ination of the reader since her
character was never drawn.
Snoopy's character was inspired
by Schulz' smart and uncontrol-
lable childhood dog.

"Peanuts" is history's most
widely-syndicated comic strip
appearing in well over 2,500
newspapers that reach millions of
people worldwide. The characters
Charlie Brown, Shenny and Patty
debuted in "Peanuts" first comic
strip on October 2, 1950 in seven
newspapers - two of which are
The Chicago Tribune and 'nle
Washington Post. Snoopy was
first mentioned on Oct. 4, 1950.
Lucy on March 3, 1952 and The
Little Red.Haired Girl appeared
in silhouette on May 25, 1998.

Trees, shrubs and vines provide
shade and act as windbreaks.
Three properly placed trees can
save $100 to $250 in heating and
cooling costs each year.
Deciduous trees - those that lose
their leaves in the fall- are ideal
for this task. They provide shade
in the summer, but let winter sun-
light reach and warm your house.

Vines, shrubs and evergreen
trees deflect winds year-round.
Plant them on the north and west
sides of your house to deflect win-
ter winds.

"Although the window covering
industry has made tremendous
strides in developing safer prod-
ucts, the true key to reducing
looped-cord hazards is improved
parental awareness," says WCSC
Executive Director Peter Rush.
"We need every parent, every
grandparent, every babysitter and
every care giver to automatically
know that all window coverings
need to be regularly checked and
child-proofed for looped-cord haz-
ards."

WCSC launched an intensive
national campaign in 1994 to
increase consumer awareness of
looped window-cord hazards. The
program is being carried out in
cooperation with the U.S.

Commission.

Everyday window cords
can spell infant tragedy

Child-safety experts say that
the common window cord
accounts for at least one acciden-
tal death every month.

In fact, more than 100 infants
and young children have acciden-
tally strangled in the looped cords
of window blinds and shades since
1990.

Both government and industry
officials agree the key to reversing
this tragic trend is to make sure
parents know how to check and
childproof their window blinds,
shades and draperies. Most cord
entanglements occur to children
between the ages of 8 months and
3 years. Usually the cord loops are
within reach of a child's crib or
dangle near a window that the
child reaches by climbing on low
furniture.

Consequently, the first rule for
cord safety is to move cribs and
furniture away from windows.
Beyond this, most window-cord
hazards can be fixed by cutting
the cord loop just above the pull
tassel, and then placing separate
tassels at the ends of the resulting
two cords.

The Window Covering Safety
Council (WCSC) - a coalition of
major U.S. firms that manufac-
ture, import and sell window cov-
erings - offers consumers free
tassels and tie-down devices for
reducing looped-cord hazards
through a toll-free hotline at (800)
506-4636. WCSC officials also
offer the following advice for
child-proofing the most popular
window covering styles:

Youcan almost count on finding
some similarities in most new
homes being built today~ no mat-
ter what the size.

It's highly probable that the pri-
mary family gathering space is an
informal. vaulted great room.
open to the kitchen and dining
area or nook. Equally likely, the
home has a wood stove or fire-
place, an outdoor living area, at
least two bathrooms. indoor utili-
ties, and plenty of natural light.

When the Associated Designs
staff examined the three plans
that drew the greatest reader
response in 1999, they couldn't
help but notice these similarities.
The Oregon-based home design
firm publishes home plans in
more than 700 newspapers
nationwide.

Of course the differences are
also quite striking. Comparing
sizes and styles, for instance, the
favorite Cordell is a rustic cottage
with a mere 1,300 square feet of
floor space. What a contrast to the
second in popularity, the
Brentwood. A dramatic brick-
columned entry porch offers a
regal welcome to this sprawling,
brick-clad, estate-sized contempo-
rary home, which measures in at
close to 3,350 square feet.

And the third-ranking
Clearheart falls somewhere in the
middle, both size and style-wise.
The comfortable country-style
plan has close to 2.250 square feet
of floor space, and is neither rustic
nor elegant.

Looking at the three plans sep-
arately offers more perspectives.

The Cordell is a compact vaca-
tion retreat with a wide porch
that spans the front and transi-
tions to an even wider side deck.
The vaulted ceiling in this cozy
plan increases volume in the
kitchen and nook as well as the
great room.

The Brentwood has fireplaces in
both the formal and informal
gathering spaces. Double doors in
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Color choices
The shape and the color of the

tile make a big difference. For
example, brick shapes in earthy
reds and browns are such classics
that they will suit any period
home, from a Williamsburg colo-
nial to a colonnaded Georgian.
Intricate Moorish shapes or
octagons in festive reds or cool
greens and blues go well with the
Spanish-style homes so often seen
in California and the Southwest.
Large stone-look pavers in neu-
tral tones will look wonderful
almost everywhere.

If a tree grows in the area des-
ignated for your new patio, leave
it there. It will provide welcome
shade. Just build the patio floor
around it, and consider circling
the tree trunk with a bench.

Greenery enhances any patio.
Build ceramic tile planters to
match the floor, or make them
fanciful with ceramic mosaic pat~
terns. Or perhaps you would like
to incorporate a water feature in
the design of your patio? Then
remember that ceramic tile is the
perfect material for building a
fountain or.a pond for lilies or a
pair of goldfish.

A lot of decks have been
built around the country, but the
patio is coming on strong, first
because it's easier to add than a
deck and, secondly, because a
wood deck requires a lot of
upkeep."

But Scnrekengost acknowl-

edges that it takes planning to
achieve the perfect patio and
offers some sound advice: "Place
the patio so it has easy access to
the kitchen or family room," he
advises. "And if the front of the
house happens to get the sun or
shade you prefer, hang convention
and put your patio there. Fences
or shrubbery can be added to pro-
vide privacy."

At one time, patios were built of
concrete or flagstones, but these
days ceramic tile is taking over,
and Schrekengost feels this is a
fine idea.
