Channel Keepers to protect lake

A team of Grosse Pointe
lawyers has fired the first
broadside in what their clients
pledge will be a relentless fight
to force the cleanup of Lake St.
Clair.

Angered by what they said
are repeated sewage dis-
charges into the lake, a group
of environmentalists has put
the board of Macomb County’s
Bear Creek drain on notice.

The board has 60 days to con-
vince the watchdogs it isn't
snubbing federal law.

“If you're part of the problem
we invite you to be part of the
solution,” said Grosse Pointe
attorney Tom Campbell. “If
not, we'll take you to court and
have a judge do it.”

Campbell represents the St.
Clair Channel Keeper. The
local non-profit environmental
group formed in 1994 after a
series of beach closings. The

organization is a faction of the
nationwide River  Water
Alliance movement headed by
Robert F. Kennedy Jr.
Kennedy headlined a
Channel Keeper fundraiser
last week at Metropolitan
Beach. The event followed
Kennedy’s aerial reconnoiter of
southeast Michigan water-
ways. The “effluent plumes” of
apparent pollution he saw

In an uncontested election,
Grosse Pointe Board of
Education incumbent candi-
date Steven Matthews said,
“you don’t expect a big
turnout.”

Indeed it wasn’t.

A total of 342 out of approxi-
mately 38,500 voters turned
out to reelect Matthews and
fellow incumbent Jack Ryan in
the Monday, June 12 school
board election — 402 fewer vot-
ers than came out last year to
vote in newcomers Linda
Farmer and Joan Richardson.
Both incumbents ran unop-
posed for their second terms on
the board.

Matthews received 311 votes
and Ryan received 307 votes.
About 12 write-in candidates
who did not register with the
district by-Friday, June 9, were
disqualified. Grosse Pointe
Woods recorded the highest
turnout with 96 voters. Only
22 voters in Harper Woods cast

“Whether you have 100 vot-
ers or 10,000 voters, the cost is
still the same,” said Fenton.

While Matthews said he
would have liked to have seen
more people show up at the
polls to support the schools,
Ryan saw the paltry numbers
as a sign of satisfaction.

“If people are satisfied, they
are content to let things contin-
ue,” said Ryan. If you get a
large voter turnout, it’s a sign
that people are concerned.”

Farms sewer separation

Solak stated that recent
rainy weather in May has
delayed the road restoration
portion of the sewer separation
project.

As a result, stated Solak, one
crew is laying sewer pipes in
the area of Moross and Grosse
Pointe Boulevard while the
other crews are working on
roadways.

Concrete repairs have been
completed on Kercheval north
of Provencal, as well as on
Preston Place, Tonnancour and
half of Irvine Lane.

pouring “from companies into
the Rouge River, Detroit River
. and Lake St. Clair” had him
speaking like a military com-
mander planning an attack.

“As an environmental trial
lawyer, this is a target-rich
environment,” said Kennedy, a
law  professor at Pace
University in New York. He
assigns his students to sue east
coast polluters for college cred-
it.

Overlooking Lake St. Clair,
he said, “We’re going to clean
up this waterway. I hope we get
out there and start a fist-fight
with every (polluter).”

Campbell has thrown the
first punch.

“For 10 years, Bear Creek
has had E.coli counts almost
every time it has been mea-
sured,” said Campbell. “The
counts are sometimes 1,000
times the legal level.”

Bear Creek was built to han-
dle storm water runoff. “It's not
supposed to have sewage,”
Campbell said. The creek flows
to the Clinton River on its way
to the lake. In a low point for
local environmentalists, the
Clinton River was so charged
with harmful bacteria a few
weeks ago that organizers can-
celed an annual cleanup event.

Kennedy said, “We're going
to win. (Polluters) are not
going to come to the table until
we slug them a couple times.
But once you get a couple victo-
ries, they all march in.”

Kennedy's water alliance
grew out of the New York-
based Riverkeeper group. The
Riverkeepers formed in the
1960s to combat industrial pol-
lution of the” Hudson River.
Having grown to 50 chapters,
the alliance has become “an
international model for ecosys-
tem protection,” said Kennedy.

Kennedy is the alliance’s
prosecuting attorney. “I love
going to court and fighting
against the bad guys,” he said.

He said polluters use politi-
cal muscle and economic might
to win government subsidies.

“They’re a bunch of cryba-
bies,” said Kennedy. “I deal
with them all the time. You can
hear them whine when you
pull the federal nipple out of

St. Ambrose project will close
Wayburn from Jefferson access

Groundbreaking for an addi-
tion to St. Ambrose Catholic
Church will take place on
Sunday, June 25. Construction
will start a few days later.

To make room for the project,
Wayburn will be closed at
Hampton, one block north of
Jefferson.

Church construction will fea-
ture an underground meeting
room, street-level terrace and
‘710-space parking lot.

The project has the blessing
of Park officials, including
Mayor Palmer Heenan.

“'m excited about this,” said
Heenan. “We appreciate that
beautiful church. Its members
are industrious in promoting
the best cause man has.”

The underground room will
seat 250 people. Skylights will
provide natural lighting below
and perspectives of the nearly

77-year-old church above.

The work will transform a
dingy one-block section of
Wayburn into a landscaped,
slate-covered open area.

A city traffic study found
closing Wayburn wouldn’t dis-
rupt traffic in the area. The
study recommended supple-
mental parking to augment the
church’s proposed parking lot.

A church representative said
overflow parking would be han-
dled by lots on Alter and
Jefferson.

Park officials agreed with
Paul Lavins, co-chair of the
church project and Park resi-
dent, that the city should
spruce up a department of pub-
lic works storage area adjacent
to the church addition.

“We want to be good neigh-
bors and do proper housekeep-
ing,” said Heenan.

“We'd like to collaborate on
projects we can do jointly,” said

the church’s Father Tim Pelc.

Prospective city projects
won't “destroy the view of the
beautiful church,” Hennan
added.

Pelc agreed: “The view from
East Jefferson is important to
us. We don’t want to wall our-
selves off,” said Pelc.

Last month, Park council-
men Vernon Ausherman and
Greg Theokas recommended
enclosing the DPW yard with
an “aesthetically pleasing”
brick wall.

St. Ambrose was founded in
19186. The current church build-
ing opened on July 4, 1926.

“As we break ground for the
new building, it will be close to
the Fourth of July, which has
always been a fortuitous day
for us,” Pelc said.

Church dignitaries will be on
hand for the ceremonial
groundbreaking following the
last Mass on Sunday, June 25.

Theokas, a Grosse Pointe
Park city councilman who
rubbed elbows with presiden-
tial candidate George W. Bush
in the Yale class of 1968, faces
voting against his former class-
mate on the convention floor.

Because John McCain won
the Michigan Republican
Primary, most of the state’s
GOP delegates are obligated to
vote for McCain on the conven-
tion’s first ballot.

“The mechanics of what's
happened are making me do
something 1 normally would-
n't,” said Theokas. The only
way he can vote for his friend
— "until the November general
election, — he explained, is if
McCain releases the delegates
to back Bush.

Theokas said Bush hasn’t
changed much from college. He
was “affable and courteous,”
said Theokas. “You see that
now. He has a nice style with
people.”

Yet the Republican candi-
date, who captained his intra-
mural football team and played

rugby, is “a scrapper, a people’s
guy and fighter,” said Theokas.
“He’s a populist in that sense;
one of the guys.”

Theokas was appointed a
delegate last month. He and
two Detroit residents will rep-
resent the 15th Congressional
District. The district comprises
the Park, City, Farms and a
large section of Detroit.

Likewise, three Detroit resi-
dents will represent District
14, which includes the Woods,
Shores, Harper Woods and the
strip of Detroit along Eight
Mile Road from the eastside to
Livonia.

The odd-shaped districts
thwart the Pointes’ political
energy, said Theokas. He
added, “It causes a loss of long-
range continuity of representa-
tion.”

Grosse Pointe’s lack of direct

of political representation.

“A glass ceiling makes us
less of a force,” he said. He said
the districts’ “intellectual and
financial resources” should be
allowed to play “a significant
role on the political scene.”

Theokas hopes for a strong
local voter turmout in
November. Because the
statewide turnout is forecast to
be low, he explained, “Grosse
Pointers can make a differ-
ence” in the election.

A Bush presidency could
earn the Pointes dividends.

“If we bring Grosse Pointe
forward with our votes, it will
benefit the state and everybody
who supported the victory,” he
said.

As for his college years,
Theokas said he was at Yale
with “a lot of talented people.”

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Combat pilot wishes
foes a happylanding

“Here we go."

And there they went.

The warbirds took off.

A half-dozen aircraft
swarmed around each other
like stars circling a cartoon
character who's been conked on
the head.

The airborne melee took the
shape of a free-for-all that
since the time of the Red Baron
has been called a dog-fight.

“Got ’em!” cheered the pilot
of an American Bearcat, the
U.S. Navy’s best fighter plane
in World War II. The airman
scored a hit on an old foe, a
Japanese Zero. “Woohoo!”

The Bearcat centered on the
Zero's Rising Sun insignia. The
Allies called the bright red cir-
cles “meatballs.” Irresistible
targets.

“It’s like reeling in a fish,”
said the Bearcat pilot like a
hunter chasing wounded prey.
“Come on in. Come on in, baby
— Got ’em! Woohoo!”

The aircraft are 1/12-scale
radio-controlled models. The
combat is real.

Flights of WWII replicas
fight it out in seven-minute
combat sessions over a grassy
airfield in Macomb County.
Each plane pulls a 30-foot
streamer which adversaries try
to snip with their propellers.

David Wagensomer flew the
Bearcat. A resident of Grosse
Pointe Woods, he’s the founder
of the Radio Control Combat
Association.

The group promotes the
sport of “awesome air combat,”
he said. The RCCAis recog-
nized by the Academy of Model
Aeronautics. The association’s
nearly 300 members live as far
away as the West Indies and

The Zero was being flown by
Wagensomer’s friend and fel-
low club member, Rick Miller
of Kalamazoo.

The Zero pilot wouldn't quit.
He pulled heavy Gs trying to
get on the Bearcat’s tail. No
luck. Like it’s namesake, the
Beareat is nimble.

Both planes flew eyeball-
rolling inside loops, crazy
eights and snap rolls. No luck.
Each maneuver canceled the
other.

Someone, it was hard to tell
who — the duel wag part of a
larger battle in the same air-
space -— entered a hammer-
head turn: full power straight
up, quick left rudder. Propeller
torque helps flick the plane
around like a weather vane.
Back on the gas.

The Bearcat and Zero faced
each other in a midair joust.
They charged.

The hit came nearly head-on.

The Zero fell silently, its
engine cowling smashed, gas
lines cut and leaking the air-
craft’s lifeblood. Two nearly
severed wings dangled useless-
ly like the shredded arms of a
mangled soldier. The plane
folded on itself and crashed in
a deathbed heap.

