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4 12-inch water main “blew out” on The Hill last week, flooding the
street and washing sand all the way down to Fisher Road.

12-inch water main
breaks on The Hill

The Hill was alive with the sound of
construction last week as public ser-
vice employees worked to repair a
water main break that ended up
flooding much of the Grosse Pointe
Farms business district Tuesday, Jan.
9.

Director of public service Joe
Leonard said that the break first
came to the attention of Farms offi-
cials at about 2:30 a.m. Tuesday.

“A man over at the water treatment
plant saw a peak in water pumping at
2:30 a.m.,” said Leenard. “He called
the public safety department to see if
perhaps they were fighting a fire and
had a hydrant open. When he was
told no, he told public safety what was
happening. Police were then sent out
to try to find the leak.”

Police spotted water coming up
from the sidewalk in front of Rite Aid
on the Hill, said Leonard. Once t#e
leak was located, public service
employees had to shut down the
water main on the Hill. That task was
completed by about 5 a.m.

“A 12-imch main is difficult to close
off,” said Leonard. “If you saw the
valve you’d understand.”

Once the water was shut off, work-
ers dug down to find out exactly
where the leak was. That proved
more difficult than people might
expect, said Leonard, because of the
unusual nature of the water main
break.

“The type of break is known as a
‘blow-out,” said Leonard. “With a 12-
inch main you usually have a longitu-
dinal crack along the main. A blow-
out is where the pipe essentially shat-
ters. In this case we had an 18-inch
section of pipe break.”

And where the water was spotted
coming up was not where the break

was, said Leonard. The main broke in
front the Christian Science buildin,
on the opposite side of the street. The
water traveled along a vertical trench
that went under the street and bub-
bled up in front of the Rite Aid.

“The weather was really cold last
week,” said Leonard. “That meant
that there was a lot of frost in the
ground, forming a barrier preventing
the water bubbling up. The opposite
side of the street gets a lot more sun-
shine, so there wasn’t as much frost,
allowing the water to reach the sur-
face.”

After digging a test hole in front of
the. Rite Aid and not finding the
bredk, water department staff used
sound equipment which works along
the lines of a doctor’s stethoscope to
find out where the main break actual-
ly was.

Once the break was located, work-
ers dug up the street and replaced the
main. They were able to get water
service restored to the Hill by 2:10
p.m. Tuesday. But the disruption of
service played havoc with Hill busi-
nesses. For example, restaurants had
no water for cooking. The Coffee
Grinder closed down. Hill employees
had no water for bathroom service
either,

When the spring comes, public ser-
vice employees will fully repair the
damage done to the sidewalks when
they were dug up, Leonard said. One
advantage brick has over concrete is
that once the repairs are completed,
people won't be able to tell the differ-
encg between the parts of the side-
walk that weren't dug up and the
parts that were.

“If the sidewalks were concrete,
you'd be able to tell the difference
between a new slab and a slab that
was poured six years ago,” Leonard
said. “But with brick you can't tell the
difference. I think that looks nicer.”

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Woods downspout law
to get the ‘soft touch’

A new law likely to affect
every property owner will
enter Grosse Pointe Woods
on little cat’s feet.

City officials will use a
“soft touch” when imple-
menting a provision to dis-
connect downspouts from
the sewer system, according
to Woods mayor Robert
Novitke. “We don't want to
come across as the down-
spout Gestapo.”

The environmentally ori-
ented rule will apply to own-
ers of residential property,
schools and churches.
Property owners will be
notified of the change by let-
ter before the ordinance
takes effect March 1.

“The first notice will be
soft,” said Novitke. “Then
we'll take it up a step.”

Subsequent notices will be
issued methodically, district

by district.

“We don’t want to over-
whelm anyone, least of all
residents,” said Novitke.

Before the rule goes on the
books, Novitke will create a
forum for property owners
who feel they should be
exempt from the provision,
which is mandated by state
law.

Novitke’s board of appeals
will review claims that com-
pliance with the downspout
rule would cost toc much or
create a hazard.

The ordinance defines a
hazardous condition as like-
ly to cause structural dam-
age to an existing building,
and which can't be corrected
reasonably. The ordinance
sets a $200 limit on the cost
of compliance.

Property owners must
comply with the measure
within 30 days of being noti-
fied of a violation, not within

30 days of the ordinance
kicking in March 1.
Noncompliance carries
penalties of up to 90 days in
jail and a $500 fine, neither
of which Woods officials
anticipate will be necessary.
* The downspout rule is a
state mandate with environ-
mental overtones. The mea-
sure passed the state
Legislature two years with
bipartisan support.

Sponsored by Rep.
William Callahan (D — St.
Clair Shores), the law is
intended to reduce the vol-
ume of combined sewer over-
flows that have contributed
to the fouling of Michigan
waters.

Vicki Granger, a member
of the Woods city council,
said the downspout rule will
help clean Lake St. Clair
and reduce the likelihood of
flooded basements.

Automatic withdrawal

Woods resident’s idea might
streamline payment of water bills

Thanks to suggestions
from residents, water con-
sumers in one of the Grosse
Pointes can lock forward to
the prospect of paying their
water bills by automatic
withdrawal.

“It would be a big cost sav-
ings and convenience to res-
idents,” John Young, a
Woods homeowner, told the
Woods city council last
week.

Young’s idea perked up a
lot of ears. )

“A couple of residents
have come to me about this,”
said council member Vicki

Granger.
“In this market,” added
Patti Chylinski, another

member of the council, “we

have to look at alternative
payment methods.” In addi-
tion to automatic withdraw-
al, Chylinski suggested let-
ting residents pay their
water and sewage bills by
credit card.

Young, a self-described
“financial type” and retired
federal employee, pays
recurring household bills
through automatic billing
systems.

Ted Bidigare, the Woods
city administrator, dis-
cussed Young’s idea with the
city controller.

“He (the controller) recom-
mended doing it,” said
Bidigare. “But there will be
a cost associated with it.”

Councilman Eric Steiner,
chairman of the Woods
finance committee, estimat-

ed it would cost $10,000 to
implement the program.
The expense, he said, could
be “worked into the (munici-
pal) budget this year.”

Mayor Robert Novitke
considered the long-term
effects automatic payments
would have on city coffers.

“I'm assuming there will
be some sort of savings (to
the city),” he said.

Addressing Young,
Granger added, “It’s nice to
have someocne come to us
with a win-win suggestion.”

City floats $2.5 million
‘ballpark’ figure for Neff

City of Grosse Pointe offi-
cials are going ahead with
plans to upgrade Neff Park.
On Dec. 19, a special infor-
mation meeting was held at
the Grosse Pointe
Neighborhood Club to
update residents as well as
get their input on possible
park plans.

On Jan. 8, the City council
scheduled a special bond
election for May 1, to pro-
vide the funding. needed to
go ahead with the pool pro-
Jject. Brian Vick of the city
manager’s office said that
the exact dollar amount of
the bond will be determined
in February, but he cited
$2.5 million as a “ballpark”
figure.

The bond, said Vick,
would be for 20 years. The
council. also selected the
firm of Bendzinaki & Co. on
Jan. 8 to handle the sale of
the bond.

The public had the chance

to review two different plans
for the park. Plan A calls for
a 17 percent expansion and
repair of the main swim-
ming pool. Plan B would
replace the old pool with one
46 percent larger.

Vick’s office said that from
what the public said in
December, most people favor
Plan B. As a result of public
input, the council chose to go
with Plan B.

“We received 55 state-
ments in writing,” Vick said.
“A majority of the state-
ments,- 86 percent, indicate
a preference for replacing,
not repairing the pool.
People seem to think that
repairing a pool that’s over
30 years old is throwing
good money after bad.”

The written statements
were also helpful, said Vick,
in that they provided addi-
tional comments on the
state of the park outside the
question of whether to
replace the main pool.

