Farms public safety direc-
tor Robert Ferber said that
for the most part things
couldn’t have been better,
crime-wise, in 2000.

“Unless you eliminate
crime, which is impossible,
crime couldnt have gotten
much lower in 2000,”
Patterson said. “Even bur-
glary figures, which were
higher than in 1999, aren’t
as bad as you might think.
We had 13 burglaries, but 11
of those were solved. The
increase was in break-ins of
Mack businesses and we
caught most of the guys who
did those jobs.”

Auto thefts were down as
well, said Ferber. There
were 14 thefts in 2000, ver-
sus 17 in 1999, 23 in 1998
and 25 in 1997. In 2000, 10
of the 14 thefts were cleared.

Bicycle theft statistics
show remarkable consisten-
cy. In 1999 and 2000 there
were 28 thefts, In the previ-

ous three years there were
27 thefts a year.

“Pm such an old-timer
that I remember when we
would have 200 or 300 bike
thefts a year,” said Ferber.
“You just don’t see that these
days. I think that’s quite an
improvement.”

There was one unarmed
robbery in 2000. That case
wasn’t cleared. The year
before there were four
unarmed robberies, with
three being cleared. The
armed robbery figures also
show a slight improvement.
There were three armed rob-
beries in 1999 and two in
2000.

“What really pleases me is
that when you look at Part 1
felony crimes in the Farms,
violent crimes are such a
small part number,” said
Ferber. “That’'s something
we can all be proud of. It’s
less than 1 percent.”

Ferber is also proud of the
training and continuing

education efforts of his staff.
He said that shows the dedi-
cation of his staff.

Among the highlights for
2000, said Ferber, was an
incident on March 21, when
dispatcher Dottie Deneau
received a 9-1-1 call from
the parents of a 2 1/2-year-
old child who had cheked on
some food and was uncon-
scious.

Deneau sent an ambu-
lance to the scene. But she
also began directing the par-
ents over the telephone on
how to perform the Heimlich
maneuver on the small
child. The parents’ efforts
were successful.

“That’s the kind of good
news I like to report,” said
Ferber.

He also credits officer
Lawrence Wideman for solv-
ing a number of break-ins
along Mack. On April 24, at
2:10 a.m., Wideman saw two
men acting suspiciously on
Mack. He parked his squad

Mack. Within five minutes,
Wideman saw the suspects
throw a piece of concrete
through the plate glass win-
dow of a Mack business.

The suspects were arrest-

The Grosse Painte Woods
sewer jet is back in business.

The jet is an essential
piece of equipment for city
workers but relatively
unheard of by residents.

“The jet broke down and
needed major work,” said
Thomas Whitcher, director
of public services in the

“Itts a multi-faceted
machine that provides a vac-
uum system we use to clean
sewers and catch basins,”
explained Whitcher.

Bidigare said, “It sucks
out water and goop and
residue in drains. It helps
when fixing water main
breaks, especially during
inclement weather.”

While “jetting,” workers
also use the machine to
clean debris from the bottom
of manholes.

“It’s a vital piece of equip-
ment,” said Whitcher. “We
use it throughout the year.
We needed it fixed as soon as
possible.”

The jet’s 6-year-old fan
had broken at a spot inac-
cessible to maintenance.

“The fan gets pretty rough
treatment, in terms of
debris and moisture,” said
Whitcher. “Rust formed and
it broke at a vital area.”

Iceboat champ speeds to another victory

“Youre not sailing unless
you're racing,” said Lorne
Sherry.

Sherry, a Tl-year-old
grandfather of nine, is a
waterborne speed demon.

Last week, he won the
Northwestern Ice Yachting
Association Renegade Class
championships on Lake
Geneva, Wis.

When Sherry straps on a
hull, it’s full speed ahead.
Leisurely afternoons on the

lake aren’t for him.

His favorite sailing condi-
tions? Thick ice and a wind
chill that would send a polar
bear south.

At the helm of 24-foot
“Star Dust,” Sherry beat
nearly 30 racers from New
Jersey to Minnesota in what
he called the “granddaddy of
all iceboat races. When it's
being held, nothing else hap-
pens.”

Sherry, a retired automo-
tive engineer from Grosse
Pointe Shores, has raced ice-

onships in the 24-foot
Renegade class. As he
described it, being at the
helm of an iceboat is part
race car driver, fighter pilot
and speed skater.

“It's an absolute rush,” he
said with the grin of some-
one who knows something
you don't.

“If you get into an iceboat
and go for a ride, it’s addic-
tive — the thrill of it all,” he
sighed.

The beginning of the
Northwestern Ice Yachting

regatta last week .was
delayed a few hours by cold
temperatures.

“When things warmed up
to 7 degrees, they started,”
said Sherry. “Before that, it
was just too cold.”

During the four-race com-
petition, he finished fifth
twice, yet won the final two
events to claim victory over-
all. He also won the regatta
in 1987.

Despite years of racing
success and an insider’s
knowledge of iceboats from
having built the wooden
craft in his youth, Sherry
doesn’t take credit for his
winning ways.

“The good Lord gives
everybody a talent of some
sort,” he shrugged. “He gave
me an understanding of sail-
ing.”

Swooshing along at 100
mph in a 54-year-old spruce
iceboat he rebuilt extensive-
ly by hand, Sherry nearly
flies atop three steel skates
sharp enough to slice skin.
Sherry’s iceboat doesn’t
have a rudder. He steers by
turning the front skate,
which acts as a& nose wheel.
The two remaining skates
are attached at the-end of
wing-like extendiPB} “stick-
ing out from both sides of
the boat.

Wedging himself into
“Star Dust’s” undersized
cockpit, Sherry sits less
than a foot above the ice.

“It's got to be like driving
an Indy car, but you don't
have a motor and you don’'t
have all the noise,” he said.

Top speed trapslates into

an eye-rattling ride.
“The ice looks smooth,”
said Sherry, “but its not,
really.” The faster you go,
the more the horizon tends
to “fuzz,” he said, because
his head is shaKing:

The boat’s mast flexes
under the pressure of wind
captured by the beefed-up
sail.

If Sherry is any indication
— and shelves of trophies
in his home say he is — ice-
boat racers are a breed
apart. Not reckless, but
uncompromising in their
urge for velocity.

Sherry said iceboats race
on oblong courses laid out
like for an airplane race.
Boats speed from mark to
mark, shooting up and down
straightaways up to 1 1/2-
miles long, slowing to about
40 mph through 180-degree
turns.

Exiting a turn, Sherry will
use his weight to tug on the
mainsail sheet — iceboats
don’t have foresails. If done
correctly, one of the boat’s
side skates will rise slightly
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off the ice.

Properly heeled, the sail
captures more wind; the
raised skate reduces friction
across the ice by 33 percent.
The resuit is a burst of
speed.

“It’s like you turned on the
afterburners in a jet,” he
said. “You go from 70 to 120
mph in no time flat.”

Acceleration plasters his
back to the cockpit.

“The g-forces throw your
head back. You have trouble
holding your head up,” he
said.

