Jefferson construction digs deep

Jefferson is down to one
lane at Marter and Nine
Mile while the new sewer
lines are being connected to
the pump station this week.

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Shock, grief turn to anger
following Hunt Club fire

Retribution has a nice
ring to it in Grosse Pointe
these days.

As shock over the deadly
Grosse Pointe Hunt Club
fire begins to ebb, anger is
building.

If suspicions of a wide
range of sources are true
and evidence proves that a
group of teenage or 20-some-
thing late-night partiers
shot off fireworks and start-
ed the fire that killed 19
horses, criminal and civil
action will almost certainly
follow.

Jamee Chancey, a “horse
freak” from the Farms, said,
“They ought to go to jail.”

‘How long?

“Let’s see,” she said,
putting her hand to her
chin. “There were 19 horses
burned to death — 19
years. One for each horse.”

If the sentence is watered
down to community service,
Chancey said the guilty par-
ties should be put to work
building a new barn.

“They ought to shovel

horse poop,” she said.

Karin Lintherst, 22, of the
Woods, said punishment
should be geared to the age
of those responsible, with
less lenience the clder they
are.

Launching fireworks near
a tinderbox barn, however,
is something she won't
accept.,

“I can’t imagine anyone
doing something like that,”
said Linthorst.

During sentencing,
according to Phoebe
Weinberg of the Farms, the
judge should consider “the
broken hearts of those poor
kids” who lost pet horses.

The Grosse Pointe Woods
police will forward results of
their investigation to the
Wayne County Prosecutor’s
office, according to public
safety director Mike
Makowski.

When prosecuting an
arson case, proving intent
can be tough. With fire-
works, however, the bar isn't
too high.

“When people use fire-
works,” said Makowski,

“intent can be inferred by
the fact that people know
fireworks cause fires.”

Being caught shooting off
incendiaries in or near a
flammable area lowers the
bar even more.

Makowski said prosecu-
tion in the Hunt Club case is
a “real poesibility. Bevond
that, you're looking at civil
litigation if they can identify
the people involved.”

Makowski said his officers
were surprised at the num-
ber of fireworks complaints
logged after the club’s main
barn burned down Sunday,
July 8, at about 4:30 a.m.

“My supervisor said
nobody called that night to
complain about fireworks,”
said Makowski. “Yet after
the fire, everybedy said fire-
works were going off like
mad. Even the guard heard
them. Why didn’t he call us?

“There’'s been a big
increase this year in illegal
fireworks and this could be
an example of how danger-
ous they are.”

Memorial fund established
to rebuild teaching program

A memorial fund has been
set up to rebuild the Grosse
Pointe Hunt Club’s school-
ing program.

Kim Towar, publisher of
“the little Blue Book” tele-
phone directory, has donated
$500 and is challenging fel-
low horse lovers and busi-
ness owners to do likewise.

“My heart is absoclutely
broken for the horses,” said
Towar, who used to raise
and show horses. “I can only
begin to imagine the pain
the owners must be feeling.
This is the least I can do. I
hope others will take my
challenge.”

Mary Beth Ryan, a Hunt
Club spokeswoman and
board member, said the day
after the Sunday, July 8 fire

awoke shortly before 4:30
a.m. She looked from her
open bedroom window to the
Hunt Club less than 100 feet
away. Heat from the fireball
pushed her back. Aluminum
siding melted off her house.

Jim Amori, who lives a
block from the barn, woke to

‘the sound of a man shout-
ing. It was the club’s night
watchman, scrambling to
release horses trapped in
the barn. Amori called 911,
threw on some clothes and
ran to help.

“I thought sSomeone was
inside burning,” said Amori.
He found the exhausted
guard hunched over a fence,
coughing. Half the barn was
already gone.

“He’d obviously been in
the fire and inhaled smoke,”
said Amori.

The guard reportedly said,
“T tried to get them cut but
they wouldn’t go.”

At 4:30 a.m., Borden’s
daughter, Brook, 19, called
police. Three minutes later,
an officer pulled up in a
squad car. It was too late.

“The fire had gone from
the front half of the barn to
the whote thing in two to
three minutes,” said Amori.

Facing a stable completely
on fire, with flames shooting
from windows, stall doors,
eating through wall panels
and billowing out the roof —
a condition firefighters call
“fully involved” — the officer
immediately signaled a sec-
ond and third alarm.

Fire bells rang all over the
east side. Teams marshaled
from Grosse Pointe Shores,
Harper Woods, the Farms,
City and Park.

“The heat was tremen-

dous. 1 could feel it in the,

truck 500 feet away,” said
Sgt. Rick Rosati, the Farms
shift commander.

engulfed the club’s 100-year-
old main barn and killed 19
horses, “We are moving for-
ward to rebuild.”

The cause of the fire is
under investigation.
Michigan State Police have
joined Woods officers in
looking into reports that ille-
gal fireworks and bottle
rockets were being shot off
near the club shortly before
fire burst out at 4:30 am.

Within a few minutes of
the emergency being report-

_ed, the barn was engulfed in

flames, its contents con-
sumed in heat that melted
aluminum siding off a house
nearly 100 feet away.

Ryan said the memorial
fund grew out of people
wanting to help.

Intense flames ruled out
an internal attack. In a tac-
tic Rosati called “surround
and drown,” officers wran-
gled hoses around the stable
pouring tons of water into
the barn. Another firefighter
manned an aerial tower.
Black smoke eventually
turned gray as the water
took hold.

A resident of nearby
Saddle Lane used a garden
hose to guard his home from
blowing cinders.

“There was no way life
inside the barn could have
been sustained,” said Rosati.
The roof and walls caved in
to reveal a sight no one
wanted to see. Dead horses
lay in rows, spaced evenly,
having dropped in their for-
mer stalls.

“Some were burned, some
not,” said Al Fincham, chief
of public safety in the City.
He said the barn was “gone
before officers arrived.”

The watchman saved
three horses. One had a bro-
ken shoulder. A veterinarian
was called to put it down.

The sun had been up for
two hours when retiring
firefighters left behind a
jungle of charred and car-
bonized wood beams and
planks.

“Young girls arrived at
daybreak, crying helplessly,
consoling each other,” said
Fincham.

The Hunt Club barn was a
real and sentimental touch-
stone to the days when the
adolescent Pointes had
started to outgrow their
agrarian roots.

In the 1890s, the barn
housed Jersey cows on the
Clareview Stock Farms at
Lakeshore and Clairview in
Grosse Pointe Shores. The
farm was owned by George
Davis, a founder of the
Parke-Davis pharmaceuti-
cal company. Within 25

Grosse Pointers seek to take
advantage of new gun law

On Monday, July 2, a new

state law regulating the car-
rying of a concealed weapon
went into effect. While
Grosse Pointers have been
“‘taking advantage of the new
-regulations, many have
been surprised to learn that
getting a concealed weapon
permit isn't the bureaucra-
cy-free  experience they
thought it would be.

Grosse Pointe Shores pub-
lic safety director Gary
Mitchell said that he
believes many citizens don’t
understand the process.
Getting a permit to carry a
concealed gun is not just a
matter of going to a local
police station and filling out
of couple of forms.

*Those wishing to obtain a
permit must go down to
their county sheriff’s office
and get their fingerprints
taken. They must also fill
out several forms and bring
their gun in for a safety
inspection, as well as take a
certified gun safety course.

“We're just handing out
information packets with all
the forms residents have to
fill out,” Mitchell said. “The
Shores is mostly in Wayne
County, but residents in the
northern part of the Village
have to go to the Macomb
Sheriff’s office. We never
minded doing the paperwork
required to issue a permit to
purchase a gun because we
just didnt get that many
requests, Since the new law
went into effect on dJuly 2,
we've handed out five infor-
mation packets.”

Grosse Pointe Farms pub-
lic safety department detec-
tive Mike McCarthy said
that as of Monday, July 9,
the Farms has given out 13
packets. What residents do
with the packets is their
business and it’'s now no
longer up to McCarthy or
other local law enforcement
officials to follow up once a
packet has been given.

“It’s up to the applicant to
follow through once we give
him or her the packet,”
McCarthy said. “In the first
six months of this year, I'd
say we probably dealt with
six similar requests.
Because we aren’t responsi-
ble for the final licensing, we
haven’t been asking people
as to their reasons for want-
ing a concealed weapons,
permit. All we’ve been ask-
ing is for people to document
their age because the per-
mits are given only to those
21 and older. We also ask for
a name because we want to
make sure it’s a Farms resi-
dent.”

Grosse Pointe  Park
deputy director of public
safety David Hiller said that
his department has been
kept busy by residents seek-
ing a rermit. He said that
they've given out 20 packets
so far.

“We never bothered count-
ing how many.”

City of Grosse Pointe pub-
lic safety department detec-
tive Jim Fox said that the
City has given out maybe 20
packets in the first week of
the new law. He also said
the certified gun safety
courses he knows about are
booked solid for the next few

weeks. .

“People think they can
stop by and get a permit;”
Fox said. “That’s just not the
case. While under the new
law residents don’t have to
get a permit to purchase,
they still have to fill out
forms. Basically the only
thing we have to do is to pro-
vide a letter saying that the
person has no arrest record
with our department.”

The reason the City and
other local municipalities
have to provide such a letter,
Fox said, is because many
municipal arrests are for
minor offenses and don't
generate a file with the
state’s criminal records
department. The finger-
prints are required so that
state officials can check the
applicant to see if the appli-
cant has a state or federal
record.

“I believe some people
might be discouraged from
seeking a permit once they
find out that it’s harder than
they think to get one,” Fox
said.

Nancy Mouradian, chief of
staff for the Wayne County
Sheriff’s Department, said
they've been swamped with
requests for fingerprinting.

“The law went into effect
on July 2,” Mouradian said.
“As of Monday, July 9, we're
booked to take citizen fin-
gerprints until Oct. 1. We've
had at least 2,000 people
come in. Right now Wayne
residents have to come down
to our facility on Henry Ruff
Road in Westland. We're
looking at setting up a meet-
‘ing with local departments
to see what can be done.”

Bettejean Ahee with tears in
her eyes. Edmund passed
away in 1999. It is obvious
that Edmund’s passing has
left a major void in her life
and that of her children.

“Edmund was a wonderful
husband, father, grandfa-
ther, philanthropist and
businessman. He left the
world a better place than
the world he was born into,”
says Bettejean.

And while Bettejean and
her children have been cop-
ing with this major loss in
their lives, one very visible
change has taken place.
There is a new, yet familiar
face at the Edmund T. Ahee
Jewelers store.

