Buying a new furnace is one of
those necessary evils that most
people do only once or twice in
their lifetime. There are several
items that you must decide upon
before your final purchase.

Youmust decide on a contractor
and the brand of equipment you
are interested in purchasing. The
most important decision is in
choosing the contractor who will
come into your home and install
this technical piece of equipment.
Remember, they must be in busi-
ness for the next one to five years
to be able to support the war-
ranties you will be given.

There are several ways to locate
a qualified contractor that handles
the brand you have chosen: First,
call the factory branch for names of
two or three dealers that are
trained and certified to install the
equipment you are interested in
purchasing. Next, contact your city
hall and speak with the building
inspector. He will not recommend
anyone, but he can tell you if there
has been any problems with a par-
ticular contractor.

The next decision is to select a
brand or manufacturer of equip-
ment. There are between 10and 15
different types of equipment avail-
able in the metro Detroit area, but
only two have a factory branch
with factory personnel staff in the
Detroit area. These are Bryant and
Lennox.

A couple of tricks with traps; .
Wedge a piece of bread crust. In

the bait-plate, and then cover With
some peanut butter. The mouse
can lick off the peanut butter, but
when it pulls on the bread crust,
snap! A cotton ball works well as
bait because mice are in constant
search for nesting material.

The placement of traps is critical
to their success. Set traps where
you see mouse droppings, behind
objects, and along the base of
walls. Mice travel close to walls so
place traps so that the trigger end
of the trap is closest to the wall.

Sometimes the smallest mice are
nearly impossible to mechanically
trap so we are having success with
glue traps. A glue trap. works w~ll
in an unattended area hke an attic.
Its downfall is a dusty area. Once
the glue is covered with dust,. it
will not grab the mouse.

There is also a "live trap" for the
animal lovers out there.
"Haveaheart" makes a teeter-totter
trap that humanely catches one
mouse at a time. Take it to a field
and release your little friend.

For those with lots of mice, there
is a metal wind-up box that contin-
uously traps mice. When they
crawl in a hole, a paddle wheel
rotates and tosses the mouse into a
second chamber. These are best
used at feed stores and barns -
places mice will always be a prob-
lem due to a constant source of
food.

House-proofing against rode~ts
and trapping are the most effective
control methods. Poisons should be
used only to supplement these
methods. They can be purchased in
hardware stores, garden centers
and other places where pesticides
are sold. If there is a repeated need
to use baits, it is likely that sanita-
tion and mouse-proofing should be
improved.

Is there an unwanted
mouse in the house?

Q. Mr. Hardware, every year
around October and November we
have intruders in our attic - mice.
I searched the ground around our
house and do not see any suspi-
cious-looking holes or tunnels.
What type of surface does a mou~e
need to attain his goal, warmth In
my attic? Is my only solution to use
mousetraps? Thanks for any infor-
mation. - Ron via Internet.

A. Ron, mice are terrific climbers
and can scamper up any rough ver-
tical surface. You should check the
screening in gable end vents. Keep
in mind that mice are not as inter-
ested in the habitat as they are in
food.

The following are tips to elimi-
nate your unwanted house guests:

1. Find their source of food. Do
you have pet or bird food in the
house? If so, it should be in a metal
container and the area kept clean.
Your dog or cat bowl could also be
shared with the mice.

. 2. Remove the habitat around
the house. Clean up the exterior of
any debris. Is there a woodpile,
piles of leaves or brush, or dense
ground cover? Clean up a safe zone
to prevent mice from having cover
close to the home.

3. Restrict entry to the house.
Mice can squeeze through a hole
the size of your baby finger. The
most common "point of entry" is
the door. Door-sweeps are easy to
install and eliminate one of the
largest voids in the house.

Using spray foam, steel wool,
mortar or metal patches, you can
close up gaps around hos~ bibs,
electric service cable, and aIr con-
ditioner lines. I like the ease of
plugging the gap with f<?am
because it expands and prOVides.
great in"sulation value.

Check the flapper on the dryer
and bathroom exhaust vents. If it
hangs open or is missing, replace
the vent. Be aware that when the
dryer runs, warm, moist. air can
draw critters to that locatIOn.

One of the best ways to eliminate
mice is with the old-fashioned
mousetrap. It is usually fast, in~x-
pensive, a humane method of nd-
ding your house of pests.

Trapping has several .adva~-
tages: it does not rely on pOIsons, It
permits the user to make sure that
the mouse has been killed, and it
allows for disposal of the mouse
carcasses, thereby avoiding dead
mouse odors that may occur when
poisoning is done.

If the burlap is made of a synthetic
material, you need to remove the
whole burlap. Then backfill the
hole with a combination of loose
planting mix and the soil you
removed from the hole. Lightly
compact the soil around the plant
and water.

Container plants are planted
similarly to balled and burlaped
pbmts- ....only you must remO~e the
container it comes in. Small plants
can be turned upside down with ~
your .nand over the top of roots to
catch-the plant as it comes out of

- the pot. With larger plants you
may want to cut the pot so you can
lift the plant out. If the roots of the
plant are root bound, it is best to
make some vertical cuts through
the sides of the roots to loosen
them up before planting. This will

..-IlUOW the new roots to grow out-
ward into the soiL

After planting, 2 to 3 inches of
mulch around the surface of the
plant will help conserve moisture
and reduce weed growth. Water the
new plants as the soil dries out.
The best way to know when to
water is to check the soil to see if it
is damp. After a few soil checks,
you will be able to tell how fast the
soil dries out and how often you
need to water.

