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Burlgary suspect in C1ty far from clueless

A clumsy cat burglar,
whose clattering 2 a.m.
break-in of a senior couple’s
home rousted his victims
like a one-man band, lit-
tered the crime scene with
fingerprint evidence prose-
cutors plan to use as his
ticket back to prison.

Scott Daniel Robinson, 42,
of Detroit, has been bound
over to Wayne County
Circuit Court on charges
stemming from his Nov. 22
arrest for home invasion and
possession of burglary tools
in the City of Grosse Pointe.

Robinson will remain in
the county jail on $250,000
cash bond until the case
resumes Dec. 18 with
arraignment in circuit court.

A chronic criminal on
state parole for breaking
and entering, he faces up to
life in prison if convicted
under Michigan’s habituat
offender laws.

At a preliminary hearing
in City Municipal Court on
Dec. 4, Judge Russell
Ethridge found sufficient
evidence to try Robinson for
what could become his
fourth B&E conviction since
1991.

Evidence included police
discovering the defendant
walking alone on Mack a
half-block from where a
house had been burgled
minutes earlier in the 900
block of Washington.

Farms unloads 2nd house on McKinley

Grosse Pointe Farms has
arranged to sell a house at
163 McKinley it was forced
to buy through a court order.

A family relocating to the
Farms has given the city a
$5,000 good faith purchase
deposit which will be forfeit-
ed if they don’t buy the home
in nine months. In the
meantime, the party will
lease the property for $1,500
per month.

“They would have through
July 31, 2004 to exercise the
purchase option,”  said
William Burgess, city attor-
ney. “The city will maintain
a combination of rental pay-
ments until the option is
exercised.”

The selling price will be
$280,000, according to Rich
Solak, city manager. Lease

payments will total $13,500._

The city .purchased the
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house for $290,000.

The Farms wound up
owning the property after a
failed attempt two years ago
to expand a parking lot
behind the Punch and Judy
office building on the Hill.

“The council looked at the
possibility of purchasing one
house; then the second
house became available,”
said Solak, referring to 163
McKinley. “Both property
owners came to the council
soliciting it to buy their
properties.”

The council intended to
buy the first two homes on
McKinley nearest the
Punch. The homes would be
razed and turned into park-
ing space. Nearby homeown-
ers, however, opposed
encroachment of commercial
activity into their neighbor-

hood.

deal died when
discovered deed

restrictions limiting the
properties to residential use.

“The council backed off on
buying the property,” Solak
said.

The then-owner of 163
McKinley felt otherwise. He
went to court, convinced a
judge the city had made a
legitimate purchase offer,
and forced the sale.

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Drug plan
will sink

he new Medicare prescription
drug plan signed this week by

Medicare
President George W. Bush and

earlier approved by Congress

simply does not add up. Under the
plan, the very people it is supposed to
help — those without any drug cover-
age — may be better off without it.

Onr understandineg ic that the logis.
lation that won congressional
approval in November would allow
seniors to buy prescription drug cov-
erage for an estimated monthly pre-
mium of $35, for a total annual cost of
$420. (The $35 premium is not a
given. It could be more.)

There is also a hefty deductible.
Seniors would have to pay the first
$250 of their prescriptions. After the
deductible is met, the Medicare drug
plan, effective in 2006, would pay 75
percent of the seniors’ drug costs.

The average senior without any

drug benefits pays $590 a year for pre-

scription drugs, according to the
AARP, which supported the plan.
Let’s do the math:

The senior has to pay the first $250
in drug costs. Subtract that from the
$590 average, and the senior has a
remaining %340 tn pay for drugs The
Medicare plan will pay 75 percent of
the balance, leaving the senior with
$85 due.

Add to that the $250 deductible and
the $35/month, $420/year premium,
and that average senior without drug
coverage would pay
$250+$85+$420=$755 a year.

So instead of paying $590 out of
pocket for drugs, under the Medicare
plan, the average senior without drug
coverage would pay $165 a year more!

Further, the Medicare plan only
covers 75 percent of drug bills
between $250 and $2,250. The plan

would not kick in again until the bgn-
eficiary’s drug bills hit $5,100, leaving
a $2,850 gap the senior would have to
pay, along with 5 percent of anything
over $5,100.

These cases of huge drug costs
would be rave. Affecting the average
senior more, though, would be escalat-
ing deductibles and premiums. After
the first year, the $250 deductible is
expected to rise to $445. ‘

The estimated $35/month premium
in 2006 is expected to increase 65 per-
cent to $58/month by 2013.

If our math is correct, the average
senior would be better off not getting
on the Medicare drug plan at all! Of
course, every senior needs to evaluate
his or her own prescription drug
usage to determine what is beneficial.

But worse than the average cost to
seniors is the effect the drug plan will

have on Medicare. It will be a mx!l-
stone around Medicare’s neck.

It varies slightly from church to

church.

Apparently, the Vatican would like
to make all churches uniform. That’s
not a bad thing. But each church has
established its variations, and the
parishioners have become comfortable

with them.

However, even without the current
reform, Catholic churches are more
alike in their services than many
Proteastant denominations. If it ai‘f\‘t
broke, don't fix it.

Probably more important than! a
slight nod during Communion is
whether the recipient should be
receiving the sacrament at all.

It used to be that the majority of
parishioners did not take communion.
That was because taking part in the
Eucharist was a serious matter. One
did not accept the body and blood of
Christ unless one was fully prepared
through confession, prayer and contri-
tion.

