Vote pending on water funding

By Brad Lindberg
Staff Writer

Kim  DBadalamenti of
Michaux Court last week
asked her elected representa-
tives a question that has been
the backbone of Western
democracy since the great city
states of ancient Greece:

“Are we going to be able to
vote on this?”

Badalamenti wanted to
know if she’ll have a direct say
in whether Grosse Pointe
Shores builds a 1 million gal-
lon water storage tank.

“The vote is going to be
when we get to the point of fi-
nancing the water system,”
sald Shores President Dr.
James Cooper:

Until then, Shores trustees
will determine if the village
needs a tank and where it
should be built.

A storage facility, most like-
ly in the form of a tower stand-
ing between 40 and 60 feet tall
has been recommended
whether or not the Shores

breaks ties with the Detroit
water department and buys
water from Grosse Pointe
Farms.

If the Shores joins the
Farms water system, a tank
would be needed to provide
storage for steady water pres-
sure during times of emer-
gency demand such as fire
suppression, according to an
engineering study.

If the Shores stays with
Detroit, a water storage would
allow the Shores to avoid
heavy draws from Detroit dur-
ing peak periods. High peak
usage contributes to Detroit’s
current and forecast double-
digit percentage water rate in-
creases.

Pelosi stumps
for candidate

House Speaker Nancy Pelosi
gave her support to U.S. Rep.
Carolyn Cheeks Kilpatrick at a
brief meeting in Grosse Pointe
Farms last week.

Several dozen supporters
and opponents packed a room
at the Grosse Pointe War
Memorial Friday as Pelosi
stumped the Kilpatrick cam-
paign trail there and later in
Wyandotte,

Kilpatrick, a member of
Congress since 1997, is the
mother of Detroit Mayor
Kwame Kilpatrick. She faces
opposition in the Aug. 5 prima-
ry from state Sen. Martha Scott
(D-Highland Park) and former
state Rep. Mary Waters (D-
Detroit).

While Kilpatrick has worked
in Congress for residents from
the Grosse Pointes to
Downriver, it’s the well-publi-
cized issues and charges her
son faces in Detroit that has
been in the forefront of forums
featuring the candidates.

The candidates and crowd
launched verbal barbs around
the room at a public debate
Monday night at the Perfecting
Church in Detroit. While there
are plenty of issues facing the
district, much has been dis-
cussed about Kwame
Kilpatrick's legal woes.

Pelosi acknowledged the
struggles Kilpatrick faces
while praising her work in
Washington.

“I know there are difficult
times going on,” Pelosi said.
“She is a great mom and she
does what moms do.”

Pelosi outlined familiar is-
sues as targets of Democrats in
Congress. The War in Iraq, the
economic crisis, oil costs and
education were all part of the
discussion.

“Carolyn has knowledge of
policy and politics,” Pelosi said.

Also to be decided is how to
pay for water system improve-
ments, whether linking to the
Farms ornot.

“If we went to a millage or
general obligation bonds to
pay for the Farms hookup, that
becomes deductible off income
tax,” said Mike Kenyon,

Shores village manager. “If you
do it by hiking water rates,
that's not tax deductible. That’s
the only reason you go for a
general obligation bond — to
put it as a voted rhillage so the
residents can deduct it.”

He said another option is to
borrow State Revolving Fund
loans at about 2 percent.

“That’s very cheap,” Kenyon
said. “If we go with state fund-
ing on low interest loans, we
don’t have to start repaying
those loans until work is com-
pleted, which will be two to
three years down the road.
We'd have to crank the num-
bers and see if 2 percent inter-
est is better than going 4 per-
cent and deducting it. That’s
where it gets interesting.”

hould Michigan become a right-to-work state? To his

credit, Compuware Corp. CEQO Peter Karmanos
stirred discussion of that question in Detroit in April
with an emphatic yes!

Until now, compulsory unionism was the elephant
in the room that few leaders — business or political — mustered
the courage to acknowledge.

Right to work doesn't make unions illegal. It sitnply means
no worker can be compelled to join or pay dues to a labor orga-
nization as a condition of employment. It empowers individual
workers with a choice, which makes union leadership more ac-
countable. Union leaders, addicted to compulsory dues doliars,

- dislike the idea, but both labor trends and opinion polls show
- strong and growing support for it.

