Shores officials couldn't hold
back the tide any longer.

The increase means cus-
tomers will be charged $4.61
more per 1,000 cubic feet of
water. The change is forecast
to generate $130,000 addition-
al revenue per year to shore up
the water fund, which is under
pressure by a 23.7 percent wa-
ter rate increase from the
Shores’ supplier, the City of
Detroit.

“We've basically been ab-
sorbing rate increases from
Detroit in the last few years,”
said Trustee Dr. Brian Hunt.

“We haven't (passed on a
Detroit) rate increase for two
years,” said Village Manager
Mike Kenyon. “Prior to that, it
was four years.”

He said Shores customers
using 1 1/2 units of water will
face bills of $76.06.

Water rate
hike on tap

Shores saturated with
rising costs, passes on 10
percent increase

Auditors from Plante &
Moran recommended the rate
hike this summer in response
to Detroit’s price increase.
Despite the Shores having a
$400,000 water fund surplus,
which is four times the amount
auditors recommended, village
officials opted to pass on part
of Detroit’s most recent in-
crease.

Additional revenue from the
rate increase will be added sav-
ings against the likelihood of
facing expensive water or sew-
er repairs.

“Any failure of the water or
sewer system could cause us to
deplete our surplus in the (wa-
ter) fund,” Kenyon said. “Any
major water break will cost
well over $100,000, which we’ll
have to pull out of the general
fund. We had a sewer break
early in the spring on
Deeplands Court that ran us
around $65,000.”

“We have an old infrastruc-

Fire damages Vernier home

A fire virtually destroyed a
recently sold vacant historic
house on Vernier Road
Tuesday morning.

The fire was reported at $:43
a.m. by a Grosse Pointe Woods
Public Safety officer on routine
patrol. He saw smoke and
flames tearing through the roof
of the cedar wood structure.

Units from Grosse Pointe
‘Woods, Shores, Farms and
Park and Harper Woods re-
sponded. The cause of the fire
had not been determined by
press time,

The home at 528 Vernier
stood out for its ultra-modern
design, which belied its begin-
nings as a farmhouse that dat-
ed back to the early 1900’s,
According to a former owner, it
was built on Ford Estate prop-
erty and moved to its present
location by the Van Assche
family in 1920.

Mary and Larry Black
bought the house in 1970 and
extensively remodeled it, creat-
ing a definitively modern exte-
rior covered in cedar siding
with a cedar shake roof.

Black’s daughter, Arabella
Black Wujek, of Grosse Pointe
Woods, was jogging on

Lakeshore when she saw
smoke and turned up Vernier
to see were it was coming
from. : ‘ -

“T was shocked when I real-
ized it was the house I grew up
in,” she said. “When we were
kids, my mother would always
tell the babysitter that if there
was ever a fire in the house, not
to try and extinguish it because
the house was all wood. She
was to just get the kids out.”

Wujek said her family, in-
cluding her parents and two
brothers, lived in the house un-
til 1982.

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Park decides to suspend pit bull ban

Grosse Pointe Park pit bull
owners are breathing a sigh of
relief.

On Monday, the city council
voted to suspend a ban on the
breed it approved last month
and tabled action on a breed-
specific bran.

The new ordinance was de-
signed to give the public safety
department the leverage and
discretion it needed to deal
with dangerous dogs. But sec-
tions of the ordinance that
specifically banned pit bullis
raised the ire of several pit bull
owners and caused the council
to revisit its earlier decision.

The newly passed ordinance
gives a clear definition of what

determines a “dangerous dog”
and the penalties for keeping
one. A dog will be considered
dangerous if it, “causes injury
to a person or domestic ani-
mal, chases or menaces a per-
son or domestic animal in an
aggressive manner, or acts in a
highly aggressively manner
within a fenced or enclosed
area, and appears to a reason-
able person able to jump over
or escape.”

Also, any dog that is run-
ning free and is picked up by
the police or animal control
two or more times in a 12-
month period can be consid-
ered dangerous by the city and
the owner fined. _

Councilman Bob Denner
proposed allowing pit bulls
currently licensed within the

city to be grandfathered in un-
der the new ordinance, but sev-
eral owners let the council
know that wasn't going far
enough.

