38-foot Santa float rewed up

Woods' top cop calls it a career

After 34 years, it's time for a new rou­
tine. 

Michael Makowski announced he will 
retire as director of the Grosse Pointe 
Woods Public Safety Department, effec­
tive Dec. 31. 

Makowski, 59, rose through the ranks 
from patrol officer to director, doing the 
job he wanted to do since he was grow­
ing up on Detroit's east side. 

"I was able to fulfill two childhood 
dreams here," he said. "I wanted to be a 
police officer and a fireman, and with the 
department of public safety, I was able to 
be both." 

Makowski joined the department after 
three years with the Army's 101st 
Airborne Division. Following his dis­
charge, he moved to the Woods while he 
was working on a degree in criminal jus­
tice at Wayne State University. He was 
hired as a Woods patrol officer in 1975. 
He married, bought a house, and raised

Seeing red 
General fund balance drops; 
immediate cuts requested

An audit showing a negative $210,000 unreserved fund bal­
ance prompted an accountant on the Grosse Pointe Shores fi­
nance committee to call for cost savings by making immediate 
cuts to non-union employee benefits. 

"We can't afford them," said Ted Kedzierski, in his first term on 
the city council. "This should have been done years ago." 

He wants to reconfigure the pension plan, retiree health care 
and a sick-day policy that lets employees cash out unused days 
allotted for sick time. 

The audit this month by Plants & Moran showed, for the peri­
od ending June 30, the city's general fund balance dropped 
$727,000 during the last two years. In March 2007, the fund to­
taled $802,000. One year later, $477,000; and in June, $75,000. 

"Of that $75,000, $285;000 is reserved for sanitation-related ex­
penditures," said Plante & Moran senior manager Jenny 
Cederstrom. 

That means the unreserved fund balance is $210,000 in the 
red. 

The accounting firm is required to report the deficit to the 
state. 

Such reports are triggered by "any fund with a deficit," ex­
plained David Harrington, a Plante & Moran partner.

Community survey in works

A survey is being considered 
to gauge what Grosse Pointers 
feel is right and wrong with the 
community. 

"We want to find out what 
people are satisfied with and, if 
they're not satisfied, why" said 
Sheldon Wardwell, board 
member of the Grosse Pointe 
Chamber of Commerce and a 
resident of the Farms. 

The idea grew out of the 
chamber's policy committee. 

"We thought ruturing studies 
done many years ago had run 
their course and this might be a 
good idea to work with the five 
Grosse Pointes on planning for 
the future," Wardwell said. 

The survey hasn't been ap­

proved or priced, much less 
written. 

Half of the estimated $ 10,000 
cost would be paid by the 
chamber. The five Pointes likely 
will contribute about $1,000 
each. 

City councils in the Farms 
and Shores have discussed the 
community-wide effort. 

"Normally, when we do a sur­
vey, there's pretty significant 
price tag associated with it," 
said Brian Vick, Shores city 
manager. "It's one of those situ­
ations we really can't pass up. It 
will set a benchmark moving 
forward with regard to how cit­
izens view services — what is 
highly desirable and which 
ones we should shift in priori­
ty" 

"It's something we're looking 

at for strategic planning for the 
future, not only as individual 
communities, but through 
greater cooperation among the 
Grosse Pointes," said Shane 
Reeside, Farms city manager. 
"(We) are continuing to look at 
strategic planning for the fu­
ture, in light of the economic 
climate. We ultimately will be 
coming back to the council be­
fore anything formally goes 
out." 

Wardwell expects planning 
to continue through January. 

"I would guess that we'll have 
the survey in February or 
March," he said. "Our hope is to 
have a survey by next spring 
and from there work together 
with the mayors, manager and 
council to establish some para­
meters."

Revenue outlook more than gloomy

When an auditor says, "It is 
what it is," it's usually not good. 

At least when Dave 
Harrington of Plante & Moran 
said it this month while giving 
dismal revenue projections to 
the City of Grosse Pointe coun­
cil. 

Harrington, presenting the 
results of an audit for the year 
ending June 30, said he expects 
an $885,741 drop in property 
tax revenues during the current 
fiscal year. 

"Based on projected antici­
pated reductions for the budget 
cycle you'll be working on in 
the spring, you'll see another 
reduction of approximately 
$950,000 funds for July 1,2010, 
or a cumulative reduction of 
$1.8 million, or 32 percent," he 
said. 

He added, "We don't see an 
increase for the following year 
(2011). There's potential for 
over a 35 or 36 percent reduc­
tion in your taxable value and 
total property tax revenue." 

Property taxes represent 
about 80 percent of city in­
come. 

"You're looking at losing 1/3 
of 80 percent; you're looking at 

25 percent reduction in spend­
ing," Harrington said. "It is 
what it is." 

F u n d balance 
The city isn't alone, and 

things could be worse. 
"The difference is you have a 

fund balance," Harrington told 
members of the council. "You 
have time to recognize. 
Obviously, things have to 
change one way or another." 

As of June 30, the city had a 
$1.3 million reserved balance. 
The unreserved, undesignated 
balance totaled $1.7 million. 
Some $29,000 was designated 
unreserved to cover potential 
losses. 

"Total fund balance (includ­
ing the capital projects fund) 
increased from $5.8 to $6.3 
million, this year," said Plante 
& Moran's Manju Patnaik. 

A three-year budget forecast 
predicts that, under current 
conditions, starting during 
2010, expenditures will exceed 
revenues. The gap grows to 
about $1 million for the fiscal 
year ending 2011 and to about 
$1.4 million for the fiscal year 
ending 2012. 

"The budget for fiscal year 
2011 will be considered in the 
spring of 2010," said Peter 
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S O U R C E : P L A N T E & M O R A N

Dame, city manager. "That's 
my $ 1 million problem." 

The gap maintains itself 
without narrowing through at 
least 2023, unless something 
changes. 

"We have a structural 
deficit," said Mayor Dale 
Scrace. "That's what we need 

to work on as we get ready for 
next year's budget." 

"It's a matter of finding the 
proper balance (between) 
what services the community 
would like to retain and which 
they might be willing to pay 
more for to retain, and things 
that could be eliminated," 

Dame said. 

Structural deficit 
Even if the economy 

bounces back, the city won't 
get much of a rebound in rev­
enue. 

Property values can go down 
as fast as the market bears. On 

the other hand, state law limits 
increases in property tax as­
sessments to the rate of infla­
tion or 5 percent, whichever is 
less. 

In what Harrington called 
the "new reality," it would take 
14 years of state-limited in­
creases in assessed property 
values until the city could col­
lect the same amount in prop­
erty taxes as last year. 

"It will take a constitutional 
amendment to give a local gov­
ernment the authority to raise 
other kinds of money within its 
community, if it chooses to do 
so, to support itself," Dame 
said. 

He said local governments in 
Michigan lack the authority to 
control their own destinies. 

"We are beholding to the 
state for our primary source of 
revenue, property tax rev­
enue," Dame said. "Major 
changes have to happen at the 
state level for us to be able to 
deal with our problems." 

Auditors said the city's 
books were "clean (and) in 
good shape, which is very 
rare." 

The audit carried an unquali­
fied opinion representing the 
auditor's highest level of as­
surance.

Economy clouds water options

Grosse Pointe Shores is be­
tween a rock and a hard place 
about where to buy its drink­
ing water. 

A recent engineering study 
narrowed the Shores' top op­
tions to remaining a customer 
of Detroit or becoming a cus­
tomer of Grosse Pointe 
Farms. 

