GROSSE POINTE SHORES — An
anticipated $60,000 year-end mu-
nicipal surplus is a leg-up on the
next budget cycle.

“Our revenue forecast is strong,”
said Councilman Bruce Bisballe,
chairman of the Grosse Pointe
Shores finance committee. “We’re
probably going to have 20 percent
balance in our rainy day fund.”

On Tuesday, May 20, the city
council approved the budget for
fiscal year 2014-15, starting July
1

Although the tax rate remains
17.8794 mills, revenues jump
$185,000 due to higher home val-
ues.

Property tax receipts are
expected to keep rising in coming
years as the housing market
strengthens.

Property tax income gets a
boost from the sudden increase in
taxable values when houses
change ownership. Increases are
otherwise restricted by the
Headlee Amendment.

The budget contains cost and
revenue projections through fiscal
year 2018-19.

Rates
take a
hike

GROSSE POINTE
SHORES — Municipal
leaders say they’re

caught in a rising tide of
water rates from their
city’s sole supplier.

“We can’t do anything
about it,” said
Councilman Bruce
Bisballe, chairman of the
Grosse Pointe Shores
finance committee.

A unanimous council
on Tuesday, May 20,
voted to increase Shores
water rates 12.5 percent
in the wake of Detroit’s
4.8 percent hike forwater
and 12.5 percent boost in
sewerage charges.

In response, Shores
rates are $9,668 per 100
cubic feet of water.

The minimum quar-
terly bill becomes
$145.32, a $15.57
increase over the old
rate.

“The staff did a mar-
velous job providing ser-
vices our citizens expect
with less money,” said
Mayor Dale Scrace. “It’s
getting tougher all the
time.”

The budget’s general
fund totals $5,491,758, a
.34 percent increase
from this year.

An average 5 percent
boost in residential prop-
erty values generates
$3,851,098 in revenue
next year, up $61,811
from this year.

Although property val-
ues rose for the second
year in a row, the
increase in taxable val-
ues is capped by state
law at the rate of infla-
tion, currently 1.6 per-
cent.

Itwill take more than a
decade for the city’s
property tax receipts to
reach pre-recession lev-
els, according to
Kimberly Kleinow,
finance director.

“The challenge has
been to try to meet the
unfunded long-term
needs that were deferred
during the continuing
decline,” Dame said.
“The unmet needs are
infrastructure, particu-
larly roads, and the
unfunded legacy costs
for retirees that weren’t
funded even in good
times before the reces-
sion.”

Voters will have a
direct say on funding
road repairs.

The council earlier this
month approved an Aug.,
5 ballot measure solicit-
ing a 15-year, 2.5-mill
street improvement mill-
age.

The tax is expected to
generate $825,000 annu-
ally strictly for road
work.

the Memorial Day observance held every

year in Grosse Pointe Woods. lattended

the ceremony again this past Monday, and

much ofwhat I wrote four years ago still
holds true.

He
was with an older gentlemen, who | presumed was
his grandfather. The trooping ofthe colors had just
started, and as the band played patriotic songs and
the scouttroops accompanied the flag toward the flag
pole, the grandfather leaned down and told the young
man to remove his hat.

There are lots of lessons grandparents teach their
grandchildren, buton Memorial Day, none are more
importantthan that.

They come, young and old, in strollers and on
bikes, in flip flops or with walkers, families, Girl
Scouts, great grandmothers with fond memories of
USO dances, young, freckle-faced Cub Scouts in their
blue and gold uniforms sharing the stage with griz-
zled, elderly veterans, many still trim enough to fit in-
to khaki or navy uniforms issued to them a lifetime
ago, others with caps or combatribbons that were
once part ofthat uniform long packed away or simply
outgrown thanks to the home cooking ofthat great
grandmotherwho caught his eye at that USO dance
so long ago. There were the young men as well, re-
cently returned from Iraq or Afghanistan, oftentimes
accompanied by their fathers and grandfathers with
their own memories of Korea or Vietnam.

However, this
is a free service to library
patrons and paying for sub-
scriptions is not necessary,
DeMeester emphasized.

“We are not trying to dis-
courage people from coming
in, but we are encouraging
people to read as many ways
as possible,” DeMeester said.

Check out the music

The library has plenty of
books and periodicals both
on the shelf and available for
download to its card holding
members. It also has movies
and music to be checked out.
The library also has tunes
that can be downloaded, free
and legally.

Through Freegal, a library
card holder can download up
to three songs per week to
their personal device to keep
forever. Look up a song of
interest, hear a 30-second
sample and download it.

“The library pays a sub-
scription, paying based on
the number of users,” she
said. “If you want an album,
it will take more than a
week.”

The service, DeMeester
said, has been around awhile
but hasn’t been over used.
“People don’t realize it’s
available.”

Bells sentoutfortuning

The melodious sound of
Grosse Pointe Memorial
Church’s 47 bells have been
silenced while they are refur-
nished, retuned and a new
one cast.

All 11 tons of the bronze
bells were removed from the
bell tower. A crane lifted each
bell from the tower to be
transported to Meeks, Watson
& Company of Georgetown,
Ohio, as part of the church’s
sesquicentennial celebration
in 2015. The bells are to be
returned by December.

The renovation includes:

¢ tuning the bells to bring
them up to present day stan-
dards in pitch;

¢ casting a 2,650 pound bell
to fill the originally omitted
second bass semitone of the
carillon;

¢ build a new bell frame for
the reorganization of the bells
inan arrangement designed to
improve the directness and
improve each bell’s tone pro-
jection and balance;

¢ add anew manual playing
action for the carillon;

¢ new clappers made of
special cast iron alloy;

¢ a new playing keyboard
and

¢ the existing practice key-
board will be rebuilt and
brought up to date.

Meeks, Watson & Company
is the only American firm
casting and tuning carillon
bells. The company is to
match the patterns created by
the original bell makers,
Gillett & Johnson of the origi-
nal chime of bells installed in
1926. In 1952, 39 bells, made
by Petit & Fritsen of Aarle-
Rixtel, The Netherlands, were
added, bringing the total to
47. A playing console also
was installed and the carillon
was dedicated on May 25,
1952. In 1976, an American
Standard playing console was
installed.

The carillon bells are sus-
pended and stationary. Only
the clappers move.

4,700 pounds and is 4-feet
10-inches in diameter and the
