WHEN we moved to Silver Spring, my hus-
band and I were too busy arranging and

rearranging furniture, planting our first vege-
-table garden, digging weeds and. encouraging
new grass. and becoming acquainted with our
neighbors to think much of going out ~ncing,
or to the movies, or visiting our city friends.

Gradually, however, the furniture was ar-
ranged to our liking, we reaped our small
harvest of vegetables, the grass grew thicker
and the weeds thinner, and we once again had
the feeling we'd like to leave the children for
a few hours at least and go out on the town,
just the two of us.

Having so decided, we found ourselves fac-
ing a problem never er,countered in the city.
Here we were, in a spanking new house, with
a spanking new baby boy, and every couple

. was just like us-too much like us. We couldn't
, find any grandmothers in the vicinity, and only

two teen-agers, and they weren't much inler-
ested in baby-sining.

We tried exchanging sittings with one or
two of our neighbors. But to our disappoint-
ment this didn't work out too well-one would
want to go out three nights a week or so, Ihe
other only once a monlh. Or there would be

'a neighborhood get-together, and everyone
would .....aO( to go OU(, but no one would want
to sit.

Then four of us hit upon an- idea-why not
fonn a cooperative baby~sitter's group where
a pool of parents would undertake to sit for
each othel'~ We.! went around door-to-door,
covering three blocks. passing out flyers we had
made, . asking anyone interested in such a.
venture to come to a meeting. To our amaze-
ment twenty women attended, and our co-
operative was formed.

.The club grew until we had 10 close the
membership. TodaYr of the original four mem-
bers only one remains, but the group is very
active and' all members are happy. Although
the group was fanned because of a searcity of
baby sitters, many mothers join to save money.
Others feel more relaxed when they are out,

knowing that an eltperien.ced mother is in
charge.

Since fonning our dub, we have found that
there is nothing very ui1\ISUal about our situa-
tion or our solution. Parents in other places
have had the same idea,. and organized, so that
when one couple wanted to go out, Ihey could
call on another parent to come in to sit with
their children.

. '[]OR THOSE who may not be acquainted withr the workings of a baby-siners'cooperati\'c.
here is a list of the rules which have helped to
make our club an effiicient body: _

I. Each member, selected in alphabetical
order, will be secretary for a period of onc-
half month.

2. Upon request, the secretary will obtain a
sitter from the list of members, calling first
those owing the most,hours. The sitter will (hen
notify the perwn for whom the appoin(mcnt
was made.

3. The secretary will balance the bOOks each
half month.

4, Within one or two days after the siuing.
the. siner will inform the secretary as to the
number of hours she stayed.

5. For daytime care the children will he
brought to the sitter's house. One child counts
as single time; two or more children count as
double time. Daytime sitting is voluntary.

6. Double time is ..:ounted afler 12 midnight
on weekdays and Sundays, and after I a.m. on
Fridays and Saturdays.

7. If a sitter is engaged-for a certain hour,
time is counted from that hour, even when the
parent is late picking the sitler up.

8. Subject to "employer's" approval. hus-
bands may b~ sitters. .

9. Double time must be counted if a Sliter
is required to care for two families at the same
time.

10. Any sitting done before 7 p.m. is con-
sidered daytime sitting. .

But twa years aga I saw a little seven-year-old
boy, who could not wait throughb~eakfast, slip
shyly up behind his father and put at his plate
a letter-rack which he had made for him at
school. That gesture made me realize the truth
that "it is more, blessed ta give than to receive."

In our family we open the presents one at
a time so that all eight of us can share the
joy of each recipient. And I have noted the
cura sparkle in little Lisa's eyes when Mother
or Father opens .a package prepared by her.
An~ SO With lhe other children. OIl, they like
to get gifts. 1Mir little fingers. fumble fever-
ish~yin untying the knots, and they squeal with
delisht at what they discover. But they stop,
look, and listen when othen .open the gifts they
have giv~.

EalCH Fromm says that a child. does not
really learn what love is until he is about

eight years old. Up to that time he receives the
love of a!hers, but at llbout that age he awak-
ens to the joy .of giving to others. If Fromm
is right, then Christmas is the ideal setting far
ihe birth of love in a child's heart;

After the gifts have been distributed, I want
some fun. Yes, and some feasting. 1M feasting
need not be extravagant,- and the fun should
not be artificial. Ta sit as a group while a
Cbristmas story is read (and far me Dickens'
"Christmas Carol" never k>ses its appeal);
perhaps ta play one .of the new games which
comes from under the Christmas tree; t9 sing
again a few carols; to hear the studer-ts home
from school recount some experiences; ta read
Christmas cards f(om friends who remember
us; and most of all, ta JooIc at one another until
we really see each ocher (which the little girl
in Thornton Wilder's "Our Town" said we
never do)-these are some of the things which
make the Christmas I want.

The story of Bethlehem calls us back ta the
simple essentials of Iife:"'the beauty and wOnder
.of childhood, the tender love .of parents, the
adoration .of the humble, and the humility of
the wnc. Let us not Io!e the essence of Beth-
lehem in the froth of our modem Babels.

IT IS already c1ea,r that I want ta celebrate
Christmas in,a hame. Twice in my lifetime

I have spent Christmas Day in hotels. Once I
was in New Delhi, India, where the hotel had
not even any decorations ta mark the day. The
other hotel was in America, and the managers
did much te make it a festive occasion.
Although th~ hotel announced in the rooms,
"This is your home away from home," I could
nat feel at hame there an Christmas Day. Na
more Christmases far me away. fram home, if I
can help it!

