Farms Shows Big Drop
In Total Fi~es, Losses

Fires in The Farms and

the monetary content losses
from fires decreased sub.
stantially last year, accord.
ing to the department's
annual fire report for 1977.
Fire reports totaled 264 in
1977 as against 364 in 1976
and monetary losses were
$10,160 for last year as com.
pared to $45,425 in 1976.

Fire Chief Warren Schultz
attributes the decline in
fires to the weather condi-
tions. "We had a lot of alarm
calls in March 1976 because
of the severe ice storm. Over
120 calls were report~d in
March alone," the chief said.
"Most of the calls were tfees
down, wires down and burn.
ing and flooded basements.
But all of the calls were po.
tential fires so they go in the
report."

The $35,265 drop in mone.
tary content losses is related
to the gas station fire which
occurred in January 1976.
In that fire alone, $21.000
worth of supplies and equip.
ment were destroyed. There
were no large fires in 1977,
therefore the decrease in
losses.

Automobile losses from
fire skyrocketed to $14,656
in 1977 from $2,375 in 1976.

Chief Schultz noted the
declines in both the fire and
loss statistics also were due
to the use of more modern
equipment by the department
and smoke detectors in more
homes and offices.

The n u m b e r of false
alarms remained about the
same for both years with 34
reported last year and 33 in
1976.

Ambulance runs increased
from 288 in 1976 to 361 in
1977, logging a total of
1,614 miles for the year.

Last spring, The Farms
bought, with the help of
federal funds, a new Dodge
Medicruiser Ambulance to
replace the 1963 Ford. The

Pressing gloss is Ihe process by which
molten glass is distributed evenly Ihroughout a mold by a
plunger. The resulling piece is heavier and duller than
blown glass-ond much less expensive.
