POINTES — The union 
that represents parapro-
fessionals in the Grosse 
Pointe Public School 
System turned down a 
letter of agreement that 
would have secured 
more money for some 
members who work in 
certain classrooms.

The LoA would be 
necessary to amend the 
current contract.

“We believe that all 

paraprofessionals serv-
ing students with dis-
abilities — regardless of

the classroom setting 
— should be valued and 
treated as equals,” Kim 
Manikas, president of 
the  Grosse  Pointe 
E d u c a t i o n a l 
P a r a p r o f e s s i o n a l 
Association, said in a 
s t a t e m e n t .  
“ P a r a p r o f e s s i o n a l s 
working with children 
with disabil it ies in 
mainstream classrooms 
play a critical role in 
keeping students on 

track with their school-
work, helping with 
adaptive learning needs 
and ensuring their stu-
dents are given the 
same educational and 
social opportunities as 
other students in the 
class.”

The district planned 
to use Act 18 dollars dis-
persed by Wayne RESA, 
the county’s intermedi-
ate school district, to 
pay the extra money to 
paraprofessionals who 
work in autism spec-
trum disorder (ASD) 

and moderate cognitive 
impaired (MOCI) class-
rooms. 

Teachers in those 
classrooms received a 
$10,000 bonus this year 
and will receive another 
$10,000 during the 
2025-26 school year. 
Further, those who pro-
vide support services in 
ASD and MOCI class-
rooms, such as occupa-
tional therapists and 
speech therapists, will 
receive an additional 
$4,000 this year and 
next year.

GROSSE POINTE 
PARK — City officials 
almost responded with 
applause this week 
when the fi nance direc-
tor presented next fi scal 
year’s proposed munici-
pal general fund sur-
plus.

The surplus would be 
the second consecutive 
since elected officials 
and administrators 
wiped out a $1 million 

defi cit in 2022.
Next fi scal year’s pro-

j e c t e d  s u r p l u s  i s 
$130,200 compared with 
a $81,700 surplus coun-
cil members approved 
last year.

“Three years ago, we 
had a $1.1 million defi -
cit,” Mayor Michele 
Hodges said during a 
b u d g e t  w o r k s h o p 
Monday, May 19. “We 
are now in a surplus 
standpoint. That means 
spending money in the 
right places, investing in 

your community and 
people impacts your bot-
tom line well, if man-
aged well.”

The workshop was 
scheduled prior to coun-
cil members voting to 
pass or reject the budget 
at their next meeting, 7 
p.m. Monday, June 9.

Being considered is 
the fi scal year 2025-2026 
proposed general fund 
b u d g e t  t o t a l i n g 
$14,479,000, an increase 
of $415,200 from the 
current period. The gen-

eral fund is the city’s 
operating fund.

Figures are built upon 
a 10.414-mill operating 
millage. When all mill-
ages are combined — 
public safety, water and 
sewer, solid waste, 
roads, debt and public 
relations — the rate is 
18.777 mills.

Considered separately 
was overall support for 
an 18 percent increase 
in water and sewer 
rates, reported sepa-
rately.

F inance  Direc tor 
Bridgette Moriarty out-
lined the budget pro-
posal, which featured 
small, rare, and by their 
rareness of even greater 
value, short-lived cost 
reductions in employee 
health care and pension 
costs. Savings came 
from program changes. 
Examples  included 
shifting some older 
employees to Medicare 
medical coverage and 
enrolling new hires in 
defined contribution 
pension plans, which

“We’ve got to grow 
our tax base. When 
you’re a built-out com-
munity, that’s challeng-
ing. You need to look for 
efforts that have multi-
pliers. The more we 
work in partnership 
with our neighbors to 
stabilize our borders, 
those are going to have 
multiplier impacts on 
our tax base which will 
generate revenue.”

Revitalization of shut-
t e r e d  T r o m b l y 
Elementary School is an 
element of that growth, 
she said.

“Trombly is crucial to 
our budget because that 
is going to stabilize if 
not grow the tax base,” 
Hodges said. “And the 
continuing pursuit of 
optimization and effi-
ciency. Cost contain-
ment and shared costs 
are going to be critical 
going forward.”

She characterized the 
proposed budget as 
achieving “the balance 
between community 
needs and available 
resources.”

She also called on res-
idents to submit ways 
the city can sustain 
financial stability in 
preparation for a pros-

perous future, particu-
larly about a proposed 
18 percent water and 
sewer rate increase to be 
decided at the June 9 
meetings

“There are a lot of big 
decisions we have to 
make,” Hodges said.

Revenue
Property tax receipts 

of $10,606,900 repre-
sented the largest com-
ponent — 73 percent 
— of general fund reve-
nue projected for the 
coming year.

Next came:

$1,499,100, or $10 per-
cent,

◆ service charges,

More revenue could

stemming from the cost 
to clean up widespread 
sewer flooding during 
rains in July 2021.

Expenditures

Eric Reiter says his 
house is “about 700 yards” 
from his offi ce.

That terminology 
makes sense, since he’s 
the new general manager 
and chief operating offi cer 
at Lochmoor Club.

“Which is funny, 
because I hardly ever golf 
anymore,” he said. “I used 
to quite a bit before my 
dad passed away. He was 
a big golfer.”

Reiter, who started in 
February, has been in the 
hospitality business more 
than 30 years, primarily 
working for hotel chains.

“This is very similar,” he 
said. “Overseeing fi nances 
and improving the mem-
ber experience. We 
haven’t had a GM for 
about fi ve years.”

Even though he’s lived 
in the Woods for 20 years 
with his wife, Rebecca, 
and their two sons, that 

didn’t mean he was a lock 
for the job.

“There were about 40 
applicants from all over 
the country,” Reiter said. 
“They brought in the fi nal 
four and we had to pres-
ent our 30-, 60- and 90-day 
plans.”

The Warren native 
started off as a night audi-
tor at a Residence Inn in 
his home town for a year, 
then spent a year as front 
desk supervisor.

“One day a guest asked 
me what I eventually 
wanted to do and I said, 
‘work there,’ pointing at a 
picture on the wall of our 
corporate headquarters in 
Maryland,” he recalled. 
“She handed me her card 
and told me to call her. 
She was actually from 
corporate.”

He spent a year in 
Maryland as a systems 
analyst, then became a 
systems trainer.

“It was a dream job,” he 
said. “I traveled all over 

the country opening new 
hotels and training staff.”

After two years as assis-
tant general manager at 
Fairfield Inn in Warren 
and another two at 
F a i r f i e l d  I n n  i n 
Farmington Hills, Reiter 
was named general man-
ager of the latter.

“I was a GM at 26, which 
was pretty cool,” he said. 

That was followed by 
almost six years as gen-
e r a l  m a n a g e r  o f 
Staybridge Suites in Utica, 
then two years as regional 
manager for the chain.

“That was 2007, so it 
was a pretty tumultuous 
time,” Reiter said. “They 
ended up selling all of 
their hotels.”

After spending five 
years in sales with a retire-
ment home near Port 
Huron, Reiter said it was 
time to get back into the 
hospitality business.

“I really missed the 
environment,” he said.

That came in the form 

of general manager for 
the Renaissance Baronette 
Hotel in Novi.

“Eventually I was 
approached by a recruiter 
about a new position at 
the Detroit Athletic Club,” 
he said. “My title was 
clubhouse manager, but it 
was really three or four 
roles combined into one. I 
was part of the senior 
leadership team.”

During his 20 years in 
the Woods, Reiter has 
served on the planning 
commission and the beau-
tifi cation commission.

“(Former Mayor) Bob 
Novitke approached me 
about being on the plan-
ning commission because 
at the time it was all archi-
tects and lawyers,” he 
laughed. “They were try-
ing to fi gure out ways to 
attract more young fami-
lies.”

Reiter said he enjoyed 
planning more than the 
beautification commis-
sion.

“Then we had to switch 
to Zoom meetings during 
the pandemic and it 
wasn’t really fun any 
more,” he said. 

He’s also enjoying his 
time at Lochmoor.

“All hospitality is great, 
but this is better in many 
ways,” Reiter said. “It’s 
not as transient and the 
members have made a 
long-term commitment to 
the club.”

