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GROSSE POINTE 
FARMS — After 18 years 
of bringing the Grosse 
Pointe community togeth-
er each summer to honor 
the lives of area hospital-
ized children, the Racing 
For Kids to the Hill com-
mittee announced a pause 
in the event for this year. 

“We have had great dif-
ficulty in making this 
decision,” the committee 
said in a press release. “In 
fact, we delayed this deci-
sion several times in the 
last two months hoping to 
find a way to continue 
this popular event this 
year. 

“The community inter-
est in attending is there, 
but the simple fact is that 
we have not been able to 
register enough volun-
teers to run a fi rst-class 
event as we always have 

in the past.”
Beginning in 2007, 

Racing For Kids to the 
Hill has raised more than 
$1 million on behalf of 
four area pediatric hospi-
tal systems, with the 
funds earmarked for spe-
cifi cally identifi ed needs 
such as autism therapy, 
rehabilitation programs, 
pediatric cardiac moni-
tors or playroom develop-
ment. The impact of these 
donations on the recov-
ery therapy of thousands 
of locally hospitalized 
children has been impres-
sive.

Dan LaLonde, presi-
dent  of  the  Hi l l 
Association, which has 
partnered with Racing 
For Kids on the Hill event 
since the beginning said,

Adam Steiner, owner of 
The Campus Shop in The 
Village. “It was always 
about energy for me.”

For the past six years, 
he strived for his small 
business to be the neigh-
borhood haunt, where 
kids riding bikes through 
The Village could mean-
der and make messes of 
the merchandise. Come 
next week, they’ll have 
to fi nd somewhere else.

The Campus Shop is 

permanently closing 
after Tuesday, July 1.  

“The hardest (part) 
when I was making the 
decision if we were 
going to stay open or 
closed, was more so 
about taking it away 
from the community,” 
Steiner said, “as opposed 
to what it (meant) for 
me.”

He opened the store as 
a “fun side project,” in 
2019, branching out 
from his merchandising 
company — the current 
iteration of which is 
Steiner Merchandise. 

“So many people 
didn’t even know we 

were making the stuff 
(we sell) here,” Steiner 
said of the shop’s Grosse 
Pointe sweatshirts , 
Detroit-inspired apparel 
and hyper-local clothing. 

It had a humble begin-
ning in the 300-square-
foot back room of its 
current space at 17114 
K e r c h e v a l ,  b e f o r e 
expanding in February 
2020, just prior to the 
pandemic. 

As in-person sales 
ceased, Steiner turned to 
online marketing, which 
brought about the gene-
sis of his social media 
persona and alter ego, 
Camper Dan. 

Camper Dan became a 
bit of an internet sensa-
tion and where the pan-
demic stagnated most 
businesses, The Campus 
Shop thrived.

“It’s the weirdest thing, 
but during COVID and 
because of the commu-
nity, the store really 
saved all of our busi-
nesses,” he said, refer-
ring to his dad and 
brother, who initially 
were co-owners of the 
store. “We were deliver-
ing 30 to 50 packages a 
day, which the store 
never does 30 to 50

— It’s all hands on deck 
for a renovated municipal 
marina.

City representatives, 
design consultants and 
regulators are on course 
to raise the marina at 
Windmill Pointe Park a 
few levels to more orderly 
standards.

“We have applied for 
and signed off on (state 
and federal) permitting,” 
said Tom Fraser, harbor 
master.

“EGLE (the Michigan 

Department of Energy, 
Grea t  Lakes  and 
Environment) takes time 
to review permits,” City 
Manager Nick Sizeland 
said. “We thought it 
would be a good idea to 
get that process going 
while we’re finishing 
details on the cost of the 
project.”

Contractors will bid on 
the job through the city’s 
advisors, Abonmarche 
Consultants, a civil engi-
neering and marina spe-
cialist headquartered in 
Benton Harbor.

“We are still in the 
engineering phase and 

trying to get cost esti-
mates as close to reality 
as possible,” Fraser said.

“At fi rst, the cost was 
unexpectedly high,” 
Sizeland said. “We asked 
Abonmarche to do some 
value engineering and 
have been working with 
them to reduce that cost.”

“Then, when we feel 
comfortable with that, 
we’ll go out for a request 
for proposals and start 
getting bids,” said Chad 
Craig, director of parks 
and recreation.

The goal for the marina 
is to do what is needed, 
not load it up with ameni-
ties.

“We just need a proper 
place that is safe for boat-

ers,” said Councilman 
Tom Caulfi eld, liaison to 
the recreation commis-
sion and head of the 
city’s fi nance committee. 
“The marina is a place to 
park your boat from April 
through September. 
We’re not a full-service 
marina.”

Modest ambitions con-
sist of widening docks on 
one of the marina’s fi ve 
piers.

There are no plans to 
install state-of-the-art 
fl oating docks which, by 
definition, float on the 
water. Floating docks 
rise and fall with lake lev-
els, making it easier to

“We are very proud of the 
event we have helped 
present for the past 18 
years. We brought the 
wider community to our 
Hill commercial district 
and helped showcase the 
needs of sick children 
t h r o u g h o u t  m e t r o 
Detroit. We hope we can

“The pause on the 
Racing For Kids to the 
Hill event does not affect

step onto and off vessels 
by eliminating big gaps 
between fi xed docks and 
boat decks during 
extreme water fluctua-
tions.

Slated for replacement 
are the marina’s finger 
piers, dockside electrical 
and water service infra-
structure.

“Basically, we’re tak-
ing out everything that is 
there, but not all pilings 
the docks sit on,” Fraser 
said. “Four or fi ve (pil-
ings) will be replaced. As 
for the rest, underwater 
surveys said they’re in 
good shape.”

There are no plans to 
go all out by adding a 
gasoline dock, launch 
ramp or hire an on-site 
mechanic as at top-end 

private facilities and 
clubs.

“This is a municipal 
marina,” Caulfi eld said. 
“My goal is to make it as 
safe, up to code and as 
pretty as it can be.”

Most work to be done 
will be paid by boaters 
through annual well rent-
als. Receipts are kept in 
the marina fund separate 
from general tax receipts. 
General taxpayers will 
pay some associated 
costs through the general 
fund.

Apport ionment is 
based on how much work 
is done on parts of the 
marina reserved for boat-
ers, such as some piers 
and finger docks, as 
opposed to public-access 
areas, including the inner 
cement breakwall and 
combined sightseeing-
fi shing outer pier.

The outer breakwall 

near the marina entrance 
is in bad shape. Portions 
of steel sheeting have 
fallen to the lakebed. 
Gaps to Lake St. Clair let 
waves break into the 
marina, jarring and risk-
ing damage to boats that 
are supposed to be 
secured in wells.

Repairs to the break-
wall are planned whether 
the marina is renovated 
or not.

“It’s a safety issue,” 
Fraser said. “I have three 
contractors looking at it 
and seeing what type of 
permit we need. One guy 
said one thing. Another 
said another.”

W h e n  p l a n n i n g 
upgrades to a 70-year-old 
marina, one thing often 
leads to another costly 
thing.

“Because it’s been so 
long since it’s been main-
tained for years, when 
you upgrade electrical, 
you have to bring it up to 
code,” Caulfi eld said. “To 
do that, you’re looking 
potentially at major elec-
trical changes, not only 
for the marina, but for 
the park. Because power 
that goes to the park isn’t 
just for the marina. There 
are tennis court lights, 
pumps, heaters and 
transformers that are 
beyond their  l i fe , 

although they still work.”
Also, as many owners 

of old houses in Grosse 
Pointe can attest, work-
ing on an aging facility 
requires being prepared 
for surprises.

“It’s like walking into a 
beautiful home that has a 
1950s kitchen,” Caulfi eld 
said. “With these old 
houses, as soon as you 
rip out a wall …”

Despite renovation 
plans, some maintenance 
to the marina could no 
longer be deferred.

“Last fiscal year, we 
spent $100,000 on major 
repairs,” Craig said.

Work consisted of 
replacing worn-out rub 
rails (essentially guard 
rails for moored boats), 
repainting the main pier, 
replacing the temporary 
dockside non-potable 
water system and remov-
ing dock risers installed a 
few years ago during 
times of high lake levels.

“All safety items are up 
to date,” Fraser said. 
“Safety ladders are in. 
Fire extinguishers are all 
there. Throw rings are all 
there. Safety-wise, the 
marina’s in very, very 
good shape. We have 
several rub rails this past 
week that were repaired 
that have been hit by 
boaters already.”

GROSSE POINTE 
WOODS — City council 
unanimously approved 
combining six voting pre-
cincts into three at its 
meeting Monday, June 
16.