“I won,” said Wagensomer. It
wasn’t a pretty victory, but as
fighter pilots say, “A kill's a
kill.”

The Bearcat wobbled on,
bent and sputtering, an easy
target for the P-51 Mustangs,
RAF Spitfire and AT-6 Texan
still battling overhead.

“'m going to bring it in,”
said Wagensomer. “I've some
repairs to do.”

“Not before shaking my
hand.” said Miller. an arm full
of shattered Zero.

Model air combat takes place
in a world of fighting and com-
radeship. Shoot down your foe,
help your friend make repairs.
See ya on the flight line.

“Collisions happen all the
time,” said Wagensomer.
“People laugh at our fatalism,
but we enjoy it. In a close-prox-
imity event like this, we're
gonna have midairs.”

Wagensomer, 37, grew up in
Grosse Pointe Woods and grad-
uated from Bishop Gallagher
High School. He learned about
model airplanes from his
father, Edward, a former B-26
instructor pilot during WWIL

“When my dad was a kid,”
said Wagensomer, “the coolest
thing to do was get together
with friends at the local model
airplane flying club.” The tra-

- dition continues.

Wagensomer also grew up
around the construction busi-
ness. His father was the build-
ing director for the Archdiocese
of Detroit.

Destined to become a
builder, Wagensomer took a
“diversion” after high school.
He signed with a record label
and went on the road as a
drummer. He toured with
numerous artists, including
Barrett Strong, whose song
“Papa Was A Rolling Stone” is a
rock 'n’ roll classic.

The music business was
tough. “You have to pay some
serious dues before you make
money,” said Wagensomer.

Sunningdale
Park hearing

set for June 19

A flurry of petitioning could
pay off for residents living near
an undeveloped pocket park in
Grosse Pointe Woods.

In the latest action, 48 resi-
dents of Lochmoor and
Sunningdale south of Mack
have petitioned the city to
build a sidewalk on municipal
property that runs parallel to a
one-block stretch of
Sunningdale Park. The street,
along with Sunningdale and
Lochmoor, borders a plot of
green space likewise called
Sunningdale Park.

The petitioners represent
nearly 90 percent of the house-
holds in the neighborhood of
the park.

Woods officials have sched-
uled a public hearing regard-
ing the sidewalk for June 19, at
7:30 p.m. in the city hall coun-
cil chambers.

According to the May 30
petition, the supporters “don’t
want any park-type atmos-
phere (at Sunningdale Park).
No benches or trash contain-
ers, just a concrete sidewalk.”

Sunningdale Park, which is
about the size of a big back-
yard, has been the focus of a lot
of recent attention.

In April, members of the
Woods city council thought
they were doing residents a
favor by planning a $20,000
upgrade of the undeveloped
municipal property. The project
included a meandering side-
walk, benches and a couple of
garbage cans.

Yet a May 1 petition signed
by 42 nearby residents, many
of whom also signed the May
30 ledger, protested the project
as overkill.

The residents liked the idea
of a simple sidewalk, but want-
ed the “green space (to) be
maintained as a playscape for
our neighborhood children.”

Park wants its
water bills paid

More than 125 property own-
ers in Grosse Pointe Park
haven't paid their water bills.

Deficiencies range from $25
to $3,084 for a total of $65,490.

A 15 percent late-fee has
pushed the total to $75,313.
The average bili comes to more
than $590.

The city will include the
past-due charges and penalties
on the next property tax bills.

In a similar action, the city
will bill three parties a total of
nearly $1,000 for unpaid side-
walk repairs. ‘
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and squaring off the lobby”
Lake said. “There really wasn’t
a lot of controversy there. We
talked with church representa-
tives and there doesn’t seem to
be any objection.”

The request for a brick and
wrought iron fence with shrub-
bery along Fisher was a little
more controversial. While the
council generally supported it,
several Farms residents
attending the meeting
expressed concerns abeut how
the arborvitae shrubs would be
maintained.

Raoul Palffy, who lives on
Meadow Lane, and Tom
McCleary, who lives on Handy,
two streets near South, both
expressed concerns that school
officials would not live up te
their word in keeping the
arborvitae alive. Palffy said
school officials made similar
promises in the past when
lights were placed around the
football field.

There is no automatic water-

ing system, said McCleary. As a
result, many of the plantings
put in the ground have since
died. What was the school
going to‘do toc guarantee that
the new plantings would sur-
vive, he asked. There should be
some sdrt of irrigation system
installed with the fence.

Lake said that a sprinkler
system would pose problems. It
would require tearing up side-
walks to lay the pipe as well as
possibly damaging tree roots.
She said perhaps some sort of
simple “soaking” system would
be better.

Such a system is simple. It’s
basically flexible hose placed
just under the ground surface.
The hose has holes in it and
when water is pumped through
it leaks out inte the ground.
There are no metal pipes or
sprinkler heads to install.

Councilwoman Fran
Schoenberg said that she sup-
ports healthy plantings, but
did not support the council’s
“nitpicking” as to what kind of
irrigation system would go in.

As to the fence itself, it
would extend from the gate by
the main ticket booth to where
the library driveway intersects
with Fisher, said Lake. It
would consist of brick posts
connected by wrought iron
fencing. It would be identical to
the fence already in place
between the main ticket booth
and the new concession stand.

“Fisher Road neighbors have
been calling us to ask if the
fence would be finished,” said
Lake. “They said it would be a

- wonderful enhancement to the

—
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area. | agree, which is why I've
pursued it.”

The council approved the
fence request, but have asked
that Farms officials sign off on
the irrigation system before
construction begins.

The next step, said Lake, is
for the schools architect,
Erhsman Architects, to come
up with the final rendering,
which will then be presented to
Lake’s superiors. Once they
sign off, the plans will be pre-
sented to the school beard.
Once the board grants
approval, the plans will be sent
to the Farms city hall, where
city officials and the council
will grant final approval.

Because Lake answers to the
school board, making changes
in plans requires more time.
All parties, including the
Farms and the school board,
must approve the plans and
that takes time. For example if
the council wants to make a
change to the plans, the school
board must approve the change
and resubmit the plan to the
council, said Lake.

Lake estimates the cost of
the fence might be around
$70,000. Money for construc-
tion would come, in part, from
gate receipts from sporting
events, she said.

The final request, a batting
cage for the girls softball field,
met with more resistance than
the two other proposals. Lake’s
plan calls for the placing of a
cage between the third base
line and the chain-link fence
that separates the athletic field
from the houses on Radnor
Circle.

There is a sidewalk that
runs between the residential
and school property, but in
many instances those nn the
athletic fields can look directly
into the backyards of Radnor
Circle residents.

It was this lack of privacy
that caused residents to ask
the council to deny the site
plan for the batting cage.
Having a cage basically abut-
ting their backyards was not
something they wanted.

Councilman Peter Waldmeir
suggested that instead of
building a permanent cage, the
school district look into build-
ing some sort of portable cage
that could be taken down or
moved when not in use. He
said he saw such a cage at old
Tiger Stadium.

Other council members sug-
gested that the girls use the
boys batting cage. The problem
with that, said Lake, is that
the boys and the girls practice

at the same time. In addition,
the boys batting cage is
nowhere near the girls field.

If the boys and girls coaches
somehow worked out a mutual-
ly agreeable schedule, Lake
would still have to hire some-
one to monitor the girls batting
practice because fielding prac-
tice would still take place on
the girls field and that would
also require the attentions of a
coach.

“The firet hace line, by
Kercheval, is where the visi-
tors’ bleachers are,” said Lake.
“A cage in the corner by the
library would take valuable
practice space away from the
football and track teams. The
problem is that there is not a
lot of space for all the athletic
artivities we have at South.”

Because of council objec-
tions, Lake decided to with-
draw the request for a batting
cage. The issue can revisited in
the future, but the council
would have to be assured that
residential  concerns  are
addressed.

“If 1 were a homeowner, I
would expect to have to put up
with noise from games and
practice,” Waldmeir said. “But
this is new and if there's anoth-
er way to do this, then let’s try
to find it.”

hile I was fortunate enough at

the Minneapolis Star &

Tribune to get two overseas

assignments that truly helped
me understand international problems,
the very first was my initial trip over-
seas.

It was to Germany and Austria, then
still occupied by the U.S. and other
Western troops. But the devastation
everywhere was horrible.

On our arrival at our first stop in
London, we met with a group of British
newsmen for dinner and a discussion of
politics and world affairs. I recall nothing
of what was said, except that we found it
all very interesting.

When we arrived in Germany, however,
the devastation was awful. Many streets
were simply too full of debris to be pass-
able, and it was apparent that many res-
idents were still living in the remnants of
the basement quarters of their homes.

There were huge piles of debris in the
streets that represented the remains of
the shattered buildings on the street.
Occasionally we could see the figures and
forms of Berliners in the shadows trying
to do their best to maintain some living
quarters and a place to cook their food.

On the streets during the day, we often
met Germans carrying briefcases or

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nough already on the gun-control.

We then departed Egypt for Pakistan.

In Pakistan, we were interviewed by a
Pakistani journalist who asked us blunt-
ly what we thought we could learn ina
brief visit of four days in Pakistan.

I responded that we thought we could
learn something just from that brief visit,
but emphasized we did not expect to
become experts on Pakistan or the area
during that brief experience.

From Pakistan we flew to India. When
we arrived in New Delhi aboard a
Pakistani plane, we were somewhat

shocked to learn that U.S. personnel in
India had been barred from using the
Pakistani airline because of its problems.

We obviously breathed a sign of relief
because we had no more flights booked
on Pakistani planes.

From New Delhi we flew to Calcutta,
India’s poorest city and the worst we had
geen on the trip. Holy cows paraded
through the streets and paid little or no
attention to traffic.

We next stopped in Vietnam, which
then was just getting into the news. One
of our fellow travelers, a Vietnamese, was
arrested when he got off the plane
because he was carrying a load of contra-
band merchandise, including pearls that
he had buried in boxes of butter.

In Vietnam, I ran into a former U.S.
diplomat I had known in Washington
who was working for President Diem. He
quickly arranged an interview with the
president, but it was not very productive.

All Diem wanted to talk about were
ways to attract more American business-
es to invest in Vietnam, a message we
promised to bring back to the United
States.

In Tokyo, we had a good conversation
with a former newspaper employee who
had gone to work for the U.S. govern-
ment in Japan. He filled us in on the lat-
est diplomatic gossip in the Pacific.

Tokyo was a busy commercial and
industrial center reminiscent of big
American cities, but we were getting
homesick as we neared the end of our
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world trip.

So we soon boarded a Northwest
Airline flight back to the United States,
and I even crept into a bunk for part of
the trip home via a brief stop in Alaska.

It was good to be home, but we were
grateful to the Minneapolis papers for
having made it possible for us to view so
many foreign cities and interview so
many natives of the countries we visited.

Admittedly, however, the pleasure of
being home with our own relatives and
associates was perhaps the greatest thrill
for us.