Right now the council is in

the midst of getting every-
thing ready for fall construc-
tion. The plan is to make the
repairs to the park after
Labor Day 2001, so that
everything will be ready by
Memorial Day 2002.

Of course, Vick said, this
plan depends on City voters
approving the bond to
finance the project.

Plan B also called for the
relocation of the volleyball
court, expansion of the pic-
nic area, relocating the
pavilion, a new bath house,
a new wading pool, a pool
office and meeting room and
relocating the small boat
storage and launching shed.

Plan A would have relocat-
ed the small boat and
launching shed, created a
new wading pool, modified
and updated the existing
pool, built a new pool office
and meeting room, relocated .
the pavilion, expanded the
picnic area and relocated the
volleyball court.

n 1995, students on the quiz team

at Steinmetz High School in

Chicago made national news

when it was discovered that they
had cheated to win a statewide acade-
mic contest. With the collaboration of
their teacher, they had worked from a
stolen copy of a test to look up and
memorize the correct answers in
advance. Perhaps worse than the ini-
tial deed is the attitude of the same
students, expressed in the New York
Times by one of them this past May:
“Apologize for what? I would do it
again.”

he collapse of eth-

lcal values in
American society, of
which the Steinmetz
case is but one exam-
ple, is frighteningly
real and it didn't
start last month. Ten
Years ago, 65 percent of high schoolers
in a Louis Harris pool said, “Yes, I
would cheat to pass an important
exam.” Fifty-three percent said they
would lie to protect a friend who has
vandalized school property. When
asked, “What do you take to be the
most believable authority in matters
of truth?” between 1 and 2 percent
said science or the media. Between 3
and 4 percent said religion or parents.
But most of the kids said “me.” In
another survey, 67 percent of high
school seniors said they would inflate
an expense account, 50 percent would
pad an insurance claim, and 66 per-
cent said they would lie to achieve a
business objective.

These and other manifestations of a
national ethical vacuum were cited in
a remarkable speech in 1991 by noted
ethicist Rushworth Kidder. He
recounted a true story about a 10-
year-old child who found a wallet full
of money, credit cards and identifica-
tion. The boy took the wallet into
school and was unable to find either a
teacher or an administrator who
would tell him what was the right
thing to do with the wallet. “I can’t
possibly impose my values on you,”
Kidder said the teachers and adminis-
trators seemed to be saying.

At the core of America’s ethics crisis
is the destructive notion that ethics
are in the eye of the beholder, that
there are no “absolutes” against which
the actions and decisions of people
should be judged. Ethics has been rel-
egated to a values-neutral approach,
where the teacher, in Kidder’s words,
“is not to get in the way of kids discov-
ering their own ethical standards.”
Distinctions between right and wrong
are being eroded. Indeed, it seems that
many people think fewer and fewer
things are really “wrong” when their
“context” or the individual’'s motives
are taken into account.

In the decade since the Harris poll
and the Kidder speech, things have
not improved. The nonpartisan Joseph
& Edna Josephson Institute in Los
Angeles reported in October that the
“hole in the moral ozone” remains
highly disturbing.

Ethical relativism, or “non-ethics,”

has suffused its poison throughout
society — a major reason America
seems to be losing its moral compass.
But that isn’t the only thing we're los-
ing. The first casualty when the ethi-
cal core of society evaporates is free-
dom. Law (government) fills the void
~ directing by threat of force those
aspects of life that formerly were gov-
erned by our ethical standards.
Ethical people don't require fines for
tossing trash out of car windows or for
embezzling funds from their employer,
because ethical people don’t do those
things.

Nor do ethical peo-
ple abandon respon-
sibility for the educa-
tion of their children
or the care of their
parents and expect
others to do the job.
Ethical people don't
cast off their problems onto others.
They have both a healthy dose of self-
esteem and a respect for the lives and
property of others. The choice, in other
words, is to govern yourself or be gov-
erned. The less you do of the former,
the more you will get of the latter.

Ultimately, the standards by which
we order our personal lives and our
relationships with family, associates
and others shape the heart of our soci-
ety. When those standards are strong,
people take care of themselves and
those around them; they work for a
living instead of voting for one. When
those standards decay, we pay the
price in broken families, crime, drug
abuse, child neglect, and greater
reliance upon public welfare. If the rot
gets deep enough, the price can be
reckoned in terms of national bank-
ruptcy and dictatorship.

Restoring our ethical foundations
ought to be the top priority for all
Americans. There's just too much at
stake for us to do otherwise.

Kerby curb cut

too dangerous

To the Editor:

Several key points were
omitted in the article
“Farms approves Kerby
curb cut,” published in the
Jan. 11 issue of the Grosse
Pointe News, regarding my
presentation to the Grosse
Pointe Farms City Council.

First, the curb cut at
Ferry School is so dangerous
to child and adult pedestri-
ans and to motorists that
such a curb cut should be
unacceptable from a safety
standpoint alone at Kerby
Elementary School.

The serious hazards
would be magnified and
intensified if the curb cut is
cloned on the much busier
Kerby Road, especially
around the Beaupre traffic
light and the crosswalks
leading to the school.

This is shown in the new
citizens “study, “Too
Dangerous for Kerby, Too
Dangerous for G.P. Farms,”
which was presented to the
Farms City Council on Jan.
8. The study, including the
photos documenting danger-
ous conditions at Ferry and
Kerby, has also been placed
before the Grosse Pointe
Board of Education.

Secondly, a number of citi-
zens have asked the Grosse
Pointe Board of Education to
rescind school board autho-
rization for the Kerby curb
cut. The citizens are pre-
pared to present strong evi-
dence to the board that the
dangers, the unfavorable
neighborhood impact — con-
crete “strip mall” appear-
ance, loss of hundreds of
theusands of dollars in prop-
erty values; traffic conges-
tion, including dangerous
additional congestion at
crosswalks; and other rele-
vant factors far outweigh
any transitory conveniences
to the driving parents.

Thirdly, the story should
have made clear that public
and private safety officials
believe that any one of seven
other proposed options that
were considered for
dropoft/pickup at Kerby pre-

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sented a substantially safer
alternative than a Kerby
curb cut.

‘Moreover, there are cur-
rently much safer child
dropoff/pickup options
which are immediately
available and are underuti-
lized at Kerby School.

It should be pointed out
that the vast majority of cit-
izens attending both council
meetings opposed the curb
cut and offered good rea-
sons, yet the council acted
against them.

A correction which should
be noted is that my refer-
ence to a previous loss of
parking was to three spaces
removed years ago on
Beaupre just north of Kerby
Road, not, as the story stat-
ed, to parking spaces on
Kerby Road.

‘Antigone’ at The Hilberry

“Antigone” is one of the
earliest extant plays of
Sophocles, written 3,000
years ago. There are rea-
sons why it is still played

today. THére Hfe teasons * -

that a gifted French play-
wright wrote a modern ver-
sion of it in Vichy (Nazi
occupied) France in 1942.

Some consider it a mira-
cle the German censors let
it be produced and shown.
They thought the substance
of the play helped to ratio-
nalize and justify the Nazi
fascist dictatorship, and
explained its (at the time)
startling success.

After an ignominious
defeat in World War I,
Germany rebuilt from its
ryins and again emerged as
a mighty force threatening
world domination. The
Germans advanced a New
World Order, one that
would purify the human
race and exterminate the
inferior peoples. The new
Aryan race would develop a
utopian future and advance
the progress of civilization.
The ends justified the
means and might made
right. .

History reminds us that
among the means justifying
the ends was the extermi-
nation of mental defectives,
including the retarded,
mentally ill and homosexu-
als. The Gypsies had to be
destroyed, the inferior Slavs
and vermin Jews, commu-
nists who were not national
socialists, and all those
speaking against Hitler

The German munitions
makers supplied the money
and thugs to carry out beat-
ings, assassinations and
terror with the philosophy
that might makes right.
Twenty million died at the
hands of the Nazis and
untold more suffered and
were ruined. Another 20
million at least, died at the
hands of Stalin. Much of
Europe was devastated in
the early '40s.