Wet-water sailboats are
nags compared to iceborne
thoroughbreds. Unlike sum-
mertime sailboats whose
speed is thwarted by drag
from waves and water, ice-
boats outdistance the wind.

“They go about five times
the velocity of the wind,”
said Sherry.

The boat’s three skates
are made of spring steel 3/8-
inches thick.

“They have a very sharp
edge to keep the boat from
sliding from side pressure,”
he said. “The edge is so
sharp, if you lightly lay a
fingernail over it, it will
shave off part of the skin.”

In his basement work-
shop, Sherry sharpens and
polishes the skates before
each race.

“Smoother is faster, as
long as it's sharp,” he said.

Sherry has been sailing
iceboats since he was a
teenager.

“My dad brought me into
sailing,” he said.

Sherry is a Depression
baby, born in 1929. His par-
ents lived in the 5500 block
of Gateshead in Detroit, a
few blocks from where St.’
g(c;hn Hospital is now locat-

“Our old home is sti
there,” he said.

His parents weré
Canadian. As a youngster,
the family moved to Prince
Edward Island, then
Montreal before returning to
Detroit after World War I1.

In Montreal, his family
lived only a 15-minute walk
from Mount Royal.

“It was a popular skiing
spot,” said Sherry.

When the family moved
back to Detroit, there was
nowhere to ski locally.

« had to find something
else to do,” said Sherry. His
father showed him an ice-
boat. After one ride, “I got
hooked,” said Sherry. “The
next year, I bought a little
iceboat and started sailing.”

These days, most iceboat
action on Lake St. Clair
takes place on Anchor Bay.

“They used to sail down
here (off the Grosse
Pointes),” said Sherry. “We
used to see hundreds of ice-
boats. Now there’s only a
few. They've moved farther

north.

The freighter season,
which extends deeper into
winter these days, has inter-
fered with ice formation on
the middle and lower por-
tions of the lake, according
to Sherry.

“The ice isn’t that good
down here {off the Grosse

Fifth in a series
By Wlibur Elston
ranklin Deiano Roosevelt was

born in Hyde Park, N.Y, on
Jan. 30, 1882. A Harvard

graduate, he attended
Columbia Law School and was admit-
ted to the New York bar.

In 1910, he was elected to the New
York State Senate as a Democrat. Re-
elected in 1912, he was appointed
assistant secretary of the Navy by
Woodrow Wilson the next year.

In 1920, his radiant personality and
his war service resulted in his nomi-
nation for vice president as James M.
Cox’s running mate. After his defeat,
he returned to law practice in New
York. In August 1921, Roosevelt was
stricken with infantile paralysis
while on vacation at Campobello,
New Brunswick. After a long and gal-
lant fight, he recovered partial use of
his legs.

In 1924 and 1928, he led the fight at
the Democratic national conventions

Take life one book at a time

our children, I am making a stab

at organizing the chaos of accu-

mulated stuff around the house.
We have come to a time in our lives
where we seriously talk of moving one
day, and the overwhelming amount of
debris we have collected is appalling.

If there is a pack rat gene, we pos-
sess it on both sides and have vowed
our children will never have to suffer
the purging of personal historical
items as we did when dismantling our
parents’ homes. It is a daunting and
emotional task and one [ will address
in another column.

I decided to start the burdensome
chore by going through books in our
library. I thought this would be an
uncomplicated place to begin. I was
wrong. I simply cannot throw a book
away without first looking at it, flip-
ping through the pages for that lost
hidden treasure, and then I’'m hooked,
sacked by memories.

I was struck by what our books
reveal about us. Going through family
collections illustrates the differences
in our interests. One member had an
extensive library about waterfowl and
wine, while another was heavily into
history and biographies. My mother
loved art hooks and mystery novels,
while my grandmother loved poetry.

We have kept books from childhood
through favorite textbooks with
underlined passages. I still have books
on shorthand and other courses I have
taken. I found an assortment of Bibles,
old family Bibles with inscriptions of
marriages, births and deaths, a Bible
presented at the occasion of my high
school graduation, Bibles from the
children’s confirmations and little
books of psalms. How does one throw
out a Bible?

Having been schooled before televi-
sion, I have always loved books and

I n an attempt to keep a promise to

for the nomination of Gov. Alfred E.
Smith of New York, and in 1928,
Roosevelt was himself induced to run
for governor of New York. He was
elected, and then re-elected in 1930.

In 1932, Roosevelt recieved the
Democratic nomination for president
and imediately launched a campaign
that brought a new spirit to a weary
and discouraged nation.

He defeated Hoover by a wide mar-
gin. His first term was characterized
by an unfolding of the New Deal pro-
gram, with greater benefits for labor,
farmers and the unemployed, and the
progressive estrangement of most of
the business community.

At an early stage, Roosevelt became
aware of the menace to world peace
posed by totalitarian fascism, and
from 1937 on, he tried to focus public
attention on the trend of events in
Europe and Asia. As a result, he was

widely denounced as a warmonger.

He was re-elected in 1936 over Gov.
Alfred M. Landon of Kansas by the
overwhelming electoral margin of 523
to 8, and the gathering international
crisis prompted him to run for an
unprecedented third term in 1940,
when he defeated Wendell L. Willkie.

Roosevelt’s program to bring maxi-
mum aid to Britain and, after June
1941, to Russia, was opposed until
the Japanese attack on Pearl Harbor
restored national unity.

During the war, Roosevelt shelved
the New Deal in the interest of concil-
iating the business community, both
in order to get full production during
the war and to prepare the way for a
united acceptance of the peace settle-
ment after the war.

A series of conferences with
Winston Churchill and Joseph Stalin
laid down the basis for the postwar

world. In 1944, he was elected to a
fourth term, running against Gov.
Thomas E. Dewey of New York.

On April 12, 1945, Roosevelt died of
a cerebral hemorrhage at Warm
Springs, Ga., shortly after his return
from the Yalta Comference. His wife,
Eleanor, whom he married in 1905,
was a woman of great ability who
made significant contributions to her
husband’s policies.

Harry S. Truman was born on a
farm near Lamar, Mo., on May 8,
1884. During World War I, he served
in France as a company commander
with the rank of captain of the 129th -
Field Artillery. He married Bess
Wallace in 1919.

After engaging briefly and unsuc-
cessfully in the haberdashery busi-
ness in Kansas City, Mo., Truman
entered local politics. Under the spon-
sorship of Thomas Pendergast,
Democratic boss of Missouri, he held
a number of local offices, preserving
his personal honesty in the midst of a
notorious and corrupt political

machine.
In 1934, he was selected to the

Senate and was re-elected in 1940, .
During his first term, he was a loyal,
but quiet supporter of the New Deal, |

Drug war

To the Editor:

Dr. Victor Bloom is to be
commended for his column
in the Grosse Pointe News
Feb. 8 issue, “Legalize, med-
icalize drugs?”