After Edmund passed
away in 1999, Bettejean had
a major challenge in front of
her — trying to create a new
life for herself. For so many
years, she had been a stay-
at-home mom raising six
sons and one daughter.

One
son travels throughout
Europe as a gem buyer.
Ahee’s remaining five sons
all work at the store in vari-
ous capacities.

Working as a family at the
store has been a tradition,
just like some cother family
traditions that were incorpo-
rated while the Ahee chil-
dren were growing up.

“Every month all of the
children and grandchildren
gather at our home to cele-
brate the birthdays of the
month. It’s quite a large
gathering,” she says.

After living in Detroit for
a number a years, the Ahees
moved to Grosse Pointe
where “we moved to our first
house in Grosse Pointe, with
three children and our sec-
ond home with seven chil-
dren.”

Upon moving to Grosse
Pointe, the Ahees became
involved in the Star of the
Sea parish. “The parish was
just starting and they hadn’t
even built the church.
Eventually they built a
church and a school. Our
oldest son, Lowell, was part
of the first class in the grade
school.” All the Ahee chil-
dren eventually attended
school there.’

Being involved in their
church and giving back to
the community have always
been important values for
Edmund and Bettejean
Ahee. They will remain
important  values for
Bettejean and her family.

One particular communi-
ty organization that the
Ahee family is involved in is
the Capuchin Soup Kitchen.
Every year the Ahees spon-
sor the annual fundraiser.
This year it is scheduled for
Friday, July 13, at Hillcrest
Banquet House. Everyone is
invited.

“It has been a privilege to
be associated with the Soup
Kitchen,” says  Ahee.
“Edmund and I grew up by
the Soup Kitchen and many
of our friends and neighbors,
at some point in their lives,
stood in line at -the Soup
Kitchen,” she says.

“We started the Capuchin
Souper Summer Celebration

some 20 years ago. At that.
time about 1,000 people
attended. That number has
increased every year. More
than 6,000 people are
expected to attend the event
from all over metro Detroit.”

The Capuchin  Soup
Kitchen is a non-profit orga-
nization that feeds thou-
sands of people daily and
also offers counseling, edu-
cation, shelter, and clothing
for Detroit’s needy.

Last year the event raised
$250,000 for the Capuchin
Soup Kitchen. To date, the
fundraiser has raised more
than $3.5 million for the
Capuchins.

The Soup Kitchen in
Detroit began in 1929 and
was the first of its kind in
the country. Father Solanus
Casey started the Soup
Kitchen by giving out sand-
wiches to the needy during
the Depression.

We intend to carry on
the tradition,” Ahee adds.

Also use on-shore
restrooms before leaving
shore and make sure anyone
fueling the boat knows
which deck fill is for fuel.

Keep only those fish that
you will eat today. Release
the rest for another day.

Use a hard {not ablative)
anti-fouling paint if you plan
on scrubbing the boat bot-
tom while in the water.

The “Stash Your Trash”

brochure is about littering
from the land and the water
and includes ideas for both
boaters and beachgoers. A
full-color 12- by 18-inch
poster is also available for
posting at waterfront busi-
nesses, marinas and boat
clubs.

“Both of these brochures
are written specifically for
boaters and anglers,” said
Margaret Podlich, environ-
mental director of the foun-
dation.

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Hunt Club
fire calls for
stern justice

ineteen horses, 19 years —

that sounds like justice to us.

By 19 years, we are refer-

ring to imprisonment for the

criminals who are responsible for the

fire last weekend that destroyed the

old barn at the Grosse Pointe Hunt

Club and killed all but three horses

there, one of which had to be put
down later due to injuries.

The punishment was suggested to
Grosse Pointe News reporter Brad
Lindberg by Jamee Chancey, a seif-
professed “horse freak” from the
Farms.

The cause of the blaze is believed to
be fireworks, perhaps a bottle rocket,
entering the tinder-dry barn about
3:30 or 4 a.m. Sunday. Rumor has it
that reckless youths or young adults
are responsible.

If true and if found responsible, we

call for quick and severe punishment
for not only the vouths but for any
adults involved. This includes any
parents who allowed their children to
possess and play with illegal fire-
works. If underage youths are
involved, then they should be pun-
ished as well as their parents.
Nineteen vears sounds about right.
The tragedy at the Hunt Club was
so horrific that nothing constructive
can come from it. But perhaps we can
come to terms on just how dangerous
fireworks are and take measures to
keep themn out of the hands of imma-
ture amateurs — both young and old.

These past couple of Independence
Day holidays have seen a marked
increase in the use of fireworks —

illegal in Michigan. “Everyone does it,
so what’s the harm?” we and police
tell ourselves. But when our streets
resemble the smoke-filled Gettysburg
battlefield, it's getting out of hand.

It's time to stop deluding ourselves.
Fireworks are dangerous and illegal.
Furthermore, they're out in the open.
It’s not hard to find the perpetrators.
Just follow the smoke trail.

All the Pointe city councils should
immediately draft strong anti-fire-
works ordinances, allowing for confis-
cation and heavy fines. Nineteen hun-
dred dollars per incident sounds fair.
And all Pointe police should be direct-
ed to vigorously enforce the anti-fire-
works ordinances.

Meanwhile, those responsible for

the Hunt Club disaster must be found
and punished, not only for justice's
sake but as an example of the price
one pays for engagin_g_in an illegal,
potentially lethal, activity.

Sound harsh? We hope so.

But on a more positive note, the
Hunt Club vows to rebuild. We're
glad. The club’s board has set up the
Grosse Pointe Hunt Club Memorial
Horse Fund “in memory of our 19
beloved friends.” We encourage every-
one, horse owners, club members, 3l
Pointe supporters to contribute.

Also as a show of support, we
encourage everyone to attend two
upcoming horse shows at the Hunt
Club on Aug. 9-12 and Sept. 8 and 9.
Whether you're into horses or not,
stop by and say a kind word.

-that news, unable to accept the reality.
As others called to ask if I had driven
by the devastation on Cook Road, I
'numbly replied that I was incapable of
'confronting the scene and dealing with
"any more emotions than my mind had
already summoned from my past his-
-tory with the club.

Once bitten by the horse bug, one
«never recovers. It happened to me
~when I was about 8 years old. I think
“my teachers noticed first when all my
‘original stories and drawings were
‘about horses. For years my bedroom
had been adorned with everything
horse-related imaginable.

My parents finally indulged me
when [ was 10 by purchasing a retired
polo pony named Chico. It was the
mid-"40s in Grosse Pointe Woods and
there were no houses on Cook Road,
just two livery stables and the Hunt
Club. T kept Chico at Hill's Riding
Stable, next door to Hartz’s stable and
took the bus each day after school to
ride and groom my wondrous pony.

When it became apparent to my par-
ents that this was no passing fancy
and their daughter was totally hooked
on being an equestrian, they joined
the Hunt Club and Chico and I moved
down the road to tonier digs.

I was growing older and taller, Chico
was not. | wanted to hunt and jump.
Chico wasn’t able to do those things, so
he went to live with anocther little girl
in the country and my parents bought
me a serious horse. I thought I would
never survive parting with my pony
even though the choice had been mine.
My parents were unwilling to feed two
horses and I wanted to start showing.
It was one more lesson in growing up
and a sad one.

Briarmint came into my life at the
perfect time. He was a working hunter
rand opened countless doors for me. He
:was a 9-year-old bay gelding with a
:gentle disposition and for years was
:my closest friend. Briar gave a young
.girl confidence when she felt awk-
iward, made me feel proud when [ won
ithe club championship and no doubt

helped me with the many friendships I
established in the years I spent at the
Hunt Club.

We were quite a gang of young peo-
ple and did we have fun! Before we
were old enough to drive, we would
take the bus to Provencal Road and
walk down to the old Ford house and
walk up the drive to the back entrance
of the club. There we would spend
hours goofing off with instructors,
grooms and friends, lying in the stalls
with our horses, giggling at their silly
mannerisms, braiding their manes
and tails for shows, mucking out their
stalls, feeding them, giving them
baths. It is an addiction and it never
leaves. You never get over the urge to
touch that soft upper lip or scratch
behind the ears.

I grew up at the Grosse Pointe Hunt
Club. Many of my closest friéndships
were forged on Cook Road. I learned
valuable life lessons about winning
and losing, about pain and suffering. I
watched in horror as a horse died from
a helrt attack in front of me. I broke
bones jumping while preparing for a
show, cracked ribs in shows, fell in
love several times with riders who
came from afar for the big June Horse
Show. ]

I flipped a 1941 Plymouth on what
used to be a muddy path and is now a
part of Ballantyne. We even pretended
we were fox hunting, when in truth it
was drag (fox-scented) hunting
through the now-developed roads
behind the club.

Although I haven'’t ridden in several
years, I still stop by the club once in
awhile just to hug a horse or feed one
a carrot. A couple of ribbons, a crop, a
riding boot and a black velvet hat
hang above my computer in an
upstairs office. Old habits die hard.

Were they wonderful times in an
average life that grow extraordinary
with the embellishment of memory? [
don’t think so. This heart aches for
every horse, every rider, every animal
lover and every member of the Grosse
Pointe Hunt Club. I pray there is some
way that this community will find a
way to salvage this historic treasure.
There is still a pulse there.

It is believed that the
deadly combination of fire-
works and recklessness is
the cause of the fire that lev-
eled the Grosse Pointe Hunt
Club barn and killed 19
horse early last Sunday
morning.

I can’t believe the stupidi-
ty of anyone setting off fire-
works near a barn. (In fact, I
can’t understand anyone
playing with fireworks to
begin with.)

I grew up on a farm. We
had a 90-year-old farmhouse
and a 100-year-old barn.
The hemeowners’ insurance
on both was high.

Why? Because they were
fire hazards, or at least
prone to burn easily. From a
little guy on, I and all my
brothers were taught to

I ;
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respect fire and the danger
it represented.

No one would have ever
smoked near the barn. If you
are looking for something to
go up in flames faster than
parchment, it’s an old barn.
Not only is the wood old and
dry, but the barn is filled
with dry hay and straw.
Even the dust, like a old
mill, is explosive.

Having cared for horses —
as well as cows, pigs, chick-
ens, ducks and rabbits — 1
can sympathize with the
poor night caretaker at the
Hunt Club. The animals
must have been in sheer ter-
ror. It’'s a wonder the care-
taker wasn’t trampled to
death in his efforts to save
the animals.

On the farm we took a
practical attitude toward
animals. We knew that
many were raised for food
and would be sent to the
meat packer eventually.
Although we would name all
our animals, we were care-
ful not to “love” them as
pets.