Fertilizing the new plants with a
plant starter food helps promote
new root growth. There are liqUId
plant starters that are easy to use
and are formulated Just for new
plantings.

Q. My landscape needs help. Can
I plant shrubs and trees now before
winter? What is the correct way to
plant them?

A. Fall is a great time to plant.
Planting this time of year offers
many advantages, such as more
rainfall and cooler weather. Plants
naturally develop a strong root sys-
tem in the fall, and they will have
all fall and spring to allow the
plant to develop before summer's
hot weather comes around. And,
you can find some great deals in
most garden centers since most
wish to lower their inventories
before winter!

The success of your landscape
plants depends on a number of fac-
tors: adapting to the new environ-
ment, planting techniques, the
quality of the plant and mainte-
nance after planting. Your newly
planted shrubs and trees will grow
just fine if they are planted cor-
rectly. Let's discuss the proper
planting techniques amf mainte-
nance.

Shrubs and trees are available
for purchase in different forms.
Balled and burlaped plants are
very common in landscape centers.
These plants have been dug in the
grower's field and the soil ball is
wrapped in burlap. Container
grown plants are also very popular,
mostly for their ease of handling.

Balled and burlaped plants can
be planted throughout the growing
season. They are usually heeled
into planting beds to help the roots
retain moisture until it is pur-
chased. Measure the size of the
root ball of the plant. Dig the hole
slightly deeper than the depth of
the root ball apd fill the bottom of
the hole with \.loose soil so that
when the plant is set in the hole,
the top of the root ball IS even WIth
the surrounding grade. Remember
to crown the planting beds so the
excess water wIll run off.

You may want to raise the level
of your whole planting bed If the
area you choose to plant m has
poor drainage. Tne WIdth of the
hole should be 1 1/2 to 2 tImes the
size of the plant's root ball. This
will allow the roots to extend into
the loose soil around the plant.
Place the plant in the hole, cut off
any twine around the trunk and
open up the burlap around the top.

Q. Should I consider glass-front
cabinets for my new kit.chen?

A.. Glass-front cabinets are a
simple way to add visual interest
to a kitchen, and can be easily
interspersed with full front cabi-
nets for a decorative look in any
kitchen. Of course, keep in mind
that the interior of glass-front cab-
inets should be kept neat and tidy,
so they might not be the best front
for cabinets that serve as food
pantries or storage space for pots
and pans.

never know when disaster may
strike. But there are some things
we should all do to be ready in case
of emergency. Now's a good time to
make sure your financial docu-
ments are in order.

I thought it might be helpful to
rerun the followinglist provided by
the California Society of Enrolled
Agents. (Enrolled Agents are indi-
viduals licensed by the federal gov-
ernment to assist taxpayers with
tax planning, preparation and rep-
resentation.)

It is recommended that you
assemble these items in an easy-to-
carry box:

• Copies of the past four years'
tax returns. If you have a business,
you should also include any busi-
ness returns (such as corporate,
sales tax, payroll, etc.)

• A copyof final escrow for home
purchase if you own your home,
and a list of any major improve-
ments to the home and their cost.

• Copies of important papers
such as birth certificates, citizen-
ship papers, Social Security cards,
green cards, etc.

• Copies of driver's licenses for
all drivers in the family, car title
and registration for all cars owned
or leased by family members.

• Alist of all current prescription
medication, including the name
and strength ofmedication and the
telephone numbers for family doc-
tors and pharmacies.

.•A no~book containing the neg-
atIves of Important family photos.

• Photos or a videotape of the
inside and outside of the house. A
copy of the photos or tape should
also be in your safe deposit box.

• Copies of all insurance policies

• Make sure you have an ade-
quate water supply in case service
is cut off.

polluters and irritants in closed
spaces. Don't allow It inside your
home.

• Clean house at least once a
week: vacuuming helps reduce pet
dander and other allergens. Wash
all bed linens in hot water to limit
dust mites, and wipe away surface
dust.

• Don't store green firewood
indoors; most curing woodcontains
mold spores, which could be
released throughout the house.

• Remove water-damaged car-
peting, and repair walls with simi-
lar damage. Mold often grows in
these areas.

• Keep your home maintenance,
inside and outside, up to date.

• Schedule pest control regularly
and remove dead roaches immedi-
ately.

Improve your home's air
and stay. healthy

Did you know that the air inside
your home could be far more pol-
luted than the air outdoors? Winter
or summer, you could be at risk
from irritants like smoke, pet dan-
der or dust, as well as from high
levels of carbon monoxide.

A recent survey by the American
Lung Association revealed that
while more than half of homeown-
ers polled nationwide changed the
aIr filters in their heating and cool-
mg systems regularly, very few -
one in eight - used high-efficiency
filters, and only 37 percent had
carbon monoxide detectors in their
homes.

Because Americans spend more
than 90 percent of their time
indoors, the Environmental
Protection Agency has deemed
mdoor air pollution one of the five
most urgent environmental risks
to public health. After all, on blis-
tering hot summer days or freezing
winter evenings, where else would
you go but indoors?

Which makes all the more sense
when figuring the cost of air filters
and carbon monoxide detectors
into your budget. A high-efficiency
filter sells for up to $15, but it's
also 30 times more effective than
standard fiberglass filters at .
removing irritants from the air.
And carbon monoxide detectors,
which average around $20, provide
year-round protection from this
deadly gas.