Today, nearly everyone accepts
Communion every week. Private con-
fession is almost a thing of the past in
many churches.

The Catholic Church has far more
important things to worry about than
nodding, kneeling and singing. One
Catholic author and theologian has
said the Church faces a crisis in lead-
ership.

It appears so.

700 members, 200 in the
Farms alone, who depend
upon Show House revenue
to fund two year’s worth of
child-oriented community,
health and educational pro-
jects.

The Show House will help
the League raise money to
improve the Montieth
Branch of the Detroit Public
Library on Detroit’s east-
side.

Armbruster and an anoth-
er guest, a physician from
Ohio, turned the man on his
side to dispel the water from
his lungs and performed
emergency breathing.
Armbruster and the physi-
cian worked on the man,
who refused hospital treat-
ment, for about an hour to
restore normal breathing.

“A haif-hour after he was
out of the water, he still
thought he was drowning,”
Armbruster said.

Three days later, the same
thing happened again. This
time, Armbruster pulled a
father and son from Great
Britain out of the water in
the same location as the
first man.

“The second time, 1
thought, ‘Oh, my God. 1
don’t l}nelieve I'm doing this
again,

Naeither of the British men
required rescue breathing

but knew they were in trou-
ble.

Although Armbruster
never had to rescue a drown-
ing victim before his vaca-
tion, he said, “I didn’t think

twice; I just had to do it. It’s
nice to do something the
right way and make a differ-
ence.”

In a letter to David Hiller,
the Park’s director of public
safety, Miguel Guerrero, the
manager of Club Golden
Shores, wrote: “We appreci-
ate how well your employee
is trained, but most impor-
tantly, is the fact these skills
are well utilized, even off-
duty.”

They were
the ones wearing the gloves
on Friday, Dec. §, perform-
ing a physician’s task with
the assistance of Dr. Mia
Taormina, a 1996 North
graduate.

Toarmina has visited her
alma mater for the past
three years, allowing her
former teacher and a class-
room full of aspiring doctors
to watch her mature from a
medical student to a full-
fledged M.D.

T would have loved some-
thing like this when I was in
high school,” Taormina said
of the discussion topics and
activities she chose to bring
to the class. “It gives them a
chance to see what 1 do oen a
daily basis. 1 teach them the
things that 1 would have
thought were cool when 1
was their age.”

When students arrived in
class on Friday, a sawed-off
stump of a pigs foot was
waiting for them in an alu-
minum tub on their desks.
Taormina, dressed in scrubs,
welcomed the class, intro-
duced herself and spoke of
her experiences in the med-
ical field.

She has five more months
of her residency at Mt.
Clemens General Hospital
before finally completing
what has seemed like a life-
time of schooling.

‘The interesting Lilisy
was that every single one of
them was not what he or she
appeared in the first glance.
It requires a lot of thinking
power; you have to think
guickly, especially in an
emergency situation.”

The cases included a men-
tally retarded woman who
claimed to be suffering from
painful burns on her face
caused by spilling hot soup
several days before.
Taormina discovered she
was suffering from Herpes
Zoster.

“When you stand outside
a patient’s room, before you
go in you must think of a
number of different
avenues,” she explained to
the class. “If you walk in
thinking ‘Burns to face, hot
soup, you're not going to be
thinking about all the other
things that could be going on
that you might miss.”

The class participated in

developing theories and
solutions to each of the case
studies.

The second case was a sui-
cide attempt; the third was a
boy who had swallowed a
quarter; the fourth was a
teenager with Cat Scratch
Fever. The final case study
was an extremely unusual
one; Taormina even brought
in a copy of the patient’s X-
rays as proof.

A 35-year-old man came in
saying he was having neck
pains after visiting a promi-
nent acupuncturist. After
taking X-rays of the
patient’s neck, Taormina
later discovered the patient
suffered from schizophrenia
and had inserted more than
100 aewing needles into his
neck, back and shoulders
during the past two years.

] am considering a career
in medicine,” said Regan
Gibson, a junior at North
and one of Zwada’s lab assis-
tants. This was Gibson’s sec-
ond time meeting Taormina;
she had already taken the
anatomy and physiclogy
class but asked Zwada if she
could sit in because she
found Taormina’s lectures
interesting and beneficial.

“This is such a different
experience from anything
you can get in a normal
classroom,” said Thomas
Cameron, also a junior at
North and one of Zwada's
lab assistants.

Zwada is proud of
Taormina’s success and is
thankful to have her return
1o North year after year to
talk to other students inter-
ested in the field.

“It's hard for kids to make
career choices at 16 and 17
years old,” Zwada said. “I
think Mia’s coming in here
is a wonderful opportunity
to bring her field of medicine
as close as possible to the
students and help them
make those decisions.”

The class of future doctors
was full of questions for
Taormino, from how to get
into a certain field of medi-
cine to the salaries one can

expect.
She talked about the dif-
ferent fields — from anes-

thesiology and orthopedic
surgery to plastic surgery
and research — and dis-
cussed what it takes to suc-
ceed in each. She encour-
aged students to go for their
interests and to not be dis-
couraged, but also to under-
stand that hard work goes
hand in hand with becoming
a doctor.

Joe McGeary has high
hopes for the future of
University Liggett School’s
English department. With
finances gleaned from one of
the school’s Faculty Venture
Grants, McGeary aims to
enrich the upper school’s lit-
erature and writing eurricu-
lum.