. Idaho voters adopted right to work by a decisive margin in
. 1986. Unions poured a fortune to demonize the proposal, de-

. claring it would pulverize the standard of living. Idahoans saw

. through the propaganda and ushered in an era of prosperity
- that continues more than 20 years later.
¢ Before 1986, Idaho was growing at a rate more than 3 percent
- below the national average.
Since adopting right to work, the state has been one of the
fastest growing. Iis per capita personal incormne is forging ahead

. at a rate more than 8 percent higher than the nation'sas a

whole,

Oklahoma's experienee mirrors Idaho’s. Prior to becoming
the 22nd right to work state in 2001, Oklahoma’s personal in-
come grew at about the same rate as the U.S. average. In the
five years since, it has grown 35 percent faster:

Idaho and Oklahoma are not anemalies. Seven of the eight
states that experienced nonfarm employment growth of 3 per-
cent or more in 2006 were right to work states.

And between 1970 and 2000, manufacturing employment
grew by 1.43 miilion jobs in right to work states bui deciined by
2.18 million in non-right to work states, .

Right to work opponents say Michigan would become “an

_Alabama,” if we end compulsory unionism.

It's true that Alabama’s per capita income is lower than
Michigan's, but Alabama is catching up fast. If the trends in
both states continues, per capita income in Alabama will ex-
ceed Michigan’s in just three vears. By 20186, residents in that
right to work state will be earning $5,288 more than
Michiganians on average.

George Mason University economist James Bennett showed

- in the 1990s that when adjusted for the cost of living, average
' incomes in right to work states were already comparable to or,

- in some cases, even higher than incomes in compulsory union
' states. ‘
Union leaders argue that under right to work, they would
. have to represent those workers who opt not to join a urion.
. But that’s a “burden” they apparently embrace. Every time a bill
' is introduced in Congress to allow normunion workers ata
. unionized worksite to represent themselves, union leaders go
_all out to defeat it. The only thing those leaders have to fear
from right to work is the free choice of the very workers they
- ¢laim to be in business to help.
- Today’s labor markets look nothing like those of 75 years
ago. The nature of work itself is being transformed — away
. from monotonous assembly line jobs that sometimes invite
" union intervention and foward more independent, flexible, cre-
ative and individualistic work that makes anachronisms of
- punch clocks and picket lines. Most unions are widely per-
ceived precisely as Karmanos termed them — “fiscally irre-
- sponsible” — and as old-fashioned, high-cost barriers to worker
- entrepreneurship and upward mobility in an increasingly com-
. petitive world econotny.
That’s a big reason why barely 7 percent of private sector
- workers nationwide belong to unions these days.
© The state of Michigan’s “economic development” efforts have
- flopped largely for the same reason a bad restaurant can’t turn
- itseif around by offering discounts or subsidies to a handful of
- customers, It must change the menu.
- Featuring actor Jeff Daniels in expensive ads that showcase
- the state’s handout schemes hardly qualifies as fixing the fun-
. damentals. What’s really dumb and getting dumber is the per-
. sistent failure of our state’s leadership to address compulsory
. unionism.
' Hthe Legislature and the governor wilt not fix the fundamen-
- tals of Michigan labor law, then perhaps the voters should do it

That would send a powerful message that Michigan trusts

the free choice of its workers and is again open for business.

STEMPFLE: Jobs will return
to Michigan if businesses be-
lieve that we are a low tax state
with a skilled workforce.

: Now that Paul Weitzel has
: had two weeks to second guess
himself on why a 90-year-old
wall of bricks fell off the out-
side -of Starbucks in the
Village, he’s even more sure he
had it right the first time.

“There were no brick ties in
the building,” said Weitzel, City
of Grosse Pointe public service
director and building inspector.

Brick ties are metal wires
that attach brick veneer to an
underlying support wall. Ties
weren't the norm when the
two-story structure Starbucks
occupies on Kercheval and
Notre Dame was built during
the aftermath of World War 1.

That'snotall.