“I own three pit bulls,” said
Penelope Hale. “I love my
dogs, and if the council had
done its research on the breed,
you wouldn’t be banning them.
They are loyal and intelligent
animals. What you're propos-
ing is breed specific legislation
and there is not a single organi-

zation involved in animal wel- -

fare work that supports that
kind of legislation. It's a slip-
pery slope when you ban one
breed”

Local veterinarian Lawrence
Herzog also spoke against the
ban.

in support of the breed, coun-
cilman Dan Clark reminded
residents that there was anoth-
er side to the issue, and that

several residents had spoken

in favor of the ban at a previous
meeting. ,

“My daughter is a veterinari-
an and has argued that it is not
the dog, but the owner who
causes problems with pit
bulls,” he said. “But my con-
cern is that there is a very limit-
ed population that wants a vi-
cious dog and the dog they
pick is a pit bull. Certain events
of late, including an incident in
Detroit where a pit bull killed
its owner, raises legititmate con-
cerns. We need to address this
issue before a terrible tragedy
occurs. This has been a long
process, and we were influ-
enced by our public safety de-
partment who told us of the
danger.

“My concern is that we may

be faced with a tragedy and
we’ll have to explain our ac-
tions to the victim. The danger
we face in this community
from pit bulls is becoming
more clear and present.”

After listing to several resi-
dents speak on behalf of the
breed, as well as people active
in pit bull rescue organizations,
Mayor Palmer Heenan eventu-
ally recommended that the or-
dinance remain in place, but
recommended a suspension of
that section of the ordinance
that specifically banned pit
bulls. The suspension of the
ban passed unanimously.

“Once in a while we go over-
board,” Heenan told the dog

~owners. “If we didn't concede

that, we'd be the arrcgant peo-
ple everyone thinks we are.”

A 20-year-old charter provi-
sion capping the village man-
ager’s unilateral purchasing
power at $10,000 per transac-
tion has been rewritten as an
ordinance to allow greater
legislative flexibility.

Although Grosse Pointe
Shores trustees have spoken
against changing the purchas-
ing limit, action by a unhani-
mous village council last
week means doing so will re-

quire an ordinance amend-
ment rather than the more in-
volved process of altering the
charter.

The $10,000 threshold ex-
tends to the sale or lease of re-

the approval of municipal
construction projects. '

market bidding process and
council approval.

Eight new ballot

measures

he recent Michigan Court of Appeals rul-
ing that keeps a sweeping reform of state
government off the ballot has focused at-
tention on the ballot measure process it-
self.
The proposal, called Reform Michigan
Government Now, was rejected for techni-
cal reasons but it also was extraordinarily
bad public policy. However, that doesn’t mean citizen-led ini-

. tiatives are bad. The right ballot measures would let voters go

“over the heads” of legislators, who are proving themselves
unwilling or unable to fix Michigan’s urgent fundamental
problems,

Here are eight ballot measures that would offer voters a
single, honest, straightforward opportunity to fix something
that’s not working well in Michigan. For many years
Mackinac Center analysts have recommended each of them
as'goad policy.

. # Right-to-work. A nght-to -work Jaw means employers
gnnot agree to fire a worker for not supporting a union.

The tax
credit would be available for income earners, property own-
ers and businesses who support the education of a child at-
tending the school of his or her choice, The credit would be

¢ Compensation for regulatory taking of property.
Property regulations can be an invisible tax that chases busi-
nesses from the state or keeps them from locating here in the

first place. For example, overzealous wetlands regulation can’

effectively “take” property from its owner by severely re-
stricting its use. One way to better balance the public benefit
and private cost of such regulations would call for govern-
ments to either compensate a property owner for legal re-
strictions placed on property, or let the owner use the land as
intended.

¢ Paycheck protection. When unions take dues right out of
worker paychecks, some of those dollars inevitably get spent
on politics. For example, the Michigan Education Association
took $66.6 million from school employee paychecks in 2007
and it spent $2.3 million on politics that year — not counting
PAC money, which is separate. Paycheck protection would
require the union to get workers’ consent first.