In terms of water costs 
alone, staying with Detroit 

will cost more in the long run, 
according the study's 30-year 
forecast. Yet, remaining a 
Detroit customer would elimi­
nate an immediate need for 
the Shores to invest in infra­
structure improvements. 

Switching to the Farms will 
be $5.3 million to $7.2 million 
less expensive in trie long run, 
but require1 immediate capital 
investment to build a trans­
mission line and a 500,000-
gallon storage tank. 

In the meantime, the

his family in the community he 
helped serve and protect. 

"I love this community," he 
said. "Grosse Pointe Woods is 
a beautiful, viable and safe 
community, and I hope I had 
something to do with keeping 
it that way." 

Makowski is proud of the 
work his officers have done 
under his tenure in keeping 
the residents of Grosse Pointe 
Woods safe. 

"We have had a consistent 
pattern of low crime in this 
community," he said. "I at­
tribute that to the hard work of 
the officers in this department. 
I also credit the citizens for 
their longstanding support of 
this department. We work well 
with our residents and our 
business owners. They are a 
big part of our success." 

It was important to 
Makowski that he led by ex­
ample. 

"I think I brought profes­
sionalism to the department," 
he said. "I have high expecta­
tions for my officers and I be­
lieve they should be held ac­
countable for what they do.

about when we were kids?" he 
asked with a laugh. "That tech­
nology is here now. We have 
cameras everywhere, cell 
phones and radios. It has 
changed police work. For ex­
ample, cameras in patrol cars 
fyave really cut down on com­
plaints.! from both citizens and 
officers." 

He also cites converting duty 
time to 12-hour shifts for patrol 
officers and a field training 
program for new department 
members as major accom­
plishments on his watch. 

Makowski feels good about 
the department he will hand 
off to his yet-to-be-named suc­
cessor, but worries the finan­
cial crisis facing the area may 
have an impact. 

'I've been fighting to keep 
up the level of service, and I 
would hope that there are not 
huge changes made just for 
the sake of saving a dollar," he 
said. "You have to be careful 
about what you are hoping to 
accomplish. Maintaining a 
strong public safety depart­
ment should be a city's No. 1 
priority." 

Makowski's dedication to 
Grosse Pointe Woods will be 
missed, said Mayor Robert 

Novitke. 
"He has served this city well 

for a very long time," he said. 
"He's done a great job, and we 
thank him for his many years 
of public service." 

Makowski hasn't made firm 
plans for life after retirement. 

"I'll probably be doing all 
those things that I haven't had 
time for," he said. But with a 
Harley in the garage and sev­
eral kayaking trips planned, 
along with sharing gardening 
time with his wife of 25 years, 
Mary, he won't be relegated to 
a rocking chair any time soon. 

"I'm looking forward to 
spending time with Mary, who 
has been very supportive of my 
career. She's a good friend," he 
said with a smile. 

He will finish out Ins tenure 
abiding by a philosophy that 
he maintains has served him 
well for many years. 

"I really believe attitude is 
important," he said, showing 
off his coffee mug that reads, 
"Attitude is everything. Choose 
a good one." 

"I've always tried to remain 
positive. We all have trials-and 
tribulations in our lives, but 
you'll get through them if you 
maintain the right attitude." 

Shores' contract to buy water 
from Detroit has expired.

C o s t s and savings 
The study — based on cur­

rent, yet ever-changing data 
and projections — concluded 
that the Shores would pay be­
tween $32,726,454 to 
$34,537,907 over 30 years if it 
stayed with Detroit. 

The cost from the Farms 
over the same period would 
total $27,363,114. The cost of 
water doesn't include the ex­
pense of linking with the 
Farms plant, constructing a 
water storage tank and help­
ing maintain the Farms filtra­
tion plant at the corner of 

Moross and Grosse Pointe 
Boulevard. Those costs 
haven't been determined. 

"(You'd) need a single feed 
transmission line up 
Lakeshore to the tank," said 
Tom Biehl, a partner at 
Hubble, Roth & Clark, the 
Shores consulting engineers, 
to the city council last week. 

The tank Would be required 
by the state Department of 
Environmental Quality to pro­
vide the Shores a backup wa­
ter supply during emergen­
cies. The Farms already has a 
tank buried next to its filtra­
tion plant. 

Recent analysis of the 
Farms plant concluded the 
Shores could link to it without 
having to pay $6 million to ex­
pand filtration capacity. 

"The existing plant has 
enough capacity to service the 
Shores without an expan­
sion," said Shane Reeside, 
Farms city manager. "At one 
time, we were looking at the 
potential of providing water 
to the Shores and Woods, for 
which we'd have to expand

Honor Flight Michigan is a 
non-profit group that provides 
all-expenses paid trips for 
Michigan's WWII veterans to 
visit the memorial erected to 
honor their service. Since its 
inception in 2006, it has sent 
more than 1,200 Michigan vet­
erans to D.C. 

Abey, along with approxi­
mately 20 other WWH veter­
ans, boarded a plane Saturday, 
Nov. 7, at Metro airport bound 
for D.C. Each veteran received 
a T-shirt to be worn on the trip 
identifying them as a member 
of the Honor Flight. 

A convivial man never at a 
loss for a story, Abey was im­
pressed and honored by the 
trip, beginning at Metro air­
port.

That respect was shown 
throughout the day from the 
airports here and in Maryland 
and as well as the memorial.

One 
such listener is former neigte 
bor, Christina Michaud, who, 
even though she has moved 
with her husband and three 
young children to Grosse 
Pointe Park, keeps in regular 
contact with Abey.

"My time in the military was 
a vacation.

our plant and add more filtra­
tion." 

F l u i d forecast 
The engineering forecast 

was based on financial infor­
mation that changes daily, ac­
cording to Jamie Burton, the 
engineering firm's environ­
mental specialist. 

Some variables are out of 
the Shores control. If Flint 
drops out of the Detroit water 
system, for instance, remain­
ing customers would pay the 
consequences. 

"Detroit has indicated by 
(Flint) leaving the system, 
everybody's rates would go 
up 6 percent," Burton said. "If 
you project 30 years into the 
future, the Grosse Pointe 
Farms option, long term, is 
the cheapest. 

However, there are impacts 
to the Farms options, such as, 
in the short term, raising your 
water rates to pay to make the 
connection." 

Burton acknowledged the 
difficulty of making major in­
frastructure investments dur­
ing current economic condi­
tions. 

"However," he said, "having 
a sustainable, viable, lower-
cost water utility is a corner­
stone to economic recovery 
and development There's re­
ally two decisions to be 
made:" stay with Detroit or go

"If someone's coming from the 
lot (behind CVS Pharmacy), 
they just goose it." 

Members of the City of 
Grosse Pointe council recently 
supported the residents and 
designated the block for resi­
dents-only permit parking. 

"There have been numerous 
complaints from residents 
about congested parking, litter 
and traffic in their block," said 
James Fox, head of public safe­
ty. "Several complaints concern 
employees, shoppers and pa­
trons in the Village who park 
there and prevent residents and 
their guests from being able to 
park in front of their homes." 

Parking had been allowed 
only on the east side the block 
in one-hour increments be­

tween 8 a.m. and 6 p.m. On-
street parking isn't allowed on 
the west side of the block. 

"One-hour parking was in­
tended to discourage on-street 
parking," said Peter Dame, city 
manager. "It hasn't worked." 

Fox said motorists often park 
on the block six to seven hours. 

"We've written several viola­
tions," he said. "It's mostly 
Village patrons." 

City officials supported the 
petitioners. 

"Parking is congested at cer­
tain times of the day," said Fox. 
"(Resident-only parking) 
would prevent commercial 
parkers from utilizing spaces 
on that block and allow resi­
dents and guests to park on the 
street." 