The Babe born in Bethlehem kindles feelings
which call far a home ta give them brightest
glaw. ,Christmas is nat .only the day which
cammemorates the birth .of the warld's best
child but also the day when love at its best
is bom in each .of us. Even the Old Scrooges
feel the lure .of love and look longingly into
the windows .of home$ where Tiny Tims make
glad the heart.

Yet much as I want a Christmas in a home,
I pref~r not to spend it in my awn home. Sur-
priSt"d? Well, I live in a city apartment, and I
like a house fot Christmas. Just about the love-
liest sight I know is a house in Christmas eve-
ning dress-wreaths .of holly an the door, red
bells in the windows, the lights .of a Christmas
I:-ee shining within, and then ta make it per-
fect, the eaves framed in the white .of snaw.
God does not always guarantee us a white
Christmas, but we can cantrol the ather colars.

Yes, , hope ta hie me fram my city apart-
ment ta a horne in the suburbs where my
daughter and her husband live. And wauld you
guess it? There are four little grandchildren. in
that same house, Some peOple say that it takes
children ta make Christmas. I do not quite
subscribe ta that. (.or the Christ~as spirit ca~
be wherever lave is, and love is not limited ta
childrcn. But little ones do add a flavar .of
expectancy and excitement. hi them we see the

and our slanderers. But I believe the
scales, if there were scales to measure
human nature. wOUld tip heavily in. the
right direction. Kindness has beceme a
way of life. most of us attempt. We do
not try !o legislate our neighbor. And
when we cannot love him, we at least
can like him well enough.

I sat three summers before last in a
church crowded to the final aisles. It was
seven-thirty of a :weekday morning; but
a third of rhe village was there. The polio
epidemic had struck at a young neighbor
of ours and her three-month-old baby;
we had come to pray for them. J still
recan the emotion of the moment. A few
phone calls had been made the night
before, a few messages passed. And here
we were-the lazy, the beset, the late
risers-the men on the way to the 8:02,
the women with children still asleep at
home. I doubt that we were all .stout-
believers in the power of .prayer. But it
was the only gift left to offer.

As the world grows colder 'and darker,
we need to remember these things. There
must be thousands of villages as old-
fashioned as 'ours, warmed by'the hearth-
fires of compassion. Surely a t!:lme so
kindled and so fed can never be aho-
gether extinguished.

The war-one of the wars-was in prog-
ress then, and the affair revolved about
a Japanese family living not far from us.

They were
pleasant people who spoke . English well

There were
no public statements, no petitions, no paid
protests. Simply, 'people with gardens of
their own came hurrying spontaneously
to the rescue with plants. with seedlings,
with spades for 4igging and stakes to-
drive into the groUnd.

At this season of the year church ,bazaars come into
their own and the scores of Protestant churches in the
area are vending aprons, plants, linens, Yule decorations
in aid of missihn~ and building funds, Back in 1903 there
was only one Protestant church and the annual fair had
to be held in the summer, when most d the residents
who had money to spend and leisure time to lend were
available.

In that year the Grosse Pointe Evangelical Church,
a vine.covered frame buiTdinl{ on the sHe of the present
Memorial Church, announ~ed a Carnival of Nations to
be presented Angust 26 andl27. The church had been
built aho"t nine ~'ears and already ,needed a parish
house .. The plans had becn drawn up, a timbered and
brick house in' the Tudor style, and money was needed.
On the fair program were luncheon, dinner, the sale of
work; and musical' concerts.

Chairmen of the various booths were called con.
ve,ner; and the chief convener was Mrs. C. H. Metcalf,
(her father Dudley Woodbridge was one of the founders
of the church' when it was situated on the lakeshore on
land donated by the Kerbys). In Puritan costume'she
presided over a dis'play of aprons, iron polishes, broom
covers,. rag dolls, Boston brown bread and pound cakes,

In the German booth, Mrs. Henry Maehlait, (her
daughter Agnes was one .of the Pointe's first telephone
operators), sold beer steins and toys. There was a
German lace maker to show wares and an old flax
wheel. Mrs. Ralph M. Dyar; Mrs. Russel A. Alger and
Miss Jessie Hendrie ran the French stall wherepoHery,
pictures of the Pointe, candleshades, gown hangers and
d011sdressed in eighteenth century costumes were the
attraction.

Miss ~osephine Neff had organized the Bohemia
booth which sold tam homines and dried lavcndar; Miss
Bessie Boydell's Japanese stall offered shawls, brass,
china kimonlls and fans and Indian ware was vended by
a Kotcher, a Mo,an and a Fisher. \ .

, The Children's stall which sold plants, fruits vege.
fables and flowers was nm by Miss Lotti.e Berry, (her
father, Joseph Berry, gave land on which the church
Itood). .

On the patroness list were Du Ponts, Berrys, Hen.
dries, Russels, Hinchmans and Haberkorns. Royalty was
represented by Baroness von Kettler, nee Maud Led-
yard. On the program it was suggested that Detroiters
take the shore line cars which passed the church every
15 minutes, During this era there were about 2,000 resi-
dents of the Pointe, religiously divided between the
Evangelical Church and St. Paul's. The church had cost
About $20,000 to build and the average annual donations
totaled about $7,000.

Even with the help of the sale the new church house
was J'.1ever.b~ilt, the plans abandoned, untiJ the present
GothIC bUIldmg was opened in 1929, but churchwomen,