GROSSE POINTE 
PARK — An advocate for 
improved water and sewer 
operations said a consul-
tant’s recommended 23 
percent combined water-
sewer rate is “a bridge too 
far.”

Counci lman Max 
Wiener, head of the 
Infrastructure Committee 
and virtual spokesman for 
cleaning the city’s decades-
old pipes of debris, replac-
ing those that aren’t worth 
tending and installing a 
fl ood relief valve supports 
a smaller, but still two-
digit increase in rates 
starting with the new fi scal 
year, July 1.

Wiener, most of his 
elected colleagues and 
City Manager Nick 
Sizeland proposed an 18 
percent increase during a 
meeting of the council 
May 19.

An 18 percent increase 
translates to the average 
residential customer pay-
ing an additional $47.67 
per bimonthly bill for a 

total of $286.02 more 
annually.

“Infrastructure is what I 
care about,” Wiener said. 
“There’s got to be an 
increase (in water-sewer 
rates).”

He said the city can’t 
absorb a 10 percent fee 
increase from its water-
sewer provider, the Great 
Lakes Water Authority. 
The remaining 8 percent 
of the city’s proposed hike 
would be for bonding cap-
ital improvement projects 
and building capital 
reserves in case of emer-
gencies.

“We have a responsibil-
ity to address infrastruc-
ture needs,” Wiener said. 
“If we don’t take the reins 
and handle this appropri-
ately, we are going to be 
dealing with (pipe) breaks 
(and) collapses.”

“What you said makes a 
lot of sense,” Councilman 
Brent Dreaver told Wiener.

“It’s tough,” Councilman 
Marty McMillan said of 
facing such a high 
increase. “But we are 
doing the right thing by 
putting money into infra-

structure.”
“There are going to be 

people in the community 
who are very upset (about) 
w a t e r - s e w e r  r a t e 
increases,” said Mayor 
Michele Hodges. “We 
need to hear from our 
community. They are part 
of this team.”

She challenged critics of 
an increase to provide 
alternative solutions.

“If not that, then what?” 
Hodges asked. “What are 
you willing to give up? Are 
you willing to give up the 
peace of mind that your 
basement isn’t going to 
fl ood? Are you willing to 
give up the fact that you 
might not be able to get 
insurance going forward? 
Are you willing to give up 
the peace of mind that we 
will never be in a fl ood-
plain? Are you willing to 
give up what?”

Council members will 
decide rates at their meet-
ing 7 p.m. Monday, June 9.

Hodges told residents, 
“Let us know what kind of 
risk you want to take 
because that is the deci-
sion we are going to be 
charged with making in 
the next 30 days.”

“It’s going to be hard for 
people to look at their bud-
gets and see they have to 
spend a little more,” 
McMillan said, “If we want 
to fi x some of these things 
that are breaking, we need 
the money to do it.”

Others on the council 
said pretty much the same 

Park pondering water rate increase

GROSSE POINTE 
WOODS — Although 
some work already was 
underway, a ceremonial 
ground breaking Friday, 
May 9, was the official 
start to the redesign of the 
Mack/Vernier intersec-
tion.

“Thank you for being 
here for this important 
occasion,” Mayor Art 
Bryant said. “This repre-
sents the care and vision 
and safety of our commu-
nity.”

Bryant added the work 
will make the intersection 
safer for students and 
adults going to and from 
Parcells Middle School, 
Mason Elementary School 
and the Grosse Pointe 
Public Library Woods 
branch.

“This shows our city 
cares, listens and pro-

tects,” he said.
Work is expected to 

start mid-June after the 
school year ends and is 
expected to be fi nished by 
Labor Day. Total cost is 
around $2.6 million, 
although the city won’t be 
spending any of that. 

What started as an idea 
to spruce up the intersec-
tion evolved into a com-
plete redo as more studies 
were completed. That 
moved forward after an 
offer from Wayne County 
to improve county roads, 
which Mack is, using its 
American Rescue Plan Act 
dollars. 

The biggest chunk of 
money is $980,000, which 
state Sen. Kevin Hertel, 
D-St. Clair Shores, secured 
in Michigan’s 2024-25 fi s-
cal year budget. Another 
$720,000 is coming from 
the Michigan Department 
of Transportation. The city 
and the Grosse Pointe 

Public School System 
partnered to get $600,000 
from the Safe Routes to 
School Foundation and 
another $380,000 is com-
ing from the county. 

Hertel said he is more 
than familiar with the 
intersection, having grown 
up on nearby Blairmoor.

“This was not a tough 
sell for me,” he said at the 
ground breaking. “I saw 
children almost get hit 
here several times.”

The main feature of the 
redesign will be traffi c sig-
nals placed on black mast 
arms rather than strung 
across the intersection 
overhead. 

The intersection cur-
rently allows for direct left 
turns in three directions, 
with traffi c southbound on 
Mack required to make a 
Michigan left to access 
eastbound Vernier. In the

thing or nodded consent.
“We’ve had these dis-

cussions going on 3 ½ 
years,” said Councilman 
and Finance Chairman 
Tom Caulfield. “There’s 
been a lot of things kicked 
down the road. We’ve got 
to rip the band aid off.”

Comments for and 
against by city representa-
tives and their consultant 
paralleled those made dur-
ing a meeting of the 
Infrastructure Committee 
April 3 and reported April 
10.

“We are recommending 
a 23 percent rate increase 
overall,” said Andy 
Campbell, a registered 
municipal advisor at 
Bendzinski & Company 
located in the City of 
Grosse Pointe. “That is the 
approach we have taken to 
put the system in the best 
possible position.”

Park officials retained 
the firm to analyze the 
municipality’s water-
sewer fi nances and recom-
mend a rate structure.

Campbell presented a 
draft recommendation 
during the May 16 council 
meeting.

He said the city’s voter-
approved water-sewer 
millage, forecast to gener-
ate an average $2 million 
each of 10 years for a total 
of $20 million dedicated 
system improvements, 
isn’t enough to do the job 
alone.

“You have way more 
than $20 million of capital 
improvements to do,” he 
told the council. “We have 
many more capital 
improvements that need to 
be done over the next fi ve, 
10 and 20 years other than 
the $20 million from the 
millage.”

Even if city officials 
approve the 18 percent 
increase, it won’t be their 
last. But it may not be their 

worst, according to 
Campbell.

“It is estimated you will 
have to continue rate 
increases,” he told the 
council. “The goal is this is 
going to be one of the 
higher ones we’ll have to 
pursue. In (our) analysis, 
there are about $40 million 
worth of capital improve-
ments in the next six or so 
fi scal years paid by millage 
and debt. If you don’t want 
debt, you have to raise 
rates or put your capital 
improvement plan off fur-
ther.”

ith Memorial Day this Monday, 
please keep in mind the real 
reason for the holiday.

It is about more than just a 
day off work, a reason to have 
a barbecue or an excuse to 

squeeze in another day on the water or the golf 
course.

As the name states, it is to remember those 
who gave the ultimate sacrifice for our freedom. 
As the bumper sticker says, “If you can read 
this, thank a teacher. If you can read it in 
English, thank a veteran.”

There are several ways to respectfully and 
appropriately mark the day with reverence and 
gratitude. According to our reader poll (below), 
33 percent of you plan on attending a parade. 
Another 17 percent and 12 percent will fly the 
flag and donate to a veteran cause, respectively, 
while 38 percent say they will do all three.

If you plan to fly Old Glory on Monday, the 
U.S. Flag Code has some very specific instruc-
tions. It should be raised vigorously in the morn-
ing to the top, then lowered to half-staff until 
noon, at which time it should be raised back to 
full-staff.

This symbolizes “mourning in the morning” 
and is a living tribute for the rest of the day.

As for donations, VFW members will be 
accepting them in exchange for poppies, which 
they will do again around the Fourth of July. 
Money raised goes to the VFW National Home 
for Children and to relief programs for veterans.

And who does not love a parade? Our neigh-
bors in St. Clair Shores will hold their 72nd 
annual Memorial Day parade beginning at 1 
p.m. Sunday, May 25. The route runs from 
Ridgeway, a few blocks past Little Mack, to 11 
Mile Road on Harper. While the parage alter-
nates between Harper and Jefferson, it is back 
on Harper this year due to sewer work on 
Jefferson.