The move comes after 
v o t e r s  s t a t e w i d e 
approved a ballot mea-
sure in 2022 that not only 
created early in-person 
voting, but also allowed 
for bigger precincts. 
Each one can now have 
up to 4,999 registered 
voters, an increase from 
the previous 2,999.

“The effects of not only 
early voting but also the 
permanent absentee 
voter list gave us the 
option to realign,” Woods 
Clerk Paul Antolin said.

Proposal 2022-2 also 
allowed voters to request 
being placed on an 
absentee voter list, mean-
ing they will receive a 
ballot up to 40 days prior 
to each election without 
having to request one.

V o t e r s  i n  2 0 1 8 
approved a ballot mea-
sure ushering in “no-rea-
son” absentee voting. 
Before that absentee vot-
ing was limited to people 
age 60 and older, dis-
abled, poll workers 
assigned to a different 
polling location than 
their own or those sign-
ing an affidavit saying 
they would be out of 
town on Election Day.

Woods voters in the 
new Precinct 1 will vote 
at St. Michael’s Episcopal 

C h u r c h ,  2 0 4 7 5 
Sunningdale Park. Those 
in Precinct’s 2 and 3 will 
vote at city hall.

Antolin said the break-
down of the new pre-
cincts is as follows:

◆ Precinct 1, 4,608 reg-
istered voters,

◆ Precinct 2, 4,241 vot-
ers and

◆ Precinct 3, 4,432 vot-
ers.

The north end of the 
city was put in precinct 1 
because it also falls 
within State House 
District 12, while the rest 
of the Woods and the 
other Pointes are in State 
House District 10.

“I basically went from 
the top of the city to the 
bottom using GIS map-
ping to make it nice and 
even,” Antolin said. “We 
wanted it to be as practi-
cal as possible.”

Previously, precincts 1 
and 2 voted at Ferry 
Elementary School, 
Precincts 3 and 4 at city 
hall and precincts 5 and 6 
at Monteith Elementary 
School.

The Grosse Pointe 
Public School System 
had asked cities to fi nd 
polling locations other 
than in schools due to 
security concerns.

Antolin said voters will 
receive new ID cards and 
instructions on where to 
vote. Information will be 
posted at Ferry and 
Monteith come Election 
Day about the new pre-
cinct locations.

GROSSE POINTE 
FARMS — Though 
Farms council voted last 
Monday to consolidate 
the city’s fi ve precincts 
down to two, voters 
shouldn’t notice much of 
a difference — it’s all still 
happening at The War 
Memorial. 

“The most beautiful 
precinct in the country,” 
City Manager Shane 
Reeside noted. 

The consolidation is a 
result of Proposal 2022-
2, which passed in 
November 2022. The 
same proposal that 
legalized early voting 
also permits up to 4,999 
voters per precinct, com-
pared to the prior 2,999 
maximum. 

“Jurisdictions across 
the state of Michigan are 
taking advantage of this 

to consolidate pre-
cincts,” Assistant City 
Manager/City Clerk 
Derrick Kozicki said. 
“You save money, 
(because) each precinct 
needs additional work-
ers, additional machines, 
additional testing, so 
this is a really great 
opportunity to stream-
line election opera-
tions.”

By amending the city’s 
election precinct ordi-
nance, boundary lines of 
precincts also have been 
redrawn.

Precinct 1, made up of 
4,224 active voters, 
encompasses the por-
tion of the city between 
the borders of Chalfonte 
and Moran. Precinct 2, 
made up of 4,502 active 
voters, takes the edges 
of the city outside of 
Chalfonte and Moran.

In the years since, however, 

Steiner Merchandise began to 
gain momentum and demand has 
exploded the last three years.

in-person voting only 
applies to statewide and 
federal elections, mean-

Calculated by using 
numbers from the 78 per-
cent voter turnout in the 
N o v e m b e r  2 0 2 4 
Presidential Election, the 
city on Election Day 
could expect 798 in-per-
son voters in precinct 1 
and 851 in-person voters 

in precinct 2. 
“We’ll have a few elec-

GROSSE POINTE 
FARMS — The South 
American Theft Group 
made local headlines in 
2023, after pulling off two 
sophisticated home inva-
sions on Provencal in ear-
ly February and late 
November — the latter in 
which the crew made off 
with $500,000 to $700,000 
in jewelry. 

After being arrested in 
connection with the 
group in December 2023, 
29-year-old Chilean 
national Ignacio Ruiz-
Saldias last week was 
sentenced to 10 to 20 
years of incarceration for 
committing a string of 
home invasions targeting 
affl uent homes through-
out Oakland, Wayne and 
Kent counties. 

He was convicted by an 
Oakland County jury in 
April of one count of con-
ducting a criminal enter-
prise, a 20-year felony, 
and three counts of con-
spiracy to commit sec-
o n d - d e g r e e  h o m e 
invasion, a 15-year fel-
ony, for his role in the 
February 2023 home 
invas ions  in  Ada 
Township, Grosse Pointe 
Farms, Rochester and 

Rochester Hills. 
“These home invasions 

were not random — they 
were deliberate, highly 
organized and had a sig-
nificant impact on the 
families and communi-
ties involved,” Attorney 
General Dana Nessel 
said upon his conviction 
in a press release. 

Provencal was specu-
lated to be a repeat target 
because the group’s M.O. 
focuses on homes sur-
rounded by woods or a 
significant amount of 
land to make a discrete 
approach. 

The invasions for 
which Ruiz-Saldias was 
sentenced typically took 
place when the homes 
were vacant, using tech-
niques to thwart alarm 
systems and extensive 
precautions to avoid 
identification on home 
cameras and by forensic 
analyses of crime scenes. 

At the time of his 
arrest, alongside two 
other Chilean nationals, 
Nessel reported the three 
came into the county 
legally, but may have 
overstayed their VISAs.

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W h e n  H e a t h e r 
Wiegand relocated to 
Grosse Pointe nearly two 
decades ago, she didn’t 
anticipate her life would 
become intertwined with 
the lives of girls in rural 
Kenya; however, she is 
ever grateful it is. 

Since 2015, Wiegand 
has served as the opera-
t ions manager for 
Friends of Kenyan 
Orphans, or FoKO, a 
nonprofi t that supports 
girls’ education and 
overall well-being in one 
of the world’s most 
underserved regions.

Wiegand grew up just 
outside of Columbus, 
Ohio, and graduated 
from Miami University 
with a degree in elemen-
tary education and a 
minor in special educa-
tion. While there she met 
her husband, Andy, who 
serves as board presi-
dent of FoKO. After they 
married, they moved to 
Chicago, where Wiegand 
taught in schools with a 
large English as a sec-
ond language popula-
tion.

After several years of 
teaching, the Wiegands 
settled in Grosse Pointe 
and Heather Wiegand 
decided to transition to 
full-time parenting as 
she was expecting her 
firstborn. The couple 
eventually had four chil-
dren, three of whom cur-
rently attend Grosse 
Pointe Public Schools, 

while the oldest is a stu-
dent at Miami University. 

In 2015, Wiegand was 
presented the opportu-
nity to work with FoKO 
when a friend, whose in-
laws founded the organi-
zation, recommended 
her for the position. 

“It was a part-time, 
very flexible role, so I 
could still take care of 
my kids and be involved 
in their activities while 
also being able to give 
back to other children in 
a very different way,” 
she said. 

As operations man-
ager, Wiegand oversees 
FoKO’s daily operations, 
including donor commu-
nications, compliance 
coordination, audits and 
organizational strategy. 

“My role is to both 
manage daily operations 
and ensure compliance 
as a nonprofi t,” she said. 
“This includes tasks like 
communicating with 
board members, donors, 
contacts in Kenya and 
third-party partners 
such as auditors and 
accountants. I also con-
tinually look for ways to 
improve our organiza-
tion’s efficiency and 
impact.”

FoKO’s mission is to 
support orphaned and 
abandoned girls in 
Kenya,  particularly 
through its partnership 
with St. Clare School for 
Girls, as well as support-
ing other local schools in 
that area. The school 
serves around 500 girls, 
providing education, 

nutrition, healthcare and 
safety to girls who other-
wise would not have 
access to basic resources 
in their respective vil-
lages.

Wiegand has been sent 
to Kenya twice as FoKO’s 
yearly representative to 
ensure donors’ money is 
being distributed ade-
quately through the 
schools and see the oper-
ations in action. During 
her most recent trip in 
2024, she had the oppor-
tunity to take along her 
husband and three of her 
children. 