I think the trip also solidified our own
feelings that the United States was still a
great country, the best in the world, but
that we also had some new problems fac-
ing us, especially in the Pacific.

The passage of time has simply empha-
sized those problems. But we also
remained confident, despite changes in
political administrations in Washington,
that we can meet any challenges any-
where in the globe.

Wilbur Elston, 86, reached a milestone
in his third “career” in May, having
served as an editorial writer for the
Grosse Pointe News for 20 years.
Previously, he taught journalism at
Wayne State University and was the edi-
torial page editor of The Detroit News
and Minneapolis Star and Tribune. He is
also in the Minnesota and Michigan
Journalism Halls of Fame.

As someone who covers a lot
of elections for the Grosse
Pointe News, I've come to the
realization that there are a lot
of elections in Grosse Pointe.

If you live in the City of
Grosse Pointe, for example,
during the space of a year, you
will vote in City elections,
Wayne County elections, state
of Michigan elections, federal
elections and school board elec-
tions.

On the municipal level, you
will also have to vote for your
municipal court judge. On the
county level, you vote for the
county executive, county com-
missioner and county judges.

On the state level, you vote
for your state house represen-
tative, your state senator,
attorney general, governor,
supreme court justices and sec-
retary of state. Not to mention
that on any given year there
might be propositions affecting
your local schools, your tax
rates, the death penalty or the
cost of tea in China.

On the federal level, you vote
for your congressman, your
senator and your president.
School elections fall into two
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categories, millage elections
and school board elections.

Most of the elections take
place in November. But not all
of them. Grosse Pointe Shores
holds its election in May and
June. Some Grosse Pointes
have primaries for judicial and
council elections, so you're vot-
ing in August to determine who
you can vote for in November.

There are primaries on the
state level, the county level
and the federal level. Dont
even get me started on the
presidential primary system.
This year the Republicans held
a primary and the Democrats
held a caucus.

So during the space of one
year, say a presidential elec-
tion year, you could end up
going to the polls 10 times. The
end result is that voters get
numb. They have things to do,
places to go, people to see and
food to eat. Keeping up with all
the elections becomes sec-
ondary.

A study was done as to why
Americans have such low voter
turnout. One reason given was
that Americans have to vote a
lot. In Europe, you might go to
the polls once every two years.
You elect your member of par-
liament or your mayor or coun-
cilman and that’s about it.
They make the decisions. If you
don’t like the decision you can
vote them out.

In California, they have
propositions on every thing.

will be spent to pass a proposi-
tion, only to have it thrown out
by the courts for being illegal.
National political columnist
David Broder has written that
we live in a republic. We don’t
vote on every thing. We elect
people to do that. These politi-
cians then can ponder. debate
and consider all aspects of a
proposed law.

Broder has pointed out that
direct democracy leads to what
James Madison called the
“tyranny of the majority.” All
you need to get something done
is a majority. The founding
fathers knew that just because
a majority of people supported
something, that didn't make it
right. They were afraid that a
majority of people might sup-
port suppressing the rights of a
minority.

Slavery is the classic exam-
ple of that. Just because a
majority of people might, at
one point in our nation’s histo-
ry, have thought that slavery

should be legal didn't make
them right. Slavery, the buying
and selling of human beings
and assigning them the rights
of cattle, was never right, even
if a majority of people might
have thought it was.

I bring all this up because
there’s been a lot of talk over
the past couple of years on
changing the way people vote.
Voter registration is always
being made “easier.” You can do
it at your city hall, at your sec-
retary of state office, by getting
a prize out of a box of Cracker
Jack.

People now want on-line vot-
ing. They want automatic
absentee ballots sent out to
just about everyone. You know
what I say to that? Bunk!
(Sorry for the harsh language).

Voting is a responsibility.
There are some people out
there for whom getting to the
polls is a genuine difficulty.
They are confined to wheel-
chairs, or are too infirm to get
out of the house. They don’t for-

feit their right to vote and mea-
sures should be in place for
them.

In rural areas it can be hard
to get to a polling place 20
miles away. But for the most
part, people aren’t too infirm to
get to a polling place. Grosse
Pointe has polling places in
easy walking and driving dis-
tance for every resident. The
same can be said for much of
metro Detroit. Again I want to
say that some people should
get absentee ballots. They real-
ly do qualify in my mind. But
they are, again in my opinion,
a minority of those who actual-
ly get absentee ballots.

Just because you've reached
the age of 60 shouldn't mean
that you automatically get an
absentee ballot. There are a lot
of senior citizens that are very
vital into their 70s and 80s.
Requesting an absentee ballot
shouldn’t be something you do
because you don’t want to both-
er to wait in line at the ballot
box.

Voting should be something
of a disruption to your day. You
should have to take time off
from your busy schedule to
actually vote. It’s important. I
am a firm believer that special
events require special proto-
cols.

When people say voting is
inconvenient and hard, I say
it’s supposed to be hard. If you
can’t be bothered to get up a lit-
tle earlier to go to the polls or

do it during your lunch hour or
get home a little earlier, then 1
don't want you to vote.

Voting is for people who take
it seriously. Serious people
don’t mind doing that extra bit.
Case in point, the state of
Minnesota has very liberal vot-
ing registration rules. At their
most recent gubernatorial elec-
tion, they voted in professional
wrestler Jesse “the Body”
Ventura. How did that happen?

Minnesota native and politi-
cal pundit Al Franken talked
about that while on a taltk
show. It seems that you can
register to vote on the same
day of the election. Minnesota
had a close race and when
wrestling fans heard that
Venture actually had a chance
they got off their beer-stained
couches and registered and
voted for the first time. Thus
Minnesota was stuck with a
governor known for wearing
glitter covered spandex tights
into the ring.

Voting requires an informed
public that takes the issues
seriously. I really believe seri-
ous people don’t mind going
that extra mile and actually
voting at an actual polling
place on the actual election
day.

The real Earth father has
sired offspring and finds him-
self faced with the responsibili-
ty of slaying dragons in order to
bring food to the table. He must
compete in the rat race to get
the means to house and feed his
growing family. It's a dog-eat-
dog world out there, a veritable
jungle. And his job is to bring
civilization to his offspring,
above and beyond tending to
their daily needs, physical and
emotional.

It is a daunting task, and
more and more modern men
are rising to the challenge —
feeding the baby, changing dia-
pers, giving the bath, reading a
story, enforcing bedtime, giving
emotional support to mom, and
finding time to relax and read
the paper.

Tommy is gangling and grim,
his attention turned to guns
and explosives; his face is full of
pimples.

The boat is in a storm and a
firm hand is needed at the
helm. If father is a workaholic
or alcoholic or sexaholic, the
ship is bound to be wrecked. If
he is distant and unapproach-
able, he is of iittle use. If he is
an angry tyrant, ditto. The man
needs help and must be con-
fronted.

This confrontation some-
times takes the form of a pow-
erful “intervention.” Many men
have been returned from use-
lessness and destructiveness to
again being CEO of the family.
The family business requires
executive ability above and
beyond that required of an ordi-
nary business, such as the Big
Three. More is at stake, much
more. Family should be top pri-
ority. All businesses should rec-
ognize this fact of life.

Most men are up to the task.
The modern man knows that
mothering is not only done by
mother. He must be nurturing
and empathic too. He must be
emotionally  “there”  and
involved. He cannot delegate
parenting to the other parent
and the older siblings. He is
psychologically aware and emo-
tionally open to what is going
on in front of his eyes. He is
attuned to the facial expres-
sions and nonverbal communi-

cation of the rest of the family.

Ideally, as his counterpart in
the corporate world knows, he
is giving out positive vibes of
support, encouragement and
guidance. He promotes talk and
communication and is a role
model of balance, conscien-
tiousness and responsibility.

When there is obvious love
and affection between father
and mother, the climate is
there for not only a happy fam-
ily now, but for happy families
in the future. The children will
marry and have children, and
the family atmosphere will be
passed on to future genera-
tions.

If everything goes well,
father will become grandfather,
and then the joys will multiply,
as he will be seen as a god-like
figure who will be overflowing
with wisdom and candy. His
pride and joy will spread far
and wide, a great umbrella of
beneficence. He will contain his
old-fogey attitudes and his
youthfulness will span the gen-
eration gap. His wisdom will be
sought and his appreciation
revered. But mainly he will be
nice to have around.

You can hardly tell he was
once a rambunctious kid him-
self, but occasionally there will
be that sparkle in the eye and a
whoop of delight as he scoops
up a grandchild and gives it a
great big hug. And another hug
to his own child who has given
him this gift. And lastly the
best hug of all to the mother of
his children, his bride, his ever
lovin’ sweetheart.

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“To err is human...to forgive
divine.” This saying has been
around for ages, and how true
it is.

We could expand its meaning
to our photography pursuits
and say that making a mistake
is okay as long as we learn
from the experience.

Yes, there are common errors
that photographers make, and
all too often they're repeated.
But learning from a mistake
will result in photographic
growth that will in turn lead to
better pictures.

Here are some of the more
common mistakes photogra-
phers make along with sugges-
tions to correct and learn from
them.

* Film didn't advance
through the camera? This mis-
take has probably happened to
everyone and how disappoint-
ing it can be when you have no
shots of that special event.
This problem is easy to correct.
Just make sure the sprockets
are engaged when loading the
film and keep an eye on the
rewind knob to make sure it's
rotating as you advance the
film.

* Only getting partial pic-
tures with flash? Don’t blame
your flash unit. You simply did-
n't set the shutter speed dial at
the proper synchronization
speed, usually 1/60 second. A

Often, a slight adjustment in
camera angle or position will
vastly improve the composi-
tion.

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Time after time, we wish to go on living forever

Living wills not withstand-
ing, death is still a subject that
most people don't care to talk
or think about. Yet it is the

* inevitable price that we must

pay for life. We find it difficult
to face up to the fact that the
time will come when our stay
on this Earth will come to an
end.

We see this cvele of life and
death played out in all living
things around us.

But we, as human beings,
often choose to close our eyes
and refuse to accept that we
too are programmed by nature
to live out an ordained cycle.
Because we have been blessed
with powers not given to other
creatures on Earth, we like to
think we are exempt from their
fate. They die; we don't.

We rationalize that because
we have a brain that has made
it possible to gain mastery over
so many forces of nature, we
will somehow also conguer
life’s final obstacle.

To a certain extent we have.
Science and medical technolo-
gy have added years to our life
span, but even the most opti-
mistic findings point out that
the biological clock cannot run
beyond a certain time. Human
beings like all of nature’s crea-
tures are mortal.

It is likely, if we were given
one wish, many would wish for
immortality. We lock back on
our mistakes and wish for time
to correct them. We look in the

future and think of all we
might accomplish with more
time. We lament the swift pas-
sage of time — the days,
weeks, months and years that
pass too swiftly. We yearn to
rein time in, to make it go slow-
er instead of galloping to the
finish line.

We ponder what we have
done with the time already
passed, not stopping to cherish
and be thankful for the good
times that have been ours. We
only wish for more.