Among those nations
whose people were not
exterminated were those
that surrendered and toler-
ated Nazi occupation. Chief
among those was France,
whose armies crumbled and
the camera recorded Hitler
dancing a joyful and tri-
umphant jig on the Champs
Elysées, near the Arc de
Triomphe. France did not

want to see Paris destroyed
or the Louvre looted. Vichy
France collaborated with
the Nazis in exporting
French Jews.

All this is detailed in the

" classic eight-hour film, “The

Sorrow and the Pity.”
Another documentary
detailed the history of
Klaus Barbie, the “Butcher
of Lyons.” Barbie was even-
tually tried and convicted
after decades of being safe-
guarded and utilized by the
CIA, fighting communism
in South America.

In the modern “Antigone”
by the Frenchman, Jean
Anouilh, drama critics
called it an allegory of
France under the Vichy gov-
ernment, which it was. How
could the Nazi censors let it
pass? Many French believed
themselves to have outwit-
ted the Nazi censors, as it
showed the evil of dictator-
ship.

It is said the Germans let
it pass because of how well
it explained the motives of
the dictator, which were
rational and unassailable.
Their letting it be shown
revealed their true inten-
tions and their actual phi-
losophy, which they believed
was admirable and would
be convincing to the French,
and they were largely right.
The Nazis also believed
their philosophy was justi-
fied, based on the writings
of Nietzsche, who described
the “Ubermensch,” or
“Superman,” who was truly
superior and best fit to rule
the world.

The Germans were wrong
about Nietzsche. They used
his philosophy for their own
purposes and peace of mind,
not realizing the true impli-
cations of Nietzsche'’s
Ubermensch.

Nietzsche says the
Ubermensch is the man
whe has overcome himself;
the passionate man who is
master of his passions; the
creator who excels in both
passion and reason and s

]

able to employ his own pow-
ers creatively. The Nazis
used their passion and rea-
son to destroy, and they
were, ironically, very cre-
ative about it.

When Hitler overcame
obstacle after obstacle,
when the brutal forces sup-
porting him won the admi-
ration and allegiance of the
German people, when resis-
tance was stamped out,
when inferiors were being
exterminated, it seemed the
realization of the
Nietzschian dream, the
Superman was in the ascen-
dancy.

While the Parisians
winked at each other dur-
ing the playing of
“Antigone” in occupied
France, retaining their atti-
tude of cultural superiority
in their abject state of occu-
pation and collaboration,
the Germans had the last
laugh, at least for the time
being.

Anouilh’s play, for them,
served excellent propagan-
da purposes. The dictator,
Creon, was shown to be
rational and human, and
immense.: articulate. He
said that the king had no
choice but to seize the reins
of government.

Creon is left the tragic
figure, his niece, his son,
his wife, all dead, and him
alive with his principles
and his power intact.

So we are left today with
the same dilemma: Man’s
law or God’s law? Is there a
higher law? When these
vital differences of opinion,
of belief, reside in the same
family, there can be only
pain, suffering, death and
destruction.

Interestingly, the new
film, “Traffic,” ends with
the same question. What if
the “enemy” is in your own
family? More on “Traffic”
later. In the meantime, see
it.

International Auto Show at
Cobo Center are the concept
vehicles and, of course, the
production cars and trucks
on display. And the conven-
tional wisdom is that the
auto industry is in for bleak
times, that trucks continue
to be the hottest segment
and that sporty roadsters
are still what bring 'em into
the showroom.

But if you look hard,
there are some bits of
unconventional wisdom one
can glean from the show.

For example, Bob Dover,
head of Land Rover, doesn’t
buy the atmosphere of
gloom the media are laying
on the show. “If you said
five years ago that we

can be something else, too.
Two-scater roadsters that
can turn into 2+2 convert-
ibles. Sport-utilities that
are really station wagons
and station wagons that
can double as sport-utili-
ties. Many are really both.
Reports of the demise of
the station wagon have
been surfacing regularly
ever since the sport-utility
assumed the mantle of
America’s favorite wheels. A
number of station wagons

notably a couple of beauti-
ful “crossover” blends of
wagons and sport-utility.
While the styling trend in
sport-utilities and pickup
trucks seems to be moving
in a clunky “Tonka Toy” would have a 16 million

vehicle market, everybody
would have been dancing in
the streets.”

Another example: The
French seem to be guiding
Japanese back onto the
path 1o glory. Visit the
Nissan display. It is
crammed with attractive
and interesting automotive
products. And Nissan’s
press presentation was
presided over by Carlos
Ghosn, new president of
Nissan, appointed by
Renault, the French maker
which merged with the
Japanese firm.

From the widely hyped
return of the Z car to the
Alpha-T concept truck,
Nissan is fielding 10 new
models with Nissan and
Infiniti badges over the
next three years. And
Ghosn speaks with the con-
fidence we are more accus-
tomed to at this event.

Another unexpected piece
of intelligence is that the
retro trend exhibited at last
year’s show is continuing,
suggesting that far from
just being trendy, the auto
makers are actually begin-
ning to gain a sense of their
own history, of the impor-
tance of the past.

Auto makers traditionally
look ahead, not back. But a
number of new concepts,
such as Ford’s Thunderbird
Roadster and Forty-Nine,
Nissan’s Z car, the Chrysler
display’s variations on the
PT Cruiser theme and
General Motor’s retrospec-
tive exhibit of historic vehi-
cles, suggest that the indus-
try sees something of value
in the past to build on in
the future.

GM'’s display included a
1912 Cadillac, billed as “the
first car without a crank.” It
was the car which intro-
duced Charles Kettering’s
electrical self-starter, revo-
lutionizing the automobile
and opening motoring to a
much wider audience. The
starter was part of a larger

A third old car displayed
by GM was a beautiful '49
Buick woodie wagon. The

the exuberant 50s. It was
also one of the last of the
true woodies.

For retro tastes, there are
the Dodge Super8 Hemi, a
long, wide flat-topped sedan
with '50s-style wraparound
windshield that looks like
its mother was frightened
by a Dodge Ram. Its 5.7-
liter Hemi engine will pro-
pel this vehicle through its
rear wheels zero-to-60 in
less than six seconds,
Chrysler says.

A rakish two-seat luxury
coupe called the Chrysler
Crossfire combines a PT
Cruiser-like grille and a
’40s-type split windshield
for a very muscular appear-
ance. Also at the Chrysler
stand, check out the Jeep
Willys (how retro can you
get?), a stripped-down off-
road vehicle with plastic
body and up-to-date 100-
channel satellite radio.

The truck may be king,
but there are plenty of sexy
convertibles at the show
too. Lexus unveiled its first
top-down model, the 2002
SC 430, with a retractable
hardtop and a $59,000 price
tag.

Denny Clements, Lexus
general manager, indicated
that the Toyota luxury divi-
sion had the Audi TT in
mind with the SC 430.
“What the TT did for Audi
was elevate the brand and
we want to do the same
thing with this car,” he
said.

Dodge unveiled its next
generation Viper, the RT-10

convertible, due in 2003. It
features a new 8.3-liter V-
10 engine, which Chrysler
CEO Dieter Zetsche said
turns the Viper into “an
animal.”

One of the most beautiful
convertibles was Buick’s
Bengal concept car, a sleek
roadster with front-wheel
drive, a supercharged 3.4-
liter V-6 and voice-activated
controls created by Visteon.
It looks like a two-seater,
but a small third door
behind the driver’s door
provides access to 242 seat-
ing with removal of a ton-
neau.

Another beauty is the 04,
which had been the
Oldsmobile 04, as
Oldsmobile designers creat-
ed the car in cooperation
with Bertone Design of
Italy, using a front-drive
GM Opel platform.

cars, but more importantly
with its alternative engine
development work.