It is important to have a
balanced discussion
throughout our society on
how this issue can be best
handled. We need to fully
understand the price our
society pays for the avail-
ability of drugs and the costs
of trying to fight the war on
drugs, including payments
to other countries, cost of
supporting people in prisons,
loss of the talents of many of
those who have abused
drugs, and the crime result-
ing from the need to pay
exorbitant prices for drugs.

We need to fully under-
stand the advantages to
individuals and to society of
legalizing and medicalizing
controlled substances.

As Dr. Bloom points out,
our current policy has not
been successful — drugs can
be easily obtained. It is time
to take a different approach.

If the immense profits of
the drug trade are reduced,
not only will we see lesser
availability of drugs, but cor-
ruption of officials here and
in drug-producing countries
will  greatly diminish.
Conversely, if the profit is
there, enterprising risk tak-
ers will always find a way to
get the drugs here, as they

have been successfully
doing.
Our nation is spending bil-

lions upon billions to fight
the drug war. This money
could be better spent to pro-
vide treatment to help
addicts be free of the habit.
Most important, crime would
be reduced, we would not
need the many prisons that
we have now built but which
are still not sufficient to
meet the number of those
sentenced to prison. We

qught to look at how the
experiment in England is
working out where the profit
has been taken out of the
drug trade.’ SRR

We need to look at the
total costs of our drug war:
We send billions to other
countries to prevent produc-
tion and shipment of drugs,
and yet we keep hearing
periodically how some of this
money finds its way into cor-
rupt hands of those who are
supposed to administer
those programs; law enforce-
ment personnel in other
countries and in the United
States are corrupted by drug
money, which often pays
them far more than their
legal salaries; the costs of
tracking down users, and the
court and prison costs. How
much more successful would
we be to use those funds to
try to help addicts?

As Dr. Bloom points out,
there are several approaches
from legalized sale to pre-
scription and dispensation
by medical doctors who are
specialists in treating drug
addicts. Let’s look at them.

I recommend that every-
one read the points brought
up in his article. It is time
that we honestly look at the
total costs of allowing drugs
to be asold at an incredible
profit, and the costs of sup-
porting people in prisons.
More importantly, we also
need to consider the more
humane approach: Greatly
reducing the profit incentive
to cause addiction among
more and more people; and
helping people to become
free of drugs. That's where
we need to put our money.

Word was out that Iraq
fired more missiles at
American and British
patrols in January of this
year than in all of last year.

shoot.” We did not have the
stomach for the mass
destruction of an inferior
army raised by a mad and
tyrannical despot.

Michael E. Gordon of the
New York Times on Sunday,
Feb. 18, declared, “In one of
history’s perhaps more curi-
ous twists, the first Bush
administration relaxed the
military pressure against
the Saddam Hussein regime
at a time when it was in the
best position to squeeze the
Iraqi leader.

“Concerned that the
American military would be
portrayed by the media as
piling on in a one-sided
rout, the Bush administra-
tion halted the 1991 ground
war at 100 hours, a move
that allowed much of the
Republican Guard in Iragq,
the most effective and loyal
force in Saddam Hussein’s
military, to escape.”

The Bush administration
did not rush to impose a no-
fly zone in southern Iragq
when Shiite rebels were
attacked by Iraqi heli-
copters after the Gulf War.
They waited until 18
months after, while Hussein
quelled opposition within
his own borders.

We did not want to
become entangled in an
Iraqi civil war, and so did
not help the rebelling
Kurds either. Our strategy
was to prevent the fragmen-
tation of Iraq, which we
thought was an effective
counterforce to Iran, a more
worrisome enemy.

It is easy with 20/20
hindsight to fault this mis-
guided and wimpish strate-

. We have become so “civi-
lized” that we cannot stom-
ach an overwhelming victo-

raq?

ry. Who would have criti-
cized our destroying an
arrogant aggressor who
invaded Kuwait, looted, pil-
laged and raped and-in -

retreat set hundreds, if not

thousands, of oil wells on
fire. There was ample rea-

son to send Iraq back to the

Stone Age.

Somehow, employing the
best Western thinking, we
thought our commanding
victory would topple
Hussein, because we
thought he would appear
foolish and weak to his peo-
ple. We do not understand
the power of a ruthless dic-
tator. We could not have
predicted how quickly and
easily he would reconsoli-
date his power, to the point
where he outrageously con-
tinues to develop and pro-
duce weapons of mass
destruction, and prevents
U.N. observers from
inspecting these sites.

While we continue to
maintain sanctions and eco-
nomically squeeze Hussein,
he gleefully trades with the
rest of the world, while
showing Iraq’s sick and
starving children to the rest
of the world, blaming us.
More recently he is taking
potshots at American and
British planes.

Of course, Bush had to
react. He is in a position to
correct the mistake of his
father, who in explaining
the halt of the Gulf War,
said we had achieved our
objective, the stopping of
aggression.

but in his second term, an
appointment as head of a
Senate committee to investi-
gate war production brought
out his special qualities of
honesty, common sense and
hard work, and he won
widespread respect.

Elected vice president in
1944, Truman became presi-

.dent upon Roosevelt’s sud-

den death in April 1945, and
was immediately faced with
the problems of winding
down the war against the
Axis and preparing the
nation for postwar adjust-
ment.

The years 1947-48 were
distinguished by civil rights
proposals, the Truman
Doctrine to contain the
spread of communism, and
the Marshall Plan to aid in
the economic reconstruction
of war-ravaged nations.
Truman’s general record,
highlighted by his vigorous
fair deal campaign, brought

' about his unexpected elec-
* tion in 1948 over the heavily
- favored Dewey.
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Truman’s second term was
primarily concerned with
the Cold War with the Soviet

Union, implementing the
North Atlantic pact,

the

United Nations police action
in Korea, and the vast rear-
mament program with its
accompanying problem of
economic stabilization.

On March 29, 1952,
Truman announced that he
would not run again for the
presidency. After leaving the
White House, he returned to
his home in Independence,
Mo., to write his memoirs.
He further busied himself
with the Harry S. Truman
Library. He died in Kansas
City, Mo., on Dec. 26, 1972.

Dwight David Eisenhower
was born in Denison, Texas,
on Oct. 14, 1890. His ances-
tors lived in Germany and
emigrated to America, set-
tling in Pennsylvania early
in the 18th century. His
father, David, had a general
store in Hope, Kan., which
failed. After a brief time in
Texas, the family moved to
Abilene, Kan.

After graduating from
Abilene High School in
1909, Eisenhower did odd
jobs for almost two years. He
won an appointment to the
Naval Academy at
Annapolis, but was too old
for admittance.

Then he received an
appointment in 1910 to West
Point, from which he gradu-

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ated as a second lieutenant
in 1915.

He did not see service in
World War I, having been
stationed at Fort Sam
Houston, Texas. There he
met Mamie Geneva Doud,
whom he married in Denver
on July 1, 1916, and with
whom he had two sons:
Doud Dwight (died in infan-
¢y) and John Seldon Doud
Eisenhower.

Eisenhower served in the
Philippines from 1935 to
1939 with General Douglas
MacArthur. Afterward, Gen.
George C. Marshall, the
Army chief of staff, brought
him into the War
Department’s general staff
and in 1942 placed him in
command of the invasion of
North Africa. In 1944, he
was made Supreme Allied
Commander for the invasion
of Europe.