But dogs, cats and horses
were different. They were
there for pleasure — hope-
fully as much theirs as ours.
We always mourned the loss
of a dog, either through get-
ting hit by a car, illness or
just “wandering off.”

The loss of a horse due to
injury or sickness was trau-
matic.

When we were kids, we
each had our own pony.
They were ornery, but we
loved them anyway. They
would dart under low doors
and limbs, rub against trees,
fences and walls and even
roll over in an attempt to
dislodge us. But we grew
wise to their tactics and they

would soon give up.

Did you ever notice how
much faster it was to get
back to the barn than it was
going? Our ponies had an
uncanny sense of direction.
We could go roaming about
the field and woods for
hours, but the minute we
turned in the direction of
home, you'd betier be hang-
ing on, because off they
went!

I remember we picked up
an old, retired quarter horse
named George. He must
have been 6-feet tall. We
needed a step ladder, tree
stump or cupped hands to
help get on. But we he was
the gentlest, most peaceful

animal there was. He was a
favorite with “city kids” who
were afraid of the more can-
tankerous ponies.

Then there was Dan, a
gelding who was a former
race horse. He didn’t know
the meaning of whoa, stop or
halt, you stupid horse. Once
he started running, he
couldn't be stopped.

Once my dad was riding
him when Dan, quite of his
own mind, took off through
neighbors’ wheat field. Their
circuitous route through the
field could be followed by the
trampled grain — and this
was long before today’s
“UFO” field markings.

After a long ride with my
dad standing in the stirrups
and pulling on the reins as
hard as he could, Dan final-
ly exited the wheat field and
circled around the back of
the neighbors’ house. As
luck would have it, they
were unloading their car
from a shopping trip when
Dan sent groceribs flying,
and Mrs. Thiele, being a
good neighbor, yelled, “Come

back again sometime!”

Later, Dad received a bri-
dle and bit with a steel chin
piece, a present from the
Thieles.

My daredevil younger
brother, Dave, used to stand
on the pasture gate and wait
for Dan to come near. When
he did, Dave would jump on
Dan’s bare back, armed with
nothing but a short stick. He
would use the stick to guide
Dan to the far back corner of
the pasture.

Once there, he would turn
Dan around and race back to
the gate as fast as Dan could
fly. Near the gate, Dan
would slam on all four feet,
skidding to an abrupt halt
inches from the gate.

Too bad it takes
a tragedy to bring these
memories flooding back.

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No death penalty for Andrea Yates

In my previous column, I
hazarded a comparison
between Andrea Yates, the
young mother who killed all
of her young children, and
Timothy McVeigh, who
killed 168 of his fellow
Americans. I volunteered
an educated guess that both
were mentally ill, without
explaining why I thought
one deserved the death
penalty and the other did
not.

Clearly, McVeigh
deserved the death penalty
and Yates does not. The
crimes were very different,
as were their respective
impacts on the public mind.

As I stated before, with
McVeigh it was a case of
The People vs. Timothy
McVeigh. The federal gov-
ernment is The People and
McVeigh declared war on
us. Killing 168 of us, cold-
bloodedly, malicicusly and
meticulously planned, the
story fits the definition of
first-degree murder. He
knew what he was doing, he
knew that for most of us (99
percent) it was wrong, and
he did it anyway, knowing
the consequences. He con-
fessed and wanted the con-
sequences, hoping to die a
hero and a martyr, a failed
cause.

It could have been argued
that what he did was the
product of mental illness,
that he suffered from a con-
dition that gave him an
“rresistible impulse.” That
concept is from a modern
derivative of the British
McNaughton Rule, the
Durham decision.

In McNaughton, the per-
son is not responsible by
virtue of insanity if he or
she is of such a mental con-
dition as to not to be able to
recognize the consequences
of his or her action and not
to able to differentiate
between right and wrong.

In the case of the original
McNaughton decision, the
defendant was clearly psy-
chotic and killed someone
because he thought God
requested it. It was a prod-
uct of delusion and halluci-
nation. His total condition
made mental illness obvi-
ous. The McNaughton Rule
was thought to be an

advance in civilization,
treating a mentally ill per-
son different from a person
committing a crime “in his
right mind.”

McVeigh was not cbvious-
ly out of his mind, but he
was really out of his mind
to think that he could wage
war or make a point by
blowing up a federal build-
ing. His psychopathology
could be described in many
ways: that his feelings were
overly intense because of
neurochemical imbalance,
that his thinking was not
rational due to an excess of
narcissism or feelings of
grandiosity, or that he was
working really hard to over-
come or hide deep-seated
feelings of inadequacy.

McVeigh consciously and
deliberately refused to take
the insanity defense, and so
such a defense, even though
it would probably not have
been persuasive, was possi-
ble. He fired his lawyers
and did not cooperate with
them hecause taking his
punishment was part of his
plan. Considering the mag-
nitude of his criminal act
and his lack of remorse,
there was little chance a
jury of his peers would
excuse or exonerate him.

In stark contrast with
McVeigh was the pitiful
creature we all saw on tele-
vision, a depressed woman
clearly out of her mind.
What possible purpose
could there have been to
murder all of her children?
It is hard to believe she |
actually did it, considering
the fact that she was
described by a credible hus-
band as being a wonderful
mother most of the time.

Family photographs gave
credence to the image of a
happy family. As recently as
this February, she made
cute Valentines for all of
her kids. Only psychiatrists

and a few other specialists
and those who have lived
with severely depressed
people know the full extent
of their misery. What they
feel is beyond our compre-
hension, a mental pain of
hopelessness and despair
and a pessimism that pre-
cludes any possibility of
being happy, sane or normal
again.

Such a mental state
almost always is connected
with a severe neurochemi-
cal imbalance, a state which
is really on a physical
(imbalance of brain chem-
istry) basis, which is usual-
ly inherited and often undi-
agnosed and out of control.

In this case “postpartum
depression” was described
two years ago with the
birth of her fourth child,
but most often this condi-
tion is merely the exacerba-
tion of an underlying chron-
ic or cyclic depression, not
usually this severe, so in
this case the severity could
easily have been underesti-
mated.

In severe depression, the
condition can spiral down
rapidly without adequate
ongoing psychotherapy and
medication.

Most people wonder what
depression has to do with
wanting to kill your kids.

When logic and rational
thinking are destroyed by
the excess of negative feel-
ing, the desperate person
thinks like this: I am miser-
able; I can't live this way; I
can’t stand it any longer;
I'm not functioning as a
mother; nobody realizes
how bad it is; my kids must
be suffering like me; we are
all miserable and hopeless;
I will do them a favor by
taking them out of this
world and returning them
to God. Isn't it true that
this life is only brief and
temporary? My children are
still young and innocent;
they have not sinned; they
will go right to heaven and
our Lord will take care of
them. I may be killing their
bodies, but they still have
immortal souls.

Why didn't she kill her-
self? She probably didn't

playing renaissance music.

Stephen and Nancy
Hansen, Bill and Mary Jo
Rennolds and Tom
Wruble and Connie
Harkness of the Woods;
Carolyn House and Sam
and Virginia Moti of the
Farms;, Paul and Doris
Lavins of the Park and
John and Marlene Boll,
Rob and Sue Brown and
Russ and Peg Noble of the
Shores all volunteered their
yards to benefit the senior
programs at the
Neighborhood Club.

The Nobles’ pond is a good
example of the meeting of
art and science. Russ Noble
spent a career as an automo-
tive engineer and runs his
own consulting firm. Four
years ago, he got the urge to
have a pond in the backyard
of their Shores home. So he
sat down and designed one.

Then he hired the Charles
F. Irish Landscaping Co. to
send seven strong men into
his yard to dig it, and he got
his friend Hansen, who also
owns Great Lakes
Waterscapes, to help with
the waterfalls.

The result was a 1,400-
gallon water garden lined
with Canadian ledge rock
with two small waterfalls
and 50 goldfish and comets
(a type of fish). The tour
brochure describes it as “an
excellent example of a low
maintenance, high tranquil-
ity pond in a lovely garden.”

But listening to Russ
Noble explain to one would-
be “ponder,” as they call
themselves, about introduc-
ing microbes to eat the
algae, bubbling the pond in
the winter so it won't freeze
over and kill the fish and
maintaining the lovely
plantings makes you con-
clude “low maintenance” is a
relative term.

Certainly modern technol-
ogy with pond liners,
motors, scientific feeding,

etc., and modern motors and
bubblers has simplified
water gardens over the past
decade, but they are still a
lot of work. Businesses have
sprung up to maintain your
pond just as swimming pool
services maintain pools.

Be careful about launch-
ing into a “water feature” —
you may not know where
you'll end up. The Lavins
started their water garden
in a whiskey barrel more
than 10 years ago. Then
Dolores Lavin designed and
built two small ponds con-
nected by a stream with a
small waterfall in 1992.
Now they have a third pond
with a 12-foot long water-
way next to their picture
windows so they can watch
year-round.

If you are still fantasizing
about becoming a “ponder,”
get advice from the experts.
You can join the 75 house-
holds in the Michigan Koi &
Pond Clubs for $25 and start
getting their newsletter for
$25 a year. The club usuaily
meets monthly from March
to November in members’
homes. The contacts are

The Detroit News series this
week: “East Ferry: Avenue of
Dreams” by Michael H.
Hodges and Joy

It re-tells the story of
Dexter Mason Ferry, who
pioneered the notion of
putting garden seeds into
colorful packages and sell-
ing them to gardeners. So
we can blame him in part for
the patches of dirt we call
gardens. He and later his
children were notable con-
tributors to the DIA and the
Grosse Pointe library sys-
tem, among other causes.

The News series also
recounts the history of the
Hecker-Smiley mansion on
Woodward, now home to the
law firm of Charfoos &
Christensen, which renovat-
ed the French chateau-
styled home and carriage
house in 1990 about a centu-
ry after it was built.

In today’s dollars, the
20,988-square-foot mansion
and 5,721-square-foot car-
riage house at 5510
Woodward cost about $2.7
million to build and was

called “Hecker’s Folly,”
according to descendants of
neighbors.

I think a jury of her peers
will take pity on Yates and
empathize with the magni-
tude of her loss and
destructiveness. They will
want to see her eventual
recovery and imagine her
regret and overwhelming
guilt. They will know that
she is not a menace to soci-
ety as McVeigh was.

Psychologically, she didn’t

kill any of us. We are not
her kin. She killed her own.
What more punishment can
there be but for her to come
to fully realize it? I can't
imagine an American jury

“l saw a man standing on
the avenue,” said Carter.