“l am focused on discover-
ing whether or not the cur-
riculum that we now use is
the best we can offer, given
the times we now live in,”
McGeary said.

His first mission was to
conduct comparative cur-
riculum research. Since the
fall, he has visited several
independent schools compa-
rable to ULS: four in New
York City, one in New Jersey
and one in Chicago.

“I chose schools that have

‘'m not an A student,”
Taormina admitted to the
students wondering if they
could make it all the way
through medical school. “I
ended up having a lot of A’s,
and I'm about to become a
doctor because I worked my
tail off. I wasn’t the perfect
student, but I did a lot of
hard work.”

The class also looked up to
Taormina for advice about
its upcoming field trip. On
Friday, students will have
the opportunity to witness
an autopsy at OQakland
County Hospital.

“Some of it is going to be
hard to watch; you're going
to see some pretty gross
things,” she explained, pass-
ing around a book and for-
warding them to a Web site
which details the procedure.

Many of the students won-
dered whether they could
ha“nd,le viewing the autogsy.
r'aal:irsig!,‘-g:i‘?;io%o t-r?‘a?:&
can happen,” she said of the
possibility that someone
might vomit or pass out.

To comfort the class, she
told a story about her own
experience in dealing with
dramatic situations.

“I'm very strong,” she
said. “I've seen and done
everything. Last year, I was
acting like the hot shot med-
ical student. At the time, I
had gotten to know a patient
really well, and we became
friends. He was going to
have open heart surgery.”

The patient asked
Taormina to be there for the
surgery, but she knew stu-
dents were not allowed. She
found out which doctor was
performing the operation
and asked for permission to
pop in during the procedure.

“(The doctor) looked at me
and said ‘Pop in? You can
scrub in and hold his heart if
you want.” So I bragged to
everybody. Everyone knew
that I was going to go in and
hold a heart the next day. 1
was the luckiest medical
student on the face of the
earth.”

The operation, which usu-
ally takes six to eight hours,
was intense. The patient
was to have a triple bypass.

“For most of it, | was just
sitting there watching,” she
said. “I felt great, I was so
curious. I watched them
open up his chest and saw
the heart beating — it was
awesome. Then they poured
a bucket of ice water in f;he
chest to make everything
slow down. It was so cool.

“So then the doctor pulls
up the heart and gets ready
to do the first bypass, and he
says, ‘Dr. Taormina, get up
here.’ I stood up on the stool.
He told me not to move and
to hold the heart still. 'I
reached out and grabbed his
heart, and in that one
instant, I saw myself shake
his hand before the surgery.
I was thinking, ‘I shook this
man’s hand three hours ago,
and now I'm holding his
heart.’ I looked at the doctor
and said, ‘I can't do it.” He

took the heart out of my

hand, and I passed right out.

They
took me out on a stretcher.
We went to the ER and

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good academic reputations
but also have a median
between innovative and tra-
ditional  curricula,” he
explained.

These visits have involved
the observation of classroom
lectures, interviews with
teachers and administra-
tors. and analyvsis of courge
offerings and content.

From these visits,
McGeary hopes to discover
ways 1o modernize the
upper school English cur-
riculum at ULS,

“I am looking for more of
an awareness of a multitude
of cultural perspectives;
more of a world literature
component as well as more
of a focus on contemporary
writers,” he said of his hopes
for the new curriculum.
“Our English department
does an excellent job of cov-
ering the classics of British

and American literature,
and offers a number of rich
electives to our seniors. But
there are many areas of lit-
erary study that, in my judg-
ment, we neglect. Our stu-
dents have very little expo-
sure, for example, to
European writers (with a
fo Crieplivns), scant study
of the literature of American
ethnic  minorities, and
almost no exposure to writ-
ers from India, Africa, Latin
America and Asia.

“With our increasingly
diverse student population,
which itself reflects a wider
diversity in our national cul-
ture, and with many new
innovations at the college
level in the study of non-
Western and post-colonial
literatures, it would be
appropriate for ULS’s
English  department to
become more engaged in

S

widening, opening and
enriching our own canon.”
Also included in

McGeary's mission is to
institute a writing center at
ULS. In addition, he hopes
to include the teaching of
rhetoric and argument in
writing classes, to help ful-
till the school’s ongoing mis-
sion of preparing its stu-
dents for college.

“If a vital component of
our college prep mission is to
help students to survive and
excel once they have gained
admission into coilege, then
I think it behooves the
English department to con-
sider enriching the instruc-
tion in writing to include
some substantive teaching
of rhetoric, or in other
words, the critical thinking
skills that are expected in
academic discourse at the
college level,” he said.

slammed two pints of orange
juice, went back upstairs,
and he let me back in. I got
to watch the rest of the
surgery.”

The class was relieved by
Taormina’s story. One stu-
dent had asked if they
should reconsider hecoming
a doctor because they were
nervous for the autopsy.

“All of my friends have
passed out at one time or
another,” she said, admit-
ting there are certain proce-

dures she doesn’t enjoy per-
forming, but that doesn’t
mean she won’t be a good
doctor. “The very first day of
medical school when we had
a tour of the lab, I can’t tell
you how many people
walked two feet into the
anatomy lab and turned
right back out. They're all
going to be doctors with'me
in five more months. It’s just
hard sometimes to get used
to it.”

She told the students to

remember to eat a sugary
breakfast and to recognize if
they are feeling faint or nau-
seous. In this case,
Taormina said to turn away
or simply sit down.