“The form of the brick from
that timie period didn't have
any webs in it, so there was no
interlocking going on,” Weitzel
said. “The mortar, also, was
broken down.”

He said the Starbucks loca-

tion and adjoining property
may be the oldest sfructures in
the downtown commercial dis-
trict.

| “They date back to the 1920s |
or earlier,” he said. '

No one was injured when
the bricks fell down overnight
July 12, Within hours, Weitzel
began reviewing the status of
other buildings in the city.

“l don’t see any immediate
problem,” he said.

'Repair crews have erected
scaffolding along the Notre
Dame side of Starbucks and
are preparing to put things
back together.

“They took down the re-
mainder of the brick to the
window lintels,” Weitzel said.
“By (this) week they’ll start

some type of restoration.”

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Law enforeement finds seat belt use up

The State Police seat belt
safety campaign for the July
. Fourth weekend indirectly
netted a 27-year-old Detroit
woman a citation at 1:50 p.m.
Wednesday, July 2.

A Farms patrolman saw the
woman driving a Chevrolet
Impala on eastbound Mack
near Moross without wearing
a seat belt.

“Due to the holiday, ‘Click it
or Ticket’ enforcement is be-
ing conducted,” the officer
said.

A statewide seat belt en-
forcement campaign in May

revealed that safety belt use in
Michigan increased to a
record high of 96.2 percent,
according to a survey by the

Wayne State University
Transportation  Research
Group. :

Local expenence supports
the survey.

Officer Frank Zlehnskl of
the Farms traffic division has
noticed increased seat belt

compliance.

“The target has been
younger males,” he said. “It's
been really good.”

He credits comphance with
public awareness campaigns
and motor vehicles outfitted
with automatic warning sig-

nals that activate when seat
belts aren't used.

“l have a Dodge Ram,”
Zielinski said. “It beeps every

.six seconds if I don’t have my

seat belt on.” ,

Michigan  enforcement
agencies during the May mo-
bilization reported issuing
about 10,500 safety belt cita-
tions, down from 2006 when
nearly 18,000 citations were
issued, according to the
Michigan Office of Highway
Safety Planning.

“This is a positive achieve-
ment for Michigan motorists
who have adopted the impor-
tant and life-saving habit of
buckling up,” said Col. Peter

Munoz, director of the
Michigan State Police in a
press release. “We believe this
bodes well for summer safety
on our streets and highways.”

Zielinski said a traffic crash
on the Hill this spring showed
the advantages of being
strapped into a vehicle.

“It was obvious who was
and wasn't wearing their seat
belt,” Zielinski said. “A young
lady, who was at fault in the
accident, was wearing her
belt. She had marks across
her chest where the belt re-
stricted her movement.”

The other individual wasn’t
wearing his seat belt.

“There was a nice, round

mark in the windshield where
he’d struck his head,”
Zielinski said.

Despite the impact, the man
wasn't injured seriously.

“To think your forehead
would crack a windshieid and
you'd be up and walking,”
Zielinski said. “But, you can
go the other way, too, where
you're not up and talking.
You're a seécond away from
someone pulling in front of
you and taking a shot to the
head if you're not wearing a
seat belt.”

Seat belt laws

Michigan law lets police stop
motorists not wearing a safety

belt in the front seat of a vehi-
cle, The law requires children
age 4 through 15 riding in mo-
tor vehicles to be properly re-
strained, no matter if they are
in the front or back seats.
Children under age 4 must be
properly restrained in an ap-
proved child safety seat.

Children from birth through

age three must be in a child
safety seat in the front or rear
seats, Children 4 years old but
{ess than 16 years old riding in

either the front or rear seat

must use & safety belt.

- As of July 1, children under
age 8 must ride in a properly
installed car seat or booster
seat, unless 4-foot-9-inches tall.

Attaining centenarian

ome in the medical

professions want

more of us to live to

'100. Currently there

are some 54,000
centenarians in the U.S. and
those 86 and older are the
country’s fastest-growing
group of older adults.

A study at Boston University
suggests aggressive treatment
will enable the elderly with
chronic diseases to reach the
100-year mark.