# Right-to-work, limited to public school teachers. Gov.
John Engler told the Legislature in October 1993 that no
teacher should lose his or her job for deciding not to support
a labor union. MEA disbursements in 2007 totaled $124.7
million, of which it reported spending $16.4 million on repre-
sentation and $56.3 million on overhead.

+ Supermajority or voter approval of tax increases. Sixfeen
states have at least some sort of legislative supermajority re-
guirement to raise taxes. One innovative proposal would re- .
quire voter approval of all tax increases unless passed by a
3/5 supermajority of both houses. This likely would have pre-
vented last year’s highly unpopular $1.4 billion tax hike.

# Part-time Legislature. Little evidence suggests that
Michigan would be less well governed with a part-time
Legislature like those in 40 other states. In 2007 our state law-
makers became the second-highest paid in the nation.

Michigan is one of just 27 states where residents can vote
directly on constitutional and certain legislative questions,
and one of only 15 states that lets the people enact and over-
turn laws and constitutional amendments. Yet, most
Michigan voters aren’t aware they can wield such legislative
power.

Michigan lawmakers are unlikely to pass any of these eight
ideas into law any time soon, even though a case can be
made that each one would help turn around Michigan’s mori-
bund economy. Somenmes the people have to act when legis-
lators wort’t.

From woods to cities, part deux

ast week we left off

on the time line with

business as almost

usual for farmers de-

spite the siege of
Detroit by Pontiac.

+ 1774 Captain Alexander
Grant, commander of the
British Navy on the Great
Lakes, married Therese
Barthe, a 16-year-old French
Catholic from Detroit. Grant
served in the same army with
George Washington at the sur-
render of Fort Duquesne and
with Lord Amherst on Lake
Champlain where he had been
detailed to Naval Command.

In about 1775, Grant bought
a 640 acre farm in Grosse
Pointe and built a house know
as “Grant’s Castle.”

It was described in an early
newspaper as being 60 feet
wide and 280 feet long, just
south of where the unfinished
John Dodge house now stands.
Grant bought the farm from
his brother-in-law, John Askin,
Askin later became the father-
in-law of Elijah Brush, the
founder of the well-known
Brush family, also associated
with Grosse Pointe,

Grant was also lieutenant
governor of the county which
led him to entertain the great
Tecumseh and other Indian
chiefs at his Grosse Pointe es-
tate. He was also a member of
the Governor’s Executive
Council that for many years
ruled nearly half the continent.

Inadditiontohissonand 11
daughters, who are described
in an existing letter as the
finest girls in this part of the
country, Grant purchased from
the Indians a 3-year-old boy
who had been stolen from his
home in the Ohio country, He

adopted him and when he mar-
ried Judith Campau, Grant
gave him the farm later owned
by T. P Hall. It is still a mystery
how Grant was able to contin-
ue in Grosse Pointe after the
United States took over
Michigan in 1796. He lived
there until his death in 1813,a
few months before Perry’s vic-

‘tory on Lake Erie.

* 1775 Gregor McGregor
and Francois Millehomme,
hoth owners of Grosse Pointe
property, figure in the records
as being involved in brawls in
the city.

* 1789 William Forsyth,
whose sons later owned a large
amount of Grosse Pointe prop-
erty, petitioned for the sum of
381 pounds in damages fora
“ball alley” destroyed to make
room for an extension of the
Fort.

« 1796 Detroit was taken
over by the United States; this
led to the establishment of a
Land Board, which determined
the ownership of all private
claims out to Gaukler’s Point.

* 1796 The following fami-
lies, still well knewn in Grosse
Pointe, were already in posses-
sion of farms: Poupard,
Campau, Socia, Rivard, Ellair,
Vernier, Renaud, Allard and
Kerby.

"« 1798 Father Gabriel
Richard came to Detroit and
later to the Pointe as a visiting
priest in 1800.