Each household also will re­
ceive two guest permits. 
Contractors parking in the 
street risk getting ticketed un­
less residents notify the city 
ahead of time. No parking vio­
lations carry $25 fines. 

City officials retained the 
right to review the policy when 
property on the block owned 
by Sunrise Senior living, 
which has canceled its planned 
development, is sold for new 
development. 

The policy becomes effective 
as soon as street signs can be 
put up and permits printed for 
residents. 

It will cost the city about $200 
to replace current parking 
signs and print parking per­
mits, Fox said.

The state will respond by 
putting the Shores on a deficit 
reduction plan. 

"If you can demonstrate dur­
ing the current-year budget 
process that you will have a 
positive number June 30,2010, 
that gets you off the (state's) 
radar screen," Harrington told 
the council. 

Brian Vick, hired last winter 
as city manager, said the nega­
tive balance is an "inevitable" 
consequence of the former vil­
lage's three-month reconfigu­
ration this year to a city form of 
government. 

"For a three-month period, 
residents did not pay taxes," 
Vlck said. "We used available 
revenue we had to move 
through that three month peri­
od. The overall budget is not in 
debt. Essentially, we owe our­
selves some money." 

"(Having) $75,000 at the end 
of the year is better than you 
anticipated," Cederstrom told 
the city council at last week's 
meeting, "primarily because 
you came in better than antici­
pated for the three-month peri­
od; but also because you had 
built up ($477,000) reserves 
from the previous period." 

The deficit had resident John 
Booth concerned about re­
ceivership. 

"To my knowledge, this com­
munity has never had a nega­
tive, overdrawn general fund," 
Booth said. "The big issue is 
the chronic inability of the 
council and its finance commit­
tee to come up with any kind of 
realistic revenue projections. 
The pie-in-the-sky revenue 
projections of the last three 
years have exhausted almost 
all funds we had in reserve, re­
sulting in a demerit from the 
state. It is a travesty to continue 
that."

going up $50,000 to $60,000 
per year," Kedzierski said. 
"That represents what we owe 
the city's nearly 50 employees 
for sick pay. They can cash 
that out. If they all retired 
right now, we'd have to write 
them checks for $708,050. 
That is not in the budget." 

He said sick pay should be 
offered on a use-it-or-lose-it 
basis. 

"To me, sick time is for 
when you're sick," he said. 
"It's not meant to enrich your­
self," 

As for legacy costs, 
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Kedzierski would reduce them 
by adding five years to the cur­
rent 25 years of service an em­
ployee must work to qualify 
for full retiree benefits. 

In addition to requiring 30 
years of employment, he 
wants the city to stop paying

health care coverage for re­
tirees' spouses and depen­
dents; plus stop providing at 
age 65 a Medicare Advantage 
policy that includes extra cov­
erage. 

"I'd like to amend the plan 
to have provisions similar to 

the state, which requires 30 
years of service," he said. 

Spouses and dependents 
would no longer receive 
health care coverage, at least 
for life, he added. 

He also wants to change the 
city's defined retirement bene­
fit plan into a defined contri­
bution plan in which a stated 
amount of money each year is 
paid into the retirement fund. 

"We have excellent services 
because we have great em­
ployees," Kedzierski said. 
"But, after being on the fi­
nance committee for the last 
couple of months and looking 
at our finances, we can't con­
tinue to do business as usual." 

New reality 
The auditors said the 

Shores, like "every communi­
ty" in Michigan, is facing de­
clining revenues. Property 
values are going down, which 
translate into lower municipal 
income. 

"Revenues (as of June 30) 
came in less than budgeted by 
about $130,000," Cederstrom 
said. "They were lower than 
anticipated, primarily in prop­
erty tax revenue. That's due to 

declining property tax val­
ues." 

Property taxes comprise 
about 84 percent of Shores' in­
come, according to 
Cederstrom. 

The city's tax receipts are 
expected to go down another 
9 percent, according to 
Kedzierski, citing Wayne 
County officials. 

"Our real estate tax is about 
$5.2 million," Kedzierski said. 
"Nine percent of that is just 
over $450,000. We have to find 
that somewhere." 

"When any community or 
organization sees their rev­
enue decrease, they have to 
change," Harrington said. 

He forecast, based on cur­
rent conditions and practices, 
the community will see a 
structural deficit grow to 
about $400,000 per year by 
2012 and stay that way for 
years. The prediction came 
despite this year's municipal 
budget including $300,000 in 
cuts from the year before. 

"Now's the time to address 
how this community wants to 
examine steps they'll take to 
get back to a balanced bud­
get," Harrington said.

which we have since enjoyed; for the peaceable and rational 
manner in which we have been enabled to establish constitu­
tions of government for our safety and happiness, and particu­
larly the national one now lately instituted for the civil and reli­
gious liberty with which we are blessed, and the means we 
have of acquiring and diffusing useful knowledge; and, in gen­
eral, for all the great and various favors which he has been 
pleased to confer upon us. 

"And also that we may then unite in most humbly offering 
our prayers and supplications to the great lord and ruler of na­
tions and beseech him. to pardon our national and other trans­
gressions; to enable us all, whether in public or private sta­
tions, to perform our several and relative duties properly and 
punctually; to render our national government a blessing to all 
the people by constantly being a government of wise, just and 
constitutional laws, discreetly and faitlifully executed and 
obeyed; to protect and guide all sovereigns and nations—es­
pecially such as have shown kindness to us, and to bless them 
with good governments, peace and concord; to promote the 
knowledge and practice of true religion and virtue, and the in­
crease of science among them and us; and, generally to grant 
unto all mankind such a degree of temporal prosperity as he 
alone knows to be best."

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Revenues fall 
To the Editor: 

1 don't know whether to be 
more upset with the Shores fi­
nancial mess or the inertia of 
the mayor and council in even 
deciding when to begin to for­
mulate a plan to address the 
city's financial crisis. 

Apparently, the majority of 
the council doubts a real crisis 
'exists. 

Here is why the Shores is in a 
financial crisis: 

Grosse Pointe Shores has 
been on a state fiscal watch list 
and is now on a state credit 
watch list because, in part, the 
council transferred all of the 
city's reserve funds over the 
past three years to cover over­
drafts in its current operating 
accounts. 

This year's operating deficit 
is a negative $231,000 

During the same three-year 
period, the mayor and council 
watched as annual actuarial re­
ports documented that liabili­
ties for unfunded pension and 
post-retirement medical bene­
fits were climbing rapidly. 

When added to outstanding 
bond indebtedness increased 
by the recent harbor renova­
tion improvement bond, the 
Shores' total liabilities now ap­
proach $30 million against de­
clining annual revenues, now 
less than $5.9 million. 

Alarmingly, even in the face 
of pressure from residents and 
two members of the council to 
switch to a multi-year forecast­
ing budget, the council and city 
management have steadfastly 
refused to budget more than 
one year at a time. 

At the last quarterly finance 
committee meeting and again 
at the most recent monthly 
council meeting, auditors 
Plante & Moran, bluntly in­
formed council they recom­
mend not less than three-year 
rolling annual budgets, prefer­
ably five-year. 

Further, Plante & Moran stat­
ed the average Michigan mu­
nicipality faces a decline of 27 
percent in gross receipts, and 
because of revenue caps due to 
the Headlee Amendment, irre-
SDective of any economic re­
covery, it will take at least 10 
years for municipal revenues to 
equal the revenue level of last 
year. 