Another way to mark the day is to thank a vet-
eran, be that a family member, neighbor or col-
league. You might also see one or two on the 
street, identifiable by hats many of them wear 
indicating the branch of service in which they 
served and war in which they fought. 

This could be particularly meaningful to 
Vietnam War veterans, many of whom were 
treated poorly upon their return. It is common 
to hear them, upon learning of each other’s ser-
vice, tell each other, “Welcome home.”

Another opportunity is to mark the National 
Moment of Remembrance, which asks everyone 
to pause for one minute at 3 p.m. on Memorial 
Day to reflect on its meaning. It can be done in 
silence or while listening to taps.

Memorial Day actually started out being called 
Decoration Day. The first was held May 30, 
1868, following an order by Gen. John Logan of 
the Grand Army of the Republic to honor Union 
soldiers who died during the Civil War.

Every Union state adopted the practice by 
1890. It was not until 1968, however, that 
Congress switched the holiday to the last 
Monday in May and in 1971 officially adopted 
the name Memorial Day. The act also estab-
lished four specific Mondays for federal holi-
days — Presidents Day, Memorial Day, Labor 
Day and Veterans Day — to give workers three-
day weekends. Veterans Day was moved back to 
its regular Nov. 11 date a decade later.

Enjoy the day with friends and family and, 
hopefully, nice weather, but keep its meaning 
front of mind.

In memoriam

A
s Memorial Day approaches, 
Americans nationwide prepare 
to honor the brave men and

women who gave their 
lives in service to 
our country. 

Ceremonies will be held, 
flags will be flown at half-staff 
and families will gather to pay 
tribute. But amid the solemnity 
and gratitude lies a quieter, 
often overlooked truth. Many 
of our heroes return home not 
to peace but to a new battle-
field, one waged within.

It is a battle that does not make head-
lines and is waged silently behind closed 
doors, far from the front lines. Military 
service members and veterans face unique 
and profound challenges that can linger 
long after their tours of duty end. While 
we rightfully celebrate their courage and 
sacrifice, we too often fail to recognize the 
invisible wounds many carry, particularly 
those that lead to substance use disorders.

The harsh reality is that exposure to 
combat, traumatic injuries and the pres-
sure to reintegrate into civilian life all 
contribute to an increased risk of develop-
ing a substance use disorder, experienc-
ing drug overdose or suicidal ideation.

The connection between military service 
and addiction is not often discussed, but 
it should be.

According to Census data, in 2022, 
461,809 veterans lived in Michigan. While 
it is challenging to know how many veter-

ans in local communities struggle with 
addiction and mental health issues, there 
are some national and state trends among 
veterans and the general population that 

offer some insight into the 
problems.

Veteran suicide data in 
Michigan, for example, show 
that after accounting for age 
differences, the veteran sui-
cide rate in the state was sig-
nificantly higher than the 
national general population, 
according to Veterans Affairs. 
In 2022, there were 170 vet-

eran suicide deaths in the state.
Nationally, the 2022 National Survey on 

Drug Use and Health reports that 6.3 per-
cent of veterans had a substance use dis-
order in the past year. Alcohol use, for 
example, was common among 56 percent 
of veterans, while 22 percent engaged in 
binge drinking and 5.2 percent experi-
enced an alcohol use disorder.

Alcohol abuse, in general, is a common 
precursor for addiction and suicidal ide-
ation and increases the risk of drug abuse 
and drug overdose. According to the 
Michigan Department of Health and 
Human Services, in 2021, an estimated 6.4 
percent of individuals 18 years and older 
were heavy drinkers and 16 percent of 
them were binge drinkers. 

In 2022, the opioid and prescription 
drug overdose death rates were much

get there for hours. I 
couldn’t wait that long 
because I had to be some-
where so I continued to 
call places. And call. 

No one was able to help 
me because they had all 
their guys out on calls. 
One guy told me his lock-
smith was in Port Huron 
on a call and was on his 
way back but it would be 
at least over an hour. I 
was so hungry because, 
of course, my food was in 
the apartment with my 
bag. I didn’t have any 
water with me either 
since I had left it in the 
car. I said a few silent 
prayers then made one 
more call. This locksmith 
couldn’t help me either 
but gave me a number of 
someone who might be 
able to help. I called while 
crossing my fi ngers and 
praying and the man who 
answered told me his son 
could come right out and 
it would be about 25 min-
utes to get there. Phew! 

I was so relieved.  I 
walked out of the church 
and went back to the 
apartment to wait outside 
since I couldn’t get back 
in and it began to snow. 
Of course it did. When the 
truck pulled up with 
“Locksmith” printed on 
the side, I rejoiced. It 

turned out to be the 
owner who showed up. 
He picked the lock on my 
apartment door and when 
it swung open I finally 
exhaled. 

While he was working 
on the door, he ended up 
putting a new deadbolt 
and door knob on because 
the other ones were so 
old and in bad shape. We 
chatted while he was 
there and I discovered 
that he was the very same 
locksmith my dad used to 
go to when he needed a 
key replaced. I knew my 
dad was involved in get-
ting this guy to help me. 
You see, my dad passed 
away last year and on that 
particular day he was my 
angel who helped me by 
sending his locksmith 
friend. Thanks for watch-
ing over me, Dad! I miss 
you.

So a few months go by 
and I double check every 
time I leave the apart-
ment that my keys are 
hanging on my bag and 
my bag is hanging on me. 
I hang my keys on my bag 
with a carabiner. It is a 
convenient way to always 
know where my keys are, 
providing I don’t leave my 
bag or keys behind. 
Which I will never do 
again. Or so I thought.

Enter last Friday, May 
16. I am the last one to 

leave the offi ce and it’s 
around 6 p.m. I double 
check to make sure I have 
my bag and phone. I do, 
so I am good to go. I set 
the door alarm and get 
outside and a few min-
utes later when I need a 
fob on my keys do I real-
ize I left them on my desk 
at work.

I remembered unclip-
ping the carabiner with 
my keys on it when I got 
to the offi ce earlier that 
day because they were 
making noise when I 
walked in and it was bug-
ging me. So I unclipped it 
which I almost never do. 
It didn’t dawn on me 
when checking for my 
phone and bag when I 
was leaving to also check 
for my keys since they are 
always clipped to my bag. 
Well, apparently not 
always. They will be from 
now on, though. And my 
keys making noise will 
now be a joyous sound 
instead of annoying.

I called all the cowork-
ers I knew who lived the 
closest to see if anyone 

could come and let me 
back in the office. I 
needed a key and a fob. 
Both of which I could 
clearly picture sitting on 
my desk waiting for me to 
come back and retrieve 
them. The people I called 
didn’t answer. I under-
stood. It was a beautiful 
night out and it was 
Friday so people were 
doing their own thing or 
eating or whatever. 

I tried one more person. 
My coworker Olivia. She 
answered and said she 
had just fi nished taking 
someone to the airport 
and was on her way back. 
She came up with a solu-
tion and 15 minutes later 
she arrived with a key 
and a fob. We went into 
the building and I walked 
to my desk and there they 
were; my keys. I was 
again, so relieved. Olivia 
saved me and I thanked 
her many times. She took 
time out of her night to 
help me get my keys 
back. I appreciate you, 
Olivia. I am so grateful for 
you and to you. 

You should see me now 
when I leave to go any-
where. Do I have my bag? 
Check. My phone? Check. 
My keys? Check. I’m 
good.

But I have a question 
for you. Do you know 
where your keys are?

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GROSSE POINTE 
PARK — A soup-to-nuts 
renovation of the city hall 
campus is being pared to 
buffet style.

Trimming down is due 
to the construction of an 
additional parking lot 
being taken off the table.

Remaining on the 
menu — and the puns 
end here — are redesign-
ing parking areas already 
on site, adding landscap-
ing, installing rainwater-
catching features and 
transforming the munici-
pal building’s front lawn 
into something evoking a 
landscaped, community 
patio at which people can 
gather randomly or dur-
ing scheduled special 
events

The foregone parking 
lot constituted about one-
third of campus renova-
tions for which board 
m e m b e r s  o f  t h e 
Downtown Development 
Authority were stockpil-
ing money in their annual 
budgets. Set-asides of 
between $35,000 and 
$45,500 during each of 
three most recent fi scal 
years helped grow the 
authority’s fund balance, 
or savings, to $267,000.