“It’s not a vacation,” 
she said. “You fly in, 
then drive six hours in a 
van over bumpy dirt 
roads to reach the prop-
erty that we stay in by 
the school. We stay on 
school grounds in what 
used to be a convent. 
The days there are 
packed with touring 
facilities and spending 
time with the children, 
as well as getting a 
deeper understanding of 
what the back roads of 
Kenya are truly like and 
how much work they do 
to survive.”

Her children shad-
owed Kenyan students 
in their respective 
grades: one in the eighth-
grade equivalent, one in 
form one (freshman 
level) and one in form 
four (senior level). This 
mutually benefited her 
children as well as the 
Kenyan students, who 
are not typically exposed 
or able to communicate 

with American children. 
Wiegand’s oldest still 

keeps in touch via email 
with one of the students 
he met.

“It was so powerful for 
them,” Wiegand said. 
“They saw how hard the 
Kenyan students work, 
how eager they are to 
learn. It gave them a true 
perspective on their own 
opportunities and educa-
tion.”

Although her work is 
rewarding, she explained 
how after each visit it 
gets more emotionally 
challenging to leave. The 
girls at St. Clare refer to 
Wiegand as “Mama 
Heather.” She said the 
children look up to them 
because her family 
shows how much they 
care for the students 
when they are there. 

“They’re incredibly 
affectionate and get very 
emotional when we have 
to leave because they 
truly believe they’ll 
never see us again,” she 
said. “They’ll touch our 
hair, our skin and our 
watches out of curiosity. 
But more than anything, 
they’re so grateful for 
everything and they are 
so well spoken.”

FoKO’s higher educa-
tion program funds uni-
vers i ty  tu i t ion  or 
vocational training for 
St. Clare graduates. The 
average annual cost is 
around $1,200.

“That’s not a small 
amount, but it is life-
changing for these chil-
dren,” Wiegand said. 
“The American dollar 
goes so much farther 
there than you would 
think.”

Many stories have 
stuck with her from her 
experience with FoKO. 

The priest at St. Clare 
believes the girls should 
go back to their villages, 
if able, to visit and learn 
from their own cultures. 
One 14-year-old girl was 
continually coming back 
from her visits with sig-
nificant health issues. 
She eventually opened 
up to a FoKo administra-
tor to reveal she had 
been sold into marriage 
for monetary support. 
She later was rescued 
with the help of FoKO 
and donors, who negoti-
ated with her husband 
and paid back her dowry. 
This woman is studying 
to become a nurse, to 
help girls in positions 
similar to her own.  

Another student, with 
a beautiful singing voice, 
used to perform at par-
ties for food money, 
which often left her vul-
nerable. Thanks to 
FoKO, she was able to 
leave that situation and 
now attends school. She 
hopes to continue sing-
ing but is studying to 
receive a business 
degree. 

Wiegand also recalled 
a student who was found 
as a baby in a dumpster. 
The child was rescued 
and eventually placed at 
St. Clare and is excelling 
in a higher education 
program. 

“These stories show so 
m u c h  r e s i l i e n c e , ” 
Wiegand said. “They’ve 
faced so much hardship, 
yet they are always 
grateful and genuine.”

The emotional toll of 
the work is real, she 
added, specifi cally after 
trips to Kenya. 

“When I came home 
from my fi rst visit, it was 
hard to adjust,” she said. 
“I looked at my life and 
my children differently. 
My kids have so much — 
like clean water, reliable 
schools and a safe home 
— but they don’t know 
how rare that is. It’s not 

their fault and they’re 
not ungrateful; they sim-
ply have no idea.”

St. Clare is known for 
its holistic and passion-
ate approach to educa-
t ion.  Teachers are 
devoted and stay late to 
tutor, sometimes until 8 
or 9 p.m. Older students 
mentor younger ones 
and administrators often 
serve as counselors or 
social workers for these 
children.

“No education is guar-
anteed in Kenya like it is 
here,” Wiegand said. 
“There is no public 
school system like in the 
U.S. and there are sim-
ply no safety nets.”

FoKO provides around 
80 percent of the school’s 
o p e r a t i n g  b u d g e t . 
Maintaining that sup-
port requires constant 
outreach, specifi cally as 
the organization’s origi-
nal donor base ages. 
Future goals include 
expanding the donor 
base and looking into 
people sponsoring indi-
vidual children through 
school.

“Our original contacts 
are getting older, which 
comes with many bene-
fi ts but also some down-
sides,” she said. “We 
need to reach younger 
donors to expand our 
network, as well as 
working with our cur-
rent donors.”

In Grosse Pointe, 
FoKO has found local 
support through speak-
ing with churches and 
service organizations, 
but Wiegand acknowl-
edges it is a niche cause.

“People sometimes 
ask, ‘Why get involved in 
Kenya?’” she said. “The 
truth is, the American 
dollar goes farther there 
and without our help, 
many of these girls have 
no other options.”

Wiegand believes any-
one can make a differ-
ence, even if it may not 
feel like much. 

“You don’t need to 
donate thousands,” she 
said. “A small gift, some 
of your time, it all adds 
up. What matters most is 
how much you care.”

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Neglect not leadership
To the Editor:

As a longtime Grosse Pointe resident and 
community volunteer, I’ve participated and 
watched school board meetings for years, 
but what transpired last week was truly dis-
appointing. There was a collapse in leader-
ship, beginning with Board President 
Colleen Worden, rather than just one indi-
vidual acting out. The tone was wrong from 
the start of the meeting. President Colleen 
Worden and Trustee Valarie St. John pub-
licly questioned the urgency of hiring a 
chief fi nancial offi cer for the district. That 
alone was alarming. That night was the last 
day of the CFO’s employment as a contrac-
tor. After years of fi nancial challenges, how 
can anyone think not hiring a permanent 
CFO is acceptable? 

It got worse. Superintendent Dr. Andrea 
Tuttle was badgered and brow-beaten by 
freshman Trustee Clint Derringer until Dr. 
Tuttle eventually professionally and politely 
excused herself and left the meeting. The 
CFO and two trustees left with Dr. Tuttle. 
That doesn’t occur unless there is a signifi -
cant problem. Colleen Worden, however, 
did not intervene. Mrs. Worden was not a 
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T
here must be some type of ulterior mo-
tive for the way certain members of the 
Grosse Pointe Public School System 
Board of Education treat 
Superintendent Andrea Tuttle.

The badgering, the disrespect, the 
attempts at intimidation. There must be a motive, 
because reasonable, responsible adults with a modi-
cum of decency do not act this way in a professional, 
public setting. Or in private, for that matter.

The exchange between Trustee Clint Derringer 
and Dr. Tuttle that caused her to walk away from the 
board table at the BoE’s June 11 meeting is not the 
fi rst such incident.

Here are some others.
During the board meeting June 18, 2024, then-

Trustee Colleen Worden — now board president — 
said she would not support the 2024-25 fi scal year 
budget due to what she claimed was a lack of details.

The budget included some $5.5 million in cuts, pri-
marily related to the end of about $4.5 million in 
COVID-related federal funding. That coincided with 
a decline to the district’s fi nances and fund equity 
until fi scal responsibility came into place after the 
2022 elections.

A majority of the cuts came from not fi lling 18 
vacant teaching positions. Dr. Tuttle at the time said 
she believed the budget could be balanced in future 
years by not fi lling vacant teaching positions since 
the district is below the state average for student-to-
teacher ratio. 

The budget did not cut any student programming 
and included step increases and a 1 percent pay raise 
for teachers and staff. GPPSS and the Grosse Pointe 
Education Association, along with its affi liate unions, 
eventually agreed to two-year contracts with a 2 per-
cent raise and step increases for teachers after an 
audit showed the 2023-24 budget ended with a $1 
million surplus. A step increase is equivalent to a 4.2 
percent salary increase.

Ms. Worden was upset because the budget did not 
indicate which teaching positions were not being 
fi lled and at what schools. That was just shy of three 
months before the 2024-25 school year. It is doubtful 
that exact staffi ng assignments could have been 
known at the time.

“I’d also argue in this situation that we’ve been 
paying for three superintendents,” Ms. Worden said 
at the time. “As much as I appreciate Dr. Tuttle, she 
is paid one of the top superintendent salaries in the 
state. That’s a slap in the face when we’re only giv-
ing teachers a 1 percent raise.”

Ms. Worden was referring to the fact former 
Superintendent Jon Dean was paid $195,000 as part 
of his separation agreement when he retired in 2023 
and the district paid Christian Fenton to act as 
interim superintendent for fi ve months. 

Dr. Tuttle said she was “fl abbergasted” by Ms. 
Worden’s comments. 