There are those who are will-
ing to try extreme means to
gamble on a second time
around. They give huge sums
of money to be frozen and
revived at a later date. There
are even plans by one group to
send bodies into outer space
until science finds ways to
replace death-dealing cells
with live ones.

Can you imagine coming
back to Earth years hence and
adapting to what would be
totally alien, confusing and
frustrating? That proposal
often meets with some ridizule,
like watching the night sky to
identify the body of a loved one
floating among the stars.

However, that quest for

extended life is only human. ’

The unknown is always scary.
That journey beyond the
perimeter of life is a mystery. It
may be less of a mystery for
those who have been blessed
with the faith that beyond
human existence, a better life
waits, free of travail and pain.

several articles and books on
patients who had been brought
back to life by aggressive med-
ical means. They described
their brief journey into the
beyond as traveling toward a
mesmerizing light and experi-
encing a sense of wondrous
peace and tranquility. Even so,
they welcomed their reprieve.

What that experience did for
them was to intensify their res-
olution to live better, more
meaningful lives. If we think
about it, this is the one lesson
that death has to teach.

Suppose we were guaranteed
an indefinite extension of life.
What would we do with that
time? Without a time limit,
would we feel any need to
achieve?

Rather than wishing for a
life that goes on forever, it
seems more profitable to wish
that life’s end could come with-
out undue suffering and pain.
There is much to be accom-
plished in this area.

A well-publicized case is the
one in which author Betty
Rollins (“I'll Cry Tomorrow”)

sat by while her mother took
lethal drugs. After enduring
months of chemotherapy and
pain, her mother wanted to die.
Although assisted suicide is a
felony under New York law,
Betty Rollins was not charged.
She has written a book about
her mother, titled “Last Wish.”

While we sympathize with
those who must make a choice
of whether to watch a loved one
die a painful death, or help
them die a peaceful death,
there is no way that taking the
life of another can be condoned.

There is a danger that it
could be an easy way out for
relatives who feel overbur-
dened by the care and expense
involved in caring for a critical-
ly ill person. Unpleasant as it
is to contemplate, a so-called
mercy killing could become a
means for impatient relatives
to get their hands on inheri-
tances.

It is a weighty question that
calls for a hospital medical
ethics committee to find an
answer for those who are ter-
minally ill and want to be free
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of the agonizing process of
dying.

There have been steps taken
in that direction. When death
seems imminent, doctors ask
relatives if they wish to have
extraordinary steps taken to
keep them alive. If the answer
is no, it is respected. It seems
that the patient would have
input into that decision while
he is stiil in possession of his
faculties and aware of the
prognosis.

There have been stories told
by people who sat at the bed-
side of a terminally ill patient
and sensed that the person
wanted to die. The patient
seems to live long enough to
get past a holiday or to see a
relative who traveled a long
distance to be with him.
Finally satisfied that his last

wishes have been granted, the
patient quietly drifts off.

Life is a mystery that we
work to solve. Death, too, has
its mysteries that only faith
can solve for some. For others,
it is a journey into the
unknown.

St. Paul Catholic

The Grosse Pointe Farms
City Council recently approved
site plans to renovate St. Paul
Catholic Church, one of the
oldest buildings in Grosse
Pointe.

Bishop Leonard Blair said
the church, which dates back to
the 1890s, will have major ren-
ovations done to the interior
starting on Monday, June 26.
St. Paul parish is in the midst
of a series of renovations. They
just completed converting the
old convent to parish offices
and have done work on the
playground as well.

“We are now working on the
church building itself,” said
Blair. “The work is budgeted at
$2.4 million. Work in the inte-
rior will go from June to late
October. Outside work is
expected to be completed by
next February.”

They are crumbling
and it's something that needs
doing, he said.

Mass will be celebrated in
the St. Paul school gymnasium
for the duration of the inside
work, said Blair. So the June
25 Mass will be the last one cel-
ebrated in the church for the
next several months.

The parish’s site plan was
submitted to the Farms council
at the May meeting. When no
objections were voiced by
affected residents, the council
unanimously approved the
plan, allowing construction to
proceed in June.

Which might account for
the astonishing success of the
Ypsilanti Orphan Car Show. By
highlighting “orphan cars,”
makes which have been discon-
tinued, the show focuses on a
vanished past.

This is only the fourth year
of the Ypsilanti show, but it is
already an established high-
light of the season, drawing
almost 300 cars this year from
seven states and Ontario.

Our part of town was ably
represented at the show. Bryan
Duncan, of Grosse Pointe
Shores, showed his British-
built ’68 Austin Mini Cooper.
One of the great designs of
post-war Britain, the Mini was
the masterpiece of designer
Alec Issigonis.

The Mini was extremely
short because of a transverse
engine/transmission layout,
and roomy with the wheels
placed at each corner. The Mini
also boasted unbeatable han-
dling. The Mini has had enor-
mous influence on small-car
development since its launch
in 1959.

Typical of the sometimes
gaudy excesses of the ’50s is
the ’55 Studebaker President
Speedster, owned by Ed and
Caro! Schoener, of St. Clair
Shores.  Studebaker was
orphaned when its Canadian
plant was shut down in 1966.
American production had
ceased in 1963.

An unusual entry was the 51
Opel Olympia shown by
Charles R. Anderson, of
Eastpointe. Opel is General
Motors’ unit in Germany, but is
considered an orphan because
Opels have not been imported
under that name for years. The
Cadillac Catera is built on an
Opel platform, but is a
Cadillac, not an Opel.

Ypsilanti Orphan Car Show far from homeless

This year’s show was co-
sponsored by the Ypsilanti
Automotive Heritage
Collection and Walter P.
Chrysler Museum. The fea-
tured marque this year was
Willys-Overland, which
Chrysler counts in its family
tree by way of Jeep.

Other highlighted orphan
makes included Hudson,
Studebaker, Packard, Nash,
Rambler, Kaiser, Frazer,
Franklin, Reo, Cord, Pierce-
Arrow, Hupmobile and a num-
ber of lesser-known makes.

“We also count as orphans
makes which were discontin-
ued but whose parent compa-
nies are still around,” said Jack
Miller, curator of the Ypsilanti
Automotive Heritage
Collection and show manager.
“So we have DeSoto, Edsel,
Corvair, LaSalle and Imperial
entries, even though the par-
ent makers are still alive and
well.”

There were also a number of
foreign cars whose makers are
still active, such as Citroen,
Opel and Renault, but which
are no longer imported into the
United States.

The show attracted two
Trabants. Rarely seen in this
country, Trabants were built in
East Germany from 1958 to
1990 in a plant in Zwickau,
where the DKW was produced
earlier. The Trabant was wide-
ly recognized for poor quality
and air pollution. But histori-
cally, it is an interesting piece.

Miller, whose famed Hudson
dealership in Ypsilanti’s Depot
Town recently joined forces
with the Ypsilanti Automotive
Heritage Museum and is now
physically connected to the
museum, said 260 cars were
registered for the show and
that about 30 others showed up
as drive-ins.

My delight with the Ypsilanti
Orphan Show is rooted in my
own history. The first two cars
I owned as a teenager were
orphaned in rather short order
and most of the others I
desired were too. While my
high school compatriots in the
late '40s and early '50s owned
Fords, Mercurys, Plymouths
and Chevrolets and fantasized
about Cadillacs and Lincolns, I
owned Hudsons and Nashes
and fantasized about the even
weirder Willys, Kaisers and
Studebakers.

There were a lot of orphans
on the road when I came of
automotive age and people of
more mainstream automotive
taste were condescending in
their attitude toward owners of
American Bantams, Grahams,
Hupmobiles and Terraplanes.
Even such wondrous machines
as Cords, Auburns and Pierce-
Arrows were suspect, although
they still commanded respect.

Orphan cars are not good,
went the conventional reason-
ing, because you can’t get parts
for them. But this was not and
still is not true. You can get
parts for them. You may pay

This 1931 Cadillac LaSalle Phaeton, owned by Howard and Norma Weaver, of Aun
Arbor, won The Detroit News Joyrides Choice Award at the Ypsilanti Orphan Car Show.
A smaller companion car to Cadillac, production was halted in 1940 because it was eat-
ing into Cadillac sales. The LaSalle is considered an orphan even though its maker,
Cadillac, is still around because it was a separate nameplate.

AND WE'LL

A lot of the appeal of the old-
car hobby is rooted in nostal-
gia. Which might account for
the astonishing success of the
Ypsilanti Orphan Car Show. By
highlighting “orphan cars,”
makes which have been discon-
tinued, the show focuses on a
vanished past.

This is only the fourth year
of the Ypsilanti show, but it is
already an established high-
light of the season, drawing
almost 300 cars this year frcm
seven states and Ontario.

Our part of town was ably
represented at the show. Bryan
Duncan, of Grosse Pointe
Shores, showed his British-
built '68 Austin Mini Cooper.
One of the great designs of
post-war Britain, the Mini was
the masterpiece of designer
Alec Issigonis.

The Mini was extremely
short because of a transverse
engine/transmission layout,
and roomy with the wheels
placed at each corner. The Mini
also boasted unbeatable han-
dling. The Mini has had enor-
mous influence on small-car
development since its launch
in 19589.

Typical of the sometimes
gaudy excesses of the ’50s is
the ’55 Studebaker President
Speedster, owned by Ed and
Carol Schoener, of St. Clair
Shores.  Studebaker was
orphaned when its Canadian
plant was shut down in 1966.
American production had
ceased in 1963.

An unusual entry was the '51
Opel Otympia shown by
Charles R. Anderson, of
Eastpointe. Opel is General
Motors’ unit in Germany, but is
considered an orphan because
Opels have not been imported
under that name for years. The
Cadillac Catera is built on an
Opel platform, but is a
Cadiliac, not an Opel.

Arbor, for her 1931 LaSalle
Phaeton.

This year's show was co-
sponsored by the Ypsilanti
Automaotive Heritage
Collection and Walter P.
Chrysler Museum. The fea-
tured marque this year was
Willys-Overland, which
Chrysler counts in its family
tree by way of Jeep.

Other highlighted orphan

makes included Hudson,
Studebaker, Packard, Nash,
Rambler, Kaiser, Frazer,

Franklin, Reo, Cord, Pierce-
Arrow, Hupmobile and a num-
ber of lesser-known makes.

“We also count as orphans
makes which were discontin-
ued but whose parent compa-
nies are still around,” said Jack
Miller, curator of the Ypsilanti
Automotive Heritage
Collection and show manager.
“So we have DeSoto, Edsel,
Corvair, LaSalle and Imperial
entries, even though the par-
ent makers are still alive and
well.”

There were also a number of
foreign cars whose makers are
still active, such as Citroen,
Opel and Renault, but which
are no longer imported into the
United States.

The show attracted two
Trabants. Rarely seen in this
country, Trabants were built in
East Germany from 1959 to
1990 in a plant in Zwickau,
where the DKW was produced
earlier. The Trabant was wide-
ly recognized for poor quality
and air pollution. But histori-
cally, it is an interesting piece.