Not much emphasis has
been put at this year’s show
on fuel cells and electric
hybrids, but GM had sever-
al of these vehicles on dis-
play and they provide quiet
testimony that when better
environmental and energy-

.friendly cars are built, GM

will build them.
Introduced at last year’s
NAIAS, the GM Precept is
in this year’s show also. It
is a fuel cell-powered car
with virtually no emissions
and it does not care about
the price or supply of oil.

that “special testing situa-
tions” may require grouping
students according to how
much time they predict
they'll need to complete the
test. Other students may
require a taped, instead of a
written, version of the test.
He also said that his staff is
taking full advantage of the
building’s reading special-
ists and Chapter 1 teacher.
With all students,
Croydon said, “We also go
over testetaking skills like
for story problems and stu-
dents are taught how to
highlight the key points.”

Parcells Middle School
assistant principal Allan
King said that teachers at
his school are also doing the
same things in addition to
talking to kids and answer-
ing their questions about
the tests during advisory.

This year, the pressure is
on for middle school stu-
dents as a whole to do well.
Beginning with the Class of
2005, students who score
“proficient” on the math,
reading, writing and science
MEAP tests (the social stud-
ies test is not included) in
the seventh and eighth
grades will be. eligible to
earn $500 toward their
Michigan Merit Award.
Students who score “profi-
cient” in three of the four
tests will be eligible to

particular assignment or
subject, but on sharpening
study skills. The center at
Pierce is staffed by a full-
time teacher and two aides.
Students may drop in on an
as-needed basis during class
time or they can take an
elective semester class on
study skills.

“We see a variety of kids,”
said Pierce student center
teacher Paul Booker. It's a
misconception that it's for
kids with weaknesses. There
are many capable students
who may just need help in
organization skills. Middle
school is a change for them.
They have six or seven
teachers making demands
on them or what happens a
lot there are some kids who
pick up organizational skills
on a ‘pile’ basis. We like to
catch them now and give
them an organization sys-
tem or something they can
work with.”

Specifically, students are
taught test-taking skills and

receive $375 and students
who score “proficient” in two
of the four tests will be eligi-
ble for an additional $250
toward the Michigan Merit
Award.

“We don’t talk too much to
the kids about it, but we
have communicated it to our
parents through our
newsletter,” said King.

The eighth-grade science
test, in which only 39.8 per-
cent of last year’s eighth-
graders scored at Level 1, or
proficient, is “clearly a con-
cern,” said King.

“We talk about content
and we make sure they're
doing the labs and focusing
on the vocabulary,” said
King.

Susan Speirs has set up a
web page that reviews test
content emphasis by subject
and how possible questions
may be posed on the test.

Like in the other subject,
Speirs said that focus test-
taking strategies is the pn-
mary emphasis.

“] did some research on
gap analysis and found that
a large percentage of stu-
dents, as high as 20 percent
at some schools, missed the
cut by one or two raw per-
centage points,” said Speirs.

reading skills like how to get
the main idea and more
information. Students who
take the study skills class
are also taught to get a goal
and stick to it, which is also
part of their grade.

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NASDAQ up, Dow down; has NASDAQ bottomed?
Let’s talk...STOCKS
.

The stock market so far
this year has flip-flopped its
pattern of last fall.

Last year, the Dow strug-
gled to hold its own in a tun-
nel of 11,000 high and
10,300 low.

Meanwhile,
last fall, the
NASDAQ
Composite
tanked from
about 3,400
in early
November to
about 2,500
at year-end.

So far in
2001, these
indices have
reversed pattern with the
Dow declining from 10,800
to 10,500, or about 2.4 per-
cent, while the NASDAQ
has risen from 2,500 to
2,600, or about 6.3 percent.

Last week, the NASDAQ
surged 218 points, or 9.1
percent, while the Dow drift-
ed 136 points, or 1.3 percent.

At this time, it is difficult
to measure the momentum
buying by the cash-rich
mutual funds. Even by his-
torical measures, the tech
stocks are most difficult to
evaluate. Who knows what
their “fair value” really is?

For example, Intel Corp.
(INTC, about 32.13) trades
about 19.5 times the consen-
sus 2000 profit estimate of
$1.65/share, but that is
inflated by about 30
cents/share of non-recurring
investment gains.

The NASDAQ Composite
tested its 2,300 low in early
January. Was this a “short-
term bottom” or an “inter-
mediate bottom” as claimed

But “rallies in bear mar-
kets are the rule, not the
exception, and often quite
powerful,” so says Alan
Abelson of Barron's (Jan.

Euro at 4-month
high

Are all the cheap
European vacations about
over? Or didn't you notice
that the Euro closed last
Friday at 95.16 cents (U.S.)?
Fot the tourist, that means
you'd get 1.0509 Euros for
each $1 (U.S.).

The last time that LTS
wrote about Euros (see LTS
Sept. 21), they were worth
about 86 cents (U.S.). Last
October, the Euro bottomed
at 82 cents (U.S.), and has
been  struggling - . back
valiantly, with some buying
support from the European
Central Bank. It is now 16
percent above its low four
months ago.

The two-year slide in the
Euro's value, from 1998 to
2000, was caused by four
factors:

1) short-selling by hedge
funds and some currency
dealers;

2) European purchases of
U.S. equities;

3) Eurapean purchases of
U.S. fixed-income securities
and bank deposits, yielding
more than comparable
European investments; and

4) massive European
acquisitions of U.S. business
entities, for cash.

In each of the above situa-
tions, Euros had to be sold to

purchase U.S. dollars. Now
the worm has turned;
Europeans have reduced
U.S. investments and repa-
triated the monies back
home. Stocks were liquidat-
ed to take profits in “Old
Economy” stocks, and to
mitigate further losses in
the tech area.

Bond investments were
liquidated to preserve the
profits from price increases
caused by falling U.S. inter-
est rates, and to lock in cur-
rency profits on the sale of
the U.S. dollar proceeds.
Many Europeans feel that
the Euro is oversold, and
still can be purchased in the
hope of profiting from future
price increases.

If youre planning a
European vacation this
summer, you might consider
buying some Kuros now.
Many foreign exchange spe-
cialists expect the Euro to
break par (vs. the U.S. dol-
lar) late this spring, with
the dollar declining vs. the
Euro most of 2001. How
would you like paying $1.05
(U.S.) for 1 Euro this fall?

But a falling U.S. dollar
has a positive spin for U.S.
multinational companies
with substantial European
revenues. Instead of report-
ing substantial currency
exchange losses, like 1999-
2000, these companies will
be able to report large cur-
rency exchange profits in
2001.

Which U.S. stocks have
over 30 percent of their rev-
enues originating in
Europe? Barron’s (Jan. 15)
published a list of such
stocks prepared by Morgan
Stanley Dean Witter. The
adjoining table lists the top
nine stocks, by percentage of
European revenues, and
closing prices as of last
Friday, Jan. 12.

In the dark?

Did you know that most
European publicly traded
companies only report inter-
im results on a six-month
basis and don’t give any
profit warnings?

Foreign stocks are traded
on the NYSE with suffix
names of “ADR” (signifying
“American Depository
Receipts”) or “ADS” (signify-
ing “American Depository
Shares”).

If you, or one of your
mutual funds, hold any for-
eign-based stocks, go to your
nearest library’s business
section and look up your
stocks in the Standard &
Poor's Stock Guide (month-
ly), or the S&P “tear sheets.”

Japanese-based compa-
nies usually use the March
31 fiscal year-end, but may
not release the data for more
than 90 days thereafter.
Many Japanese companies
only publish annually, and
no interim results are post-
ed.

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Blood shortage affects southeastern Michigan

There is a severe short-
age of blood in metro
Detroit, said officials of the
American Red Cross of
Southeastern Michigan.