After the war, Eisenhower
served as Army chief of staff
from November 1945 until
Febuary 1948, when he was

appointed president of
Columbia University.
In December 1950,

President Truman recalled
Eisenhower to active duty to
command the North Atlantic
Treaty Organization force in
Europe. He held his post
until the end of May 1952.
At the Republican conven-
tion of 1952 in Chicago,
Eisenhower won the presi-
dential nomination on the
first ballot in a close race
with Sen. Robert A. Taft of
Ohio. In the election, he
defeated Gov. Adlai E.
Stevenson of Illinois.
Through two terms,
Eisenhower hewed to mod-
erate domestic policies. He
sought peace through free
world strength in an era of
nuclear missiles and space
exploration. '

He fostered alliance,
pledging the United States
to resist “red” aggression in
Europe, Asia and Latin
America. The Eisenhower
Doctrine of 1957 extended
the commitment to the
Middle East.

At home, the popular
president lacked Republican
congressional majorities
after 1954, and was re-elect-
ed in 1956 by 457 electoral
votes to 73 for Stevenson.

While retaining most Fair
Deal programs, he stressed
“fiscal resposibility” in
domestic affairs. A moderate
in civil rights, he sent troops
to Little Rock, Ark., to
enforce court-ordered school
integration.

With his wartime rank
restored by Congress,
Eisenhower returned to pri-
vate life and the role of elder
statesman, with his vigor
hardly impaired by a heart
attack and a mild stroke suf-
fered while in office. He died
in Washington, D.C., on
March 28, 1969.

John Fitzgerald Kennedy
was born in Brookline,
Mass., on May 29, 1917. His
father, Joseph Kennedy, was
ambassador to Great Britain
from 1937 to 1940.

After graduating from
Harvard in 1940, he joined
the Navy the next year. He
became skipper of a PT boat
that was sunk in the Pacific
by a Japanese destroyer.
Although given up for lost,
he swam to a safe island
towing an injured enlisted
roan.

After recovering from a
war-aggravated spinal
injury, Kennedy entered pol-
itics in 1946 and was elected
to Congress.

In 1952, he ran for the
Senate against Sen. John
Cabot Lodge Jr. and won. He

In 1957, Kennedy received

a Pulitzer Prize for his book,
“Profiles in Courage.”
Kennedy won the

Democratic nomination for
president at the 1960 Los
Angeles Democratic
Convention on the first bal-
lot. He was elected as the
first Roman Catholic presi-
dent in U.S. history.

Kennedy brought to the
White House a “new fron-
tier” approach in dealing
with domestic problems, as
well as foreign problems and
those in space.

Out of the first 10 months
of his leadersip came the 20-
year Alliance for Progress to
aid Latin America, the
Peace Corps and accelerated
programs that brought the
United States intc the space
race. :

But the failure of a U.S.-
supported invasion of Cuba
in April 1961 led to the
entrenchment of the
Communist-backed Castro

. regime, only 90.gnirlg§ from

" the U.S. coast.

When Soviet missiles
were reported being
installed in Cuba in 1962,
Kennedy ordered a naval
“quarantine” of the island
and ordered troops into posi-
tion to eliminate this threat
to U.S. security. A nuclear
war loomed until Soviet
Premier Khrushchev
ordered missiles
removed.

A sudden and unexpected
thaw in the cold war with
the Soviet Union came with
the agreement with the
Soviets on a limited test-ban
treaty signed in Moscow on

the

Aug. 6, 1963.
On his domestic issues,
Kennedy’s proposals for

medical care for the aged
and aid to educaion were
defeated, but he won with
minimum wage, trade legis-
lation and other important
issues from Congress.

Racial disorders and
demonstrations led Kennedy
to propose sweeping civil
rights legislation, He also
recommended an $11 billion
tax cut to bolster the econo-
my.

Both measures were pend-
ing in Congress when
Kennedy went to Texas for a
campaign speech, where a
man later ideniified as Lee
Harvey Oswald shot and
killed the president, firing
from the upper floors of 2
building on the parade
route. Oswald was shot and
killed two days later in the
city jail by Jack Ruby, owner
of a strip-tease place in the
city.

At 46, Kennedy became
the fourth president to be
assassinated and the eighth
to die in office.

“Don’t underestimate us,
these are not bare and lean
years. We're better than we
ever were, just us ‘super
seniors.” It's not Whitman
or James Whitcom Reilly or
even Edgar Guest, butitisa
poetic expression of one’s
pride in being an older citi-
zen. This little verse came
out of a course in creative
expression, taught in
Durham, N.D., that was
sponsored by the Durham
Arts Council and Durham
Technical Institute.

Patiently, Hale broke
down the barriers and over-
came the “I'm not a poet”
syndrome. To establish a
sense of openness, she
shared with them her own
feelings about being a
schoolteacher. She read
them poems she had written
about schoolchildren, and
how it felt to be 13, dumb in
math, or the hurt of being
the fattest girl in the fifth
grade.

Gradually, the class
opened up and began to see
what a poem could do. They
found it could bring out

memories long forgotten. -

How it would help people to
understand how it is with
you and if you read or listen
to poems you could come to
understand yourself and
others better.

world around you.

You “took time to smell
the roses” because suddenly
the whole world had some-
thing to contribute to your
creative urge.

cut risk of hip breakage to senior citizens

risk for sustaining fractures,
with the use of protectors
that fit over the knobby end
of the thigh bone.

According to a report pub-
lished in the November
issue of the New England
Journal of Medicine, this
device could cut the risk of
breaking a hip by 84 per-
cent.

Each protector is cupped

‘like a hand and held in place

by a stretchy undergarment,
which is designed to cover
the greater trochanter (the
knobby portion of the thigh-
bone that is next to the point
where the thighbone meets
the pelvis).

If a person falls, the pro-
tector sends the force of the
impact away from the
trochanter, thus protecting
the hip.

These hip protectors have

been effective in preventing
fractures in patients living
in Danish nursing homes
since 1993. Other studies
coming out of Finland
showed that among the
1,034 volunteers who fell
while wearing the protec-
tors, only four sustained a
hip fracture.

The researchers also
found that the protectors
were effective in reducing
the risk of fractures among
people who had an earlier

break and thus were more
vulnerable to a new one.
Tests are still being done
on this device, including
design changes that will
make it easier to wear.

Greenspan gave his semi-
annual report to Congress
and, reversing his Jan. 17
pronouncement, said the
U.S. economy is not now in a
recession, but still faces sub-
stantial risks.

Liablilities are what you
owe, and are relatively easy
to identify, because creditors
have a nasty way of remind-
ing you of past-due bills.

The most pressing are fed-
eral, state and city (if any)
income taxes payable, real
estate taxes and assess-
ments, notes payable to
banks and others, and mort-
gages and land contracts
payable.