‘I'ne unknown man, who
indicated he was a club
employee, said he’d been
unable to do anything
because the fire got so hot so
quickly.

“He said he saw horses get
out (of the barn),” said
Carter.

Carter ran home to get his
digital camera. He returned
to the scene as he'd found it,
only worse.

The Hunt Club a few
hours before daybreak was a
scene of kaos and terror.
Flames were making their
way quickly through the

The Saturn — a no-hassle ownership experience

By Richard A. Wright

The Saturn is a small,
generic car, kind of an
American Toyota Corolla or
Honda Civie, without the
reputation for quality per-
haps, but with the same no-

treated as sheep to be
clipped. But Saturn dealers
have done what they were
told to do, have treated their
customers with dignity and
trust, avoided price haggling
and it has paid off.

nonsense utilitarian per-
sona. It has built a follow-
ing, often a gquite avid fol-
lowing, largely because
unlike its General Motors
progenitor, it treats its prod-
uct as an ownership experi-
ence, not a piece of hard-
ware.

The Saturn, is reliable,
reasonably comfortable and
fun to drive. That alone will
not build a following, howev-
er, because that can be said
for many of its competitors.
What has made Saturn a
consistent top-seller since
its introduction is the retail
revolution its dealers have
sparked that substitutes a
pleasant ownership experi-
ence over sales pressure,
confusing tactics and the
“move-em-~out” mentality.

It is not surprising that
many buyers are wary of car
dealers. Detroit has, for
decades, viewed its own
dealers with a jaundiced
eyve. The makers have sus-
pected their dealers of the
same ulterior motives that
often seem to guide factory
policies.  Dealers  have
embarrassed their factories
by selling their product as
distress merchandise or by
price gouging when sales of
a model are hot. Many buy-
ers feel they have been
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Now, you might say that
you want more than that,
that customers should be
treated as if they were val-
ued and needed. But cus-
tomers apparently find open
and above-board dealings
unusual enough that it has
made this generic little car
into an icon with near-cult
status.

Saturn freshened the
looks of its SL Sedan and
SW Wagon in 2000 and
plans a complete remake for
2003, so the 2001 models
have little to distinguish
them. The dent-resistant
polymer exterior panels give
SL and SW models a contour
line that runs the length of
the vehicle for an angular
appearance. The SC Coupes
come with a driver’s-side
third door, providing better
access to the back seat.

As Saturn gets older, it
gets better. So did the Ford
Model T and the Volkswagen
Beetle (the first one,
although one could argue it
got way better with the New
Beetlé). There may be a les-
son here: makers get better
at making cars the longer
they make them. This ver-
sion of Saturn’s aging com-
pact is the best yet to my
mind.

It is comfortable, nimble,

s;\\.E

and almost peppy, even with
an automatic transmission.
I was surprised at how much
fun it was to drive. And that
little third door behind the
driver’s door on the coupe is
a stroke of genius. Hardly
noticeable and not inter-
rupting the shape of the
coupe, for those to whom
that is important, it is as
user-friendly as a four-door
sedan, for whom that is
important (including me).

Saturn’s no-haggle pricing

and no-hassle buying experi-
ence is what has built
Saturn into a cult figure. 1
hear far more complaints
about dealers than I do
about cars, and for many
buyers the Saturn dealer-
ship experience is more than
enough to offset any short-
comings of the hardware
itself. .
I was skeptical about the
third door. If it’s such a good
idea, why didn’t car makers
do it before? Well, they did.
Some European cars had lit-
tle third doors in coupes
before World War II. I saw a
‘39 Bugatti coupe not long
ago with a third door that
could be opened when the
main door was open. Only it
was on the passenger side.
Then why did everyone quit
making them?

The first time I opened the
third door behind the dri-
ver’s door on the Saturn, I
was convinced of its genius.
It made stashing stuff in the
backseat a breeze and it is
perfect for getting a dog in
the car. 1 began to take a
greater interest in this
seemingly, but not actually,
generic car. And it seemed to
be that behind the driver’s
deor is the right place for it.
Score one for Saturn over
Bugatti (don’t get to say that
often).

Two engine choices are
available on the S-Series, a
100-horsepower,  1.9-liter
four-cylinder unit or a twin-
cam version of the same that

generates 124 horses, with
either a five-speed manual
or four-speed automatic.
Qur test vehicle had the
twin-cam powerplant with
automatic transmission. In
earlier days, I might have
opted for the five-speed
manual, which no doubt
adds a bit of zip to the car,
but as I get older I appreci-
ate more and more not hav-
ing to row home out
Jefferson in rush hour.
Sedans can be had as a
base SL, midrange SL1 or
uplevel SL2; wagons are
available as the standard
SW1 or high-end SW2.

Coupes come as the basic

Restyled last year, the 2001 Saturn
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SC1 or sportier SC2. The
standard equipment list is
short and features are pack-
aged to force the buyer into
pricey, high-end versions to
get the equipment wanted.

But if you're tired of hag-
gling and you know what car
and equipment you want,
Saturn’s excellent dealer
network, money-back guar-
antee, customer-first philos-
ophy and reputation for reli-
ability are strong selling
points.

All this would seem to put
the Saturn at or near the top
of the pile in the entry-level
econobox group, but there

Klein’s salary, contract “in line’

The five-year deal sealed
between the Grosse Pointe
Board of Education and
superintendent of schools
Dr. Suzanne Klein offers her
a base rate salary of
$131,256, retroactive to July
1, 2000.

The Grosse Pointe Public
School System  recently
released information to the
Grosse Pointe News regard-
ing Kiein's contract which
was approved by the board
on Monday, June 18.

Klein's  contract also
includes a 4.1 percent annu-
al pay increase and longevi-

ty pay increases from
$2,227-82 571 per year,
which are in line with

increases offered to other
district administrators.

Kiein will net $158.236 in
the 2003-04 school year.

Other contract highlights
include group life insurance
equal to two times Klein's
salary; medical benefits as
mutually agreed, but not
specified; unlimited sick
leave up to 120 days per ill-
ness per year; long-term dis-
ability coverage: non-con-
tributory plan payments to
the Michigan Public School
Employees Retirement
System as provided by law;
and 25 paid vacation days.

Board president Jack
Ryan earlier said that
Klein's contract includes “a
salary raised so that it
approaches that of other
superintendents.”

Carl Hartman, the direc-
tor of the superintendent
search department with the
Michigan Association of
School Boards, concurred.

“In my opinion, she's in
the range where that’s pret-

ty accurate.” said Hartman.

According to data from the .

Michigan Association of
School Boards, Hartman
said that the average super-
intendent’s salary of report-
ing school districts in Wayne
County with 8,000 to 9,000
students in the 2000-01
school year was $115,257
and was $112,567 for super-
intendents in similar size
districts statewide. Klein's
salary was not reported in
that survey.

Hartman said things like
car allowances, annuities,
years they've been in the.
district and experience can
affect a superintendent’s
salary.

Hartman also added that
only two other school super-
intendents in Wayne County
have five-year contracts.
The majority have two- to
four-year contracts.

In an unusual move for
the district, Klein said her
decision to find an interim
principal outside of the dis-
trict came about after con-
sidering the needs of the
school district across the
board. She cited concerns
about transition and conti-
nuity across the district and
the challenges of placing an
internal candidate who has
been with the school district
a short time.

(P/E) ratio. The price is the
current market price, last
night’s close.

Earnings are the earnings
per share (EPS) based on
either 1) last year’s EPS, or
2) the latest 12 months’
EPS, or 3) the EPS estimat-
ed for this year, or 4) the
EPS estimated for next year.
Take your pick!

If the price ($22) is divid-
ed by your EPS ($2 per
share), the P/E ratio is 11
times.

Each analyst has a per-
sonal idea of value. But con-
sensus will eventually devel-
op a range of possible val-
ues: slow growth companies
at 8 to 10 P/E, moderate
growth at 10 to 12 P/E and
high growth at 15 to 20 P/E.

But many tech and
Internet companies have not
yet achieved profitability, so,
for them, the P/E ratio won'’t
work!

Therefore analysts have
developed the price/sales
ratio, in which price is the
market value of the compa-
ny {price times shares out-
standing) and sales is the
company’s annual revenues.

Andrew Bary, another fea-
ture writer for Barron’s
(July 9}, reports on 12 tech
stocks, sourced to UBS
Warburg and Merrill Lynch.

The table of those stocks
compares their current
price/sales ratio with that
company’s 10-year average
price/sales ratio.

The table then shows
where their implied stock
prices would be if they trad-
ed at their 10-year average
price/sales ratios. Currently
Hewlett-Packard, Compaq
and Gateway trade below
their 10-year average.
Microsoft, Oracle, Intel and
EMC trade below the aver-
age.

The average tech company

tracked by Merrill Lynch
trades for 4.5 times trailing
12.month sales, slightly
above their 10-year average.
This article alone is worth
more than the $3.50 news-
stand price for Barron’s.

Wealth effect

The adjacent table, “Fab
Five Tech Stocks, Then &
Now,” illustrates the nega-
tive “wealth effect” associat-
ed with the collapse of these
five gold-plated tech giants.
Microsoft was not included
because of its pending litiga-
tion last year.

These five tech gorillas
presently have outstanding
21.6 billion shares. Based on
their highest market prices
of spring 2000, their com-
bined market capitalization
was 1 trillion, 509 billion
dollars, or
$1,509,000,000,600.

The collapse of the
Internet “bubble” is shown
by the closing prices of July
6. The combined market
capitalization of the five
companies last Friday was
only $343 billion, or an aver-
age decline of 77.3 percent,
over the last 15 to 18
menths. During that period,
$1.166 trillion of “wealth
effect” disappeared in these
five stocks.

How to cash in on

unclaimed property

Unclaimed property totals
billions of dollars nation-
wide. The Internal Revenue
Service says they have more
than $25 million In
uncashed tax-refund checks.
Estimates say one in every
four to eight Americans has
unclaimed property.

The most common types of
unclaimed property or
money are: uncashed payroll

" checks; travelers checks or

money orders; forgotten sav-
ings and checking accounts;
unused gift certificates;
unpaid insurance policies;
tax returns; security or util-
ity deposits; unclaimed
wages or commissions;
inheritances; stocks and
bonds; credit balances; for-
gotten layaway balances;
refunds; safe deposit boxes;
pension benefits; military
benefits; and mortgage
insurance refunds.

In most cases, property
becomes “lost” or “aban-
doned” because someone
changes his or her address
or name (due to marriage or
divorce) or when someone
dies and family members or
heirs don’t know about an
investment, bank account or
other source of funds.