“Chances are, you guys
are going to be fine,” she told
the class.

And maybe, ten years
from now, after a lifetime of
schooling, these kids will be
the doctors performing the
autopsy for a room full of
high school students.

Math competition finalists await scores

The following students from Grosse Pointe North
High School have qualified as finalists in the 47th
annual Michigan Mathematics Prize Competition:
Robbie Barlow, Ruvani Fonseka, Paul Frick, John

These students are among the top 1,000 from among
12,000 students in the first part of the Michigan
Mathematics Prize Competition, It was a multiple
choice exam with 40 problems given at 261 high schools
throughout Michigan on Oct. 8.

The students competed in the second part on Dec. 3,
which consisted of five challenging problems in which
the students must provide written explanations for
their claims and mathematical proofs of their results.
Delta College will host a grading session in January to
score the students’ work on the second part.

The students with the top 100 scores on the two
parts wiil be invited to an awards day program next
March at Delta College. The top 50 will be presented
with scholarships ranging from the bronze awards of
$500 to $2,600 for the first place gold medalist who
willl be designated the Ford Scholar in recognitions of
the donation of the award by Ford Motor Company.
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Astronomy students
make contributions

Astronomy students in
Grosse Pointe are making a
contribution to real scientif-
ic pursuits.

Through Ardis Marciolek’s
collaborative research pro-
gram with astronomers at
the Nationatl Optical
Astronomy Observalwry in
Tucson, Ariz., two high
school students from Grosse
Pointe spent two full nights
at Kitt Peak National
Observatory.

Maciolek’s program was
enacted in 1997 through the
Teacher Leaders in
Research-Based Science
Education program, which
has generated an enthusias-

tic response from high
school students every year
since. The program has pro-
vided astronomy data for
students to analyze, and
findings have been pub-
lished every year in an
online publication.

A few onths ago, the pro-
gram launched an initiative
for schools to apply for time
on telescopes at Kitt Peak.
Maciolek spearheaded a
group of dedicated and pas-
sionate astronomy students
to form an after-school
research group. The objec-
tive of the research project
was to find the first stars
formed in the universe.
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Nearly 30 hours of work
went into preparing the pro-
posal. The students contact-
ed astronomers for help:
Timothy Beers at Michigan
State University, Donald
Bord at the University of
Michigan, and Connie
Waiker at NUAU. A propos-
al was written, following sci-
entific protocols. The group’s
proposal was selected by a
competitive review process
from among seven that were
submitted nationwide.

Seniors Amelia Altavena
from Grosse Pointe South
High School and Julie
Krugler from Grosse Pointe
North High School were
selected as the lead
researchers and accompa-
nied Maciolek to Tucson on
Nov. 5. Other team members
were John Lattin, Ben
Poupard and Margaret
Walton, all North students.

Upon their arrival, they
met with astronomer Steve
Howell and were immediate-
ly at work becoming familiar
with the telescope and spec-
trograph. Howell spent sev-
eral hours training the girls
on the telescope and spectro-
scope set-up and operation,
before letting them take
over on their own.

Maciolek was amazed at
the professionalism and
readiness shown by
Altavena and Krugler.

“I never touched the tele-
scope,” she said. “The girls
did everything from calibra-
tion to data acquisition.”

In all, the group observed
25 hours over two clear
nights, capturing the spec-
tra of 18 metal-poor stars.
The research team is now
awaiting the reduced data
from Kitt Peak. Plans are to
begin analysis immediately,
with the first task being to
identify the . particular

chemistry of each star.

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HW student educates school community about Islam

Harper Woods High School
sophomore Aiman Aziz is a
fervent and fond believer in
her religion, Islam, and she
has been working on dissem-
inating the tenets of her faith
to teachers and her peers.

In a meeting in the school’s
media center a month ago,
Aziz spoke about what is in
Islaw’s bible, the Koran. She
described how it says the
world was created and talked
about its message from the
prophet Muhammad.

Aziz further illuminated
the responsibilities, known
as the five pillars, to which
each Muslim has to adhere
during his or her lifetime.
They include making a pil-
grimage to Mecca in Saudi
Arabia; saying daily prayers;
performing zakath, which is
giving to the poor; fasting
during the holy month of
Ramadan and bearing wit-
ness that there is only one

God, Allah, and his messen-
ger is Muhammad.

Two holidays are impor-
tant in Islam, Aziz said. They
are Eid-al-Fithr, which cele-
brates the day the Koran
came down to Earth and is
commemorated by prayer
and Eid-al-Adhan, which
praises the challenges
Ishmael faced for his son and
is honored by the sacrifice of
d lawmb.

Aziz found her audience of
teachers and students at
Harper Woods High to be
receptive to her description
of her faith.

“T've seen a lot of support
here,” she said. “The teach-
ers support you. Your friends
support you.”

Aziz believes in what the
Koran says abcut the role of
women, namely that they
support men and take care of
the house. She said the ill
treatment of women in some
places in the Muslim world is
not condoned by the Koran.

The belief that Islam is
forced on people is a fiction,
she said. Islam is often mis-
understood in the world, and
it needs to be expressed accu-
rately, she said.

“I think Muslims can help
all the people around the
world if they try to educate
them. In some parts of the
world, they just go by what
they hear” she said. “They
might have one Koran per

family, and they might not
understand what it’s talking
about. When they don't have
finances, they cant set up
community centers to talk
about it. That's why they get
misconceptions.”