It involved more than 500

women and 200 men, who
reached age 100, and found
roughly two-thirds of them
have avoided significant age-
related ailments. The other
one-third developed an age-
related disease before reach-
ing 85, including high blood
pressure, heart disease, dia-

‘betes, obesity, inactivity or

were smokers, Many func-
tioned remarkably well—
nearly as well as their disease-
free peers, meaning aggres-
sive treatment of elders with
risk factors could enable more
to live fo 100. -

A second larger study fol-
lowed 2,357 men from their
early 70s for about 25 years or
until their death. About 40
percent lived to be at least 90.
Among survivors, 24 percent

had no risk factors and the re-
meainder had at least one of
the five risk factors.

“It’s not just luck, it's not
just genetics, it’s lifestyles that
seems toc make a big differ-
ence,” according to lead au-
thor Dr. Laurel Yates of
Harvard’s Brigham and
Women's Hospital.

A new medical field called
“nutrigenomics” is aimed at
helping us live longer.
Nutrigenomics is nutrition
customized based onone’s
DNA and genetic health,

The new discipline seeks to
find the specific foods and ex-
ercises to which our body’s
genetic makeup is most recep-

“tive and uliimately age better.

Concerted medical research
will help many live to 100. But

I'wonder what will be the
quality of life, how many will
be in assisted living or nursing
homes. Of course such ex-
tended lifecycles will add
tremendously to the costs of
health care nationally.

It’s obvious something has
to be done about our health
care system. Helping more of
us to live to 100, adding still
more 1o cost, doesn’'t seem the
greatest idea.

Moreover seniors on pen-

-sions are rightly concerned

about what cost of living in-
creases each year are doing to
their buying power. I retired
18 years ago, but the amount
of my pension hasn't in-
creased. What seemed more
than generous 18 years ago
has eroded considerably. If [

status

live to 100, I doubt my pension .

will cover daily expenses. |
may or may not have Social
Security either.

[am blessed, however, to
have a pension. Companies
are now turning to 401K
plans. Anyone in those much
older brackets who look to
their children for economic
help will be pointless. Their
children will be in their 70s
and 80s and maybe locking to
their children for financial
help.

Life was much simpler
when I was young. When old-
er people simply stopped eat-
ing, it was thought their time
had come and God was sum-
moning them. Today we insert
afood tube.

During those days, babies

born very prematurely didr’t
live. With extraordinary and
expensive research, today ba--
bies weighing as little as one
pound survive. But the subse-
quent medical costs for the
farnily can be prohibitive. .

In vitro {ertilization has
been a blessing for many cou-
ples, but how about research
that would reduce the number
of eggs that have to be im-
planted. Multiple births mean
that the community has to
pitch in financially for these
families to survive.

Medical research has pro-
duced some wonders for our
health and well-being. But
some research raises ques-
tions about its ultimate value.

Seniors not taking advantage of cell phones

While almost half of
Americans have -used their
cell phones in emergency sit-
uations, millions of senior citi-
zens are not yet taking advan-
tage of the “cell phone securi-
ty blanket effect.”

This, experts say, is due in
part to a lack of awareness
about such low-cost options
as prepaid cell phones,

The Seniors Coalition, an
education and issue advocacy
organization representing the
interests and -concerns of
America’s seniors and
Nicholas P. Sullivan, a re-
searcher and author of a re-
cent study based on inter-
views with prepaid and other
cell phone users about their
emergency/safety use of wire-
less phones, outlined what se-
niors or their careglvers

should know about prepaid '

and other cell phofies.

Older Americans are
among those least likely to
have cell phones, according to
Sullivan’s research that
shows 38 percent of
America’s 45 million poorest
households — including mil-
lions of seniors — are without
cell phones. Those who do not
own a cell phone tend.fo be
older (37 percent are retired)
and low income (38 percent
make less than $35,000 a
year}.

Unlike many seniors,
younger Americans are bene-
fiting from the “cell phone se-
curity blanket effect.”

Sullivan’s report shows that
48 percent of Americans have
used their phone to call or
text during an emergency sit-
uation and 20 percent have
received an emergency call or
tekt’ on their cell phone.
Nearly three out of five

Americans said if they had to
choose only one phone, it
would be a cell rather than a
landline phone.