* 1805 A crucifix 20 feet in
height, which had been carved
by an Indian, stood on the
bank of the lake just beyond
Vernier Road,

+ 1819 Pierre Provencal re-

-tired from business in Detroit

and built & house in Grosse
Pointe. He and his wife rana
small free kindergarten and
school in their home. Part of
the house still stands, but was
moved in 1899 to the southeast
corner of Lakeview and
Kercheval, a block beyond
Moross. Between 1825 and
1833 a log hut was built at the

site of the crucifix. This was the

~first St. Paul’s Catholic Church.

« 1826 Robert L. McKenny, a
visitor from the east, wrote en-
thusiastically of the farms and
orchards in Grosse Pointe, but
quite unflatteringly of the
farmers. ‘

+1846 The part of
Hamiramck Township beyond
the Detroit Waterworks was
organized into Grosse Pointe
Township.

+ 1846 The four-acre site of
St. Paul’s Church was bought
for $200.

+ 1846 Edmund A. Brush,
wealthy owner of the Brush
Farm in Detroit, built a sum-
mer home where the Truman
Newbherry house stood.

* 1847 George V. N. Lothrop,
a prominent lawyer and later
American minister o Russia,
built a summer home and the
first tennis court in the Pointe,

+ 1850 The second St. Paul’s
Church was built on the site of
the present one.

+ 1851 The Detroit and
Grosse Pointe Plank Road
Company built a toll road with
gates at Meldrum, Van Dyke
and just east of the present City
of Grosse Pointe Emits,

+ 1850-1860 Summer homes
were built in Grosse Pointe by
D. Bethune Duffield and
Francis Palms. Before 1860,
the brick house which still
stands at the corner of Three
Mile Drive and Jefferson, once
owned by H. E Wardwell, was
built by Henry Seitz. This is the
oldest brick house in Grosse
Pointe. _

+* 1862 Theodore H.
Hinchman, a leading mierchant
in those days, built where the
Grosse Pointe War Memorial
now stands.

+ 1866 Dudley B.
Woodbridge, son of former
Governor and United States
Senator William Woodbridge,
built a year-round home by
Lochmeoor Boulevard.

* 1871 Charles and Edward
Moran of Grosse Pointe re-

claimed the Grand Marais,
about 900 acres of land be-
tween Jefferson and the lake
and river, by throwing up a
dike and using a steam pump.

+ 1875 Joseph H. Berry, pres-
ident of Berry Brothers, Inc.
bought a piece of lakefront
property (adjoining the Alger
house) and an old house which
he used summers until 1882
when he built the large brick
and stone house there.

+ 1875 John S. Newberry
and James McMillan, later &
United States senator, built
quite similar houses on proper-
ty known as Lake Terrace,
They owned together with
their neighbor, Brush, a long
dock where the Newberry
yacht, “Truant,” and Brush’s
yacht, “Lillie,” were moored.

These boats were used partly
for pleasure, but also as the
best way to get to Detroit in the
summer months. Driving a
horse and buggy to Detroit in
muddy weather was, at this
time, likely to take between
four and five hours.

*» 1876 A non-denomination-
al Protestant Church was built
at the southwest corner of
Kerby and Lake Shore.

* 1876 Rufus M. Kerby was
operating the Grosse Pointe
Post Office and a small store
next to the church. In 1893, the
building was moved back on
Kerby and used as the first vil-
lage hall until 1912,

+ 1879 A hicentennial cele-
bration was held in Grosse
Pointe to commemorate the
christening of Lake Sainte
Claire. It included a sailboat re-
gatta, speeches, poems and
Songs.

* 1879 Grosse Pointe Village
was organized and included
only theproperty between
Fisher and Weir.

* 1880 Theodore P Hall, a
banker, built a home which he
called “Tonnancour,” with a
frontage of 600 feet on the
lake, where Tonnancour Road
is now.

» 1882 William K. Muiy, en-
gaged primarily in the railroad

" business butalso interested in

shipping and manufacturing,
built “Otsikita Villa” near
where the Waldo Avery house
now stands. Otsikita was the
Indian name for Lake Sainie
Claire. Next to it was the cot-
tage of Cleveland Hunt, one of

. Detroit’s foremost attorneys,

which had been built a few
years earlier.