Plante & Moran warned that 
all Michigan municipalities are 
facing structural operating 
deficits requiring an immediate 
review and reorganization of 
operations in each municipali­
ty-

Unfortunately for the Shores, 
unlike many other Michigan 
communities, the council's past 
over-spending and recent in­
creases in already generous 
employee salaries and benefits 
has exhausted the very reserve 
funds that other more fortunate 
communities retained, allow­

ing them time for a more order­
ly transition to a much lower 
level of receipts and expenses. 

The Shores management 
and council should be in crisis 
mode. It is not. Rather, it's 
steady as she goes. 

What do the mayor and city 
manager propose as a course 
correction to deal with the 
problems outlined by the city 
auditors? At the recent city 
council meeting, upon a motion 
made by manager Brians Vick,: 

the council voted to expand its 
present three council member 
finance committee into a new 
committee of the whole by 
adding the three remaining 
council members, plus the 
mayor and Village manager, 
the latter two whom were al­
ready "ex-officio" finance com­
mittee members. 

The city manager proposed 
that the new (finance) commit­
tee of the whole meet once a 
month, more frequently than 
the present finance committee 
which meets quarterly. 

This is really no change be­
cause the current finance com­
mittee reports to the whole 
council at every monthly coun­
cil meeting. 

The only practical conse­
quence of this motion is to re­
move council discussion of sen­
sitive financial and employ­
ment issues from the regular 
city council meetings that are 
now quite well attended. 
Residents may attend commit­
tee of the whole meetings but 
only as observers and with lim­
ited opportunity to make com­
ments after the committee's 
discussions. 

To top it off, the city manager 
suggested, and the mayor ac­
cepted Vick's recommenda­
tion, that while the first meeting 
of this new finance committee 
of the whole will be in mid-
December, this meeting would 
be more organizational with se­
rious discussion likely to be de­
ferred until the beginning of 
January. 

So much for the urgent finan­
cial crisis! 

If these guys were firemen, 
city hall would be in ashes be­
fore they even began to discuss 
whether the building was really 
on fire.

Licensed facility 
To the Editor: 

Serenity Way LLC, pur­
chased a house in Grosse 
Pointe Woods to rent to elderly 
people as a community-based 
alternative to entering an as­
sisted living facility. 

It was never intended to be a 
state licensed facility. Renting a 
house to unrelated persons 
does not require a license. It 
was intended the residents con­
tract with care providers of 
their own choosing, according 
to their individual needs. 

Many unrelated individuals 
share houses in Grosse Pointe 
Woods. Some require home 
care assistance. All of these in­
dividuals to the best knowledge 
of Serenity, have been consid­
ered to comply with the dry's 
ordinance which allows unre­
lated people to live together "as 
a family." 

Pamela Boos, Serenity's 
owner, also owns Nursing 
Unlimited, an excellent home-
care provider with a 30-year 
history of caring for ill and el­
derly persons. It is this fact, we 
believe, that caused the city to 
view Serenity's residents as 
"other than a family." The city 
has chosen to issue Serenity a 
ticket for noncompliance with 
the ordinance. 

Rather than fight the ticket, 
and place these residents at 
risk of having to move, Serenity 
has applied for a license as a 
state adult foster care facility. It 
has received a provisional li­
cense number. 

State law provides that if 
Serenity provides certain docu­
mentation beyond the applica­
tion, and if Serenity's Owner 
takes a brief educational 
course, it will automatically be 
issued a temporary license. 

Once such a temporary li-

Hilberry Theatre: Dreaming of summer 

Current moviegoers unset­
tled by Mayan prophecy of the 
world's end seen in "2012" can 
stay assured that such a worry 
is no more than the "fierce vex­
ation of a dream." 

For, reaffirmed in the 
Hilberry Theatre's latest pro­
duction of William 
Shakespeare's 'A Midsummer 
Night's Dream," the Earth's 
guardians of. the night are "new 
in amity," ready to make the 
world right and bless all of its 
inhabitants and progeny. 

No matter how "Dream" is 
played, it always ends on a hap­
py note. The work never wants 
for production. 

From an audience perspec­
tive, people young and old are 

attracted to the play's story of 
mixed-up lovers lost in a fairy 
world of pastoral poetry. 
Children love the fantasy. Teens 
like the jokes. Adults get the in­
nuendo. 

From the production side, 
the play's cast of 21 characters 
(more, if more fairies are want­
ed) almost always means every 
actor in a company gets a role. 

Such is a practical considera­
tion for the Hilberry, the reper­
tory pride of Wayne State 
University's three-year gradu­
ate theater program. Students 
comprise the Hilberry's current 
company of 42 actors, design­
ers, stage and theater man­
agers. The more students in­
volved in each production, they 
more they learn. 

This season's roster of 21 ac­
tors come from 11 states, in­
cluding three from Michigan. 
One each comes from Rhode 
Island, Florida, California and 
Idaho, thereby covering all 
points of the compass. 

From the Midwest comes 
second-year actress Samantha 
Rosentrater. In "Dream," she 
plays Helena, a young woman 
in unrequited love with 
Demetrius. 

The would-be couple is one 
of many pairs of confused 
lovers, lovers at odds with each 
other, lovers under fairy spells, 
lovers spatting and, in the end, 
lovers reconciling. 

Among those couples are 
Oberon and Titania, king and 
queen of the fairies. They are in 
a tiff which, given their domin­
ion over the world, disrupts the 
normal scheme of things; even 
causing the seasons, let alone 
young lovers, to know "not 
which is which." 

If the character Theseus, 
Duke of Athens, is correct— 
and he is—when saying near 
play's end, "For never any thing 
can be amiss, when simpleness 
and duty tender it," then the 
casting of Rosentrater, however 
unamiss, must be acknowl­

edged as the proverbial hip­
popotamus wearing a tutu in 
the room. 

She's not the typical mousy 
little thing found in Hilberry 
stagings of the play going back 
40 years. Yet, in a deserved 
knuckle sandwich to stereo­
typed expectations, 
Rosentrater not only pulls off 
the role, she's among the best 
in the cast 

She flits around the stage 
convincingly as a giggly girl in 
love with love, or, when not, 
frazzled by the inconsistencies 
of it all. 

Rosentrater has fun with au­
dience expectations. She plays 
off her largess, at one time get­
ting down on all fours and be­
coming a bench for her friend, 
but rival in love, Hermia. 

The quirk of Rosentrater's 
casting is one of many insights 
into the play brought out by di­
rector Joe Calarco, a WSU pro­
fessor and designer of the de­
partment's PhD. program rat­

ed No. 1 nationally by two edu­
cation associations. 

Calarco's casting decision 
followed general directions 
contained in the text, where 
early in the action Helena says 
to prettier Hermia, "O, teach 
me how you look, and with 
what art you sway the motion 
of Demetrius' heart." 

Although Shakespeare's 
texts were written to be played, 
players often have a hard rime 
with his poetry. Shakespeare's 
words often are corralled by 
convoluted sentences and lay­
ers of subordinate clauses. 
Some actors recite the lines 
rather than speak them. In 
"Dream," where many lines are 
rhymed couplets, actors often 
fall into a mechanical, sing­
song regularity. 

Rosentrater is not among 
those. 

Also showing off in a recent 
performance was Jason Cabral, 
a second-year student from 
Rhode Island. Cabral took over 

the role of Oberon's henchman, 
Puck. The role was Cabral's un­
derstudy assignment. Yet, he 
performed it as though it had 
been his main duty all along. 

Cabral bounded across the 
stage monkey-like, squatting 
mostly, his second-year knees 
handling the strain like springs. 

The players' action flowed 
through five acts with almost 
no changes of scenery. No 
problem. 