Savings now represent 
nearly twice the DDA’s 
proposed $149,900 bud-
get for fi scal year 2025-
2036, starting July 1.

Within the upcoming 
budget, which requires 
city council approval, 
there are no more desig-
nations for constructing 
a new parking lot.

Backstory
The lot was planned for 

construction on undevel-
oped property  on 
Jefferson in front of what 
is now the Ewald branch 
public library between 
city hall and a three-story 
condominium complex 
on Lakepointe.

Land on which the new 
lot was intended — the 
former Ted Ewald 
Chevrolet dealership 
showroom which city 
offi cials purchased more 
than 20 years ago — has 
sat for more than 20 
years mainly as an open, 
grassy, city-tended lawn 
yet was conscripted a few 
weeks ago as a tempo-
rary staging and storage 
area supporting nearby 
sewer construction.

Until a few months 
ago, DDA officials 
assumed themselves 
legally committed to con-
structing a parking lot on 

the side lot in compliance 
with a 4-year-old memo-
randum of understand-
ing with backers of the 
Schaap performing arts 
center.

The lot was to provide 
shared, off-site parking 
for the center, consisting 
of a 424-seat auditorium 
plus separate exhibition 
spaces due to open in 
October on the other side 
of city hall. Due diligence 
begun late last year by 
center representatives 
recently revealed the 
DDA lacked title to the 
lot. It is owned by the 
city.

“The (city) council 
made the decision to not 
transfer the property to 
the DDA for develop-
ment of a parking lot,” 
said Nick Sizeland, DDA 
director and city man-
ager. “The good news is 
that without the side 
parking lot, the (campus) 
project cost has gone 
down signifi cantly.”

Bonding option
Still, the DDA’s entire 

annual $149,900 annual 
budget plus $257,000 
savings are nowhere 
near enough to pay for 
the remaining campus 
redesign and improve-
ments.

“In order to make this 
happen, I feel very 
strongly that we’ll need 
to issue a bond,” Sizeland 
said.

Work also may have to 
proceed piecemeal as 
Sizeland conjectured 
during discussions on the 
topic two years ago in 
May 2023.

“This will take some 
time,” he followed up in 
December 2023. “It 
wouldn’t shock me if this 
whole project took two 
years.”

The new parking lot 
was a major component 
of the campus plan 
designed by Jima Studio, 
which DDA officials in 
December 2022 endorsed 
in a $15,000 contract “for 
the purposes of enhanc-
ing the beautification, 
walkability and accessi-
bility to the area.”

“The majority of that 
project’s cost was going 
to be toward that parking 
lot,” Sizeland said. “Now 
that things have changed, 
we have to look at how 
the DDA wants to move 
forward with the Jima 
civic campus plan.”

Considerations are 
boiling down to cost.

“Even with the dollar 
amount we have in 
reserves, that will not be 

enough to start almost 
any of the improve-
ments,” Sizeland said.

The DDA’s $267,000 
savings isn’t enough to 
complete the patio in 
front of city hall, let alone 
overall landscaping, 
environmental sustain-
ability and parking 
upgrades.

“Engineering costs 
alone could eat up 
$50,000,” Sizeland said.

Must renew DDA
Due to the likelihood of 

funding construction 
through bonds, the DDA, 
which was established in 
1986 and renewed in 
2012, must be extended 
beyond its current expi-
ration date at the end of 
the 2026 fi scal year.

“We can’t borrow 
beyond the life of the 
DDA,” said Kevin Kilby, 
the DDA’s attorney. “We 
can’t bond until we 
extend the life of the 
DDA.”

“Once we have (a 
renewed DDA) plan, we 
can re-engage with the 
Jima plan,” Sizeland 
said.

He’s pessimistic about 
being able to fi nance con-
struction with federal or 
state grants.

“We’re seeing less and 

less grants that would 
help with this type of 
project,” he said.

First things fi rst
Sizeland anticipates it 

will take six to eight 
months to update and 
renew the DDA plan. The 
process involves public 
hearings and community 
engagement.

“The council has to 
approve a development 
plan,” Sizeland said,

In anticipation of 
extending the life of the 
DDA and issuing bonds, 
Sizeland’s draft budget 
for the new fiscal year 
more than tripled antici-
pated spending on legal 
fees. The $25,000 fore-
cast on legal services for 
fi scal year 2025-26 com-
pares with $7,000 cur-
rently.

“We will be using the 
services of (attorney) 
Kilby,” Sizeland said. 
“Once we’ve extended 
the life of the DDA, we 
then have the opportu-
nity if this body wants to 
move forward to bond-
ing.”

So the Jima plan isn’t 
dead.

The discarded side 
parking lot was “just one 
part of the whole conver-
sation,” Sizeland said.

Bonding needed for civic design

GROSSE POINTE 
FARMS —  Though 
already in the midst of a 
controversial attempt to 
open a restaurant on its 
second fl oor and simul-
taneously reconfigure 
the Mack/McKinley 
intersection, Village 
Market gained city 
approval last Monday for 
seasonal placement of an 
outdoor grill on the side-
walk patio at the store-
front entrance. 

“When I read through 
the packet and saw this 
( a g e n d a  i t e m ) , ” 
Councilman Neil Sroka 
commented, “I was like, 
‘Guys, you’re doing so 
much, maybe just slow 
the roll on this one.’”

The market at 18310 
Mack is proceeding full 
steam ahead with the 
sample station, which 
will be permitted to oper-
ate seasonally on week-
ends and summer 
holidays between 11 a.m. 
and 3 p.m. 

“Our grill we’re pro-
posing will be only used 
during summer months 
for sampling and retail 
use of freshly prepared 
foods from our market,” 
owner Jacob Garmo 
said, regarding house-
made sausages, burgers, 
ribs and marinated beef 
and chicken. “That will 
be cooked on-site and 
offered either as compli-
mentary samples or for 
direct purchase, depend-
ing on the product and 
occasion.”

Its approval hinged on 
a number of conditions 
including removal of 
stands within at least 10 
feet of the grill for fi re 
safety, that the set up not 
interfere with safe pedes-
trian fl ow and the public 
right-of-way and that no 
seating is allowed.

“In lieu of seating 
though,” Councilman 
Lev Wood stated as part 
of  his motion for 
approva l ,  “V i l l age 
Market is allowed to pro-
vide no more than four 
upright circular tables 

called high tops to allow 
customers to stop and 
sample grill products.” 

Though the site plan 
u n a n i m o u s l y  w a s 
approved by council, a 
number of concerns 
were raised — most 
stemming from clogging 
the pedestrian walkway, 
which already is robust 
with planters and stands 
filling the 433-square-
foot space. 

“You are extending 
your retail store almost, 
kind of like the city is 
subsidizing that,” Wood 
said. “I think that that’s a 
little bit of a problem. I’m 
sure the Kroger in the 
City would absolutely 
love to have all sorts of 
plants all over (Notre 
Dame), so I’d like to cau-
tion you. It’s so jammed 
up.” 

At  Mayor  Louis 
Theros’ suggestion, the 
seasonal application will 
require renewal on a 
year-to-year basis, simi-
lar to how on-street din-
ing platforms operate on 
The Hill.

other,” Manikas said. 
“Instead of fostering a 

divisive work environ-
ment, GPPSS leaders 
s h o u l d  w o r k  t o 
strengthen collabora-
tion among educators 
so they can work as a 
team to provide the best 
education possible for 
each and every Grosse 
Pointe student.”

GROSSE POINTE 
FARMS — As Allie 
Betcher puts it, robotics 
has changed her life.

That includes being 
named a fi nalist for the 
FIRST Robotics Dean’s 
List Award, for which 
she traveled last month 
to Houston for the FIRST 
R o b o t i c s  W o r l d 
Championship.

“It was amazing get-
ting to meet all those 
people,” the Grosse 
Pointe South High 
School sophomore said. 
“It was a great experi-
ence.”

Betcher was one of 
just 13 students from 
Michigan — out of more 
than 12,000 robotics par-
ticipants — to receive 
the honor. Some 200 stu-
dents from 20 countries 
were named fi nalists.

“Although I didn’t win, 
it was great being a fi nal-
ist,” she said. “And I get 
to compete again next 
year.”