“I’ve shared with you numerous times how we got 
to these numbers,” she said at the meeting. “The 
COVID funds also should not have been used for 
recurring expenses and because it was used in that 
fashion there now has to be cuts. 

“I take some offense to the fact that you continue 
to say we have not been transparent,” she added. 
“Regarding my contract, I applied for this job because 
I love Grosse Pointe and because of the posting that 
was put out there. I was offered the position and for 
you to continue to attack that is offensive to me.” 

The board agreed in late 2023 to post the job with 
a starting base salary of between $275,000 and 
$350,000. Dr. Tuttle’s contract started at $310,000

for three years. Oh, and do not forget she was a 
unanimous hire.

Ms. Worden and Trustee Valarie St. John 
voted against the budget, which is projected to 
end with a $5.4 million surplus.

At the board meeting Oct. 8, 2024, Ms. St. 
John commented on what she claimed were vio-
lations of the Open Meetings Act on the part of 
other trustees communicating via email and 
seemed to imply Dr. Tuttle was complicit.

“It concerns me that a trustee has no idea 
what the responsibility of a superintendent is,” 
Dr. Tuttle said to Ms. St. John, reading from a 
prepared statement. “You frequently ask me to 
take actions that fall outside my purview as 
superintendent. You continue to divide and 
send divisive emails to all of us. Your repeated 
attempts to create confl ict among board mem-
bers and expect me to resolve them is counter-
productive.”

During a meeting Nov. 18, 2024, the board 
voted 6-0, with Ms. St. John excused, to give Dr. 
Tuttle an evaluation rating of “effective,” the 
highest possible under state law. The board 
then went into closed session to discuss Dr. 
Tuttle’s contract.

Once back in open session, with Ms. St. John 
present, she and Ms. Worden were the only no 
votes in a 5-2 decision to extend Dr. Tuttle’s 
contract by two years. It included 2 percent 
annual raises and an appeal process for future 
evaluations.

Ms. Worden called the vote a “late-night, 
back-room deal” that did not offer the public an 
opportunity to comment. At 1 a.m. that night, 
however, she sent Dr. Tuttle an email advising 
her not to sign the new contract and instead 
wait for the new board to be seated. Late-night 
indeed.

Funny how calls to wait for a new board to be 
seated did not apply in late 2022, when fi ve 
members of that board voted to rush through a 
$1 million clinic at Grosse Pointe North High 
School.

Which brings us to the meeting of June 11.
As reported in last week’s Grosse Pointe 

News, tension mounted at the meeting during a 
discussion about the salary range as the district 
seeks a new chief fi nancial offi cer. 

The position, offi cially titled “assistant super-
intendent for fi nance and business operations,” 
is listed on the district’s website with a salary 
range of $133,777 to $164,440. Dr. Tuttle wants 
to raise that to between $180,000 and $200,000. 

“We asked for data of similar sized and sur-
rounding districts and I did not receive that,” 
Mr. Derringer said. “I’d like to see evidence 
we’re unable to attract candidates at the current 
range.”

“What more evidence do you need?” Dr. Tuttle 
asked. “We’ve been sitting without a CFO for six 
months. I don’t know what else to tell you.” 

The role currently is being fi lled by a consul-
tant. The district did hire a CFO in March who 
left within two months. 

“Was it the salary range that attracted her to 
apply?” Derringer asked.

“I’m not going to answer that,” Dr. Tuttle 
replied. “She stayed a very short time. There 
are other reasons people leave. I’m not going 
to say it at this table because I think it might 
be disparaging to the district. 

“I’m not going to say anything further,” 
she continued. “You either want to raise it or 
you don’t.” Mr. Derringer then said while the 
district aims to be in the top 1 or 5 percent 
in the state, it uses state averages when it 
comes to teacher-to-student ratios. 

“I don’t want to be preached at,” Dr. Tuttle 
said. “I don’t want you to continue preaching 
at me and trying to belittle me in front of 
everyone at this table. 

“If you want to vote no, vote no, end of 
conversation,” she added. “I’m going to walk 
away if you continue to preach at me.” 

Mr. Derringer responded, saying, “To fi n-
ish my questions.” 

At which point, about 14 minutes after the 
discussion started, Dr. Tuttle said, “I’m 
going to respectfully walk away from the 
table. I’ve had it.”

It is unfortunate Ms. Worden did not 
attempt to intervene. Unfortunate, but per-
haps unsurprising since she ended the meet-
ing saying it is “not inappropriate” for 
trustees to ask tough questions.

So we ask again, what is their end-game? 
Are they trying to force Dr. Tuttle out? 
Obviously, she is not easily intimidated. But 
eventually enough might be enough. To 
treat this way the person most responsible 
for rescuing our school district from fi nan-
cial ruin is unconscionable. To force her out 
would be unforgivable.

“They play baseball on 
this blacktop,” Julie Van 
Tol said.

One nearby mature 
tree is fi rst base. Another 
is second.

“They literally hang on 
them,” she said. “Thank 
goodness they haven’t 

touched ours, but they 
will.”

“I made a tree-protec-
tor that I’m going to put 
in,” Paul Van Tol said.

He instal led the 
wrought iron guard, 
which surrounds and 
shields the lower trunk, 
Wednesday morning, 
June 18.

Julie Van Tol said the 
idea of planting the tree 
came from her students.

“We always talk during 
Earth Week about ways 
we can help the planet,” 
she said. “They said we 
could plant a tree. I said, 
‘I know a guy who can 
help us with that.’”

“I germinated it from a 

seed,” her father-in-law 
said. He has land in 
Macomb County on 
which he grows trees.

“I am 
committed to fostering a 
school culture where 
every member of our 
community feels valued 
a n d  e m p o w e r e d . 
Together we will create a 
learning environment 
where students thrive 
through meaningful, rig-
orous and collaborative 
learning experiences.”

She starts Aug. 1.
Schmittdiel, originally 

from Marquette in the 
Upper Peninsula, earned 
a bachelor’s degree in 
social studies, history 
and middle level educa-
t ion from Central 
Michigan University. 
She began as a teacher of 
English as a second lan-
guage in Florida’s 
Pinellas County school 
system and became an 
assistant middle school 
principal after earning a 
master’s degree in edu-
cational leadership from 
N a t i o n a l  L o u i s 
University.

“Coming home played 
a huge part in applying 
to Grosse Pointe,” said 
Schmittdiel, whose hus-
band, Dan, also is a 
native Michigander. “We 
love the metro-Detroit 
area and are so excited 
about the opportunity to 
raise our boys closer to 
family.”

Her husband, most 
recently a high school 
principal in Florida, has 
accepted a job as assis-
t an t  p r inc ipa l  a t 
Northville High School. 
The couple plans to live 
in Royal Oak as a mid-
way point, although 
Schmittdiel said when 
their two young sons 
start school they will 
attend GPPSS. 

S u p e r i n t e n d e n t 
Andrea Tuttle had high 
praise for Schmittdiel.

“Her extensive back-

providing in-kind services, such as 
police protection and public works 
employees assisting with prepar-
ing the site and cleanup.

Municipal funding comes out of 
the Tax Increment Finance 
Authority budget. TIFA is self-
funded by capturing a portion of 
property taxes generated in its 
boundaries encompassing the 
most northwest section of the 
Cabbage Patch.

“I budgeted $40,000 for this 
upcoming fi scal year and the fol-
lowing fi scal year for three After 
6s each year,” said Nick Sizeland, 
city manager and TIFA director. 
“That covers vendors, playscapes, 
inflatables, entertainment and 
restrooms. The city provides a 
public safety officer and public 
works staff.”

What’s the cost?
With growing popularity and 

awareness comes increased 
demands by city overseers for the 
events’ expense and revenue 
statements. Profi t and lost analy-
sis would facilitate evaluating 

street fairs among other budget 
items in order of importance and 
viability.

“It would be good to know what 
its really costing the city,” said 
Larry Haggart, a 29-year member 
of the recreation commission.

“I’m hopeful these can start to 
turn a profit,” Commissioner 
Howard Bouton added.

“I want profi t and loss (analysis) 
because two years ago a resident 
wanted to shut down the street for 
a St. Patrick’s Day party,” said 
Councilman Tom Caulfi eld, head 
of the fi nance committee and liai-
son to the recreation committee. 
“It would be good for us to know 
the raw costs to the city so if any-
one wants a parade or something, 
we can tell them it costs X amount 
of dollars to shut down Kercheval.”

Yet, the value of hosting the 
events is considered by represen-
tatives of city hall to be worth it. 
The payoff is community convivi-
ality and, frankly, showing off 
what the Kercheval commercial 
district has to offer.