BEAT DEALS LIKE

Miller, whose famed Hudson
dealership in Ypsilanti’s Depot
Town recently joined forces
with the Ypsilanti Automotive
Heritage Museum and is now
physically connected to the
museum, sald 260 cars were
registered for the show and
that about 30 others showed up
as drive-ins.

My delight with the Ypsilanti
Orphan Show is rooted in my
own history. The first two cars
I owned as a teenager were
orphaned in rather short order
and most of the others I
desired were too. While my
high school compatriots in the
late '40s and early '50s owned
Fords, Mercurys, Plymouths
and Chevrolets and fantasized
about Cadillacs and Lincolns, I
owned Hudsons and Nashes
and fantasized about the even
weirder Willys, Kaisers and
Studebakers.

There were a lot of orphans
on the road when I came of
automotive age and people of
more mainstream automotive
taste were condescending in
their attitude toward owners of
American Bantams, Grahams,
Hupmobiles and Terraplanes.
Even such wondrous machines
as Cords, Auburns and Pierce-
Arrows were suspect, although
they still commanded respect.

Orphan cars are not good,
went the conventional reason-
ing, because you can’t get parts
for them. But this was not and
still is not true. You can get
parts for them. You may pay

through the nose and it may
take a while, but you can get
parts for almost anything. And
I have owned cars which were
not orphaned for which getting
parts was no easier than for
cars long dead.

For a while after World War
II, anything with four wheels
that moved sold, but finally the
returning vets all had cars and
the market got tough. First
Frazer, then Kaiser, then
Willys  disappeared. The
Crosley, a car many people did
not know was being built any-
way, died a quiet and largely
unlamented death. Collectors
love them all today.

I bought a ’42 Hudson and
learned from smart guys that
the Hudson was a loser and
was going to die. I sold it and

bought a Nash and was told by

smart guys that it was a loser
and was going to die. And I
would be stuck with an (gasp!)
orphan.

Well, they did die before the
decade was out, merged during
1954 into American Motors. By
the end of the ’50s, no Nash or
Hudson survived, only the
Rambler. Studebaker and

Packard joined forces the same
year, 1954. Packard died a
peculiar death in '58, its proud
nameplate affixed to some of
the oddest Studebakers ever
designed, magnificent in its

Last week’s stock market fol-
lowed the roller coaster again.
The volatility of its ups and
downs has increased in tempo
recently.

The Dow’s problem is both
structural and mathematical.
The DJ1 is price-weighted. The
higher the market price, the
greater the weight of that stock
in the index.

The Dow is
a “du-it-your-
self” index.

First,
write down
the closing

price of each
of the 30
- stocks.

Second,
add up the
30 prices.

Third,
divide the
total of the 30 prices by the
index divisor, which is current-
ly 0.17950841.

Fourth, the resultant num-
ber is the DJI, or cloge to it.

The reascn your number
isn't exactly the one published
in the Wall Street Journal is
that you used the closing prices
of the composite tape, pub-
lished in all the papers; where-
as the official DJI uses only the
NYSE closing prices.

Every time one of the 30
stocks has a stock split, stock
dividend, or dividend-in-kind

(like the Delphi spin-out from
General Motors), the divisor is
reduced to reflect this mathe-
matical change.

Since the divisor is less than
1.0, it’s really a multiplier.
Every 1 point up or down
change in any of the 30 stocks
moves the index by 5.48 points.

J.P. Morgan (JPM, about 128
9/16) is the highest priced
stock in the DJI.

1t cleosed last Friday down 10
1/4 points for the week, causing
a 56-point decline in the index
all by itself.

The average price of the Dow
stocks (total prices divided by
30) was $63.55, but only 11
stocks closed with prices
exceeding the average, and 19
were below the average.

This again confirms that the
higher-priced stocks in the
Dow exert a stronger effect on
the DJI itself.

The lowest priced Dow stock
is Philip Morris (MO, about 27)
— a longtime member of the
“Dogs of the Dow.”

Technical analysis

Barron’s (June 12) contains a
question-and-answer interview
of Richard Russell, editor since
1958 of the newsletter, “Dow
Theory Letters.”

Russell is the dean of Wall
Street technical analysts, now
76 and living in San Diego.

Barron’s interview, called

“The Oracle of Dow,” runs
about 6,000 words and covers
the subject matter better than
any textbook.

The sole purpose of technical
analysis is to identifv the pri-
mary trend of the stock mar-
ket, bull or bear. Russell says,
“Without understanding that
concept, you're lost.”

Many “New Economy” par-
ticipants say that technical
analysis is voodoo, that noth-
ing from the past is relevant
today.

But if youre not too sure
about bull cycles and bear
cycles, why not invest $3.50
and rush to your news dealer to
grab that last copy of this
week’s Barron’s? See Page 38.

The sun rose this morning at
5:51 a.m. and will set at 9:13
p.m., according to Russell.

Gasoline

Even with a full tank, LTS
keeps an eye open for gas signs
along the roadside.

For a commodity, like salt or
sugar, LTS is always amazed
that there could be such a price
variance for 87-octane Regular.

The prices snuggle up to

each other at three-station
intersections, but vary greatly
the further you get away from
freeway exits.

A non-scientific poll of gaso-
line prices seems to indicate,
during stable crude oil mar-
kets, that retail gasoline is
usually cheapest on Tuesdays
and Wednesdays.

Sometimes a modest rise of 1
to 3 cents per gallon occurs on
Thursdays and Fridays in
anticipation of increased week-
end travel.

S¢ where does this automo-
tive fuel come from?

A) from oil wells;

B) from water faucets; or

C) from petroleum refineries.

The correct answer, of
course, is (C).

And where are these refiner-
ies located?

Before auto air-conditioning,
it was easy to tell if you were
driving near a refinery.

You could smell it from 10
miles away!

Locally, most of us are aware
of the Marathon plant in Allen
Park, on the west side of south-
bound 1-84. Originally owned

by Speedway, this was the first -

“cat-cracker” built in the
* Midwest., (A “catalytic” refin-
ery, or “cat-cracker” can pro-
duce 100 octane gasoline on its
first refining process.)

During the 1960s, Leonard
Refineries constructed a small
“cracker” in Alma, near Mount
Pleasant.

It refined crude from the
newly discovered mid-
Michigan shallow oil fields.

Leonard Refineries was later
acquired by Canadian inter-
ests, The Alma plant was
closed this spring.

Michigan “snowbirds” dri-
ving to Florida pass the
refineries near Toledo. And
most Detroit area boaters are
well aware of the Imperial Oil
refinery near Sarnia, Ontario.

Michigan motorists driving
to Chicago know that they are
19 miles from the Loop when
they can “tell by the smell” that
they are in Hammond, Ind,
home of Amoco Oil and other
refineries.

Gasoline from this complex
is pumped via pipeline to the
Detroit area, roughly following
the I-94 footprint.

It was this pipeline which
ruptured Jlast week, mnear
Jackson, with a reported spill
of 50,000 to 100,000 gallons.

In perspective, those huge
tanker-trailers, like the one
that overturned downtown on
1-94 recently, have a capacity of

13,000 gallons.

Eight such tankers would
have a combined capacity of
104,000 gallons.

That Jackson pipeline “leak”
was a catastrophe to the resi-
dents involved, but not near as
dangerous as a pipeline explo-

sion/fire, which is almost
impossible to extinguish.
Many Alaska  visitors,

including LTS, have actually
“touched” the huge Alaska
Pipeiine, norin of Fairbanks.
That pipeline was built above-
ground, on supports, kind of
like the Roman aqueducts of
old.

Crude oil pipelines are not as
potentially dangerous as gaso-
line pipelines, because crude is
a “thicker” fluid, not so volatile
or aromatic.

In future articles, LTS will
share with you research being
conducted at Michigan State
University regarding ethanol
and its role in automotive

fuels.

The creeping grout cracks, there’s a
perpetual puddle on the shower seat,
and jagged, rough cuts frame the
shower drain.

A year after completion, the bath-
room remodeling project still haunts
us.

Basing our decision on the bottom
line and an easy manner, the contrac-
tor who installed the tile in our bath-
room proved the old adage: “You get
what you pay for.”

True, his bid trumped the competi-
tion by several hundred dollars, so too
did his skill.

If spring fever has you contemplat-
ing home improvement projects, con-
gider capitalizing on the mistakes of
those who have contracted for ser-
vices before you.

Telling friends

Ask friends, relatives and business
associates for recommendations,
while allowing yourself at least three
written estimates from three different
contractors. o

If the job is sizable, consider
tripling the number of bids to nine.

‘Saving for retirement

" damage, and personal

The estimates should all be based
on the same building specifications,
quality of materials, labor and time
needed to complete the project.

Be certain you understand any
price differences between the contrac-
tors. And don't automatically choose
the lowest bid.

Done anything lately?

Ask for a list of previous clients for
reference and call the clients to find
out the quality of work. If possible,
visit and inspect a contractor’s com-
pleted work.

Don'’t forget to contact your local
BBB to find out the contractor’s busi-
ness history and any complaints filed
against him.

License and insurance

Make sure to consider the matter of
insurance.

Find out if the contractor is insured
against claims covering worker’s com-
pensation, property

Verify this with the contractor’s
insurance agency.

Also verify that the contractor is
licensed and/or bonded, if required by
state law.

This can protect you against sub-
standard work that doesn’t comply
with building codes.

You also may want to find cut if the
contractor is a member of a profes-
sional association, which has stan-
dards or a code of ethics for remodel-
ers.

Negotiating the contract

Once you've settled on a contractor,
cement a contract.

Among the basic elements that
should be incorporated in a contract
include the following:

¢ All agreements and oral promis-
es regarding a home improvement
project should be put in writing to
pratect both customer and contractor.

e A thorough description of the
work to be done, specifying all mate-

rials to be used in terms of quality,
quantity, weight, color, size, brand
name, etc.

* An agreed upon starting and
completion date.

s Total cost, with a breakdown of
labor and material charges.

» A payment schedule. Keep in
mind that the down payment should
be no more than one-third of the total
contract price.

¢ The method of debris and mater-
ial removal once the job is finished.

¢ A clause that states your right of
cancellation within three business
days if you sign it in your home or at
a location other than the contractor’s
permanent place of business.

« Make sure this clause also states
that the contract is null and veid or
will be renegotiated if the job uncov-
ers unex-

has begun. _

* Find out the type of warranty -
offered on products by the contractor
and make sure that they are in writ- -
ing. Make certain to understand all*
the terms and conditions including
length, whether it is full or limited.

» Retain a copy of the contract once
you and the contractor have both:
signed and dated it for future refer-
ence. )
¢ Finally, don’t sign a completion:
certificate for the project until it has
been inspected by your local building
authorities and the job has been ¢om-
pleted according to the signed con-’
tract.