Marie Mangus, communi-
cations director of the local
Red Cross branch, said sup-
plies are lower locally and
nationally, compared to last
month. On Dec. 11, the Red
Cross nationwide had
103,743 units of blood in
inventory. On Jan. 11, that

as needed. They also carry
carbon dioxide from the
body to the lungs where it
is expelled. Red blood cells
have a fairly long life of 42
days.”

Platelets, on the other
hand, are more fragile, with
a lifespan of about five
days. They are used as the
body's bandages. They plug
small injuries in the body
and are used to start the
clotting process.

The third product made
from whole blood is plasma,

statement Red Cross offi-
cials said, “We want to
assure our patients, our
donors and the American
public that the blood supply
is safe. Moreover, it is safer
than it has ever been. Any
inappropriate releases are
rare events; regardless of
the number, they will not be
tolerated.

“As a result of our efforts
and the many safety checks
in place, no patient has
been harmed by blood that
has been inappropriately

which is used to carry
nutrients, complex proteins
and enzymes and hormones
throughout the body.

When a person suffers a
severe trauma that results
in a significant loss of
blood, patients often receive
plasma first just to help
replace the volume of blood
lost. Then they can receive
red blood cells.

(Place the extra heads
of garlic in the baking
dish and drizzle with olive
oil.) Prepare a flour paste
by adding water, a little at
a time, to the flour.

paste-like, brush or
spread it all around the
outer edge of the baking
dish where the lid will
meet it. Quickly place the
lid on the dish to form a
seal while baking.

Roast the chicken at
350 degrees for 1 1/2to0 2
1/2 hours, depending on
the size of the chicken.

I cooked a 6-pound
bird for 2 hours and 15
minutes, just as the pack-
age suggested. Since you
can't check on the chicken

Remove the baking dish
from the oven and use a
butter knife to carefully
remove the “baked on” lid.

Dark winter days can make anyone SAD

During the winter months, up to 20 percent of
the population suffers at least some symptoms of
Seasonal Affective Disorder (SAD). This period of
depression and lethargy generally begins in
autumn and con-
tinues through the
winter months,
ending in the
spring.

It is thought that
a lack of sunlight
contributes to the
condition, but
exactly how it
leads to depressed
feelings is not
known for sure. It
may be that a
decrease in sun-
light exposure
affects levels of
melatonin, a hor-
mone that is
released into the
bloodstream and is
thought to con-
tribute to drowsiness in the evening. It also is pos-
sible that without adequate sun exposure, circadi-
an rhythms, which regulate the body’s internal
clocks, are disrupted.

People in the northern United States are eight
times more likely to suffer from SAD than people
living in sunny southern states like Florida or
Arizona. Wormmen are more often affected than
men. SAD is often described as the human variant
on hibernation.

Symptoms of SAD include:

Depression, anxiety, irritability

Loss of energy and inertia, apathy

Increased sleep, difficulty getting up in the
morning and getting to work on time

Impaired functioning and difficulty concentrat-
ing or thinking clearly; tasks that are normally
easy seem impossible

Increased appetite, weight gain

Carbohydrate cravings

Desire to avoid people

Irritability, crying spells

Decreased sex drive

Suicidal thoughts or feelings

In order for SAD to be diagnosed, the person
must have experienced depression and other
symptoms during at least two consecutive winters,
followed by non-depressed periods in the spring
and summer months. There also must be no other
explanation for changes in mood and behavior,
such as the death of a loved one, divorce, loss of a
Jab or health problems. SAD often is difficult to
diagnose because its symptoms mimic other disor-
ders, like depression.

Even people who suffer from winter doldrums
may have a mild version of SAD known as “winter
blues,” which causes them to feel lethargic, unpro-
ductive and less cheerful. Combine those feelings
with the frustrations of shoveling a snow-covered

driveway, maneuvering icy roads and bundling up
just to take the trash to the curb, and many peo-
ple feel less than cheerful during the winter.

To make matters worse, many people leave in
the morning for work when it is still dark; when
they come home, it’s dark again, allowing them
very little natural light all day. The tendency is for
people to rest when they get home from work,
which only contributes to SAD.

Shed some light on SAD

If you feel down for days on end, are just not
experiencing pleasure with life anymore and if you
have changes in sleep and appetite, it's important
to consult a physician. Start by seeing your family
physician, who may be able to help or provide you
with a referral to a psychologist or psychiatrist
who is experienced in treating SAD.

Or call the Bon Secours Cottage Physician
Referral Service at (800) 303-7315.

If you think you may have SAD or are experi-
encing the milder symptoms of “winter blues,”
there are some steps you can take on your own to
improve your mood.

Increase the amount of light you are exposed to
and make a point to be in the sunlight as much as
possible. For example, if you're reading a book or
watching television, move your chair in front of
the window and open the blinds.

Since Michigah winters tend to bring more
cloudy than sunny days, a full-spectrum light box
may be a good investment. A light box is a bank of
lights that is 10 to 20 times brighter than ordi-
nary indoor lighting and simulates bright sun-
light. Many people find that sitting in front of
these bright lights, especially first thing in the
morning, improves their symptoms. Because light
boxes can cost up to $500, an alternative is to pur-
chase some full-spectrum light bulbs for your
home. These bulbs range in price from less than
$10 to nearly $50 for an incandescent bulb.

Try these mood boosters .

Exercise daily, and do it outdoors or in sunlight,
if possible. Take a short walk outside if the tem-
perature is bearable. For those who work during
the day, bundle up and get out for a brisk walk on
your lunch break. If you like to ski, snowshoe or
ice skate, take time to enjoy those activities, as
Just about any outdoor activity will give your
mood a boost.

Eat a balanced diet with plenty of fruits and
vegetables and limit carbohydrates. Take time to
ensure that you are getting enough sleep. You may
need more than eight hours a night during the
winter. Some people find that gandening mdoors
— raising house plants, herbs or forcing bulbs —
gives them a lift. And if you tan get away to a
warm climate for a2 week or two, that may be just
the break your mind and fody reguire.

Whether your SAD symptoms are mild or
severe, be assured that relief will come with the
arrival of spring.

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It's that time of year
again. Time for babies, tod-
dlers and children to come
down with their usual win-
ter sniffles and sneezes, and
for parents to be ready with
tissues, cough syrup and hot
soup. But it’s also time for
parents and doctors to be
vigilant for a virus whose
symptoms look like a simple
cold at first, but in fact can
send little ones to the hospi-
tal.

It’s called RSV, for respi-
ratory syncytial virus. Marie
Lozon, head of pediatric
emergency services at the
University of Michigan
Health System, warns that
it can take a heavy, even
deadly, toll on many chil-
dren — especially the very
young or those with certain
health conditions.

“RSV is the most common
cause of serious respiratory
disease in younger children,
especially infants and very
young toddlers,” says Lozon,
who sees a large number of
RSV cases in the UMHS
Emergency  Department
each year. “It’s most danger-
ous in younger children or
those with risk factors
involving their lungs or
their hearts. But even the
average healthy child could
get RSV and get quite ill
from it, even requiring hos-

pitalization, oxygen and
other treatments.”
RSV infections can

progress to bronchiolitis —

not to be confused with

bronchitis — or pneumonia,
and even death.

Inactivity also increases

your risk for high blood
pressure, high cholesterol
and diabetes, putting you at
increased risk for heart
attack and stroke. Inactivity
can disrupt your sleep and
worsen fatigue, stress and
anxiety — and your pain.

A common misconception
ts that exercise increases
pain. Just the opposite;
exercise can help reduce it.

During physical activity,
your body releases certain
chemicals (endorphins and
enkephalins) that block pain
signals from reaching your
brain. These chemicals also
help alleviate anxiety and
depression, conditions that
can make your pain more
difficult to control.

Many people find that as
their fitness improves, so do
their moods.