Other liabilities include
last month’s bills, charge
cards (plastic), utility pay-
ments, charge accounts,
insurance premiums due,
auto and appliance loans,
home equity loan, and notes
payable to relatives and oth-
ers.

Don’t forget any loan
guarantees of others’ indebt-
edness.

After you total the liabili-
ties, subtract the liabilities
from the total assets, shown
on Page 1. The difference is
your net worth, or personal

equity. Your equity is proba-
bly much more than your
first guess.

Your personal balance
sheet can now be used to
determine how much you
are leveraged (in hock!).

It is calculated by dividing
total liabilities by total
assets.

But the most significant
analysis is that of asset allo-
cation.

If you separate all the
assets intc equities (which
are subject to market fluctu-
ation) and bonds and other
fixed assets (which are rela-
tively stable), you can get a
quick fix on how much mar-
ket risk you have (and
maybe did not know you
had).

Another analysis of assets
will show how much you
have at risk to inflation. If
most of your assets are in
bank deposits, bonds, fixed
annuities, etc. , you may be
exposed to the most insidi-
ous tax of all — the reduced
purchasing power of your
income over time.

Airport personnel, includ-
ing green-jacket customer
service agents, are being
trained how to use defibril-
lators. The electronic life
savers will also e easily
accessible to the public
behind breakable glass in
Metro’s terminals and con-
courses.

If someone has a heart
attack, a Good Samaritan
can break the glass and fol-
low simple instructions in
how to use the defibrillators.
In the meantime, help will
be on the way.

“The second you break the
glass, it sends a signal to
emergency personnel,” said
Patti Chylinski, Wayne
County's deputy director of
Health and Community
Services. “They will respond
within minutes.”

“We’ll right around the
corner to help,” said Carl
Rubin, a field training offi-
cer with the Wayne County
Airport police. “I foresee this
saving a lot of lives.”

Christopher Cavanagh,
the Grosse Pointes’ repre-
sentative on the Wayne
County’ Board of
Commissioners, said the
defibrillators will supple-
ment airport security.

“If somebody has a heart
attack, the bottom line is
you're right there,” said
Cavanagh, who serves on
the commission’s roads and
airport committee. “You can
help somebody. You don't
have to wait. These things
can save your life.”

Defibrillators don’t jump-
start non-beating heart. It’s
the other way around. A
defibrillator uses an elec-
tronic shock to stun a heart
that is fluttering out of con-
trol.

“The machine stops the
heart and allows it to restart
on its own at a normal pace
to move oxygen around the
body,” said Rubin.

“It's a very easy piece of
equipment,” she said. Units
come with printed instruc-
tions and voice prompts.

Rubin said, “It’s a three-
step process.”

* Step one, he said, is
turning on the machine.

A voice recording indi-
cates where to attach the
defibrillator’s two paddles,
which carry an electric
shock, to the patient.

* During step two, the
units two paddles are
attached above a victim's
left chest and along the
right stomach area.

The machine will monitor
the patient’s heartbeat.

s Step three, if readings
call for a shock, “stand clear
and zap 'em,” said
Chylinski.

More than 34 million pas-
sengers use Metro Airport
annually.

“With the millions of peo-
ple we serve now at the air-
port, we want to have every
means possible to aid and
comfort them if there is any

health concern,” said Wayne
County Executive Edward
H. McNamara.

According to county
sources, each day 600
Americans suffer from heart
attacks.

Some 95 percent of the
victims die because treat-
ment wasn't available.

“During the first eight
minutes of a heart attack,
you have a 33 percent better
chance of saving someone's
life,” said Chylinski.

“Time is of the essence,”
said Rubin. “The faster we
can get the heart going, your
chances of survival dramati-

‘cally increase.”

Cavanagh said the board
of commissioners had some
conditions before allocating
money for the defibrillators.

“We wanted to make sure
they were convenient to use
and people would know how
to use them,” he said. “It
wasn't a question of whether
it was worth it, but if the
money was well-spent.”

Because of the defibrilla-
tors, the American Heart
Association honored the
county on Feb. 6, American
Heartsaver Day.

The report demonstrates
the impact of a bill passed
by the State Legislature in
1842, five years after
Michigan became the 27th
state in the Union. That
legislation provided for pub-
lic education financed by
local taxes and adminis-
tered by a board of educa-
tion authorized to hire
teachers and maintain a
schoot building.

At the turn of the centu-
ry, newly minted Americans
of Belgian, English and
Scotch/Irish descent began
to trickle into the Detroit
area. This flow developed
into a flood following the
opening of the Erie Canal
in 1825. Their arrival
sparked Grosse Pointe’s
evolution from a quaint,
French-speaking, rural
community into the fash-
ionable summer resort that
eventually became one of
America’s premier suburbs.

One early settler was a
man named John Kerby,
who inherited much of the
land now known as Kerby
Road from his in-laws, the
Donaldson family.

Though portions of the
Kerby ribbon farm were
eventually sold, the tamily
was very generous to the
community, donating the
site for the area’s first
Protestant Church, a fore-
runner of today’s Grosse
Pointe Memorial Church.

John Kerby's descendants
became prosperous farmers,
fishery owners and mer-
chants. Two of his heirs,
Rufus Kerby and John F.
Kerby, were elected to the
post of school inspector,
overseeing the activities of
the educational institution
that bears their surname.

The first Kerby School
was housed in a one-room,
wooden structure on the
Michie Farm, located along
Lakeshore, between Kerby
Road and Lothrop Road in
Grosse Pointe Farms.

It will be a proud day for
Neeme and Liilia Jarvi on
Wednesday, Feb. 28, when
their younger son, Kristjan,
comes to town, Neeme Jarvi
is conductor of the Detroit
Symphony Orchestra.

Not exactly. Kristjan and
his chamber orchestra, the
Absolute Ensemble, are
dedicated to bringing the
serious concert repertory up
to date. Totally.

While brilliantly per-
forming traditional classics,
the group’s programs are
also liberally seasoned with
a rich variety of music of
their own youthful genera-
tion, An Absolute Ensemble
program may range from
Bach and Beethoven to
Frank Zappa and Charles
Mingus.

Composer John Adams,
now famous for his opera
“Nixon in China,” and the
Detroit Symphony
Orchestra’s composer in res-
idence, Michael Daugherty,
are also frequently repre-
sented. Considering the
popular success of the
Daugherty works recently
performed by the DSO both

here and on its Florida tour,

this sounds like great pro-
gramming.

But traditional music
lovers will get their ears
stretched. The repertory is
serious crossover. It may be
overdue. The ensemble has
been especially praised in
New York and on its foreign
tours for its unique ability
to expand musical aware-
ness and a singular perfor-
mance style. They are cred-
ited for taking music that,
up until now, has been pre-
sented separately and
bringing it to the sericus

concert venue. Their
dynamic performing style,
achieves a successful inte-
gration of musical tradi-
tions, according to their
growing ranks of fans.

As Kristjan Jarvi
explains it, “We are chal-
lenging the old perceptions
of what makes a ‘serious’
concert. The ensemble takes
music of the Beatles, Jimi
Hendrix, and Miles Davis
just as seriously as works
by Mozart and Stravinsky.”