When money or property
goes unclaimed for three to
five years, the company or
organization holding the
money has to report it to the
state of the owner’s last
known address. The state
holds it until the rightful
owner makes a claim.

The easiest way to find

out if you or one of your rel-
atives is owed that property
is by going online. Most
states have a web site that
tells you how to find out if
you have unclaimed proper-
ty in that state. Many states
also have searchable online
databases so you can find
out instantly whether the
state is holding money or
property in your name.
There are several web
sites that allow you to
search for free, so alihough
you'll see services that will
search for you for a fee (usu-
ally a percentage of what
they find), it’s not necessary
to use them. An excellent
place to start is the National

Association of Unclaimed
Property Administrators
(NAUPA) at

www.unclaimed.org.

‘When searching, try using
all possible variations of
your name, including previ-
ous maiden or married
names, middle names, ini-
tials, nicknames and com-
mon misspellings. Search in
the state(s) where you or
your family members have
lived over the years.

If a state you've lived in
doesnt have an online
searchable database, write a
letter to the address shown
in that state’s web site for
unclaimed property and ask
them to conduct a search for
you. Include your full
name(s), address, Social
Security number and infor-
mation on how to reach you.

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Most of us remember the
excitement of “Candid
Camera.” Well, with a little
thought and planning, you
too can become an Allen
Funt with your camera.

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Burton Collection has Detroit s history on paper

The Burton Historical
Collection, housed at the
main branch of the Detroit
Public Library, has 400,000
books, 12 million pieces of
paper and 40,000 reels of
microfilm. They trace
the history of
metro

Detroit
and its
people all
the way back
to Antoine
Cadillac.

The collection’s
manager, David
Poremba, said the
collection was started
by Monrce Burton back
in the late 1800s. He was
a man with a degree in real
estate law from the
University of Michigan. He
formed the Burton Title
Search and Abstract Co.,
which required him to
search deeds and titles.

According to Poremba,
Burton’s hobby was
researching the history of
Detroit. He literally went
door-to-door asking citizens
if they had any old papers
and deeds. He donated his
private collection and the
house it was kept in to the
Detroit Public Library in

1914.
The ccllection was moved

to the fourth floor of the
main branch when the
building was completed in

1921. It was moved to its

current home in the Raiph
Eveling wing of the main
branch in 1963.

“We were closed from
August 2000 to Dec. 5,”
Poremba said. “On Dec.
5, we opened for 20

hours of service a

week. We were
closed due to a

flood last July
where the city
storm drains in
ed.”

On May 29, they were up
and running full time
again, Poremba said. The
collection’s hours are from
9:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. on
Tuesdays, Thursdays,

Fridays and Saturdays, and

from 1 to 9 p.m. on
Wednesdays. Parking is

library lot off of

The
collec-
tion’s

records
are
extensive,
Poremba said.
Included are the records of
original settlers of Grosse
Pointe. Other records
include ships’ passenger
lists and records from the
Roman Catholic Church.
“We also have the Ernie
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Harwell sports collection,”
Poremba said. “He’s a true
gentleman. It's the way he
lives his life.”

The mission of the Burton
Collection is to preserve the
history of the city of Detroit
and the state of Michigan,
Poremba said, through the
papers of its people. In
addition, the papers should
be available to scholars and
researchers.

Author Paul Kavieff
recently wrote a book about
Detroit’s notorious Purple
Gang, which operated dur-
ing Prohibition. He spent a
lot of time at the collection,
as have Civil War historian
Jeffrey West and crime
thriller author Loren
Estleman.

The collection has hard-
bounad copies of Detroit
newspapers going back to
the 19th Century. Detroit
once had newspapers called
the Post, Tribune, Daily
Advertiser and Journal.
The collection includes the
first edition of the Detroit
Free Press, which began
publishing in the 1830s.

“People are surprised as
to the extent of our collec-
tion,” Poremba said. “Many
of our photographs were
used in the Detroit 300
Almanac put out by the
Free Press.”

But the bulk of the
research is done by ordi-
nary citizens doing
genealogical research.

Grosse Pointe Park resi-
dent John Gibson works at
the library. He said that the
genealogical information
contained in the collection
is worldwide in scope.
There is information from
all 50 states as well as from
Great Britain, France and

Germany. Available also are
secondary sources about
Russian immigration, as
well as records of German
immigration to Detroit dat-
ing from the 1840s to the
1920s.

“We have all the census
information going back to
1790,” Gibson said. “If your
grandmother filled cut a
census form, we have access
to it. One hundred years
ago people were more dili-
gent about talking to census
workers. We have the origi-
nal deed to Belle Isle.”

Gibson said that Grosse
Pointers have often made
use of the collection’s
resources to research family
histories. In the old days, 1t
was not uncommon for
wealthy Detroit families
and wealthy Grosse Pointe
families to be joined
through marriage.

“Using the collection’s
papers, Grosse Pointers can
reconnect with their fami-
lies’ pasts,” Gibson said.
“For example, we have the
old J.L. Hudson papers. A
lot of people who worked at
Hudson’s ended up in the
Pointes. Qur closest compe-
tition is the State Library
in Lansing and the Allen
County Library in Fort
Wayne, Ind., which has a
lot of genealogical records.”

Grosse Pointe Farms resi-
dent Elaine Hartmann has
served on the boards of var-
ious Grosse Pointe preser-
vation groups and said that
she has been able to use the
Burton resources to
research the history of some
of the older homes in the
Pointes. She particularly
found the census informa-
tion useful. She helped pre-
serve the old Cadieux

House in the City of Grosse
Pointe and said the Burton
statt was triendly and help-
ful.

“I {earned the names of
the people who lived in the
house 100 years ago,”
Hartmann said. “It's a
beautiful place to work. 1
learned how many people
lived in the houses. It was
very interesting.”

Tish Collette of the
Grosse Pointe Historical
Society said that she’s used
the Collection to research
her family’s history.

“They have books on the

founding families of Detroit
and the Pointes,” Collette
said. "My father is descend-
ed from the first surgeon
attached to the French
Army at Fort
Pontchartrain. His name
was Dr. Chapoton. I've used
the collection to look up
family documents. My
cousin is also doing some
family research as well.
They have a wonderful card
catalog with leads on many
Detroit area families. My
mother and my sisters have
also used the resources at
the Burton Collection. It’s a
wonderful place.”

Photos by Jim Stickford
the left was

involved in the sale of Belle Isle in 1769. It is on
display at the Detroit Public Library’'s Buxton
Collection. Back then, Belle Isle was called Isle
de Cochon, French for Pig Island.

A diary, also on display, dates back to 1778-
1779. It was written by Norman MacLeod and
details his efforts to act as an advance guard for
British forces heading to the Iliinois territory.
MacLeod blazed a trail, but the British who fol-
lowed ended up getting captured by American

forces.

Aging population
spotlights Eldercare

People today are living
longer than ever and, as
baby boomers continue gray-
ing into the next three
decades, seniors will become
one of the nation’s largest
age groups. It's a demo-
graphic shift that will lead
to greater responsibility for
adult children.

According to a survey by
the National Alliance for
Caregiving/AARP, more
than 22 million U.S. house-
holds are involved in some
kind of eldercare. That
translates to some 14.4 mil-
Tion full- and part-time
cmployvees who are also
raregivers.

The portrait of a caregiver
is typically female, age 486,
employed, spending 18
hours a week helping out
her mother.

century what childcare was

Services.

Recently. eldercare has

caught the attention of

employee assistance pro-

grams (EAPs).
“Companies offering EAP-
supported eldercare can

realize significant cost sav-
ings,” adds Spiewak, whose
company provides screened,
bonded caregivers to help
elderly clients with daily
activities such as bathing,
dressing and meals, plus the
tasks cited as most common
for family caregivers: trans-
portation, grocery shopping
and light housekeeping.

But what professional
caregivers mostly deliver,
says Spiewak, is relief:
“Relief for elderly clients
who stay independent with
the help of our caregivers,
respite for their adult chil-
dren who can concentrate on
work during work hours and
peace of mind for employ-
ers.”

This is something I have never thought I
would have to do. My wife has informed me that
she is addicted to pain medication for the second
time in our eight-year marriage. We are in the
process of going through a divorce and we have a
three-year-old daughter. My problem is I still
love my wife very much. She wants me to take
her back, but I am nervous about doing that.
This last year has been a roller-coaster night-
mare. 1 was thankful when she finally left me.

This time [ want to be supportive of
her, but I don’t feel I can take her back yet. She
says I am abandoning her when she needs me
most. I am not attending counseling with her at
this time because I think she should work on her
issues first before we work on our relationship.
Can you please give me some advice on how to
help her through this difficult time without los-
ing our relationship? I know nothing about
addiction. Your advice is greatly appreciated.

Your wife’s addictions counselor can act as a
guide for determining the appropriate time to
begin relationship counseling. As a rule of
thumb, six to nine months of sobriety is a mini-
mum before getting into relationship counseling.
But needs are different for different people.

Show your support by attending the family
program offered at the treatment center. Begin
attending Al-Anon or Naranon meetings on a
weekly basis. These are Twelve-step programs
for family members. If you go to the resource
page on www.lovefirst.net, you'l find information
about Al-Anon. Or look for Al-Anon in your local

Since you describe the years your wife was
sober as the happiest of your life, and since you
have a three-year-old daughter, think long and
hard before throwing this relationship away.
Once in recovery, she will be able to maintain a
healthy relationship with you and your daughter.
Your involvement in Al-Anon will facilitate this

A temporary separation followed by a “relation-
ship review” might work for you. Make recovery
the requirement of reuniting your marriage. If
your wife works a program of recovery and main-
tains sobriety, then you can talk about getting
back together. This would also set up account-
ability for your wife in her recovery.

For instance, you might separate for three
months and then review your relationship. Is she
sober? Is she working a program of recovery? Are
you going to Al-Anon? If you're not ready to get
back together, then wait another three months.
Always set a date for reviewing your relation-
ship. Discuss this possibility with your wife and
her counselor. If you decide this is the right
choice for you, work with the counselor through-
out the separation and review process.

We suggest that you read a few books on addic-
tion. “Under the Influence” and “Beyond the
Influence” by Kathy Ketcham are excellent. Dr.
DuPont’s book “The Addicted Brain” is quite
good. “I'll Quit Tomorrow” by Vern Johnson is a
classic. OQur book about intervention, “Love
First,” gives you insight on the dynamics of
addiction and the family’s role in breaking
through denial. You'll find more books by logging
onto www.hazeldenbookplace.org.