While Aziz believes in a
traditional role for women,
she is modern in the sense
that she also wants to have a
career. She loves studying
science and hopes to become

a pharmacist. Her mother, a
stay-at-home mom, encour-
aged her to be a doctor. Aziz
was intrigued by medicine
and thought being a pharma-
cist was the best way she
could help people.

Aziz likes the diversity of
Harper Woods, a community
she has lived in for a year
and a half. She is accompa-
nied by her two cousins at
the high school and knows
some people from Albania in
the community.

Having grown up in India,
Aziz plans to stay in America
for the rest of her life. She
appreciates America’s guar-
antee of freedom of religion
and intends to work on the
five pillars of Islam during

her lifetime.

The pilgrimage to Mecca is
a daunting, albeit necessary,
pillar for Aziz. She’s seen
tapes of people worshiping at
Mecca on television and is in
awe of the throngs of people
praying in total obedience.

Aziz plans to conduct more
meetings for the Harper
Woods community about her
faith. A member of the
Diversity Club, she will also
participate in an awareness
week later in the year.

Aziz recommends two
books for people curious
about Islam: “Tell Me about
the Prophet Muhammad,” by
Sani Yasain Khan and “In
the Shade of the Tree,” by
Peter Sanders.

Digital cameras

No doubt about it, when
it comes to Christmas gifts,
this is the year of the digi-
tal camera (DC). Gone are
the video cameras, the
SLRs, the Polaroids, the
tiny Minoxes, even the little
yellow throwaway boxes.

Camera cell phones are
just for kids. LTS can see
and hear it now: “Please
smile and don’t stick your
tongue out at me. Your
pierced tongue looks so
gross!”

The recent sales volume
of DCs proves the old elec-
tronics tradition: “When the
retail price breaks $300,
merchandise flies out of the
store.”

Fellow columnist, GPN
technical writer, Mike
Maurer will tell you how a

DC takes picture without
film and how the printer
makes photo copies from
electronic signals.

If you don’t cwn a DC yet
(LTS doesn't), don’t buy a
“cheapo” with less than 3.0
mega-pixels, because pic-
tures larger than 3 by 4
turn out grainy and fuzzy.

Since digital photos cost
almost nothing (no film, no
developing), you'll be taking
dozens of extra shots to get
the few really good ones you
missed before.

Before printing, you pre-
view your shots by viewing
them on the camera’s mini-
screen or transfer them to
your computer monitor or
video big screen.

Only the best shots are
transferred te your comput-
er printer and printed in
living color in the size of
your choice (up to 8 1/2 by
11 each).

Only very serious ama-
teurs and semi-pros buy
DCs with mega-pixels larg-
er than 5.0.

Last weekend, LTS
thumbed through all the
newspaper ad “fliers” and
found 10 stores featuring 42
photos ads from 12 camera
brands.

T Gia-faghiomed TVA tive af
picture tube, and their
screens have traditionally
been rounded, or curved.
They usually sell in the
hundreds of dollars,
depending on size, and even
really big ones are general-

ly under $2,000. Their tech-
nology makes them heavy
with a deep footprint.

True flat-panel TVs have
scrapped the picture tube
for one of two types of tech-
nologies: plasma or LCD
(liquid crystal display).
These displays are perfectly
flat and very thin, even at
large screen sizes. Large
models of these two types
start at nearly $3,000 and
can top $10,000, just in case
you want to get me some-
thing for Christmas.

Some TVs feature “flat
screen” models that are
much cheaper. Beware of
these sets. They are merely
old-fashioned, picture-tube
TVs with a flat piece of
glass in front instead of a
curved glass. They also are
heavy and deep. (The same
goes for some so-called flat-
screen computer monitors.
Don’t be focled.)

If you want a new-tech-
nology, flat-panel set, make
sure it is flat-panel, not just
flat screen. And make sure
it is plasma or LCD.

To further confuse you,
TV screens now coine in two
different shapes, or perspec-
tives. The standard shape,
which has been around for-
ever, has a 4-by-3 perspec-
tive. The new perspective is
much wider than tall at 16-
by-9.

If you don’t have enough
FFMs to qualify for a free
round-trip from Detroit to
Indianapolis, you have 2
choices: 1) do nothing;
many FFMs have an expi-
ration date; or 2) try to
swap your FFMs for a gift
somewhere.

Your FFMs are not trans-
ferable, but the Times’ arti-
cle suggests you visit
Points.Com on the Internet
to swap them for gift certifi-
cates valued at discounts
below 1 cent per mile.

LTS and Mrs. LTS have a
shoe box of FFMs accounts
totaling 166,858 miles from
Northwest, Delta Airlines,
GM Card and World
Mastercard.

LTS visited the
Points.Com Web site, which
eventually steers you to
GiftCertificates.Com, where
you exchange your FFMs
into Super Certificates,
which, in turn, are
exchanged into gift certifi-
cates issued by hundreds of
national retailers.

LTS hasn’t walked this
mile yet, so I can’t report on
specific experience if it
works or not.

There’s always another
alternative. Some airlines
permit you to purchase
additional miles for cash; so
you can qualify for a round-
trip ticket, say, to Louisville
or Wheeling or, better yet,

large LCDs, plasma wins by
default in the “just short of
Imax” category.

Both plasmas and LCDs
have great pictures. On bal-
ance, however, | prefer
LCDs, which can also func-
tion as wireless computer
monitors in many cases. For
now, though, there are no
really large L.CDs, and the
medium-size ones cost a lot.
So plasmas win the big-
screen contest today by
default.