When asked to choose the
most important phone in an
emergency situation,
Americans now favor cell
phones over landlines by a
more than a 3-to-1 margin.
Notable is 32 percent of se-
niors questioned said they
bought a cell phone — often
an inexpensive prepaid phone
— for a child, parent or other
relative to use in emergency
situations.

“The data show that older
Americans arguably are the
group that could benefit the
most from the 'cell phone
safety blanket effect,”
Sullivan said.

“Seniors are the most prone

to suffer dangerous accidents
in the home and are prime

targets for certain types of
crime.

“Clearly, the often high cost
of post-paid (also known as
contract) cell phones is a ma-
jor stumbling block for older
Americans and the parents of
older children. That means
prepaid cell phones are going
to be the most logical way for
millions of older Americans to
live safer.”

The three points outlined by
The Seniors Coalition and
Sullivan about older con-
sumers and how they can
make the most of the “cell
phone security blanket effect”
are as follows:

1. “Wear” the cell phone
when it is not being charged.
A cell phone stowed away ina
glove compartment or in a
recharging stand isn't going to

help, if you fall down the ;
basement

stairs or get

mugged in an alley. Get in the
habit of keeping the phone
your person all day long —
except for when it is being
charged.

2. Pre-program the cell
photie with key numbers —
including home, doctor, phar-
macist and adult child or an-
other family contact. Know
how to find these pre-pro-
grammed numbers and how
to place a call using a pre-pro-
grammed number. Add “ICE”
(In Case of Emergency) to
these saved numbers to alert
emergency responders, police
or others to call if an emer-
EEnCy occurs.

3. Beat high “contract” cell
phone prices with an inexpen-
sive prepaid phone.

Many seniors are opting for
low cost prepaid phones for

as little as $15 and pre;pur- arcl

chased mmutesﬁgr $2(] or less

for three months versus a
wireless contract plan that
can cost about $30 to $40 per
month,

“Grandma” Flora Green,
national spokesperson for
The Seniors Coalition, said:
“It’s easy for older Americans
to put the 'cell phone safety
blanket effect' to work for
them. In some cases, it can lit-
erally make a life-or-death
difference in the case of an
accident or a case of crime.

“Older Americans and their
adult children owe it to them-
selves to get an inexpensive
prepaid or other cell phone
and then to use it as a literal
lifeline in emergency situa-
tions.”

Music Man,” the most musical
of musicals. As forits revival in
the Stratford Festival’s 56th
season this month, there has
never been a more delightful
and engaging production.

Audience response runs the
gamut from hilarious laughter
and cheers to sincere tears.
There is nary a sour note until
the childrer’s band in resplen-
dent uniforms comes out to
play and everybody loves that,
00,

In short, the sefs and cos-
tumes are ideal and the casting
could not be better; In the title
role, Jonathan Goad’s hitherto
hidden talent as a singet, isa
wonderful surprise after seeing
him mainly in Shakespearean
roles. Moreover, his gleaming
smile and good looks help him
become the irresistible huck-
ster. On getting off the train in
the River City, Iowa of 1912, he
charms the mayor’s wife into
supporting his pitch for a town
band, and members of the
school board into forgetting to
check his credentials by luring
them into singing barber shop
quartet. He also charms the
town librarian, but that being
the love interest of the show,
takes a little longer. He even
brings a magical quality to the
experience of being loved for
the first time that converts the
lady killer into an honest man.

Goad’s vocal skill is 2 good
thing. He can hold his own with
the gleaming tones of Leah
Oster as his love interest,
Marian the librarian.

She, on the other hand,
matches his outstanding talent
as actor lending reality to the
ups and downs of their ro-
mance. Truly, they make a per-
fect musical comedy pair.

The rest of the cast are ideal
musical comedy vignettes.
Michelle Fisk as Marian’s Irish
mother radiates warmth, ten-
derness and sympathy toward
her daughter’s unexpected
suitor. Lee McDougall fosses
off the town mayor’s mala-
props with bumbling convie-
tion, while Eric S. Robertson
makes a realistic town delin-
quent in between serving as a
spectacular leader in the many
dance numbers.

The dance episodes in fact,

deserve special attention.