* 1882 Theyacht, “Leila,”
owned by a dozen summer res-
idents, was used for a number
of years to get to their offices in
Detroit.

* 1882 Henry B. Ledyard and
Hugh McMillan built almost
identical hauses on property
known as “Clovetleigh” and
later occupied by the houses of
L.D. Buhl and Robert Kuh,
Ledyard was president of the .

Michigan Central Railroadand

McMillan was associated in
business with his brother; the
senator and John S, Newberry.

* 1882 W. B. Moran, promi-
nent both in law and manufac-
turing, built his summer home
“Bellevue” on the lake a little
south of Moross.

One conflict being solved by
the basketball courts is the in-
terior parking lot next to the
community building. The lot
has two basketball nets.

have been undeterred when

Detroit has been difficult to
deal with. The latest rate we got
was a 21 percent increase.
We're upset about that. We
have to look at saving water
costs and if we didn’t at least
study the feasibility of it, we
would be remiss in our duties.”

City Manager Dale Krajniak
explained the city has been
studying the possibility of
building its own water treat-
ment facility for four years.
Some of the city’s recent ac-
tions, he said, were pro-active
steps to ensure that if the pro-
ject was to go forward, the
process would be easier,

“We have had talks with
council and it was the sense
from council that we should
proceed with studying the idea
of separating from the Detroit
water system. As part of that
process, we have submitted re-
quests for permits, just so we
have an idea of what our costs
will be. For several of those per-
mit requests, 60 percent of the
design needed to be submitted.
We have looked at several loca-
tions for the plant if we were to
build one,” he said.

“We looked at the area at
Mack and Alter and also
Jefferson and Maryland, but it
appears that the area at
Barrington and Windmill
Pointe Drive would.be our

cheapest site because it is so
close to the lake. '

“But are we certain we’ll
build the plant there? No.”

Several residents weren't
convinced, especially as it re-
lates to the purchase of the va-
cant home and the possibility of
the city demolishing the house
and using the lot for parking.

“It causes me concern that
you would buy a piece of prop-
erty and remove it from the tax
rolls,” said Windmill Pointe res-
ident Paul Lavins. “That tells
me you have a hidden agenda
somewhere.”

Councilman Greg Theokis
voiced an objection to Lavins’
statement.

“I can say categorically that
there is no hidden agenda,” he
responded. “It would be wrong
for us not to study this and it
would be wrong for us not to be
proactive.”

Residents were responding
to the city’s purchase of the va-
cant home and its overture to
other homeowners with prop-
erty adjacent to the home in
question who had been ap-
proached about possibly selling
their homes to the city.

“In fairness, it was premature
on my part to approach those
residents,” Krajniak said. “But
as we study the plans, we knew

‘we should consider providing

for parking. But we don't have
to use the lot for parking, and
we can always sell the lot after
knocking down the house.”
That caught the attention of
Windmill Pointe resident Paul
Schaap, who offered to pur-
chase the property from the

“We love our area, and the
idea that you would pave over
that lot with all that beautiful
vegetation is unbelievable,” he
said. “What I want to see is a
clear statement from the city in-
dicating that the property will
not be used for a parking lot.”

Theokis called for residents
to allow the city to go ahead
with the study, and promised {0
keep the residents informed as
it proceeds. :

“Everyone has taken the
study and the house situation
and blown it way out of propor-
tion,” he said.

Prior to the start of school
this year, the three schools re-
ceived huge boxes containing
40 24-by-26-inch reproduc-
tions of American art. Since
each piece is double-sided, 80
different images are showmn.

“They are very high-quality
and huge. I am 53" and they
are almost as big as me,”
Zoufa] said.

The NEH selected “master-
pieces that bring us face to face
with the people, places and
events that have shaped our
country. The images are just a
small sample of significant
works. They serve as a starting
point for learning about our
nations’s history and artistic
legacy-” .

Included in the works are
Gilbert Stuart’s portrait of
George Washington and
Alexander Gardner’s photo-
graph of Abraham Lincoln.