The production's design 
team dressed the stage in a 
multi-layered, moody outdoor 
forest setting, darkly lit, for 
most of the play takes place at 
night. Yet, the setting translated 
well for indoor scenes, with 
tree trunks doubling as 
columns in the Greek palace of 
Theseus. 

"A Midsummer Night's 
Dream" runs through Jan. 29, 
at the Hilberry Theatre, 4743 
Cass at the corner of Hancock 
in Detroit For more informa-

Old post offices in Grosse Pointe 
The following article is from 

the archives of the Grosse Pointe 
Historical Society, circa 1930. 
For more information, visit 
QpUstorieal.org. 

In the early days of 
Grosse Pointe, mere was 
no postal system. 
Instead, a person who 
was going to the destina­

tion of ajetter would take it 
and pick up mail left for you. 
This method was slow, but was 
used until after the days of 
English rule. 

Messengers were sent from 
Detroit and Grosse Pointe, but 

this method was very danger­
ous, as well as slow. For exam­
ple, a letter sent from Detroit 
early in January, did not reach 
Quebec until late March. 

Postage rates were as fol­
lows: letters, double, triple and 
quadruple, were charged with 
double and triple and quadru­
ple rates; but all letters weigh­

ing one ounce, or more were 
charged single postage for 
each quarter ounce according 
to its weight. 

Newspaper not carried out 
of state, or carried out, but not 
more than 100 miles equaled 
1 cent. Further than that, the 
charge was 1.5 cents. 
Magazines published periodi­
cally and the distance not more • 
than 100 miles was 1.5 cents 
per sheet. More than 100 miles, 
the cost was 2.5 cents per 
sheet. 

The first post road in Grosse 
Pointe was organized in 1801 
and operating by Oct. 1,1802. 

The first post office in Grosse 
Pointe and Detroit came about 
in 1803. 

The 1804, the Cincinnati 
route was discontinued, and 
one running from Cleveland to 
Detroit and Grosse Pointe was 
regulated. In 1811, mail was 
carried partly on horseback 
and partly by men on foot. The 
plan for a daily mail did not 
greatly shorten the time and as 
late as 1836, it took 14 days 
and nights to send a letter to 
New York City. 

In 1837, mail arrangements 
were made possible. For exam­
ple, mail was to be delivered

cense is issued, Serenity will be 
in full compliance with the city 
ordinance. The residents, will 
be able to remain; the state will 
make a final determination 
whether to issue a permanent 
license.

The documents needed for a 
temporary license were sub­
mitted to the state Nov. 10.

It is hoped Grosse Pointe 
Woods' history of tolerance 
and open-mindedness will al­
low Serenity's neighbors to 
welcome these elderly resi­
dents to continue to live among 
us with respect and dignity and 
minimal assistance until they 
truly no longer can.

every other day. In December 
1837,16 bags of mail were sent 
from Sandusky to Detroit and 
Grosse Pointe and were 22 
days on the road. After 1843, 
Detroit and Grosse Pointe be­
came a distributing office for 
the Northwest. 

By law as of April 9,1816, 
mail was carried 30 miles for 
six cents; from 30 to 80 miles 
for 10 cents; and from 80 to 
150 miles, 12.5 cents. 

The extreme cost of postage 
made it necessary for those 
who had much to say to use all 
possible space—many letters 

had writing beneath the seal. 
The first envelopes were 

used in 1839. An act passed 
March 3,1851 made it possible 
for a letter to be carried less 
than 3,000 miles for 3 cents. A 
provision for stamps was made 
by law March 3,1847. 

The first postmaster of 
Grosse Pointe was Alexander 
Michie. The registry system 
went into operation March 3, 
1885 and money orders were 
first issued Nov. 1,1864. At this 
time, a large number of iron 
letter boxes were placed on 
lamp posts and in grocery and 
drugstores.

Like student, like teacher

As a coach of any kind, you 
wait for that one phone call, 
hailing your star student's big 
break—a scholarship to a uni­
versity music program; recog­
nition on the sport's field; an 
award for a portrait or painting. 

For voice and acting coach 
Waymen Ezell, the call that 
came a few months back was 
both exciting and a little sur­
prising. 

Grosse Pointe South High 
School graduate Jon 
Manganello, who has taken di­
rection from Ezell over the last 
few years, rang his coach about 
being cast in a film shooting 
primarily in Ann Arbor. 

And as they both quickly 
learned, not just any film—the 
same one in which Ezell also 
landed a role. 

"It was incredulous because 
he didn't know at that point I 
was in there," said Ezell. "I said, 
'Have a seat, you're not going 
to believe this.' It was very, very 
neat. The most exciting part 
about this film for me is being 
in his movie debut." 

Manganello, who is enrolled 
in the University of Michigan 
School of Music Theatre and 
Dance, attended an open cast­
ing call for "Mooz-Lum" on a 
whim. 

"I thought it would be funny 
to get an audition experience," 
he said, noting the casting 
called for Middle Eastern ac­
tors. "I thought, 'Well, I'm 50

percent Lebanese, why don't 
we give this a try.'" 

The Grosse Pointe Park na­
tive says after two weeks, he 
had all but forgotten about the 
audition. 

Then came the first call, invit­
ing him back for a second audi­
tion. The following day, another 
call came, this time awarding 
him a role. 

"I thought they were kidding. 
It's just cool," Manganello, a 
2009 South alumnus, said. 
"You hear these horror stories 
of people going to school for 
theater... they tell us it could be 
months before you get an audi­
tion, and you don't always get 
auditions or roles for that mat­
ter. I think just so much of it is 
luck. If the part is right for you 
— I just got very lucky. I was in 
the right place at the right 
time." 

" M o o z - L u m , " featuring 

Wayman Ezell 

Danny Glover, is the story of a 
black family that is part of the 
first generation of Muslims 
born and raised in the U.S. 

Manganello plays Matthew, a 
university student whose sister 
dies in the Sept. II, 2001, at­
tacks. 

"He's got a good heart, but 
he's led in the wrong direction 
by a gang of racist friends who 
exploit the situation, so he en­
gages in hate crimes of Muslim 
people in the area," 
Manganello described. 

Ezell was cast as Brother 
Dawoud, a bad-tempered 
Pakistani man who teaches at 
an Islamic middle school. 

"He's a detestable man... his 
character is very, very different 
from me, so it was a challenge 
of trying to embody this man 
who doesn't seem to have any 
redeeming qualities," he said. 

Not that getting into charac­

ter is anything new to the long­
time actor, who commutes be­
tween a house in Detroit and 
New York City. 

He's achieved roles in every­
thing from theater productions, 
such as "The Tempest," 
"Pippin" and "Cabaret," to 
Warner Brothers' flicks, includ­
ing "Joe's Apartment." 

Ezell locally works with 13 
Grosse Pointe students. 

"It's revelatory to work with 
these incredibly talented kids 
and watch and nurture their de­
velopment as artists. It is in 
some ways, more gratifying 
than performing myself," he 
said. "The advantage of being a 
performing arts professional 
rather than an academic pro­
fessional is being very familiar 
with the workings and nuts and 
bolts of the performing arts in­
dustry. I coach them in acting, 
how to do a resume, how to 
work with an agent, preparing 
materials — I try to make it 
comprehensive." 

For Manganello, having Ezell 
nearby on set is also helpful. 

"It's really nice, sort of in the 
midst of this overwhelming and 
exhausting new experience, to 
have someone I know and who 
I can talk to and ask questions 
about the behind the scenes 
stuff," he said. "He sort of 
clears things up. He's been 
helping me make a smooth 
transition into this whole new 
world of film." 

And that world wasn't as it

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Teacher of the Week 
; They play a key role in 
every child's development 
and inspire excellence in and 
but of the classroom. 