The program only is 
open to high school 
sophomores and juniors, 
who can then add it to 
their college applica-
tions. Finalists are 
selected not only for 
technical skill and aca-
demic achievement, but 
also for leadership on 
their team and beyond.

Betcher is on Team 
9255 Botmasterz, the all-
girls robotics team that 
includes students from 
both Grosse Pointe 
South and Grosse Pointe 
North high schools.

“They do 10-minute 
interviews at each of our 
events and one student 
from each event is 
selected to move on to 
the state level,” she 
e x p l a i n e d .  “ T h a t 
included more inter-
views and from there 
they picked the fi nalists 
to go to Houston.”

Betcher said she 
started participating in 

robotics in sixth grade 
with Team 17975, an all-
girls team at  Pierce 
Middle School.

“My favorite part 
about it is the outreach 
and seeing the impact it 
can have on kids,” she 
said. “Usually they come 
in and are pretty ner-
vous, but they have so 
much fun by the end 
they don’t want to 
leave.”

Sherry Betcher, Allie’s 
mom and head coach of 
Botmasterz, said her 
daughter has partici-
pated in 78 outreach 
events during the 28 
months the high school 
team has been active, 
giving hands-on STEM 
demonstrations to more 
than 1,740 younger stu-
dents.

“All ie exemplif ies 
everything FIRST stands 
for,” Sherry Betcher 
said. “She’s a passionate 
leader and a tireless 
advocate for STEM edu-

cation. Her dedication to 
making robotics acces-
sible and exciting for 
kids in our community is 
nothing short of inspir-
ing.”

Despite her involve-
ment with robotics, Allie 
Betcher doesn’t see her-
self as a future engineer.

“I love building things, 
but I have other pas-
sions,” she said. “I think 
forensics would be a 
cool profession.”

Those other passions 
include a love for math 
and photography and 
singing with South’s 
choir, which performed 
the “The Star-Spangled 
Banner” at a recent 
Detroit Tigers game.

She’s also starting to 
think about college.

“I don’t have a favor-
ite, but there were Ivy 
League schools  in 
Houston recruiting stu-
dents,” she said. “That 
really shifted my percep-
tion.”

South student gets national 
robotics recognition

tion. Hemler will step into 
his new role beginning 
with the 2025-26 school 
year. 

In this new position, 
Hemler will support fac-

and vision recognized by 
the Historical Society of 
Michigan.

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A donation of two mil-
itary history books to 
The War Memorial — 
where the Grosse Pointe 
Artists Association is 
housed — led GPAA 
President Karen Pope 
to reach out to the 
donor.

A phone call to Grosse 
Pointe Woods resident 
George L. Bush led to 
him loaning the GPAA a 
book about the Vietnam 
War. 

“10 ,000  Days  o f 
Thunder,” by Pulitzer 
prize-winning journal-
ist Philip Caputo, has 
been added to the 
GPAA’s Vietnam War 
exhibition, located in 
the Patriot Gallery. The 
exhibition will be on 
d i s p l a y  t h r o u g h 
Veterans’ Day, Nov. 11.

“ I t ’s  his  favori te 
book,” Pope said. “It’s 
the only book he’s keep-
ing out of his entire col-
lection. Each page has a 
story, but with pictures. 
It will be open for peo-
ple to page through.”

Bush, 88, is a long-
time military history 
buff and book lover. 

“ I  read  Wins ton 
Churchill’s six-volume 
history of World War II 
in college and I’ve loved 
books ever since,” he 

said. “I don’t watch TV. 
I read and I listen to the 
radio. I keep myself 
very busy.”

Bush’s extensive book 
collection was expanded 
in October following 
the death of Detroit res-
ident Mark St. Peter. Of 
the military books in St. 
Peter’s collection, Bush 
donated two of them to 
The War Memorial — 
one about the history of 
the U.S. Marine Corps 
and another about the 
history of the U.S. 
Army.

“I brought them in to 
The War Memorial,” 
Bush said. “For a place 
that honors our veter-
ans, I think they’re per-
fect.”

He a lso  bel ieves 
“ 1 0 , 0 0 0  D a y s  o f 
Thunder” is an excel-
lent addition to the 
exhibition.

“I think it was written 
with children in mind,” 
he said. “The pictures 
really make you think. I 
was very intrigued by 
this book and I’m reluc-
tant to just give it away. 
I enjoy looking at it. It 
gives me so much to 
think about. I think it 
will probably get looked 
at a lot.”

Bush was a trainee in 
the Michigan National 
Guard and in the Army 
Reserve at Fort Ord in 

California, then spent 
six years with the Light 
Guard Armory. 

Hoping to share his 
love of military history 
and books, and to com-
bine it with his passion 
for volunteering, Bush 
will sell a large portion 
of his collection during 
the next Royal Oak Flea 
Market, which takes 
place 8 a.m. to 3 p.m. 
Sunday, May 25.

“I’m almost 90 years 
old,” Bush said. “It’s 
time to make sure my 
stuff gets used well. My 
wife is not into books, 
so I’m trying to put 
them to good use.

“… We’re calling it 
our  Memorial  Day 
Military History Sale,” 
he added. “I hope to 
have 100 or more pic-
ture books on display 
and also tools and 
household goods.”

Bush and his daugh-

ter, Betsy, have been 
“peddling military his-
tory” at the Royal Oak 
Flea Market more than 
10 years. 

“We pack up two full 
station wagons when 
we go out there,” he 
said. “I’m going to put 
out as many books as I 
think will sell.”

The proceeds from 
their six tables of goods 
b e n e f i t  D e t r o i t ’ s 
Epiphany Education 
Center, which provides 
tutors, book clubs, mini 
libraries, field trips and 
literacy help to elemen-
tary and middle school 
students in Detroit. 

“ I  s t a r t e d  w i t h 
Epiphany in 2010, as a 
volunteer on the advi-
sory board,” Bush said. 
“I’m a trained educator; 
I worked in the Detroit 
Public Schools and in 
Catholic schools for 40 
years before I retired 

around 2000. The lon-
ger I stayed on the advi-
sory board … I thought 
maybe I’d put my edu-
cational skills to use. 
They have a terrific 
need for tutors in every 
subject.

“… Every student 
wants to learn, but there 
are all these distrac-
tions, including other 
students,” he added. 
“But when they’re one-
on-one with a tutor, it 
gives the child the best 
chance to learn.”

Bush volunteered in 
2015, to teach math 
during weekly individu-
alized tutoring sessions.

“I taught language 
arts my entire career, 
but I wanted to do 
math,” he said. “I have a 
scientific bone in my 
body.  I  l ike exact 
answers.”

He served the posi-
tion eight years until he 
gave up tutoring to 
focus on fundraising. 
Selling books and other 
wares at the flea market 
helps bring in funds.

“I’m hoping to stay 
with Epiphany as long 
as I can safely get over 
there and to the flea 
market,” Bush said. “I 
hope, with my daugh-
ter’s help, to keep doing 
this for a few more 
years. I want to make 
the most of the time I 
have and the talents I 
still have.”

The Royal Oak Flea 
Market takes place at 
316 E. 11 Mile, Royal 
Oak.

The Vietnam War 
e x h i b i t i o n ,  w h i c h 

opened March 29, in the 
Patriot Gallery, will 
continue to be displayed 
through Veterans’ Day. 
It is Pope’s vision for 
items in the exhibition 
to rotate as more contri-
butions come in.

“I encourage people 
to contact us so we can 
see how to incorporate 
your memories into the 
exhibit,” she said.

In addition to “10,000 
Days of Thunder,” the 
exhibition currently 
includes photographs 
taken by St.  Clair 
Shores resident Tom 
Sherry, who served on 
an aircraft carrier dur-
ing the war; scrapbooks 
kept by the late Roger 
Garzel, courtesy of his 
widow, Elly Garzel; 
medals, uniforms and 
ration cans, courtesy of 
City of Grosse Pointe 
r e s i d e n t  R u f u s 
McGaugh; and items 
contributed by Swords 
to Plowshares,  the 
M i c h i g a n  M i l i t a r y 
Technical & Historical 
Society Museum in 
Eastpointe ,  Burton 
Historical Collection of 
the Detroi t  Publ ic 
Library and the Grosse 
Pointe News. 