“I love the After 6 because it 
exposes our community,” 
Caulfield said. “It shows what 
we’re doing and how great this 
community is. I am interested in 

the expense of in-kind donations 
and the cost to the Tax Increment 
Finance Authority which, at the 
end of the day, are tax dollars.”

Sponsorships
In 2023, there were 10 sponsors 

of Kercheval After 6. Sponsors 
grew in 2024 to 13. This year 
there are 29.

“It’s kind of grown on its own 
as people look forward to it,” 
Craig said. “People want to be 
part of it one way or another.”

“We have received more dona-
tions in the last several years,” 
Sizeland said.

Donations this year nearly total 
$30,000, he said.

Donations total 75 percent of 
the $40,000 he budgeted annually 
from the TIFA.

“I credit members of the staff 
reaching out beyond Grosse 
Pointe Park as well as members 
of our business community,” 
Sizeland said. “We’re seeing 
interest from vendors outside of 
Grosse Pointe Park. They realize 
that folks from other communi-
ties are coming to these events. I 
think we’re seeing more dona-
tions because people don’t want 
these to end.”

Anna Pitera, a manager of Coreander’s Children’s Bookshoppe, 
works almost dead center in what will be three street parties on 
Kercheval between Nottingham and Wayburn 6 to 10 p.m.

“It’s a beautiful community event that we love supporting,” 
Pitera said.
Unlike many sponsors in the Kercheval business district, 
Coreander’s isn’t open during the parties.

“We have stayed open in the 
past for ice cream sales, but we found it wasn’t benefi cial be-
cause there were vendors on the street selling ice cream. One 
way we can support it is by sponsoring it.”

Velvet Peanut Butter, a beloved 
90-year-old Detroit brand known for its 
“Fresh. Pure. Delicious.” promise, is part-
nering with Forgotten Harvest to help 
combat food insecurity across metro 
Detroit.

“When I acquired Velvet Peanut Butter, 
it was driven by my passion for authentic, 
high-quality local brands,” said Mark 
Rieth, a resident of Grosse Pointe Farms 
and the entrepreneur who purchased 
Velvet in late 2024. “But being local 
means more than geography. It means 
doing what you can to be part of the com-
munity. We’re proud to support Forgotten 
Harvest and its critical mission to provide 
nutritious food to those who need it 
most.”

Velvet recently delivered nearly 3,000 
cases — approximately 35,000 jars — of 
its protein-rich peanut butter to Forgotten 
Harvest’s mobile pantry distribution cen-
ter in Oak Park.

Velvet Peanut Butter has deep roots in 
Detroit. During World War II, the brand 
saw a major sales boom when it was 
selected to supply peanut butter to U.S. 
troops overseas due to its portability, 
nutritional value and taste. That wartime 
service earned it a place in American 
kitchens, where families proudly served 
the same product trusted by U.S. sol-
diers.

“Protein is one of the most important 
but often least available components in 
the diets of those facing food insecurity,” 
said Christopher Ivey, chief marketing 
and communications offi cer at Forgotten 
Harvest.

With its colorful label and clear brand 
identity, Velvet once was a staple on store 
shelves. Under Rieth’s leadership, it’s 
poised for a comeback.

Deborah Moffat has 
dedicated much of her 
life to working with chil-
dren and adults with 
intellectual and develop-
mental disabilities. She 
has led them, advocated 
for them, supported 
them and cared for them 
in her role as director of 
The Arc of Grosse 
Pointe/Harper Woods.

After decades of lead-
ership,  Moffat has 
stepped down from her 
post, though she plans 
to stay on part time until 
a full retirement mid-
summer.

“This is home,” Moffat 
said of The Arc, which is 
housed at St. Michael’s 
Episcopal Church in 
Grosse Pointe Woods. 
“… Seeing the kids 
smile, develop and learn 
new things is such a 
rewarding experience 
that it has filled my 
heart.”

Moffat’s introduction 
to her line of work began 
long before she joined 
The Arc.

“I babysat for a family 
in the ’70s who had a 
daughter with Down 
syndrome,” she said. 
“The doctors told them 
to leave her, to put her in 
an institution and forget 
they even had her. It was 
hard for them to fi gure 
out what to do; there 
wasn’t any support. I 
thought, that’s what 
needs to happen.”

Moffat began volun-
teering at the Foundation 
f o r  E x c e p t i o n a l 
Children, which was 
housed at Grosse Pointe 
Memorial Church. After 
earning a degree in spe-
cial education, she 
worked at Children’s 
Home of Detroit.

“In the meantime, the 
foundation director 
retired and they asked 
me to come back,” 
Moffat said.

Moffat served as pro-
gram director for the 
F o u n d a t i o n  f o r 
Exceptional Children 
more than 16 years. 
With “feet in both 
places,” she said, even-
tually the programs 
joined forces.

“Then 2008 hit and the 

Children’s Home of 
Detroit redid their stra-
tegic plan and we parted 
ways,” she said. “Then 
Holy  Cross  Chi ld 
Services took us over for 
a year. Then Judson 
Center came in. I went 

to Judson Center when 
Holy Cross wanted to 
shut us down.”

After a few years with 
Judson Center, she was 
recruited to lead the 
local chapter of The Arc. 
Over many years and 

through many changes, 
Moffat has been dedi-
cated to keeping The 
Arc’s after-school and 
summer programs run-
ning.

Programming has 
e x p a n d e d  u n d e r 

Moffat’s leadership.
“When I came to The 

Arc, I was president of 
the board for a while,” 
she said. “We just did a 
couple informational 
dinners and we owned 
two group homes. I said 
there still needs to be 
summer programming. 
The parents are looking 
for that. There needs to 
be adult services. … To 
be able to continue sum-
mer programming was 
instrumental.”

Through its summer 
camp, The Arc provides 
“all the typical camp 
experiences for students 
with additional support 
— swimming, entertain-
ment, music classes, 
activities to improve 
their social and commu-
nication skills,” she said. 
“We sneak in a little aca-
demics, but we make 
sure they have a fun 
summer, like all kids 
should have.”

She also developed 
Friends Group, offering 
social and recreational 
activities for ages 16 and 
older — dances, parties, 
outings, sporting events. 
On Fridays the Good 
Grub Social Club meets. 

“As the needs arise, 
we hear what the needs 
are and start doing 
more,” Moffat said. “I’m 
very proud of what 
we’ve accomplished.”

Moffat’s personal life 
played a large part in 
her decision to retire, 
but she said she’s 
excited for the future of 
The Arc.

“My husband, Leonard 
Williams, was a huge 
support here,” she said. 
“He worked with the 
kids and the adults, vol-
unteered with activities 
and driving. He was 
diagnosed with ALS in 
September of ’23 and 
passed away in January 
’24. Last summer, it was 
too  much.  I  was 
exhausted.

“… It’s been a blessing 
to me personally, with 
the loss I had, to be able 
to come to work and get 
that reward,” she added. 
“It really kept me going.”

Moffat found love 
again when her high 
school boyfriend reen-
tered her life. The pair 
recently wed and Moffat 
soon will move to Spring 
Lake, where he lives.

Despite the impending 
move, The Arc will stay 
close to Moffat’s heart. 

“I’m never going to 
step away,” she said. 
“My daughter (Lesley 
Moffat) is taking over. 
She grew up with these 
kids; now she’s a board-
certifi ed behavioral ana-
lyst. I’ll come back and 
volunteer for different 
activities and keep in 
touch.

“I’m excited for the 
future,” she said. “I’ve 
left it in good hands and 

I think it will continue to 
grow.”

Moffat said she’s 
grateful to have worked 
with a supportive board 
and community.

“I want to thank every-
one for their trust and 
support,” she added, 
“the families that trust 
me with their vulnerable 
children, all the staff 
who have come along 
over the years. … There 
are folks in the volun-
teer program that were 
here when I volunteered 
as a teenager. A signifi -
cant number have stuck 
with us all this time.”

Moffat said she’ll 
always carry with her 
the breakthroughs and 
growth she witnessed 
over the years.

“I’ve dealt with stu-
dents with super diffi-
cult behaviors, working 
through it with them, 
getting them to recog-
nize us, to listen to us 
and follow through and 
change those behav-
iors,” Moffat said. “One 
man started with us 
when he was 4; he’s 18 
now. We could never get 
him to sit in front of a 
computer, so we went to

member whose son, Caleb, 
attends The Arc’s after-
school and summer pro-
grams. “A couple of years 
ago, we were trying to fi nd 
after-school care for our 
son when he was in ele-
mentary school. We had 
some challenging experi-
ences with his school’s af-
ter-school care and need-
ed to fi nd better quality 
care for him.  