Don’t let green thumbs
lead to sore hands

Although it’s often assumed that carpal tunnel syn-
drome (CTS) developed along with the computer, it
actually was first described in the mid-1800s. Surgery
for the disorder was performed in the 1930s.

Typing at a keyboard is only one of many activities
that can lead to this cornmon disorder. Any repetitive
motion that involves the hands and wrists, including
the retaxing and health-
ful pastime of gardening,
also can cause CTS.

Physician and Sports
Medicine magazine ranks
gardening in its top 10
list of occupations that
promote carpal tunnel
syndrome. While garden-
ing is an activity that has
far more benefits than
risks, many of the move-
ments involved are repet-
itive and place strain on
the hands and wrists.

CTS is caused by injury
to the median nerve,
which passes from the
forearm to the hand
through a narrow chan-
nel on the front of the
wrist called the carpal
tunnel. The flexor tendons of the fingers and thumb
also pass through this tunnel.

Wear-and-tear caused by doing repetitive, forceful
work with the wrist in an awkward position aggravates
the tissue around the flexor tendons, causing it to swell
and thicken. The swelling of the tendons in this narrow
tunnel puts pressure on the median nerve.

Because the median nerve brings sensation to the
thumb, index and middle fingers and part of the ring
finger, one of the early symptoms of CTS is a tingling,
“pins and needles” sensation in the fingers and thumb
as well as numbness.

Other symptoms include shooting pains in the wrist
or forearm which can extend to the shoulder, neck and
chest, difficulty clenching the fist or grasping small
objects, and pain in the hand.

By its very nature, gardening is an activity that
requires us to use movements that contribute to the
development of CTS. These include planting countless
flats of annuals, weeding, hoeing, digging the soil with
a trowel, and using pruning tools.

Symptoms may show up a few hours or a few days
after you've been working in the yard. If you feel pain
in your hand or wrist after gardening, elevate the area
and apply ice. A good ruie of thumb is to ice the area
for 20 minutes, then take the ice off the area for 20
minutes; repeat.

Don't use a heating pad, warm compresses or a
warm bath to soothe the ache, as heat will increase the
inflammation and make the problem worse. Over-the-
counter anti-inflammatory drugs such as ibuprofen or
Motrin will help reduce pain and swelling. If pain is
still intense after two or three days, see your physi-
cian.

To avoid injury, pace yourself Don't try to do a sea-
son’s worth of yard work in one afternoon. Instead,
spread the tasks out over a period of several days and
work for only two or three hours at a time. Rest your
hands from gripping tasks frequently, and try to rotate
the type of work you do so that the motion varies
throughout your gardening activity. Don’t spend three
hours just planting impatiens or pulling weeds.

When picking up pots, plants or tools, grasp the
object with your entire hand and don’t use a “pinching”
motion excessively. Avoid pushing with your thumb. If
you must, keep it in its neutral position — the position
it is naturally in when you're not using your hand.
When using tools with handles, wrap your thumbs
around the handles instead of placing them lengthwise.

If you have experienced some pain after gardening,
consider purchasing a wrist splint. They're available
for under $10 at your local drug store. This device has
metal supports on the palm side and reduces problem-
atic motions that strain the wrist.

If you are experiencing hand and wrist pain and sus-
pect carpal tunnel syndrome, see your physician, who
will evaluate your symptoms and perform some tests.
You may need to wear wrist splints regularly, especial-
ly at night, to keep your wrists straight. Surgery is
highly effective for treatment of CTS, but only recom-
mended when more conservative treatment is not effec-
tive.

Finally, if you notice pain in your hands or wrists as
you make your yard into a showplace, don’t continue
on. Stop, rest, and evaluate what you're doing. There
may be another way you can hold that instrument that
won't put so much stress on your joints.

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High-fiber diet keeps people
from chewing the fat, says AHA

Adding two bowls of high-
fiber cereal a day may be an
easy way for Americans to
reduce their fat intake, accord-
ing to research presented
recently at the American Heart
Association dietary conference
on fatty acids.

Rescarchers found that men
who ate two servings of a high-
fiber cereal each day made
spontaneous changes to their
diets that easily brought them
in line with American Heart
Association guidelines for fat
and cholesterol consumption.

Brenda M. Davy, who report-
ed the study at a conference on
Dietary Fatty Acids and
Cardiovascular Health said,
“It’s really a very simple mes-
sage. Two servings of high-
fiber cereal each day, such as
oatmeal or cold cereals with
oat bran or wheat fiber, can
replace foods that are high in
fat and cause an overall
improvement in an individual’s
diet.”

Davy is a research dietitian
in the department of food sci-
ence and human nutrition at
Colorado State University in
Fort Collins, Cole.

The 36 men, ages 55 to 75,
ate two medium-sized servings
of cereal containing a total of
14 grams of fiber. They ate one
serving of the cereal for break-
fast and the second as a snack
later in the day.

Half the men in the study ate
oat cereal that was high in sol-
uble fiber and the other half
ate wheat cereal that is high in
insoluble fiber. Both groups of

men experienced comparable
changes in dietary fat, fiber
and cholesterol consumption.
However, an earlier analysis of
the men found that those eat-
ing the oat cereal experienced
more beneficial changes to
their blood lipid profiles com-
pared to those cating wheat
cereal.

The two servings of high-
fiber cereal increased the men'’s
daily fiber intake from an aver-
age of 20 grams to an average
30 grams. This was done with-
out any significant increase in
total calories, according to
Davy. In addition, the men
reduced their daily fat intake
by about 10 percent — from 91
grams to 82 grams of fat per
day. Saturated fat intake
decreased significantly to less
than 10 percent of total calo-
ries.

Average intake of dietary
cholesterol decreased 20 per-
cent from an average of 347
milligrams a day to 239 per
day. The American Heart
Association recommends a
daily dietary cholesterol intake
of 300 mg or Jess.

“Encouraging people to eat
fiber-rich cereal may be a sim-
ple, yet effective strategy to
produce global improvements
in diet,” Davy said. “When
dietitians are working with
clients we give them a lot of
information. All of those num-
bers can be overwhelming and
people may not know how to
make the necessary dietary
changes.

“This analysis shows
merely increasing your

that
fiber

intake may be an easy way to
achieve those dietary recom-
mendations.”

Although researchers did not
ask the men to make any
dietary changes other than
adding the high-fiber cereal,
they suspected the cereal
would displace other foods.

“High-fiber cereal is very fill-
ing,” Davy said. “Once they
began eating the two daily
servings of high-fiber cereal,
the men reperted eating fewer
fatty foods such as omelets,
breakfast sandwiches, bagels
with cream cheese and break-
fast pastries. And many of
them reported that they'd
replaced their after-dinner ice
cream snack with the cereal
snack.”

Many of the men in the study
complained that eating the
cereal each day became monot-
onous after 12 weeks, but on
the positive side they also said
it was easy to follow and com-
pliance averaged about 95 per-
cent, Davy said.

A diet high in saturated fat
has been linked to increases in
blood cholesterol levels that
can lead to atherosclerosis, a
fatty buildup in the arterial
walls that increases a person’s
risk of a heart attack or stroke.

To reduce that risk, the
American Heart Association
recommends that individuals
limit their consumption of sat-
urated fat to no more than 8
percent to 10 percent of total
calories and their daily total
fat intake to no more than 30
percent of calories.

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It has taken a whole cen-
tury for theater scholars to
uncover what appears to be
Oscar Wilde's original and
true version of his ever-popu-
lar comedy, “The Importance
of Being Earnest.”

The version that has been
performed all thesc years
was extensively edited by its
first producer 10 make 1t —
guess what? — more com-
mercial. And audiences that
have been enjoying that ver-
sion for all these years have
a wonderful surprise in
store.

This new four-act version,
discovered recently in a New
Jersey attic and thoroughly
authenticated, was worth the
wait. It is somewhat longer,
developing its characters in
greater depth,

It seems to be considerably
richer in the outrageous
quips ridiculing Victortan
pretensions and propriety for
which Wilde is famous. And
the humor goes deeper than
the brittle one-liners that
characterize the version we
have been seeing ali these
years.

Its rough treatment of
some Victorian icons, like
their obsessive respect for
wealth and social position,
might even have been too
strong for its early audi-
ences. Hence the producer’s
revisions.

From a contemporary
point of view, you could call
this the connoisseurs’ ver-
sion, especially in recogni-
tion of the wonderfully styl-
ized performance it is getting
at Stratford this summer.
For one thing, this produc-
tion introduces us to two
excellent new comedy teams.

The comediennes are
Michelle Giroux and Claire
Julien as the sweethearts of
the story, Gwendolyn and
Cecily. Their relationship

Polite
conversation bristles with ill-
concealed barbs and arch
looks as they thrust and
parry in what they believe is
their battle over the same
fiance.

But there are two fiances,
or suitors, and their relation-
ship has a distinctly mascu-
line style in Victorian terms.
This team of Donald Carrier
as “Earnest,” and Graham
Abbey as his close friend and
perceived rival Algernon, are
reborn as Victorian fops.
They fire the barrage of bons
mots provided by Wilde with
real panache. Such lines as:
“It’s better to talk nonsense
than listen to it,” carom off
the stage in rapid conversa-
tional succession with the
audience trying to restrain
its laughter so as not to miss
the next one.

The level of affectation and
distance from reality hits
one high point where
Algernon, about to be put in
debtors’ prison for Earnest’s
debts, complains with bla.
tant innocence that it is not
fashionable to be jailed in
the suburbs.

Watching the four of them
raises hopes of more plays
demanding such talents.

The serious business of
courtship and arranging

marriages is handled with
comparable style by Patricia
Collins as Lady Brancaster
(Bracknell, in the other ver-
sion). Her interrogation as to
details of birth, residences,
wealth and social position
are both laughable and
intimidating. Her role in the
plot puts her more in the
position of playing straight
man to the others’ antics,
and she does it very weill.
But she, too, carries off
moments of piercingly styl-
ized comedy.

Other touches bring just
the right mood and feeling to
the production. Familiar
piano works of Chopin used
as musical background add a
suitably aesthetic air to tran-
sitional moments. And the
sets have the pastel elegance
of a Victorian greeting card.

The second act at
Earnest’s country residence
is gracefully wreathed in
trees and garden foliage —
looking like a Valentine card
as delightfully unreal as the
pretensions of the plot.

What is most interesting
about this version is that it
allows the characters to
explore the values and atti-
tudes of the turn of the last
century more thoroughly. It
adds a deeper level of inter-
est to the play that allows
for even greater amusement
over the affected repartee.

For an audience with the
perspective of an additional
century behind us, this ver-
sion definitely has more to
offer. Considering the suc-
cess of the shorter version,
that is saving a lot.

A. RR,, your endeavor can be
an overwhelming task. I suggest
contacting an estate sales
appraisal company, many of
which are advertised in the classi-
fied section of the Grosse Pointe
News and The Connection news-
papers. These companies appraise
entire estates as well as find buy-
ers. Jackie Gray, coordinator of
Angel Appraisals Clinic and co-
chair at Christ Church Antiques
Show, advised on contacting
DuMouchelle’s to appraise the
specific toys in your possession.