Here are some sugges-
tions from Mayo Clinic on
Chronic Pain to help you
keep up your motivation: -

+ Set goals. Start with
simple goals and then
progress to longer-range
goals. People who can stay
physically active for six
months usually end up mak-
ing regular activity a habit.
Remember to make your
goals realistic and achiev-
able. It’s easy to get frustrat-
ed and give up on goals that
are too ambitious.

* Pace yourself, Do a little
bit at a time and then rest.
When you first exercise, you
may experience increased
discomfort from muscle
weakness and joint stiffness.
But after a few days, as you
gain muscle strength and
improve joint flexibility,
your pain should start to
lessen.

* Add variety. Vary what
you do to prevent boredom.
For example, try alternating
walking and bicycling with
swimming or a low-impact
aerobics dance class. On
days when the weather is
pleasant, do your flexibility

interruptions in breathing,
Lozon adds, leading some
physicians to speculate that
RSV may be associated with

Sudden  Infant Death
Syndrome, or SIDS.
The American Lung

Association estimates that
90,000 hospitalizations and
4,500 deaths a year result
from RSV infections in
babies, toddlers and chil-
dren.

RSV is around us all the
time and can live on sur-
faces or hands, making
transmission easy. Its high
season starts in late fall and
peaks in January and
February, often with local
outbreaks. During that
time, those most at risk
include infants under six
months, children born pre-
maturely, those with asth-
ma, cystic fibrosis, weak
immune systems or heart
conditions, and the elderly.

What can worried parents
do?

Lozon recommends two
key steps: hand washing
and other practices to cut
down on transmission of the
virus within a family, day
care group or class; and spe-
cial attention by parents to a
child’s symptoms, so they
can get medical attention if
needed.

RSV often enters the body
through the nose, mouth or
eyes, or through inhalation
of droplets from a cough or
sneeze. If you touch an
object that's been touched by
a persdn with RSV, and then
touch your face with that
hand, you can be infected. It
takes about four .days for
symptoms to develop, and

or stretching exercises out-
side. Consider joining a
health club to broaden your
access to different forms of
physical activity. Be flexible.
If you're traveling or espe-
cially busy on a certain day,
it's OK to adapt your exer-
cises to accommodate your
schedule. If you develop a
cold or the flu, take a day or
two off from your exercise
program. Fatigue can

increase pain.
¢ Track your progress.
Record what you do each

some older children and
adults never show signs but
can still spread the virus.

Most kids get infected
with RSV by the time
they’re two or three years
old. But even though it’s
pretty hard to avoid contact
with RSV.carrying things
and people, especially in
winter, Lozon urges every-
one to take a few common-
sense measures that can
protect the most vulnerable.

Make a habit of washing
your hands often, with soap
and water, especially after
you've been near someone
who is coughing or after
you've touched objects
they've used. It’s a good idea
year-round, but becomes
especially important now for
many reasons.

Keeping children with any
cold-like symptoms away
from babies is another good
idea, Lozon says, as is keep-
ing infants and at-risk chil-
dren away from crowded
places during peak RSV sea-
son. .

And parents and care
givers like day-care
providers should take extra
care to clean surfaces and
faces often, especially when
dealing with one child who
has symptoms and others in
the same house, classroom
or day care center who don't.

Still, there’s no foolproof
way to avoid RSV complete-
ly, no vaccine at this time to
prevent it, and no guarantee
of immunity this year if
you’ve had it before.

Some high-risk kids may
be able to get injections of
immune-boosting medica-

tion, but most children
aren't candidates for it. So,
Lozon advises that parents
and others learn how to tell
RSV from a common cold.

One of RSV’s hallmarks,
she says, is the area of the
body it affects. “A normal
cold or cough generally is
confined to the upper respi-
ratory tract, above the col-
larbone,” Lozon explains.
“But if an RSV infection pro-
gresses, it can go into the
lower respiratory tract,
below the collarbone,
inflaming the small airways
and causing a wheeze and a
difficulty in breathing.”

Healthy older children
and adults may have strong
enough immune responses
to keep it in the upper respi-
ratory system, and should
recover within a week. But
younger and sicker people
may not fare so well. Infants
and former premature
babies have immature
lungs, while kids with asth-
ma and cystic fibrosis have
lung-based problems that
RSV can worsen.

Even in otherwise healthy

»children, an aggressive case
of RSV can still cause seri-
ous breathing difficulties.
Still, Lozon says, most chil-
dren who get RSV have a
mild to moderate case. Only
about 2 percent of patients
need hospitalization for
their first RSV infection.

RSV often starts like any
other cold, with a fever, con-
gestion, a runny nose and a
cough, Lozon says. “But
often it will progress into a
more serious situation
where instead of a regular

runny nose, the child’s nose
runs continupusly and much
more 8o. Both nose and
mouth secretions can be
incredible, so much that the
child may be gagging on
them. Then it progresses
into a worse cough and then
a wheeze.”

Besides the breathing
problems and runny nose,
infants may have other
symptoms, Lozon says, such
as poor feeding and listless-
ness or lethargy.
“Unfortunately, they also
may have periods of apnea,
meaning they will actually
stop breathing for a short
period of time,” she adds.

If a child has breathing
pauses, is working hard just
to breathe, makes a high-
pitched sound when breath-
ing, or if their chest or belly
sucks in and out when they
breathe, Lozon says adults
should seek medical atten-
tion immediately.

Other danger signs are if
the child can’t eat or drink
well, is listless, has a color
change or can't pursue nor-
mal activity despite their
symptoms.

Anyone who suspects RSV
in a baby, child or adult
should treat the early symp-

toms just like they would
treat a cold, using tactics
approved for the patient’s
age group. For example, give
over-the-counter medicines
to reduce fever and cough,
clear out nose and mouth
secretions, increase water
and feeding, and use a

humidifier. Don't give
infants cold medicines,
though.

If you think you need to
call a doctor, Lozon advises
trying the child’s primary
physician first and getting
his or her opinion about
whether to seek further
help. Describe the child’s
symptoms in detail to help
the doctor’s decision.

But don refrain from
going to the emergency room
if you see RSV-like symp-
toms, she urges. Doctors
there can test for the pres-
ence of RSV, support a
child’s breathing with oxy-
gen, or even give anti-virus
drugs or immune treat-
ments in serious cases.

“I'm very comfortable that
parents have excellent judg-
ment and if they’re worried,
even if I'm not, I'd rather be
safe than sorry,” she says. “If
you're not sure, we’d rather
see you than not.”

It is time to celebrate the birthday of Martin

This means, it seems, a time to be led into tempta-
tion — temptation to do things that miss the mark:

The deeper the
lettuce color, like in spinach
and romaine, the more
nutritional benefit it has
compared to a lighter-col-
ored lettuce such as iceberg.

Noble recommends eating
at least five servings of
fruits and vegetables every
day by making them a part
of every meal and using
them as a nutritious and fill-
ing snack between meals.

But don't forget to leave
some room for carbohy-
drates like pasta, rice and
grains in your diet.
Carbohydrates should make
up a large portion of a diet
because they provide nutri-
ents such as B vitamins, foli-
ate and fiber. However, it's
important to remember to
properly balance carbohy-
drates with other foods.

“The problem with carbo-
hydrates some people have
is they don't always know
when to stop,” says Noble.
“Add vegetables to your
pasta dishes to add a little
more bulk. You can also’
choose whole wheat prod-
ucts that will fill you up, as
well as giving you more
nutrients.”

Likewise, brown rice,
which is a healthier choice
than white rice because it
contains more fiber, can also
be mixed with vegetables to
extend the recipe and make
it more filling.

Fiber also is one of the key
ingredients to look for when
buying cereal. Cereal is a
good option for breakfast
because it provides essential
vitamins and minerals, in
addition to fiber. To get the
greatest nutritional benefit
from cereal, there should be
at least 2 1/2 grams of fiber
per serving.