Moreover, their concerts
have been getting a lot of
tavorable attention.

The ensemble performs
regularly in New York City
at such prestigious loca-
tions as the Weill Recital
Hall in Carnegie Hall,
Merkin Concert Hall and
Alice Tully Hall. Eminent
soloists like Vladimir
Feltsman and Joseph
Kalichstein eagerly accept
offers to perform with them.

So do such jazz legends
as Paquito d’'Rivera, Dave
Taylor and Kenny Drew Jr.

Even at his young age of
27, Kristjan Jarvi has
behind him a wealth of
musical training and exper-
imentation preparing him
for this chosen path. He
learned piano as a child in
Estonia and he studied at
the finest schools, including
the Salzburg Mozarteum,
the University of Michigan
and the Manhattan School
of Music.

He has already guest con-
ducted the DSO and New
York City Ballet Orchestra
and was assistant conductor
of the Los Angeles
Philharmonic for two years.
Currently he is music direc-
tor of the Norrlands
Symphony Orchestra in
Sweden.

He organized the
Absolute Ensemble in 1993,
bringing together what he
describes as “young and
energetic performers who
share my inclusive ideas for
integrating the performance

of classical and new music.
Whether it is called contem-
porary, jazz, funk, rock or
progressive, they perform it
with the same dedication
and intensity.”

Their program in Detroit
makes the point. It will

include Debussy’s “Prelude
to the Afternoon of a Faun,”
Charles Mingus’ “Goodbye
Pork Pie Hat,” and Jimi
Hendrix’s “Purple Haze.”
Also on the program are
Charles Coleman’s
“Absolution,” Michael
Daugherty’s “Dead Elvis”
and “Road Runner,” from
John Adam’s Chamber
Symphony.

As for auspices for such a
revolutionary concert, there
may be only one organiza-
tion in Detroit to do it. The
Pro Musica Society at the
Detroit Institute of Arts

seeks to bring newly estab-
lished, world-class artists
and new music.

The challenging role goes
back to the society’s begin-
ning. In its first season in
1928, when Pro Musica
brought French composer
Maurice Ravel, the DSO’s
music director Ossip
Gabrilowitsch sniffed and
called Ravel an upstart.

Traditionalists today may
have that feeling about
Kristjan Jarvi’s ensemble.
For the more open-minded,
however, he is on the lead-
ing edge.

The entire concert
evening at the Detroit
Institute of Arts on
Wednesday, Feb. 28, has a
leading edge quality.

Guests can arrive as
early as 5:30 p.m. for a buf-
fet supper in the auditori-
um’s Crystal Gallery (at the
balcony level) or a formal
dinner in the Gallery Qrﬂl.

Make Jambalaya on Fat Tuesday

Jambalaya (juhm-buh-LI-
yah) is a versatile dish that
combines cooked rice with a
variety of ingredients
including tomatoes, onions,
green peppers and almost
any type of meat, poultry or
shellfish. This creole dish
gets its name from the
French “jambon,” which
means ham, the main
ingredient in many of the
first jambalayas.

Next Tuesday is Fat
Tuesday, the finale of Mardi
Gras, the last day before
Christians begin observing
the 40 days of Lent.

It's an excuse to eat well.
Treat your family to a meal
that celebrates the New
Orleans tradition. This
week’s recipe for jambalaya
will be center stage at your
Fat Tuesday feast.

Last spring I vacationed
in New Orleans just after
Mardi Gras. The Gumbo
Shop was just one of many
fabulous restaurants we
visited. It’s the home of the
following delicious jambal-

aya recipe. Don’t let the
ingredient list scare you.
This dish was prepared,
cooked, and ready to serve
in just 1 hour and 15 min-
utes.

Jambalaya

1/4 cup vegetable or
olive oil

1/2 1b. ham, cubed

1/2 1b. smoked sausage
(cut down the center,
then sliced)

1 cup diced red pepper
(1 medium)

1 cup diced green pep-
per (1 medium)

1 cup diced onion (1
medium)

1 cup diced green
onion

1 cup diced celery (2
large stalks)

2 garlic cloves, minced

1 14- to 16-0z. can
whole peeled tomatoes;
reserve the liquid

1 teaspoon thyme

1 teaspoon black pep-
per

1/4 teaspoon cayenne
pepper

1 teaspoon salt

1 cup converted rice,
uncooked

1 14 oz. can chicken
broth '

1 1/2 tablespoons
Worcestershire sauce

11/2 to 2 lb, raw
shrimp, peeled and
deveined

Since there are several
ingredients in this recipe,

you’ll want to keep orga-
nized. Double check your
list to make sure you have
every ingredient available
when you start.

Cube the ham and slice
the sausage; set aside. Dice
all of the vegetables and set
aside. (I cut each vegetable
into a 1/2 inch dice.) In a
large, heavy Dutch oven,
heat the oil over medium to
high heat. Add the ham and
sausage and saute until the
meat begins to brown. (Toss
the meat around so it does-
n’t stick or burn.) Remove
the meat from the pot and
set aside. In the same pot
(in the meat drippings) add
the peppers, onion, celery
and garlic and saute until
the vegetables become ten-
der, 10 to 15 minutes, toss-
ing occasionally. Add the
tomatoes, thyme, black pep-
per, cayenne and salt.
Continue to cook for 5 min-
utes, breaking up the toma-
toes with a wooden spoon.
Stir in the rice. Stir the
Worcestershire sauce into
the reserved juice from the
tomatoes. Add the juice and
the chicken broth to the pot,
bring to a boil and reduce to
a simmer. Finally, add the
raw shrimp to the pot and
simmer for 30 minutes, stir-
ring occasionally.

Ladle hot jambalaya into
pasta bowls and garnish
with fresh parsley. This
vegetable-loaded entree is a
meal in itself. The level of
spice (from the cayenne) is
about a solid medium.

Those who can’t handle
anything hot should simply
omit the cayenne. The fla-
vors of the other ingredi-
ents will stand on their
own.

The recipe called for 2
1bs. of shrimp but I used a 1
1/2 1b. bag of shrimp that
was already peeled and
deveined, tail on. (31 to 40
shrimp per pound). There
were plenty of shrimp in
this dish.

I always leave the tails
on because I like the way it
presents the shrimp. The
red pepper was my own
addition to the recipe.

The construction team (at
my house), Ralph Gasperoni
and his son Joe, were the
first to sample this out-
standing jambalaya recipe.
I know that both father and
son are connoisseurs of good
food.

Healing chronic wounds

Imagine having a painful, unsightly wound that
never heals. It could be on your foot, your ankle, your
back or virtually any other place on your body. If left
unt'reatgd, thi_s type of wound will fester, resulting in
serious infection, gangrene and possible amputation
of the affected limb.

Such chronic, non-healing ulcers are a fact of life for
millions of Americans. Many of these people have dia-
betes and are prone to chronic foot ulcers due to a
condition called peripheral neuropathy, which causes
a loss of sensation in the foot or leg so a wound can go
unnoticed until it has ulcerated.