Also educate yourself about the family’s role in
recovery. Learn how a parent’s addiction affects
children. Your three-year-old daughter needs
support, too. The www.lovefirst.net Web site has
information about taking care of the needs of
children of addicted parents.

Test may predict women'’s heart problems

A routine test can mea-
sure levels of a protein in
urine samples and may
reveal early, symptomless
cardiovascular disease in
postmenopausal ~ women,
researchers reported recent-
ly in “Circulation: Journal of

the American Heart
Association.”
Dutch scientists mea-

sured levels of albumin, a
common protein in the
blood, in urine samples from
1,118 healthy post-
menopausal women who
were foliowed for up to 18
years. Women in the highest
quintile of urinary albumin
levels had an age-adjusted
cardiovascular death rate
4.4 times that of women
without detectable albumin
in their urine. Albumin lev-
els are obtained by a urinal-
ysis that is part of a routine
medical exam.

“We suggest that urinary
albumin is an independent
risk factor for cardiovascu-
lar mortality in this large
group of postmenopausal
women,” says Dr. Jan Dirk
Banga, a co-author of the
report.

A small amount of albu-
min in the urine (microalbu-
minuria) indicates that
blood vessels in the kidneys
are leaking, says Banga,
who is a consultant in vascu-
lar medicine at the
University Medical Center
in Utrecht, the Netherlands.
Scientists believe that this

"leakage results from mal-

functioning endothelial
cells, which line the inside of
biood vessels.

“The endothelial cells may

already be damaged and
malfunctioning at the early
stage of heart disease when
there are no symptoms. Our
finding supports the hypoth-
esis that albumin in the
urine is a reflection of vascu-
lar damage and a marker of
early disease,” he says.

Among people with dia-
betes and high blood pres-
sure, microalbuminuria is
tinked to an increased sk
of developing kidney dam-
age or heart disease.

Smoking, high cholesterol
and hypertension are among
the well-documented risk
factors for heart disease.
The known hazards, howev-
er, do not give a full picture
of a person’s heart danger,
Banga says. He and his col-
leagues have been looking
for additional markers that
would provide better risk
estimation.

“A routine urinary analy-
sis will never be able to pre-
dict cardiac death in an indi-
vidual, but it may predict an
increased risk,” Banga says.

The women studied were
among 12,239 volunteers
who donated a urine sample
between 1976 and 1978
while participating in an
experimental breast cancer
screening study. When the
women provided a sample —
each of which was frozen
and stored — they also
granted permission for its
use in future scientific stud-
ies.

The researchers ran albu-
min analyses of 549 women
in the cancer study who died
of cardiovascular disease
and a control group of 569

women who did not. The
women were divided into
five groups, or quintiles,

“We know from studying
people with diabetes that we
can reduce microalbumin-
uria with ACE inhibitors
and that this may help pro-
tect them,” Banga says. “We
also know that if we lower
high blood pressure, we can
reduce the degree of
microalbuminuria and
reduce cardiovascular risk.
Therefore, the treatment of

1,000 years of the study's
follow-up (a woman followed
for 15 years was counled as
15 follow-up years). This
number compared to 2.6
deaths per 1,000 follow-up
years among the women in
whom urinary albumin
could not be detected.

To determine the relative
importance of microalbu-
minuria as a risk indicator,
researchers calculated death
rate ratios for each quintile
of albumin levels.

These
hostile marauders often

leave in their wake

Coping with the after-
math of such an attack

Symptoms include pain,
swelling, itching and
redness confined to the
sting site.

Recommended treat-
ment includes: gently
disinfecting the area,
using ice to reduce the
swelling and using topi-
cal steroid ointments or
oral antihistamines to
relieve the itching.

Sometimes a normal
reaction can be rather
large extending well
beyond the sting site.
For instance, a sting on
the wrist may cause the
entire arm to swell. If
this situation persists
for more than a day or
two, a physician should
be consulted.

For one to two per-
cent of the population,
an insect sting reaction
will be allergic in
nature. This type of
reaction is character-
ized by hives, itching
and swelling in areas
other than the sting
site; tightness in the
chest and difficulty
breathing; dizziness or

a sharp drop in blood
pressure; UnNconscious-
ness or cardiac arrest.
An allergic reaction can
occur within minutes of
the sting and may be
life- threatening, even
fatal.

Immediate medical
attention is required
and may involve the
administration of cer-
tain drugs and in some
cases intravenous flu-
ids, oxygen and other
treatments. Because
there is a 60 percent
likelihood of a reoccur-
rence upon re-sting,
allergic patients should
seek follow-up care
from an allergist. This
specialist will evaluate
a patient’s allergic con-
dition and may pre-
scribe an insect sting
kit for emergency treat-
ment and/or
immunotherapy, a high-
ly effective vaccination
program for lifelong
protection against aller-
gic reactions. )

It was recently shown
in a study published in
the Journal of Allergy
and Clinical
Immunology, that most
people who are allergic
to insect stings who
undergo a two-year vac-
cination program will
have a prolonged bene-
fit and a permanent
loss of allergy. This is
good news for the 2 mil-
lion Americans who suf-
fer from potentially life-
threatening  allergic
reactions and the crip-
pling fear associated
with them.

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Interurban was important

for growth of suburbs
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Engagements

Pointes, St. Clair Shores

The roaring '20s were
roaring, iundeed. Consider
the automobile, the air-
plane, the speedboat and the
interurban. Each roared
into people’s lifestyles and,
except for the interurban,
replaced in the late '20s by
the bus, each has become a
modern means of trans-
portation.

Expediency, convenience,
excitement and low-cost
transportation that’s what
folks were looking for in the
1900s. And many found it in

the interurban.

" It proved to be a major
factor in the growth of
Detroit’'s suburbs during
those exciting times. The
Shore Line route delivered
Detroiters to the St. Clair
Shores area for season out-
ings which, for many visi-
tors, resulted in permanent
settlement.

It all began in 1896, when
J.B. Dyar, a prosperous
Detroit businessman,
caught interurban fever. He
dreamed of promoting and
building electric railway
lines and providing afford-
able transportation for
urban and suburban resi-
dents and instant profits.

At that time, a car line
traveled as far as Royal Oak
along Woodward.

The Gratiot Avenue tran-
sit extended to the famous
bath hotels in Mount
Clemens. Another line fol-
lowed the river road as far
south as Wyandotte.

Dyar anticipated an
interurban line running to
Port Huron. It would trans-
port people to the baths in
Mount Clemens and the
resorts along the sheres of
Lake St. Clair and the St.
Clair River. He was so sure
of his plan that in January
1897, he was quoted in a
Detroit newspaper predict-
ing: “The new electric line to
Port Huron, when complet-
ed, will be the longest elec-
tric line in the world. The
Jefferson Avenue line, from
the Michigan Central depot,
will be used and the new
line will commence at Fisher
Road, Grosse Pointe. It will
pass through the new
Grosse Pointe Farms road
and then on to Jefferson
Road, again to Milk River
Point. Here the company
has leased for a long term of
years 35 acres of land hav-
ing- a frontage of nearly
3,200 feet on Lake St. Clair.
Here will be built a resort
that will not have a rival in
the west. 1t will be in Detroit
what Coney Island is to
-greater New York.

. “A double track will be
built as far as this resort,
which is about 13 miles from
Woodward Avenue, and the
trip can be made in 45 min-
utes. From the resort the
road will follow the lake
_shore, passing through the

old, quaint French settle-
ment (St. Clair Shores),
which has heretofore been
an unexplored  country.
Following the shore, always
in sight of the lake, the road
reaches McSweeney's club
house, where the electric
railroad owned by the
(Dyar) company will connect
for Mount Clemens.”

But Dyar’s dreams were
short-lived. After investing
thousands of dollars - his
life savings — in the project,
he faced many problems;
two other groups vied for a
line through the same area;
he had trouble selling the
necessary funding bonds to
a depressed financial mar-
ket; and residents of Grosse
Pointe objected to a car line
on the waterfront that
would obstruct the view of
the lake. Shortly thereafter,
in the spring of 1897, Dyar
was bankrupt — his dreams
evaporated.

Frederick Ranney, a Dyar
adversary, purchased por-
tions of Dyar’s interests in
the shore rail line project
and began to refinance the
venture. But Ranney fared.
Finally, another prominent
Detroiter, M.B. Mills,
financed the completion of
the line and assumed presi-
dency. Prior to the Shore
Line project, Mills had con-
structed a streetcar line in
1895 between Pontiac and
Orchard Lake, which he sold
in 1899. Mills designed the
large cars for the Shore Line
route. Work was completed
and on Oct. 1, 1898, the
Shore Line began service.

Cars on the Shore Line
system were large and com-
fortable. When the passen-
ger load was heavy, two trol-
ley poles were in use and all
cars were provided with
telephone service, used pri-
marily by the conductors
and dispatchers, but avail-
able to passengers in an
emergency.

Spaced at frequent inter-
vals along the line, station
stops, where tickets could be
purchased, were located in
front of a house, resort or
school. Each main stop was
assigned a number and was
listed on the tickets. The
mile roads were named for
the families who lived on
them. Today, the interurban
stops for Defers, Labadies
and Prells would be Nine
Mile, 10 Mile and 14 Mile.

But bad luck dogged the
Shore Line and in July 1899,
all cars were stopped from
entering Detroit when the
Detroit Citizens railway
(DCR) refused to allow
Shore Line cars to use the
DCR tracks. No reason for
the stoppage was given and
it lasted until September -
eight weeks — the peak of
the busy summer season.
The loss of revenue caused
missed payments on Shore

Line bonds. And the compa-
ny lost & crucial court case
involving control of the

Mount Clemens and
Lakeside Traction bonds.
In March 1900, the

Detroit, Lake Shore, and
Mount Clemens Railway
gave the deed for all of its
property to the Detroit and
Lake St. Clair Railway and
a new company, the Rapid

Railway  System, was
formed.
The Rapid, as it was

called, was in control of both
routes from Mount Clemens
to Detroit, but it favored the
original Gratiot route and
the Shore Line became a
summer feeder.

The Rapid was taken over
in 1902 by Detroit United
Railway and the new man-
agement tried various
scheduling plans to use the
Shore Line tracks. But noth-
ing worked. Local residents
were miffed and complained
because when winter traffic
slowed, service was cut to
every two hours. In June
1923, Rapid discontinued
service of the Shore Line
route when it began looping
at Wayburn and Jefferson.