Here's another “but.”

Don't forget to make sure
the TV you buy can handle
digital signals and that
your carrier service trans-
mits a digital signal. Don't
ask and you might be disap-
pointed by the difference in
picture from store to home.
Those TVs in the store

aren’t connected to rabbit
ears, folks.

Another surprise for
many shoppers is that
many flat-panel TVs can’t
handle the new high defini-
tion (HD) broadcasts. And
even if a TV ie “ready” for
HD, its butltin TV £ystem:
or “tuner,” often can’t
receive HD signals. You
often have to shell out $200
or $300 for an add-on HD
tuner or a special cable or
satellite receiver. Check the
specs carefully before you
buy.

If you mainly watch stan-
dard, analog-cable TV with
the occasional DVD and
don’t want to upgrade to
satellite or digital cable, I'd
stick with traditional TV,
Consider moving up to a
larger model with a flat
glass screen for aesthetics.
{This does not make me an
aesthetics supporter.)

If you watch a lot of
DVDs, use satellite or digi-
tal cable to watch a lot of
movies, and regular TV
shows make up less of your
video diet. then a plasma or
LCD TV with wide screen
format may be the ticket.

If you are a heavy DVD
and movie watcher with a
digital service and crave
high-definition TV, then get
a large, wide-screen plasma
or LCD TV that can receive
and display HD program-
ming.

Then last, but most
important, invite me over to
watch the Rose Bowl on
New Year’s Day. I'll bring
the ginger ale and Chex
Mix and check out your new
TV for seven or eight hours,

Jjust to be sure you got a
great deal.

A new development has finally
set sail in the far end of Grosse
Pointe Park.

St. Ambrose Catholic Church’s
new gathering center, known as
the Ark, opened its doors just a
little over a month ago to parish-
ioners and the community.

The 84-year-old parish had
been without a gathering center
since it razed the original frame
church, last located in the park-
ing lot behind the Grosse Pointe
Park building complex, in 1989.

Plans were originally developed
about 10 years ago, but didn’t
come to fruition until about five
years ago when church ieaders
persuaded the city to close the
block of Wayburn between
Hampton and Jefferson. They
needed the land not just to make
room for the modern, below-
ground building, but to expand
parking and connect the main
church campus to its school on
Alter in Detroit.

“It’s an urban site,” said the
Rev. Timothy Pele, pastor of St.
Ambrose. “Every square inch of
land is valuable. We had a limited
amount of property, and by taking
the building under, as a bonus, we
were able to use the roof of the
building as a plaza, thereby maxi-
mizing the use.”

There were other reasons for
creating a below-ground building.

“We wanted a building that
would be reasonably humble,”
Pelc said. “It’s humble in the
sense that it supplants itself to
the structure next to it. You
always know which is the more
important building of the two.”

The 7,000-square-foot modern
building is almost invisible to the
peaks and spire of the church, yet
blends into the arebitecture and
landscape of the campus..From
underneath the east skylight, the
church’s spire towers above. Even

the two skylights that poke out of
the nlaza flaer of water hlue slate
tiles mimic the cathedral design
in a minimalist way.

The skylights also provide a
flood of natural light that illumi-
nates the Ark’s main banquet
room — Quring rain and shine.

“You hardly get the feeling that
you're 14 feet below ground,” Pelc
said of the lighting.

The old and the new styles of
architecture also coexist in a sym-
bolic way as well,

“This is who we are in the 21st
century,” Pelc said, as he walked
from the nave of the church, with
its stained glass and carved wood
moldings, into the Ark’s glassed-
in lobby. “At the turn of the last
century, Catholics were very
eager to prove their historical
roots so that they would fit into
the United States. One hundred
years later, we don't have that
same issue.”

Pelc enlisted the help of friend
and architect Gunnar Birkerts to
design the new center. Birkerts
had designed about eight other
below-ground structures, includ-
ing the University of Michigan
law library, which is also sur-
rounded by grander, classic style
buildings.

The name of the proposed cen-
ter arose almost serendipitously
from the first drawings.

“When I saw the first drawings,
they were upside down,” Pelc
said. “I told Gunnar it looked like
an ark,” Gunnar told me, ‘It is an
arc.” Between our language diffi-
culties, we said, ‘Yes, it's both.’

“I didn’t think it was such a bad
concept for a church gathering
space because Noah’s ark had
always been one of the great
images of the church. It's a place
where people gather for safety
and go back into the world )
refreshed.

“The diversity of the parish
played into the ark theme as well.
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At St. Ambrose, we have a wide
variety of people inhabiting the
Ark. We have two of every kind.”

The Ark, of course, has a subtle
nautical theme as well. The arced
west wall is finished with a wood
panel detail to resemble the sil-
houette of an ark. The Ark’s ceil-
ing is embellished with a grated
steel sculpture resembling waves.
A circular patterned blue carpet-
ing gives the sense of being able
to walk on water. Photographic
reproductions of religious art
depicting the story of Noah alse
adorn the building.

The Ark holds up to 400 people
in lecture seating, or 270 at table
seating. A catering kitchen also
allows for luncheon and dinner
events.

In all, the Ark took four years
to build.

“There used to be a three-story
high school on the site until the
late 1970s,” Pelc said. “They ran
into a lot of heating tunnels and
walls that werent properly demol-
ished. Also, when you're building
above ground, you can be off by a
foot or so. Underground, every-
thing bas to fit precisely. It’s a
very complicated building. It put
every tradesperson to the best of
his efforts.”