The posters also depict his-
torical events such as Grant
Wood’s “The Midnight Ride of
Paul Revere,” American crafts
such as quilts of the 19th and
20th centuries, and architec-
ture including Frank Lloyd
Wright's Fallingwater,

Nissan has the eight-passen-
ger Armada ready for all ter-
rain with features such as all-
mode four-wheel drive, 18-inch
alloy wheels, rear sonar, oil-pan
skidplate and an E-85 compati-
ble fuel system.

Armada has a redesigned ex-
terior and interior. Notables in-
clude privacy glass in second
and third rows, chrome-finish
power heated side-view mir-
rors, and chrome front door
handles to match 4 large
chrome grille up front,

Not even the “Heroic
Capability” tag Nissan gives
Armada’s $3,500 option pack-
age, however, can save it from
low fuel-mileage numbers. This
5,993-pound truck, which
stretches a total length of 207.7
inches, or more than 17 feet, is
rated at 12 miles per galion city
and 17 highway.

homes have a funding source
that will aliow them to operate
for years to come.

The Van Elslander family has

ning in 1992, early on providing
furniture for the homes and, in
two instances, the house itself.

There are homes in neighbor-

the neighbors. Fach Angels’
Place home has a name; the
home in Clinton Township is
called MAVE, for Mary Ann
Van Elslander, It was donated
in her name and dedicated in
2000,

When Van Elslander first be-
came involved with the endow-
ment campaign, she was sur-
prised to discover that east-
siders in general, and Grosse
Pointers in particular, were not
familiar with the work of
Angels’ Place. With that in
mind, Van Elslander is hosting
a reception Oct. 1 to infroduce
Angels’ Place to the community
and drum up support tor the
endowment campaign.

With a goal of $6 million, Van
Elslander hopes to raise aware-
ness of the work of Angels’

But it is the residential com-
ponent that will be the focus of
the upcoring gathering.

“I would love to see Angels’
Place open a home in this com-
munity,” said VanElslander. ‘1
know the need is here.”

For more than 35 years, Van
Elslander has been teaching
catechism classes to the devel-
opmentally disabled at St. Joan
of Arc Parish in St. Clair
Shores.

“I got a call when my own
children were in school, asking
if I could help teach catechism,
but with 10 children..I didn't
have much spare time during
the week,” she said. “Then they
asked if I could teach in a
Saturday morning class for
children with special’ needs,
and that was how I started,
That was 35 years ago, but the
program actually started in

years oid.”

While many of her students
continue to live at home with
their families, Van Elslander
and the staff at Angels Place
knows that i is not always possi-
ble.

“The families of our resi-
dents play a very important
role,” said Mona McSwain,
house manager for MAVE.
“Most of our residents go
home on weekend visits with
their families and for holidays.
But we also have residents who
no longer have families, either
because their parents have
died or their siblings have
moved from the area. Those
residents will go home with a
staff member. We always make
sure no one spends a holiday
alone. They will always have a
family. »

Judging by the calendar on
the wall, MAVE residents and
those at other Angels Place
homes have a lot to do.

Their days are spent either at
employment opportunities
within their communities or at
workshop programs, After
work, they have regularly
scheduled recreational activi-
ties including bowling, swim-
ming, baseball and golf. They
spend their Saturdays like just
about everyone else with hair-
cuts and shopping on the agen-
da, returning home in time to
catch football and baseball
games on the big screen televi-
sion.

Sports team banners and

memorabilia dominate the liv-.

ing room décor, while trophies
won by the residents in Special
Olympics competitions deco-
rate the mantle.

Each resident has his own
bedroom, and a visitor can't
help but be struck by how neat
and tidy the rooms are kept,
not to mention the entire
house.

House manager McSwain
smiled and pointed to the job
chart on the wall.

“It’s a joint effort,” she point-
ed out. “They all share in the

cleaning; laundry, cooking and

shopping. It's just like home.”

A home that Van Elslander
wants to make sure is always
there.

cautions we take as parents
are common sense, but a “re-
fresher” course is always
helptul.

The days of throwing

on our dad’s old jeans
and flannel shirt to head out
the door to trick-or-treat are
gone. Today’s elaborate cos-
tumes can present some chal-
lenging moments for parents.

Masks and head gear that
inhibit a child’s vision should
be reserved for small house or
classroom parties.