Here, students celebrate 
their favorite teacher. 

This week, it's Our Lady 
Star of the Sea first- and sec­
ond-grade teacher Lisa 
Leszczynski. 

Leszczynski was nominated 
by her children, Evan and 
Sophie, both students at the 
school: 

"We know how hard she 
works to bring fun and cre­
ative lessons to her class­
room. We also know how hard 
she works to help kids who 
are having trouble feel good 
about themselves and learn 
things the best way they can. 

She is always bringing in 
cool stuff to help teach 
lessons, like an old-fashioned 
toaster that really worked 
when they studied American 
life and all kinds of apples and 
apple crafts when her chil­
dren studied fall ... she 
dressed up in costumes for 
the Plymouth Plantation 
Thanksgiving celebration. 

She reads books to her class 
with funny voices, acting out 
all of the parts and is always 
making up games. She goes 
to soccer games to cheer her 
kids on and even drops things 
off at their house when they 
have left something at school. 

We have never been in her 
class, but wish we had been. 
When she is done teaching 
her students at Star, she 
comes home every night and 
does our homework with us. 
She reads to us and helps us 
with our own work and then 
late into the night we see her 
checking papers and getting 
projects ready for the next 
day. We can hear her laughter 
down the hallway as she 
greets her students each 
morning and says goodbye to 
them every day after school. 

We really think that all of 
the kids who have been i n her 

class over the last 23 years 
have been lucky, but we think 
we are her luckiest students 
of all because we get to bring 
her home with us each night." 

Years at the Grosse Pointe 
Woods school: 23; she left for 
a year in 1989 when her hus­
band's job was transferred to 
Japan. During that time, she 
taught Japanese children who 
had studied English and want­
ed to continue to use the lan­
guage. 

Why did you become a 
teacher? 

I became a teacher for a lot 
of reasonŝ  but I guess the 
main one was that I saw all of 
the work that my Aunt Cindy 
did as a teacher and I wanted 
to be like her. My favorite 
days of school were actually 
the times after school where I 
went to her school and helped 
take down bulletin boards, 
make games, find pieces to 
puzzles and read with her. I 
began teaching my dolls in 
my basement when I was just 
6 years old and I guess I never 
stopped teaching. 

What do you enjoy about 
teaching? 

There are so many parts of 
my day at school that I ab­
solutely love. I love saying 
good morning to everyone 
and then telling them about 
our day. My new phrase is, 
"Who is ready to learn?" 

I love when my class gets 
excited about a lesson 
whether it be two-digit addi­
tion or taking an imaginary 
trip to Central Park in New 
York. 

I love when I get little pic­
tures and notes. I think I have 
saved every one. I have huge 
plastic bins in the basement 
with every card, letter, note 
and picture that I have been 
given over the years. I love 
taking students on field trips 
and having people come to 
our class as guest readers or 

experts. I always start the 
year by telling the children we 
will be sharing an amazing 
journey during our year to­
gether. The best part is, for 
me, the journey is never the 
same. 

How do you feel about be­
ing nominated? 

I am incredibly honored 
and humbled to think that my 
own children nominated me. I 
never thought they saw me as 
a teacher, just their mom. To 
think that they would take the 
time to come up with the idea 
... teaching is truly an amaz­
ing job. You don't really care 
about how long you work or 
how tired you are when you 
have a day where you have 
helped a child discover some­
thing new or learn something 
for the first time. 

I guess if I wasn't teaching, I 
would be performing some­
where. 

Maybe that is why I am al­
ways acting out books and 
stories or planning to "step 
back in time to Plymouth 
Plantation for the first 
Thanksgiving," complete with 
costumes for me and my en­
tire class. I love to bring learn­
ing off of the pages of a book 
and into our classroom. 

Favorite book to share with 
students? 

Wow, there are so many 
books that I love and that I 
love reading to the children. 
Each month I put out baskets 
of books that we read and that 
I read to them each day. 

I have favorite authors, like 
Tomie dePaola, Jan Brett and 
Patricia Polacco. I always be­
gin each year by reading the 
Dr. Seuss book, "The 500 Hats 
of Bartholomew Cubbins," 
and I end the year by giving 
each of the children a copy of 
one of the books that we have 
written together as a class. 

I think I have a favorite 
book, then another one comes 
along and I love it even more .

Whole council facing finances

Because so many members 
of the city council have been in 
the audience of finance com­
mittee meetings, the commit­
tee has been replaced by an­
other body consisting of every 
member of the council. 

The finance committee was 
supplanted last week by a com­
mittee of the whole. The com­
mittee of the whole is com­
prised of city council members 
serving, essentially, as advisors 
to the city council. 

Such arrangements are used 
in Grosse Pointe Woods and by 
the Grosse Pointe Board of 
Education. 

The new committee will 
meet at 7 p.m. the first Tuesday 
of each month starting Dec. 8. 
Council meetings will continue 
being held at 7 p.m. the third 
Tuesday of each month. 

The finance committee had 
been comprised of three mem­
bers of the city council. 
Councilman Dr. Brian Hunt 
chaired the committee and re­
ported to the city council each 
month highlights of the most 
recent finance committee 
meeting. 

As the Shores deals with the 
recession, budget considera­
tions are playing a bigger role 
in almost every decision by the 
city council. 

'At the last finance commit­
tee meeting, we had six or sev­
en council members in atten­
dance," said Brian Vick, city 
manager. "That puts the indi­
vidual council member who is­
n't there at a huge disadvan­
tage." 

He suggested creation of a 
conimittee of the whole. 

"Historically," he told the 
council last week, "most com­
mittees are set up where each 

of you is responsible for a par­
ticular (committee). Then, you 
come back and make your rec­
ommendation to the rest of the 
body and rely on each other to 
do the respective homework. 
Then, the collective body can 
vote with confidence and move 
forward." 

Hunt made the motion to re­
place the finance committee 
with the committee of the 
whole. 

Vick said committees of the 
whole deal with fewer topics 
per meeting but at a more in­
tense level. 

"The goal is to accomplish 
more by having that meeting 
solely for whatever that topic is 
going to be," he said. "Agendas 
would come up specifically 
with fi^nciaUyrre|ateditopks/' 

Meetings will be announced 
in advance to the public, with 
time on agendas for public 
comment "just like council 
meetings," Vick said.

"The pictures will be usefE for 
a comparison of crack condi-* 
tions and effectiveness of the 
different sealers after the win­
ter season," Geraghty said in 
his report. 

The wall, rebuilt two years 
ago during a harbor renova­
tion, has been in the OTinmit-
tee's sights since Councilman 
Dan Schulte, committee Uaison 
to the council, a few months 
ago reported cracks. A number 
of small cracks were discov­
ered where metal handrails are 
anchored to the wall.

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Hudsons rule in Indiana museum 

I n Amish country, 
Shipshewana, Intt, 
with its delightful 
horse-drawn black bug­
gies and abundant local 

tourist attractions, Eldon and 
Esta Hostetler have assem­
bled and displayed one of the 
great collections of Hudson, 
Essex and Terraplane vehi­
cles and automobilia. 

Hostetler's Hudson Auto 
Museum opened in the 
Shipshewana Town Center 
shopping plaza a few years 
ago. 

The carefully chosen and 
restored cars and trucks are 
identified with plaques detail­
ing everything from engine 
sizes and sticker prices to 
what was going on in the 
world when they were intro­
duced to the public. 

The Hostetlers are well-
known in automotive collec­
tor circles. They had their 
unique 1937 Hudson with its 
British-built Railton alu­
minum body at the Concours 
d'Elegance at Meadow Brook 
Hall in Rochester Hills this 
past August. 