“We’ve had a really 
rewarding reaction to 
the exhibit,” Pope said. 
“We realize it will just 
keep getting better by 
using it as a forum to 
remember experiences, 
whether their own or 
their family members.”

Robert Joseph Rabaut
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American Catholics 
were understandably 
proud earlier this month 
when Chicago’s Cardinal 
Robert Prevost was 
elected pope — taking 
the name Leo XIV — but 
Catholics in the Pointes 
have an extra reason.

The  pont i f f  was 
ordained a transitional 
deacon Sept. 10, 1981, at 
St. Clare of Montefalco.

“It came as a real sur-
prise,” said the Rev. 
Andrew Kowalczyk, pas-
tor at St. Clare. “We ver-
ified it and it’s very 
cool.”

As first reported by 
Detroit Catholic, Pope 
Leo at the time was a 
newly professed friar 
with Order of  St . 
Augustine’s Chicago-
based Province of Our 
Lady of Good Counsel. 
While ordinations to the 
deaconate for Midwest 
Augustinians normally 
took place in Chicago, 
for some reason in 1981 
they were held at three 
Augustinian parishes in 
the Archdiocese of 
Detroit.

For much of its his-
tory, until 2012, St. Clare 
was run by the OSA.

Then-Fr. Prevost spent 
time as director of voca-

tions and superior for 
the Our Lady of Good 
Council province.

“We knew as superior 
he must have visited 
here at least a handful of 
times,” Kowalczyk said. 
“He would have cele-
brated Mass here, stayed 
in the rectory, visited the 
school.”

Kowalczyk said he 
urged students at the 
school to write letters to 
Pope Leo XIV, telling 
him how proud they are 
of him.

A longtime member at 
St. Clare told Detroit 

Catholic parishioners 
came together in 2012 to 
recite the prayer of St. 
Michael the Archangel 
when the Augustinians 
left. It turned out to be a 
coincidence on two 
fronts. The Michaelite 
Fathers — of which 
Kowalczyk is a member 
— succeeded  the 
Augustinians and the 
prayer was written by 
Pope Leo XII, the last 
pope to take that name 
before now.

When asked if his par-
ish now had bragging 
rights over the Park’s 

other Catholic church, 
St. Ambrose, where 
scenes from the movie 
“Gran Torino” were 
f i lmed,  Kowalczyk 
laughed and said, “It’s 
our claim to fame!”

As St. Clare turns 100 
years old next year, 
Kowalczyk said a plaque 
would be installed com-
memorating the pon-
tiff’s ordination to the 
deaconate there.

“When he comes to 
the U.S., we will defi-
nitely invite him,” he 
added. “St. Clare is part 
of his religious journey.”

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Julie Foust remembers 
coming to The Alger 
House 40 years ago when 
she fi rst moved to Grosse 
Pointe and Junior League 
meetings were held on 
the second floor. Her 
3-year-old made frequent 
requests to throw pen-
nies in the front circle 
fountain. 

“The high school grad-
uation parties, the eighth 
grade graduation parties, 
the wedding receptions 
— our children have all 
utilized this building,” 
said the president of 
Grosse Pointe Questers 
#147. “This has been a 
hub for celebration in our 
community.”

When the Questers met 
at the beginning of this 
year to discuss identify-
ing a meaningful project 
related to historic preser-
v a t i o n ,  T h e  W a r 
Memorial was a natural 
connection point.

The group Monday, 
May 19, committed to 
contribute $10,000 over 
the next two years to 
refurbish and reinstall 
two chandeliers from 
1910, which originally 

hung in the reception 
room. They have long 
been in on-site storage 
because they did not emit 
enough light to properly 
illuminate the commu-
nity space. 

However, as The War 
Memorial continues to 
forge ahead with a large-
scale effort to return the 
Alger House to its origi-
nal likeness, the donation 
will bring the chandeliers 

up to code, as well as 
fund their re-wiring so 
they can emit greater 
light.   

“Why did we choose 
it?” Foust considered. 
“Well, because we could 
restore something that 
was original to the home. 
That was the motivation, 
because the chandeliers 
are in storage and to 
bring them out and have 
them restored and 

installed was very, very 
valuable.”

The chandeliers now 
are set to retake their 
rightful posts in the Alger 
House reception room 
this fall. 

“Some of the sconces 
that are on the walls are 
also original to the 
home,” War Memorial 
President and CEO Maria 
Miller said. “So when I 
look at the library, which 

was just done, the 
sconces that are on the 
walls are all polished up 
and look like new. I imag-
ine this will be the same. 

“We have wonderful 
artisans who have been 
part of this team and have 
just done a lot of tremen-
dous work,” she contin-
ued. “They care so much. 
They take so much time. 
Just to watch their work 
is incredible. There’s a lot 
of love and passion 
behind what they do.” 

The Questers pre-
sented Miller with a 
check for $5,000 Monday 

morning. They will follow 
up with an additional 
$2,500 in December and 
another $2,500 next 
December. 

Grosse Pointe Quester 
#147 was established in 
1961, with the purpose of 
expanding knowledge of 
historically significant 
places, things and events. 
In recent years, the group 
also donated to restore a 
stained glass window at 
the Detroit Boat Club on 
Belle Isle, as well as to 
restore the iron fencing at 
Charles Lang Freer 
House in Detroit.

Sayings like “Beer 
before liquor, never been 
sicker” or “Underage 
drinking isn’t a big deal” 
highlight how misinfor-
mation shapes teen 
drinking behavior. When 
parenting teens, it’s 
essential to rely on 
research, not myths, to 
guide conversations 
about alcohol.

Misconception 1: Only 
adults can develop alco-
hol use disorder.

In reality, around 
250,000 young people 
meet the criteria each 
year, some as young as 
18.  Most  underage 
drinkers begin around 
the ages of 13 or 14 and 
dr ink ing  increases 
between the ages of 17 
and 19. Teen alcohol 
use increases the risk 
of serious short- and 
l o n g - t e r m  c o n s e -
quences.

Misconception 2: Early 
drinking leads to better-

adjusted drinkers later.
Teens who delay drink-

ing are less likely to 
binge or black out. 
Starting young increases 
alcohol tolerance, often 
leading to heavier, risk-
ier use.

Teens also lack the 
developmental tools 
adults have to manage 
alcohol use. They rely 
more on emotional rea-
soning — “I feel” — while 
their prefrontal cortex, 
the part of the brain 
responsible for “I think,” 
doesn’t fully develop 
until age 26. Plus, alco-
hol boosts dopamine, 
increasing emotional 
decisions over rational 
ones.

Misconcept ion 3 : 
Letting teens drink at 
home builds trust with 
parents and prevents col-
lege binge drinking.

Research shows no 
link between supervised 
drinking and better out-

comes. Instead, positive 
parenting — character-
ized by clear boundaries, 
open communication, 
interest in their teens’ 
whereabouts and model-
ing healthy behavior — 
has a greater impact.

Parenting based on 
evidence, rather than 
myths, can help reduce 
harmful drinking behav-
iors over time.

SINGLE: Phone addic-
tion is a real thing, espe-
cially with things like 
gaming, online gambling 
and social media. If he 
insists on using screen 
time to “unwind,” talk to 
him about setting some 
phone-free times; family 
dinners should certainly 
be one of them. The key 
is to propose concrete 
changes rather than 
vague requests.

If he brushes you off 
again, consider counsel-
ing — either as a couple 
or on your own to help 
you navigate this. You 
deserve support.

DEAR ANNIE: My 
mother has always been a 
challenging person — very 
critical and negative — but 
it has gotten worse since 
my father passed in 2019. 
I have an older brother 
who abused me since 
childhood and then dis-
owned my mother when 

she wouldn’t give him con-
trol of all her money. Now 
I’m all she has.

She refuses to go out, 
meet people, etc. She 
calls me 10-20 times a 
day and every conversa-
tion is a litany of com-
plaints and criticisms. I 
tell her frequently that I 
can’t stand all the nega-
tivity, but instead of 
making an effort to 
stop, she plays the guilt 
card and tells me how 
terrible her life is and 
how all she does is sit 
alone and cry!

She is turning 90 this 
year and is in great health 
after surviving Stage 4 
cancer in her 60s. Thank 
God my father left her 
well taken care of. Yet, 
despite this, all she sees 
are clouds.