“... Our son is a very social 
and happy boy, so we 
wanted a place that would 
care for him as we would,” 
he continued. “Luckily, we 
found The Arc and after 
meeting with Deb, we 
knew it was the place. Deb 
was welcoming, loving and 
had a wealth of experience 
that we knew would help 
Caleb to thrive and learn. 
Finding her and The Arc 
has given us peace of mind 
knowing Caleb is well 
cared for and always hav-
ing a good time while 
growing. The impact is tru-
ly immeasurable.

“… One of my favorite mo-
ments was walking into 
The Arc to pick up Caleb

“Under her leadership, The Arc grew into an 
important organization that offered advocacy 
and information seminars for parents and a 
wide array of social and recreational activities 
for teens and adults with social needs 16 and 
up,” said Anne White O’Hara, an Arc board 
member. 
“On a personal note, my son, Tom O’Hara, 29, 
born with Down syndrome, has been with 
Deborah Moffat all his life. When we lived in 
downtown Detroit, I would drive him to the 
Foundation for Exceptional Children. As a tod-
dler, he fl ourished under her care and she is 
one of the reasons we moved to Grosse Pointe 
Park. We consider her one of the saints and he-
roes in Tom’s life.”

O’Hara said her son followed Moffat to The Arc 
as a young adult.
“Through her remarkable Friends Group pro-
gramming, Tom and others have experienced 
grand adventures, parties and developed a 
quality of life I could not have imagined for 
him,” she said. “He has attended Tigers games, 
peddled through Detroit on a peddle bar, en-
joyed Detroit River cruises, spent a weekend in 
a treehouse in Ohio, did a zipline at Camp 
Fowler, spent the weekend at MSU and other 
colleges. He marched in the Grosse Pointe 
Santa Claus Parade, the St. Patrick’s parade, 
does duck pin and feather bowling and every 
year he looks forward to The Arc’s epic 
Halloween, Christmas and St. Patrick’s Day 
dance parties.”

All in one
“Deb could do it all: manage the budget, fundraise, provide 
innovative programming, all while nurturing children, some 
of whom had the most severe disabilities imaginable,” said 
Laura Kellett, who served on the board of the Foundation for 
Exceptional Children when Moffat ran the program. “She al-
so served adults with disabilities through the foundation’s 
adult program. While at that program she lost her husband. 
… She never wavered in her efforts on behalf of our kids.”
As a former board president, Kellett, whose oldest daughter 
has Down syndrome, knows “the director must wear many 
hats. Deb has always been my fi rst call when someone 
needs an advocate to help navigate our complex systems 
for disability services. She has provided a broad range of 
services for our folks including lots of fun dances, trips, day-
care, educational programming and parties. My daughter 

looks forward to every party; her life is so much broader and 
more fun because of Deb.
“Deb even added her wonderful second husband as a DJ, 
driver and all-around cheerleader for our kids and adults 
with disabilities,” she added. “She and Leonard could be 
seen at every event, genuinely and lovingly engaging with 
everyone, from the cutest baby with Down syndrome to the 
person with severe autism who had no speech. I am sure 
Deb had her heart broken many times when members of 
our community died young from seizure disorders, etc. 
She lost her husband, Leonard, two years ago after a battle 
with ALS. Once again, she never wavered in her efforts to 
improve the lives of our folks. Her life and that of her family 
were devoted to the people with disabilities in this commu-
nity.”

“I’m trying to show as 
much as I can of what 
you can see in Michigan 
if you go outside and 
explore,” Listman said. 
“You can just look out-
side and see interesting 
things, even under a 
rock or in the dirt.”

Listman, who paints 
pet portraits and home 
designs on platters and 
sells them on her Etsy 
page, illustrated the 
book herself.

“I wanted there to be a 

little multimedia to it,” 
she said. “I didn’t want 
just colored pencil or 
watercolor.”

She incorporated 
marker and hand-carved 
stamps onto its pages, 
too.

The Grosse Pointe

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This week, the annual 
Ride for the Living will 
draw hundreds to 
Krakow, Poland, for an 
educational, social and 
spiritual fitness experi-
ence like no other. The 
four-day event, June 25 
to 29, includes guided 
tours of Auschwitz-
Birkenau, participation 
in Poland’s largest 
Shabbat dinner and other 
activities, topped off with 
a 60-mile bike ride from 
Auschwitz to the Jewish 
Community Center of 
Krakow.

The ride itself was 
inspired by 10-year-old 

Holocaust  survivor 
Marcel Zielinski, who, on 

Liberation Day in 1945, 
made the 60-mile journey 

from Auschwitz to 
Krakow, “to fi nd his fam-
ily members and restart 
his life,” City of Grosse 
Pointe resident Tyler 
Shaw said. “Years later a 
documentary was made 
about his struggles after 
the war and how he rein-
tegrated into Jewish soci-
ety.”

The 2022 documen-
tary, “For the Living,” is 
shown during the annual 
event, of which Zielinski 
himself became a regular 
participant in 2015, at 
age 80.

“The Ride for the 
Living retraces his walk 
with a bicycle ride,” 
Shaw said. “They host 
people from around the 
world. … It’s a cool, 
immersive experience.”

The nonprofi t works as 
a fundraiser for the 
Jewish Community 
Center of Krakow, which 
Shaw compared to the 
Neighborhood Club, “but 
based around religious 
services.

“They want to make it 
where Jews feel they can 
come back to Poland and 
live a full Jewish life,” she 
added. “So many of them 
left after the war or their 
families were killed and 
were never rebuilt. This 
organization is trying to 
rebuild the Jewish popu-
lation.”

The event — which 
commemorates  the 
Holocaust and celebrates 
the rebirth of Jewish life 
in Poland — has personal 
meaning to Shaw.

“I am the great-grand-
daughter of Jewish-
Polish immigrants,” she 
said. “They came over in 

the ’20s, before the war, 
but it’s a clear, great pos-
sibility if they hadn’t 
been on that timeline, my 
family wouldn’t exist.”

As she was not able to 
go to Poland for this 
year’s 10th annual event, 
she decided to organize a 
satellite program locally. 
Her own Ride for the 
Living event took place 
June 8, at Fusion 
Integrated Training in 
Grosse Pointe Woods. 
Twenty participants, 
Jewish and non-Jewish, 
from the Grosse Pointes 
and surrounding areas, 
raised more than $700 
for  the nonprofi t . 
Because Fusion has a 
limited number of bicy-
cles, a cardio and 
strength workout class 
was held instead of a 
bike ride.

“It had a lot of momen-
tum,” Shaw said. “It 
would be great to make it 
an annual event. The 
Jewish Federation of 
Detroit does a satellite 
event in Oakland County, 
but it felt really nice to 
have something in our 
own community. It feels 
nice to have something in 
our neighborhood that 
represents who we are.

“… Grosse Pointe is 
deeply rooted in religion, 
though it ’s  mostly 
Christian and Catholic,” 
she added. “I feel that 
this community values 
the importance of reli-
gion. It felt like a safe 
space to host this cele-

bration of my heritage 
and my culture, not in a 
controversial way, but in 
a way to feel seen.”

Represent ing the 
Jewish community in 
Grosse Pointe is para-
mount to Shaw, who said 
she’s grateful for the out-
pouring of love she’s felt 
since moving to the City. 

“I’ve been here four 
years,” she said. “I get 
asked a lot by people in 
the Jewish community 
outside of Grosse Pointe, 
wouldn’t it be easier to 
live where other Jewish 
families are? 

“There’s a Jewish com-
munity that exists in 
Grosse Pointe. I don’t 
know that a lot of people 
know that. The atmo-
sphere, of Jews in Grosse 
Pointe, is of feeling wel-
comed and supported. 
I’m hopeful that commu-
nity continues to grow. 
It’s a positive experience 
to be a Jew living in 
Grosse Pointe and I don’t 
think outsiders realize 
that. It’s a stereotype I’d 
like to work to dispel.”

While she hopes to 
continue hosting the 
local Ride for the Living, 
Shaw said she would love 
to experience the Krakow 
event fi rsthand.

“My father turns 75 
next year,” she said. “I 
hope we can go over 
there together.”

experiences.”

While an optional tour 
of Michigan Central 
S ta t ion  has  been 
arranged and guests will 
be offered boat tours of 
Lake St. Clair, the host 
families are invited to 
introduce visitors to the 
Grosse Pointe-Detroit 
area however they see fi t.