There are specific web sites
available for appraisals — most
for a fee. An excellent resource
book, “Maloney’s Antiques &
Collectibles Resource Directory,”
lists thousands of addresses, web
sites and other ways to contact
antique dealers, appraisers and
experts.

The Christ Church Grosse
Pointe Antiques Show Angel

The most notable difference
between birds and humans is the
fact that our feathered friends can
fly, a quality that we sometimes
wish we could possess. There are
other structural differences
between us that are noteworthy.

Birds have a built-in motorcycle
goggle! A thin, transparent mem-
brane over the eye acts as a third
lid. The purpose for this mem-
brane is to clean and moisten the
eyeball without shutting out the
light. This is very important to
birds that are in flight and
exposed to a stream of air that
could dry out their eyes. When not
in use, the nictitating membrane
is curled up in the inner corner of
the bird’s eye. It is

In other birds, the oil gland con-
tains a precursor of Vitamin D.
When distributed over the feath-
ers, it is activated by the sun’s
rays and then absorbed through
the skin. Alternatively, the bird
may swallow feather particles
during preening, which would
provide the vitamin.

“Eclipse” plumage is experi-
enced by male ducks and is a term
that applies to the dull, female-
like plumage that these birds molt
into during the summer. This
plumage occurs when the ducks
lose their flight feathers and can-
not fly. While in this plumage,
they enter a stage of “eclipse” for a
month or two, where they stay in

This causes a change in
the pitch of a bird’s voice.

Birds lack sweat glands. In
order to keep cool, they must pant
with the evaporative cooling com-
ing from the moist membranes
that line the respiratory tract.
Birds also lack a well-developed
sense of taste. For example, a rab-
bit has 17,000 taste buds whereas
a pigeon has about 60. Perhaps
that's why birds eat so quickly
when they come to our feeders!

Next month, we’ll learn about
some of the unique behaviors of
birds. Enjoy watching your birds
and don’t forget to keep the bird
bath filled in these upcoming hot
months.

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Planting techniques for successful results

Q. Can you explain the correct
way to plant shrubs and trees?

A. Shrubs and trees must be
planted correctly if the plant is
going to survive and flourish. The
success of your landscape plants
depends on a number of factors:
adapting to the new site, planting
techniques, the quality of the
plant and maintenance after
planting.

Selecting the right plant for
that certain spot in your yard is
very important. Many trees and
shrubs need specific environmen-
tal conditions to grow right. Too
much or too little sunlight or
moisture can mean death to your
new plant. Ask the experts at your
local garden center if the tree you

are considering will grow in the

location you wish to plant.

Without enough sunlight, many
flowering plants will have few if
any flowers. How wet the location
is needs to be considered also. It is
best to build up the level of the
soil to improve the drainage in
very wet sites with poor drainage.
Dry areas need mulch and extra
water for new plants. Choosing
the right plant that can grow in a
hot, dry area will also help you
plant successfully.

Trees and shrubs come in all
sizes and types. You want to
choose a plant that will fit in the
area that you want it to grow. This
is where the professionals at the
garden center can help you. There
are trees that only grow to 8 feet
tall and some that grow to 60 feet.
Shrubs are also available in dwarf
sizes as well as large, privacy
growing types. Picking the right
tree or shrub now will allow you to
have years of enjoyment from that
plant.

Balled and burlapped plants
can be planted throughout the
growing season. While at the gar-
den center, these plants are usual-
ly heeled into planting beds to
help keep the roots damp until it
is purchased. Measure the size of
the root ball of the plant. Dig the
hole the same depth of the root

‘ball so that the top of the ball is

even with ‘the topsoil level.
Remember to crown the planting
beds so the excess water will run
off. You may want to raise the

- level of your whole planting bed if

the area you choose to plant in
has poor drainage.

The width of the hole should be
1 1/2 to two times the size of the
plant’s root ball. This will allow

bound in the pot, it is best to make
some vertical cuts around the
sides of the plant’s roots to loosen
them up before planting. This will
help the new roots to grow out
into the soil.

After planting, mulch. Covering
the surface around the plants will
help conserve moisture and
reduce the amount of weed
growth. Two to three inches of
mulch will help protect the plant.
Water the new plants as the soil
dries out. The best way to know
when to water is to check the soil
to see if it is damp. After a few
checks, you will be able to tell how
fast the soil dries out and how
often you need to water.

Also, fertilizing the new plants
with a plant starter food helps
promote new root growth. The lig-
uid plant starters are easy to use
and are formulated just for new
plantings.

Q. I have a wooden picnic table
I bought many years ago. The var-
nish has worn off the tabletop and
benches, but the wood still seems
sound. Would sanding and var-
nish work to protect it? Terry M.,

A. Terry, any finish you apply to
your table will help protect it.
Some finishes will last longer or
provide different results. A var-
nish finish is desirable because

the surface is made smooth just.

like indoor furniture. It is easy to
clean and won't let a splinter into
your, er, seat. There are many
quality exterior finishes for your
table, some are smooth like var-
nish and some are penetrating
finishes that leave the woodgrain
exposed.

Note: I blatantly use the word
“varnish” to describe all finishes
that leave a smooth hard finish.
Spar varnishes, urethanes,
polyurethanes, polyesters all pro-
vide a smooth finish. They also
can be susceptible to premature
damage from trapped moisture.

A key factor in making your
decision is the consideration of
maintenance. Whatever you put
on this spring will look good all
summer, even if you use brand X.
It might look good next year if you
use a quality product, but what
about the third year? Will a light
sanding or cleaning be all the prep
work another coat of finish
requires?

A varnished surface needs to be
sealed from all sides to prevent
moisture from penetrating the
wood. The finish is doomed once
moisture gets into the wood. As
the sun draws the moisture out of
the wood, the surface checks and

Having a garage sale?
Check your insurance!

Although a garage sale is a good
way to earn money for those
unwanted items in your garage
and attic, it may end up costing
you if a “bargain hunter” gets hurt
while on your property and sues
you.

It is important that homeown-
ers check their insurance policies

“Homeowners should do their
best to make sure that there are
no dangers lurking on their prop-
erty, such as garden hoses or other
items people may trip on,” Leanne
Snay, executive director of IIAM,
said. “Also make sure that items
are arranged so people have
enough room to browse safely.”

Generally, homeowners insur-
ance policies provide $100,000 to
$300,000 of liability protection.
However, you may want to consid-
er raising the limit or purchasing
an umbrella policy. An umbrella
policy provides higher liability
limits and broader coverage.

Many have a life
expectancy of more than two
years. Best of all they don’t build

up to a solid finish so they can’t
peel. When the finish looks bad,
clean, sand if needed, and refin-
ish. No stripping or sanding off
the old finish because it peeled.

Air conditioning ducts:
To clean or not to clean?

Q. Our house is 20 years old,
and I'm thinking of cleaning out

the air- conditioning ducts to -

improve the efficiency of our cen-
tral air unit. I've heard both good
and bad opinions about doing this,
but I think that it couldn’t hurt.
Should we clean the ducts? —
Mike P, Stuart, Fla.

A. The air-conditioning special-
ists I talked to don’t recommend
cleaning the ducts, unless you or
your family suffer from allergies
to dust or molds. Cleaning them
won’t remove much dust — a
sealed, well-maintained system
draws in very little dust — and
won't do anything to improve the
central air unit’s efficiency.

In fact, the ducts themselves.

could be damaged during clean-
ing. A broken joint could decrease
the efficiency of the air condition-
er, since it would have to work
harder to pump cool air through
blocked passageways. Damaged
air ducts could also cause more
dust to be drawn into the system,
due to changes in your home’s air
pressure.

The most likely gathering point
for dust and déebris would be in
the floor ducts. If you’re going to
clean any part of the system,
these would be the easiest and

most effective-areas to work on. - -
Remove the grillés and vacuum

the area beneath them with a long
vacuum hose. However, don’t
snake the hose down out of sight.
You could damage the duct work,
undoing whatever good you hope
to accomplish. ,

The best way to keep your air-
conditioning (or heating) unit run-
ning efficiently is to have it
inspected and serviced each year.

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Hey! Don't just walk away: Post-planting care for trees

Congratulations! You did your
research, bought the right tree for
the right location, and planted it
properly. Too often, however,
homeowners forget about their
new addition to the landscape as
soon as they put their tools away.
Post-planting care is absolutely
required if your investment in a
shade or ornamental tree is to
grow for years to come.

Water

For at least one to two years
after planting, trees should
receive about 1 inch of water per

week during the growing season.
During hot and dry weather, sup-
plemental irrigation is essential
for tree establishment. A note of
caution however: Excessive water
can be as much of a problem and
probably kills more plants than
does a water deficiency.

To help determine when water-
ing is needed, plant a drought-
indicator plant in the rootball of
the tree. Plants such as impa-
tiens, coleus and ajuga wilt dra-
matically. If these plants are
planted into the rootball of the

Grass and weeds

It is best to remove as much
grass and weeds from around the
newly planted tree as possible.
Grass and weed roots will com-
pete with the tree’s roots for
water, oxygen and nutrients in
the soil. Replace removed grass
and weeds with wood chips or
bark mulch.
Wood chips/bark mulich

Mulch should be maintained for
at least a year at a depth of 2 to 4
inches. In addition to helping to
maintain moisture and reducing
competition from weeds and
grass, mulches may reduce the
possibility of lawn mower dam-
age. Caution: Do not mulch right
up to the tree’s trunk. Leave a
buffer zone of 4 to 6 inches. Mulch
against the bark can create an
environment favorable to fungi.

Guying and staking

Guys or stakes should only be
used when necessary, such as
when roots are not solid in the
planting hole or where the tree

could be dislodged by high winds.
In most instances, the weight of
the rootball is sufficient to hold
the tree in place, assuming it was
properly planted. Guys or stakes
should be secured to the tree
using a wire through a hose and
attaching the guy or stake wires
at that point. Normal attachment
is at two-thirds the height of the
tree. To avoid girdling the tree
stem, guys and stakes should be
removed after one year or earlier
if the wire causes problems.

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Imitation or costume jewelry
has been made for centuries.
While royalty wore diamonds and
rubies, the average person could
only afford rhinestones and glass.
Before the late-19th century, cos-
tume jewelry was made to copy
precious-stone jewelry. Celluloid,
the first plastic, was introduced in
1868. It was originally developed
as a replacement for ivory, to be
used for billiard balls. The design-
ers soon realized that celluloid
could be molded, colored and
formed into many decorative
pieces. At first, celluloid was col-
ored to resemble horn, ivory,
amber or tortoiseshell. By the
1920s, blue, green, yellow, purple
and other colors were used to
make Art Deco jewelry. It was
unlike any precious-stone pieces.
Other plastics -- like Galalith,
made from skim-milk protein, and
Bakelite, introduced in 1908 --
became popular with designers.
Today, some plastic jewelry sells
to collectors for more than pre-
cious-stone and gold jewelry. A
19208 Art Deco necklace could
fetch more than $1,000.