“If your favorite cereal
doesn’t have 2 1/2 grams of
fiber, you can also try adding -
a small amount of bran cere-
al to your bowl,” says Noble.

Just like cereal, everyone

has a favorite snack. But

there are a few things to
consider when buying
snacks to fit into a healthy
diet.

“Everyone enjoys snack-
ing from time to time and
you don’t have to eliminate
that from your diet,” says
Noble. “There are lower fat
alternatives like baked
snacks, some crackers that
are lower fat and some cook-
ies that are lower in fat. But
you do need to watch out
because sometimes lower fat
does not mean lower calo-
ries.”

The best way to eat any
kind of snack is in modera-
tion, of course. To do that,
Noble says to moderate your
portion size by putting some
of the food onto a plate orin
a bowl rather than eating
right out of the bag or box.

Like snacks, there are a
wide variety of choices down
the bread aisle and it's not
always easy finding the
healthiest loaf. Not all
brown breads, for example,
are packed with fiber and
whole-wheat flour.

“You really need to look at
the ingredient label and
make sure that the first
ingredient is either whole
wheat flour or oat flour
because some of the brown
breads are just enriched
wheat flour with added
caramel coloring,” says
Naoble.

Labels are also a shop-
per’s best resource when
buying dairy “products.
Dairy that is lower in fat or
fat-free is also generally

lower in calories, but the
nutritional value remains
the same. It’s best to try a
variety of lower fat products
since many brands differ in
taste and texture to find out
which one you prefer. Low-
fat cheese — a blend of sev-
eral different cheeses — has
been greatly improved dur-
ing the years to taste and
melt better in cooking.

The only obstacle you may
face down the dairy aisle is
deciding between butter and
margarine.

“The margarine and but-
ter debate still goes on, but
the bottom line is that but-
ter is a very high source of
saturated fat which is
known to lead to heart dis-

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ease if consumed in excess,”
says Noble. “You want to
look for margarine that has
2 grams or less saturated fat
or you could also choose the
margarine sprays which are
calorie-free and fat-free but
still give you some of that
flavor.”

But in the quest for a
healthy diet in 2001,
remember you do not have
to eliminate any of your
favorite foods from your gro-
cery cart, even if they may
not be full of nutritional
benefits. The easiest ways to
maintain a healthy diet is to
balance less-nutritional
foods with foods that have a
variety of health benefits.

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When teenage violinist
Joshua Bell made his
Detroit recital debut in
1986, with Pro Musica at
the Detroit Institute of
Arts, it was already obvious
that here was a superbly
gifted performer. Yet there
is always a suspense —
waiting to see if the bril-
liant young prodigy will
develop into a mature artist
who can add sophisticated
insight and feeling to his
technical proficiency.

It was a special pleasure
then to hear Bell's perfor-
mance of the Sibelius con-
certo last weekend with the
Detroit Symphony
Orchestra. In the first
movement, for example, he
played with all the bravura
called for by the score, yet
he never became excessively
emotional. His phrasing
was smooth and highly
expressive. He displayed
the same brilliant virtuosity
that dazzled his debut audi-
ence and he added a depth
of feeling and naturalness
of pace that emphasized the
high level of artistry he has
achieved. And he never
failed to maintain a rich,
singing tone.

Even in the slow move-
ment, the drive of his play-
ing in the violin’s lower
range still radiated with
sustained power and lush
tone. His double stops were
faultless and seemingly
effortless. There was never
a perceptible scratch of bow
on string.

Cut Costner’s clos

A dog-faced Kevin Costner
bought himself a series of
tension-killing closeups in
the film world’s current hit,
“Thirteen Days.”

As one of the movie’s three
producers, Costner has par-
layed his authority into
splashing his mildly
bemused mug on the screen
and keeping it there long
after  director  Ronald
Donaldson should have shut
off the cameras.

As misguided coeds are
often disappointed to learn,
being available isn’t the
same as being desired. In
the same way, Costner’s
penchant for thrusting him-
self at audiences by filling
the screen wears out his
welcome like a worn-out
sophomore.

expressed discreet control.
It was a performance to
savor.

What a contrast it was
then to proceed to a work
by the DSU’s cucrent com-
poser in residence, Michael
Daugherty. The piece was
titled “Hell’s Angels For
Bassoon Quartet and
Orchestra.”

If it can claim any musi-
cal relationship to the pre-
ceding work, it may be that
both are described as con-
certos. Beyond that, what a
difference a century can
make.

As the title suggests,
Daugherty draws on the
imagery of Harley Davidson
bikers for his inspiration
and uses the bassoons, both
symbolically and physically,
to suggest the “roar of the
pipes.” The composer
undoubtedly intended the
piece to be fun — a good-
natured pulling of the legs
of both the bikers on the
street and the audience in

movies displays a lack of
artistic perspective and the
balanced sense of dramatic
composition required by
someone deserving a pro-
ducer’s title.

Yet the movie works
because Donaldson lets the
story unfold simply, without
much dramatic affectation
other than Costner’s repeat-

ed, redundant, unnecessary .

and tiresome efforts at visu-
al hijacking.

“Thirteen Days” is an
almost documentary render-
ing of the frightful times
nearly 40 years ago when
President John F Kennedy
and his brother Bobby as
attorney general stood up to
the Soviet Union over the
placement of offensive
nuclear missiles in Cuba.

The standoff was the high
point of Kennedy's -reiga.
For that action alone, he is

the hall. He definitely suc-
ceeded.

Included in his score are
instructions for the four
soloists to appear in jeans,
leather jackets, bandana
head rags and helmets.
Paul Ganson was jauntily
topped with a bowler.

After an opening phrase
from the orchestra, the cos-
tumed soloists made their
entrance down the center
aisle and up the steps to
the front of the stage with a
few shouts and whoops to
make sure everyone knew
they were coming.

The music roared out
with the bassoons, especial-
ly the contra bassoon, rum-
bling in the lowest register.
There seemed to be varia-
tions on a theme primitive
and guttural enough to rep-
resent the rough and ready
image of bikers.

Not to overlook the
“Angels” part of the name,
Daugherty scored accompa-
niments of heavenly sound-

ing string harmonics and
the harp. Completing the
contrast at one point, the
bassoons shifted into their
high register. It suggested
a more sensitive side to
biker personalities.

Other novel effects like
foot-stamping and a wind
machine became effective
musical elements as well;
and even though the foot-
stamping was occasionally
not up to the DSO’s usual
high standard of ensemble
performance, they generat-
ed mental images of bikers
starting up and speeding
down the highway with the
wind whistling past.

More programmatic
music concluded the pro-
gram as Jarvi turned to
Prokofiev’s suite from a bal-
let based on a Russian folk
tale. Here the mood shifted
to the mystical quality of
the story. With the charac-
teristic mischievous flavor
of his music, Prokofiev pro-
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vided a score that is engag-
ing, witty and often breath-
ing an air of mystery.

Jéarvi demonstrated again
his skill at spinning musi-
cal tales. While somewhat
anti-climactic after the
exciting performances that
preceded it, The Suite from
Prokofiev's ballet music for
Chout amounted to a lively
and often suspenseful por-
trayal of a story rich in par-
ody and sardonic wit.

In a way, it brought the
program full circle, remind-
ing us of the opening piece,
“Overture to Maskarade,”
by Carl Nielson. As music
that set the scene for a com-
edy, it too told a story and
set the tone very nicely for
an imagination-provoking
evening of music.

JFK’s failures, from the
botched Bay of Pigs invasion
to getting America’s feet
dirty in Vietnam to social
dalliances with lowlifes, are
overshadowed by his con-
duct during the 13 days of
crisis in October 1962.