People who are bedridden due to spinal cord
injuries, arthritis or
other conditions
may develop pres-
sure ulcers. Other
people develop
ulcers as a result of
a traumatic injury,
peripheral vascular
diseases, rheuma-
toid arthritis and a
host of other circu-
latory conditions.

Still other people
develop arterial
ulcers, which can
result from an arte-
rial blockage in an
extremity.

To understand
why some wounds
don’t heal, it’s
important to under-
stand the healing
process itself. As
you may know, the skin is your body’s largest organ,

_ making up approximately 10 percent of your body
weight. ‘

When you're injured, your body goes through three
stages of healing. In the inflammatory phase, which
occurs right after you've sustained the injury, fluid
that occurs naturally in the wound actually starts the
healing process. Keeping the wound clean and pro-
tecting it from re-injury is very important at this
stage,

After about four days, you enter the proliferative
phase, when the edges of the wound begin to pull
together.

Finally, during the maturation phase (which begins
at about three weeks), the body continues to strength-
en the wound site until the edges close completely. It
can take up to eight weeks to heal completely,
although severe wounds can take even longer.

Some people don't get past the inflammatory stage
for the reasons mentioned previously. Their wounds
are chronically raw and infected, and may have a
weeping discharge. Such wounds can even go right
down to the bone, causing disability and great pain.

you can imagine, such painful, debilitating and
disfiguring wounds can seriously impact the quality of
a person’s life. In addition to being terribly unsightly,
such wounds can seriously impact mobility and erode
his or her independence.

Medical advances have allowed physicians to treat
non-healing wounds successfully. Traditional skin
grafting, in which skin harvested from a healthy area
of the body is grafted onto the ulcer, remains the gold
standard in healing ulcers.

But not every patient is well enough to undergo
anesthesia for traditional skin graft harvesting. So at
the St. John Wound Treatment Center'in St. Clair
Shores, we use a number of surgical and medical
treatments we have found to be very successful.

One of these techniques involves using the Apligraf
skin graft system, a biologically-based treatment that
uses living tissue grown from donor tissue. After
application by a physician, Apligraf is held in place by
a compression bandage to decrease swelling and pro-
mote blood flow. Within several weeks of the applica-
tion, the graft begins to fill in with the patient’s own
skin, resulting in a dramatic reduction in pain
because the graft provides a barrier during the heal-
ing process.

There are also a number of prevention techniques
that can keep ulcers from worsening or recurring.
Engaging in regular exercise is a good way to increase
and improve circulation, which in turn helps promote
healing.

(You should quit smoking for the same reason.)

In addition, your doctor may prescribe medication
to increase circulation. Avoid getting the wound wet,
o your body’s natural defenses can do their job. If you
have diabetes, inspect your feet and legs regularly
(using a mirror to examine the soles of the feet and
between the toes) to find cuts or traumas to the foot
before they become serious problems.

If you're in a wheelchair or are otherwise immobi-
lized, you should turn or reposition yourself at least
every two hours (or get help to do this) to prevent
pressure ulcers. And above all, you should keep the
ulcer infection-free and clean.

Remember, too, that help for chronic wounds is just
a phone call away. St. John Wound Treatment
Center’s experienced team

of medical specialists,
which includes doctors,
nurses, therapists and
other professionals, can
help by working with your
physician to develop a per-
sonal treatment plan.

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The Jazz Forum has an
exciting series of programs
this spring based on the
theme of Louis Armstrong
and his legacy. To recognize
the 100th anniversaries of
both his birth and that of
Duke Ellington, Grosse
Pointe’s own internationally
known jazz cornet player,
Tommy Saunders, will lead
off the series in March with
some hot music showcasing
the style known as
Chicagoland jazz.

Jazz was born in New
Orleans at the beginning of
the 20th century as a mix-
ture of many musical
styles. Armstrong was born
into this world of music as
well as the music of pianist
Jelly Roll Morton and coro-
net player Joe “King”
Oliver.

When Armstrong was
about 13 and already play-
ing cornet for a living, he
came to the attention of Joe
Oliver. Oliver soon became
Armstrong’s mentor, just at
the time when jazz was
moving northward, up the
Mississippi to Chicago.

Chicago was booming and
many clubs and dance halls
were opening. In 1916, the
QOriginal Dixieland Jazz
Band left New Orleans to
play in clubs on Chicago’s
South Side. And within two
years, “King” Oliver and his
ensemble, the Creole Band,
also arrived to play on the
famous South Side.

In 1922, Oliver sent for
Armstrong, whom he had
taught in the New Orleans
ragtime bands. During the
interim, Armstrong had
worked the Mississippi
River boats, developing his
own melodic imagination.
He was already doubling
the notes he would squeeze
into a bar and sounding
them at unequal lengths
with unpredictable empha-
sis. It was the sound of a
tidal ebb and flow.

' Q. Mr. Hardware, my basement
has always leaked now and again
in one corner. Now, since the snow
is melting, it has turned into a
gusher. Not only that, but the floor
drain by the furnace forms its own
little pool now and again.

Some of my neighbors recom-
mend a standpipe in the drain to
prevent the puddle, while others
warn me that it will crack the floor.
What is a standpipe, is it really
dangerous, and is there a cure for
my problem? Margie, Grosse
Pointe Farms.

A. Margie, you are in good com-
pany — our area has thousands of
others in your same shoes. Older
block basements, clogged drain-
tiles, poor drainage around the
house and large trees over the
sewer line from the house to the
street all confribute to your prob-
lems. A proper solution requires
examining all this information.

First let me answer your ques-
tions.

¢ A standpipe is an open-ended
pipe inserted in a floor drain. It
must be watertight so any water
rising up in that drain rises in the
pipe, not out on the floor. They
were popular in the ‘60s and ‘60s
when the county drain system
couldn’t handle all the sewage
water. Instead of flooding, those
who had standpipes in their drains
bought some time before they
would flood. Usually they didn't.
Most floor drains (regardless of the
size of the drain cover) are 3-inch
cast iron below the floor. There are

many ways to seal a standpipe into

a floor drain. From expanding rub-
ber bushings (today’s method), to
leading-in a threaded steel cou-
pling and screwing a pipe into it,
the 1950’s method.

Note: most older homes in our
floodplain that don’t have a 3-inch
floor drain could already have a
coupling leaded-in. You'll swear
there aren’t any threads in the cou-
pling, but after cleaning it out with
a pipe tap you’ll see. It will help to
measure the hole first before con-
fronting the poor retailer due to
the variations of couplings and
adapters handymen used back
then.

* The danger of using a stand-
pipe is when they are made too tall
or capped. For most 4-inch-thick
basement floors an 18-inch-tall
standpipe is safe. For local infor-
mation, contact your city building

"departhbht. ‘for ‘feedback oh’ yoar - ¢

area’s success with different sizes.

A plugged dram or standplpe over
36-inches tall is holding back so
much water pressure your floor can
buckle, crack and then leak.
Remember, you own a house, not a
boat.