Passengers who wanted to
go to downtown Detroit had
to transfer to a DSR street-
car. Rail service between St.
Clair Shores and Mount
Clemens died in 1927 and
the balance of the line,
between Gaukler’s Pointe
(the Edsel and Eleanor Ford
House) to Wayburn loop,
continued as a suburban
operation until May 1928,

The DUR entered into
receivership in March 1925
and was reorganized as the
Eastern Michigan Railway
in September 1928. The
Rapid Railway System, not
included in the reorganiza-
tion, continued to operate
between Detroit and Port
Huron via Gratiot until
January 1930.

The interurban was
replaced by buses of the
Wolverine Transit, but it
suspended operation in
September 1928. It was
replaced by a local company
that operated a half-hour
service with small, stven-
passenger buses. That route
eventually became a part of
the Lake Shore Bus
Company, and then the
Southeastern Michigan
Transportation Authority,
and finally the Suburban

Mobility  Authority for
Regional Transportation
(SMART).

Today, not much remains
of Dyar’s interurban dream
except for the historical
marker located in front of
the Ted Wahby Park, a few
tracks, some faded photos
and a street named Gordon
Switch.

How to travel with children, pets

On the road with children
or your pets this summer?
Take some advice from AAA
Michigan, and keep them
cool when traveling.

Bringing pets and chil-
dren on vacation calls for
extra vigilance, planning,
and occasionally patience,
on the part of adults. Here
are a few tips to remember:

“Children and pets should
never be left unattended in a
car with the windows rolled
up, no matter how short a
period,” says AAA Michigan
Community Safety Services
manager Richard J. Miller.
Interior temperatures with
the windows rolled up can
climb to well over 100
degrees in 10 minutes even
on normal summer days.

If you've parked in the
sun, open the vehicle’s doors
for a few minutes to let the
intertor cool before placing
children or pets inside, or
use a sun shield to keep heat
buildup to a minimum. Try
to park in shaded areas.

Cover metal and plastic
parts on safety belts and
child seats to prevent burns.
Bring sunglasses for your-
self and the kids.

On the road, bring plenty
of games and other activi-
ties.

“Be sure frequent stops
are on your agenda. Kids
who get cranky from sitting
too long aren't the best trav-
eling companions,” says
Miller. “Plan interesting
stops along the way so it's

not just your vacation, it
becomes your family’s.

If you're bringing
Snowball or Fido along, be
sure they’re kept in the back
seat or confined in a travel-
ing crate. Special traveling
harnesses are available that
attach to safety belts. Use
your air conditioner rather
than letting the dog put its
head out a window, which
could result in injury from
flying debris.

Bring along all license
and vaccination records. On
the road, stop every two to
four hours for water and
exercise breaks.

Provide litter boxes for
cats. Clean up after your
dog.

A trip back to the Gold Cup’s golden age

His boat exploded across
the starting line at more
than 150 mph, the red-lined
Allison  aircraft engine
shooting parts everywhere.

It was the'golden age of
unlimited hydroplanes, and
driver Jerry Sthoenith had
priorities: “I don’t care what
happens. I'm gonna beat
those bastards.”

Schoenith is a driver from
the old school.

“I always knew there
would be a tomorrow,” said
Schoenith, 58, of St. Clair
Shores.

He belongs to a boat rac-
ing family that has logged
four national champi-
onships, two Gold Cups, five
national driver’s honors and
more.

From 1964 to 1968, he
drove the Miss Gale and
Miss Roostertail
hydroplane. As a boat owner,
he won the 1983 World
Championship with Miss
Renault.

He’s also one of the few
headline drivers of his era to
make it out of the sport
alive. He drove a sister boat
of Chuck Thompson, who
died on the Detroit River in
1966. He was a friend of Bill
Muncey, the eight-time Gold

Cup winner who died racing
in 1981.

This week, Schoenith will
see his old friend, Bernie
Little, owner of Miss
Budweiser, when teams
from all over the country
convene on the Detroit River
for the Detroit APBA 2001
Gold Cup.

For old-school drivers,
winning was everything.
Competitors were the
enemy. They existed to be
outfought and outthought.
Close friendships between
rival drivers dried up during
race week, only to resume
after the final heat in a
party that started dockside
and went on from there.

If hydroplanes are part
aircraft, drivers of the early
1960s were barnstormers.
They drove boats fashioned
around the power plants of
World War II fighter planes,
but had no more safety fea-
tures than the Wright Flyer.

“Seat belts? Are you kid-
ding?” laughed Schoenith.

They made their own
rules and designed boats by
trial and error.

“You just built the thing.
If it didn’t work, you burned
it,” shrugged Schoenith.

As racers meet in Detroit
this week for the Gold Cup,
they’ll face the same waves

and currents racers dealt
with since Christopher
Smith, founder of Chris-
Craft, built the powerboat
Miss Detroit in 1915.

The Detroit course is dan-
gerously predictable.

“Most of the circuit is sur-
rounded by brick, rock and
cement docks, except the
Belle Isle beach,” said
Schoenith. Hydroplanes are
designed to skip above the
water. Yet waves rebounding
off Detroit’s industrial
waterfront generate choppy,
irregular swells that cause
boats to slam from crest to
crest.

“Once you get around the
Roostertail turn  (the
upstream 180-degree cor-
ner), it’s just plunk, plunk,
plunk down the straight-
away,” said Schoenith.

“The boats.were almost
vicious-riding,” said
Schoenith. “I came in from a
race black and blue.”

In the 1960s, well after
boat designers had replaced
V-bottom hulls for early
hydros, Schoenith sat with
Gar Wood along the Detroit
riverbank watching unlimit-
ed hydroplanes fly by.

Wood, a Detroit industri-
alist, was the first person to
break the 100 mph barrier

on water and holder of

numerous speed records in
the years following the First
World War.

“All he kept saying was
they’re not boats, they're
airplanes,” said Schoenith.

During the transitional
decades of the 1950s and
60s, when boat stated riding
above the waves instead of

cutting through the water,
technology often outdis-
tanced the drivers.

In July 1966, Schoenith’s
Miss Roostertail and sister
boat Miss Smirnoff were too
fast for their own good.

“The boat wasn’t capable
of riding faithfully over 155
mph,” said Schoenith. “It
would pick itself up and dive
into the water bow-first. Air
would get under the boat,
then drop off instead of
keeping the boat up.”

As teams prepared for the
Gold Cup race on the Detroit
River, Schoenith warned

The 2.106-mile Cleveland
circuit is a temporary street
course drawn on airport
runways up to eight lanes
wide.

The track’s 90-degree cor-
ners, plus the 45-degree
right-hand first turn, are
bounded by grassy runoff
areas rather than 8.000-
pound cement blocks that in
the Detroit race last month
had drivers thinking more
about survival than victory.

“This track offers a place
where [ can push the car

Ricci’s first-turn sweep
was followed by two laps of
caution. A wreck left the
cars of Sara Senske and
Ryan Hunter-Reay broken
and bent.

Midway through the cor-
ner, Hunter-Reay, 20, of
Florida, got jammed and
drove his car over Senske’s
left rear wheel. The impact
gouged a chunk from the
side pod of Senske’s Lynx
Racing car.

“Pretty big damage,” she
said, examining the car after
it had been towed to the
paddock, an  airplane
hangar.

About halfway through
the race, Ricci rounded turn
one on the tail of Rhonda
Trammell, 35. She spun out.
Ricci, riding on dry-weather
slick tires, dodged left
through a 50-foot puddle
remaining from a thunder-
storm earlier that day.

With five laps to go,
another storm rolled off
Lake Erie.

Q Mr. Hardware, not long ago I
remodeled part of my kitchen. I
added a garbage disposal but I
have never been able to figure out
how to wire it. — Sparky from
Roseville.

A. Mr. Spark, first check the .

electric code on a disposal circuit at
your city building department.
They may advise you as to the
specifications for this job, but at a
cost. It will probably require a per-
mit. The good side of the permit is
a professional will inspect the job
and assure your safety.

"~ In our area, the disposal must be
“plugged in” to a switched recepta-
cle. This way the disposal with a
pigtail, a short extension cord, can
be unplugged if the switch ever
malfunctions and the unit is stuck

on. Alternatively, for extra safety

the unit can be unplugged before

dislodging any debris jamming the

grinders.

If there is pno switeh above the
counter, you will have to add one.
Using an “old work” box, you can
install one from the surface with-
out making an oversized hole.
Another hole made in the cabinet
below and you should be able to
fish romex wire from below up to
the switch box.

If the new power comes from
below, a switch leg will control the
receptacle. This happens when
power first goes to the receptacle
below the counter, then up to the
switch. Turning the switch on com-
pletes the circuit of the black wire

back to the receptacle.
Consult an expert for exact
details for your particular wiring

situation. This ranges from home -

repair books to personal guidance
from professionals. With the prop-

o

er planning, this can be an easy

job.

Attach a grounded 16-gauge pig-
tail to the disposal before installing
it to the sink. Use a strain-relief
where the cord goes in to the base
of the disposal. Connect black-to-
black wires, white-to-white wires
with orange wire nuts, and connect
the ground wire to the metal
ground screw.

Make sure the switch is off,
install the disposal and plug it in.
If all is well the disposal should
turn on and off with the switch.
Grounded and everything!

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Furniture from the 1950s and
‘60s is selling for good prices at the
Modernism auctions. Famous mak-
ers like Charles Eames and George
Nelson are known to many collec-
tors, but makers who did a limited
number of pieces of custom furni-
ture have been ignored until
recently. ’

One designer
of some of the
more unusual
pieces of furni-
ture is Paul
Evans. He was
a sculptor who
made one-of-a-
kind furniture from steel, bronze
and - wood. Evans studied metal-
work and sculpture in geveral art
schools. In the early 1950s he
worked at a museum, reproducing
colonial silver. In 1954, he began
working at his own studio and was
soon making large wooden and
metal pieces of furniture, many for
special orders.

In 1964, he began designing for
Directional, a furniture manufac-
turer. A short time later, he was
running the company’s factory and
managing almost 90 employees. By
the 1970s, he was making tables
and sideboards that then cost up to
$6,000. He stopped working for the
factory in the late 1970s, but he
continued with his own workshop
and designs. He died in 1987.

The unusual pieces, with mas-
sive metal doors or cube-like metal
bases, are selling today for thou-
sands .of dollars. Many pieces are
signed and dated. All pieces show
his unique style and can be identi-
fied. '

Q. As a child, T lived in Illinois.
We had milk delivered in a cream-
top bottle. I told this to a younger
friend who collects dairy bottles.
He has never seen one and wants
to know more.