The Ark, so far, has been filling
up slowly. After a grang opening
dinner-dance, the Ark was the
site and recipient of the Grosse
Pointe Park Beautification
Commission awards ceremony.
Parish committee meetings and
adult education are now held in
the Ark as well as after Mass
receptions. A family-friendly New
Year’s Eve party is planned as is
a reception for newly confirmed
parishioners in January. The
church will set policies for use by
outside groups after the first of

Disillusionment

OK with seniors.

I, too, was one of those
naive enough to think that
AARP was a fighter for
senior issues, even though
there have been warnings
that AARP had more
important things on its
mind.

First was the name
change frem the American
Association of Retired
Persons to simply AARP.
Then, the strange inclu-
sion of articles in its mag-
azine, Modern Maturity,
on how to make your sex
life better, along with
growing emphasis on
seniors who were
marathon walkers, skiers,
mountain climbers and, of
course, lovers. I thought
the editors were losing
their minds.

But in the past few
weeks, we're learning
things we never knew
about AARP, indicating it
is a sharp institution more
interested in growth and
money than in the best
interests of seniors 65 and
older.

William D. Novelli, chief
executive officer of AARP,
recently defined AARP as
part business, part senior
citizens’ advocate and part
lobbying group. Of its 35
million members (compris-
ing one-tenth of the U.S.
population), one-third are
under 60, one-third are 60-
69, and the other third 70
and older.

Another Novelli state-
ment, “Boomers are the
future of the AARP,”
explains why AARP
backed the bill. It found
baby boomers would sup-
port an experiment with
private competition in the
government-run Medicare
program, a provision that
many elderly people,
AARP’s traditional con-
stituency, bitterly opposes.

Introducing private com-
petition into the Medicare

~— Senior Scene —

program could also be a
boon to AARP. 1ts member
health insurance program,
administered with major
insurance companies
United Healthcare and
MetLife, reaped at least
$161 million for AARP last
year.

When it comes to select-
ing private insurance com-
panies to participate in the
pilot programs specified in
the bill, the administration
will undoubtedly remem-
ber its debt to AARP for
getting the bill passed.

AARP also went along
with the ban on govern-
ment negotiating with
drug companies on prices.
The drug industry put the
kibosh on that by insisting
such negotiations could
lead to price controls.

As for the re-importa-
tion of U.S. drugs, the bill
says it's OK only if the
Department of Health and
Human Services first certi-
fies that these drugs are
safe. Tommy Thompson,
head of HHS, says
absolutely, he won't do
that.

Rubbing salt into the
wounds was a four-page
letter I received from
AARP last week, plus peti-
tions to my senators and
representative for me to
sign and return to AARP,
who would then bundle
them up and send them to

the appropriate legislators.

In case 1 wanted to

write my own letter, AARP
included mailing labels

}
1

with the names and
addresses of my legisla-
tors. .

The AARP letter includ-
ed such phrases as “And
thank you for helping
AARP give your voice the
added power of millions
more. Together, we are 35
million votes strong, and
no politician or special
mterest can jgooie that
kind of grassroots
strength.”

Then there’s this sen-
tence: “Your financial sup-
port will help AARP keep
the media spotlight on
urgent needs for today’s
over-50 population of
Americans.” (Emphasis is
mine.)

Yes, there were boxes to
check for my financial con-
tribution to “help AARP
grassroots advocates con-
tinue its important work
on behalf of older
Americans including get-
ting Congress to secure
Social Security, pass
meaningful pension
reform, provide affordable
long-term care, and final-
ize a real prescription
drug benefit under
Medicare.”

I remember the fairy
tale from my childhood
about not putting the fox
in charge of the hen house.
So I am sending these
unsigned petitions to my
legislators (using AARPs
labels) with a note empha-
sizing that AARP does not
speak for me on this bill or
any similar future legisla-
tion.

1 hope others will do the
same.

I think it's time thay
AARP understands that if
seniors 65 and older drop
out of AARP, its power and
influence will be consider-
ably reduced. ‘

The season of Advent

By the Rev. Thomas F. Rice
Grosse Pointe Memorial Church

“Why don’t we sing Christmas car-
ols beginning the first Sunday after
Thanksgiving?”

“Why does the Christmas tree in
vur sanciuary iven 50 vidiculous at
the beginning of December? The
lights are up, but just a few orna-
ments — all purple — make it look
as if someone began decorating it,
but quickly got distracted and
stopped work!”

“Why don’t we begin celebrating
Christmas right now, and really
enjoy the whole month of
December?”

Let me try to explain.

Have you read the book “Skipping
Christmas?” It's by John Grisham,
but it is not a legal adventure novel.
It’s actually a very funny story about
an accountant who finds himself
with little to do one evening, so he
decides to calculate how much he
spent last Christmas.

He begins to think that skipping
the financial expenses of the holiday
season, as well as all of the stress
might not be such a bad idea.

Don't get me wrong. I'm not inter-
ested in skipping Christmas. but 1
do wonder about postponing
Christmas and simplifving
Christmas.

A study was done of people who
were told that thev were going 1o
watch a funny movie. Half waiched
it right away. The other half waited
a few weeks and then watched 17

The results were fascinating.
Researchers found that waiting tor
something positive — something
people looked forward to — was very

good for one’s health.