Maneuvering dark streets
and curbs while wearing re-
strictive masks could trans-
iate into trips and falls that
lead to unnecessary visits to
the emergency room.

As always, parents should
accompany their younger
children. If children are old
enough to be out alone at
night, they are probably too
old to trick-or-treat.

Be especially diligent in fol-
lowing all road rules such as

T'm relaying this story not to
alarm anyone, but to warn that
in the Grosse Pointe area such
things happen.

Tknow because it happened
to me many years ago. [had
gone with friends from work to
dinner and to a play at the
Hilberry Theatre. We took off
in separate cars after the play.

I1got home about 11:30 p.m.,
relieved that I had safely trav-
eled the expressway and 15
minutes on surface streets. [
had an unattached garage and
never drove into it at night. 1
parked in the driveway and
went in the side door. T had the

key out, neady to open the door,
when someone tapped me on
the shoulder When I turned
around, a man who looked to
be in his iate teens or early 20s,
slipped my purse off my shoul-
der and ran to a waiting car
parked in the street at the end
of my driveway.

Iyelled and my son came
bursting out of the house, run-
ning as fast as he could after
the robbers. They sped off be-
fore my son couid reach them
or get a license plate number.
We called the police and they
said the robbers were probably
well out of the area.

The police told me of several
similar robberies. Their modus
operandi was to drive around
the Grosse Pointes in the late
evening looking for a car enter-
ing a side drive. With the vehi-

cle’s headlights turned off,
they’d look for an easy robbery.

- fthepassengerwasa
woman, especiaily an older
woman, or a noticeably older
male, one robber would rob the
person, return to the waiting
car and be off before police had
even been notified.

" The police emphasized to me
the importance of always being
on the alert, especially at night.
Be alert to anyone following
your car for a long period.
Don't get out of the car if you
notice a strange car parked on
the street near your home, es-
pecially if you can see someone
inside the car.

If you notice anything suspi-
clous, drive directly to the near-
est police station. Be sure you
know where that station is lo-
cated. Today a cell phone can

be used, but I would feel much
safer getting out of this danger-
ous place as quickly as possi-
ble.

Several days after the rob-
bery, the police called to say
someone had found my wallet
in a trash can in Detroit. There
was no money in it and my
credit cards, driver’s license,
etc. were gone. T had already
called and closed my accounts.

Iwas called many weeks lat-
er by the police, “We've got the
guys. They were robbing a
woman when the next door
neighbor just happened to be
looking out her window. She
called the police and they were
able to arrest them in the act.
Means you worr't have to come
inand identify them.”

That was good news, but I
still wanted to see a picture of

1/2 cup chopped sun dried
tomatoes

1 tablespoon
Worchestershire sauce

1 cup panko (Japanese
bread crumbs)

1/3 cup dried minced onion
{(or 1 cup finely minced fresh
onion)

2 tablespoons dried parstey,

4 eggs

1 teaspoon dried oregano

1 teaspoon dried basil

1/2 teaspoon each salt and
pepper

1/2 teaspoon garlic salt

1 cup ketchup

3 to 4 ripe beef steak toma-

toes, sliced

Preheat oven to 350 degrees.
Grease a large glass baking
dish (such as a 9 x 13) and set
aside.

Place the ground turkey in
an extra large bowl. To the
turkey add all ingredients, ex-

cept ketchup and tomatoes.

Using clean hands toss and
mix the meat with the cther in-
gredients until everything is
very well blended. (The
process takes about five min-
utes.)

Turn the mixture into the
prepared baking dish as even-
ly as possible.

Spread the ketchup over the
meatloaf.

Arrange the tomato slices
over the ketchup, side by side
but not overlapping. Sprinkle
some dried parsley over the
tomatoes for a pretty presenta-
tion.

Bake the meatloaf at 350 for
about an hour, until browned
on the edges and cooked
throughout. (A deeper baking
dish may need a bit more
time.)

This turkey meatloaf is
moist going into the oven and
moistwhen it comes out.

A perfect weekend meat
idea with leftovers that will
make your mouth water on
Monday.