British body maker Rippon 
Brothers created this very up­
scale car with its two fold-
down tea trays for rear-seat 
passengers, two "sunroofs," a 
power rear window, special 
luggage and onboard kit with 
tools painted to match the car. 
Those tea trays had little box­
es for sweets, smokes and 
vessels for a quick nip, pre­
sumably to offset the effects 
of the tea. 

Two weeks later, the 
Middlebury, Ind., couple were 
seated beside their 1928 ' 
Hudson Super 6 at the edge of 

the Pacific Ocean, greeting 
guests at the renowned 
Pebble Beach Concours. 

The Indiana museum also 
features a 1935 Hudson 
Custom Brougham Series 54. 
The unrestored Hudson fea­
tured an electric hand shift 
that allowed the driver to shift 
gears without taking a hand 
from the steering wheel. 
Hostetler says as a teenager 
he first drove a 1936 
Terraplane with this no-hands 

shifting and eventually 
bought a used 1938 "automat­
ic" Hudson with a loan from 
his grandfather. 

One of the remarkable 
restorations in the 
Shipshewana collection is the 
1942 wood-bodied Hudson 
station wagon Series 21. 
Beside the better-than-new 
wagon is a rotting shell of a 
less-fortunate 1942woodie.

Hostetler reports the re­
stored wagon was spotted at 
7,000 feet above Death Valley. 
A bulldozer was used to clear 
a path to bring the car down. 
Fabricating the extensive 
wood on the Hudson took five 
years. A replacement chassis 
and drivetrain were pur­
chased at an auction. The 
wagon was completed in 
1999. 

While Hudson used special 
body makers such as Briggs 
and Murphy for some of its 
more expensive models, a 
1929 Hudson R coupe fin­
ished in salmon with maroon 
accents was done at the 
Detroit factory. That year, 
Hudsons boasted 64 im­
provements. This one had a 

retail price of $1,195. 
A1929 dual-cowl four-door 

Sport Phaeton, one of 17 built 
on the Hudson Great Eight 
Model T chassis, was original­
ly priced at $ 1,300. That was 
trimmed to $965 as the Great 
Depression began to take its 
toll on the market. 

In a far corner of the muse­
um, a 1929 Essex Dover mail 
truck built on a Hudson-
Essex chassis was decorated 
for the approaching holidays. 
Its plaque said some 500 were 
produced. Each $895 truck 
was powered by a 92 horse­
power six. 

Hostetier's Hudson Auto 
Museum is open year-round.

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Keeping it simple

Cast aside any preconceived no­
tions that artists are eccentric, egotis­
tical and enigmatic. 

Meet Kevin Martin, graphics de­
signer by day, fine artist always. 
Martin, who resides in Grosse Pointe 
Woods with his wife, Michelle, and 
beagle, Jack, is about as unpreten­
tious as they come — yet his art— 
which he proclaims "simple," is rich 
with texture, ideology and percep­
tion. 

Martin's work is on display at the 
Grosse Pointe Art Center and the 
Detroit Artists Market, both hosting 
juried holiday shows featuring 

Michigan-based artisans. The collec­
tions at each venue include mixed 
media, wood cut prints, oil pastels 
and pencil and oils — which he de­
scribes as abstract expressionism. 

"One of the most inspiring things is 
to see how other people tell their sto­
ries," said Martin, who said he draws 
inspiration from fellow artists and 
through travel with his wife. 

He recalls a trip they took to Key 
West where they encountered a local 
legend who has since died. "He did 
these simple paintings on wood," 
Martin said. "They translated very ba­
sic stories — like folk art — about 
what his life was like, themes from 
neighborhood stores, to people he 
knew when he was a kid... when you 

see something and identify with it, 
you may not understand fully what 
that person's saying, but it seems real 
and that is what inspires me." 

Martin said he is influenced by 
artistic honesty. "Even if I don't agree 
with the person's point of view and 
don't even like technique, but it 
seems they're being sincere, it in­
spires me," he said. 

This from-the-heart approach 
translates through his simple use of 
imagery, though his work is far from 
simplistic. Martin explains he sketch­
es his thoughts and ideas on paper to 
keep his creative juices flowing and 
eventually his work transcends con-

cept to reality. 
"I just try to not over-think 

things and do what comes nat­
ural," he said. His artists' state­
ment is "to learn and inspire 
through the arts, using person­
al experience, history, chance 
and those around me as a 
guide." This is evident in an un­
titled piece at the Detroit 
Artists Market depicting a 
homeless man with unexpect­
ed hues of cheer and good for­
tune. 

Martin looks-beyond the ob­
vious and evokes beauty from 
the mundane. He often incor­
porates numbers and music in­
to his themes, but most of his 
work, though abstract, reveals 
he is indeed a student of the 

school of real life. 
Martin recalls his relentless 

daydreaming in class resulted 
in hours of doodling that 
evolved into his expressionistic 
medium. "I was a bad student 
in grade school who liked to 
draw — that's what got me 
started in the visual arts." He 
credits one of his art teachers 
from Adams Junior High in 
Westland for encouraging him. 

"We did a lot of design-ori­
ented projects that were very 
structured," he said. "The thing 
I remember most is that I was a 
horrible student... and in this 
art class I had to write out the 
steps of the projects and I total­
ly got into that... it was a good 
way to make me focus better 
as a student and helped bring 
the left and right brain activi­
ties together." 

Martin said it was that struc­
ture that really helped him "cut 
loose and be creative." 

After high school, Martin at­
tended the College for Creative 
Studies and began a career in 
pubttshing as a graphics de­
signer. He says he genuinely 

enjoys his vocation and intends 
to keep fine art a prominent 
hobby and creative force in his 
life. 

"When I'm freed from the 
idea of making money or doing 
anything constructive in a way, 
I'm open to doing something 
more sincere and real and to 
the point," he said. 

It's that humility and candor 
that makes Martin appealing 
and accessible, both in his pro­
fessional and private life. He 
keeps things simple and in har­
mony, enjoying other hobbies 
such as cooking, reading, mu­
sic and travel. 

"My advice to other artists 
starting out is what I still prac­
tice today — and that's to look, 
learn and don't take advice too 
seriously." 

Martin's artwork has been 
exhibited locally at the Ann 
Arbor Art Center, CPOP 
Gallery and The Scarab Club. 
Currently, his work is for sale 
at the Grosse Pointe Art Center 
Holiday Shop and the Detroit 
Artists Market-Art for The 
Holidays. 

"The GP holiday show is 
cool because I had a one of my 
first shows at the old gallery 
years ago and have good mem­
ories of the people and that 
show and to be a part of it 
again is great," he shares.

Gingerbread house instructions 
Enter Edsel & Eleanor Ford House's second 

annual "Homes for the Holidays" gingerbread 
house contest. A required registration is due by 
Nov. 30 and houses delivered Dec. 4 or Dec. 5. 

The construction of a gingerbread house 
closely follows the building concepts of a real 
house. Proper planning is essential. 

Here are a few simple tips: 
• Cut the basic structure templates from 

poster board and test first by taping the pieces 
together. Ti it stands, most likely it is structurally 
safe. 

• Any shape, from igloo to "Victorian to farm­
house, can be used. A loaf mold in the shape of a 
house eliminates the construction steps. 

• Prepare a base by using a piece of plywood 
covered with foil, a large heavy platter or baking 
tray. A sheet of gingerbread on top of the base 
can be used, but is not necessary. 

• The dimensions of the gingerbread house 
are restricted to the size of a 12-by-15 inch bak­
ing sheet; cut templates accordingly. 