How do I continue to 
care for my mother with-
out letting her make my 
life as dark as she sees 
hers? — Dutiful Son

DEAR DUTIFUL SON:
As the saying goes, you 
can lead a horse to 
water, but you can’t 
make it drink. You can 
offer your mother your 
support, but it’s up to 
her whether she’ll accept 
it and try to climb out of 
the hole she feels stuck 
in. You don’t have to 
sacrifi ce your peace to 
shoulder all her burdens 
— that’s not your job, 
and it’s not fair. 

Set limits where you 
need to. That might 
mean reducing the num-
ber of calls you take a 
day, ending draining 
conversations or gently 
changing the subject 
when she starts on a tan-
gent. Your mother is 
lucky to have you, and 

it’s clear how much you 
care. Just don’t forget to 
care for yourself, too.

It’s also worth men-
tioning that, based on 
what you’ve shared 
here, your mother may 
be depressed. Her physi-
cal health might be in 
great shape, but her 
mental health clearly 
needs attention. A good 
fi rst step is encouraging 
her to see a doctor, who 
can help identify what’s 
impacting her mindset 
so much and ways to 
help treat it.

In a house with three teenage 
boys and an endless appetite 
for protein, the Ninja Creami 
might just be the most-used 
appliance in our kitchen. At 
$199 on Amazon, this counter-
top device turns almost any-
thing into ice cream, smoothie 
bowls, sorbets or milkshakes 
with the push of a button — 
and it actually delivers.

Here’s how it works. You 
prep your base, pour it into the 
pint container and freeze it for 
24 hours. Once frozen, you 
place the pint into the machine, 
lock it in and select a setting 
such as Lite Ice Cream, 

Smoothie Bowl or Gelato. The 
Creami shaves the frozen block 
into a smooth, soft-serve con-
sistency that you simply cannot 
get with a regular blender. If 
the texture is too powdery on 
the fi rst spin, the Re-Spin but-
ton smooths it out.

The boys love making high-
protein cookie dough ice cream 
or chocolate peanut butter 
banana blends that taste like 
dessert but meet their macros. 
I enjoy turning leftover 
smoothie ingredients into fro-
zen treats or making a dairy-
free mango sorbet that still 
feels indulgent. You can also 

make milkshakes, frozen 
yogurt and even frozen cock-
tails.

The best part is how easy it is 
to use. Each of my teens can 
make their own pint with mini-
mal cleanup and no complaints. 
I no longer have to watch them 
struggle to blend frozen 
bananas and ice while threat-
ening to burn out the motor. 
The Ninja Creami has upgraded 
our snack options and 
brought a little calm to our 
otherwise chaotic kitchen.

Final verdict: I’m giving 
this product 5 out of 5 alliga-
tors. It’s a win for protein lov-

e r s ,  h e a l t h - c o n s c i o u s 
snackers and parents who are 
tired of buying overpriced 
pints of ice cream.

A recent newspaper 
article said many older 
Americans’ diets are 
deficient in protein, 
which was an issue for 
me decades ago when 
my wife (and then I) 
adopted a vegan diet.

Not only did that 
choice make it more dif-
fi cult to get the proper 
protein-rich foods, but it 
also made wine choices 
more diffi cult. 

Red wine, especially, 
is much better with meat 
dishes. I tried vegan 
dishes with red wine and 
found few matches par-
ticularly unappealing. 
But not all meat dishes 
work with all red wines.

Different wines call 
for different protein 
sources, a topic I inves-
tigated decades ago and 
which has changed 
slowly over the years.

It was once said that 
white wine went best 
with fi sh and red wine 
went with meat. And 
although that is still gen-
erally true, some distinc-

tions must be pointed 
out for maximum enjoy-
ment.

Such as some seafood 
is best with red wine, 
and some meat is best 
with white wine!

For example, most 
cabernet sauvignons are 
astringent and work 
best with meats like 
char-grilled steaks. But 
lighter meats, like rare 
roast beef, are better 
with light reds, like 
Beaujolais or lighter 
pinot noir.

In fact, I believe the 
best match for poached, 
steamed or lightly done 
salmon is pinot noir, but 
grilled salmon often 
works nicely with a red 
Loire Valley wine of cab-
ernet franc like Chinon.

Salmon, with its high 
oil content, acts less like 
fi sh and more like a light 
meat — and roast pork 
loin acts more like 
chicken and may call for 
a classic dry chardonnay 
or sauvignon blanc, 
depending on the sea-

sonings used.
Red-sauced dishes 

( p a s t a ,  e g g p l a n t 
Parmesan, chicken cac-
ciatore) are best with a 
medium-weight, red 
with good acidity like 
barbera or Chianti; mer-
lot can work here, too, 
but avoid heavier or 
high-alcohol reds.

Hearty beef stews can 
stand up to the richness 
of darker red wines like 
petite sirah, zinfandel, 
or syrah. 

Creamed soups, like 
mushroom or crab 
bisques, usually call for 
a teaspoon or table-
spoon of oloroso sherry 
added to the dish. I often 
then sip a small glass of 
the same sherry with the 
soup!

And when having 
dishes that feature ham, 
I typically recommend a 
dry rose wine, which 
seems to be compatible 
with most people. Plus, 
the colors match!

If you are having a 
vegan/vegetarian or 

even a medium-weight 
seafood dish, one idea 
that I came up with some 
years ago, before I aban-
doned veganism, works 
well.

When having a low-
protein dish that doesn’t 
have enough richness to 
go with red wine, add 
about a tablespoon or 
even more of extra-vir-

gin olive oil to the dish. 
In  most  cases ,  i t 
enhances the fl avors of 
the dish and it has been 
proven that extra-virgin 
olive oil is usually 
healthful for most peo-
ple.

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Chicken with croutons 
is one of my favorite ways 
to eat roast chicken. It’s 
also my kids’ favorite way.

I roast a whole chicken 
with herbs and then toss 
cubed, good sourdough 
bread with the pan drip-
pings and broil them until 
brown, crisp and oozing 
with fl avor.

There are several 
methods to make chicken 
with croutons. Some reci-
pes call for bread slices to 
be layered on the bottom 
of the pan and then laying 
the chicken on top while 
roasting, the bottom of 
the bread gets crisp and 
the top gets soaked with 
the rendered chicken fat. 
I’ve tried this method a 
few times but always 
found that the bread gets 
stuck to the bottom.

Another way is toast-
ing the cubed bread fi rst 
and then tossing in the 
juices after. But that adds 
another pan to clean into 
the mix. This method 
tosses the untoasted 
bread in the roasting pan 
with the drippings, soak-
ing them through, then 
broiling until you get 
pieces of crunchy ends 
and juicy middles.

Mombeau’s family 
prefers the latter. I used a 
good boule of sourdough 
bread (Zingerman’s). It’s 
a dense bread that won’t 
disintegrate or get too 
soggy when it’s tossed 
with the juices.

The cubes maintain 
their shape and the edges 

caramelize from the 
brown bits left behind by 
the chicken. The chicken 
is roasted with tarragon 
which permeates the 
meat and infuses the 
chicken juices with its 
licorice fl avor. 

Last Sunday was 
another perfect spring 
day. I was feeling all of 
the nice weather vibes. 
All the springtime fl avors 
came to mind. So I 
decided to serve the 
chicken on a bed of salad 
filled with radishes, 
roasted asparagus and 
fresh tarragon with a 
lemon vinaigrette.

I cut the chicken into 
pieces and topped with 
the warm croutons. We 
ate family style and I 
even left the platter in 
the kitchen for people to 
graze on, and they did, 
after I cleaned up dinner.

This is a beautiful  din-
ner to eat with family or 
friends. It’s stunning 
enough to impress any-
one!

Spring Chicken with 
Croutons

1 4-5 lb whole chicken

½ lemon

½ cup whole tarragon 
leaves, plus ¼ cup for the 
salad

6 whole garlic cloves, 
unpeeled

4 tbsp olive oil

Salt and pepper to 
taste

1 small sourdough 
boule

1 bunch of asparagus

1 cup sliced radishes

2 small head of 
romaine

Preheat your oven to 
425. Rinse and pat your 
chicken dry. Place the 
chicken in a roasting pan 
and drizzle each side 
with olive oil. Season 
each side generously 
with salt and pepper.