Summer exchange program ushers in Swiss musicians
Free concert planned July 9

Q: My mother is 73 
and her doctor just pre-
scribed her Xanax. I 
don’t know why she 
would need it, but I do 
know she usually has a 
couple glasses of wine 
most evenings. While 
I’ve been concerned 
about her drinking, I 
wouldn’t say she’s alco-
holic. But now that she’s 
adding Xanax to the 
mix, I’m terrified she 
could become addicted. 
She told me her doctor 
knows what he’s doing 
and it’s none of my busi-
ness. I asked my phar-
macist about it and she 
said combining Xanax 
and alcohol is very risky 
— even more so for an 
older woman. How do I 
handle this?

 A: Your concern is not 
only understandable, it’s 
backed by strong medi-
cal evidence. Xanax (a 
benzodiazepine) and 
alcohol are both central 
nervous system depres-
sants. Taken together, 
especially in older adults, 
t h e y  s i g n i f i c a n t l y 
increase the risk of seda-
tion, confusion, falls, 
impaired coordination, 
memory loss and even 
overdose. For a woman 
in her 70s, these risks are 
amplified due to age-
related changes in metab-
olism, brain sensitivity 
and medication process-
ing.

Let’s break down the 
concerns:

◆ Increased sensitivity: 
Older adults — especially 
women — are more sen-
sitive to both alcohol and 
benzodiazepines. These 
substances stay in the 
body longer and have 
stronger effects.

◆ Risk of falls: The 
combination can cause 
drowsiness and unsteady 
gait, which dramatically 
raises the risk of falling 
— a leading cause of 

injury and hospitaliza-
tion in older adults.

◆ Cognitive decline: 
Long-term use of benzo-
diazepines like Xanax 
has been linked to 
increased risk of demen-
tia, forgetfulness and 
confusion — especially in 
women over 65.

◆ Dependence and 
withdrawal: Xanax is 
habit-forming. The brain 
becomes quickly depen-
dent and withdrawal can 
be serious, even danger-
ous. The fact it was 
designed for short-term 
use (two weeks or less) 
often gets overlooked.

◆ Cancer risk: Alcohol, 
even in modest amounts, 
is linked to increased 
cancer risk, including 
breast and gastrointesti-
nal cancers.

◆  Driving safety: 
Reaction time and deci-
sion-making ability may 
be compromised, even if 
your mother doesn’t feel 
impaired.

Now, how do you 
respond when your 
mother insists her doctor 
knows best? First, know 
that many doctors still 
prescribe Xanax to older 
adults, despite guidelines 
recommending against it 
unless absolutely neces-
sary. It may be worth 
encouraging a second 
opinion by a geriatrician 
or asking her to review 
updated medical guid-
ance from reputable 
sources (such as the 
American Geriatrics 
Society, which lists ben-
zodiazepines as drugs to 
avoid in seniors).

You might also con-
sider partnering with 
someone close to your 
mother whom she 
respects — a sibling, 
trusted friend or spiritual 
advisor. Together, you 
can bring her medical lit-
erature that clarifi es: No 
amount of alcohol is con-

sidered safe, especially 
for older adults, and 
Xanax is typically not 
recommended for people 
over 65.

If she is open, suggest 
she talk with a counselor 
who specializes in older 
adult mental health and 
substance use. If she’s 
spending much of her 
time alone — “nesting in 
her chair,” drinking wine 
while watching TV — it 
may reflect more than 
routine. It could indicate 
loneliness or underlying 
anxiety or depression.

The hopeful part? If 
she ’s  not  a l ready 
addicted, she may be 
open to alternative ways 
to manage her anxiety, 
sleep issues or loneli-
ness. Suggest activities 
that provide structure 
and connection — gentle 
yoga classes, book clubs, 
community centers or 
volunteer opportunities.

But if she becomes 
defensive and doubles 
down on her right to 
drink and use Xanax, it 
may be time to consult a 
professional who works 
with families dealing 
with older adult addic-
tion. This is not about 
control; it’s about pro-
tecting her health, mind 
and independence.

Your instincts are right. 
Don’t give up. There’s 
still time for her to choose 
a safer path forward. For 
more information, stop 
by the Grosse Pointe 
Public Library and check 
out the book, “Aging and 
Addiction.”

DEAR ANNIE: Lately, 
I’ve been fi nding myself 
feeling unexpectedly 
down.

DEAR PERPLEXED: 

Yes, the host should’ve 
made that clear in the 
invitation. If the party 
had been at their home 
instead, no one would 
expect to pay for food or 
drinks, so it’s reasonable 
to think the same would 
be true of a different 
venue, especially one you 
traveled hours to get to. If 
the hosts weren’t pre-
pared to foot the bill, they 

should’ve been upfront 
about it. 

In the future, there’s 
nothing wrong with ask-
ing for more details when 
an invite is vague and 
especially at public ven-
ues again. “Will food and 
drinks be provided?” is a 
completely fair question 
to ask ahead of time, and 
it lets you make a fully 
informed decision before 
committing to anything.

With warm weather 
arriving, some of the 
most interesting, cool-
ing wines are aromatic 
white wines that can be 
chilled without harming 
their perfumed excite-
ment.

Most aromatic white 
wines can do this with 
ease. One of the best 
places to find these 
wines is one of France’s 

finest wine-growing 
regions — and one of its 
least understood. It is 
Alsace, a region border-
ing on Germany with a 
populace as comfort-
able speaking German 
as French.

And its white wines 
are probably the most 
compatible with warm-
weather days of any 
area in the world

The primary grape 
varieties of Alsace 
(almost all of them 

white) are Germanic in 
tone, with riesling, 
gewurztraminer and 
sylvaner at the top of 
the list, and pinot blanc 
and pinot gris adding 
depth. 

The wine-making 
styles of Germany and 
Alsace, with approxi-
mately the same grapes, 
a r e  p o l e s  a p a r t . 
Germany prefers to bal-
ance some of the natu-
rally high acids with 
residual sugar. Alsace 
traditionally looks upon 
these wines as foils for 
one of France’s greatest 
regional cuisines and 
thus has kept most of its 
wines dry.

Author Hugh Johnson 
wrote in his book, “The 
World Atlas of Wine,” 
“Instead of grape sugar 
lingering delicately in 
the wine, the (Alsace) 
grower likes a dry, fi rm, 
clean fl avor... “

This produces wines 
with the heft of white 
Burgundy, rich on the 
palate with 12.5 percent 
or even 13.5 percent 
alcohol. They are gener-
ally tart enough to cut 
through all the richness 
of pressed duck, foie 
gras, and the like. 

Alsace wine always 
was seen as a bit of a 
learned experience 
because of its high acid-
ity, but with food the 

wines were brilliant.
However, Alsace was 

one of the areas of 
France where the regu-
lations pertaining to 
wine quality and style 
were not addressed 
until 50 years ago, long 
after other regions 
gained their offi cial rec-
ognition. And this left 
Alsace in a sort of limbo 
state, style-wise, for 
years. The wines were 
variable in style.

Today, the pendulum 
has begun to swing 
back toward a classic 
style and many of 
Alsace’s top wines are 
again crisp and tart. 

(A few of Alsace’s 
best wines were always 

desser t - s ty led  and 
called vendange tar-
dive, made from late-
harvested grapes).

One of the most 
important properties in 
all of Alsace is a house 
called Trimbach, which 
has seldom sacrifi ced its 
style and retained the 
classically made crisp 
whites with charm.

The archetypal Alsace 
white is gewurztra-
miner. Trimbach’s ver-
sion (roughly $28) is 
totally dry and is a 
definitive example of 
the regional paradigm. 
Rose petals with hints 
of carnations and gar-
denias mark the aroma.

Trimbach also makes 

other classically styled 
dry Alsace white wines 
that represent good 
value. But the compa-
ny’s greatest achieve-
ment remains its dry 
rieslings, two of which 
are typically expensive 
b e c a u s e  o f  h i g h 
demand.

I have always adored 
Alsace wines with food 
and recommend them 
when hearty food is on 
the table.

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Summer barbecues 
aren’t complete without 
a good pasta salad. We 
love them because they 
are a blank slate that can 
be customized to any-
thing we want. The add-
ins  have  end less  
possibilities and the 
dressing can be com-
pletely tailored to suit 
whatever flavor profile 
that you’re craving.

It can be fancy and it 
can be humble. It can sit 
in the fridge for three 
days and be even better 
than they were when it 
was first made. It’s a 
win-win for all. 

This is a recipe 
inspired by the Italian 
hoagie sandwich. It has 
all of the flavors of my 
favorite sub but in pasta 
form. I made it hearty 
with cubes of salami and 
provolone cheese. Then 
I lightened it up with 
crunchy cucumber, fresh 
tomatoes, thinly sliced 
red onion and basil.