The American Society for the
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals
has issued a release calling atten-
tion to the dangers of using flea
products without taking sufficient
precautions. They offer the follow-
ing guidelines to help save your
pet’s life:

* Never use insecticides on very
young, pregnant, debilitated or
elderly animals without getting
your veterinarian’s advice.

* Instead of applying these
products directly onto your pet,
comb the fleas off the animal with
a flea comb and then submerge

the fleas in a container of soapy .

water. This is especially effective
with animals that love to be
groomed but balk at baths or
sprays.

* Before using any product on
your pet, read the imstructions
carefully. If you don’t understand
them, don’t guess. Contact your
veterinarian for clarification.

* Never use a product marked
“For Dogs Only” on a cat. Cats
react differently than dogs to
some insecticides and some dog
products can be deadly to cats,
even in small amounts.

* Be cautious when using
shampoos, sprays or other topical
spot-ons near your pet’s eyes, nos-
trils, ears and genitalia. ,

s If you’re using a fogger or
spray pesticide in your home,
remove your pets from the area
for as long as the instructions
indicate. Remove all food and
water bowls. Open windows to
“air” out your home before bring-
ing your pets back into the house.

¢ If you have birds, be especial-
ly careful about sprays and fog-
gers. You should ask your veteri-
narian for advice on when your
feathered friends can return to
the treated home.

s Observe your pet closely after
using a flea product. If she or he
exhibits unusual behavior or
becomes weak, depressed or unco-
ordinated, contact your vet.

* Finally, remember that just
because a product says it’s natur-
al doesn’t mean it’s completely
safe. Use the same precautions
with these products as you would
with the other flea control agents.

Animal Health News (a publica-
tion of the American Veterinary
Medicine Association) reports on
the study of progressive retinal
atrophy in dogs. This condition,
also called progressive rod-cone
degeneration, causes blindness.
Scientists had already determined
that the degeneration can be
traced to a gene. An earlier test
was developed to identify the gene
with Portuguese water dogs. Now,

there are tests for English cocker
spaniels and Chesapeake Bay
retrievers. Researchers, working
on a study funded by the Morris
Animal Foundation and the
Seeing Eye, are currently develop-
ing tests for other breeds, includ-
ing poodles and Labrador retriev-
ers. It’s hoped that very soon we'll
be able to test all dogs for the
gene.

When you visit the veterinarian
with a sick or injured pet, come
prepared with a list of questions
that will help in your pet’s recov-
ery.

For example, if medication is .

involved, ask to be shown the best
way to get it into your pet’s sys-
tem. Can you put it in food? (This
is usually easier done with dogs
who will more likely “wolf” down a
meal if the smell of food is
stronger than the smell of the
medicine. Less so with cats whose
reputation for finickiness is well
deserved. One sniff of medication
and the entire meal goes
untouched.) If the medication is in
pill form, ask to be shown the best
way to get your dog or cat to swal-
low it without causing stress for
your pet or bites and scratches for
you.

Furthermore, ask about the
side effects of the medication. Will
it cause more frequent urination
or changes in bowe! movements?
Is it contraindicated that it be
given with other medications your
pet is already on? If the bandages
are especially complicated, can
you be instructed on how to
change them? Is the illness conta-
gious to humans and other ani-
mals? If so, how can new infec-
tions be prevented? What about
exercise and diet restrictions?

Finally, ask when your pet is
likely to make a full recovery. Can
the illness recur? If so, can it be
prevented? If the illness or injury
is severe enough to be possibly
terminal, discuss the treatment
options available and what your
options are to provide the best
care for your friend in these cir-
cumstances.

By using these simple guide-
lines, you should be able to get the
most out of your vet visits for both
you and your pets.

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Simple security precautions outsmar

Common sense may tell us to
lock our doors and windows before
we leave home. Unfortunately,
however, more than 1 million bur-
glaries in 1998 were committed
without forced entry because peo-
ple forgot this simple safety mea-
sure.

What else invites burglars into
our home? Some unintentional
welcoming signs include over-
grown shrubs covering a home’s
entry points, a message on the
answering machine offering the
date of your return, a mailbox
overstuffed with mail and a drive-
way full of snow with no tire
marks.

Referred to as a “target of
opportunity” by the police, a home
that appears unoccupied offers a
burglar an open invitation to

enter.

" “It’s easy for people to forget the

gimple, common sense steps to

safeguard their residence. The
key is to create an illusion of
everyday activity,” says Tony
DeMarco, spokesperson for the
Burglary Prevention Council
(BPC), a nationwide non-profit
organization dedicated to educat-
ing the public on crime prevention
measures.

“In 1998, a burglary occurred in
a house, condominium and apart-
ment every 11 seconds. That
translates to more than 2.3 mil-
lion burglaries a year,” says
DeMarco, a 30-year veteran of the
Chicago Police Department and
expert on crime prevention.
“People need to know that bur-
_ glaries can be prevented by pay-
ing attention to the simplest secu-
rity measures combined with a
greater alertness of your sur-
roundings.”

DeMarco and the Burglary
Prevention Council recommend
the following 10 steps for safe-
guarding your home against
intruders.

1. Close and lock all doors when
leaving, even for short periods.
This includes garage or connect-
ing doors. “Burglars want easy
jobs,” says DeMarco. “That’s why
they scan homes for the weakest
point of entry.”

2. Use automatic timers.
“Timers can be set to turn on and
off lights, radios and televisions at
varying times of the day. Also, use
them when on vacation or away
for an extended period of time to
give burglars the impression that
someone is home.”

3. Illuminate the yard area.
“Darkness is a burglar’s best
friend. Doorways and the rear of
the house should be lit with cost-
effective, low voltage lighting to
minimize dark spaces.”

4. Lock up ladders, tools and

fits as well as helps to beautify the home.

lawn furniture. “These items
could be used by burglars to gain
entry into the home.”

5. Trim trees and shrubs sur-
rounding the home. “If overgrown,
these areas serve as perfect hid-
ing places for burglars and allow
them to work undetected.”

6. Start a Neighborhood Watch
program. “Local police depart-
ments can provide materials and
assist in getting a program start-
ed. In the meantime, it helps to
build a good relationship with
your neighbors, so each one can
watch the other’s home while
they’re away.”

7. Use window and door alarms.
“Alarms vary in their degree of
sophistication, ranging from a
door alarm that makes noise to
silent alarms patched into your
local police station. Burglars will
typically leave when any alarm is
sounded. In addition, an inexpen-
sive alarm system also creates
valuable peace of mind.”

8. Take a complete inventory of .

your valuables and place valuable
jewelry and documents in a safety
deposit box. “Videotape or take
photos of all valuable possessions.
These should also be marked with
an engraving pen to help police
trace and recover them if stolen.”

9. Don't allow strangers into the
home to use the phone and never

leave service technicians or
repairmen alone in the house.
“These individuals might be cas-
ing homes in the neighborhood for

possible burglary targets.”

10. Never place keys under the
doormat, flower pot or window
ledge. “Burglars study the daily
habits and routines of people.
Experience has taught them to
check these places first when cas-
ing a house.”

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Grandfather clocks are timeless timepieces

John and Susan Morgan’s con-
temporary living room would be
beautiful enough with oak and
cherry antiques in an eclectic mix
of styles set off by the cathedral
ceiling and skylight. But their
pride and joy is a walnut grandfa-
ther clock. “We love it,” says
Susan. “Everything we do, we do
around the grandfather clock. It’s
the focal point of the room.”

The Morgans, of Yardley, Pa.,
are not alone in their love of

" grandfather clocks. In fact, as

baby boomers who enjoy furnish-
ing their home, they are typical of
the new generation of grandfather
clock buyers. According to reports
from the Hardwood Information
Center, clock makers are catering
to these younger buyers by offer-
ing a range of styles that will fit
into  virtually any room.
Enduring, rich hardwoods like
cherry, walnut or oak remain the
material of choice for these time-
less timepieces.

Howard Miller — one of a hand-
ful of U.S. companies still crafting
grandfather clocks — makes them
in traditional styles, but also
offers Mission and Shaker designs
as well as flat-topped clocks with
low-sheen, distressed woods
designed to fit into casual, con-
temporary settings.

“The styling for some con-
sumers now is a bit eclectic. It’s
not as important to find a cherry
finish that matches your dining
room exactly,” says Mark
Siciliano, Howard Miller’s adver-
tising manager. “A lot of people
are mixing and matching.”

Siciliano notes that all kinds of
people buy grandfather clocks,
but the most common buyers
these days are married couples
ranging in age from their mid-30s

to mid-50s. “They are really at a

time in their lives when they're
buying nice things,” Siciliano
says. “They’re realizing you don’t
have to be retired to buy a floor
clock.”

Prices for Howard Miller grand-
father clocks range from $800 to

. $13,000. The most popular model

is a cherry clock with traditional
split pediments on top. With an
average height of 80 inches, the
clocks are designed to fit easily
into the typical home, which has
eight-foot-high ceilings.

Susan Morgan ordered her cus-
tom-made clock from Kuempel
Chime Clockworks & Studio in
Excelsior, Minn., in 1995 for her
husband’s 44th birthday. “It's a
personalized heirloom,” Susan
says. The clock’s moon dial fea-
tures a painting of a home on the
New Jersey shore that the couple
hopes to buy someday, and an

image of a carved duck they
bought on their honeymoon. The
brass pendulum is engraved with
the initial “M.”

1916, mostof the clock makers are
grandfathers themselves. The
company sells about 150 finished
clocks and clock kits (which ama-
teurs assemble) a year — all fea-

turing walnut, oak or cherry.
“Nostalgia is part of the
appeal,” says John Swon,
Kuempel’s chief executive officer.
“Anyone who grows up with a
grandfather clock never forgets
the sound, the regular ticking and
chiming. It creates a sense of
security and well-being.”
Memaries Antique
Reproductions, a furniture and
lighting store in Stow, Ohio, was
surprised at the popularity of
grandfather clocks it began sell-
ing over the Internet about six
months ago. “We began stocking
them after we got several
requests,” says Marie Peck, the
shop’s owner. About 200 people
visit the company’s web site every
day, no doubt in part because they
can hear each clock’s chimes with

"the click of their mouse.

Grandfather clocks originated
in the late 1600s. London clock
makers invented the long-case
model, which was about six-feet
tall. Owning a tall clock, as it was
first known in the United States,
conveyed status. In the 1880s,
America named the clock “grand-
father” after a popular song about
a clock that stopped when its 90-
year-old owner died. Antique
grandfather clocks are soaring in
value, with prices for some rare
models exceeding $100,000.

“As people move up in life, they
want the finer toys, and the
grandfather clock is definitely one
of them,” says Marc Davis, owner
of Antique Clock Doc Repair and
Sales in Elk River, Minn.