In the movie version that
opened last week, the story
is told through Costner in
the role of Kenny O’Donnell,
JFK’s real-life political advi-
sor and Everyman of the
inner sanctum. :

Like a well-tuned car on a
cold winter morning, the
movie starts fine and glides
away from the curb. But to
continue the analogy, when
the movie tries getting up to
speed, Costner sidetracks

the story to make sure
everyone knows he’s a
Hollywood honcho. Like the
only kid on the block with a
football, Costner’s gonna
play quarterback, halfback
and wide receiver, or nobody
plays at all.

He usurps the camera for
shot after shot of full-face
portraits that deaden the
action. The movie grinds.

Audience members who
value well-crafted stories
more than narcissistic stars
imagine the film’s editor
wishing he had the courage
to discard Costner’s self-
important interludes on the
cutting room floor.,

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Why is someone knock knocking at my door?

Q. Mr. Hardware, we live in a
1956 ranch home in St. Clair
Shores and after five years the
doorbell just quit working. What do
I check first? Is this something I
can tackle myself or does it require
a professional? Alex Graham in
Belleville.

A. It is easy to repair most door-
bell problems once you understand
how they work. The- low-voltage

doorbell I am discussing is common .

to 99 percent of homes built from
the 1940s to the present. If for
some reason your home has some
unusual high-voltage doorbell or
alarm system this column will be
no help to you. So everyone, please
pay heed to any warnings or
unusual
encounter when working on any-
thing electric.

The most common problem with
a doorbell is at the buttons. Either
it is stuck on, or stuck off. Remove
the doorbell (chimes) cover and lis-
ten for a humming sound. Then
touch the center area close to
where the screws and bell wire are
connected.

If the unit hums or is warm, one
of the buttons is stuck on. Remove

" the butbon(s) and dJsconnect the

wires from the back. Make sure the
wires are not touching each other.
Is the doorbell still humming?
Bummer, the wires are bared and
touching each other somewhere in
their travels between the button(s)
and the doorbell. This repair
requires a detective to trace the
wires and find where they were
injured. A nail from a door molding
or a screw from the screen door-
frame could have cut the wire.
Could it be from the last little
remodeling job you performed late-

humming, try touching the bell
wires together and listening for the
bell to ring.

He
mentions “Due South,” in which
Frasier the Mountie travels with a
wolf, and he remembers that in
“Dr. Quinn: Medicine Woman,” the
hero had a wolf.

The fact is, Eric, that wolves are
not dogs. They may share many
traits in common with their canine
cousins since dogs and wolves
descend from a common ancestor.

But dogs have been domesticated”

by human beings for thousands of
years, which means they'vé been
fenetlcally bred so that their
ﬁglne (wolf) qualities could be
ted to suit human needs.
or example, dogs and wolves
are loyal to their packs. That’s why
dogs will risk their lives to save
their human families whom they
consider their packs or den mates.
Wolves on the hunt will force a
herd to form a circle so that the
weakest member of the herd is
exposed and can be picked off. Dogs

do the same when herding sheep,
except they’ve been bred not to cull
out a lamb for dinner.

If you're still interested in get-
ting a canine companion, ask your
parents if they can take you to the
pound where you can adopt one
that needs a “pack” — namely your
family.

The good news about all of these
window fashion options is that
manufacturers now have the tech-
nology to make them without the
potentially dangerous window
cords

Ma;xy industry executives pre-

dict that within just a few years’-

cords will be obsolete, replaced by
spring-loaded mini blinds and
pleated shades that simply require
pulling up or down on the bottom
bar to raise or lower them.

But, if you plan to keep your
older window coverings for a while,
here are some simple steps that
can make a world of difference to
your peace of mind and eliminate

strangled.
First, when furnishing and deco-

- rating, make sure to situate cribs

and beds away from windows
where i cords can be
reached. But look beyond the bed-
rooms. Any room with a corded
window covering should be child-
proofed so that sofas and chairs
cannot provide children with
climbing access to a window.

If you have two-corded horizon-

tal blinds or pleated shades mz_ide
before 1995, cutting and tasseling
cords is the next step. Cut the
looped pull cord above the tassel
(the thimble-like knob), then

remove the buckle and add two
new tassels at the end of each cord.

If you have window treatments
that feature a continuous pulley
system, such as vertical blinds or
certain draw draperies, secure

Window coverings combine flair with safety

their cords or chains to the floor,
wall or window jamb using a cleat
or tie-down device.

Parents should also be aware of
the danger posed by inner cords
that run vertically from the head
rail to the bottom rail. When corg-
ed blinds are lowered but not
locked into position, infants have

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The revolutionary spirit in
France in the 1790s included not
only the idea of freedom from royal
tyranny, but also attempts to fly
into the sky. Experiments with-hot-
air balloons made air travel a real-
ity. By the -19th century, a balloon
ascent was a popular part of civic
events, like the opening of an exhi-
bition. It was-not until 1867 that
the average person could have a
balloon trip. ‘
Rides in a securely anchored bal-
loon were offered at the Paris
World’s Fair that year. French bal-
loonists traveled to Germany to
give shows. Paul Feller went up
with his giant balloon, called Mars,
in 1895. The next year, E.P.
Lehmann, the German toy maker,
offered a tin balloon toy for sale. It
was decorated. with the word
“Mars.” A string ‘was attached to

the ceiling of a room, and as itywas

pulled, the balloon slowly-wentiup.
If the string was released, the bal-
loon would come down. A toy man
in the gondola waved a flag as the
balloon moved.

Clever marketing created sever-
al versions of the toy, one with the
name Luna, others with flags for
different countries. The toys were
made until 1900. This year, a Mars
balloon toy in good condition sold

for almost $3,000.

The look of nature is ip. teday
with decoratars, dressdesigpers
and collectors. "The new piédes,
made to resemble animal fur or
growing plants and trees, are
merely reflections of styles that
were popular in the past.

The 19th-century home was
filled with bamboo furniture, fur
rugs, throws, iron benches and
fences made to resemble vines and
twigs. Folk artists of the early 20th
century continued the tradition
with carved wooden seats made of
tree stumps, sewer-pipe vases that
looked like logs, and canes made
from branches that were forced to
grow in odd, knotted shapes.

At a recent auction in Ohio, a
folk-art carved “family tree,” 29
inches high, sold for $3,850. It was
made from a cherry log and was
carved to resemble a tree trunk
with a rope and anchor wrapped
around the base. Initials were
carved on each of the cut branches.
Dates from 1840 to 1888 were also
carved on the family tree. The
wooden carving would not have
been kept outside, so it must have
been used as a table or stand in the
house.

Other realistically carved wood-
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en trees and branches were used to
form chairs and tables in a style we
now call “rustic.” The look of
nature is a returning look, not a

new one. .

Q. My husband and I are remod-
eling our 1926 home. In the old
window frames, we found 28 metal
license plates that read, “Repeal
the 18th Amdt. for Prosperity.” The
plates are orange and black. They
are as wide as modern license
plates, but only about 3 1/4 inches
high. Do you know what they are?

A. The 18th Amendment to the
U.S. Constitution, adopted in 1919,
banned the manufacture, sale or
transportation of alcoholic bever-
ages. By thé end of the 1920s,
many Americans saw Prohibition
as a failure. In 1932, the
Democratic Party platform -called
for the repeal of Prohibition. The
political collectibles you found
probably date from that year. They
are called license-plate attach-
ments and were hung on the back
of autos next to or under the stan-

dard license plate.

Q. When did Watt Pottery make
the mixing bowls with the apples
painted on the side? My bowls are
marked with an indented mark,
not a printed one.

. A. Watt Pottery began working
in 1922 in Crooksville, Ohio: Watt
started making oven-safe kitchen-
ware.in 1935, and dinnerware by

the 1950s. Most of the pieces are .

marked with an incised mark, not
a printed one. Although mixing
bowls were made for many years,
the ‘Apple pattern, sometimes
called “Red Apple,” was not made
until 1952. The company burned to

the ground in 1965.