* The cure for your problem is to
eliminate the source of the water.
That wet corner in your basement
is probably low and gathering
water outside. Fix that first. There
is no sense in handling water that
should be draining away from the
home. This is why I'm not in favor
of inside drain systems. They han-
dle water flowing around your foot-
ings that shouldn’t be getting there
in the first place.

* Finally, check out the main
sewer drain from the house to the
city sewer line. If you have a medi-
um to large tree in the front yard,
need I say more? If there are roots
clogging your sewer drain to the
city, it is no wonder you get water
in the basement when there is a
heavy rain or melting snow. A
standpipe will only delay and cam-
ouflage this problem. Remember, a
standpipe is to prevent the city
sewer from backing up into your
house, not force ground water
through a clogged sewer.

My first suggestion is to regrade
the grounds around your house to
divert the water away from the
basement and the drain tiles. I do
sing this song a lot. Secondly, have
your main drain snaked out, hope-
fully by a professional using the
largest cutter he is capable of get-
ting through the pipe. If there are
roots, start using a foaming root
destroyer twice a year (spring and
fall) to start killing the roots away
from the sewer pipe. This may buy
you years of trouble-free dralnage
Good luck and stay dry!

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A prescription for the doctor,
and credit scores '
determine mortgage rates

Q. I am an ophthalmologist
working as an associate at my
practice. I am in need of $110,000
to acquire part ownership. The
equity in my home is only $50,000
and I don’t want to refinance my
existing mortgage. My bank
offered me a personal loan at 9 per-
cent for the full amount of
$110,000. What are my options?

A. You have several options.

Option No. 1: You could take out
a home equity line of credit for
$50,000, and see if your bank
would give you a $60,000 personal
loan. The equity line of credit
would be a floating rate at prime
plus 0-3 points. Prime is currently
8.5 percent.

Option No. 2: You could take out
a fixed-rate second mortgage for
$50,000 (currently 8.5-10 percent)
and see if your bank would give
you a $60,000 personal loan.

Option No. 3: Take the bank up
on their offer.

If it were up to me, I would
choose option No. 3. If the bank
offered you an unsecured personal

. loan at 9 percent, they must

already have some type of relation-
ship with your practice.

Although the interest would not
be tax-deductible, it may be pru-
dent to take this route for two rea-
sons: Less paperwork. You only
have one monthly payment for the
full $110,000.

You continue to establish good
will with your bank; this may come
in handy in the future.

ermore, you should consid-
er the terms of the loan very care-
fully._ For instance, the bank may
require you to conduct all your per-
sonal banking with them. In this
case, make sure they are easy to
deal with and their fees are rea-
sonable.

Q. I have imperfect credit.
Every mortgage company on earth
advertises that this is no problem.
What is the deal?

A. Lenders place you in one of
two categories. These categories
are known as Prime and Subprime.

Depend.ing on your credit scores,
you are given a grade of A, B, C or
D. An “A” grade is considered
an_e. while any other grade is
considered Subprime.

your credit scores include:
* How many late payments you

have on your mortga
obligations. sage and other

¢ Your current debt level.
¢ The balance on your credit

cards as compared to your overall

credit line.

When you apply for a loan, make
sure your bank or mortgage com-
pany gives you your credit scores
or at least your grade.

Also, consider reading the January
2001 issue of Consumer Reports.

The bottom line is that anybody
can get a loan. The question is, at
what cost?

If you only have a few minor
blemishes on your credit report,
chances are your credit score will
not be severely damaged, and you
can still qualify for a great interest
rate. At any rate, 70-90 percent of
borrowers fit in the prime category.
Therefore, the key is finding a
prime lender.

Also, the lighting should not pro-
duce any glare or shadows on the
surface.

2. Use slip-resistant flooring.
Falling with a hot casserole or a
sharp knife in your hand can have
gerious consequences. A slip-resis-
tant material on your floor, such as
matte-finished wood or laminate,
textured vinyl or a soft-glazed
ceramic tile, will do the trick. If you

Q. My husband built our base-
ment stairs and instead of enclos-
ing the back of each step individu-
ally, he attached a solid sheet of
plywood behind the stairs.
Underneath the stairs he installed

. a pantry, 6 feet tall and 4 feet wide.
My problem is that dust and dirt
filter down through the back open-
ings of the steps. In addition, the
stairs do not seem to project out far

- enough into the basement — I

don’t think they meet code require-
ments. Any help you could offer to
help fix- my problem would be

greatly appreciated. .

A. No matter where the stairs
are to be installed, the rule of
thumb to be followed when build-
ing stairs is 7/10, i.e., a 7-inch rise
and a 10-inch tread. These are
maximum finished measurements
and include a 1-inch overhang on
the tread. Generally, building
codes use a rule where the mea-
surements of two risers and one
run (nose to nose of tread) added
together should equal no more
than 25 inches. Stairs within a pri-
vate residence are allowed a maxi-
mum 8-inch riser and a minimum
9-inch run (personally, I find 8-inch
. risers too high).

Take a tape measure and actual-
_ly measure a rigser and tread on
your stairs to see if they fall within
the 7/10 rule. Also, take a look at
the diagram, taken from my book
“Builder’s Guide to Decks,” for a
good visual of stair layout and con-
struction. If your measurements
are greater than the 7/10 rule I
gave above, then the stairs need to
be torn out and replaced. I recom-
mend you get a copy of my book
and start on page 188, chapter six,
to learn how to build stairs profes-
sionally. Otherwise, bring in a stair
builder — and be sure to get a
building permit.

Normally when a basement is
left unfinished, kickers (risers) are

remove any rubbish or debris lying
around the yard.

Check the roof, eaves, outer
walls and craw! space for cracks or
holes that could allow pests to
enter. Seal these promptly. Also,
clear any clogs from the gutter and
get rid of any standing water
around the house.

Now, head inside and do a top-to-
bottom inspection of your home,
starting in the attic. Use foam
sealant to close off small holes or
open areas around pipes, or tuck
steel wool into these entry points to
discourage rodents. Recaulk and

reach the top landing or last step.
If you want to prevent all squeaks,
use wood glue and screws to attach
all kickers and treads to the
stringers. .

As you build, remember that
there’s more to safe stairs than cor-
rectly sized treads and risers. Use
your head — and save your head!
Check to make sure you.have
maintained a minimum 6-foot 8-
inch headroom on the stairway.
This may be reduced at the bottom
of the stairs to match the basement
ceiling height — just remember to
duck in time! Finally, install a
layer of 5/8-inch type X (fire resis-
tant) wallboard under the stairs to
protect the stairs (for a short time)
in case a fire starts and you need to
exit the basement.

By the way — if your pantry
doesn’t have doors, consider
installing them to prevent addi-

Use a liner in the
garbage can and keep it in a dry
place, not under the kitchen sink;
take the trash out often.

A final note: Pests love card-
board boxes and stacks of newspa-
per or magazines. So don’t keep
these items inside the house. In
fact, get rid of any newspapers
stacked in your garage, and tightly
cover the large trash can, even
when it’s not out on the curb.