A. Cream-top bottles were popu-
lar in the 1930s. Milk was not
homogenized in those days, and
the cream would separate from the
milk and rise to the top of the bot-
tle. The cream top was made with 2
bulge at the top for the cream. A
special small ladle was used to
remove the cream from the bottle.
The tops were formed in many
shapes. There was “cop the top,” a
molded man’s head with the sug-
gestion of a hat, «toothache,” a top
with a strange extra bulge; “baby
face,” which looked like a baby; and
others.

Create magic by placing
a garage door opener

By Leon A. Frechette

Installing a garage door opener
is something you can handle your-
gelf and is one sure way to cure
those garage door blues.

Imagine not having to get out of
the car in bad weather to open the
door. A click on the remote button

_ will lift that door as if by magic.

A great weekend project

o what are you waiting for?
This is a great weekend project, so
invite your buddies over to help.
Youw'll be able to automatically close
that door as you leave for work on
Monday morning.

First check to make sure you
have at least 7 feet (or more) above
the garage floor, which is recom-
mended for installing an opener.
Then determine the type of door
you have — track operating
(straight track or curved, the most
popular) or trackless (one-piece
with jamb — or pivot-type hard-
ware). Once you reach your local
home improvement or hardware
store, you will discover that garage
door openers come in two styles:
chain-driven or screw-type. I per-
sonally prefer the screw-type
because of the constructed one-
piece unit, its overall strength, and
quiet action. As long as you're
going to install an opener, pur-
chase one that has all the bells and
whistles: - safety light, hand-held
units that accept a personal securi-
ty code, security vacation lock, etc.

. A reversing system is an important

consideration, especially if you .
have children. Select an operator
that has both non-contact and con--

tact built-in features. Don’t forget
to compare warranties.
Manufacturers provide a great
selection of openers, all accompa-
nied by complete step-by-step
instructions, with how-to videos

~ available at your place of purchase.

Both help to eliminate the fear that
some homeowners associate with
home improvement projects. It is
important that you follow the man-
ufacturer’s instructions during the
different phases of the project to
achieve a correct installation. It is
also a good idea to check the parts

against the parts list before getting

Check the balance

To extend the life of your new
opener, be sure your garage door is
properly balanced. Raise the door
about 3 feet off the floor; if the door
moves up or down on its own, have

~al

the door professionally adjusted.
Because of the amount of tension
on the main door spring, do not
work on or remove this spring! A
sudden release of spring tension
can result in a serious (possibly
fatal) injury — call in a profession-

An opener does provide security,
so using the manual lock on your
door is not necessary. As a precau-
tionary measure, remove all locks
and ropes to help prevent motor
burnout, especially if the manual
lock should accidentally engage.

Before you can actually hang the
operator, you will have to install a
header bracket. Mount it on a solid
surface at least 2 1/2 inches above
the highest point of the door’s trav-
el. If you have an overhead tension
spring and it is.in the way, don't
worry — install the header bracket
above it. .

Just like an erector set, assemble
the entire unit, motor and track,
following the manual as you go.
With the help of those extra hands,
lift the unit so the front end of the
track has been placed into the
header bracket and secured with
the retaining pin. Lift the motor
end and place on a tall ladder.
Using wood scraps placed under
the motor and on top of the ladder,

* level the entire unit. With the unit

in place, attach an angle iron to the
ceiling joist and make the final
installation by attathing the motor
to the angle iron using the mount-
ing straps. B
Do not forget to install the door
bracket. It is important if you have
a lightweight door or one made of
fiberglass, masonite, or metal, that
you have a solid backing to suppqrt
that bracket. Consult the local dis-
tributor for your make of door to
see if they have backing-or bracing
instructions for an automatic door
operator. Now you are ready to
install the door arm assembly to
the release carriage located on the
e forgotten anything?

Q. I slammed my window shut
and broke one of the lower panes.

Can I replace the glass myself? —.

Mark H., Ocala, Fla.

A. Sure you can. Your main

expenses will be the new pane of

glass, linseed oil, putty or glazing -

compound, and a bit of time.
First, put on a pair of work

- gloves and remove all traces of bro-

ken glass from the window frame.
If a piece is too big to wriggle out,
tap it with a hammer to break the
glass, then carefully remove it. Use
an awl or screwdriver to pry any

_ stubborn fragments loose.
Save any metal tabs or clips that .

you encounter during cleanup;
these hold the pane in g ace. What,
you threw them away: Well, even
though this violates the second law
of do-it-yourselfin
thing, even if it loo. useless), the
hardware-store clerk will forgive
you and help you find replace-
ments. Be sure to tell him whether
your window has a wooden or a
metal frame; wood frames use the
metal tabs (glazier’s points), while
metal frames use Spring. clips in
preset holes.

Scrape or_scour old putty from
the frame. Use linseed oil to loosen
up stubborn spots and, if the frame
is wooden, to treat newly exposed
areas. Then, measure the frame.
Subtract 1/16- to 1/8-inch from
each side; this allows the pane to
expand and contract, as is com-
mon. Take these easurements to
the hardware store and have a new’
pane cut. .

Now, take a fistful of putty and
roll it between your palms to make
a “snake” about as wide as a pem;;l,
and press that line along the entire
edge of the frame.

Insert the new pane of glass, cen-
ter it, and press grmly against the
putty. Keep one hand on the pane
to hold it in place while you put on
the metal tabs or spring clips. For
wood frames, use the blade of a
putty knife to help push the metal
tabs between the glass and the
wood, spaced about eight inches
apart. Metal frames usually have
preset holes which you snap the
spring clips into.

Go outside and secure the pane
by putting small dabs of putty

around the edge of the pane. Use a

utty knife to smooth the dabs out.
Clean up by taking a wet cloth
and smoothing away excess putty
from both sides of the pane. Let the
utty dry for at least four days
Eefore repainting.

Q. I just moved into my first
home, and I'm worried about deal-
ing with stuff like clogged toilets or
sinks. My dad used to handle them.

A. A clogged toilet or sink can
usually be dealt with easily, with a
tool as simple as a plunger.
In a new home, the plunger is
your best friend. Keep one in the
bathroom and one under the

kitchen sink, and you will be able .

to solve life’s most common emer-
gencies quickly. (M mother found
many more uses Ior this instru-
ment than the manufacturers ever
dreamed.) ‘

Sinks often form clogs over time;
yowll notice that water drains
more and more slowly as grease
and food and other gunk builds up.
Most ‘sink clogs are not emergen-
cies but annoyances.

However, a clogged and overflow-
ing toilet is an emergency. Your
first step is to stop the flow of
water. The shutoff valve is normal-
ly located on the w
beneath the tank. Place towels
along the doorway so that no water
geeps into the carpeting. Then,
grab your trusty plunger, place it
in the bowl at an angle, position it
over the drain and give it about 15
good up-and-down plunges.

‘This should force the clog out
and send the water down the
drain; follow up with a few good
flushes. The same technique
should clear the sink or tub; run
hot water down the sink for a cou-
ple of minutes. '

For stubborn sink clogs, try heat-
ing the trap (the U-shaped pipe
underneath the sink) with a hair
dryer for a.few minutes, then

in. The heat can melt
the accumulated grease 80 that the

- clog clears easily.

If these techniques don’t work,
our task becomes more difficult.
The sink clog will require you to

.

'remove the trap (or,  you're lucky .

enough to have one, just the trap
clean-out plug). Place a bucket
under the trap to catch water as it
drains out. Put on rubber gloves
and remove the trap (or plug) with
a pipe wrench. Use a wire coat

..hanger to probe into the pipe and

clear out any remaining goo. Then,
replace the trap or lug and run
hot water down the rain.

If this doesn’t clear the clog, then
your problem is further down the
pipe. Use a plumber’s snake (avail-
able at your hardware store) to try
and reach the clog; reopen the
clear-out plug or the trap and run
the snake carefully through the
opening and into the pipe, pushing
through any matter you encounter.
If this doesn’t solve the problem,
you've tried all your options; call a

plumber.

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Don't let storms |
‘dampen’ your summer

Make sure to take precautions to
protect your family and property
from thunderstorms and lightning.

“Although most people fear tor-
nadoes, more people are killed each
year as a result of thunderstorm
winds and lightning,” says Lori

Conarton, communications direc-

tor of the Insurance Information

~ Association of Michigan (IIAM).

“However, people can take some
simple precautions to prevent
injuries to their home and family.”

An average thunderstorm packs
enough power equal to 10 atomic
bombs that devastated Hiroshima
and Nagasaki in 1945. At any
given moment around the world,
there are nearly 1,800 thunder-
storms occurring —16 million per
year.

It is important to remember
lightning occurs with all thunder-
storms. Lightning often strikes
outside of heavy rain and may
occur as far as 10 miles away from
any rainfall. The chance of being
struck by lightning is one in
600,000. Lightning kills between
75-100 people each year in the
United States.

Lightning was deadly in
Michigan last year. Lightning took
the life of one man as he and his
son stood on a hill to view nearly
continuous lightning nearby. There
were at least another 17 people
injured as a result of lightning
strikes in the state during-2000.

“A good rule of thumb to follow is
that if you are close enough to the
storm to hear thunder, you are
close enough to get struck by light-
ning,” says Conarton. .

A severe thunderstorm warning
indicates that Doppler Weather
Radar or weather spotters have
indicated a severe thunderstorm.
Take the warning seriously. Severe

thunderstorm winds can be as
strong and damaging as a tornado.

To help you weather summer
storms, IIAM representatives sug-
gest the following safety tips:

* Stay inside and keep away
from windows and doors.

¢ Stay off the telephone and

unhook cable television connec-
tions. ..
* If you are caught outside, stay
away from tall trees, open fields,
open water or small isolated sheds.
If you are in a field or open area,
get to a clear area and crouch low
to the ground.

* Put down golf clubs, umbrellas,
baseball bats and fishing rods.
Take off metal cleated golf shoes.

¢ Keep away from wire or metal
fences, metal pipes, clotheslines
and open water. They all serve as
conductors and could transmit a
distant lightning strike directly to

ou. .
d * If you notice your skin tingling
or your hair beginning to stand on
end, a lightning strike may be

about to occur. You should drop to -

your knees, bend forward and put
both hands on your knees. Never
lie flat on the ground because wet
ground is an excellent conductor of
electricity.

To protect your property, it is rec-
ommended to: 1) install surge pro-
tectors to protect electronic equip-
ment; 2) consider the use of light-
ning rods on your home; and 3)
review your insurance coverage
with your agent.

If you are struck by lightning,
seek immediate medical attention.
If someone else is struck by light-
ning, start CPR immediately and
call for medical assistance.