As a result, scientists recommend-
ed scheduling enjoyable things in
advance, allowing for some time to
look forward to them.

I look at the season of Advent (or
coming; Us way. Ii is a wing of
preparing, a time of looking forward
to what lies ahead. It is built into
our spiritual year.

And I think that if we can post-
pone Christmas until Christmas Eve
and Christmas Day, and the Twelve
Days of Christmas (Dec. 25 through
Jan. 6, the Day of Epiphany), two
important things are happening.

First, we are preparing ourselves
for the rebirth of Christ in our lives.
Our youth group met recently and
each youth set goals for improving
his or her prayer life in the coming
weeks. What a great Advent activity.

Second, these days before
Christmas are a time to prepare for
the return of Christ. It is a time to
reorient our lives around preparing
for Christ to come again.

We have something to look for-
ward to in a few weeks, but we also
have something to look forward to on
the cosmic and eternal scale.

Francis of Assisi was once working
in a garden when a companion asked
him. “What would you do, Brother
Francis. if vou knew that Christ
would return today?”

Francis replied, smiling, “I would
keep hoeing.”

Francis was ready, and even prais-
ing God as he worked. May we all
be ready, too, and may this season of
Advent be helpful to us in the
process.

Learning attitude of gratitude for the holidays

“Last year I gave myself
108 celebrations — besides
the ones they close school
for — writes Byrd Baylor
in her children’s book, “I'm
in Charge of Celebrations.”

She pronounces an
August day as “The Time of
the Falling Stars.” Feb. 6 is
“Green Cloud Day,” and
March 11 is “Dust Devil
Day.” Baylor's New Year
begins in spring. “That’s
when I feel like starting
new . ... It always makes
me think I ought to bloom
myself,” she declares.

All of us (especially those
in recovery from alcoholism
or other addictive behav-
iors) might do well to adopt
Baylor’s practice as we
approach the more tradi-
tional holidays (the ones
they close school for).

The holidays are often
laden with unrealistic
expectations that can add
stress and threaten sobri-
ety. Maybe this year we’ll
get through a family meal
without fighting. Maybe
this year, Uncle Ted won't
get drunk. Maybe this year,
Mom won’t pressure me te
eat and eat and eat.

Television specials broad-
cast idealistic portraits of
happy and harmonious fam-
ilies gathered together in
the spirit of love and chari-
ty. We forget that these are
actors who get paid to emu-
late domestic tranquility.
When our experience does-
n’'t match their portrayal,
we risk feeling letdown,
anxious, depressed or lone-
ly.

Worse yet, we might be
tempted to take a drink,
medicate our worries,
overeat or engage in some
other unhealthy behavior to
dull our misery or empti-
ness.

People in Twelve Step
mutual-help groups learn to
adopt an “attitude of grati-
tude,” an openness of heart
and mind that allows them
to notice and appreciate the
gifts they are given each
day.

Chief among these gifts is
the gift of recovery. These
presents — be they a soft
winter’s snow, the excited
smile of a child on
Christmas morning, the
honest exchange of feelings
at an AA meeting, or anoth-

make it easier to give
unconditionally, without
expecting anything in
return.

In this way, gratitude
doesn’t become something
reserved for a holiday pre-
sent exchange. It is a way
of being each day, every day.

Annie Dillard once wrote
that “each day is a god.”
Recovering people learn to
live in the moment, and
they learn to trust that a
Higher Power (which could
mean God, a sacred spirit,
nature or the energy of
their mutual-help group,
etc.) lives with them each
day. It is easy to lose sight
of our spiritual grounding
in the glitter and commer-
cialism of the holidays.
Viewing each day as God-

filled and thinking “holy '
days” instead of “holidays”
could keep us better con-
nected to our Higher Power
when we most need that

connection.

And as lovely as some
traditions may be, we do
not have to be held captive
by holiday routines that
may make us miserable or
threaten recovery.

Like Byrd Baylor, we can
be in charge of our own cel-
ebrations. We can adopt
new traditions such as serv-
ing meals for the homeless
on Christmas or hosting an
alcohol-free party. We can
even opt out of a tension-
filled family gathering and
meet with friends instead
or go to a mutual-help
meeting. We can reduce the
pressure of gift exchanges
by creating new and fun
practices.

A
quarterly newsletter will
provide information on
Spanish cultural events
that are being held in
southeastern Michigan,
such as exhibits at local
museums or concerts fea-
turing Hispanic musicians.

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Warm potato salad
heats up cold nights

The next few weeks are
going to be brutal. The
shortest day of the year
has yet to come as we
venture into the depths of
holiday shopping 2003.

Cook and stir just until
the spinach has wilted.
Turn off heat.

Remove potatoes from
oven and carefully trans-
fer to a large bowl. Top
the potatoes with the hot
kielbasa mixture, using a
spatula to scrape the veg-
gies and juices from the
pan. Carefully toss the
meat and potatoes
together and transfer to a
serving platter or individ-
ual plates. Garnish with
chopped fresh parsley. It
adds more flavor than
you think.

The good news is that
you can choose any vari-
ety of smoked kielbasa or
sausage that you like.
Believe me, you will find
a wide range that varies
in flavor and fat content.
After a long ponder (and
since Kroger's was out of
Kowalski) I settled for
Jennie-O turkey smoked
sausage.

It is much lower in fat
than the others and it
had a nice spicy zip. I'm
hoping my husband won’t
notice that it’s turkey.