• Maximum thickness for dough should be 
3/8-inch. For houses larger than 6 inches square, 
use 1/4-inch thickness and for smaller houses, 
use 1/8-inch. Weight-bearing walls should be 

just slightly thicker. 
• To cover wails with icing, thin it with a few 

drops of water and spread gently Let dry before 
assembling. 

• When assembling, apply the "glue" icing 
using a pastry bag and let sit for 30 minutes be­
fore assembling. This helps pieces adhere bet­
ter, resulting in a more stable structure. 

• When assembling, apply a generous (but 
not dripping) amount of icing glue to one side 
of the joint. Press un-iced piece to the iced edge 
and hold briefly until the icing sets. For more 
stability, ice the walls to the base. 

• For the icing decoration, use a pastry bag 
with various decorating tips or a knife. Fill in 
gaps and smooth construction errors with icing 
and candy decorations. Wipe off smudges or 
drips with a clean, damp paper towel. 

• To apply candy decorations, dab a small 
amount of icing to the underside of the candy 
and hold in place until set. 

• Use dough scraps to roll out added decora­
tive cut-outs to be applied with icing glue. These 
cutouts can be impressed with designs before 
baking.

Christ never left Christmas 
As we move past Thanksgiving, we 

slide once again into that endless 
and tiresome debate of how—and 
whether—we can "put Christ back 
into Christmas." 

Well, my friends I have news for you: Christ 
never left Christmas. We did. It was not Christ 
who turned the celebration of his birth into the 
glittering carnival of frivolity that we call "the 
Holiday Season." That was us. 

The Christian faith is often mistaken for a list 
of rules, a system of beliefs or a catalog of theo­
logical or philosophical propositions. Despite 
what anyone might mistake it for, ultimately, 
Christianity is simply a continuous living out of 
our answer to Christ's question, "Who do you 
say that I am?" It is this question on which the 
whole of human existence rests. Everything we 
do and say and believe, how we worship and be­
have and treat others, even how we eat and 
dress, is all part of our answer to this one ques­
tion. 

Indeed, how we approach the celebration of 
Christ's birth reflects our answer to this very 
question. If it is simply about a baby in a 
manger, than it really makes little difference 
how we approach Christmas, even if we do be­
lieve the baby will one day die and rise again. 
But if we truly believe the infant in swaddling 
clothes was the very God by whom all things 
were made, that on that first Christmas the eter­
nal God became incarnate in human flesh, that 
the virgin's womb contained the uncontainable 
God of the universe: if we can begin to grasp the 
magnitude of this reality and its implications— 
for this life and the next—how can we approach 
the feast of the Nativity with anything other 
than humility and awe? 

Sadly, for many Christians in this age of do-it-
yourself, cafeteria-style Christianity, humility 
and awe are simply not part of the Christmas 
experience. Rather, the celebration of the nativi­
ty has become one of indulgence and excess 
and rampant materialism. We have forgotten— 
or perhaps never knew—how to pray and fast 
and worship; we have left Christmas behind. 

But we can come back. Christ, through his 
church, provides a way back to humility and 
awe. There's nothing wrong with holly and 

eggnog and all the other charming elements of 
the "Holiday Season." Enjoy them, but please 
do not let them determine or interfere with how 
you answer Christ's ultimate question: "Who do 
you say that I am?"

Much can be done to solve snoring problem 
Some snicker, make 

jokes, or tease about 
snoring. For some, a 
snoring spouse 
leads to significant 

relationship stress. 
But there's much that can be 

done to potentially ease the 
volume of and sleep disrup­
tions associated with severe 
snoring. 

While there are several cut­
ting-edge treatments for snor­
ing, it's important to have a full 
evaluation and consider op­
tions that may be covered by 
insurance or treated through 
lifestyle changes. 

Among adults, the most 

common cause of snoring is 
being overweight. Sometimes, 
even relatively thin people 
snore and a 10 to 20 pound 
weight loss can fix the prob­
lem. Others may require a 
more significant weight loss to 
see results. 

Some patients who snore 
may actually have sleep apnea. 
Patients may be chronically 
tired despite eight hours of 
sleep and a f arriily member 
may witness the apnea (peri­
ods when breathing stops 
while sleeping). As the patient 
goes into a deep sleep, muscles 
relax in their throat and their 
airway closes. The body no­

tices oxygen levels going 
down, and brings itself to a 
lighter sleep. Some people may 
have numerous moments of 
apnea an hour. 

A Continuous Positive 
Airway Pressure machine 
helps keep the airway open, al­
lowing the patient to remain in 
a restful state. The CPAP is 100 
percent effective, with no risks, 
and no pain. It is unanimously 
considered the gold standard 
for apnea treatment. 

In addition to excess weight 
or sleep apnea, snoring also 
can be caused by sinus issues, 
nasal deformities, or simple 
colds/congestion. 

Surgical options for moder­
ate or severe apnea include re­
moving the patient's tonsils or 
perforrriing an operation that's 
basically a facelift for the in­
side of the mouth. The proce­
dure tightens the looseness 
causing the loud vibrations 
when the person sleeps. 
Unfortunately, the success 
rates aren't great, especially 
considering the pain of the pro­
cedure. For severe apnea, the 
success is 20 percent; moder­
ate, 50 percent, and mild, 80 
percent. 

For those patients without 
other underlying issues (sinus, 
apnea, excess weight) but a

continued snoring problem, an 
injection snoreplasty may be 
an option. This procedure is 
generally not covered by insur­
ance and although moderate in 
price, still represents an out-of-
pocket expense. 

I choose patients for injec­
tion carefully. Because they 
pay out-of-pocket for the pro­
cedure, I want them to have the 
best possible chance for suc­
cess. Snoreplasty is a simple 
injection using a sclerosing 
(scarring) agent that causes 
scar tissue to form on the 
palate (roof of mouth), tighten­
ing the loose tissue causing the 
vibratory snoring. 

I like this procedure com­
pared to lasers, implants, or ra-
diofrequency procedures. It's 
one of the least expensive, can 
be repeated if necessary, is not 
very painful, and has a good 
success rate. 

Patients receive a topical 
numbing agent and most don't 
even feel the injection. They 
take a simple pain reliever af­
terward, and have some minor 
swelling that causes their voice 
to sound "funny" for a few 
days. Full results are seen with­
in six to eight weeks. 

If you snore, consider all op­
tions. Some simple tips to try 
right now include: 

• Avoiding alcohol for four 
hours before going to bed 

• Avoiding tranquilizer and 
sleeping pills 

• Consider a "snore ball," a 
tennis ball sewn into pajamas 
tops to keep those that snore 
while on their back from sleep­
ing in that position. 

• Lose weight if needed.

If your 
child isn't in the mood for 
structure, just go back to the 
gym.

Attending the camps and 
joining an AAU team is a step 
in the right direction. Getting 
away from parents coaching 
their kids and their kids' 
friends is also another step in 
the right direction. 

In my opinion, parents are 
the base for building success­
ful student-athletes.

My daughter, Emma, plays 
travel softball for Team 
Michigan, coached by Cindy 
and Kory Hison out of Warren.

They have been fantastic 
with Emma and the rest of the 
girls, teaching them the finer 
aspects of softball, plus the 
mental approach to the game. 

They emphasize the impor­

tance of school work, as well as 
eating healthy foods and exer­
cising beyond the diamond. 

Their conditioning program 
is successful and I can already 
see a quicker, physically devel­
oping Emma. These learning 
experiences will be with Emma 
for the rest of her life. 

My wife and I fully trust the 
Hisons to not only build Emma 
into a good student-athlete, but 
give us tips how to practice 
with her at home.

"The better 
competition will make us a bet­
ter team.