Place the lemon half, 
½ cup tarragon leaves 
and garlic cloves inside 
the chicken. Tie up the 
legs and place in the 
oven. Roast for about 1.5 
hours or until the inside 
is no longer pink and the 
juices run clear. The 
internal temperature 
should read 165 degrees.

While the chicken 
cooks, you can roast the 
asparagus in the same 
oven. Wash and trim the 
asparagus and place on a 
baking sheet with one 
tablespoon of olive oil 
and a good pinch of salt 
and pepper. Cook for 
eight to ten minutes or 
bright green and slightly 
charred. Remove from 
the oven and set aside.

Take the chicken out 
and let it rest in the pan 

for about five minutes 
before transferring to a 
cutting board. Cover 
with aluminum foil while 
you make the croutons. 

Turn the oven to broil. 
Cut the boule into 2 inch 
cubes. Toss the cubes into 
the roasting pan and thor-
oughly coat with the pan 
drippings. Broil for about 
a minute or so on each 
side watching closely so 
they don’t burn. 

When you are ready to 
eat, cut the chicken into 
eight serving pieces. On 

a large platter, arrange 
the lettuce down and top 
with the sliced radishes 
and asparagus. Spoon 
over half of the lemon 
vinaigrette. Top with the 
chicken pieces and then 
the croutons. Spoon 
more of the vinaigrette 
over top if so desired and 
garnish with the last 
quarter cup of tarragon 
leaves. Enjoy! 

Lemon Vinaigrette

Juice of ½ lemon

2 tbsp red wine vine-
gar

1 tsp dijon mustard

1 tbsp honey

¼ cup olive oil

½ tsp each salt and 
pepper

Whisk all ingredients 
together except for olive 
oil. Slowly drizzle in 
olive oil, whisking until 
emulsifi ed.

“Nonnas”

Warning: Do not see 
this movie if you’re diet-
ing, especially if you’re 
trying to cut down on the 
carbs. There are so many 
shots of sumptuous 
Italian dishes, I think I 
may have gained a cou-
ple pounds just watching 
th is  hear twarming 
movie. The cinematogra-
phy by Florian Ballhaus 
makes every food shot 
almost a work of culi-
nary art. 

“Nonnas” is the lat-
e s t  f r o m  d i r e c t o r 
S t e p h a n  C h b o s k y 
(“Dear Evan Hansen,” 
“The Perks of Being a 
Wallflower”) and is 
based on a true story. 
It was written by Jody 
Scaravel la  and Liz 
Maccie. The film stars 
Vince Vaughn and is 
quite a different role 
for him. Here he’s not 
playing his usual, goof-
ball self but is a sin-
cere ,  wel l -meaning 
good guy. His character 
had way more depth 
than I usually see in 
him. This is definitely 
one from the heart. It 
also helps that he has a 
formidable cast of sup-
porting actors behind him. 

While watching the 
movie, I kept thinking of 
other significant food-
oriented offerings like 
“Big Night,” “Chef,” 
“Julie & Julia” and the 
fine TV series “The 
Bear.” However those 
focus on high-end cook-

ing specifi cally targeting 
true foodies. This fi lm is 
all about traditional, old-
fashioned Italian meals, 
where the food not only 
is mouth-wateringly 
tasty, there’s an abun-
dance of it! Colorful pas-
tas, savory pizzas and 
desserts that’ll make you 
want to head for the 
kitchen, open up an 
Italian cookbook and get 
to work. 

J o e  S c a r a v e l l a 
(Vaughn) has recently 
lost his mother. He lived 
with and cared for her, 
so her passing was espe-
cially devastating for 
him. One of Joe’s favor-
ite memories of his 
mother was joining her 

and his nonna (grandma) 
in the kitchen as they 
whipped up their special 
meals. In fl ashbacks, we 
see him gleefully sam-
pling the dishes. When 
he learns that he inher-
ited $200,000, he decides 
the best way to honor 
her is to open up a res-
taurant. But it’s not 
going to be just any res-
taurant, it’ll be staffed 
with authentic nonnas, 
making their signature 
dishes.

There are some heady 
obstacles in Joe’s path 
to glory. First he needs 
to fi nd a suitable space. 
He actually finds the 
perfect spot, a shuttered 
restaurant on Staten 

Island — a mere ferry 
ride away from his 
native Brooklyn. But 
the building needs quite 
a bit of work. For this 
he relies on his child-
hood friend Bruno (Joe 
Manganiello), who just 
happens to be a con-
tractor. Bruno’s reluc-
tant to help out at fi rst 
but he’s finally con-
vinced to assist his 
fr iend achieve his 
dream. He’s also sup-
ported by Bruno’s wife 
Stella (Drea de Matteo). 
Then there’s the daunt-
ing issue of passing 
inspections and getting 
permits, which in New 
York City, you can just 
imagine how many 
hoops you have to jump 
through to make things 
happen.

However, you can’t 
have a successful restau-
rant without some tal-
ented chefs behind you. 
After his mother died, 
Joe started making some 
of her best recipes — 
he’s no slouch in the 
kitchen. That’s what 
inspires him to enlist 
some of the best cooks 
in his inner circle. His 
“A” team includes 
Antone l la  (Brenda 

Vaccaro),  who’s in 
mourning for her late 
husband, his mom’s 
close friend Roberta 
(Lorraine Bracco), who’s 
living in a senior home, 
and Teresa (Talia Shire), 
an ex-nun who’s a bit of 
a goofball. He also con-
vinces Gia (Susan 
Sarandon) a beauty 
salon owner, to help out 
with her famous, mouth-
watering desserts. 

The movie is full of 
amusing behind the scene 
encounters with the four 
nonnas. Since their fami-
lies come from different 
parts of Italy, there are 
naturally some outbursts 
about whose cuisine is the 
most authentically Italian. 
But the arguments never 
get out of hand, and their 
characters have far more 
depth than these types of 
movies typically feature. 
And the movie isn’t just 
about Joe. In fact, there 
are probably more 
scenes with the nonnas 
than with him. 

There’s a wonderful 
scene when the nonnas 
are invited to Gia’s salon 
for a makeover before 
opening night. Heady 
conversations, fueled 
partially by limoncello 

consumption, get the 
women to open up to 
each other. They speak 
from their hearts about 
their loves, losses, happy 
times and regrets. After 
this touching, soul-
searching session, they 
truly become an unstop-
pable team. 

I have to admit, this is 
one of the most heartfelt 
fi lms I’ve seen in a while. 
Sure there are some 
tried and true clichés in 
it ,  but that’s fine. 
Especially when you 
remind yourself, it’s 
based on actual events. I 
won’t give any more of 
the story away, you’ll 
just have to fi nd out for 
yourself. Buon Appetito!

A DISASTROUS PLAY

It is difficult to account for some of 
the strange things that happen at the 
bridge table. For example, take this 
deal from a team match.

Nothing much happened at the first 
table, where South got to four spades 
as shown. Aided by the bidding, he 
made five. He ruffed the second dia-
mond, led a trump to the jack, finessed 
the queen of hearts, led a trump to the 

king, finessed the jack of hearts, drew 
trump, cashed his hearts and so fin-
ished with 11 tricks.

At the second table, the outcome 
was very different. West wound up 
at three notrump doubled, and North 
found the devastating lead of the nine 
of hearts.

South took dummy’s ten with the 
jack but made a grievous error when 
he continued with the ace and anoth-
er heart. He was hoping to regain the 
lead with the ace of spades and then 
cash his established hearts.

After taking the king of hearts, West 
happily cashed five diamonds and 
five clubs to make the contract with 
two doubled overtricks for a resound-
ing score of 1,150 points. South’s 
good hearts and the ace of spades thus 
never saw the light of day.

It is hard to believe that one defen-
sive slip could lose as much as 3,150 
points, but that is exactly what South’s 
failure to shift to a spade at trick two 
cost him.

With a spade return, North-South 
could have taken six hearts and five 
spades for down seven and 2,000 
points! Despite the misdefense, 
though, it does seem that the punish-
ment more than fit the crime.

In the United States, the last Monday 
in May every year is Memorial Day. 
It’s a special day for us to remember 

those who died while serving

In 1984, a statue called Three 
Servicemen was added near the 

wall. The metal statue was