No sub is complete 
without a spicy zing 
from pepperoncini so I 
made sure to include 
those as well.

It’s tossed in a tangy, 
mayonnaise based dress-

ing with lots of red wine 
vinegar and lemon juice. 
Use your favorite Italian 
seasoning blend to give 
that perfect hoagie taste. 
I added chopped green 
olives as well because I 
just can’t seem to get 
enough of them.

If you want to go 
crazy, thinly chop up 
lettuce and add it to the 
salad just before serv-
ing. I chose to leave it 
out but would defi nitely 
be up for adding it in the 
future.

This salad gets better 
the longer it sits. The 
pasta and vegetables can 
marinate in the dressing 
and the fl avors all get to 
meld together. No, you 
can’t replace a good 
hand held hoagie, but 
this sure comes close.

“Smoking Tigers”
2023 - Not Rated

Let me say right from 
the start that I thought 
this fi lm was pure cine-
matic perfection. Just 
about everything about it 
shined. It was well writ-
ten, the actors all turned 
in masterful perfor-
mances, the score 
enhanced the story with-
out overwhelming the 
action, and the camera-
work was some of the fi n-
est I’ve ever experienced.

I had the sense that one 
could watch the fi lm with 
the sound off and still 
enjoy every moment of it. 
It was that good!

There’s an interesting 
backstory behind the 
making of “Smoking 
Tigers.” The concept of 
the movie was initially 
presented to Tribeca’s 
Untold Stories program 
in 2022. Director So 
Young Shelly Yo and 
producer Guo Guo were 
subsequently awarded a 
$1 million prize, thanks 
to the generosity of 
AT&T, and a guaranteed 
screening of their fi lm. 
The movie debuted at the 
Tribeca Film Festival in 
2023 where it won several 
notable awards including 
Best Screenplay and Best 
Performance. I think after 
you see this remarkable 
fi lm, you’ll agree it was 
well deserved. 

The story is about a 
16-year old Korean 
American girl Hayoung 
(Ji-young Yoo) growing 
up in Los Angeles in the 
early 2000s. It’s a coming 
of age movie unlike any 
I’ve seen before. Most of 
the ones I’ve watched 
seem to focus on rebel-
lious kids full of angst. 
They get in trouble in var-
ious ways, spiral out of 
control, get caught and 

then the fi lm has a “...
and they all lived happily 
ever after” conclusion. 
That’s where this fi lm is 
unique. While Hayoung 
does some quiet rebel-
ling, it’s quite a bit more 
subtle than the usual 
tropes. It’s a tender, gen-
tle movie that unfolds at 
a leisurely pace.

We first encounter 
Hayoung as she accom-
panies her father, Appa 
(Jung Jun Ho) in the 
home of a rich Korean 
family. He’s a carpet 
salesman and a master at 
schmoozing his clients 
into buying some of his 
offerings. We then learn 
that her parents are sepa-
rating and we witness 
that she’s defi nitely a dad-
dy’s girl. The separation 
isn’t the only thing the 
young girl is experienc-
ing. Like most teens, she’s 
grappling with accep-
tance among her peers, 
young love, helping raise 
her younger sister Ara 
(Erin Choi), as well as dis-
covering who she really is. 

Hayoung lives with her 
mother Umma (Abin 
Andrews), who teaches 
piano and is just scraping 
by. Umma is a helicopter 
parent and wants the best 
for her girls. She wants 
Hayoung to get into the 
best college, and UCLA 
simply isn’t good enough 

for her daughter. So she 
pays an exorbitant 
amount of money for her 
to attend a class to 
improve her SAT scores. 
It’s there that Hayoung 
befriends Rose (Erin Yoo) 
and becomes a part of a 
pack of rich kids. She’s 
clearly out of her league 
and she does a great job of 
not only fi tting in with the 
in crowd, she’s a master 

of hiding the fact that her 
family is relatively poor. 

As expected, her new 
friends love to party. 
However she never gets 
too carried away and 
when she comes home 
late, her mother doesn’t 
go overboard punishing 
her. There isn’t the usual 
screaming and fighting. 

It’s all handled civilly in a 
calm manner. It’s at one 
of these parties where she 
attracts the attention of a 
boy and encounters her 
first romance — even 
though she’s been warned 
that he will soon dump 
her and move on.

Hayoung enjoys spend-
ing time with her father 
while her sister is more 
comfortable with their 

mother. Appa is a well 
meaning dad and cares 
deeply for both his chil-
dren. He seems to be a bit 
down on his luck and is 
actually living in a corner 
of the carpet warehouse. 
One of the ways Hayoung 
deals with her situation is 
by dreaming of a better 
lifestyle. She sneaks into a 
home that’s on the market 
and unoccupied. There 
she closes her eyes and 
imagines a fantasy world 
where her happy family 
lives together in an 
upscale home. They’re all 
smiles as they sit down 
and enjoy a wonderful 
dinner. It’s a stark con-
trast to her real life.

The entire movie has a 
nostalgic and tender feel 
to it. It’s aided by the bril-
liant camerawork of 
Heyjin Jun. She uses 
close-ups to great advan-
tage and this allows us to 
feel what the main char-
acters are going through. 
She has a keen sense of 
knowing just how linger 
on a face and when to pull 
back. Every shot is per-
fectly composed and 
there are countless scenes 
that would make a photo-
graph or painting worthy 
of framing and being dis-
played on a wall. 

Masayoshi Fujita’s sub-
tle score is also worth 
mentioning. It’s never 
obtrusive and subtly adds 
a wistful and nostalgic 
feel to the fi lm. One of the 
hallmarks of a great 
soundtrack is that it goes 
relatively unnoticed, and 
this perfectly describes 
Fujita’s work here. It’s so 
beautiful I defi nitely will 
have to see if it’s available 
on CD or to download. 

I’d be remiss if I didn’t 
mention the outstanding 
performances of all the 

actors in “Smoking 
Tigers.” Everyone in this 
beautiful and heartfelt 
fi lm was perfectly cast.

A conscientious declarer does not 
relax merely because he has an excel-
lent chance to make his contract. He 
goes a step further to consider whether 
there might be an even surer — prefer-
ably cast-iron — way to get home safe-
ly. Today’s deal provides an example.

West led a diamond against six 
spades, and South could count 11 sure 
tricks. A 12th trick was available if 
either a heart or club finesse succeed-
ed, and the odds in favor of one or 

both finesses succeeding were 3-to-1.
But 3-to-1 shots have been known 

to fail and, in fact, would have in the 
actual case. However, South substi-
tuted a method of play that would add 
significantly to his chances.

He won the diamond lead with the 
king and, after drawing three rounds 
of trump, cashed the J-Q of diamonds. 
When West proved to have no more 
than three diamonds, South had a sure 
thing, but he had to be careful not to 
cash the diamond ace at this point, 
which would have forced him to 
choose a discard prematurely.

For example, suppose he had 
cashed the ace and discarded a heart. 
If he then took either a heart or club 
finesse, he would have gone down 
one. Whichever finesse he elected to 
take, West would win with the king 
and return the same suit. Eventually, 
South would try the other finesse and 
lose it for down one. Instead, South 
led a low heart from dummy at trick 
seven and inserted the eight. West won 
with the ten but had to return either a 
heart or a club, handing declarer a free 
finesse and the slam as well.

The effect of delaying the discard 
on the ace of diamonds was that it 
allowed South to create an endplay 
position from which West could not 
escape and raised a 75% chance of 
success to 100%.

What Is a Collage?

Nature Collage Draw the leaf that should come next in each row to complete the pattern.

A collage is art that’s made by pasting 
different things together to create a 
picture. Artists use paper, fabric, buttons, 
photos or even leaves. They paste these 
things onto a piece of paper or cardboard. 
No two collages are ever the same!

A nature collage is 
made from things you 
find outside, like leaves, 
flowers, small twigs 
or seeds.

You can use things 
found on a hike to make 
a picture of a tree, an 
animal or just a pretty 
pattern.

past few months. After 
successful seasons on 
the field, diamond, court, 
course and track, more 
than 30 athletes have 
helped make Grosse 
Pointe South, Grosse 
Pointe  North  and 
University Liggett School 
proud by collecting All-
State honors from their 
s p o r t s ’  r e s p e c t i v e 
coaches associations. 

Liggett varsity girls 
soccer had an impressive 
season, finishing as the 

Division 4 state runner-
up while winning district 
and regional titles. Three 
Knights were recognized 
on the All-State list by 
the Michigan High 
School Soccer Coaches 
Association. Kerith Short 
was named second team 
All-State, while team-
mates Addie Ancona and 
Jazmin Diaz-Don were 
both honorable men-
tions.
